Motown's Convention
Brings $7 Mil Business

SAN FRANCISCO - Motown
Records held its 10th anniver-
sary sales meeting at the Fair-
mont here last week (Aug. 28-
31) - and lavishly.

Label reports that $7 mil
wholesale business was done on
30 albums and 18 tapes. Orders
for the third Jackson Five album
a!one exceeded $1 million.

Distribs and licensees from
around the world - Japan, Hol-
land, London, Mexico City and
Canada - were flown in and
then shown the city from top
to bottom, from Sausalito to Al-
catraz.

The highlight of the week-
end was the Sunday banquet
held at the World Trade Club,
which Bobby Darin emceed.

On the bill were the Jackson
Five, Gladys Knight and the
Pips, Jimmy Ruffin, David Ruf-
fin, Smokey Robinson and the
Miracles, the Four Tops, Rare
Earth, Letta Mbulu and the
Jazz Crusaders.

Barney Ales, label's National
Sales Director, introduced label
President Berry Gordy, who

reminisced about borrowing
$700 from his parents to start
the company and also pointed
out that sales on singles and
albums were up phenomenally
from 10 years ago and, in fact,
up 47% and 37%, respectively,
over last year.

Gordy also said that he was
glad that one of his initial goals
in establishing Motown - to
create an effective integrated
label - had been accomplished.

Monday morning label held
an audio-visual presentation of
new product. Albums from all
roster artists were introduced,
most notably a new package
from the Marvelettes, the first
in a while, and "The Magnifi-
cent 7," a teaming of the Su-
premes and the Four Tops.

Waxery also introduced its
new Black Forum line with
spoken word packages by Stoke-
ly Carmichael, Langston Hugh-
es and Martin Luther 'King.

Label's Phil Jones ran the
convention, with Tom Schlesin-
ger handling the audio-visual
portion.

RCA, Kirshner Launch Globetrotters

With Madison Sq. Garden Party
More than 2,000 guests from

the press, radio and TV, dis-
tributors and dealers are ex-
pected to be present Sept. 8
when RCA Records throws a
huge party to launch Don
Kirshner's newest musical crea-
tion, the Globetrotters, at the
Felt Forum of Madison Square
Garden.

Features of the entertain-
ment for the evening will be
the showing of a film from the
new CBS -TV series, "The Globe-
trotters," and a basketball game
featuring t h e internationally
famed Harlem Globetrotters
pitting the court talents against
a team made up of personali-
ties of the entertainment world.

Guests at the party also will
be given copies of the Globe-
trotters' first album on the
Kirshner label, and children
present at the party will be
given basketballs to commemo-
rate the launching of this new
package entertainment creation

"The Globetrotters" is a car-
toon series animated by Hanna -
Barbera premiering on CBS -
TV Sept. 12. For his record
label, Kirshner has created a
musical group, product of which
will be tied in to the overall
package.

In addition to the album,
"The Globetrotters," RCA has

released a single, "Gravy" b/w
"Cheer Me Up." Album and
single were produced by Jeff
Barry with musical supervision
by Kirshner.

With the Madison Square
Garden party as a launching
pad, RCA swings into a mam-
moth nationwide promotion -
advertising -publicity campaign
comparable to those employed
in launching the Monkees and
the Archies. The advertising
will be kicked off with a two -
page spread in the music trades
followed by extensive consumer
publication advertising.

Merchandising tools will in-
clude special mobile display
pieces, de luxe LP jacket mount-
ings, ad mats and minnies,
window streams, decals of the
cartoon characters.

Meadowlark Lemon, who
sings with the Globetrotters
group will make radio, televi-
sion and in-store appearances
with his teammates on behalf
of the recordings. RCA Records
manufactures and markets
product on the Kirshner label.

National Promotion, Epic Rec-
ords, will make an extensive
swing across the country with
the product.

