Applications Being Accepted
For Capitol/NARM Scholarship

HOLLYWOOD—Capitol Rec- |

of a perpetual $20,000 fund,
provides $1,000 per school year
for four years of undergraduate
study for students who might
otherwise be unable to meet
the costs of higher education.

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Simon Stokes Says...

By CARIL LaFONG

If, as it seems, rock and roll has been looking for a backlash
to its super-stars, it has found what it was looking for in Simon
Stokes, leader of the MGM Records group Simon Stokes and the
Nighthawks. He is a Super Cynic, and believes that he is one of
the very few great artists in rock and roll, a field he entered
because “Christ went into religion, Van Gogh went into painting,
Shakespeare went into writing and 1 went into rock.”

Unfortunately, his music—available on an MGM album—falls
somewhat short of his claims. If it was at good as he thinks it is

he would be rock’s answer to film’s W. C. Fields, or

professional boxing’s Cassius Clay, or American
politics’” Adam Clayton Powell,
An interview arranged by MGM was less that
\ than an audience with Stokes, held on a Sunset Strip

bus bench whose back carried an advertisement for
the hard-rock album (“I didn’t want a billboard,
man. It’s too pedestrian.”), where he sprawled
supremely.

He started out on his record companies. All of what he had to
say about Elektra, his former affiliation, where he nearly had a
national hit with a single called “Voodoo Woman,” is unprintable.
Liet’s just say he was furious that the single didn’t make it. He
signed with MGM because he felt the label had foresight in
promoting several groups from Boston, his home town. But now
he is threatening to sue the label because his album was released
at the regular price after he insisted that the suggested retail
be $14.98.

Next: “Critics,” said Stokes, still smarting from the fair
reviews of his recent appearance at Thee Club in L. A, “are
nothing but paid voyeurs. Look at the Iron Butterfly. The press
hates them. I think they’re great. A lot of other people must
think so, too. Look how their albums sell.”

As far as he is concerned, the music business is a “mess,”
perpetuated by people who take it all too seriously. Excepting
his group he hates everything about it, especially the successful
artists. Here are a few of his evaluations:

Simon and Garfunkel: “The worst of T. S. Eliot is better than
the best things Simon’s ever written.”

Donovan: “He tried.”

L.eonard Bernstein: “Don’t ask me. Ask Bobby Seale.”

The Band: “They’re too lazy, man. That phony country trip
isn’t fooling anyone.”

Aretha Franklin: “A good gospel singer gone bad.”

Creedence: “If they were born on the bayou Herb Alpert is
Mexican.”

L.eon Russell: “He needs a haircut.”

Bob Dylan: “Here’s a guy who was laughed out of Minnesota.”

Dr. John The Nightripper: “He should have stuck to medicine.”

Delaney & Bonnie: “Who needs them. I have my own friends.”

Apparently, the only artists he will even acknowledge other
than himself are Kim Fowley and P, J. Proby.

Others must share his belief in his greatness, because he has
been signed to score two films. One is a bike movie, “Qutlaw
Riders,” and the other he can’t talk about. He can and does talk,
however, about his own screenplay, which several producers are
supposed to be fighting over. It is titled “Commanders Strike at
Dawn,” and in Stokes’ own words is “the story of a body-builder
who turns to acid and joins the service, finding himself and God
in the arms of his blond buddy.” He is so taken with the script
that he is also turning it into a rock opera for the group’s next
album, if there is a next album.

As far as future live appearances are concerned, he says that
he wants to play for no fewer than 100,000 at a time, but he has
instructed his booking agency to accept smaller concerts because

major countries of the world;

Francisco group and introduce
Jefferson Airplane and the West
Coast Sound to the world.

It is at world headquarters on
the Avenue of the Americas
where RCA Records looks to
the future, where planning and
decisions on such things as
Quadrasonic Sound and pro-
gramming for future Selecta-
vision cartridges is being ex-
amined.

Of course, RCA Records in
New York also is a recording
operation. Specially constructed
adjacent to the skyscraper is a
13-story structure housing their
six modern recording studios.
These studios are constantly in
operation, not only recording
RCA’s artists but also custom
recording RCA’s host of client
companies. One of these studios
is unique in all the world in
that it is built so that movable
walls and ceilings can change
the reverberation characteris-
tics making it the only studio
capable of every conceivable
type of recording—all the way
from opera to solo artist. At
full expanse, its ceiling is 30
feet high, but it can be lowered
as much as 10 feet. It is in New
York that most of RCA’s Broad-
way and off-Broadway musicals
are recorded.

