We Repeat 

Time for Action 
Industry Must Act on Drugs 

It's a tragedy that two such brilliant artists as Jimi Hendrix and Janis Joplin should die 
in their twenties, apparently from an overdose of drugs. Both of these artists were high-
lights of our industry and of rock culture. 

Unfortunately, we know there are politicians who will see these deaths as confirmation of 
their theories that the ills of the world are caused by the generation that inherited them. Other 
politicians are bound to use them as excuses to try to impose repressive measures which have 
nothing to do with these cases. 

Perhaps Through RIAA 

We believe this is the time for the record industry, perhaps through the RIAA, to join 
with other governmental, social and business structures to embark on a massive educational 
campaign. This would involve endeavoring to put the question of drugs where it belongs, in 
medical rather than in legal hands. It would also involve realistically reassessing our stereo-
typed thinking on drugs, separating those which are generally believed not to be harmful 
from those which can be lethal. The former sh ould be made legal and the latter should be the 
subject of such a widespread educational campaign outlining its dangers, that there will be 
no child in the country who will not be reached by its message. 

Realistic Stand Necessary 

Because of the continuing incidence of death by drugs to recording artists who are in 
the public eye, it is vitally necessary for our industry to take a realistic stand on the whole 
question of drug usage and lead the way in this nationwide project, for the industry can no 
longer afford to avoid the subject of drugs, except at its own peril.

Ventures with Perception Hawkins Joins RCA Rock 
NEW YORK — Things are 

really starting to happen at Per-
ception Ventures, Inc. 
The young recording and pub-

lishing company recently com-
pleted negotiations with Ampex 
and has signed a million dollar 
plus contract which calls for at 
least 30 albums over the next 
three years. The deal is for mini-
mum royalties on tape cartridges 
and covers the right to manufac-
ture, distribute and sell in the 
United States and Canada. 

In addition, PVI subsidiary 
Perception Records announced 
last week that an exclusive label 
distribution contract has been 
signed with Red Bullet Produc-
tions of The Netherlands, one of 
the world's leading production-
publishing-agency organizations. 
The Dutch firm's two labels, Red 
Bullet and Dwarf, will provide 
Perception with 15 albums and 
many singles during the first 
year of their association. 

PVI's other label, Today Rec-
ords, currently has "Let Me Try" 
by the Odds & Ends in the 
rhythm 'n' blues top 20. Today, 
according to PVI President Ter-
ry Philips, "will handle our 
more straight forward product— 
rhythm 'n' blues and top forty." 
The label has also signed the 
Exciters, best remembered for 
their "Tell Her" smash of a few 
years back. 

Perception Records, on the 
other hand, "is being developed 
as a heavier, progressive label," 
Philips explained. Its talent ros-
ter includes Dizzy Gillespie, J. J. 
Jackson, James Moody, the Al-
bert and Floyd Westerman. Jazz-
men Gillespie, Jackson and 
Moody will each take new direc-
tions in their careers with their 
first Perception releases. The 
Albert is a big-band rock en-

Percep-
tion Ventures is obviously des-
tined to make its mark on the 
recording industry and the 
American public.

Dave Garroway is concerned about many things. One of his 
major concerns is radio, to which he has returned after an ab-
sence of nearly 20 years. 
He believes that the medium, like other communication forms, 

is fragmenting under pressure of the future, good. 
But his fear is that all media, especially radio, is causing a 

great deal of upset in modern individuals, bad. That is his un-
witting endorsement of many of America's underground radio 
stations, the ones that have been broadcasting a maximum of 
music and very little, if any, news. 

It was difficult to discuss garden variety alternative radio with 
Garroway specifically, because although he has an intense lay-

man's knowledge of an awesome variety 
of subjects, he has not listened to music-
oriented rock stations. (While living in 
New York he heard WBAI-FM often and 
liked it so much that one Christmas he 
made gifts of six radios permanently sol-
dered to the Pacifica station's frequency.) 
So the talk was limited to radio in general. 
The Upset generated by radio and other 

means, Garroway believes, is due to the 
theory that the average mind is simply 
not designed to accept the number of 

shocks presented to it daily through massive injections of in-
formation. Commercial radio has to be just that. It must mer-
chandise. 
Garroway: "A radio station with a commitment to providing 

news, for instance, sells headlines. It can't compete with the 
same 21 headlines day after day. Tomorrow's headlines must be 
another set of 21, hopefully more exciting, and the day after 
that another set." 

