It's Not Too Late to Save NARAS 
NARAS is now 13 years old. How it has survived for so long 

is something of a mystery, perhaps an indication of how starved 
everyone in the record business is for some sort of recognition. 
For in 13 years NARAS has added little if anything to our in- 
dustry's image. Many feel it has hurt the industry with poor TV 
shows, bad awards and lack of public relations. 

Let's consider these charges one by one. There is little question 
that the "Best on Record" shows have been dull, to say the least, 
and that this year's recent TV "special" was truly awful (and 
embarrassing). It featured some of the most banal dialogue in the 
modern history of a TV variety show; it showcased such names 
as John Wayne (!) giving out a Grammy Award; and the song 
presentations were, to understate the case, horrendous. 

How bad are the Grammy Awards? Well, rock music, which 
probably adds up to 80 per cent of all pop album sales, is still 
categorized as "Contemporary" by NARAS. (Not by anyone else, 
mind you, only by NARAS.) The Beatles, whose influence on 
popular music is so all-pervading that it will be years before any- 
one can accurately describe it (some musical historian, no doubt), 
have won exactly one Album of the Year and one Song of the

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Year award. Elvis Presley, who altered the style and manner of 
pop music for a generation, has yet to win a Record of the Year 
or Album of the Year Award. (Elvis' one award was for Best 
Gospel Record in 1967 and he split that with Porter Wagoner and 
the Blackwoods.) 

Record of the Year awards and Album of the Year awards have 
almost inevitably been won by Middle -of -the -Road type of artists 
like Frank Sinatra, Eydie Gormé, Henry Mancini, Tony Bennett. 
These are all great artists but the bulk of their influence has not 
been on the new music of the ,1960s and 1970s. It is obvious that a 
rock artist, or an R&B artist, has an almost impossible task to win 
either of the two big awards, Record of the Year or Album of the 
Year-no matter how much the public has acclaimed them. The 
NARAS credo places artistry ahead of sales (whatever that means 
in the commercial record business), but it is more possible to have 
a record that sells that is artistic, than to have a record that 
doesn't sell that is artistic. 

One of the problems that NARAS shares with other organ- 
izations such as the Motion Picture Academy is the tendency to

ings last week (9, 10) on the 
anti -piracy bill, S646. This bill, 
which passed last month in a 
voice vote by the Senate, would 
create a limited copyright on 
sound recordings for purposes 
of protection against unauthor- 
ized duplication and piracy. 

The opening day of the hear- 
ings was devoted to testimony 
from those in favor of S646 in 
its present form. In an unusual 
personal appearance before the 
subcommittee, House Judiciary 
Committee Chairman Emmanuel 
Cellar, a long-time advocate of 
revision of the copyright laws, 
spoke in support of the bill. 

Observing that "the Librar- 
ian of Congress, the Register 
of Copyrights and the Depart- 
ments of State and Justice have 
approved limited copyright as 
an appropriate technique for 
suppressing record piracy," 
Cellar noted the urgency of 
passing S646, due to the rapid 
expansion of pirating opera- 
tions. 

In response to the appear- 
ance of the Committee Chair- 
man, Subcommittee Chairman 
Kastenmeier pledged that the

Purpose, Integrity Vital 
To NATRA Growth 

BALTIMORE - Radio per- 
sonality and broadcasting exec 
Al Jefferson has announced 
that he is actively seeking a 
leadership role in NATRA, the 
National Association of Tele- 
vision and Radio Announcers, 
making official his candidacy 
for the presidency of the organ- 
ization.

"There 
are a lot of very talented mem- 
bers on the air throughout the 
country," he said, "but they 
can't do it by themselves. The 
weight of a forthright and be- 
lievable organization must sup- 
port their talents and their 
efforts."

Trunscon Outlook More Optimistic 
E NEW YORK - Transcon- 
tinental Investing Corp. an- 
nounces that testing of un- 
audited financial results for the 
first four months of 1971 indi- 
cates that the gross profit 
margin of its Transcontinental 
Music Corp. subsidiary may be 
higher than that which was 
indicated for the year ended 
Dec. 31, 1970. 

In late April, the company re- 
ported that based upon pre- 
liminary results, Transcon- 
tinental Music's gross profit 
margin appeared to have an "un- 
reconciled decline," and advised 
that if the gross profit margin 
decline was confirmed, the year- 
end results for Transcontinental 
Investing Corp., after Federal 
income tax credit, would reflect 
a maximum loss of about $5.5 
million. Last week the company 
stated, that on the basis of the 
more recent findings, its inde- 

pendent auditors could not con- 
firm this decline and as a result 
the loss might be smaller. 

