The purpose of the meetings
will be to "upgrade the image
of the promotion man, possibly
through a monthly roast of
"someone whom we love and
someone who deserves our
comic wrath" and perhaps
through charitable activities,
or both.

United Artists' Del Roy said
that "this evolved out of a lik-
ing of each other, a friendly
socializing and an exchange of
ideas. An association does not
earn respect simply because it
is a gathering. It earns respect
because of what we do every
day. We don't want people [in
this association] who were in
promotion and are now in
other capacities. We want the
man on the street promoting
and though we are competitive,

we can be of benefit to each
other."

Stu Yahm of Paramount
stressed that a lot of disturbing
things had happened lately with
radio, distributors and the re-
tailers but that the association
needs to "be together" and that
the promotion man's job "is
probably the most vital job in
any record company today,
therefore in the industry. Our
wives and girlfriends don't un-
derstand or believe the hours
we keep and our friends don't
believe that we work for a liv-
ing."

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Gabler Exits Deco,
Re-forms Commodore Label

Milt Gabler

 NEW YORK - Due to the
label's relocation to the West
Coast, Decca A&R veteran Milt
Gabler has left the company to
re-form his Commodore Record
Co., do independent production
and write songs.

He will also continue to pro-
duce Bert Kaempfert.

Gabler joined the company in
1941. He was responsible for
over 30 million -selling single
records, and a dozen or more
million dollar LPs, in addition
to probably 200 million single
units that did not attain gold
awards but were solid hits.

Among his hits: "Choo Choo
Ch'Boogie," Louis Jordan ;
"Rock Around the Clock," Bill
Haley and the Comets; "Glow
Worm," the Mills Brothers;
"Goodnight Irene," the Weav-
ers/Gordon Jenkins; "Lover
Man," Billie Holiday; "Little
Things Mean a Lot," Kitty Kal-
len ; "Three Coins in the Foun-
tain," the Four Aces; "Rum and
Coca Cola," the Andrews Sis-
ters; "McNamara's Band," Bing
Crosby; "Chopin's Polonaise,"
Carmen Cavallaro; "A Kiss to
Build a Dream on," Louis Arm-
strong; "Lover," Peggy Lee/
Gordon Jenkins; "Till I Waltz
Again with You," Teresa Brew-
er; "My Foolish Heart," Gordon
Jenkins; "I'm Sorry," Brenda
Lee; "A Little Bitty Tear," Burl
Ives; "Red Roses for a Blue
Lady," Bert Kaempfert; and
"Ebb Tide," Earl Grant.

The versatile Gabler was re-
sponsible for many of Decca's
successful marketing handles in
series such as "Song Everybody
Knows," "Original Hit Perform-
ances," "Jazz Heritage," etc.
Gabler also played a major role
in the promotion of "Jesus
Christ Superstar." Among his
own songs are "Danke Schoen"
and "Love."

Dreyfus Acquires Plante Publishing Lines
 PARIS - Francis Dreyfus,
President of Editions Labrador,
is taking over the artistic man-
agement for all of Jacques
Plante's publishing lines.

This includes mainly Editions
Tropical, Madeleine, Caravelle,
Eden -Rock (about 80% of the
movie soundtracks in France)
and a series of standards num-
bering four to five hundred
over the past 20 years. The
combining of Labrador and
Plante constitutes the largest
independent publishing group
in France.

Dreyfus will use the former
offices of Jacques Plante, 35
Boulevard Malsherbes, 75 -
Paris VIII (Phone: 265-08-93).

Officers are: Francis Drey-
fus, President; Simon Hose -
mans, General Manager; Stan-
islas Vitold, Promotion Man-
ager; Pierre Kowsman, Copy-
right Manager; Bernard Beau-
gendre, Chief Designer.

Dreyfus, 30, founded his own
pubbery 10 years ago. At the
time and up to 1966 he was the
exclusive publisher for Johnny
Halliday, Sylvie Vartan and
Petula Clark. In 1967 he
branched out into soundtrack
publishing. In 1968, venturing
into the pop -underground field,
he took over Lupus (Pink

Floyd) at a time when nobody
yet seemed to believe in this
type of music. The same year
he also became the French rep-
resentative for the American
catalog of Sam Fox. In 1969 he
took over Island Music and
Crysa is Male and. created his
own label, Somethin' Else, dis-
tributed by Philips. He pub-
lished the music from the film
"Rider on the Rain" for which
he got world rights.

In 1970 he founded another
new label, Motors, distributed
by Discodis. Its main artist is
Christophe, and its latest, tak-
ing off to a fast start with her
first single, is Leonie. Future
plans include the creation of
a new label, Eden -Rock, which
will feature French movie mu-
sic. Foreign contracts will not
be available for the whole line
but will be negotiated for each
title separately. Promotion will
be mainly aimed at two groups
under publishing contract with
Dreyfus: Curved Air and
Lindisfarne. Dreyfus signed up
a new artist in the country -rock
vein, Alan Nils, due to record
an LP in September. Also in the
offing is the signing of a big
British record catalog to be re-
leased in France on one of
Dreyfus' labels.

There IS a Disc Biz Institute,
And NARAS Has Got It!

 We were delighted to read Arthur Aaron's "Dialogue" piece
in the Aug. 7 issue of Record World. He made some extremely
valid points on the need for "an institute or an adjunct to a
liberal arts or business college which will teach the people the
record business."

Of course, we would have been even more delighted if Mr.
Aaron had realized that many of those needs are currently being
fulfilled by the Record Academy, because then he, himself, could
have drawn attention to our efforts through our individual
chapters and through our newly -formed NARAS Institute.

