Sid Bernstein Speaks Out

By MIKE SIGMAN

B NEW YORK-—Sid Bernstein has been in the music business
since his graduation from Columbia University in 1948. He started
out as a manager, handling Latin star Esy Morales, and then went
on to Shaw Artists, a blues-jazz oriented agency. From there, he
joined CMA as an agent, where he spent the middle ’50s. Around
1960, he became a promoter, and he engineered appearances for
stars such as Judy Garland. His most successful and significant
achievements came in the early and middle ’60s when he be-
came the first American promoter to recognize the importance of
the Beatles. Sid presented the Beatles at Carnegie Hall, and pro-
moted their two spectacular, unforgettable concerts at Shea
Stadium,

Today, Sid is heavily into management, and he presently handles
Columbia’s Rascals, Polydor’s Mandrill, Kama Sutra’s Buzzy Lin-
hart, Columbia’s Peaches & Herb and Weather Report and Para-
mount’s Richard Supa. He speaks here of his impressions of to-
day’s music scene in New York and his own personal hopes and
plans for the future.

o

Record World: With the Fillmore gone and so many other
halls faltering, what are your thoughts about New York as a cen-
ter for live music?

Bernstein: The New York scene is so sad. It misses the ex-
citement and vitality that a city as rich as ours is in culture and
people should provide. It misses the chutzpah and the charisma of
Bill Graham; even though his visits were intermittent, you felt
his presence and his creativity when he was here. I would very
much have liked to purchase the Fillmore from him, but the real
estate was priced so high that it became an impossible deal for
me to handle. I would like to move into g situation where I could
present live music on a weekly basis, and where I wouldn’t have
to depend upon “blockbuster” names and supergroups to fill the
seats. I've always been interested in developing and presenting
new names and great new talent.

Record World: Is this feasible in New York anymore?

Bernstein: Costs in terms of rent and ads are so high that the
quick answer is that it is not feasible, but I'm not one to give up
easily; maybe I'll come up with a place. I need the excitement
to fulfill my own needs and desires. New talent not lucky enough
to have a hit record needs an important New York showcase and
the young ticket buyers need a place to go. There are a couple of
guys that are doing some nice things at Town Hall; the Gaslight
and the Bitter End are helping. But somehow you don’t feel the
excitement and dramg that a Fillmore provided. There wag some-
thing about the way Bill Graham and Kip Cohen handled it that
gave even “mediocre” weekend attractions importance.

On Security

Record World: What about the recent incidents and controversy
concerning concert security?

Bernstein: Security is a problem and I have dealt with it from
the very first Beatles concert at Carnegie Hall up to the recent
Grand Funk cencert at Shea Stadium. Each situation requires its
own unique way of solving the problem. For example, at the
Grand Funk coneert we knew there would be 55,000 people filling
those seats. All types of people are represented in any crowd that
large. The philosophy behind our preparations was for our secur-
ity to act as a deterrent for any “nut” or grandstander trying to
upset or destroy, and it turned out to be a very memorable evening
for the fans. I think the security force should be reoriented in its
thinking; rather than a group that is there to use nightsticks or
brute strength or karate, the thinking should be to protect the
kids and to be gentle and firm, but only in an oral manner.

What bugs me is the open display of drugs at many concerts
today. I hate it and I detest the performers who promote the
use of drugs.

Record World: How did you react to the controversy over the
musical quality of the Grand Funk concert?

Bernstein: Any group that can fill up 55,000 seats must have
a reason for its existence, 55,000 people walked out of that
stadium fulfilled, excited, rewarded. These people paid to see
this group; no one twisted their arms. A good many of them
stood on line for 12-24 hours the day tickets went on sale. I'm not
about to argue with the tastes of these people or to question them,
It happened and it went off well,

Record World: What about the future of New York as a center
for recorded music?

