MCA Unveils Disco -Vision
By JOHN GIBSON

 LOS ANGELES - December
12 MCA unveiled it's new home
entertainment system, called
Disco -Vision, and virtually took
the industry off -guard. Previ-
ous to Disco -Vision all video
disc systems were capable of
only five minutes playing time,
an obvious limitation. Disco -
Vision, however, can run up to
forty minutes per side (though,
only one ride is used now), the
changer player will retail for
about $500 ($400 for single disc
player), and the discs them-
selves are said to be priced

from $1.99 to $9.95 depending
on the content of the particu-
lar "album."

The system uses 12 inch
discs stamped with superfine
tracks, and the "stylus" (actu-
ally there is no stylus as is
used with today's phonograph)
is a laser scanner that is good
for 9,000 hours of play. The
scanner and the disc do not
make contact, hence the life
of the disc is open ended, de-
pending on hanctl:ng care. The
disc can handle color, black
and white, and sound reproduc-

Brooklyn Piracy Raid
Nets 50,000 Tapes
 NEW YORK - A court
hearing has been scheduled for
January 18 for two. Brooklyn
men who were arrested last
week in police raids that un-
covered a cache of 50,000
pirated pre-recorded tapes
along with large quantities of
pornographic films, books and
magazines. Brooklyn District
Attorney Eugene Gold stated
that the operation was part of
a national network with links
to organized crime that was
doing $200 million a year in
pirated tapes.

The two arrested men were
identified as Bernard Damsky,
72, and Benjamin Lichtman, 61,
both of Brooklyn. At their ar-
raignment, Damsky was re-
leased in bail of $1,000, Licht -
man in bail of $500 until their
hearing next month.

The raids and arrests were
the culmination of a six -month-
long investigation that began
last May following the seizure
of 600 pirated tapes and the
arrests of two other men on
misdemeanor charges. Early
Monday morning, a squad of
police under the direction of
Capt. John J. Nevins, Jr., of
the Brooklyn District Attor-
ney's squad, armed with search
warrants, searched Damsky's
home and reportedly found
more than 1,000 pirated tapes
and a quantity of pornographic
film. Additional quantities of

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Record Center Chain
Continues Expansion

By GARY COHEN

 DENVER, COL. - Byron
Weiss, owner of the Record
Center chain in Colorado. has
opened his sixth store, which
will not only be a retail opera-
tion, but will serve as a central
inventory center for the other
five stores, and as a service
point for the firm's one -stop
operation.

The store, managed by Bruce
Bayer, has 7500 square feet of
merchandising space, making it
one of the largest record stores
in the country. The store fea-
tures an indoor stage (who
would want to perform outside
in the snow?), where artists
can appear and perform. (John
Denver appeared recently, and
the store was mobbed). A plat-
form on the roof has also been
built, and the store has bill-
boards which will be rented to
record distributors.

The store will be a full -line
record shop, as the other Rec-
ord Center stores are. Albums
will be stocked in depth, in-
cluding small and obscure la-
bels. Every label's classical
product will be stocked and
catalogued, and the "Kiddie
Record" section features 3 foot
high browser boxes. The Top
300 Ip's will be stocked on ta-
bles in the front of the store.

The Record Center services

50 wholesale customers and a
number of rack locations and
leased departments (including
the 6 Denver Dry Goods De-
partment Stores). Customers of
the one -stop pick their mer-
chandise from the tables in the
store. Everything-all albums
the store stocks regardless of
the quantity-is on open dis-
play, and dealers can pick their
own orders, then proceed to a
special area to be billed out.
According to Bayer, the store
has a half -million dollar in-
ventory for retail and whole-
sale customers to choose from,
and he keeps adequate inven-
tory on hand. He has about 750
Jethro Tull, 600 America and
400 Santana albums, which are
among his hottest sellers. For
albums other than the fastest
movers but included in the
store's top 300, he keeps around
100 copies in stock, and any-
where from five to 75 copies of
a consistent catalogue seller.

The store's hours are from
9:00 am until 11:00 pm, and the
wholesale business usually runs
for two hours after the store
opens. But a local retailer who
runs out of a hot item can make
a trip and pick up the albums
he's sold out of. They also ship
albums to dealers who are reg-
olar one -stop customers, and
Bayer calls their prices "most

Terry Ellis: Complete Music Businessman
By JOHN GIBSON

II Terry Ellis and Chris Wright
began in the music business as
competitors, each booking bands
in college and each looking for a
way to get the other rut of the
business. The only solution was
a partnership called Ellis -
Wright, which eventually became
a more circuitous combination of
their names: Chrysalis. The com-
pany started five years ago and
blossomed quickly. In England
it is now a powerhouse of man-
agement, booking, publishing,
production and record compa-
nies, handling some of the biggest and best including Cat Stevens,
Yes, Black Sabbath, Jethro Tull and others, in one or all areas. The
following Dialogue was done with Ellis some months before he an-
nounced the formation of Chrysalis Records in the U.S. with Warner
Brothers. It,was then updated, in addendum form, to include infor-
mation about the label. It shows Ellis as a thorough, businessman
with a very profitable perspective on America.

