New Charlie Greene
Label Formed

B LOS ANGELES — Charlie
Greene announced last week
that he has formed the Greene
Mountain Record Company
which “will operate as an au-
tonomous entity in the contin-
ued pursuit of certain aspira-
tions and goals interrupted on
June 12, 1972.”" Meaning it wi’l
pick up where Greene Bottle
Records, mired in lawsuits and
questions of ownership, left off.

Until June 12 of this year
Charlie Greene was President
and co-owner of Greene Bottle
with Famous Music, when Fa-
mous ‘‘severed” their relation-
ship. Greene subsequently sued
Famous and un-named persons
for $25 million.

Knight Claims Rights To

B NEW YORK—Terry Knight
held a press conference last
week (23) to announce that he
has been informed through a
certified letter irom Mark Far-
ner, Mel Schacher and Don
Brewer that the new Grand
Funk Railroad album and single
will be released as called for
by their Exclusive Recording
Artist Agreement with him.

The album, tentatively titled
“Phoenix,” is scheduled for re-
lease ‘“‘around September 15,
barring unforseen delays,” and
the single, “Rock n’ Roll Soul,”
is set for release this week,
(28).

Knight said that the letter
stated: “Terry Knight doing
business as Good Knight Pro-
ductions and we are parties
to an Agrement in connection
with the production of phono-

graph records dated May 1,
1969 . . . This is to notify you
that we are commencing re-
cording under said contract.”
The letter was signed, accord-
ing to Knight, “Very truly
yours, Mark Farner, Mel Sch-
acher, Donald Brewer.”
Knight stated that the album,
presently being recorded in
Nashville, will be distributed
by Capitol and released on the
honorary Grand Funk Railroad
label. He added that the certi-
fied letter was ‘“the first com-
munication I've received from
them in nearly six months.
This album is not my produc-
tion. I've heard the record and
I'm not pleased with the pro-
duction. I've been told that it
was produced by the members
of Grand Funk Railroad.”

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Kirshner Smiles
When They Play
Oldies

B NEW YORK—No one could
be happier about such current
musical movements as the rock
& roll oldies trend and the
resurgence of the melodic song-
writer than Don Kirshner. The
man who at the age of 38 has
already enjoyed one of the most
phenomenally successful ca-
reers in music business history,
now stands atop a worldwide
multi-media company, Kirsh-
ner Entertainment Corporation,
which successfully encompasses
nearly every kind of music and
entertainment in the pop field.
And his enterprises, especially
in the area of publishing, in
which he has been involved
with an incredible number of
hits over the past decade or so,
are ever-expanding.

As Donnie, as he is known to
almost everyone, put it in a
recent interview with Record
World, “all the things I was
involved in earlier in my ca-
reer are happening again now.
T have alwayvs believed in up,
happy melodies, and there’s a
real resurgence of this in to-
day’s marketplace.” (The list
of big names who were or are
associated with Kirshner is end-
less, but it includes such super-
stars as Carole King, Neil Dia-

mond, Barry Mann, Cynthia
Weill, Neil Sedaka, Howard
Greenfield, the Monkees, the

Archies, the Beatles and David
Gates just to name a few.)
Asked to speculate about the
current doldrums in the indus-
try, Kirshner, who has been
aptly called “the man with the
golden ear, and inappropriately
labeled the “King of Bubble-
gum,” noted that ‘“the world
is ready for another touchable
group. When the Beatles be-
came untouchable, I introduced
the Monkees, and while they
were hot they outsold the Beat-
les. Then in 1969, in the midst
of the Vietnam war and the
riots, we had the Archies with
‘Sugar, Sugar,” which sold
six million copies around the
world, Now we need a new
group like that. and I’'m work-
ing on a few things in that

As for other current activ-
ities, Kirshner, “a triple threat
record man, publisher and pro-
ducer, noted the heavy activity
o7 many of his copyrights, es-
pecially in England where Neil
Sedaka’s “Breaking Up Is Hard
to Do” by the Partridge Family
and Carole King’s “Locomotion”
by Little Eva are smash hits
again. There will be a three
hour TV special this fall feat-
uring New York Knicks star
Jerry Lucas (see story else-
where in this issue). Also on
the TV end, he has a musical
about four kids in the old West
set for ABC. Cher’s new single
is published by Kirshner, as is
Neil Sedaka’s. And not surpris-
ingly, there are several other
major deals in the works.