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CEMI Entertainment Complex
Formed in Pittsburgh

PITTSBURGH - The forma-

tion of a new entertainment
production and manufacturing
complex to be based in Pitts-
burgh was announced last week
by Louis Guarino, President
and Director of the newly
f o r m e d Creative Electronic
Musical Industries.

CEMI complex will include a
55,000 square foot building to
be built on a site between
Greater Pittsburgh Airport and
the city. The building will
house complete tape duplicat-
ing facilities as well as an
automated pressing plant, tv-o
recording studios, motion pic-
ture and TV production facili-
ties and facilities for the pro-
duction of commercials, plus
the CEMI Record label.

Guarino stated at a press

conference held Wednesday (2)
at the Press Club in Pittsburgh,
"There is no existing organiza-
tion of this nature which can
offer these services performed
from one location. We believe
that the CEMI total concept
fills the needs of our industry."

He outlined a custom service
operation for record companies
and stated that "complete satis-
faction" was possible to achieve
thanks to Pittsburgh's location
which is within a 600 -mile
radius of three -fourths of the
popuation of the United States.

include Al Silver, Secretary and
Director - General Manager of
CEMI whose background in-
cludes 24 years in the industry

Anyone who thinks rock 'n' rollers are getting rich has another
think coming. The economics for most artists these days just don't
allow for more than a comfortable living, an since most are the
employers of advisers and assistant advisers on salaries and
percentages, they have got to keep working.

Unless an artist is a prolific writer with a steady hit pattern
who can pick and choose his concerts, he's got to hit that road to
promote himself and make the money that will keep his organi-
zation together.

Last year, for instance, Johnny Winter
played steadily for prices ranging from
$5-10,000 a night, which is good money ;
not nearly what Creedence, Blood, Sweat
And Tears, the Band and other top -
liners get, but pretty good money. For
the year he grossed $400,000. His net,
when the accountants were finished, was

minus $1200.
Winter has a new band together, right? Rick Derringer, guitar;

Randy Hobbs, bass; and Randy Z, drumms. They used to be the
nucleus of the McCoys, have been playing together for eight
years. Now it is a group effort. All for all. Their new Columbia
LP is out and good.

In the beginning, when all the hpye was on, Winter travelled in
style-with a super -star's entourage of friends and old ladies
staying in the finest hotels and going everywhere in limousines.
Lately, though, with the new group, the entourage has been
pruned considerably to working members only for most trips, and
they got by with station wagons, and the Ramada Inn.

Other corners are cut by the most important man in any
rocker's touring company, the road manager. Teddy Slatus has a
bag of tricks to save money and avoid hassles; like, to make sure
all 63 pieces (2100 pounds) of equipment travel with him when
he flies to a concert 24 hours ahead of the group, he buys extra
airline tickets in various names and checks the gear in as excess
baggage under those tickets. Then when he arrives at his destina-
tion and claims the equipment, he then turns in the tickets for
refund.

The group generally likes to travel "as a relief from boredom."
On the other hand they don't like not having the time to get
acquainted with a city. Concert audiences, they feel, are pretty
much the same everywhere in the country, with perhaps the ex-
ception of Detroit. European audiences are much more receptive,
they say.

All would rather play in clubs for smaller groups, but other
than sitting in when they can, bistroes can't afford them, and
they can't afford to lower their price.

The ideal concert audience, according to Winter, as long as he
has to play them, would be all chicks. The ideal bill he'd like to
tour with: Dr. John the Nighttripper and Creedence Clearwater
Revival.

The new group still hasn't been named, beyond Johnny Winter
and, because, well, Johnny Winter is still the draw. It would
mean that their concert price would have to be lowered if they
changed the name now, and a whole economic balance would be
upset.

If they can't be rich, or famous, then they'd just as soon eat.

The Anti Hendrix Experience

WO-well, a lot really-but two special perform-
ances we remember from those suspenseful but warm
black nights.