It is from New York that RCA
executives fly out to confer with
executives of its recording and
manufacturing operations in
Hollywood, Nashville, Chicago,
Indianapolis and Rockaway.

New York is where advertis-
ing campaigns are developed,
where album covers are final-
ized (often having been photo-
graphed in the modern photog-
raphy studio right within the
building), where reports from
field representatives are culled
to determine a single breakout
in Detroit, a heavy Stereo 8
sale in Dallas, a promising new
talent in Atlanta, a single im-
ported from Mexico making it
in Los Angeles. It is from New
York that those same field men
get their information about hits
that are making it in other
areas and are told what product
to concentrate on in their mar-
kets.

New York is the home of
RCA’s contract, legal, promo-
tion, advertising, public affairs,
accounting sales, planning and
many other departments. It is
home for the RCA Record Club.

New York is the entertain-
ment capital of the world, and
RCA Records is right in the
center of New York.

Chand, “Baby I've Got It” by
the Popular Five, has sold over
60,000 copies in the two weeks
it has been out. Chandler has
been doing sessions for himself
and other artists every Friday
for some time now. He stated,
“We tackle each session the
way it is” and placed great
emphasis on effective promo-
tion. He stressed concentration
in promotion ‘“‘to see that the
product is played.” Other facets
of his operations include man-
agement and publishing (Cach-
and Music). Chandler manages
virtually every act he cuts and
cites his background as a per-
former as an aide in knowing
“what the ropes are.”

Chandler is getting ready to
start a ‘“producers company”

. which will include a promotien
staff “to protect the product.”
He mused, “People may say that
I'm spreading myself too thin
but I don’t pick up anything I
can’t handle.” He iooks at the
field of R&B as “people willing
to work rather than walking
out with the money.”

Forthcoming releases from
Chandler and his stable of art-
ists include his first Mercury
album (including his current
hit, “Groovy Situation”), “The
Gene Chandler Situation.” Sim-
tec & Wiley on Mr. Chand will
have a single out in a few weeks
entitled “Everybody’'s Got a
Part to Play” while Chandler’s
single follow-up to “Groovy
Situation” will be “Simply Call
1t Love.”

The Gene Chandler produc-

tion philosophy was neatly
summed up by Mr. Chand,
himself: “When I go into a

session I try to cut all A sides.”

Greek Theater Ends Season

HOLLYWOOD—Perhaps two
of the best packages during the
entire summer were presented
during the last two weeks of
musical offerings at the Greek
Theater. The first was Smokey
Robinson and the Miracles and
Stevie Wonder.

It was Wonder—the man, not
the boy, as he’s previously been
known—who opened this first
bill. With his latest hit being
“Signed, Sealed and Delivered,”
deliver is exactly what Stevie
did, sounding best on “My
Cherie Amour” and “Bridge
Over Troubled Water.” He also
had a proficient work-out on the
harmonica for “Alfie.” Stevie,
who is now producing himself
as well as other groups for
Motown, shows that he has
grown in more ways than up,
for his talents have clearly ma-
tured as well. He took time
warming up, but after things
got underway his audience be-
came ecstatic with excitement.

After intermission Smokey
Robinson and the Miracles en-
tertained. Entertained isn’t the
word for it. They shower with
song the love lyrics of William
Robinson who for those who
don’t know it is also Smokey.
Diversified is the only word
for the man with that remark-
able voice who also has written
such hits as “Second That Emo-
tion,” “Tracks of My Tears,”
“If You Can Want,” “Ooh Baby
Baby” and “Point It Out.”

Among all of the many which
Smokey has penned and re-
corded, perhaps one of the most
romantic a nd underestimated
tunes would have to be “The
Love T Saw In You Was Just
a Mirage.” This lyric is so
strong that it is highly surpris-
ing that some other artist has-
n’t snatched it up to try for a
new hit with it.

Smokey dominates the
Miracles, but together their
harmony can not be beat. Girls
couldn’t help screaming from
time to time. These outbursts
were heard when Smokey sang
“You Make Me So Very Happy”
and “Here I Go Again.” Only
the biggest rooms can now hold
this Motown act deserving of
only the best.

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NARAS Ups Activities;
Re-elects Townsend Prez

Plans for vastly stepped-up
administrative activities to in-
clude greater emphasis on edu-
cational programs, closer co-
operation between chapters
through more frequent national
committee meetings and pro-
jected increases in administra-
tive manpower highlighted an
active two-and-a-half-day meet-
ing of the National Trustees
of the Record Academy
(NARAS) last weekend (12 and
13) in Atlanta’s Royal Coach
Motor Hotel.