Ivan Pavlow, he illustrated, experimented with variations on 
conditioned reflex before his dead. He found that among other 
reactions, over-stimulation with shock information creates apathy 
in animals as well as in humans. 

Live or loud rock and roll works in similar fashion, Garroway 
believes, but goes a necessary step further. "Modern music does 
what it sets out to do. It disengages you from the past and brings 
you into another world, like modern painting. Intense stimulus 
such as high decibel content creates a greater break from respon-
sibility." 

Quiet, Introspective Man 

A quiet introspective man with a lot of soul, as some would 
say, Garroway is a unique combination of scholar and broad-
caster — he prefers to call himself a "communicator" — and 
after having dropped out for six years has resurfaced in Los 
Angeles. 
He would be a tremendous asset to any alternative radio sta-

tion. Unfortunately, he is committed to KFI, one of the world's 
stodgiest radio stations, where his three-hour afternoon program 
is an island of thoughtful observation in a pond of mostly stag-
nant 50,000-watt broadcasting. He brings to the airwaves the 
comfortable nonchalance that was his trademark on the tube with 
"Garroway at Large," "Wide, Wide World" and "Today." Remem-
ber the palm-sign and "Peace" that was his sign-off signature for 
years? 
One of the first to use the "person-to-person" approach in 

broadcasting, Garroway on the air addresses himself to an in-
dividual, imaginary person "who more or less approves of me, 
digs about the same things I do, and is picky, questioning, maybe 
a little cynical." 

"I don't think radio can be completely real in a black versus 
white sense," he opines. "I think reality is mathematical — I see 
it on the bell-shaped curve of probability developed by Abraham

NEW YORK—Shirley Hassey,

In addition, the joining of the 
two companies will include the 
talents of Attarack Records 
A&R man Ed Cobb, whose cre-
ative output in the past has 
produced top hit records by the 
Standells such as "Dirty Water" 
and "Sometimes Good Guys 
Don't Wear White" along with 
Ketty Lester's "Love Letters," 
among others. Emory Gordy, 
Jr., who up to this time has 
been mainly a chief arranger 
and co-writer of "Traces of 
Love" will join the Attarack-
Heller and MGM Records label 
as a producer. 

Partnership includes a uni-
que arrangement in which At-
tarack Records will be com-
pletely independent of MGM 
Records in the international 
marketing, distribution and 
production of all Attarack rec-
ords.

London Shows Video Disc 
NEW YORK — A new video 

playback system utilizing thin 
plastic disks that play at 1,500 
rpm will be introduced here Oct. 
19, 20, and 21 at the Pierre 
Hotel. Acting as host on behalf 
ef the system's creators was 
London Records, wholly-owned 
subsidiary of British Decca. 
Called Video Disc, the system 
was developed over a five-year 
period by British Decca, Teldec 
and AEG-Telefunken of West-
ern Germany. 

Debuted before a broad seg-
ment cf the communications/ 
entertainment industry and the 
press, the system utilizes seven 
and 12-inch recorded disks con-
taining five or 12 minutes of 
moving picture sound informa-
tion. These are reproduced 
through a color or monochrome 
television set to which a Teldec 
video disc player is attached 
(via the set's antenna termin-
als). While the initial demon-
stration was of monochrom 
program information, actual 
production models of the Teldec 
player will provide color repro-
duction. 

Further, the color video disks 
and player will be fully "com-
patible," reproducing mono-
chrome pictures on a black-and-
white TV set. Like phonograph 

records, Video Discs offer in-
stant access to desired portions 
of the recorded material. 

The new video playback sys-
tem is expected to be available 
for marketing in about 18 
months, said officials at the dem-
onstration. Various marketing 
and distribution plans for both 
equipment and softwear are be-
ing studied and evaluated. 