Robert K. Lifton, Chairman, 
said that the company has deter- 
mined that a fair presentation 
should be reflected in a financial 
statement covering the 17 -month 
period, including the calendar 
year 1970, plus the first five 
months of 1971.

Radio is for people. If that is true, then what is black radio 
for? Black radio is for black people. If that is true, what about 
the white people who dig black radio? Can black radio be for 
them, too? If both of these statements are true, then black radio 
is truly a tale of two cities. The two cities are obvious: they're 
the black and the white. 

Let's look at the two types of people that make up these two 
cities in one. On -one hand, you have the affluent white society. 
On the other, the less fortunate, poverty-stricken black society. 
There are those who would say that music brings the two to- 
gether. While this may be true, the coming together benefits no 
one except the white society who were in the area of least need 
in the first place. If we are to continue to be known as "the land 
of opportunity," we must provide members of the underprivileged 
minority groups more than subsistence to keep them off the street. 
We must provide them with the opportunity to succeed; to be- 
come respected members of our society on their own efforts in 
our free enterprise system. That's one of the obligations of the 
music business that I hope will not be overlooked in the '70s as 
it was in the '60s. 

"Give the people what they want" is the motivating principle 
of most broadcasters and many people in the music industry. 
These broadcasters and music people are apparently unaware 
that a growing percentage of today's hit records reflect upon 
numerous unpleasant aspects of today's society. It begins to ap- 
pear that more and more young people are becoming vitally con- 
cerned with their changing world. These young people are both 
black and white. If we are to judge by some of their favorite 
songs; evidence "War," "Cloud Nine," and lately, songs like 
"Put Your Hand in the Hand" and "Joy to the World." This seems 
to be a trend toward the deity which is surprising. Or perhaps 
not so surprising when you consider that any port in a storm 
might offer some refuge. 

1970s A Time of 'Truth 

The 1970s are a time of truth in our tale of two cities. The 
truth being to "know one's self," and be open and truthful with 
others. But, comes the obvious retort, if self -deceived people 
knew how to stop deceiving themselves or wanted to, they would 
not be self -deceived. Are we in the music business self -deceived? 

There are many problems facing our industry today, among 
them are drug lyrics, long records, album cuts, tight money and 
unemployment. 

Let's take a look at some of these problems. 
First, the question of objectionable lyrics. Lyrics can be ob- 

jectionable for a number of reasons. And so often we hear a 
variety of conflicting reports about "where to draw the line" in 
the so-called objectionable lyric. Views range from "we'll play it 
until listeners complain," to "we wouldn't touch it if it hit num- 
ber one on all the national sales charts." One extreme attitude 
holds that popular music, be it black or white, should reflect the 
changing patterns of social problems and cultural values even if 
they may offend conventional ears. 

At the other extreme is the view that a radio station must con- 
form to the accepted moral standards of the community and can- 
not afford to jeopardize its license by risking listener protests to 
the FCC. From the record industry has come a lot of huffing and 
puffing about "censorship." We hear very little, or nothing, re- 
garding responsibility. That's not surprising, though, since record 
people need only answer to their stockholders. Broadcasters, on 
the other hand, have additional responsibilities to the public 
from whom they hold their licenses to operate. 

The question of what is good taste may be debatable. The ques- 
tion of good business is somewhat more specifically answered. 
Many broadcasters are so embroiled in competition for audience 
shares that they often place immediate profit or audience gains 
above the long term importance of being respectable and respon- 
sible members of a community. Unless a record is flagrantly 
vulgar, they are prone to ignore the principles of basic good 
taste and to approve its air -play. Granted, a radio station's 
occasional indifference to prevailing standards of good taste is 
not the least of the eroding influences. A station whose program- 
ming demonstrates a cynical disregard for the moral standards 
that society requires from its youth can hardly expect to attract 
adult listeners to whom such things are important. Nor can it, 
in the long run, attract advertisers who object to placing their 
names and products and/or services in a musical environment 
that reflects cheapness and vulgarity. In the final analysis, each 
broadcaster is responsible not only for the records he receives 
and those he rejects, but also for those he puts on the air and the 
knowledge of v+ hat they contain. Radio consistently rejects a vast 
majority of the records submitted each week for shortcomings of 
quality and/or content. 

`Familiarity Breeds Indifference' 

There's an old saying that "familiarity breeds contempt." It 
might be said that "familiarity breeds indifference." Today's 
decline in single sales indicates a growing public indifference and 
a tight money situation. Today's decline in audience for some 
radio markets may stem in part from that same indifference on 
the part of listeners. Once upon a time, the hit record was a 
special treat for radio listeners-like dessert after dinner. For 
many years, the hit -oriented audience, black and white, welcomed 
the continuous diet of high calorie desserts. But now that the 
flavoring is being dictated increasingly by sub -teen record buyers, 
more and more adult radio listeners are turning elsewhere for 
more appetizing musical menus. 