He could have drawn attention to the fact, for example, that
the NARAS Institute has just completed five very successful
seminars on various phases of recording careers in each of our
chapters - Atlanta., Chicago, Los Angeles, Nashville and New
York - and that at each of these comprehensive, one -week
seminars, between 40 to 50 students, interested in the field of
recording, shared the first-hand knowledge and experiences of
some of the most informed members of the recording fraternity.

Included Just About Anything
He could have noted that these seminars included attendance

at live recording sessions, visits to record pressing plants, plus
lectures and discussions on a wide variety of subjects including
record production, record promotion, record sales and distribu-
tion, songwriting, engineering, including mixing, post -mixing and
mastering, album packaging, copyrights, contracts and union and
collection agency functions - in fact, just about anything that
anyone who wanted to embark on a recording career might want
to know.

And he also could have drawn attention to the fine support the
NARAS Institute received from people within the industry, all
of whom contributed their services. Thus, in New York the stu-
dents heard from, among several dozen people, band leaders Thad
Jones and Mel Lewis, performers Carly Simon, Les McCann, Bill
Chase (of Chase), Jimmy Owens and Billy Taylor, arranger
Manny Album, producers Phil Ramone, Elliot Horne and Johnny
Pate and engineer Brooks Arthur, Plus a number of top sales
and promotion men.

In Los Angeles, they heard from executives like Jerry Moss,
Joel Friedman and Stan Cornyn, producers like Hal Davis, engi-
neers like Larry Levine, arrangers like Ernie Freeman, com-
posers like Paul Williams and Roger Nichols and many more.

Performers Smokey Robinson and Earl Hines, composer Jerry
Butler and producer Bill Traut were just a few NARAS Institute
volunteer faculty members who talked with the Chicago seminar's
students. Nashville turned out a host of its top record business
luminaries, including Danny Davis, Boudleaux Bryant, Bill Denny,
Don Gant, Buddy Killen, Brad McCuen, Wesley Rose and Shelby
Singleton and many more; while in Atlanta, almost all of its top
recording citizens, including Bill Lowery, Wade Pepper, Jack
Geldbart, Tommy Roe and Phil Walden, lent their helping hands.

Running In -Depth Courses
And, if only Mr. Aaron had known when he wrote his very

constructive article, he might have pointed out that NARAS has
been running some very successful in-depth courses, in conjunc-
tion with various universities, during the past decade. Most
recent of these have been held in Nashville, in conjunction with
both the NARAS Institute and the local chapter. Rick Powell, the
director of, and a vital force in, the NARAS Institute, will soon
be embarking for the third year in a row on a course called
"Commercial Music." Held at Peabody Institute, this is billed as

"An Overview of the Music Record Industry." It will be followed
in February by a second course called "Production and Studio
Techniques," whose title is also self-explanatory.

A course, "Vocal Techniques for Record Production," will be
inaugurated this fall at Fisk University, while again at Vander-
bilt Law School, two courses, "Copyright and Unfair Competition"
and "Legal Problems of the Music Industry," will aid those con-
cerned with these phases of recording. In addition, there will be
a three-day seminar called "Music Law for the Layman."

All of these courses are funded in part by the NARAS Institute,
which furnishes many of the lectures, approves curricula and
serves in an advisory capacity for all three institutions.

Actually, participation of NARAS in educational courses has
been going on for the last ten years. It began in 1962 with the
New York chapter producing courses for New York University,
each of which, in one way or another, covered a broad spectrum
of the recording field. Shortly thereafter, the Los Angeles chapter
began its series of similar courses, some of them for actual col-
lege credits, at UCLA.

In his article, Mr. Aaron has pointed out that certain industry
leaders could be called upon to staff the courses he has suggested.
If our past experiences are right, then so is he, for in both the
NYU and UCLA courses, an amazing array of important people
volunteered their services. Among those who lectured and manned
panels for NARAS at NYU were such industry leaders as George
Avakian, Al Bennett, Tom Dowd, Bob Dylan, Nesuhi Ertegun, Bill
Gallagher, Morton Gould, John Hammond, Woody Herman, Jac
Holzman, Dave Kapp, Jerry Leiber, Goddard Lieberson, George
Marek, Mitch Miller, Gerry Mulligan, Larry Newton, Gunther
Schuller, Dario Soria, Billy Taylor, Bob Thiele and Randy Wood.

Among those who rallied 'round NARAS at UCLA were Sonny
Burke, Benny Carter, Ernie Freeman, John Green, Jimmy Haskell,
Stan Kenton, Goddard Lieberson (again), Henry Mancini, Johnny
Mercer, Ken Nelson, Bob Newhart, Mo Ostin, Gregor Piatigorsky,
Andre Previn, Joe Smith, Jo Stafford, Mel Torme, Irving Town-
send and Paul Weston.

Now that the NARAS Institute has been firmly established, the
Academy expects to become even more involved in just the type of
educational program to which Mr. Aaron has referred. Hope-
fully, some of today's contemporary producers, performers and
writers will pitch in with us, so that we can help prepare and
produce some pretty outstanding new talent for all the various
branches of our industry.

Mr. Aaron has made one more important point: the necessity
for finding work for new trainees. In this connection, let me
point out that a course in recording engineering, run by New
York chapter president Phil Ramone at the Eastman School of
Music, produced two trainees who, primarily on the basis of what
they had learned at that course, found studio employment in
New York. Obviously, such a happy ending cannot be expected
to conclude each student's participation, but it certainly is an
encouraging indication that such an approach which Mr. Aaron
has proposed could produce some worthwhile results.

As President of the NARAS Institute, I should like to thank
Mr. Aaron and Record World for once again drawing attention to
a need that so many of us at NARAS have felt has for a long time
required positive action. Our setting up of the NARAS Institute
reaffirms our continuing dedication to an educational and training
program for the recording field and we invite all those interested,
either as potential faculty or students, to contact their nearest
NARAS office so that we may keep them informed about our fu-
ture activities.