On New York

Bernstein: I think we’re lucky in New York that we have a
Clive Davis, powerful head of a major record company, who is
always accessible; that we have Jerry Wexler and the Ertegun
brothers to listen, discover and promote dozens upon dozeng of
great black artists. We also have Jac Holzman, Larry Uttal and
Neil Bogart whose doors and ears are always open wide for new
artists. It’s good to have someone with the special taste that Jerry
Schoenbaum has. The fact that New York has so many top record
label executives makes it an important center for those of us who
operate here. Where before I spoke about the unhappy picture
in the concert promoting area, this is the other side of the coin.

What bothers me about the recording scene is that some ex-
ecutives at agencies, record companies and other areas of our
business are so guilty and even eruel when they have their secre-
taries say they’re not in or “not available” to people whose names
they don’t recognize, to newcomers in the business who are
making their first rounds. I’'m bugged when because my name is
Sid Bernstein and I've been around along time a guy will pick
up the phone when the two guys who called before me might have
had more to say than I have.

I’'m hurt at the injustices done to people who have not achieved
some reputation or “made it.”” I can only say that you have to
fight past the ignorance and unkindness and keep ringing and
knocking until you find some responsive soul.

Record World: In view of these problems, where do you think
music is headed?

On Pricing

Bernstein: After sitting at the Garden and watching George
Harrison I got the feeling that what Harrison was doing was
performing as a single with a big band behind him. It was so
thoroughly enjoyable, and it seems to me that this is where we’re
heading. There will be more single artists developed and enjoyed
and fewer groups. I also feel that if we don’t keep our prices down
both on fees for acts and prices for tickets, we’ll hurt ourselves
with young audiences who are already being gouged by super-
stars and superstars’ prices. Live music is suffering because of
a dearth of places to be seen and to be developed and it seems
like the total responsibility rests with the record company for
making a new act or a new star. Today’s television certainly lends
little or no help in the furtherance of a young artist’s career.
The business gets tighter and tighter just like a top 40 playlist,
and a new young artist has to be almost superhuman to with-
stand the pressures, to ride out the disappointments and frustra-
tions. Perhaps if the war were to end, hopefully, next month,
there might be a stream of new energies and new entrepeneurs
and a vibration of happiness that could lead to a new era of
entertainment and places to expose it.

Record Word: What do you see in store for the groups you
manage?

Bernstein: The Rascals: the new group with the two girls up
front has been out doing the colleges and getting standing ova-
tions. Mollie Hott and Annie Sutton could be stars in their own
right. Mandrill: They’re so heavy; I'm planning a headline date
for them at Shea Stadium. They are two records away from
achieving ballpark crowds. Buzzy Linhart: A brilliant performer,

The Problems
Of Service

By GARY K. COHEN

B Record company service to campus stations, while never
outstanding, seems to have greatly deteriorated and in some cases
it has been no more than non-existent, according to the number of
complaints against record companies for poor service received by
those of us who write about and for campus radio.

Rather than ignore the problem, which admittedly is a two-way
street, it might be better to discuss the problem in the open.
Hopefully, we may get some answers from both sides of the fence
—the record manufacturers, distributors, campus stations.

Stations were asked if the record company should hold all
product over the summer and send it in one mailing at the be-
ginning of the fall term. Although Warner Brothers Records
promised to do so, this has not been carried out.

Motown Records placed campus stations on its mailing list for
a few months, then took everyone off for the summer (May-
October?) except for one record which they mailed. Now they
refuse to put anyone else on their list, although the number of
stations on the air this year has increased approximately 5%.

London Records stil] refuses to place anyone on their maijling
list. When a campus broadcaster calls for service, all he hears
is how the records which London sent to the station must have
been stolen.

Capitol Records has not mailed records to stations that sub-
scribed to their album service.

Many distributors do not answer letters, phone calls or requests
for product. The exceptions seem to be Elektra, Atlantic, Buddah,
United Artists and A&M. These companies have received but a
few complaints which are promptly answered and serviced with
product.

Warner Brothers, on the other hand, has abolished their
campus department and rep system after Ron Saul said he would
match his campus program against any in the country.