Record World: You started as a booking agency, and were doing
very well at it. Why did you diversify into the other areas so
quickly and intensely?

Ellis: We concentrated on the management and building up our
interest in records and publishing because we found that we
weren't getting the cooperation from record companies and pro-
moters and publishers. We had sufficient enthusiasm to want to
get those things right and so we thought we might as we 1 do
those things ourselves; create a situation where our artists can
make more money and we can make more money because there
aren't people in between who are doing nothing. However much
money someone's making, however little or however great, any-
body who's earning it should be earning it because o work they're
doing at the time or work they've done in the past and not just
for being a clever guy who just happens to be around at the time.

'RW: Nowadays, which area takes the most of your time?
TE: 50% of my time is spent with Jethro Tull and 50% of my

time is spent running a company, or a group of companies which
involve a whole spectrum of responsibilities. The time that I

spend with Jethro Tull is probably, in a lot of ways, to me the
most important time for a lot of different reasons, in addition to
the fact that they are a very important act and they demand arv1
command a lot of my time necessarily. That is, the time I spend
with them, involved with them, on the road with them is incredi-
bly important from the point of view of my own awareness of the
industry. At a very early stage I became very disenchanted with
the people I met in the industry. Particularly in England I found
the thing very much a closed shop, with people disinterested, and
one the things that I found most exciting when I first came to
America was the fact that people knew who I was, knew what
I'd done, and they wanted to meet me and they wanted to talk
business and there was a healthy flow of communication and wil-
ingness to work together, which I hadn't gotten in Britain. My
first experiences in England were very very unhappy, because
the people just weren't the slightest bit interested in anything at
all except "did I command any power?" and if I didn't then that
was the way they wanted it to stay. So I very quickly rejected
the idea of making personal relationships with peop'e inside the
business as a means of advancement or progress.

RW: That doesn't really work anyway, does it?
TE: I rejected it emotionally at the time, and practically be-

cause I couldn't do it, and subsequent'y I've become aware that
those relationships do have significance. I mean, you have to know
the people you deal with and there is a certain amount of inter-
change that can help. But the most important thing to me, and for
anybody really, is the relationship with the artist and the public,
who are the people who do it and the people who pay for it. Any -

body else in between, well, I won't say are unimportant, but their
relationships to each other are not that important. It flutters your
ego, but it really isn't that important. So the time that I spend
on the road is incredibly important because it helps me to under-
stand artists and their feelings. It's crucial.

RW: So what do you do when you're on the road with the
group?

TE: I'm lookinc, at the public for one thing. Every night I'm
seeing people. If I'm on the road with Jethro I'm seeing 10,000
people every night and watching them react and because I have
a close relationship with an artist and am involved in his whole
mental attitude towards the public, I've become very sensitive
to the way those people are. They are constantly changing. Con-
stantly changing. People are becoming far more interested in
music. I've seen this all over the world.

RW: Has any particular age group changed the most?
TE: Say a year ago in the fall there were kids who were or had

been going to see Grand Funk Railroad, which is no music, which
is environment or experience, and is fine because Grand Funk
Railroad served an important purpose in getting a lot of young
kids away .'rom the television and putting them in the concert
hall. They didn't go for music, but because their friends were
there, or because they were told that it was what teenagers, or
people who were about to become teenagers. did, and they went
into big auditoriums and they said "wow it is exciting." You see
all your friends and you wear your good clothes, and jump about
and have a good time and get excited and yell, and wow it's fan-
tastic. Like I say, by the end of last year the kids who'd been to
see Grand Funk were looking around saying "well what else is
there?" Oh there's Emerson Lake and Palmer, there's . . .

RW: You're talking about kids who'd never seen, or realy even
heard the Beatles or that era?