In summing up his view of
his activities as they relate
to the overall music scene,
Kirshner ended by observing
that “we all become labeled
by whatever success we have,.
The fact that I had the Monkees
and the Archies causes me to be
labeled as ‘bubblegum,” but
people forget about my involve-
ment with the Black market
(records by the Cookies, Drift-
ers, Little Eva and others) and
the English market (hits by
Herman’s Hermits, the Animals,
etc)).” And who could call
Carole King, Barry Mann or
Neil Diamond bubblegum at
this stage of the game?

At any rate, the Kirshner
empire goes forward, and if the
past is any indication, we may
soon be reaching out for an-
other touchable group that will
fill whatever musical gaps
exist today.

David Geffen:

“It's The Arhst Nol The Company”

B David Geffen is the President
of Asylum Records. He is also,
with FElliott Roberts, half of
the Geffen-Roberts management
company. (Geffen himself dis-
likes the word “management”’
and prefers “direction” in fits
place.) Geffen is also widely
known in the business as a
tough negotiator. In the main,
these are the three areas the
following Dialogue covers: the
meteoric rise of his record com-
pany, his ideas onm “manage-
ment,” and his theories and feel-
ings on the making of deals.

David Geffen

RW: Why did you pick Atlantic to take your label to?
DG: I've done a lot of business with Atlantic, Crosby Stills
Nash and Young, which is a lot of business in itself, but mostly

because I really like the people at Atlantic a great deal. Jerry
Greenberg is probably one of the most enthusiastic energetic
people in the record business, and all of the people have gone
out of their way to be so helpful to me for years, and it never
occurred to me to go anywhere else and the fact of the matter
is that I never discussed it with anybody else. I never talked
to any other record companies. It was a very experimental ven-
ture when it started. For us because we’d never done it before,
for them because we were going to be giving them a certain
kind of artist that they were never really heavy into before.
More a kind of singer-songwriter.

RW: One would think that because this was the kind of art-
ist they hadn’t handled before that you would have second
thoughts?

DG: They can handle anything. Atlantic isn’t the prettiest
record company in the world, by that I mean their offices aren’t
real groovy, and a lot of their advertising is kind of funky,
Ahmet Ertegun’s office is not very impressive, but the people
are impressive, they can do anything, and the job they do is stag-
gering.

RW: It never occurred to you to start a little companyv and
go with independents?

DG: No

RW: Do you think as a record company you have a special
advantage because you also manage key acts?

DG: I think we have a special advantage because we’'re man-
agement-oriented and we’re looking out for the artist whether
we manage them or not and we try to handle them like we were
the managers.

RW: Which acts do you manage and which do you not?

DG: We manage Eagles, Jackson Browne, Judee Sill, Joni
Mitchell, we don't manage Linda Ronstadt or Jo Jo Gunne,
Steve Ferguson.

RW: How do you account for the remarkable initial success
of this company?

DG: It’s a bunch of things. First of all it’s fine artists making
good records, fantastic amount of help from Atlantic records,
and ultimately it’s radio stations picking up on it. Without radio
station support you’re just not going to reach an audience. To
me it’s really surprising how open radio stations have been be-
cause before Asylum all the artists that we've been involved
with had instant success and were big stars and everybody said,

“Wow, don’t think that’s where it’ at, you can’t get anything
new played on the radio.” 1 always believed that if something’s
good it’s going to somehow reach its audience and it does, be-
cause radio stations are looking for new things to program, and
they support all the new things that are happening that they
believe are good.

RW: Do you have any confidence in the possibility of break-
ing an act with little or no airplay?

DG: It’s possible, but it’s very hard. It’s so hard it’s even im-
possible to tell you how hard it is. If Laura Nyro had one hit
single in all these years she would have sold hundreds and hun-
dreds and hundreds of thousands of albums, more than she has.
She’s become a star and an important artist and her songs have
gotten exposure through other artists, but if she had received
the exposure she would have been an important star. And you
can't put down stations for not playing her records because
they play the hits, and all of those records she released had a
shot, they got exposure and they never made it. And that’s the
most you can ask for: a shot.