Saturday night and the only man who could climax a
whole day and evening of performances by the best rock
and roll had to offer: Otis Redding. He was an awakening
for most of us because we had been innocently white and
black was Chubby Checker or Leadbelly or the Supremes,
but not yet Memphis. And here, before all us long hair
creeps, stood this giant physical singer in his cornball
green glow suit. And he stood us up straight, because it
was Respect and Satisfaction and Shake and Try a Little
Tenderness and I've Been Loving You Too Long and we
had never seen that kind of energy beaming from one per-
son for so long.

We'd never had this before us on a stage. We'd never
before been had so good. It was our first pro game.

They had to turn on the lights to put on the brakes that
night. And walking out of the Fair Grounds in Monterey
that night-past the fires in the trash cans and out into the
mist-was like early high school when we'd just won the
homecoming game and were world champs.

And then there was Sunday night, too.
A purple -dressed black man with a fuchsia boa, who

played guitar with his teeth, behind his back, played it like
a bedeviled yo-yo. Who dropped to his knees, sprayed
Ronson lighter fluid on his guitar, and gadzooks lit it up.

That was discovering Jimi Hendrix when it was a new
Experience, when we were really younger, even before
Jimi went out as the supporting act to the Monkees.

And we were there as Jimi and Mitch and Noel drove us
through Rock Me, Baby and Can You See Me and Like a
Rolling Stone and Wild Thing.

And it was our first honeymoon nightwith what we would
later try to call an Aquarian Age.

Time has passed now. Our world has never since been
so right.

It is wrong, though, to think of those light misty nights
in 1967 Monterey as history. Until we heard those tapes
played back recently, we feared innocence might trick our
memory.

But no. Yes we were young and yes eager, with a blos-
soming awareness.

But they still are real, those nights. Thank you, Lou Adler,
for recording it all, and with a fidelity incredible in its fore -
planning.

Both performances-Jimi Hendrix and Otis Redding-
form the honeymoon night of your life. In one new album
called OTIS REDDING /JIMI HENDRIX/HISTORIC PER-
FORMANCES RECORDED AT THE MONTEREY INTER-

Yesterday and Today Meet
In Metromedia's Kaye Hart

By DOUG McCLELLAND
NEW YORK -Kaye Hart is

having the time of her life -
and getting paid for it.

The russet -haired thrush,
who has the wide-eyed, dainty -
mouthed, kewpie doll prettiness
of a 1930s movie queen (Nancy
Carroll, for instance), recently
concluded an extensive tour
with Jack Benny in time for the
release of her new Metromedia
album, "Yesterday and Today."
The title would seem to be
ideally indicative of the col-
leen's Gap -spanning appeal.

It's Kaye's first recording,
and she's understandably ex-
cited. "Peter Matz produced, ar-
ranged and conducted," she
smiled sweetly last week,
charmingly batting healthy
eyelashes -when did you last
see them used for anything ex-
cept to keep warm? "When
they asked me whom I wanted
to do the album, I thought I
might as well ask for the best:
Peter Matz. I almost collapsed
when they told me, 'You've got
him.' I remember walking into
the studio for the first time
and seeing 30 musicians and
panicking for a second or two.
But I said to myself, 'Girl, this
is what you've been waiting for
all your life. You're going to
be cool.'

"Everything went fine. Peter
is remarkable, as an artist and
a person. He always listened.
Even though he was the giant,
whenever I felt I could do some-
thing better, he always de-
ferred to me. He was so hum-
ble."

Benny `Incredible'

So is Jack Benny, as Kaye
described him. "An incredible,
kind man. He and his wife,
Mary, practically adopted me-
Mary and I went shopping and
became fast friends. We played
Ireland, London, Paris, Las
Vegas, Chicago and Colorado
Springs. I was the only act
on the bill with Jack. He and
Mary took me to dinner with
them and their friends all the
time. In London we dined with
Ginger Rogers -she was so vi-
vacious, with the bluest eyes
and a young girl's body -and
Sir Laurence Olivier invited
us to the Old Vic. Imagine!
There's a strong possibility I
may join Jack again for a
month's engagement at the
Queen's Theater, London, some-
time early in 1971."