In addition, the 24 National
Trustees, representing the
nearly 3,500 members in the
Academy’s five chapter cities,
voted to retain, with a few
slight modifications, the exist-
ing list of Grammy Awards
categories; moved this year’s
eligibility cut-off date from
Nov. 1 to Oct. 15 to afford more
time for preparation of the
Academy’s projected live
awards television special and,
in appreciation of his effective
leadership during the past year,
unanimously re-elected Irving
Townsend as its National Presi-
dent for an additional one-year
term, the first time a NARAS
President has been accorded
such an honor.

Atlanta’s Bill Lowery was
elected National Secretary,
while Father Norman O’Con-
nor, Wesley Rose and Bill Cole
were also re-elected to their
posts as national officers.

Institute Proposed
The NARAS educational
plans center around a Nash-
ville proposal to create an Imsti-
tute of Creative Development
and Training for the recording
arts and sciences, to be housed

to draw upon the facilities,

| Peabody. Its aim would be to

educate and prepare students

for active participation in the |

field of recording. The National
Trustees authorized an amount

Nashville’s
Rick Powell, an instructor at
Peabody, heads the committee
composed of representatives
from each of the NARAS chap-
ters.

In addition to the educational
committee, the Trustees author-
ized the creation of a new
finance committe, a television
committee and a national ad-
ministrator’s commitee, the last
to work with a professional
executive placement agency in
its search for a full-time ad-
ministrator who would cor-
relate the Academy’s various
national activities that are cur-
rently handled by local execu-
tive directors in Los Angeles
and New York. To administer
the ever-increasing Grammy
Awards nominating and voting
procedures, Los Angeles Execu-
tive Director Christine Farnon
was empowered to hire an as-

| sistant.

Other activities during the
two-and-a-half-day meet in-
cluded a lengthy discussion
with the Academy’s TV com-
mittee and a network represen-
tative regarding plans for the
telecasting of the Grammys.

‘Very Contemporary’

“It’s a very contemporary
show,” Coleman stressed. “It
begins with their meeting at
the Harvard Lampoon Show
and ends with FDR running for
state senator. The opening num-
ber is about the Women’s
Emancipation Proclama-
tion. It’s the story of a rebel, a
girl who was fighting her own
class and her family, so to
speak. Among the characters in

it are Sara Delano Roosevelt,
who objected to the marriage
between the cousins; Teddy
Roosevelt; a character we call
Sarah with an ‘h’; and, of
ceurse, FDR himself, who is in
the show from the start. We
haven’t cast him yet, but it will
be a very important role—we’re
thinking of someone like, say,
Ken Howard of ‘Child’s Play.’
It’s a relatively small company
for a musical, with about 33
in the cast. We should have the
principals set within the next
month or so.”

DaCosta was signed early as
directer because, Coleman not-
ed, “we want a consistency of
thought.”

“There will be unique stag-
ing devices in ‘Eleanor,” ” he
went on. “The orchestra will be
in the back of the theater.
There will be moving platforms
that slide in and out of the au-
dience in an almost cinematic
manner, like a dissolve. As the
scene changes, so will the light-
ing effects and platforms while
the music shifts into whatever
mood or locale is called for. If
necessary, we’ll use tapes to
supplement the orchestra.

“The show—which is filled
with music from top to bottom
—1is going to look like a play,
however, so that you’re involv-
ed with the people.”

18 Songs
Coleman said that Miss Fields
has called the score her best

| work. “There are 18 songs thus
| far, not counting transitions.

Some of the titles? ‘After 40,
It’s Patch, Pateh, Patch,’ ‘I've
Got a Job’ and ‘If There Were
More People Like You. That
last title was originally talked
about for the title of the show,
but we decided on ‘Eleanor’ be-
cause we want everybody to
know it's really Eleanor’s story
and not ‘Sunrise at Campobello’
and about FDR.”

‘Cast Album’ Good Company

NEW YORK — Leacock-
Pennebaker, the documentary
film production firm that made
“Monterey Pop” and “Don’t
Look Back,” hasg taken another
32 miillimeter look at the enter-
tainment business, this time a
documentary called self-explana-
torily, “Original Cast Album.”

The original cast recording
scrutinized is/was Columbia’s
“Company,” which was cut dur-
ing a wearying 18-hour day
early last May under the super-
vision of Thomas Z. Shepard,
one of the hour’s disarming
leading players.

(The documentary was shown
twice at the New York Film
Festival and will be shown on
television in syndication during
the week of Oct. 25.)

The seemingly unobstrusive
(but who really knows?) Lea-
cock-Pennebaker cameras
caught (with what tradesters
will recognize as a great deal of
verisimilitude and what laymen
will find, as they frequently
must when exposed to the reali-
ties of show business) the work-
manlike progress and essentially
mundane business of “capturing
for prosperity,” as one of the
principals ends up putting it,
the music of a Broadway show.