Video Disc system prices will 
be finalized closer to the time 
of actual product availability. 
The tentative price for a manual 
player is in the $150 range. The 
tentative price for an automatic 
changer model is in the vicinity 
of $250-$300. 

Individual Video Disc costs 
are expected to be in the same 
range as individual LP phono-
graph records. However, the 
playing time costs are expected 
to be considerably lower than 
for any other competing video 
playback system. Video Discs 
can be mass-produced at a rate 
of thousands per hour, depend-
ing on the size. 

The Teldec system is expected 
to have broad application in the 
educational, commercial, medi-
cal and computer fields, among 
others, as well as for home en-
tertainment purposes.

Mercury Records will distrib-
ute Jimmy Duncan's Soundville 
label, announces Charles Fach, 
Mercury Vice President. Sound-
ville is a part of Duncan's $25 
million Houston production cen-
ter which includes one of the 
nation's largest recording stu-
dios. 

"This arrangement gives us 
new access to material from 
the Texas-Gulf Coast area from 
the biggest studio in the South-
west," related Fach.

The Sir 
Douglas Quintet-who record 
for Philips-Steve Miller, and 
Johnny Winter are all from 
Texas." 

"Furthermore," Fach con-
tinued, "Jimmy Duncan's 
Soundville studio is the most 
fantastic studio I have ever 
seen. It's the Astrodome of 
recording studios. You can get 
80 or 90 musicians into the 
room." 
"Goodbye, Goodbye"-a single 

by an Abeline, Texas, group 
named Sundance-will be the 
first Soundville release. An al-
bum and a single by the Bo-
jangles, the band that backs up 
Liza Minnelli in her club and 
television dates, will follow. 
Mercury expects to release sev-
eral LPs and singles from 
Soundville in the next year. 
Duncan-a Country and West-

ern songwriter-producer with 
many hits to his credit, includ-
ing the million-seller, "Special 
Angel" - planned the Sound-
ville complex so that a talent 
can walk in from the street 
and have available in one build-
ing all the materials he needs 
to make it in the music busi-
ness.

Concert Review 

Maya11 FL All 
NEW YORK-English blues-

man John Maya11 headlined the 
show recently (9-10) at Bill 
Graham's Fillmore East. The 
house was not completely sold 
out, but those who attended were 
appreciative and certainly famil-
iar with the artist's material, 
both old and new. 
The Polydor artist was backed 

by Harvey Mandel (lead guitar) 
and Larry Taylor (bass), both 
f ormer members of Canned 
Heat. Rhythm & Blues veteran 
Sugar Cane Harris was sup-
posed to appear with the trio, 
but was forced to cancel due to 
illness, leaving Maya11 with the 
bare essentials for his four-show 
engagement. 
As the first set got underway 

it was quite clear that material 
from his first two Polydor al-
bums was behind now, as Maya11 
quieted the audience by say-
ing, "I don't want to hear any 
screams for 'Room to Move' and 
that sort of thing because we 
have new songs now and that is 
old stuff." 
The result was that Maya11 

struggled through the first set. 
Mandel, who seemed to be hav-
ing some sort of difficulty with 
his guitar, walked off stage dur-
ing Taylor's bass solo and was 
not seen or heard for another 20 

Win Fillmore 
minutes. This left Mayan to car-
ry on virtually alone. 
Mandel finally returned. At 

this point things began to pick 
up considerably as the trio ran 
through most of the material 
from the newly released LP, 
"U.S.A. Union." A lot of the 
things here were still jazz-
oriented as in "The Turning 
Point" and "Empty Rooms." 
However, a slight swing back 
towards the outfront days of 
earlier records was evident 
'partially because of Mandel's 
guitar licks. 

Notably, things should have 
improved with the subsequent 
Friday and Saturday shows 
as technical difficulties were 
ironed out. But with Mayal!, 
who always has known how to 
surround himself with the right 
kind of musicians, it was very 
disappointing to watch a set 
and cringe knowing the high 
degree of professionalism of 
which he is capable. 

Columbia recording artists 
the Flock and It's a Beautiful 
Day warmed up the audience, 
playing material from their 
current albums. Both bands in-
cluded electrified violins and 
played some good ol' solid rock 
that you could get your teeth 
into. -John Kornblum.