Black radio is such a form, such a musical menu, as much an 
alternative media as progressive rock . . . for it offers soul sin- 
cerity for those who reject the childish programming. We're 
talking about the soul of a whole people who face two major 
problems: the problem of attitudes based ,on generalizations- 
and it applies to both the white community and the black commu- 
nity. We're dealing today with an ever-increasing number of 
white people who have achieved economic success and status 
because of the efforts of talented black people whom they have 
deceived. In this era of economic success and status because of 
strong unions and because of unprecedented affluence, even in 
this era of tight money, these white people are not undergirded 
by the aesthetic and cultural and intellectual experiences that 
normally go into making people middle-class people. These are 
the people I will call the "affluent peasants." They're the most 
insecure-the most vulnerable to right wing propaganda. They're 
the people who are looking for easy answers to difficult and com- 
plex problems. If you, for one moment, think that this group is 
just anti -black, as effected through their cries for law and order, 
your home is your castle and crime in the streets and keep the 
blacks in their place and all this type of thing which is the new 
1971 version of racism-if you think that these people are going 
to stop at the point of blocking blacks at the Bronxville and Cairo, 
Ill., communities, then you don't understand them and you had 
better because they're your customers; you in the record business. 
These people are determined to oppose the United Nations- 
they're against any kind of government support for anything. 
They are opposed to model cities, and to rent control supplements. 
These people are not just threats to you ... to the black, but to 
everyone. (Continued on page 20)

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NARAS Summer Seminars 
Aid Needy Students 

An innovative, four -pronged 
program designed to bring high 
school students into direct con- 
tact with the recording field, 
and eventually to lead them into 
industry careers, gets under- 
way this week. 

Presented by the NARAS In- 
stitute for Creative Develop- 
ment and Training, an arm of 
the National Academy of Re- 
cording Arts and Sciences, the 
first of these four one -week 
training courses goes into full 
swing this Monday (14) in 
Nashville, as the creative mem- 
bers of the profession embark 
on the industry's newest and 
most intensive educational proj- 
ect. Similar sessions are sched- 
uled in New York the week of 
.June 28, in Atlanta the week of 
July 12 and in Los Angeles the 
week of Aug. 16. 

Though each of the four 
courses will be created and pro- 
duced individually by the Acad- 
emy's four chapters, all will 
be offered without charge to 
specially selected, talented and 
often underprivileged students. 
Designed to stimulate their in- 
terest in the field through per- 
sonal participation, each course 
will be staffed with top record- 
ing personnel who will be con- 
tributing their time, expertise 
and experiences. 

In addition, the American Fed- 
eration of Musicians, through 
its national office as well as its 
locals, will supply live musi- 
cians via grants from its Music 
Performance Trust Fund. 

Direct Contact 
Lecturers and active partici- 

pants in each of the seminars 
will bring the students into di- 
rect contact with all phases of 
recording. These will include 
initial planning stages, live 
studio and re -mixing sessions, 
visits to record pressing plants, 
plus periods devoted to the mer- 
chandising, distribution, pro- 
motion, pricing and packaging 
of recordings. 

Nashville, well established as 
Music City, USA, is calling 
upon two dozen of its top re- 
cording citizens, among them 
singer Eddy Arnold and pro- 
ducer -conductor Danny Davis 
of the Nashville Brass, to staff 
a dozen different sessions, with 
engineers, writers, music pub- 
lishers, promotion men and rec- 
ord business men of various 
types completing their faculty 
roster. 

In New York, the seminar 
will focus upon an actual re- 
cording project by the Thad 
Jones -Mel Lewis Big Band. 

Both leaders plus producer Phil 
Ramone, arranger Manny Al- 
bam and engineer Brooks Ar- 
thur will first brief the students 
in a planning period, then lead 
them through all the stages of 
producing a specific recording, 
to the completion of the product 
and into its marketing phases. In 
addition, disc stars like Dizzy 
Gillespie and Richie Havens 
will join the students and in- 
structors in a general rap ses- 
sion regarding common prob- 
lems and complaints encoun- 
tered by working performers. 

The Atlanta and Los Angeles 
chapters, currently completing 
plans for their seminars, are 
expected to follow patterns 
similar to those set by the 
Nashville and New York chap- 
ters.