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Chess/Janus' Hoffman on Blues Boost

Stan Hoffman, Record World's Ron
Levine.

By MIKE SIGMAN

 NEW YORK - "Traditional
and down home blues are now
becoming pop music," according
to Stan Hoffman, who should
know.

As Director of Merchandis-
ing for Chess/Janus Records,
Hoffman has an incredible rost-
er of original bluesmen to draw
from, and his company is cur-
rently involved in a massive and
highly successful campaign to
contribute to and benefit from
the widespread return to the
roots mood among young rec-
ord -buyers. With people like Bo

Diddley, Howlin' Wolf, Chuck
Berry and Muddy Waters hav-
ing made many records for the
company over the years, Hoffman
and President Marvin Schlacter
now find that they have a gold -
mine of vintage records beg-
ging to be repackaged and re-
released.

In speaking to Record World
last week, Hoffman outlined
some of his latest merchandis-
ing and marketing projects,
both in and out of the blues
field.

His primary function with
Chess/Janus is to oversee the
total selling process of a record,
from the package to publicity
and advertising to sales. Right
now, of course, the big news is
the hit album "The London
Howlin' Wolf Sessions," which
was introduced to the industry
as Record World's Chartmaker
of the Week two weeks back.
The idea behind the album was
to complement Wolf's appeal
with some contemporary stars,
and the result is a hot item
which will spawn a single very
soon. (The cover to the LP,
which pictures Wolf contem-
plating the London scene, has
caused tremendous excitement,

and may be marketed as a post-
er.)

More Coming
Needless to say, Hoffman is

very enthusiastic about repeat-
ing this kind of formula with
some of his other veteran blues
artists, and more of this type of
package will be forthcoming as
soon as the logistics can be
worked out.

Hoffman and Chess/Janus
have also been hard at work
repackaging some of their vint-
age product via the release of
two -record sets by Muddy
Waters and others. The sets,
which will number six by Sep-
tember, list for $5.98, not an
economy line but less expensive
than contemporary releases.
The result, in Hoffman's words,
"is that the bargain is in the
package and not in the price."

In line with the blues revival,
Chess/Janus is also succeeding
in removing other barriers of
categorization. (Witness the
breaking of Funkadelic in un-
derground as well as R&B.)
Hoffman noted the heavy em-
phasis his company is placing
on gospel music, with the recent
signing of Mancel Warwick to
do just about everything (rec-

ord, produce, etc.) giving the
gospel area a big lift. And in
the field of contemporary pop,
Hoffman will be overseeing a
big push on such artists as
Jonathan Round, Diane David-
son, Don Covay and Teegarden
& Van Winkle and Denise La-
salle.

Big Advantage

In summing up his marketing
philosophy, Hoffman pointed
out that the big advantage of
being with Chess/Janus is that
they have one staff working on
all product, rather than a dif-
ferent set of workers for each
subsidiary label. The turning
point for the company was the
recent convention at N e w
York's Americana Hotel, and
since then orders and calls from
distributors have been steadily
increasing. This is, of course,
extremely gratifying to Stan
Hoffman, who says, "I never
force anyone to take anything,
and so I very rarely have prod-
uct coming back."

With a philosophy like that,
and with artists in the Chess/
Janus fold, you know their cur-
rent success is no flash in the
pan.

A&M Sets First Product Roadshow
 A&M Records' first traveling
product roadshow presentation
has been set for the week of
Sept. 13, reports Bob Fead,
Vice -President, Sales.

"Listen to Your World" will
be the theme of the roadshow
presentations.

Five days preceding the road -
show, A&M's International De-
partment, headed by Dave Hu-
bert, will host more than 20
foreign affiliates representing
more than 30 countries at the
A&M studio in Los Angeles
where they will learn about the
new August -September product
release of 23 albums. Theme
of the international meet is
"A&M Renaissance -1971."

Three teams of home office
execs will tour with the film
and audio presentations before
distributors in key market cities
including Boston, New York,
Newark, Buffalo, Philadelphia,
Washington, D. C., Baltimore,
Detroit, Cleveland, Chicago, St.
Louis, Minneapolis, Miami, At-

lanta, New Orleans, Dallas and
Houston.

A 20 -minute film produced by
Chuck Braverman featuring ap-
proximately 40 A&M/Ode ar-
tists will be an important part
of the roadshow presentation.

 NASHVILLE - "Damn, why
didn't I think of that?",
grumbled one local independent
producer as he kicked a rock
across the Woodland Studios
parking lot. The unhappy rec-
ord man was referring to the
studio success of the Nitty
Gritty Dirt Band's Nashville
project.

"What we're trying to do,"
producer Bill McEwen told Rec-
ord World, "is to get all the
country greats on tape with the
Dirt Band. We took all the pick-
ers that the group admires and
asked them to record with us.
Out of the dozen artists we
asked, only one declined and
that was out of deference to his
rwrist fans. All the record com-
panies involved were coopera-
tive. It just took a month to get
okays from everybody."

McEwen and the NGDB (Jeff
Hanna, Jim Tobotson, Les
Thompson, John McEwen and
Jimmie Fadden) picked some of
the country music's most ad-

mired artists to "sit in" with
them. The list includes: Earl
and Randy Scruggs, Roy Acuff,
Doc Watson, Fiddler Vassar
Clements, Oswald Kirby, base-
man Junior Huskey, Jimmie
Martin, Momma Maybelle Car-
ter, Norman Blake, Tut Taylor,
bassman Ellis Padgett and
Merle Travis.

Affected Performances
The session was a happen-

ing; the psychological effect of
being called to the studios by a
hip group of admiring young
recording artists must have af-
fected the performances of
Acuff and Merle Travis because
they haven't sounded better in
recent years.