The importance of campus radio should be established by now.
And the campus writers are not in it for the money. They have
participated at campus stations while attending schools of higher
education. They got their chops there, and realize the importance
of getting Joplin, Hendrix, Moody Blues, the Band, Marvin
Gaye and Richie Havens albums to try to be relevant to their
audience.

Case in point: When the first Poco album came out, WCFM,
Williams College in Williamstown, Mass., did a promotion on the
LP in coordination with a personal appearance of the group.
It sold 50 pieces. The campus has 1,500 students. If this could be
done every time—if 50 albums could be sold to every 1,500 people
in the country—then each album would sell 6,000,000 copies. Even
50 out of a potential 300 students, how much more would record
companies, artists and campus radio benefit?

Enough of this yelling and screaming about poor service.
Enough of the poor excuses from both sides of the fence. Yes,
there are good campus stations and there are bad campus sta-
tions. And no, there is no professionally oriented station in the
country that expects to get its records on a silver platter. The
writers try to cooperate with both sides.

Now it’s time for the sides to cooperate with each other.

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CONCERT REVIEWS

Joy Spreads to Carnegie Hall

NEW YORK — Capitol’s Joy
Wagon rolled into New York
last week (24) and stopped off
at Carnegie Hall long enough
to present a large crowd with
a rarity: three quality acts in
one concert.

Leading off was Joyous Noise,
basically a soft-rock group who
performed quite well for an
opening group, The interplay of
acoustic guitars on several of
the numbers was the outstand-
ing feature of their set, and
“It’s a Question of Direction,”
the best all-around song, might
fare well as a single,

Leo Kottke was next, and he
demonstrated once again that
he is one of the finest guitarists
on the contemporary scene.
There seemed to be no limits to
Kottke’s virtuosity as he moved
easily from classical to folk
picking to bottleneck. When he
plays his 12-string guitar, there
are so many things going on
that it’s hard to believe only
one musician is plaving. Kottke
does not have a great voice, and
the songs he sang were the
weakest of the night, but he
more than made up for any
deficiencies with his many fine
instrumentals, including a ter-
rific encore duet with Joyous

Noise’s guitarist.
First-Rate Group

Joy of Cooking, the headlin-
ers, are a first-rate group who
deserve even more than the in-
creased attention they have
been getting lately. Their sec-
ond Capitol LP, “Closer to the
Ground,” proves their high
level of ability beyond a doubt.

Female vocalists Terry
Garthwaite and Toni Brown
were the centers of attention
throughout at Carnegie Hall,
and they provided some great
back-and-forth scat singing
and harmonies on “Mocking-
bird” and “Closer to the
Ground.” Both singers were
equally able to communicate
gentleness through several
softer songs, and the only dis-
appointment was that they
didn’t sing “The War You Left”
from their second album, which
is one of the prettiest songs re-
corded by anyone in a long
time,

It shouldn’t take long before
Joy of Cooking is one of Amer-
ica’s most popular groups, or,
for that matter, before Capi-
tol’s Joy Wagon becomes one of
the most successful touring
combinations of the year.

The Night They Cheered 0ld Joanie Up

B NEW YORK In her first
concert in some time, and her
last for the foreseeable future,
Joan Baez played last Monday
(27) to a Carnegie Hall over-
stuffed with devoted admirers.

The concert was unique in
that it was a benefit for Da-
nilo Doleci, a Sicilian social ac-
tivist and writer who has, with-
out fanfare, been working all
his life for non-violent change
in his country. There was noth-
ing unusual, however, about
the quality of the show: it was,
as are all of Joan’s concerts, a
near-perfect blend of joy, ro-
mance, social awareness, spir-
ituality, musicianship and,
most important, beautiful sing-
ing.