TE: Absolutely. These are kids about 13. They want to know
what else, and there's ELP and Jethro Tull. so let's go see them,
and so we were getting bigger younger audiences. They were still
nut to have a good time, still rushing to the front and doing their
little Grand Funk things, but again six months further on they'd
come that much further and were prepared to sit and listen. And
not scream and shout and jump all over the place. I've seen this
al over. We played a tour of Europe last spring and the previous
year in Germany and Italy the band literally couldn't be heard for
the screaming and shouting, and we went in there last spring
dreading it, and it turns out they were really ou'et. Attentive.
Sat down and listened. Before in Germany and Italy it was foot-
ball matches, but this time around they were quiet and trying to
listen to the music, and trying to get what Ian was saying. It's
changing. No matter how much you try to know what's going on,
you have to go out there and see theme-. It doesn't mean going to
one concert in your town a month. It's a whole big wide world.

"We'd only have to rip one manager
off and we'd be finished."

RW: The other 50% of the time is spent overseeing your group
o' companies?
TE: I could'nt do anything unless I believed I was doing it prop-
er y. I believe I spend 100% of the time overseeing our companies,
and 100% of my time managing a band, because the two comple-
ment each other. If we represent an act as a record company then
it's very important that they be managed right. There's an in-
credible turnover of managers, very few that stay around. You
know how many managers you meet. There's a terrific turnover,
or so I seem to see. There a very few who've been around for a
long time. So there are very few with experience, and the ones
with any brains will try to pick up what they can get, and if
they can pick my brain, if I can help in any way, then I will, and
that's an important contribution that my ccrinany has to give. In

 NEW YORK-How does a
small, exclusively classical rec-
ord company survive in today's
market place? "Glamour in con-
ception and imaginative pro-
gramming," says Alan Silver,
President of Connoisseur So-
ciety, a company whose highly
distinctive black and white
covers and superb sound have
been winning an increasing
number of customers for the
past ten years.

Unusual Repertoire
"The only way we can com-

pete and grow is to develop
new, young artists who we feel
have star quality, and secondly,
to program unusual reper-
toire," says Silver. "The point
is to get attention. Not ,hrougA
gimmicks but through talent,
ideas and a glamorous produc-
tion. The product should be
something tnat makes the buyer
say 'This I gotta hear!' Of
course, you can't reach the
heights every time, but we have
done it often enough to build
up trust with the dealers."

What do they make their
money on "If an artist becomes
something special to a group
of record buyers. You don't
fight an Isaac Stern head on.
But when the buyer has got
all of Stern's records, he is go-
ing to look for more vio'in mu-
sic and other violinists. Then
he's ripe for discovering our
Wanda Wilkomirska and will
come back for more. Then we
have something special."

Connoisseur Society came in-
to the limelight in 1963 when
they issued the first recordings
of Czech piano virtuoso Ivan
Moravec. The performances
and sound won immediate criti-
cal acclaim and several awards.
Add to this highly distinctive
covers, many by world famous
photographer Lucien Clergue,
and the company was on the
map.

C. S. was also the first to re-
cord best selling flamenco gui-
tarist Manitas de Plata. They
carted three quarters of a ton

recording equipment to a
small village in the south of
France, recorded de Plata and

his gypsy friends at midnight
sessions. The publicity, the
phenomenal technique and the
personal charisma of de Plata
all combined to produce anoth-
er star.

Other C. S. artists include
pianists Ruth Laredo, Antonio
Barbosa, Anthony di Bonaven-
tura, Morton Estrin, Joao Car-
los Martins, duo pianists Rich-
ard and John Contiguglia, Pol-
ish violinist Wanda Wilkomir-
ska and India's greatest sarod
player, Ali Akbar Khan.

Upcoming Releases
This past summer, C. S. did

its first orchestral recording
in ten years with the London
Symphony Orchestra. Featured
new conductor is Zdenek Kos-
ler, co -winner with Claudio Ab-
bado of the 1963 Mitropoulos
Competition and now perma-
nent conductor of the Czech
Philharmonic. The first release,
in January 1973, will be the
Tchaikovsky 4th Symphony and
it will appear in SQ quadra-
phonic. Also for January (and
in Quad) will be a Wilkomir-
ska Barbosa album featuring
the first recording of Szyman-
owski's "Three Myths" and the
Franck sonata. For February,
C. S. has scheduled Beethoven's

Black Radio A Look At Three Stations

By BEVERLY MAGID
 (At the recent Gavin convention, the liveliest of the radio meetings was the r&b discussion. So-
called black music is gaining a general prominence which is bound to affect r&b stations and what they
feel they can uniquely offer their audience. What follies is a spotlight of three black stations, which
vary in their approach but are each proving successful in their areas.)