RW: Her “Wedding Bell Blues,” how long did that carry?

DG: Bill Drake programmed that record on KHJ and it was a hit
on KHJ and it didn’t spread. It just didn’t. A lot of people say
well the record company fucked up, I don’t believe that’s nec-
essarily true, I believe that if a record doesn’t happen, it didn’t
happen. If it got the shot. That’s the most you can ask for.

RW: When you started Asylum were you saying things like
this is going to be a small little record company . ..

DG: 1t is a small little record company . . .

RW: It’s burgeoning though.

DG: It’s growing, and hopefully it won’t grow too big to main-
tain the same kind of personal involvement that we now have
now with everybody.

RW: That’s essential?

DG: 1t’s essential for Asylum Records, 1 don’t know if it’s
essential for the record business. God knows it must be impos-
sible for Clive Davis to have as strong a personal relationship
with every one of his artists as we have with ours, but then it’s
perfectly understandable because he’s only a man and it’'s a
big big company. It’s a great company, he does a great job, but
it’s different. Every record company has a different kind of ap-
peal, personally when I first came to California I thought A&M
was just the most appealing company. Tiny little company with
six or seven artists. Now they have a lot. And it’s still a pretty
intimate company. I don’t think I want to be as big as A&M,
hopefully we’d like to be a small successful company. If all the
artists are successful . . .

" RW: Others in the business seems to have a great deal of
difficulty breaking artists, establishing artists.

DG: 1 don’t think it’s difficult to break an artist. First of
all you have to have a good artist who makes a good record,
you do a good job for them and it will break. I think it’s inevi-
table just like spring follows winter., If you go out and sign
lots and lots of artists and then you claim how difficult it is to
break them all. That’s not only difficult, it’s impossible. It has
to be done with tremendous care and love, new artists are being
broken every week. Problem is that so many record companies
are releasing so many records, just so many records, and they
say well it's difficult to break an artist, but if some companies
get one out of twenty they’re happy.

RW: Is it part of the future of your company to acquire major
established artists?

DG: Not if the artist wants astronomical fees, they have to
go to Columbia for that, we can’t afford it. That’s not the kind

Easy Vibes

® HOLLYWOOD—It was real-
ly a night of slow and easy
vibes as Pete Seeger and Arlo
Guthrie traded songs on the
stage of the Hollywood Bowl
last week.

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There’s A Hole
In Daddy’s Arm

N LOS ANGELES — Cream
Records’” “Search For Sam
Stone” continues this weelis,
picking up support in major
markets like Philadelphia, San
Francisco, and Baltimore, and
indicating that the project may
in fact eventually turn up a
sizeable number of “Sam
Stones.”

The search, says Wayne Ben-
nett, Vice President of Cream,
originally started as a way to
promote Cream’s single on
Swamp Dogg, “Sam Stone,”
“but it’s turning into a legiti-
mate public service project.”

Legitimate, of course, de-
pends on the need for such a
project. And there’s no denying
the need: the Army reluctantly
admits that 10< of returning
Viet Nam veterans have “an
adjustment problem.” An ad-
Justment problem is simply a
euphemism for drug addiction,
and to a lesser degree, jobless-
ness. What Cream’s “Search
For Sam Stone” does is organize
community groups behind a
radio station’s promotion to
find Vets that are either addict-
ed to hard drugs, or without
jobs, and get them 1) off drugs,
and 2) a job.

The number of potential Sam
Stones in this country is stag-
gering. Of the 500,000 vets
recently re-cycled back into the
country the government’s own
percentage figure gives you
approximately 50,000 men in
trouble. Figuring back, over the
eight years of the war nearly
2%2million men have been re-
turned from duty in Viet Nam,
which means potentially 250,000
who have needed help at one
time or another.

“The army simply can’t take
care of all these guys,” says
Bennett, “and the approach
we’re taking is that the radio
is probably the one uniting
force for the people who want
to help and the people who need
help.”