When they were appearing in
Colorado Springs, Benny told
Kaye that they would be dining
that evening with a friend of

his. "He didn't say who the
friend was, though," Kaye re-
called. "After the show, a rath-
er elderly lady knocked at my
dressing room door and said,
`My name is Ruth Etting. I
think you're the best damn
singer I've heard in 10 years.'
She was the friend we were
dining with. Later, Jack told
me, 'Ruth was the Barbra Strei-
sand of her day!' "On the way
home in the cab, he asked me
to sing her theme song, 'Love
Me or Leave Me.' I did -at his
request, several times. He said,
`Gee, kid, you've got to put that
in your act.'"

How did Kaye, a relative
newcomer, get together with
Benny.

"Most of my jobs -with all
due respect to my wonderful
manager, Howard Hinderstein
-have been the result of some-
one I worked for or with recom-
mending me to someone," she
explained. "Chelsea Brown orig-
inally had been set to do the
Benny tour, but she dropped
out to accept a movie offer. I
had worked for the Hilton Plaza
in Miami Beach, and the people
there suggested me to Jack.

"Totie Fields, who is also
managed by my manager, has
been a great friend, too. I've
worked with her many times -
`Here's a wonderful singer,
ladies and gentlemen,' she'll
say, 'although confidentially
she dresses funny.' I am very
interested in getting into act-
ing, and a couple of years ago
Ohio's John Kenley Players
were looking for a girl to play
Kitty in 'Charley's Aunt,' star-
ring Noel Harrison. Totie, who
knew Kenley, said, 'I've got
your girl!' The part was mine."

Gift for Father
Kaye was born in Brooklyn,

now lives in the Bronx, still
with her family. The latter in-
cludes a sister and three broth-
ers, one of whom, the younger
Pat, is coming along as a sing -

Phillips at Bitter End
NEW YORK-John Phillips,

long admired for the songs he
wrote as part of the late Mamas
and Papas, seems to be enjoy-
ing a very successful career as
a solo artist, although his re-
cent Bitter End performance
tends to make one wonder why.

Two things stand out about
his act: performance and reper-
toire. Phillips has a singing
voice which is incredibly sim-
ilar to William F. Buckley's
speaking voice. His monotone
was a real handicap for the
listener. The problem with his
repertoire is most of it has
been performed with more
verve and excitement by the
Mamas and Papas. Eighty per
cent of his material was old
Mamas and Papas' songs in-
cluding "Dancing Bear," "Safe
in My Garden," "California
Dreamin' " "Twelve Thirty" and
"Somebody Groovy."

Phillips was backed by a
very professional six - piece
group which did keep the act
moving along. One highpoint
was "Mississippi," his recent
Dunhill hit. The song was new,
a bit different and he did it
justice as there was no basis
for comparison with past per-
formances by his old group.
There is no denying that he is
an excellent writer, but as a
performer he presents some dis-
concerting deficiencies.

Cannon Blasts Into
Music Business

By DAVE FINKLE

NEW YORK - The Cannon
Group, a low -budget film pro-
duction company which has
been making quite a splash
with its latest low budgeter
($300,000) "Joe," is in the film
business to stay (18 features in
two and a half years). Accord-
ing to Peter Kauff, who heads
the Cannon Group's wholly
owned subsid, CG Music, Inc.,
the company plans to make the
same inroads into the disk busi-
ness-tied to films.

"With all the talk of movies
tapping the youth market,"
Kauff said to Record World
last week, "and record compa-
nies getting into movie -making,
there hasn't really been much.
We intend to make musicals
that we can record, musicals in
a new sense. We plan to change
the format of the musical. We'll
make movies that are musical
from beginning to end, but
music will be used in a more
natural way, the way people
hear it everyday, on records,
over the radio. We'll put music
in a modern idiom."