Without supplying very much

’

technical exposition at all, the
movie merely chronicles the ar-
rival of musicians, the takes
and re-takes by fallible soloists
and groups, the professional,
fastidious aplomb of Shepard
and composer-lyricist Stephen
Sondheim, the awkwardness of
performers adjusting their
stage blocking to the micro-
phone, the boredom as the day
goes on, until finally, in what
is almost literally, an 11th hour
twist, true drama is supplied
when one of the performers
(Elaine Stritch) is unable to
give an acceptable delivery of
her show-stopping “The Ladies
Who Lunch.”
Charged with Pathos

It is this closing segment,
charged with the pathos that
distinguishes the best docu-
mentaries, that makes them
citations of truth being
stranger than fiction, that lifts
“Original Cast Album” from
the level of skillful film-mak-
ing and a benevolent plug for
a success d’éstime, to that of
memorable pinioning of life.

The film suddenly is about
Miss Stritch, a lined, unmade-
up, tired, tough, giving, woozy
actress, who, under a unique
pressure of her business, is
forced to re-examine her ca-

BMI Stage Boom

Theatrical Scene Discussed By
Executive VP Theodora Zavin

By BOB MOORE MERLIS

The licensing domain of BMI
extends far beyond music which
originates in New York, but
only in New York is there a
trend toward growth in the off-
Broadway musical theater. Ac-
cording to BMI Executive Vice
President Theodora Zavin, the
Broadway scene is changing for
several reasons. The main one
is the rising cost of production.

With the switch to off-Broad-
way there is a commensurate
change in the music which is
“considered theater music,”
Mrs. Zavin observes, “Theater
music is ‘becoming contempo-
rary music,” she stated and
cited such examples as “Joy,”
“The Last Sweet Days of
Isaac,” and “The Me Nobody
Knows.” Many singles have
come out of these shows and
she expects a hit to come out of
the current off-Broadway the-
ater within six months.

At a recent BMI Musical
Workshop greater interest in
young composers was shown
than ever before “because [pro-
ducers] are thinking in terms
of off-Broadway.” She explained
that producers are much more
likely to go off-Broadway with
an unknown writer as the risk
's much lower.

Active on Broadway

BMI is still very active on
the Broadway front, the activity
off the street notwithstanding.
Broadway shows licensed by
BMI scheduled to go into pro-
duction next season include
“Alltogether,” written by Rich-
ard Chandler with music by
Jack Holmes; “The Conversion
of Patrolman O’Connor,” by
Carolyn Richter with music by
Charles Bird; “The Roths-
childs,” by Sherman Yellin with
music by Jerry Bock and lyrics
by Sheldon Harnick; “60 Girls
60” by Joe Masteroff with lyrics
by Fred Ebb and music by John
Kander; “Two for the Seesaw,”
based on William Gibson’s play
featuring music by John Kan-
der with lyries by Fred Ebb;
and “The Survival of Saint
Joan,” book, music and lyrics
by Gary and Henry Rubin and
James Lineberger. ‘“Measure
the Valley” is the probable title
of the musical version of
“Raisin in the Sun,” written by
Jeff Walden and Bob Brittan,
also BMI-licensed.

Projected off-Broadway musi-
cals by BMI composers include
“Booth is Back In Town,” “The
Girl Who Cried Ol¢,” “Jesus
Christ Almighty,” “Love, Love,
Love,” “The Shrinking Bride,”
“Smile On Me,” “Stag Movie”
and “Up Against the Inner-
City.” According to Mrs. Zavin,
“The music has straight pop
commercial possibilities.”

‘Tightened Market’

The emergence of the singer-
songwriter has created a “tight-
ened market” she theorized,
which forces writers to start
thinking in terms of the musi-
cal. She adds, “We’ve got a
generation of writers who want
to say something; many feel
they need an entire play in
which to say it instead of a
single song.”

“We cover everything musical
that’s going on in New York; at
any given moment we're all over
the place,” Mrs. Zavin said in
describing BMUI’s activities lo-
cally.