Five new albums were un-
veiled last week on San Fran-
cisco Records. The label, a di-
vision of the Fillmore Corpo-
ration, distributed by Atlantic, 
presented its release in a series 
of cross-country presentations 
which kicked off Oct. 13 with a 
distributor-press-dee-jay party 
at New York's Fillmore East.

David Lan-
nan's "Streetsinger" is, as its 
name implies, an album re-
corded live in the streets of 

San Francisco. His live audi-
ence was to be found at the 
San Francisco FBI office, Paci-
fic Coast Stock Exchange, Bank 
of America and numerous de-
partment stores. 

Victoria's "Secret of the 
Bloom" marks the debut of a 
young singer who pens most 
of her own material. San Fran-
cisco's final release is "East 
Bay Grease" by Tower of 
Power, a nine-piece band from 
Oakland. The group performed 
live at the Fillmore West pres-
entation. 

In order to facilitate the 
presentation of these five al-
bums, San Francisco made up 
a sampler LP, featuring two 
tracks from each. The sampler 
is being made available free to 
distributors and radio stations 
ts part of the San Francisco 
program, which will run 
through the end of November. 

Following the New York 
presentation for which distribu-
tors arrived from all major 
East Coast cities, bringing the 
attendance figure to well over 
100, the San Francisco package 
was presented at the Fillmore 
West (14), to a crowd of well 
over 200, Los Angeles (15), 
with Chicago and Cleveland on

Fortune Theatre Deserves Support 
NEW YORK — The Fortune 

Theater, a new place to hear 
music and other contemporary 
entertainment, opened last week 
(on East 4th Street) with a bill 
that offered much in the way 
of variety and quality. 
The theater seats 220 and 

features a low admission charge 
with an absence of the usual 
village "minimum" nonsense. 
It is an eminently good place to 
hear and see music and provides 
the city with a middle group 
between the Fillmore, Ungano's 
Bitter End, Village Gate and 
the Electric Circus. It deserves 
the support of music lovers who 
find it increasingly difficult to 
relate to the usual hassles 
which go with attending a per-
formance at any of the above 
establishments. 
Jake and the Family Jewels, 

so often favorably reviewed in 
these columns, were up to their 
old good time tricks again. 
They were marveious in their 
rendition of "When Will I Be 
Loved," an old Everly Broth-
ers tune, and Jake's "Uncle 
Henry's Basement" from his 

Bunky & Jake days. This Poly-
dor group is delightful and a 
joy to see. Their lack of pre-
tense makes them truly endear-
ing. 
David Ackles, who records 

for Elektra, was diametrically 
opposed, stylistically, to Jake's 
good-time approach. One could 
say that the bittersweet Ackles 
sings bad-time music but one 
suspects unfair connotations 
would be drawn from such a 
labeling. Ackles has obviously 
been greatly influenced by Kurt 
Weill and delivers his dramatic 
songs with an emotional, very 
theatrical voice. His perform-
ance is perhaps a bit melodra-
matic but quite effective none-
theless. 

Filling out the bill was Uncle 
Dirty, the comedian who is 
making the rock and college 
circuit these days. His quote 
from Langston Hughes in which 
he urges the audience to "dig 
and be dug" gives a clue to his 
wonderous performance which 
goes beyond the realm of 
comedy and into human rela-
tions. —Bob Moore Merlis.

Career In 
New Moves

NEW YORK—These are busy 
days indeed for Metromedia's 
Bobby Sherman. Still, he man-
aged to pay Record World a 
visit last week while his "Julie, 
Do Ya Love Me" was number 
one on the charts, and im-
pressed as a young man un-
affected by his tremendous suc-
cess who knows exactly where 
he's going. 

Where he's going is onward 
to bigger and better things. A 
new album entitled "With Love, 
Bobby" (but known as "The 
Scrapbook Album") was re-
leased a week ago. It includes 
the hits "Julie" and "Hey, Mis-
ter Sun," as well as such out-
standing numbers as Mac 
Davis' "I Think I'm Gonna 
Rain," "Sweet Gingerbread 
Man" (from the film "The 
Magic Garden of Stanley Sweet-
heart") and the self-penned 
"Show Me." The Package in-
cludes a rich, red photograph 
album-like booklet featuring 
Bobby Sherman memorabilia 
from age one. Thus the sub-
title "Scrapbook Album." 