Who are they? What am I talking about? I'm talking about a 
"rack -jobber" who won't send you a new product into what he 
considers an all -white area unless it's been tested on a black 
station, who will never get the credit for breaking it. I'm talking 
about a distributor that has been distributing this way, his way 
for 10 years. I'm talking about a promo man who walks into a 
black station without respect for anybody, including the program 
director and all of its jocks and the first words out of his mouth 
are, "Hey, baby, I' a got a smash." Asked where it's a smash, he 
replies, "Well, it's a smash on this station," as he gives some 
fictitious call letters of some radio station that he's never heard 
of, hoping that the little black PD and or music director will 
not check on him. Woebeit, that the little black PD or music 
director has a Standard Rate and Data Book handy. I'm also talk- 
ing about the record company that spends $3,000 in a cheap 
session with a black act and then expects that black act to multi- 
ply that $3.000 a thousand -fold. The same record company that 
spends $50.000 on a similar white rock group and then a $100,000 
to promote it. 

And, finally, we come to the question of unemployment. Unem- 
ployment affects us all. President Nixon's Manpower Revenue 
Sharing Proposal is designed to overcome many of the problems 
evident in the disjointed array of federal categorical manpower 
programs. The basic principle of manpower -revenue sharing is 
that state and local governments would have broad authority -.o 
carry out manpower programs shaped to their own needs. The 
funds would be allocated by statutory formulas designed to 
relate the level of funding to the level of need. These funds would 
be used for manpower programs which focus on the individuals' 
needs in relation to available jobs, primarily in his home commu- 
nity. The more people who are working, the better we as a luxury 
industry can fare. In the meantime . . . the time is now. The 
things we can control, we should and must control. 

The prime entertainment precept of popular music still holds. 
The question then becomes, "What is popular music for a mass 
audience?" And how, if we can't rely entirely on our single sales 
data, are we to know what is most popular with our listeners? 
And how are we to revise our old concepts about new, untested 
material? At this point, we can only ask the questions. We'll 
have to look for the answers in the experience of those who can 
find the courage and the vision to break away from old patterns 
and try something new. It's still a tale of two cities and maybe 
the "twain" shall meet.

CONCERT REVIEW 

Elton John: Goodness Has A 

Lot to Do with It, Beanie 
NEW YORK - Everytime I 

see Uni's Elton John, I am im- 
pressed by different facets of 
his performing personality, and 
at last week's Carnegie Hall 
gig-in what was a departure 
two -act show-I was taken by 
his charm and, I would say. 
goodness. 

In a period when manipula- 
tive, demonic ambiance is pass- 
ing for showmanship, good- 
ness and charm may seem 
namby-pamby virtues and the 
antithesis of boxoffice, but 
they aren't, not when they are 
the impetus for powerful, beau- 
tiful music, the kind that John 
makes. The smiles and the 
gratitude for gifts, for just 
being in New York seem sin- 
cere, heart -felt and uncommon. 
I'm for it. 

What was new in John's ap- 
pearance was that he came out 
alone for the first half of the 
shoe (no supporting acts) to 
play new songs or songs he 
infrequently plays when Nigel 
Olsson and Dee Murray are on 
stage with him. The mood was 
intimate and casual and, al- 
though I felt that John was 

doing his selections with divided 
concentration, I would not at all 
give the shopworn "rip-off" 
cry. Rather, I think Elton (Reg 
to intimates) was concerned 
with whether the audience was 
reacting favorably to the inno- 
vation, whether he was putting 
the songs in the right order. 
This was an artist trying some- 
thing new, involved in finding 
that delicate balance where 
both he and the audience would 
be maximally gratified. 

If I'm not mistaken, what we 
were witness to was an early 
stage of artistic creativity, 
akin to watching the novelist 
at his desk, the artist at his 
easel. Intelligence, that's what 
it was. There's something 
exciting about seeing that, too. 
How often do you? 

The songs I loved during 
this act were the new "Rotten 
Peaches," "Rock Me When He's 
Gone," "Come Down in Time," 
the new "Goodbye" and every 
one of the rest of them. 

The second act, with Olsson 
and Murray, was peak stomp- 
ing, thomping Elton John.

Kris, Helen Score 

At Troubadour 
HOLLYWOOD - Colum- 

bia's Kris Kristofferson opened 
last Tuesday (8) night for a 
capacity week at the Trouba- 
dour. Kristofferson thusly joins 
the ranks (along with James 
Taylor, Carole King, Laura Ny - 
ro and John Sebastian) of those 
able to generate extreme excit- 
ment while lining them up 
around the block. 