CLUB REVIEW

Rivers Bridges Eras
 HOLLYWOOD - United
Artists' Johnny Rivers turned
back the clock with a popular
week at the Troubadour recent-
ly and assuredly displayed the
vocal sexiness which helped
make his Imperial album, "Live
at the Whisky A Go Go," a
top -selling album some years
ago.

Rivers has changed. He is
reflective and enjoys presenting
his own material and well as
J. Robbie Robertson's "The
Weight" and Mose Allison's
"Seventh Son," the latter used
as an effective opener. Rivers'
set was slightly marred by lit-
tle or no rehearsal. But with a
trio comprised of Mike Deasy,
Joe Osborne and the incompar-
able Larry Knechtel, the great-

ness showed itself anyway.
As he roamed down memory

lane with Chuck Berry and
"Memphis" and "Mountain of
Love," Rivers handled his tal-
ents well. Often a pop star from
another time runs the risk that
the audience will stop caring
when an identity change is in-
volved. Not so with Johnny
Rivers. His power with an audi-
ence is as strong as ever.

Comedian George Carlin be-
gan the evening with a some-
what unstructured set of se-
quences that had a little too
much excess in the beginning.

 It is al-
ways encour-
aging to seemusi-
cians taking
their busi-
ness into
their own
hands, be it

publishing, booking or recording.
Marian McPartland, a neglected
and excellent pianist, began her
own jazz piano record label two
years ago. Many changes have
gone down, and Marian has dis-
covered the headaches and frus-
trations of the business world.
But her Halcyon Records re-
mains a promising light through
it all.

The label was originally a partnership among Miss McPartland,
Sherman Fairchild and Hank O'Neal. The label was first dis-
tributed by Monmouth -Evergreen, but business and sales are now
conducted through mail order to individuals and jazz specialty
shops. When Sherman Fairchild died earlier this year, Marian
and O'Neal severed their partnership, splitting the records issued
on the label.

Miss McPartland's "Interplay" (Halcyon 100) and "Ambiance"
(Halcyon 103) remain on the label, while O'Neal took the three
recordings by Willie the Lion Smith, Earl Hines and Bobby Hen-
derson with him. Halcyon still has a very limited supply of these
fine recordings left.

Miss McPartland has no wish to get involved with promoters
and distributors. She will continue to work essentially in a mail
order fashion. Aside from the two albums already available,
Marian 'has a piano duet recording with Teddy Wilson and her-
self and a new session by her own trio planned for release within
a few months. She is planning to record a solo piano album as
well as dates by other great jazz pianists who have been neglected
by the big companies.

She explains, "We don't expect to sell a million records or make
a great deal of money. We just want to fill a gap and supply the
demand for a certain kind of jazz for people who cannot find
it. There are so many fine piano players who have been ignored
like Ellis Larkins and Joe Sullivan. In the future, we would like
to record such people as well as Cecil Taylor, Dave Brubeck, Jess
Stacy, Count Basie and many others. We want to make it a piano
series. We imagine people who like jazz piano will wish to own
them all."

May Miss McPartland fullfil every ambition! Any individual or
retailer interested in Halcyon Records or Marian McPartland's
superb music can write to Halcyon Records, Box 4255, Grand
Central Station, New York, New York 10017.

Mary Lou Williams is another great pianist who has taken
her recording into her own hands. In the '30s, she played, wrote
and arranged for most of the giants of jazz. A sample of her
work from this era can be heard on the recent reissue "Jazz
Pioneers -Coleman Hawkins and May Lou Williams" (Prestige
7647). In 1954, Miss Williams quit the world of music to con-
centrate on the spiritual side of life.

Several years back, she returned, playing and composing better
than ever. In 1963, she recorded a beautiful album entitled "Black
Christ of the Andes" for her own Mary Records. The album found
her in a variety of musical settings from solo to trio to sextet
with a chorus on several selections. Grant Green, Budd Johnson,
Percy Heath, Ben Tucker and Melba Liston were among the dis-
tinguished list of personnel.

In 1970, Mary Lou recorded her "Music for Peace," composed
and arranged in the form of the music of the Catholic mass. With

 NEW YORK - Not only is
"Indian Reservation," having
passed the two million sales
mark, Columbia's biggest sell-
ing single in a long time, but it
is the Raiders' first No. 1 rec-
ord ever. This is an astonishing
fact when such smash hits as
"Good Thing" and "Kicks" are
taken into account; but, as
group leader Paull Revere ex-
plains, "We always seemed to
wind up No. 2." Until now.

The major reason that "In-
dian Reservation" has done so
well is, of course, that it is an
exceptional single. Another
reason, though, was the extra
effort all concerned put into

ground. "In-
dian Reservation" was no over-
night sensation; it was re-
leased last February.

"Indian Reservation" was the
Raiders' first release in a year
and a half. Even then, there
was some hesitancy to put it
out as a single. Don Fardon's
version of the John D. Louder-
milk copyright, a hit in Great
Britain, had achieved some re-
gional success here in the
United States, especially in
Raiders' home territory, the
Pacific Northwest.

When "Indian Reservation"
was finally released, Paul drove
from Los Angeles to his Boise,
Idaho, home base, personally
delivering copies of it to dee-

jays along the way. Meeting
with favorable response at
every stop, he determined to
try this personal approach on
a broader scale. So, for three
weeks he flew to major markets
throughout the nation, dropping
off copies of "Indian Reserva-
tion" at every stop. A veritable
Johnny Appleseed, so to speak.

Major Commitment

However, his seeds failed to
take root and "Indian Reserva-
tion" had only moved up a few
notches on the charts by the
time he had returned to Boise.
It was at this point that Paul
decided to make a major com-
mitment to his record. Bidding
farewell to wife and family, he
set out on his custom motor-
cycle to cover 7,000 miles in
five weeks. Before he was fin-
ished he had reached over a
hundred radio stations and "In-
dian Reservation" was on its
way.