The Vanguard artist, who is
at the peak of her popularity
with a smash single and album,
sang many of the songs with
which she has become associ-
ated; she did “Carry It On,”
“Joe Hill,” “Happy Day,” “Cum
Baya,” etc. She also performed
a few songs of her own, demon-
strating a new-found and re-
markable ability as a songwrit-
er. Most noteworthy were two
originals, “When Time Is Stol-
en,” a touching song featuring
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a melodic guitar break during
which Joan also showed herself
to be a fine guitarist and =a
song addressed to Bob Dylan,
“Can’t You Hear the Lambs,
Bobby?”’

After an intermission, Joan
introduced Robert Loggia, an
American actor of Sicilian de-
scent, who read some of Dolei’s
writings, and finally Dolei him-
self came out for a brief bow.
Following this, Miss Baez re-
turned for a final set, which in-
cluded her No. 1 single, “The
Night They Drove Old Dixie
Down,” and several originals.

The crowd was almost rev-
erent in its silence throughout
the performance, but when the
concert was over, they unani-
mously stood and sang along
with the encore. If there was
anything disheartening about
the evening, it was the knowl-
edge that Joan Baez may not
be performing in public for
awhile.

‘Pentagon Papers on Wax

Bernie Travis, Herb Gluck

B NEW YORK — The Penta-
gon Papers affair may be re-
ceding from the front pages of
our daily newspapers, but if
Herb Gluck and Bernie Travis
are right, the fiasco is still in
the forefront of people’s minds.
Gluck and Travis have created,
written and produced and LP
for Audio Fidelity called “The
Pentagon Papers,” scheduled
for immediate release.

The two partners stopped by
Record World recently to dis-
cuss the album, which they la-
beled “black comedy, the first
album of its kind that deals
with a historical truth in an
Orson Wellesian manner.” Ac-
tually, the record is a narrative
of the factual history of the
Vietnam war, interspersed with
imitations, running gags and
many other comedic features
which make it essentially a hu-
morous experience, at least on
first listening. It is a sort of
composite of styles, using tech-
niques from such popular and
diverse sources as ‘“The First
Family Abum” and some of
Firesign Theatre’s work, and
the result is quite unique,

According to Travis, who
was to star as Lenny Bruce in
the off-Broadway version of
“Dirty Mouth,” the purpose of
the album is satirie, to make
people laugh and simultaneous-
ly to make them rethink his-
tory. Both he and Gluck feel
that the market is just right
for “The Pentagon Papers,”
and they are planning a big
promotional push in conjunc-
tion with Audio Fidelity,

The voices on the record are
primarily those of Travis, as-
sisted by several other actors.
The story has several running
themes, such as the lack of
communication due to the lan-
guage barrier between Wash-
ington and Hanoi.

“Recently a lot of fuss has
been made by radio stations
over their misconception of
what ‘free goods’ actually
meant. Free goods have been
discussed or written up in the
Bill Gavin sheet, at the NARM
meeting and other similar con-
ferences., We have done away
with this antiquated pricing
structure. We hope in the near
future to make additional
changes to help strengthen our
industry.

“Any business where 100%
what you sell can eventually
come back is a sick business.
Any business where the cost
(artist royalties, musicians
union scale, pressing costs,
costs of labor, artist advances
and studio costs) of doing busi-
ness continues to rise and
squeezes the profit to near nil
is a sick business. The latter is
why eventually all labels will
increase their list price to $5.98.
(Note: Almost all labels sell
their desirable artists product
at $5.98 and newcomers—until
they become important—at
$4.98 list),

“Our industry must concern
itself over its future. We have
to start looking out for each
other and continue to build our
image. We hope other independ-
ent labels will fall in line with
our new pricing structure.”

This program wil] also be transmitted on FM
waveband and will feature djs John Peel, Pete Drummond, Alan
Black and Bob Harris. Tony Blackburn will continue to present
his daily breakfast program, this being his fifth successive year
in this slot, which was first introduced at the birth of Radio One
four years ago. Other djs to be featured daily are Jimmy Young,
Dave Lee Travis, Johnnie Walker and Terry Wogan. The more
specialized weekend shows will be hosted by Jimmy Saville, Alan
Freeman, Johnny Moran, Stuart Henry, Ed Stewart, Mike Raven
and Noel Edmunds.