WVON-Chicago
Eight years ago the station

which was WHFC and program-
ming ethnic and gospel music
changed owners and became
WVON. As Lucky Cordell puts
it, "We're basically r&b with
occasionally some pop -oriented
music, and white artists are not
automatically ruled out as long
as their sound fits in with
ours." Their recent hit list
might include Billy Paul, Al
Green, the Blue Notes. the
Stylistics, Timmy Thomas,
James Brown, the Jackson Five
and Stevie Wonder. Rodney
Jones, who is both Program Di-
rector and Music Director,
bases the music selection on a
combination of the national
chart listings and local surveys.
The line-up is Joe Cobb 5:30-

The station's strongest em-
phasis goes toward community
involvement, and both WVON
and Lucky Cordell have the
awards to show for it. Through
the years there have been cita-
tions from Chicago schools,
Headstart, Youth Centers, the
Chicago Conference of Brother
hood and the Cook County Dept.
of Corrections as well as Gavin
awards and NATRA commen-
dations. In addition to a strong
news department headed by
Roy Wood, who initiates the
editorial policy in conjunction
with Cordell, the station
heavily broadcasts public serv-
ice programs.

Some of these programs are
"What's New," which gives
publicity to non-profit organi-
zations; "Aware," produced by
Bernadine Washington, which
gives the public an awareness
of available community serv-
ices; "On The Scene With
Bernadine" in which Ms. Wash-
ington provides tips on good

would classify his station as an
r&b station, he feels that he's
competing not with other black
stations but with the general
top 40 rockers in the New York
area. He feels that his advan-
tage comes from the fact that
the general audience has be-
come more attuned to black
music and listeners who want
to hear it will tune in a station
where the dj's have a greater
rapport and understanding of
the music and artists they are
playing. Also WWRL will often
be playing that music before
the top 40 stations have added
it. However, Boulding stressed
that he felt that good program-
ming should be less obsessed
with just playing the hits. The
playlist, which can vary from
35 to 50 titles, is put together
by Music Director Norma
Pinella with the line-up Enoch
"Dixie Drifter" Gregory (also
ass't PD) 6-10 am, Jerry Bled-
soe 10-2 pm, Hank Spann 2-6
pm, Bobby Jay 6-10 pm, Rocky
Bridges 10 -Midnight, Gary
Byrd Midnight -6 am, Jeff Troy
doing weekends and production
and Dick London as News Di-
rector, who heads the six man
news staff.

"There's no jive or rhyming
done by the jocks; many of
them are college graduates and
you won't find any ethnic speech
patterns. However I do en-
courage them to stretch out
when they feel comfortable on
the air, and develop what I call
majesty in personality." Bould-
ing feels that has helped to
make the station not only num-
ber one in the black community,
but to get a 20 to 30% non -
black audience as well.

Public service is also stres-
sed, with the development of a
series called "Profiles in
Black," 90 second vignettes on
various black personalities
which have also been made
available to schools. There are
also daily job spots giving in-
formation on available employ-
ment opportunities. The station
very carefully screens commer-
cials, because although Bould-
ing realizes that radio has to be

to black radio is being pro-
grammed at WHUR with Phil
Watson as Program Director
Given to Howard University to
operate and use as a broad-
casting laboratory, the station
nonetheless is a commercial,
profit -making operation. One of
the advantages, Watson admits,
is having the various depart-
ments at the University to aid
the station in legal matters,
research or at the station it-
self. "We are black radio as
opposed to Negro radio," he
commented, and he estimates
that four out of ten of the sta-
tion's listeners are non -black.
The music on the station runs
the entire gamut of black ex-
perience from jazz to blues to
Charley Pride to Leotyne Price,
from Nat "King" Cole to Curtis
Mayfiled, from electronic to
Count Basie. The staff was
picked for its diverse back-
ground and taste in music, and
staffers are frequently changed
around in their shifts. "We
play down the personality that
way; the delivery of informa-
tion and music is the most im-
portant. Also that way the sta-
tion can't sound the same day
after day." The staff includes

$.31 compared with $.40 a year
earlier.

Schwartz said that the best
gains for the year would come
from retail store operations. As
a result of the addition of new
stores and replacing of its
smaller stores with larger
units, the company's Harmony
Hut Division has increased its
selling space by 49% this year
while only increasing the num-
ber of stores by two. The com-
pany expects to open at least
three additional units during
1973, including 6,500 square
foot units in the Security
Square Mall, Baltimore, Md.
and the Springfield Mall,
Springfield, Va. in February.

Dick Murray Dead
 NEW YORK - Richard F.
(Dick) Murray, former General
Manager and Foreign Manager
of the American Society of
Composers, Authors and Pub-
lishers (ASCAP) from 1946 to
1962, died in Sarasota, Florida
Tuesday, December 12th. Mur-
ray, who was 74 years old, re-
tired from ASCAP in 1962 after
suffering a slight cerebral hem-
orrhage. Prior to his position
with the performing rights or-
ganization, he was with Para-
mount Pictures where he was
in charge of short subjects and
headed up the Famous Music
Corporation after succeeding
to the position held by the late
Lou Diamond.