Cream supplies promotional
material for radio stations to
exploit the campaign. Posters,
records, pre-produced radio
spots, and other helpful items.

How is it working? “In Phila-

delphia,” says Bennett, “in the
first week WDAS found fourteen
supporting agencies that would
help the GI’s and during the
first thirty day period the agen-
cies turned up 200 prospective
‘Sam Stones’.” In San Francisco
KFRC is about to start the
campaign, and Drake’s office is
waiting to see how it goes
there before they recommend it
for their other stations. Bennett
says the only major problem
so far is co-ordinating commun-
ity groups in local areas, but
it's beginning to smooth out.
,“It’s too early to declare cures,”
he said, “but we’ve got some
people in the program, and
we’ve gotten some job place-
ment.” He is confident that with
radio station support the cam-
paign will be very successful.

“Right now,” he said, “It’s
the coastal cities that are more
tuned into the need for finding
these guys, because so far its
their problem. But as these
guys go home, drift back into
middle America these big city
problems with drug addicts are
going to turn up in the strang-
est places.” He pointed out
that a habit that can be sup-
ported on $8 a week in Viet
Nam costs $100 a day back
home.”

“Guys have told me about
how the Army is getting real
good at stopping marijuana
coming onto the bases over
there, and really all that’s done
is turn more guys onto smack
and cocaine because that’s
what they get.”

But the Sam Stone search
isn’t soley for drug addicts.
“Take the guy who managed to
stay off hard drugs over there
and came back and couldn’t
find a job because all he’d been
trained to do since he got out of
high school is be a solider.
That guy’s ripe for something.”
Therefore, as much effort in
this program is going into job
placement as the drug problem.

Bennett feels the need for
this kind of project is now,
because if something isn’t done
it won’t go away nicely, obedi-
ently in a short time. “We
could have this problem for a
whole generation if it ‘isn't
stopped now,” he said.

He then began to
swear at them, whereupon, the
police began to club and kick
him. The bloodied Casady was
handcuffed and thrown to the
floor in an office backstage.
When Grace Slick entered the
room to find out what was hap-
pening, the police pushed her
and put her into a headlock,
smashed her eveglasses, pulled
her hair, and maced her in the
face. Kantner tried to defend

her and they both were ar-
rested.
After the fighting subsided

Casady was charged with abus-
ing an officer; Kantner with
profanity and assaulting an
officer, and Slick with assault-
ing an officer. Bail of $500 for
Slick and $200 for the others
was posted, and the three were
treated and x-rayed at Akron
City hospital and released, al-
though final results are not yvet
available.

of business I'm in. If I'm going into that business, I'd rather be
a banker or trade stocks. I want to build artists and have some
kind of rapport with them.

If I'm representing an artist with a record company where
it’s really questionable as far as I'm concerned as to what’s go-
ing to happen, I want that record company to extend themselves
upfront, the most they can to kind of keep them tied in there.
At Asylum records we’re tied in and every artist has us as
insurance.

If Neil Young said to me, 1 want insurance for my future,
I’ve been making records for eight years and I want a huge
amount of money and I want something with Asylum, then I've
gotta pass. Cause I’m not going to buy anybody, no matter what.
When Linda Ronstadt’s contract was up with Capitol, she was
offered deals for very large amounts of money from many rec-
ord companies, and we gave her a very minimal advance, very
minimal, $25,000, and she was offered hundreds of thousands
of dollars. She wanted to be with us and we wanted to be with
her, and there’s nothing we wouldn’t do for her. It’'s such a high
feeling to know that someone wants to be with you. It commits
you in a way that money could never commit you.

RW: What kind of deal do you have with Atlantie?

DG: It’s very unusual. Elliot and I called Ahmet and told him
that we wanted to record these people that we believe in and
that we wanted to make a deal with him. He said great, how
much will it cost? I said look, we’ll put up the money, we be-
lieve in them enough, and we’ll give you the direction that we
want it to go in. You give us distribution and the support that
we need. For him it was a dream deal, it wasn’t going to cost
him anything. He stood to lose very little, but he believed in it
and he was willing to take a shot with it and it’s been very suc-
cessful, and I'm as happy for him as I am for me.