"Cannon will design and com-
mission all the musicals, and
in most cases we'll have a rec-
ord deal before we make the
film," Kauff continued.

As of now CG is making inde-
pendent deals with each record
and intends to keep that policy.
"It gives us the freedom to
move around," Kauff said, "be-
cause if we want Jimi Hendrix
for a movie, for instance, we
can go to Warner Brothers. We
aren't necessarily tied to the
artists of one label. And we
plan to go to all the writers
who write the kind of music
we want. We aren't going to go
to Andre Previn to write music
like Chips Moman or Dan Penn.
We're going to go to Chips Mo-
man and Dan Penn."

Blue Thumb's buy-back was
accomplished t h r o u g h long
term notes and cash, according
to Krasnow, who developed the
domestic and international
means for obtaining the capital.

"We are now a completely
free independent record com-
pany," Krasnow says. "We have
retained t h e distribution o f
Shelter Records, o w n e d by
Denny Cordell and Leon Rus-
sell and our present domestic
and international distribution
is not affected."

Krasnow does acknowledge
that a number of major record
companies are discussing dis-

tribution -financial a r r an g e -
ments for Blue Thumb. A re-
ported deal with Warner Bros.
fell through because Krasnow
chose not to include a buyout
option in the negotiations, he
says.

Days Numbered?
Krasnow feels the days of

the independent distributors are
numbered because of companies
like Warners and London going
into branch operations, and be-
cause independent distributors
tend to rely on hits and do not
aggressively merchandise cata-
log albums.

"Where is the young, inde-
pendent record company going
to go for distribution if their
distributors won't work their
records?" he asks. "They will
have to go to the big people to
obtain market penetration."

Blue Thumb's deal with GRT
involved financial backing with
all creative endeavors developed
by the young company's Beverly
Hills based staff. Forthcoming
product includes new albums
by Love, Gabor Szabo, Joao
Donato and teaming of Dave
Mason with Mama Cass. Up-
coming singles will feature
Leon Russell, Dave Mason and
Love.

Club Review

Vincent Opens New Harlow's
NEW YORK-Harlow's, the

Manhattan discotheque, inaug-
urated a new concept in club
entertainment last Tuesday
(25) evening. Inspired and cre-
ated by Richard Nader, creator
of the very popular "Rock and
Roll Revival" shows, Harlow's
now features a decor replete
with caricatures of such old
favorites as Fats Domino, Bud-
dy Holly and Chuck Berry, plus
music that can only be char-
acterized as the "Big Beat."

Opening night honors fell to
Gene Vincent, who came out of
the Navy to achieve interna-
tional acclaim with "Be-Bop-A-
Lula" in 1956. Hits that fol-
lowed included "Bluejean Bop,"
"Dance to the Bop" and "Lotta
Lovin'," and Gene ranked witn
cue ieaaers of rockabilly mu-
sic: Elvis, Carl Perkins, the Ev-
erly Brothers et al. Moving
over to England in the early
1960s, Vincent equalled his suc-
cess in the United States while
laying the groundwork for the
scene wnich spawned such art-
ists as tne Beatles, Rolling
Stones and Joe Cocker.

Despite injuries sustained in
the auto accident that took the
life of his close friend, Eddie
("Summertime Blues") Coch-
ran, Vincent is as outstanding
a vocalist today as he ever was.
His is a definitive rock and roll
style-a unique combination of
innocence and tension which

produces pure excitement. A
style which is well represented
in the recent Kama Sutra LP,
"Gene Vincent," by such hard
rockers as "Slow Times Com-
in' " and "Tush Hog" and, in a
gentler vein, "Million Shades
of Blue."