She found it almost impos-
sible to discuss New York music
as opposed to any other kind
of music; she feels that the
city’s music is very much like
its people and the food they eat
—varied. Whereas one can
speak in precise terms about
Nashville, Muscle Shoals, Mem-
phis, Bakersfield, etc., Mrs.
Zavin contends that “New York
is a place to which music of all
kinds heads.” Adding, “Every-
thing that’s going on in music
finds its way to New York
sooner or later; mostly sooner.”

| In a happy-ending coda—
one is glad for it for Miss
Stritch’s sake — the actress

newly coiffed and made up, is
seen tossing off an easy dy-
namic interpretation of her
song a few days later. Inter-
estingly enough, and as thor-
oughly illustrative an example
of the difference between re-
cording and appearing live [
can think of, Miss Stricth’s ac-
ceptable (for record release
purposes) version is less inter-
esting to watch than one of
her “flaccid,” rejected takes, a
take, which aside from being
revelatory, is consummate act-
ing.

In addition to being a terrific
ad for the play, “Original Cast
Album” should turn out to be
a pretty good ad for the original
cast album. About half the score
is sung—a few of the songs
two and three times—and given
the chance to sink in with the
buyers. Also there are attrac-
tive performances by Dean
Jones (who shortly after re-
cording the album, vrosy-
cheeked, contracted hepatitis,
and left the show), Pamela
Myers, Donna McKechnie,
Beth Howland, Susan Brown-
ing, Steve Elmore and Barbara
Barrie. (A negligence of the
film is that none of the per-
formers are identified, although
a cast list is included with the
credits) who give Sondheim’s
deservedly acclaimed and so
far undeservedly overlooked
score all the texture it calls for.

Diana Ross Broadway-Bound

NEW YORK—The most ex-
pensive and intricate audition
for a lead in a Broadway musi-
cal is being given by Motown’s
Diana Ross through the end of
the month as season opener at
the Waldorf’s Empire Room.
The audition is thinly disguised
as a night club act.

Money has been spent on the
act and money will be made on
it, because it undeniably takes
the breath away; but one gath-
ers after being sledge-ham-
mered over the head by the
inclusion of three numbers
closely associated with Barbra
Streisand and a “Leading Lady”
specialty segment (introduced
on one of the Supremes-Tempta-
tions TV hours and during
which Miss Ross sings snippets
of songs from “Annie Got Your
Gun,” “My Fair Lady,”
“Gypsy,” “Funny Girl” and
“Mame”) that the main purpose
of the act is that it serve as a
resumé for producers of Miss
Ross’ varied abilities (includ-
ing the ability to bedazzle in
multifarious wigs and dresses)
and only secondarily as an en-
tertainment for die-hard Ross
fans, of which I am one, who
know already that she can sing

like a siren and dance like a |

wood nymph and don’t need a
hasty recap of her career to
date.

The creators of the act whisk
Miss Ross quickly through num-
bers and from costume to cos-
tume (to accommodate her
quick changes, a dressing room
has been built on stage) so fast

that T had the impression that |

she was merely passing
through, giving a synopsis of
what her act would include if
she had the time to stop and
perform it,

What I'm saying is that, al-
though there is plenty to see
in the one-hour show, there is
little to hear. If one judged a
show by the number of times
the star changed her clothes,
Miss Ross would win hands down
(her opening number Afro wig
—the size of a hedge—and her
closing red sequined dress
alone were fashion inspira-
tions). But that’s not the case.

Thousands Spent

Thousands of dollars have
been spent to concoct something
essentially skimpy. The result
is cotton candy — sugar spun
into something eye-catching
and flossy, but bite into it and
there’s nothing there.

And what’s all this
about Diana Ross going

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Geo. Hamilton IV Signed
To BBC-TV Pact

An announcement made in
Nashville states George Hamil-
ton IV has officially signed with
the BBC in London to do a
country music television series
this fall on BBC-TV in England.

In accordance with the show’s
format, the RCA artist is to be
featured as host and emcee, in
addition to performing on each
program. Hamilton stresses
that emphasis will be placed on
British country talent, and he
will primarily act as host.

Regulars on the series will
include Hamilton’s longtime
friends, The Hillsiders from
Liverpool. One of the top coun-
tiy groups in England, the
Hillsiders have previously re-
corded an album with Bobby
Bare; appeared on the Grand
Ole Opry; and served as back-
up band for RCA’s country
package featuring Hamilton
and other Nashville acts which
toured Europe, Scandinavia and
England last winter.

‘Exposure Gap’

Hamilton, who was a regular
on the CBS-TV Jimmy Dean
show and later host of his own
ABC-TV series in 1959, is ex-
pected to be an extremely im-
portant factor in helping the
country music industry elimi-
nate England’s “exposure gap”
caused by limited radio and
almost no TV coverage to date.
However, even in spite of a lack
of previous exposure in Eng-
land, country music has been
gaining tremendous popularity
in recent months as was wit-
nessed by the addition of Lon-
don’s own Nashville Room,
which was officially opened last
vear by Chet Atkins.