In addition, there is an al-
bum of Christmas songs from 
Bobby due to be shipped this 
week. His own song, "Yester-
day's Christmas," has been 
getting fantastic pre-release 
response and may be released 
as a single for the holiday sea-
son. Among other yuletide 
greetings from Bobby are 
"Jingle Bell Rock" and "Santa 
Claus is Coming To Town." 
This album, too, has a unique 
packaging concept. It is the 
first pre-wrapped Christmas al-
bum in the industry's history. 
Retailers will thereby be saved 
the time and expense required 
to wrap albums for quick holi-
day sales. 
There are upcoming appear-

ances on the Johnny Cash and 
Don Knotts TVers, but Bobby 
looks forward most to doing a 
film for ABC's "Movie of the 
Week," tentatively titled 
"Zoom." In it he will portray a 
young filmmaker (a hobby he 
avidly pursues in real life). 
This film will serve as a pilot 
for a television series planned 
for the 1971 season. And when 
time allows, Bobby would like 
very much to do a theater film. 
That's really just a matter of 
time. 

Always Concert Tours 

Of course, there will always 
be concert tours. He worked 
every weekend this past sum-

mer and found the experience a 
drain on one's energy, but ex-
hilarating nevertheless. He 
feels that such contact with 
one's audience is vital for a 
performer, both in terms of re-
taining close ties with fans and 
keeping the music alive. A Nov. 
7 appearance at the Westbury 
Music Fair on Long Island pre-
sents a new challenge for 
Bobby due to the theatre-in-the-
round configuration of that 
showplace. He's prepared to 
meet that challenge. 

Meanwhile, Bobby has built 
a 16-track recording studio in 
his parent's home on the West 
Coast. There he practices the 
10 instruments he plays (among 
them: guitar, trumpet, drums, 
bass, organ, French horn and 
baritone) and works out forth-
coming additions to the Bobby 
Sherman hit parade which be-
gan with "Little Woman," "La, 
La, La" and "Easy Come, Easy 
Go." The hits keep coming.

group of publishing companies 
collectively holds the copyrights 
to more than 900 recorded 
songs, with recordings by near-
ly every name artist in the 
country music business. 
"Compared to the days of 

such 'outside' [not on the Chart 
Records label] BMI award win-
ning songs as Merle Haggard's 
`Strangers,' Brenda Lee's `Ride, 
Ride, Ride' and Roy Drusky's 
'Pick of the Week,' it does seem 
that lately our songs have been 
on the Chart label more than 
any other," he allowed. 

Continued Bulla: "That's all 
right with us; Chart has hits 
as well as other labels. LaWanda 
Lindsey's record of our 'Partly 
Bill' is an ASCAP award song 
this year. And new Chart artist 
Dave Peel stayed in the trade 
papers eight weeks with his rec-
ord of our 'Wax Museum.' At 
the time of this writing, we and 
Chart Records are enjoying 
some good activity with A. A. 
Jones' Sugar in the Flowers,' 
Dave Peel's `Sad Man's Song' 

and the Kenny Vernon/La-
Wanda Lindsey duet, 'Let's 
Think About Where We're Go-
ing'. 

'Original Songs Scarce' 

"Good original songs seem to 
be a little bit scarce in Music 
City these days; and I think this 
is part of the reason for the re-
cent country cuts of the pop 
hits from 10 years ago. 
"Our original songs which we 

felt were hits have very natur-
ally been heard first by the 
folks across the hall. And they, 
having the good judgment that 
seems pretty well confirmed, 
have recorded them. But fol-
lowing a recent change of policy 
we do plan to start trying for 
more `outside' records in the 
immediate future. 
"Conway Twitty's current 

single, `Fifteen Years Ago,' on 
the Decca label is almost cer-
tain to be a SESAC award song, 
and we hope this may be the be-
ginning of a new trend toward 
back to the old days."