Kristofferson is far from 
new. He has merely been re- 
cently discovered what with 
starlets flocking and national 
publications (including an im- 
pressive spread in Vogue) ask- 
ing him for space. His songs 
have a slight sameness to them, 
but they all work brilliantly 
because he has made them con- 
tinual variations on selected 
themes. When he writes about 
hitting "rock bottom" there is 
an unusual down and out pres- 
ence to the lyric. If he chooses 
to be literally repetitive within 
a rhyme's imagery the power 
of that verse never wanes; the 
music is gently plantive. He 
went through a full array of 
songs including "Me and Bobby 
McGee" and "Help Me Make 
It Through the Night." In per- 
formance Kristofferson dis- 
plays a sedate euphoria and his 
onstage success is doubled by 
it because though the songs 
have a definite wallop, his pres- 
ence is wryly humorous. As for 
his voice, I could listen to it 
all night.

nominate and vote for candidates in one's own company. There 
must be some method-fair to all-which can alleviate this prob- 
lem. 

We shouldn't say "lack of public relations" in referring to 
NARAS over the years. Because NARAS has tried hard to tell the 
industry and the public about the Grammys. But NARAS' public 
relations efforts have been hurt by its lack of recognition of new 
music and by its lack of imagination in creating awards that 
would interest the public. Why haven't there been awards in the 
name of Al Jolson, or Caruso, or Hank Williams, or Jimmy Rodgers, 
or Woody Guthrie, or Mario Lanza, or Nat King Cole, any other 
great record business name, to honor the men and women who 
have contributed to the success of the recording industry? Why 
doesn't NARAS have achievement awards? 

There could be-in fact, there could have been-achievement or 
special awards. Any of these type of awards, like the Irving 
Thalberg award of the Motion Picture Academy, would have 
gotten good press for NARAS (inside and outside the business). 

The feeling is strong among many young artists and producers 
and record company executives, and even among less than young 
executives, that NARAS is run by middle-aged men and women 
who don't like today's pop music, whether rock, country, blues or 
jazz, and whose thinking influences other officers of the organ- 
ization, on a national or chapter level. Perhaps that is wrong, per- 
haps what should be said is many of the officers of NARAS, paid 
and unpaid, are not with it. 

We tried for three weeks to get a list of NA RAS members. We 
were refused. Yet we can get a list of members of the Motion 
Picture Academy. We think we are first with the total member- 
ship of NARAS, between 3,000 and 3,500. That's not a bad figure- 
why wasn't it given out before? And why isn't the membership 
list public? 

It is time to revamp NARAS, to make it more responsive to the 
new music, to have awards for today's pop music, drop the word 
contemporary, recognize experimental music in jazz, rock and 
classics. In other words, get NARAS with it and get our young 
artists and producers enrolled as members to do it. More on that 
next time.

Studio C, the 
new studio, also will include a 
full 16 -track control room with 
the latest design of 16 -track 
tape machines, as well as asso- 
ciated equipment which will in- 
corporate the newest features. 
All equipment is being custom - 
designed and built by Jeep 
Harned, President of MCI, a 
Fort Lauderdale firm. 

"We are installing the most 
avant-garde equipment avail- 
able," Emerman said. "For ex- 
ample, one of our tape machines 
will be automated in such a way 
that by merely pushing a but- 
ton, it will find a pre -designated 
spot on the tape." 

Completion of the new addi- 
tion is slated for Sept. 1, 1971.

MUNICH - One of the 
world's most successful men, 
Ralph Maria Siegel, reached his 
60th birthday on June 8, receiv- 
ing congratulatory telegrams, 
phone calls and letters from all 
parts of our globe. 

Siegel, no relative of mine, is 
not only a talented composer 
and writer, but also a great 
publisher, linguist, musical 
comedy composer and actor. To 
name all the successes of this 
incredible man would fill a 
huge book. He was always "on 
the go" ss orldwide. 

Dr. Erich Schulze, the lead- 
ing director of Germany's per- 
formance and records (mechan- 
icals) society, Gema, and Ralph 
Siegel worked side by side solv- 
ing many intricate problems of 
post-war Germany. 

Issued LP 
Simultaneously with his 60th 

birthday, Siegel, owner of 
Jupiter Records, has issued an 
exciting LP listing 20 of his 
immortal melodies and lyrics. 
Also, Werner Mueller, the 
famous bandleader on Decca 
here, has made an LP of 
Siegel's works. Incidentally, it 
was Siegel who made that 
world hit "Malaguena" with 
Caterina Valente and Werner 
Mueller's Orchestra. Siegel also 
started hundreds of American 
songs on their way to hitdom in 
Germany. He wrote not only 
the German Lyrics, but also 
published and promoted them. 
Many of Irving Berlin's stand- 
ards were given lyrics by 
Siegel, as well as the hits of 
E. B. Marks Music Publishers 
in New York. 

Siegel wrote, too, the music 
for "Where's Charley?" in its 
German version, and many 
other operettas, musicals and 
motion pictures. 

I first met this talented man 
in New York during the '50s. 
His Fluent English, Spanish, 
French and other languages 
amazed me. 