Some confusion has arisen
with respect to the composition
of the group that recorded "In-
dian Reservation." "Rest as-
sured," Paul assures, "we're the
same Paul Revere and the Raid-
ers." Raiders have come and
gone, but the current group con-
sists of Paul, Mark Lindsay,
Freddy Weller, Keith Allison
and Mike Smith. This is essen-
tially the same quintet that was
the first rock & roll group to
sign with Columbia, the same
group that averaged more than
200 personal appearances a
year and still managed to tape
five "Where the Action Is"
TVers for WABC every week.

If confusion has arisen it is
because the various members
of the Raiders have branched
out and pursued careers of their
own apart from the group.
Mark Lindsay has a successful
career as a solo artist in full
swing, with such hits as "Ari-

zona" and "Silver Bird" already
to his credit. His new album is
"You've Got a Friend" and next
single, "Are You Old Enough?"
In addition, he produced both
his and the Raiders' latest work,
including "Indian Reservation."
Mark is also featured this sum-
mer on NBC -TV's "Make Your
Own Kind of Music" with the
Carpenters and Al Hirt.

Well -Established

Freddy Weller is a well -
established country artist. He
was perhaps the first to turn
recent pop hit records into full-
fledged country smashes, wit-
ness "Games People Play." His
version of that song was a

country hit while its writer, Joe
South, was still on the charts
with the original pop version.
Freddy is currently enjoying
success in the country market
with a single, "Indian Lake,"
and album, "Promised Land."

Keith Allison is scoring a new
Peter Sellers flick entitled
"Where Does It Hurt?" He is
constantly in demand as a ses-
sions musician, having worked
with Al Kooper, among other
notables.

Meanwhile, the Raiders are
very much alive and well as a
group. A follow-up to "Indian
Reservation" was released last
week, Joe South's "Birds of a
Feather." A tour is slated to
begin this October.

Part III: Recording in Massachusetts

Paul Winter: Universal Music

 MARBLEHEAD, MASS. --
Paul Winter climbs tirelessly,
hoping that when he reaches
the point he sees now there will
be more to climb.

Winter was a great musician
two years ago when I saw him
perform in Central Park's Woll-
man Skating Rink with the sec-
ond edition of the Paul Winter
Consort. He's moved on to a
new point and has become even
greater. Next is greatest; then
what?

A step towards the new point
is his album for Capitol - Paul
had three albums with A&M.
George Martin is producing the
album -in -the -making here in
Marblehead, where a temporary
studio has been set up for this
purpose. Winter's first contact
with Martin was last Christmas
at a Seatrain concert in Boston.

"We immediately noticed we
had common interests in musi-
cal concepts," said Winter. An
excellent beginning.

Shrugging off labels on mu-
sic, Paul Winter plays the mu-
sic he and his group write.
For those who require a label,
rock - chamber - jazz - classical -
jungle music would probably
be the most accurate descrip-
tion. We heard one cut, "Icar-
us," off their soon -due album
for Capitol. It could be labeled
"great."

Album to Moon

The Apollo 15 astronauts
took an earlier album of the
Paul Winter Consort with them
on their flight to the moon.

They named two craters after
their two favorite songs, one of
them being an early version of
"Icarus." This was played while
the astronauts approached the
moon for the landing. "Univer-
sal music" - maybe that's an
appropriate label.

"We're out to communicate to
the masses. Our music is focus-
ing and not only is the listening
capacity of the audience grow-
ing, but our audience is grow-
ing. I think the time has come
when pop music can include
artful instrumental songs,"
Winter opined.

The "artful" music is per-
formed by Collin Walcott, David
Darling, Herb Bushier, Paul
McCandless, Ralph Towner and
Paul Winter, who combine to
form the third edition of the
Paul Winter Consort.

Benti to Paula

Pat Benti, singer from Boston, has
been signed to Paula Records by
label President Stan Lewis after
Lewis discovered Benti singing in
bistro in Rome. Lewis was on a
vacation that turned, with the ap-
pearance of Benti, into a busman's
holiday. Benti's first release, just
out, is "From Sunset to Dawn." An
album follows.

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Artie Butler on R&B

II/Blues Unchanged, Only Icing Has
 "The icing has changed but
the inside of the cake still has
the same flavor."

The speaker was arranger
and composer Artie Butler, and
the cake he was referring to is
today's rhythm and blues re-
cordings.

"The basic blues structure
hasn't changed. There still is-
and will always be-the same
bar patterns. But the changes
are there and they are due
mainly to a variety of new ele-
ments ranging from new instru-
mentations to different concep-
tions of arranging and orches-
trating a Blues recording.

"Today we use wha-wha
pedals, amplified instruments,
electronic tone dividers, fuzz
attachment and modern rhythm
patterns. Although t h e y' v e
changed the component parts,
they didn't really effect the
basic Blues structure and feel."

Contemporary innovations,
theorized Butler, have helped
make the blues as popular as
it is today and, at the same
time, those innovations haven't
really changed what the blues
really is-an honest reflection
of people's feelings.

"A good blues record is sin-
cere, honest, almost organic,
not in the least bit contrived.
The sophistication and culture
of a great Bacharach-David
composition is no more sophis-
ticated or cultural than a clas-
sic blues performance by B. B.
King, Ray Charles, James
Brown or any of the other
giants in the r&b field.

"Today a lot of people are
very much concerned with
reality and honest expression.
That's one of the reasons why
R&B records are very popular.
Honesty and sincerity have al-
ways been the basic ingredients
of a Blues classic."