Congratulations to Rod Stewart on his much-deserved success
in gaining number one position in both Record World charts last
week. Stewart, who has been on the British music scene for some
years now, is yet another example of a great home-grown talent
that has been stifled through lack of media exposure and is only
appreciated after gaining considerable success in the United
States. However, at last he figures in both the U.K. charts this
week, with his album at number one and his single at number two.

Plans for the 1972 Eurovision Song Contest are underway. This
yvear Britain will be represented by the New Seekers. Owing to
lack of facilities in Monaco (last year’s winners, who would
normally stage the next event), there has been some dispute as
to which country should host. However, after discussions, the
United Kingdom has been given this privilege, although the exact
venue is at present undecided. A short list of six songs will be
selected between the MPA, BBC, and New Seekers’ representa-
tives, and these will be performed weekly in a new CIliff Richard
BBC TV series. Viewers’ votes will finally decide Britain’s entry
for the competition, to be held on March 25, 1972. The winning
song, coupled with the runner-up, will be issued as a single by the
group, but in the meantime they have chosen a Gary Sulsh/Stuart
Leathwood song “Good Old-Fashioned Music” for their first Poly-
dor single to be issued on Oct. 15.

The competition surrounding “Mammy Blue” could well be the
battle of al' time of its kind, with three singles competing here
and five in the U.S.A. The original European hit by Los Pop Tops
is taking second place at the moment to the popular Roger Whit-
taker version which entered the U.K. top 50 this week. The third
cut of the single is by Joel Dayde on the RCA-distributed Barclay
label, but so far there is no sign of any of the four American
versions being issued here.

It is a clearly and sensitively
written treatise which deals candidly with the black music of
all eras. Check it out.

Johnstons Delight
At Folk City

B NEW YORK—If there can
be such a thing as a contem-
porary traditional musical act,
the Johnstons, a new Van-
guard group from Ireland, are
it.

The three-member group
made its New York debut re-
cently (14) at Folk City, and
succeeded at the difficult task
of combining the flavor of Irish
folk music with an honest con-
cern for today’s political and
social problems.

The Johnstons are, first and
foremost, a musical group.
Their political message is ex-
pressed sincerely and without
pretense in moving songs like
“Angela Davis,” but always in
the background is the sound of
a banjo or a guitar reminding
the audience that they are be-
ing entertained and not sermon-
ized. A high point in the eve-
ning was their version of Ralph
McTell’s “Streets of London,”
which the Johnstons had re-
corded long before it became
the most popular song on the
British folk circuit,

The group shines especially
on a medey of Irish jigs and
reels, spotlighting the interplay
of Mick Moloney’s fancy banjo
picking with the strong
rhythms of Paul Brady’s acous-
tic guitar. The result is a per-
formance which is at once mov-
ing and entertaining, meaning-
ful and fun. That’s a rare com-
bination in these or any days,
and the Johnstons, whose new
Vanguard album is entitled
“Colours of the Dawn,” will un-
doubtedly continue to impress
audiences in America and
everywhere else.

Handprints at Theatre 80 Saint Marks

B NEW YORK—Although the
term ‘“Fun City” has come to
be used ironically, producers
Arthur Whitelaw and Howard
Otway are making at least one
corner of Manhattan live up
to that appellation: Theatre 80
Saint Marks, now turned over
to an open end series of vin-
tage movie musicals,

And business is like the ’30s
and ’40s, too, the entrepreneurs
told Record World last week.
“So much so,” chimed White-
law, “we plan to open three or
four more theaters like this
around the country. Theatre 80
Saint Marks has 199 seats and
has been re-designed, as we say
in the program, ‘with an eye
to the graciousness of the past
combined with the very latest
techniques of motion picture
exhibition.” We've been getting
new prints of the films; our
sound is filtered; and the film
is projected from backstage,
which stops glare in the early
rows. We have a new projector
on which we can put the entire
film without switching.”