Since retiring from ASCAP,
Murray and his wife, Terry, re-
sided at 1832 Pendora Drive,
Sarasota Florida. In addition
to his wife, Murray is survived
by his son, Richard F. Murray,
Jr., daughters Mrs. Betty Coop-
er and Mrs. Joan Smith, a
brother, three sisters, grand-
children and several great
grandchildren.

Funeral services were held
Friday, December 15th in Sara-
sota.

a lot of ways it's difficult being involved in every area because
people are naturally suspicious. If you are a strong management
company and you represent acts as an agency then the manager is
a little bit defensive about the obvious.

RW: The obvious being the possibility that he may soon be out
an artist?

TE: Yes, but there's never any danger of us doing that. It
would be suicide, absolute suicide. We'd only have to rip one man-
ager off and we'd be finished. Just finished. All the other man-
agers would say "hey let's go," and we'd never get anybody else,
and it would be a very stupid business thing for us to do. We
have, in fact, turned down management on a number of acts
who've been with the agency and who've fired their managers
and come to us and said will you manage us? We've turned down
a lot of acts and a lot of money, because we don't want people to
think that we've had anything to do with that, we don't want them
to be able to say "hey that's funny, they were there and now he's
gone and they're there, very interesting."

The interrelation of the companies handling different parts of
an artist's career is terribly important. That was the thing that
we saw five years ago, which made us get into Chrysalis. And
people see it much more now. Managers are getting people work-
ing together on an artist, and getting them aware of management
thinking. Which is something that we try to do, and relatively
we have achieved it. All the people at the agency, the publishing
company, the promotion company, are dealing constantly with
managers in the same offices and managers who in fact pay their
wages, and they're made to think in terms of management and
management policies. They're totally management oriented and
the first thing they do if they represent an act is say what does
the manager want me to do? I've got to work with him, and he's
got a policy for the artist that is worked out for the success of
the artist, and the success of the artist is my success, so there-
fore I should try to point myself in the same direction as him and
work closely with him. Which you just don't find, if you take just
an agency per se, or a record company. Well with record com-
panies some are alright and some aren't, publishers definitely
aren't. Very few people will think about the manager's ideas.

RW: Does Warner Brothers think management?
TE: Oh I think so. I find them so. And again it depends on the

manager. If you're a record company and you sign an act, you've
got to sell some records; and if you're not getting any help from
the manager you've got to do it on your own. I think that a record
company that is confident and knows what it's doing is desparate
to find a good manager. They're desperate to find somebody who is
keeping that together, assuring that the act gets it's creative free-
dom and so on, but making the act understand some aspects of
business, which eventually affects their freedom.

"The biggest fault of record companies
particularly in America, is that if a record
doesn't sell they blame the live appear-
ances of the artist, or the lack of them."

RW: Like making money?
TE: Yeah like making money. An artist may say "I only want

$200 a week. That's all I need, all I want, provided I can play my
guitar and go on stage. I don't want to be on any money trip. I
want to have $200 a week, and that's all I ever want." Well, that's
fine, but he's got to be made to understand that though it may be
fine for him, he's got a road manager, five guys in the band, an

Rarely does anyone receive such
advance publicity and personal
endorsements, and rarer still,
does anyone live up to them. But
Bette Midler, who has by now
been compared with many other
female singers but truly defies
comparison, actually outdoes all
her descriptions.

She manages to sing well,
whether it's the old "Leader of
the Pack," camping it up fero-
ciously, or Alex Harvey's "Delta
Dawn," bringing great pathos to
the sad story of a sadder life.
She evokes images of Eve Arden
at her wise -cracking best, or
Barbra Streisand as you always

agency commission to pay, a record company that's got to make
some profits to pay their wages and a manager who's got to pay
his wages.

It makes no sense to me to manage an artist who wants to earn
$200 a week, because my commission off that is whatever it is and
it isn't very much. And as much as I might love the artist, I've
got wages to pay. To most artists that makes sense, but unfor-
tunately some artists don't have sufficient guidance to accept the
fact that there's nothing wrong with that, and that it isn't nec-
essarily incredibly beneficial to their career and image to say "hey
man the business is a rip-off," but to understand that that's the
thing they're a part of and if they want people to work for them,
they've got to make money too. I have ended up saying that to a
number of artists, that we are in the business of making money
for them. That's where more than half of our value is, and if
they don't want to make money, that's fine, it's their life, but
what's our job?