RW: Can you tell me how you put the original Byrds deal
together and who wanted it and why?

DG: Everybody wanted it, and why? Because it was great
musie, part of pop music history. We're old friends, and Roger
and David really had the idea to do it. It was difficult to work
out because Roger was on Columbia, you know. It took about a
yvear to put this project together. It finally came together because
Clive Davis didn’t want to stand in the way of the record being
made, I think it was really that simple. I think that’s the right
attitude. If there’s a group of musicians that includes musicians
under contract to me and that record’s going to go somewhere
else, I'm not going to stand in the way of its being made, no
matter what. Much as I’d like to have it, if it’s going to be a great
record, if I can’t have it, I’ll listen to it. I'll be happy to listen
to it, so I'm not going to stand in the way. I mean any of our
artists that want to record with artists on other labels are free
to do so, I wouldn’t stand in the way of anybody making a record.

RW: You’ve said before with your management company that
no contracts ever exist?

DG: Well, we have no contracts as personal managers with
any of our clients. Anytime anybody wants to leave, they can
go. That’s it.

RW: What’s the reason for that?

DG: I don’t think that I want to be involved on as intimate
a relationship as a personal manager with anybody if they don’t
want to be with me, The relationshiip is based on a certain
amount of love and understanding and mutuality and all those
things and if they don’t exist what’s the point of having it? If
the only point in having a relationship is money it’'s never going
to work anyway.

RW: Artists like that?

DG: Oh yeah. Artists don’t want to sign contracts ever.

RW: Do you think that running a record company really comes
down to taste?

DG: Oh, without question. It’s/very important to have the
best promotion and the best distribution, but I know of records
that have gone to #1 out of Tulsa, Oklahoma or someplace, with
one promo guy and no distribution because the record was great,
or it appealed to a gigantic amount of people. The best answer
to any of this is making the best records, get ’em around and
hope people will pick up on ’em. I don’t know a whole lot about
it, compared to Ahmet Ertegun who’s been doing it since I was
drinking out of bottles, he knows about ag much as you can

Rocking The Hard Way

® LOS ANGELES—The open-
ing act at the Hollywood Palladi-
um was Bearsville’s Foghat and
it was apparent that before long,
this fine group will be getting
top billing.

Argent Oversteps

Next came Epic’s Argent, an-
other British import fast gain-
ing popularity in this country.

Bob Tench
on vocals has just the right
earthy quality to complement
Beck’s flamboyantly compli-
cated style, while ex-Vanilla
Fudge members, Carmine Ap-
pice and Tim Bogert add a
solid foundation as well as a
fair amount of prestige. Max
Middleton on piano is excellent
and it is apparent that this
combination of talent is one of
the best ever for Beck.

Performing numbers from
both past and present albums,
Beck was tops. He is a show-
man, respected, loved and often
resented for his egotistical
ways, he 1is nevertheless a
master of the guitar, High-
lights were “Tonight T'll be
Staying Here With You,” an
excellent version of “Morning
Dew” and the final number in
which the audience, spurred
on by Beck, chanted “Let me
Love you Baby”—and they did.

Dede Dabney Participation in the Black commun-

ity, Black politics and the immed-

iate company unit have caused many to take a

second look at the music explosion vibrating

from Stax Records.

Music along with lyrics that accentuate memor-
able "hook" lines, delivery from the artist
balance the Stax revolution fulfilling the pro-
ducers creative needs.

Stax has set an example by economically raising
the standard of living for Blacks as well as
whites, dealing with the value of encouraging
creativity. Variety is certainly the spice of
life and no one knows better than Stax, through
the silk 'n soul of Billy Eckstine; the uncanny
voice of the "Black Moses," Isaac Hayes; the
gospel soul of the Staple Singers and the spirit
of Maceo Woods in church.

Along with their many subsidiaries, Gospel
Truth, KoKo, Enterprise, Volt, and We Produce,

Stax "knows that yesterday is but today's memory
and tomorrow is today's dream."

NATRA '72 was undeniably the most static ridden
convention that we have ever attended. Seemingly
once you entered the Marriott Hotel you could
feel the presence of tension, dissention and un-
happiness. However, we are aware of the fact
that many attended with positive thoughts and
many positive ideas.