At Harlow's, Vincent was
ably backed by the Rhythm
Jesters, a group discovered by
Richard Nader in Islip, L. I.,
after a six,month search for a
band with an appropriately
oldie but goodie sound. This
was only the second New York
appearance in 13 years for
Gene Vincent (the first was at
a Nader -produced "Revival"
last December at Madison
Square Garden's Felt Forum).
He was in fine form, opening
with a tribute to fellow rock pi-
oneer Jerry Lee Lewis, "Whole
Lotta Shakin' Goin' On," fol-
lowed by a frantic rendition of
Little Richard's "Long Tall
Sally." Included were two num-
bers from the new album, "Lis-
ten to the Music" and "Sun-
shine." Each would seem to
have high potential as singles.
The classic "Be-Bop-A-Lula"
closed the set to cheers and ap-
plause.

To explain the longevity of
his recording career, Vincent
sang "You Can Make It If You
Try." A lesson exemplified by
the spirit of one Gene Vincent.

BERLIN - My recent hospital stint put me back in shape with
a week in the German Black Forest, where that famous hit song
bloomed a little while ago . . . The big big news this week is the

Canada, conducting his "standards." Stolz feels
like 25 at 90 ... Thanx, Tex Fenster, for notify-
ing all my buddies such as Ed Sullivan of my
illness. In my office here is a letter from Ed
dated Oct. 30, 1951, with just one line, "Paul,
You're a Damned Good Picker," Ed Sullivan.
This goes back to my WMCA days picking hits.
Just a few weeks ago I picked Mungo Jerry's
"In the Summertime," and it's way up there.
Now I'm picking "Elvis' Worldwide 50 Gold
Award Hits Vol. 1" album. Now I'm going out

Paul Siegel on a limb to call my next hit -shot recording,
the new single on Metronome from Hamburg called, "Colorado
River" and "Clap, Clap, Clap," recorded by J. W. Love and pro-
duced by young, dynamic producer Jack White. I think that
Jerry Wexler ought to grab this one fast, as his Atlantic Records
and Metronome, Germany, are a team.

Electrola's press chief, Wolf Briinumel, sent me a telegram
from Colorado: "Key Record Manufacturers such as Ariola, CBS
and the EMI subsidiary, Electrola, as well as other important
record industry firms, are planning to form a new rack jobbing
company together with the W. D. Warren Co. (the largest in-
dependent rack jobber in Germany) and serve the music and
record industry." It sounds like Centralization, which can only
help in this industry . . . Thanx, Bob Klein from the West Coast,
but where are your records for my RIAS broadcasts? . .. Hats off
to talented Eckart Rahn in Munich for his 42 minute Kuckuck
LP of Jack Grunsky on "Toronto" ...

ITA Sets More Meets
NEW YORK - The success

of the recent International Tape
Association luncheon meet has
brought requests from the ITA
membership for another meet-
ing which Larry Finley, Execu-
tive Director of ITA, states will
be held within the next 90 days.

Finley noted that there had
been many requests from ITA
members for a meeting which
would be in the form of a one -
day seminar. ITA members will
be able to attend the general
meeting and then have their
selection of 10 individual sem-
inars, which will cover the 10
areas of ITA membership.

Four different committees of
memberships, engineers and ex-
ecutives are now being formu-
lated to take positive steps to
meet the goals of the associa-
tion.

First Committee

The first committee being set
up is that which concerns the
level of standardization of au-
dio and video equipment and
tape. The second committee will
work toward establishing a cer-
tification of quality of audio
and video equipment and tape,
so that performance standards
will be determined to protect

consumer needs and require-
ments. The third committee
will work toward a standard of
ethics in advertising and the
fourth committee will deal with
setting up a proper definition
of warranty.

As a result of the enthusiasm
shown at the luncheon meeting
which was attended by the ma-
jority of the key executives in
the tape field, the ITA offices
have been receiving applica-
tions for membership from all
areas of the industry and a spe-
cial meeting will be held by the
membership committee on Sept.
16 to process these applications.