His son. Ralph Siegel, Jr., 
seems to have caught the bug 
for our industry and is cur- 
rently successful with the 
young crowd, producing and 
writing lyrics in Germany. 

Siegel Sr., will be a guest on 
my radio show on RIAS, Berlin, 
"Zwischen Broadway and Kur- 
fürstendamm" (between Broad - 
'say and the Main Street of 
Berlin). I shall play several of 
his works.

Lighthouse album, "One Fine 
Morning," is out this week and 
it's by far their best.

For the ballet, Lighthouse 
became a pit orchestra of sorts,

This was a difficult task, 
Dinovo explained, because one 
had to allow for the contradic- 
tion between the freedom of 
rock and the discipline of bal- 
let.

Link Wray: Chapter 2

NEW YORK - Link Wray 

has returned. Wray, you may 
recall, was the rock & roll 
guitarist whose recording of 
"Rumble" sold more than one 
million copies back in 1958. 
Follow-up singles of "Rawhide" 
and "Jack the Ripper" did al- 
most as well. Then followed a 
long period of recording inac- 
tivity. Until now, that is. 

Towards the end of last 
month Polydor released a hand- 
somely packaged album bear- 
ing the name of Link Wray. It 
includes 11 selections; five were 
written by Wray himself and 
five by friend and producer 
Steve Verroca. The other is 
Willie Dixon's "Tail Dragger." 
For the first time in his career, 
Wray sings lead vocals on the 
new album. His voice is a 
rustic, soulful one, perfectly 
suited to the style of his ma- 
terial. 

The album was recorded in 
Accokeek, Md., at Wray's Shack 
Three Track, an old chicken 
coop that Link and his brother 
Ray converted into a studio 
three years ago so that their 
family might have a place to 
experiment musically. Music 
has always been a family affair 
for the Wrays. Brother Doug, 
who runs a barber shop in Ac- 
cokeek, was, with Ray, one of 
the Wraymen, Link's original 
back-up group. Both partici- 
pated in the recording of the 
new album. 

Wray, in a visit to Record 
World last week, explained that 
the unsophisticated quality of 
the shack studio contributed to 
the live feeling that the album 
displays in abundance. One 
song, "Fallin' Rain." was actu- 
ally cut during a thunderstorm 
which could be heard by the 
musicians inside the studio. He 
added that all of his old hits 
were recorded in smaller, albeit 
more traditional, studios. In 
fact, it was when he was pro- 
vided a 42 -piece chorus, a sym- 
phony orchestra and a studio 
large enough to hold them that 
Link walked away from his 
career for good, he thought, in 
the early 1960s. 

What has he been up to since 

then? Mostly just playing clubs 
in Washington, D.C., and put- 
tering around the shack de- 
veloping his musical ideas. 
When Verroca discovered Wray 
last summer at the Two Thieves 
Club, he was overwhelmed by 
the originality and power of the 
man's music and attempted to 
convince him that his time had 
come to return to the recording 
studio. Link steadfastly re- 
fused, recounting previous un- 
pleasant experiences. Their im- 
passe was broken, finally, when 
Verroca saw the shack and de- 
termined that it would be the 
ideal place to record Link Wray. 
Link agreed, and work on the 
new album began last autumn. 

Wray was born in North 
Carolina, where a black circus 
performer named Hambone 
taught him the rudiments of 
blues guitar. Early influences 
were the white blues of Jimmy 
Rodgers and Hank Williams 
and the black blues of Muddy 
Waters and Jimmy Reed. Such 
were the ingredients of early 
rock & roll, and moving to 
Washington in 1955, Link found 
his music increasingly in de- 
mand. 

It was in 1957 at a dance in 
Fredricksburg. Va., that, when 
asked to play a Stroll, Link re- 
sponded by improvising what 
was later to become "Rumble." 
Brother Ray was then recording 
for Cameo -Parkway, and Link 
cut the instrumental at the end 
of one of his sessions. Archie 
Bleyer purchased the master, 
and, at the prodding of his 
daughter, released it on his 
Cadence label in 1958. The rest 
is history. 

Chapter two is just begin- 
ning. 

Aretha Breaks 
Apollo Records 

Aretha Franklin's engage- 
ment at the New York Apollo 
Theater last week broke all rec- 
ords at the uptown showcase. 
Lines stretched around the 
block at 125th St. for every per- 
formance, and by mid -afternoon 
each day Aretha Franklin per- 
formed the house was entirely 
sold out. 

Her new album, "Aretha Live 
at the Fillmore West," released 
about three weeks ago, looks

To- 
gether they make a magnificent 
music rarely heard. Anywhere. 