Born and raised in New York
City, Butler's atmosphere was
r&b stations, the Apollo The-
ater, rock 'n roll shows, and
Gospel choirs. "I remember
the first blues record I ever
heard. It was on WNJR and
was by Jimmy Reed. After-
wards, I couldn't believe what
I heard. I had to sit down and
really think about it."

Artie's first record was a pop-
r&b hit called "Sally Go Round
The Roses."

During the same period he
worked extensively with Lieber
and Stoller and such artists as
The Coasters, Jerry Butler, The
Drifters, King Curtis and many
others. He credits much of his
Blues education to Lieber and
Stoller. Later on it was with
Solomon Burke and Ben E.
King.

"The blues can be snything
you want it to be," he said.
"It can be very basic in melodic
structure or extremely complex
in harmonic patterns. A good
example is Count Basie as op-
posed to Brownie Magee or
Sonny Terry.

"You can have a rhythm sec-
tion play a basic 12 bar blues,
stick a sax in a kid's mouth or
a guitar in his hands-all he's
got to do is know how to play
a few notes-and musically he
can create, tell stories, offer a
point of view or tell a lot about
himself simply by what comes
out of his instrument. The
same applies to a vocalist."

What of the future of blues?
"As long as music continues as
a means of expression, I think
we'll see blues remain one of
the most popular forms of it.
Blues in any shape or form will
continue to be presented by any
artist who instinctively has that
undefineable feeling for it. To-
day everybody happens to be
calling it 'Soul.' Tomorrow,
who knows?"

At NATRA

Ed Wright Stresses Need
For Black Dj Planning
 Ed Wright, former Presi-
dent of NATRA, told a luncheon
audience at the NATRA Con-
vention in Chicago recently of
the need for a comprehensive
plan for the future operations
and aspirations of the deejay
organization. Wright is now
President of the Edward Wind-
sor Wright Corp., a Hollywood
firm.

Wright asked, "What if one
day the word got out that an
organized group had the Top 30
black music and program di-
rectors flown to a secret meet-
ing place and hired them not
to play the top 30 soul singers
and black artists in the nation?
Aretha Franklin, Isaac Hayes,
Nancy Wilson, Honey Cone,
Wilson Pickett, the whole Mo-
town thing . . . ?"

"Of course, we're not inter-
ested in doing anything like
that," said Wright. "But it sure-
ly is obvious what kind of
power we have, and that's what
is feared." He told NATRA
members, "Each of you is lead-

ing your own forces several
hours a day in your home
towns. You know that this room
full of men reaches 24 million
people minimum each day, talk-
ing to a people (blacks) that
has a yearly buying power of
approximately 30 billion dol-
lars."

He went on to say, "We
aren't suggesting that anything
be taken away from anyone
and given to someone else. We
want the system to function in
such a way as to include every-
one." Wright urged greater
black influence in black radio
programming and more black
ownership of radio and record
companies. "The war we are
fighting is a non-violent, eco-
nomic and social one," he said.

Wright provided other sug-
gestions for NATRA, including
stronger relations with the
black caucus, national leaders
and AFTRA; the establishment
of a NATRA Institute of Com-
munications, and the develop-
ment of a NATRA Advisory
Board.

Time for Procol Harum
 NEW YORK - Ever since
they set half the world won-
dering what the words to "A
Whiter Shade of Pale" meant,
or whether they meant any-
thing at all, Procol Harum has
been one of the most enigmatic
groups around. Always ac-
claimed critically, they could
never match the enormity of
that first hit, and though they
have always sold respectably,
the mysteriousness of their ma-
terial seemed always to be
matched by the indefinable rea-
sons for why they have never
made it as big as they should
have.

Mylon was discovered
about a year ago by Felix Pap-
palardi, whose magic touch has
seldom failed.

It was mentioned that an or-
ganization such as this had
been tried before under the
name of SCRIP and that there
was a similar organization in
Philadelphia called RPM. Dan-
ny Davis of Screen Gems -
Columbia remarked that the
"people here are willing to see
it through this time. We are
the only people in the industry
who are not organized and peo-
ple shouldn't think we are
banding together for untoward
purposes." Davis went on to af-
firm that no one is trying to
"strike against radio stations
or bring pressure to bear on
anyone. I am goddamn proud
of what I do for a living and I
would like to make it count for
something."

MGM's Ben Scotti said: "I
wouldn't want a promotion man
to tell me how to run my sta-
tion. But I want the people I
work for to tell me if I'm mak-
ing a mistake and I blame the
people who hire incompetent
people. Let's not hire someone
just because they have the same
last name or laugh at your
corny jokes. I like working at
MGM because Mike Curb gives
me promotion and I bring in
the people I feel are competent.
If you don't love your job then
get out. Don't badmouth your
boss and take his bread. Also,
if you know of a great record
and it's with another company,
then tell the program director
that you were in Detroit and
the record is a smash. If my
record is a stiff, and it could
have Mike Curb's name on it,
I'll tell them it's a stiff. They
get the truth and I'm in this
business until death do us
part."

It would appear that those
in attendance were also in
agreement with that prospect.
If so, then the Promotion
Men's Unassociation can only
promote good will along with
their product. They displayed
an impressive sincerity and the
ambition to make the group ef-
fort succeed can only be of a
positive nature.

ATI To Launch
2nd Rock Package
 NEW YORK - American
Talent International's Ira
Blacker has announced the for-
mation of another major rock
SuperShow package tour fea-
turing top British acts Deep
Purple, Fleetwood Mac and a
third act to be announced. The
tour, slated to begin October
22, will take the groups on an
extensive four -week tour of
U. S. primary and secondary
markets.

ATI successfully inaugurated
the SuperShow theory (Sol Saf-
fian conceived) last spring with
a package featuring Faces, Sa-
voy Brown and the Grease
Band, bringing live rock at low
ticket price into markets pre-
viously overlooked on the reg-
ular rock tour circuit. The tour,
in addition to grossing over $1
million, served to boost album
sales and break artists in areas
considered minor markets.