The pair also is interested in
talking to record companies
about producing records tied
in with the two musical movie
bills they present each week.
They are planning a movie bou-
tique and already have a sug-
gestion box. Among the celebri-
ties who have put their hand-
prints in cement there are
Alexis Smith, Gloria Swanson,
Wini Shaw, Gene Nelson and

Joan Crawford, whose 1933
“Dancing Lady” (paired with
Judy Garland’s “Easter Pa-
rade”) was such an SRO

smash that Whitelaw and Ot-
way will bring it back in a
couple of months,

They try to book their double
features with some kind of con-
necting link—for instance, they
will present a Lillian Roth ve-
hicle on the same bill with the
picture about her life, “I'll Cry

Hayward, “There’s usually
some relationship — although

sometimes we forget what it
was,” Otway chuckled.

“We're like kids,” enthused
Whitelaw. “We go down the
list of films available like the
fans we are. Sometimes, though,
we come a cropper. When we
saw the title ‘Fifty Million
Frenchmen’ and ‘Score by Cole
Porter,” we grabbed it. What
we didn’t know until we played
it was that all the songs had
been cut! They were used later
in a Bob Hope featurette.”

Retrospective Brought Idea

The idea for a heme for the
screen’s Golden Age musicals
came to Whitelaw this summer
when he attended many show-
ings at the Museum of Modern
Art “Roots of the American
Musical Film” retrospective
supervised by historian Miles
Kreuger. “I was inspired by the
quality and the quantity, as
well as the tremendous audi-
ence response, I realized New
York had never had a perma-
nent showcase for these musi-
cals that people love so much.”

Whitelaw, who produced the
stage’s “Butterflies Are Free”
and “You’re a Good Man, Char-
lie Brown,” revealed he re-
cently had sent a play script to
Joan Crawford, who has never

B LONDON—The Johnny Cash Show has come
and gone, but its impact will be remembered
for a long time. I attended one of the two con-
. certs held at the Royal Festival Hall in London
' on Saturday, Sept. 18. This was the second last
date of their current tour of Scandinavia and
Great Britain.

T What a show! What a response! Despite a
Murray Kash  faulty microphone, the first half was off to a
good start with performances by the Tennessee Three, Carl
Perkins, the Carter Family and the Statler Brothers. This mixture
of rock, traditional and modern country music was well received,
especially the slick harmonizing of the Statlers. When the spot-
light hit Johnny coming on to a blackened stage at the opening
of the second half, the roar from the packed Festival Hall left
no doubt how happy they were to welcome him to London.

The Cash program of songs was predominantly modern, such
as “Sunday Morning Coming Down,” “Me and Bobby McGee,” etc.
But the real crowd-pleasers consisted of “Orange Blossom Spe-
cial,” (with some exciting harmonica playing from Johnny),
“Folsom Prison,” “Five Foot High and Rising” and other oldies
that he has recorded. A touching moment occurred when singing
the last line of “A Boy Named Sue,” he sang, “And if I have a
boy, I'm gonna «call him, John Carter” . .. and then proceeded to
introduce his 18-month-old son, who was sitting in one of the
boxes with his nurse.

After running through some duets with his glamorous-looking
wife, June Carter, the whole cast came an stage to sing a number
of gospel songs that had everyone hand-clapping in unison. The
standing ovation proved to one and all that the Cash magic is
still as strong as ever! The next day at a combined press con-
ference and luncheon hosted by CBS and NEMS, Johnny an-
nounced plans to return to Europe next spring to do a television
special in Holland and hopefully a tour of Ireland and Great
Britain. Also in the offing: a children’s LP, in aid of autistic
children who are patients in a Nashville hospital.

Besides his 14-day tour of Great Britain, Slim Whitman will
be busy with radio and TV shows while here. One of the shows
will be for BBC producer Bill Bebb and will take over the hour-
long “Country Style.”