My job is to help an artist get over to as many people as possi-
ble. That's the way I see it. Now I find an artist in whatever area
it may be and my job is to say "well, I like this guy," and it's my
job to expose this, to market it, and the biggest fault of record

Our prediction: The following three records
will be number 1, 2 and 3 in the trade charts
sometime in January.
Lobo. It came on KLIV San Jose with Dave Sholin

at #12 and on KLIF at #36. It went right on:
WOKY, WMAK, WRIT, WIBG, KILT, KOL, WBBQ, KJRB.
Marvin Gaye. It is the hottest selling r&b

record in Chicago and exploded 27-17 CKLW
Detroit. It came on KLIF #38, immediate devout
believers who folded up like a tent: KFRC, WOKY,
WIBG. KJR reports there are already good r&b
sales in the market.

Edward Bear. Our top of the column tip of last
week exploded 13-9 CKLW and is #1 in phone
requests in Detroit.

Brighter Side of Darkness on 20th Century.
The title "Love Jones" has to be explained.
A Jones in the r&b world represents a hang-up.
Programmers have to be aware of the jargon of
the street in order to truly understand why
certain records become hits, when they can't
"hear" the record. This record is close to
400,000 with only three pop stations reporting it.

MICRA, Statewide College Radio
Assn., Organizes In Michigan

By GARY COHEN

 MICRA, the Michigan College
Radio Association, has become a
reality. The Association held its
final plenary meeting last Satur-
day, and the organization has
officially come into being.

The purpose of MICRA is to
further communication, co-opera-
tion, and to increase the free ex-
change of sales, programming,
music, and other radio ideas
among college stations in the
state. They also hope to present
a united front to the radio and
record industries inside and out-
side of the state.

Another function of MICRA is
the publication of a newsletter,
to be distributed to all members
and all interested parties out-
side of the Association. They are
also assembling a profile of all
stations in the state; when com-
pleted, it will be distributed to
radio and record people, to be
used as a complete guide to col-
lege radio in the state. The book
will cover different aspects of
programming (music, sales,
news, public service), audience
surveys, local bookstore and rec-
ord stores, information about the
school and local newspapers, au-
ditoriums and concert bookers,
etc.

The first meeting of stations
interested in forming the Asso-
ciation came at the WCHP/Cen-
tral Michigan University Con-
ference in Mt. Pleasant a few
months ago. At that meeting,
delegates from 21 of the approxi-
mately 30 college stations in
Michigan attended, and agreed
on the need for the formation of
such an organization. At that
get-together, temporary chair-
men were designated and the
newsletter department heads
were assigned. All present agreed
on the goals and the potential a
network of college stations in
Michigan could have, as the area
has a number of regions (Kala-
mazoo, East Lansing, and Ann
Arbor/Ypsilanti) that are heav-
ily populated with college stu-
dents.

The second meeting took place
at the Loyola Conference a
month ago. Those present de-
cided to involve the stations in
the planning of a constitution.
The question of funding came
up at both meetings, but the
delegates decided to postpone
discussion of that difficult ques-

tion until they had formed the
constitution and decided who
would and could be members of
MICRA.

The third meeting of inter-
ested stations took place last
weekend, and Stu Goldberg of
WCBN-FM/University of Michi-
gan at Ann Arbor, reports that
the Association is now a reality.
Those stations who sent repre-
sentatives to any two of the past
three meetings (or who will be
represented at the next monthly
meeting in January at East
Lansing) can automatically be-
come members. Those that were
not or will not be represented
can join by simply writing a
letter and filling out the Station
Profile Form.

There are two categories of
membership for stations. Full
membership is extended to sta-
tions that are recognized by the
college or university (in other
words, not pirate stations) and
have a station staff of at least
80% students. These stations
have three votes. Associate mem-
bers are those that do not meet
the membership requirements of
full membership, and they are
given one vote. At present there
are no plans to charge stations
for membership, and they can
only benefit by joining. Later on,
by block booking concerts, they
hope to raise money for printing,
postage, and miscellaneous ex-
penses.

The stations plan on meeting
once every month to discuss mu-
tual problems and suggestions
for improvement of the individ-
ual stations. The meetings will
be held in different parts of the
state, so that no station should
have to travel a long distance to
arrive at one of the meetings.