The attendance was tremendous with participators
migrating from far and near. Problems started
to occur during registration and followed straight
through to the awards dinner.

Two days during the convention we were without
electricity which created a hinderous situation
causing many not to attend the two seminars
planned for that afternoon.

Feelings were hurt, mental anxiety caused many
to return to their homes empty with nothing to do
or say but to throw up their hands in defeat.

Awards night was better than Ringling Brothers
and Barnum & Bailey's Circus, all that was needed
was a center ring. Thom Bell's theme for NATRA
'72 was one of the better highlights of the dinner
not to mention the meal itself. The question
which has been asked over and over again is "what
is the criteria for such an awards function®"

The only positive result of NATRA '72 held in
Philadelphia was that the financial status of the
organization was rebuilt so that possibly next
year the negativeness which was a definite result
of this convention can become once again positive.

Capitol’s Belkin:
Time For R&B

® PHILADELPHIA — C(apitol
Records is embarking on a
major campaign to establish
itself as a force in the r&b
field, according to Vice Presi-
dent Herb Belkin.

At the recent NATRA con-

vention here, Belkin, who is
spearheading the drive, stressed
that “NATRA has had an im-
pact on us as a company. Our
participation has given us a
chance to get our A&R and
promotion men together to sit
down and make guidelines for
our r&b effort.”

“In the past,” he continued,
“we have pushed most of our
energies into Invictus. Now,
while we're still distributing
that label, we’'re concentrating
our A&R and r&b efforts on our
roster of Black artists, and
those on Shelter. We’re cur-
rently simmering, if not cook-
ing, on the contemporary
scene, and now it's time to get
into r&b.

Belkin pointed to the Persua-
sions, the Persians and Skippy
Jackson, a new Capitol discov-
ery whom he described as “one
of the most colorful artists
around,” as potential r&b stars.
And Shelter’s D. J. Rogers,
Black Grass and Little Dion,
in addition to Freddie King, are
others that he and his staff will
be concentrating on.

He added that “we want good,
credible product; we want to
be selective. There’s been a re-
turn of spirit to the company,
and I want to inject that spirit
into our r&b efforts.

It will be released through
Columbia Pictures.

Also, a live Ip from the con-
cert will be released in con-
junction with the movie around
Christmas on Stax. Points from
both the film and the Ip are re-
portedly going to the Watts
Summer Festival, a non-profit
charitable organization.

B NEW YORK — In the enter-
tainment industry, black isn’t
just beautiful, it’s beautiful busi-
ness. Broadway and Hollywood
are now moving down an avenue
that the Record Industry has
been following for quite some
time. In recent years, The Bud-
dah Group has been a leader in
the field of r&b, with a continu-
ing effort that has now put them
at the threshold of enormous suc-
cess, inlicated this year by their
excellent showing in the NATRA
Awards.

“We have always done very
well with the sales of black sin-
gles,” commented Cecil Holmes,
vice-president of the Buddah
Group, but we can now match up
with anyone in the area of al-
bums as well.” Among the albums
cited by Holmes are the current
smash hit “Super Fly” by Cur-
tis Mayfield, “Brother, Brother,
Brother” by the Isley Brothers,
“Two Sides of Laura Lee” and
the Honey Cone’s just released
“Love, Peace & Soul.” “In terms
of sales, ‘Super Fly’ will be the
biggest album Buddah has ever
been involved with,” said Holmes.
“The album has now passed the
400,000 mark and Buddah has re-
quested certification for this al-
bum as well as the ‘Still Bill’ al-
bum, from which the two and a
half million selling single ‘Lean
On Me’ and Bill Withers’ current
single ‘Use Me’ were taken.” The
Isley Brothers “Brother, Broth-
er, Brother” is charted in the
Top 40, while the LP’s from
Laura Lee and the Honey Cone
(who have 3 gold singles to their
credit) are both strong con-
tenders.