Highlights of her set were 
many. Rocking renditions of 
Dave Mason's "Only You Know 
and I Know" and Leon Russell's 
"Blues Power" capped a per- 
formance that included both 
sides of her new A&M single. 
Neil Young's "I Believe in You" 
sounds as if it were written es- 
pecially for Rita in her reading 
of it. "Mud Island" is a striking 

song that builds in momentum; 
the band sparkled in this num- 
ber. 

Outstanding, though, was 
Rita's revival of the recent Rae - 
lets single, "Bad Water." If she 
continues to select material as 
wisely, there should never be 
any need for her to feel obliged 
to write her own songs. 

On Next LP? 
"I first heard 'Bad Water' on 

my car radio," she explains. "It 
was so great, I just had to stop 
driving and take it all in." 
Hopefully, the number will be 
included on her forthcoming 
album. 

That next album is currently 
in the works. Rita and the Dixie 
Flyers with Marc Benno have 
already completed several 
tracs. Should it come close to 
the quality of their live per- 
formance, it will be a knockout.

13 BOSTON - The prestigious, 
103 -year -old New England Con- 
servatory of Music is in danger 
of going out of business, due 
to the rising costs of education 
and the general inflationary 
pressures of the economy. 

This institution, which has 
always maintained the highest 
standards of quality both in its 
students and faculty, and which 
draws on the full spectrum of 
contemporary m u s i c-f r o m 
"classical" to Afro to jazz to 
rock-has, in its attempt to 
continue these standards, in- 
curred a large deficit. 

President Gunther Schuller 
of the Conservatory notes that 
tthe deficit has been built up 
not through any financial mis- 
management, but rather be- 
cause of the school's unique 
nature as an institution wholly 
dedicated to the creation and 
teaching of music. The non - 
business -like character of the 
New England Conservatory, 
plus the relatively recent date 
at which it has started receiv- 

ing endowments, makes the 
collapse of the school immi- 
nent unless financial aid in new 
forms is forthcoming. Money 
is now being sought through 
private and public donations 
from many sources, but the 
prospects for the continuation 
of the Conservatory are at best 
u ncertain.

bill would be acted upon as 
promptly as possible. Cellar 
was followed by State Depart- 
ment representative Bruce 
Ladd, who discussed the inter- 
-national dimensions of piracy. 
According to Ladd, "passage 
of the proposed legislation 
would greatly enhance this 
Government's posture with re- 
spect to its continuing efforts 
to secure international protec- 
tion for American sound re- 
cordings . . . the Department 
of State fully endorses and sup- 
ports this bill." 

The next witness was Bar- 
bara Ringer, Assistant Register 
of Copyrights. She stated that 
in view of the high level of 
sophistication and creativity 
which goes into sound record- 
ings, they are entitled to copy- 
right protection as "the works 
of an author" in the same sense 
in which this protection is now 
provided to motion pictures and 
photographs. 

She also pointed out that 
S646 would not supply to those 

who duplicates sound record- 
ings for home use, and that 
many court cases have already 
granted protection to record- 
ings on the basis of various 
unfair competition and common 
law principles. 

Rounding out the testimony 
in support of the limited copy- 
right bill, prepared statements 
were read and questions were 
answered by Stanley Gortikov, 
Director of the Recording In- 
dustry Association of America; 
Jack Grossman, President of 
the National Association of 
Record Merchandisers, Inc.; 
and Leonard Feist, Executive 
Vice President of the National 
Music Publishers Association. 
Each of these men stressed the 
necessity for the comprehen- 
sive Federal protection which 
would be afforded by S646, in 
light of the fact that accused 
pirates often merely move from 
one state to another when a 

state law or court ruling is in- 
voked against them. 

Gortikov also emphasized 

that the pirates take none of 
the risks and make none of the 
investments of the record com- 
panies, and sell only hit ma- 
terial for quick profits. Gross- 
man concluded by pointing to 
the overall negative effect of 
increased piracy, now estimated 
at well over $100,000.000 a 

J ear, on the consumer. 

Opposing Voices 

On June 10 the subcommittee 
heard witnesses who voiced op- 
position to S646 as it now 
stands, and who urged an 
amendment providing for com- 
pulsory licensing of sound re- 
cordings. In a statement sub- 
mitted on behalf of G & G 

Sales, Inc., Eastern Tape Corp. 
and Custom Recording Com- 
pany, the law firm of Rowley 
and Scott argued that S646, if 
not amended, will be "deceptive 
and misleading," "monopolis- 
tic" and will drive their clients 
out of business.

amplifier, and two additional 
loudspeakers. 