CONCERT REVIEW

Leon Russell: He's the Best
 NEW YORK-Leon Russell,
known to some as a Master of
Space and Time, made the best
of both in his appearance at
Howard Stein's musical sub-
way car, the Manhattan Center,
Aug. 10.

While Stein magnanimously
cut ticket sales by 1,000 to
avoid what must have been a
bone -crushing crowd at other
affairs at the Center, all avail-
able space was occupied an
hour before show -time. What
looked to be about 1,000 stand-
ees were gratified to hear that
in the future ticket prices will
be higher, but there will be
unlimited floor upon which to
become hot, dirty and impatient
before the evening is over.

It's a good thing that with
Russell headlining nobody
really expected anyone to sit
still and listen without want-
ing to dance or relieve any
number of other natural urges
which arise in the course of
several hours. More of a vaude-
ville revue than a rock concert,
the show opened with blues -
master Freddy King perform-
ing material from his recent
Shelter album.

"Five Long Years," "I'm
Tore Down" and the "Stumble"
all featured a louder and more
piercing King guitar than be-
fore, but the new sound proves
once and for all that King com-
pares more than favorably with
not only his "cousins" B. B.
and Albert, but with most of
the speed -demon white kids
that have been borrowing from
him for years. Though most of
the audience seemed unfamiliar
with Freddy to begin with, his
Russell -inspired arrangements
and general showmanship were
well -received.

Like They've Never Been Sung
A few more intervening mo-

ments to set up the Shelter
People's wall of sound were re-
warded by the entrance of Leon
himself. Leon L'Extraordinaire,
who plays with the undoubted
Kings of Rock and Roll, finds
them bands when they are
wanting, produces their rec-
ords and sings their songs like
they've never been sung before.
Singing and playing piano
alone for the first part of his
set, Leon wailed "Wild Horses,"
to no one's great surprise, and
a new song, "Me and Baby
Jane," to everyone's great de-
light.

Then on with the Shelter
People and the damnedest rock
and roll show to go on the road
since Jerry Lee Lewis and

Chuck Berry crossed the coun-
try. The band, a distillation of
Delaney and Bonnie's Friends.
Joe Cocker's Mad Dogs and
Englishmen, Derek's Dominos
and the most talented of Leon's
crazy -man friends, deserves a
complete accounting: Don
Preston an guitar and vocals,
a blues cat to be reckoned with;
John Gallie, organ; Joey Cooper,
second guitar and vocals; the
incomparable Carl Radle on
bass; Chuck Blackwell, late of
Taj Mahal, on drums, and,
lawdie, Miss Clawdie Linnear
singing like the sweetest black
angel in Dixie behind Leon's
every nuance.

They did "Dixie Lullaby"
and "Stranger in a Strange
Land," "Roll Over Beethoven"
and "Masters of War," "Sweet
Emily" and "Jumpin' Jack
Flash." There couldn't have
been a more contrived or pro-
fessional show, nor one with
so much spontaneous happi-
ness, both on stage and in the
audience. Leon's the best, he
knows it, the band knows it,
and the fans know it, and we
could all use a little of that
unanimity in our daily lives.

Thanks, Howard, for the ef-
fort, but thank you, Leon, for
not wasting a moment or a mo-
tion. If we could only re -cycle
rock and roll. . . . Ron Ross

GERMANY

 VENICE, ITALY-The musical tide has sur-
prisingly turned Italy's younger generation
towards the tendency of classic composers a la
pop style, as in "Mozart Symphony No. 40,"
both instrumentally and vocally.

The #1 Italian musician -composer -vocalist is
22 -year -old Lucio Battisti, with his hit record
"Pensare E Parole" (Think or Words) ... Good

Paul Siegel looking, with a cleancut hair style and quiet
modesty, the young Italian who is not only the top popular record-
ing artist but who is also a successful TV performer, draws a
quiet, dreamy, silent response from his country's youth, rather
than the shouting of long-haired boys or flower hippie girls.

Many of the stars of 10 years ago have decreased in popularity,
but Domenico Modugno (Grand Prix Eurovision winner around
1958 with "Volare" and "Ciau Ciau Bambino") still remains popu-
lar with the older generation, while gaining favor with the youth
more as a composer . . . The Beatles have lost ground with 50%
pro and 50% con. But going solo elicits a positive reaction, as in
the case of George Harrison.

Regarding German artists, Italians today prefer Germany's
orchestral talents, such as Bert Kaempfert. From France, #1
still with Italy's public is Charles Aznavour on TV and records
and Dalida just on TV. From England, Shirley Bassey rated tops
along with Tom Jones, the Rolling Stones and Joe Cocker . . .

#1 musical exporter to Italy is the U.S.A., with Frank Sinatra
still on top and Gene Pitney following in popularity as a result
of his successful appearances in the San Remo festivals. Not
only do the Italian djs play Pitney's records, but he is also quite
popular with the djs of nearby Yugoslavia. Among the American
groups leading the pack with Italian audiences is Creedence Clear-
water Revival, and the most popular U.S. orchestra is Duke Elling-
ton's. The #1 girl vocalist from America is Aretha Franklin, who
took the top spot from Connie Francis, whose Italian records only
sell with older generation in Italy. The Italians are proud of their
Italian -American artists, such as Sinatra, Dean Martin (not
records but by films), Al Martino, Vic Damone and Tony Bennett.
However, Italy's youth is today largely unaware of the last three
American recording artists, whereas every Italian girl young or
old raises her head in awe at the name of Italy's greatest musical
talent-Maestro Arturo Toscanini.