The stations collectively will
elect one chairman and two vice-
chairmen, who will be responsi-
ble for co-ordinating MICRA's
activities. In addition to these
elected positions, there will be
jobs in Business, Sales, News
Network Co-operation, Public
Affairs, Concert Co-ordination,
Sports, Music, and Program-
ming. Anyone from a MICRA
station can have the responsibil-
ity of co-ordinating the informa--
tion in his area for the network,
and positions will be filled by the
Executive Board. They will be
appointed for a term of one year
(April to April) as will be the

II We have lost another great musician, one
for whom recognition and work were sporadic
despite his tremendous talent. Kenny Dorham,
one of the finest trumpeters to incubate in the
forties and emerges in the fifties, is dead.
Through the fifties and sixties he made about
10 or 12 albums on ABC, Riverside, United
Artists, Time and Blue Note. His finest were

Michael Cuscona the recently re-released "Matador" on UA and
several collaborations with Joe Henderson on Blue Note.

More than a brilliant musician, Kenny Dorham was a fine
human being, interested in musical education and academic as
well as performing. I first met KD in the early sixties, when I
hired him for my high school prom in Connecticut. I wasn't sure
how a bunch of high school kids would take to a jazz band, and
I didn't have a very high budget. But KD welcomed the chance
for a new avenue of performance and a chance to reach a new
audience. Needless to say, the event was a success.

KD is dead.
* * * *

On December 1, at New York University, the Jazz Composer's
Orchestra presented a work that they had commissioned from
trumpeter Don Cherry. "The Relativity Suite" was recorded that
night by the orchestra which included bassist Charlie Haden,
cellist Dave Holland, tuba player Howard Johnson, trumpeters
Leo Smith, Enrico Rava and Mike Mantler, saxophonists Dewey
Redman and Joe McPhee, drummers Ed Blackwell and Paul
Motian and pianist Carla Bley. It will be the next release on JCOA
Records.

The suite was a beautiful combination of Indian chants,
African melodies and rhythms and more conventional jazz scor-
ing. Cherry led the ensemble and played throughout his great
work. The audience caught his spirit to such an extreme that
more than 1500 people were singing along with the intricate
chants of India. Keep an eye open for the record.

Two delightful new releases from Arhoolie! Piano Red is a
boogie pianist who had a hit in the early fifties, another mod-
erate hit in the very early sixties and surfaced again on Memphis
Swamp Jam, a blues collection on Blue Thumb of a few years
vintage. Arhoolie has finally made his sit still long enough to
record a fine solo album called "Dr. Feelgood All Alone With His
Piano" (Arhoolie 1064). An added bonus is the inclusion of his
original 1951 hit "Red's Boogie", which Arhoolie found and pur-
chased. * *

"Dr. Ross: His First Recordings" (1065) features pure and
funky blues from Memphis before the legendary Dr. Ross became
a novelty one-man blues band. Great music. Arhoolie can be
reached at Box 9195, Berkeley, California. For an instant blues
education, check their catalog out.

On the heels of "Live At The East", possibly Pharoah Sanders'
finest recording to date, Impulse has released "The Best of Phar-
oah Sanders," which is a strong anthology of his best work for
his newer fans and a handy programming tool for disc jockeys.

Also released is "The Best Of John Coltrane Volume Two",
but I would advise buying all of his albums, instead of this an-
thology. Every note that Coltrane played is important. especially
his Impulse recordings.

companies, particularly in America, is that. if a. record- doesn't
sell they blame the live appearances of the artist or thalack of
them. Now I believe that a record company has a right to expect
an act to play and do what they can to put themse'ves over; but
if the record is good for itself it can make it on its own. Singles
make it on their own, why shouldn't albums?

RW: Is there a difference in the buyer in America and England
that might account for that?

TE: A difference in the buyers? Well, the biggest difference is
that they've got more money here. And they buy more records.

RW: Per capita?
TE: Definitely. The hardest thing to explain to the average

American person is the difference between their standard of liv-
ing and the standard of living of the rest of the world. Kids just
don't have the money to go out and buy two or three albums a
week. A kid over here I guess gets some healthy chunck of money,
right?

RW: I don't know. I suppose so. They're buying the records.
TE: Well, yes. They've got to get the money from somewhere.

They buy albums, they go to concerts, and they've got to get the
money from somewhere, it's not cheap.

RW: No.
TE: But as you say they must be buying them, because they do,

and per capita the number of albums sold is far far greater than
in England. The interesting thing to me, the thing we've come to
realize is we've sort of become like an export company in a way.
Because our artists are English and it's English talent that's
managed and controlled from there, but the large revenue in terms
of record sales and concert appearances is here. But I think we've
begun to think in the opposite direction. Because we're forced to.
We have an operation there, which in terms of the product it
handles on a day to day basis, is constantly fighting a losing
battle. As soon as they get the artists to a certain level of accept-
ance they start coming over here, they're left with nothing to do.
So we have people there who are very capable peop'e, the best I
think, who are a lot of the time left with a lack of product.