In commenting on the sudden
surge of success in album sales,
Holmes credited not only Vice-
president and marketing director
Joe Fields, and national sales
manager Marty Hirsch, as well
as the promotional staffs, but
also the fact that black FM sta-

tions have now come into their
own. By giving the same in-depth
service to these stations that The
Buddah Group has given to the
black AM stations, they have
obtained highly effective ex-
posure for the Ip work of artists
like Mayfield, Withers, Laura
Lee, the Isley’s and Honey Cone.
In addition to these artists, the
total r&b roster of The Buddah
Group has depth. Barbara Ma-
son, a consistent seller for sev-
eral years with recent hits like
“Bed and Board” and her new
release “Woman and Man” is
moving toward star status. Like-
wise Zulema Cusseaux, newly-
signed singer/songwriter on Sus-
sex, is one of the big comers.
Exuma lends a calypso flavor to
his r&b style, with new single,
“Brown Girl” off his new album
“Reincarnation.”

The Stairsteps are just releas-
ing their new single “Every Sin-
gle Way,” as are the Washington,
D. C. group, Soul Searchers with
“We The People.” Chee Chee &
Peppy had a big single with “I
Know I'm In Love” and their
producer, Jesse James, has him-
self entered the market as a
singer and recording artist. The
surprise success in r&b of Eddie
Senay’s album “Hot Thang” has
a lot of head turned in his direc-
tion awaiting his new release.
The Trammps, coming off a solid
r&b hit with their single “Zing
Went The Strings” are expecting
an even greater success with the
up-coming ‘60 Minute Man.”
And on Hot Wax, 100 Proof has
a former Record World pick in
“Don’t Scrateh,” flanked by Lau-
ra Lee’s latest single release “If
You Can Beat Me Rockin’ (You
Can Have My Chair)”.

With regard to the future,
Holmes noted that The Buddah
Group is out looking for avail-
able hit artists to enlarge further
their roster. “To sum it up,” said

And a lot of
credit must be given to The Bud-
dah Group’s co-presidents Neil
Bogart and Art Kass, who have
long understood that r&b should
not be treated as a separate en-
tity. They have given me full
backing and have brought all our
projects into the mainstream of
the company’s activity. The re-
sults speak for themselves.”

know, and when I was starting out in the business I met him
one time and I said to him “How do you get rich in the music
business?” and he looked at me and he scratched his head, which
was bald at the time, and he said to me “Walk very slowly.”
I said “Walk slowly?” and he said “Yeah, and maybe one day
you’ll bump into a genius and a genius will make you rich.”
Artists make record companies much more so than record com-
panies make artists. Record companies don’t make artists, artists
are born. Artists make businessmen successful, I think. I think
if anybody’s responsible for our success it’s Crosby, Stills, Nash
and Young and Joni Mitchell and Laura and Jackson. We've
made our contribution to them. That's why we're all together.
But I think we owe it all to them.

RW: At the time you started this company the record business
was dominated by the large corporation and people who were big
big companies and it didn’t really seem to a lot of people that
little record companies could not make a go of it.

DG: T think that little record companies could, could have, can
make a go of it today, will in the future, if they’re run prudently
and if the people who run keep the whole thing in the right per-
spective, It’s really artists. Artists are the key to the whole
thing. Great records. There’s no great secret to it all. What is
the difference between Decca Records and Atlantic Records? It’s
hard to drag up examples, but they’re both record companies
and they both put out records, they both distribute, promote, sell,
all that. The only difference is the artists. It’s the artists that
make a great record company, the artists they’ve chosen to nur-
ture. Ahmet’s walked very slowly and run into a lot of geniuses.
But there he is walking, I mean he’s on the street. You can run
into him in the sleeziest club, you know, he’s fantastic. He’s
walking slowly and he’s taking his own advice:

RW: How did you come in contact with America?

DG: They called us up, they felt that the kind of thing we
were doing suited them and they wanted to be with us. We met
them and we liked them and we decided to get together. It was
really that simple.

RW: What do you think was lacking that you can provide?

DG: Direction.

RW: Are you happy with the way they’re being handled by the
record company?

DG: Am I happy with the way their record company has
handled them? Let’s put it this way: they made a record and it
came out and it sold 2 million albums. I'd say Warner Brothers
has done a very fine job.

RW: Are you interested in putting together any more of those
kinds of albums like the Byrds?