Although not discounting the 
precedent -setting work done on 
quadraphonic sound on tape 
formats, Clive Davis, President, 
Columbia Records, said: "We 
have long felt that quadra- 
phonic sound could bring a new 
dimension to the enjoyment of 
recorded music. But, in our 
judgment, it had to have a disc 
form to succeed in the mass 
market. With this new break- 
through, performers and pro- 
ducers now have a great, new 
creative tool in the recording 
arts, one that will translate it- 
self into dramatic new sound 
experiences for the listener." 

The basis of the innovation 
of quadraphonic sound is a new 
double-helical modulation con- 
cept employed to encode a 

quadraphonic program onto a 

two channel recording. Upon 
playback, a special decoder re- 
produces the original program 
of four separate channels. With- 
out this decoder, the program 
will reproduce as stereo, thus 
allowing the quadraphonic disc 
to be played on all existing 
phonographs. Moreover. when 
played on a stereo machine, the 
special display in the stereo 
mode of these new discs im- 
proves upon that of convention- 
al, stereo -only recordings. This 
unique compatibility factor en- 

ables listeners to enjoy quadra- 
phonic sound without fear of 
obsolences to their present 
stereo library. 

Extends to AM, FM, Etc. 

This compatibility extends to 
AM, FM, and FM Multiplex 
broadcasts as well. For quadra- 
phonic transmission, the new 
stereo/quadraphonic record is 
played as any conventional 
stereo record. A special adapter 
or decoder circuit in the radio 
set provides four -channel quad- 
raphonic reception. Thus the 
system offers four -channel 
sound with complete two-way 
compatibility with all present- 
day record and radio systems. 

Speaking for Sony, Akio 
Morita, Executive Vice Presi- 
dent, stated: "We are delighted 
to work with CBS Records in 
bringing this new four channel 
disc concept to fruition. Based 
on the public interest, we have 
already sensed for quadra- 
phonic sound both here and in 
Japan, the future for all those 
in the audio industry looks very 
exciting." 

Columbia is now formulating 
a business plan that will ac- 
celerate the introduction of 
quadraphonic sound so that all 
who wish to participate may be 
in the market with quadra- 
phonic goods by year's end. In 
addition. Columbia Records 

plans to release fifty titles in 
quadraphonic sound by year's 
end and will introduce a quad- 
raphonic unit in its Masterwork 
photograph line. 

Because of higher recording 
and engineering costs., the new 
compatible quadraphonic rec- 
ords will be marketed as a 
separate line at a one dollar 
higher suggested list price than 
that of conventional stereo 
records.

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CONCERT REVIEW 

Nashville at the Garden -Great! 
NEW YORK - The country 

came to the city last week (4). 
"Nashville at the Garden," a 

concert produced by Show Biz, 
Inc., of Nashville, at Madison 
Square Garden here, presented 
artists representative of the 
broad spectrum of country mu- 
sic today. From the country -pop 
of Jim Ed Brown and Sonny 
James, to the rockabilly of Con- 
way Twitty, to the more tradi- 
tional sound of Loretta Lynn. 
Porter Wagoner and Dolly Par- 
ton, all artists did themselves 
proud before a large crowd of 
country music -starved area 
fans. 

Sonny James stole the show. 
His phenomenal run of No. 1 

Capitol recordings has been 
marked by an uncanny knack 
of selecting material particu- 
larly appropriate for his pol- 
ished style. There wasn't time, 
of course, to hear Sonny sing 
all of his hits, but his first, 
"Young Love," remains a tre- 
mendous crowd-pleaser. Of the 
others, Ivory Joe Hunter's 
"Since I Met You Baby" and 
J. P. Richardson's "Running 
Bear" were outstanding. The 
Southern Gentlemen contrib- 
uted a spirited medley of "I'm 
Movin' On" and "Rock Island 
Line." But Sonny's very gym- 
nastic fiddle solo really brought 
down the house. He's a thor- 
oughly professional entertanier. 

Porter Wagoner and Dolly 
Parton have a sound closer to 
country music's roots than, per- 
haps, any other commercia'li- 
successful Nashville -based art- 
ists today. And Dolly is defi- 
nitely one of the country's 
(read America's) leading song- 
writers. Her "The Last One to 

Touch Me," as sung by Porter, 
is a masterpiece; her own 
"Joshua" is even better than 
that. She also sang .Jimmie 
Rodgers' "Mule Skinner Blues," 
surely one of country music's 
all-time great vocal perform- 
ances. Porter's award -winning 
"Carroll County Accident" is a 
classic. Their duets of "Tomor- 
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row is Forever" and "Daddy 
Was an Old Time Preacher 
Man" are finely crafted musical 
statements. The only disap- 
pointment of their set was that 
it didn't close with Dolly sing- 
ing "How Great Thou Art."