The question of top orchestral or band leaders (conductors) is
rather relative in Italy. The Italian Radio & TV network (RAI)
has its own musicians & conductors (Maestros Simonetti and
Canfora), while Italy's #1 record & TV conductor -composer is
Riz Ortolani, who also is enjoying success now in composing and
scoring for Hollywood films . . . Ever -popular in Italy is Duke
Ellington & his Orchestra, and Henry Mancini is well-known for
his film scores . . . Hugo Winterhalter & his Orchestra are best
known for their "Love Story" LP. Speaking of "Love Story," one
hears the recording by Italian artist G. Didio the most. One of
America's big hits in Italy this summer is "Put Your Hand in
the Hand," by the stateside group Ocean . . . Italians pick the
following Italian artists as today's favorites: 1. Mina; 2. Lucio
Battisti; 3. Pooh, backed by strings; 4. the New Trolls; 5. I.
Profeti; and 6. Patty Pravo. Very popular to Italy's TV and record
audience is Johnny Dorelli.

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BOOK REVIEWS

New Look in Songbooks
 Songbooks are getting fancier
and fancier-so fancy, in fact,
that the lead article of one of
the recent songbooks, "Blood,
Sweat and Tears," is about the
taking of the cover photograph.

The "Blood, Sweat and Tears"
collection, just published (Ams-
co, $4.95), and "The Songs of
Elton John and Bernie Teupin"
(Dick James Music, $4.95),
which has been on the stands
for a few months are both
fancy in the same way-grainy,
mellow cover shots, text, biog-
raphies and arty photos on
white paper forming the first
section of the book, songs print-
ed on restful tan.

All this fancy-schmancy
seems to be to rationalize the
price (still cheaper than buy-
ing the songs singly, of course
-both anthologies, coincident-
ally contains 31 songs), but in
the instance of both collections
one might have wished more
from the text. The "biogra-
phies" in the Blood, Sweat and
Tears books are very sketchy
and the Lorraine Alterman
piece, though well -written, is
fan mag-oriented, where, in a
collection of songs, it might
have made more sense to focus
on the evolution of the BS&T
music-a closer scrutiny of the
arrangements, perhaps, which
are really what have made the
group the phenomenon they are.
"The Songs of Elton John and
Bernie Taupin," which had as
its executive editor David Ros-
ner, uses brief excerpts from
interviews with its subjects to
accompany the pictures, and
there's more a sense of fun
about this collection and also
more of a sense of the writers
than the BS&T book, but again
longer pieces would have been
preferable.

(By the way, there's a photo
of John in his teens in which
he looks just like Rosner, and
now perhaps we know why, dur-
ing the first year of John's suc-
cess in the states, when Rosner
virtually managed him, there
was such an affinity between
the two.)

John-Taupin Has Edge
The John-Taupin collection

also has the edge on the BS&T
book in the song section, where,
of course, it really counts.
Songs from the "Empty Sky,"
"Elton John," "Tumbleweed
Connection" and "Friends" al-
bums are included, and, be-
cause, with the exception of
"Honky Tonk Women" and the
occasionally -winged "Mercedes
Benz," John performs his songs

exclusively, all the John signa-
ture songs are represented here
-there were no contract com-
plications. The arrangements
also follow John's piano style
very faithfully and the prac-
ticed pianist playing through
this book can feel as if he's ap-
proximating the John deliveries.

(It's interesting to note that
although John and Taupin
never work together-the lyrics
always precede the songs-each
song is credited "words and
music by Elton John and Bernie
Taupin," indicating that their
duties overlap.)

Blood, Sweat and Tears, of
course, don't write all their ma-
terial, and so, in rounding up
songs associated with them,
they were at the mercy of co-
operative publishers. Laura
Nyro's "And When I Die" isn't
in this collection, and neither
is "Sympathy for the Devil,"
although most of the rest of
the biggies are.

Something Else
The arrangements are some-

thing else again. In just about
every instance the charts are
simple (and without accom-
panying guitar diagrams, which
the John album has), and, al-
though figurings for brass are
essential to BS&T songs, little
or nothing has been done to
suggest equivalents for the
pianist and guitarist.

The books are available and
handsome, however, and to-
gether suggest that a formula
is emerging or has emerged for
similar collections. Hopefully,
future publishers will take into
account the deeper interests of
the buyer, and will make more
in the text of the music, which
is what it's all about.

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Haggard at D. C. Center
 Merle Haggard is the first
country artist confirmed to ap-
pear in the benefit perform-
ances for the John F. Kennedy
Center for the Performing Arts
in Washington, D.C. The Capi-
tol Records artist, the recipient
of four Country Music Associ-
ation Awards in 1970, will make
country music's debut at the
Cultural Center on Sept. 14 in
the 2,750 -seat concert hall.

Haggard - as well as other
artists - will contribute his
performance to benefit a spe-
cial fund to provide a substan-
tial number of discount tickets
for those in low income groups
to all events at the Kennedy
Center. An artist who is known
for writing and recording a
number of hit songs about the
grassroots society will have the
distinct honor of being one of
the Center's Founding Artists.

The purpose of the Center is
to provide a national stage for
the finest of all the performing
arts, and opportunities for the

growth and experience of young
performers and young audi-
ences, and other age groups as
well. It will also serve as a
civic and educational institu-
tion. The inaugural year will
begin with a two-week festival
on September 8th, during which
Haggard will make his appear-
ance.

The Performing Arts Center
has been under development in
the nation's capitol for over 12
years. It was created by an Act
of Congress and signed into
law by President Eisenhower on
September 2, 1958. President
Eisenhower remained one of the
Center's most steadfast sup-
porters until his death in 1969,
and Presidents Kennedy, John-
son and Nixon also lended their
total support and influence in
making it a reality.

It is anticipated that an-
nouncement of additional coun-
try artists' appearances will be
made in the near future.