We have an operation in England and that operation can work
just as well for American artists and American product as it does
for English product and artists. I've always avoided American art-
ists and product because I say to myself that all I understand is
English, and so on, don't want to get involved. And I think it
would be very ambitious of us, to say the least, to try to manage an
American act based here. But in terms of what we can offer to
an act coming to England, it's another story. Things are getting
to the point today where managers are terrifically important;
making publishing deals for the group, record deals for the group,
production companies and the rest, and the group is no longer
sort of selling themselves lock, stock, and barrel to a record com-
pany.

"The thing we've come to realize is we've
sort of become like an export company in

Ifa way.

RW: You mean rights of distribution?
TE: It's rights of distribution, as you say but you see it's got

to go further. It took us a while in England, but eventually people
in England started realizing you were out of your mind to make
record deals in England. Well I'll rephrase that: people understood
that to just go to an English record company and base what you
were committing your group to for the wori d on the people you
met at the English record company was really not a very far
seeing thing to do. And that the biggest market, particuarly if
you have a performing act, is America, and that you really should
be concerned about what happens to your records in America.
Even to the point where eventually the peop'e started saying
"fine, we'll make one deal for Europe, or we'll make a deal with an
English company for the world except America and Canada, and
then we'll make separate deals for the U.S. and Canada, for dif-
fering reasons."

First of all why pay an English company to sit and receive the
income, take a little piece, and then give it on to you, particularly

posited with the U. S. Federal
Court the sum of $102,000,
which was to have been paid to
the performers and promoters.
This was to secure the Forum
against possible loss in law-
suits. Further, Appell report-
edly filed Federal Interplead-
ings (additional suits) against
the three performers and their
new business firm, the Leftover
Corporation, and the promoters,
Concert Associates.

Knight further reported that
"attorneys for the Baltimore
Civic Center advised us that
they were withholding all
monies from performers and
promoters to secure them
against lawsuits."

Knight also responded to the
Grand Funk Railroad press con-
ference (details above by put-
ting Madison Square Garden,
Nassau Coliseum, Don Kirshner
and ABC-TV on notice that their
proposed use of the corporate
registered trademark "Grand
Funk Railroad" is unauthorized
and that if used would constitute
trademark infringement and un-
fair competition. All of the po-
tential offenders have been
served with the order of attach-
ment which Knight was granted
against the group in New York
for one million dollars.

Knight revealed that he had
been informed that the group's
planned concert in Nashville,
Tennessee had been canceled be-

cause the forum there did not
wish to become involved in a
potential lawsuit. Knight won-
dered if all the money from the
tour was tied up in court, where
would the group get the money
to pay Phoenix House, particu-
larly in New York where the
group knows there is a one mil-
lion dollar order of attachment
granted by the courts against
them. "When will Phoenix House
see the money?" Knight asked.
"Just how long will Phoenix
House have to wait for the gra-
cious gift from Grand Funk
Railroad?"

Despite mutual efforts, Rec-
ord World and Andy Cavaliere,
the group's current manager,
were unable to reach each other
for Cavaliere to comment on
Terry Knight's reaction. Details
next week.

when there might be a big difference between what you're getting
and what the American company is paying. In certain cases there
is justification. My attitude as an English record company to an
English act is that I definitely want part of that income from
America because first of all if we get the act off the ground in
Europe or Engand and then America becomes interested, and why
shouldn't we get a share of that for what we've done here? Many
English acts come here and get killed. Killed. And it's because they
don't know what they're doing. Maybe it's just simple things like
staying in the right hotels and getting from town to town and trans-
port. Sounds simple, but people set out to do it and they get destroy-
ed. I mean emigration and all hat stuff has to be done and it has to
be done properly. Anyway it's gotten to that point where most of the
important acts have made individual deals in America, outside of
their European deals.

RW: What about the new record company?
TE: It's a joint venture between Chrysalis and Warner Broth-

ers, whereby we'll all get involved. That is to say, the talent
source is Chrysalis and the means of exposing the talent is
Warners.

Chrysalis Records has got to mean something here, which is
why this is the last place we'd have the label, there's nowhere
else in the world, simply because this is the biggest decision we
could make. It requires a certian commitment from us to have
the label here because it means that Chris and I have to be here
quite a lot and if we're going to be here then we have to be
significant, have to be important for the sake of our artists. We
have to make sure that being on Chrysalis is going to be better to
an artist than being on another label. The most significant thing
really is that we are an English company and that we are 6,000
miles away, 3,000 miles away from the nearest point in the U.S.
For an English act if you're away for part of the year and make a
record, that's shipped to America, we're trying to be sure that
there's someone here that knows about it.