DG: Sure, I'd love to put together something like the original
Buffalo Springfield, but it’s not something I could put together.
It’s something only those musicians could put together. I didn’t
put the Byrds together, The Byrds put that album together.

RW: OK, I'll rephrase the question: do you think that will
happen again?

DG: Yeah I think it’s possible. If the circumstances are right
and people will let it happen. People have to let these things
happen, you have to nurture them, you have to be a baby doctor,
and if Clive Davis had said “no, Roger can’t make this record,”
it just wouldn’t have happened.

RW: Aside from the pleasure of seeing a good album come out,
what does Clive Davis get out of it?

DG: You’d have to ask Clive Davig but I think he gets a lot
of pleasure from running an enormous company and watching
it grow . ..

RW: But is there something due him in the future?

DG: David Crosby is going to make a record with Roger
McGuinn. Yes.

RW: Your reputation in the music business is in part as a
great deal maker . .. ,

DG: 1 can’t buy that. There are lots of people who can make
deals. There’s not anything particularly special about a good
deal maker. I think there’s something particularly special about
a bad deal maker, on the other hand, To me that really stands out
like a sore thumb, people who go out and make bad deals,
insane deals.

RW: You’re speaking from a record company point of view
new?

DG: A deal is two sides, right? The guy who’s selling and the
guy who’s buying. A good deal is a deal that’s good for the
buyer and good for the seller. If it isn’t good both ways, it isn’t
a good deal. And usually it ends up being a bad deal for both
parties. Because if you’ve sold something for more than its
worth down the line someone’s going to find out that they’'ve
been had and they’re going to react to it. It’s dangerous.

RW: What do you look for in a deal?

DG: A home, To me it’s a home. It’s never a question of who's
the highest bidder. You make the best deal with the place you
want to be. To me, that’s the best deal. If Neil Young wants to
stay with Reprise, for instance, the best deal than can be made
for Neil Young is the best deal that can be made at Reprise.
Another record company might offer twice as much as Reprise,
but if that’s all that they’re going to offer at Reprise and that’s
where you want to be, that’s the best deal you can make. I think
you have to choose where you want to be. People who put them-
selves on the open market for the highest bidder are fools.
Fools. I've never done that. I've always picked the companies
and made the best deal I could. I think I’ve made deals that have
been successful all the way around. For instance, Crosby, Stills,
Nash and Young resigned with their respective record com-
panies for a year ago for no advance. 1 could have gotten many,
many millions of dollars at some companies. But to me it’'s all
academic. I believe in their future; I believe in the record com-
pany. If you believe you’re going to make it, the other is aca-
demic. I'd just as soon have them work that much harder to
make all that money than to insure it up front. I believe that’s
destructive for an artist. I never look for it, ever. To me getting
four or five million dollars up front for a record contract is
madness. It’s insane. It’s bad business, it’s bad for the artist,
it’s bad for everybody.

RW: Puts inordinate pressure on the artist?

DG: Look. Someone’s life’s gotta change when they know that
no matter what they do whether it sells or not they get five
million dollars, it’s got to change, it’s impossible not to. Neil
Young knows that if he sells a million records he’s going to
make a lot of money and he knowsg that if he doesn’t make a
record that’s good he’s not going to make any money., He’s going
to work that much harder to make a good record. If the pressure
wag off him completely, T don’t know what would happen, I tend
to think he’d be less into it. I mean Laura Nyro, ever since she
got this huge deal with Columbia hasn’t recorded a song that
she’s written. Now Laura Nyro’s got millions of dollars and she’s
retired practically. She’s not making records, she doesn’t seem
to be anyway.

RW: That happens generally?

DG: I wouldn’t say it happens generally, but it happens. It'’s
not something I would want to do, however I think Columbia
Records thinks they made a good deal. I'm glad that I made the
deal with them. I'd rather own 80,000 shares of CBS stock than
Laura Nyro’s publishing company.

RW: Me and you both.

DG: But look, you can’t always make good deals. Not every
deal is a winner. But I think that Clive Davis, rightfully so,
believes in Laura Nyro, and I think that’s important. He believes
in Laura Nyro and that’s all that counts.
