B At Elektra's recent sales convtntion in Phoenix Arizona, label
President Jac Holzman was able to announce two major achieve-
ments of the sales organization during the last year: a 42 per cent
increase in volume in 72 over '71 on fewer releases; and another
100 per cent increase in sales on the Nonesuch line over the pre-
vious year (the previous year had been 100 per cent over 1970).
During the convention Holzman and WEA President Joel Friedman
held an open interview for the WEA sales personnel, dubbed “The
Jac and Joel Show,” which is the basis for this week’'s Dialogue.

Joel Friedman: Why has Elektra released fewer albums this
year than last?

Jac Holzman: We record more records than we release. 1'd hate
to tell you what we scrap every year. Over the last three years
we’ve probably scrapped a quarter of a million dollars in mast-
ers, but I'd rather scrap a master that we don’t feel works than
have you go out there and chase it. Mo now and Joe have a
roster of artists with a broad base of acceptance and they’re
always out there trying with new artists, and that’s good, be-
cause new artists are the raw seed of what we do. One of the
beautiful things about this business is when an artist like Carly
Simon becomes a star and you get letters and phone cal's from
the heads of other companies because they know you have brought
a vital new element into this industry which propels the momen-
tum in the music industry for years to come. And that’s what it’s
all about.

Friedman: Let’s talk about Carly for a minute. You started
off the year for Elektra with a Harry Chapin push at the last
convention. An album that's gone gold, as far as I'm concerned,
has always been an album that’s reached the million selling
mark, and yet from time to time you hear about albums such as
Carole King or the Carpenters that sell well beyond the million
units. Why do albums like that have such initial market penetra-
tion, what kinds of conditions make those albums more attractive
to buyers, and more important, what can we at WEA do to get
someone like Carly into that range?

Holzman: There’s an awful lot more phonographs out there
than there are record buyers—that’s been proven by the tre-
mendous success the television packages have had. TV is the
new way to reach the potential audience. Michael Kapp asked
me how many albums do I think of that polka set that we've all
seen advertised on television, sold? The answer was well in
excess of a million polka albums. Now that must mean that
every potential polka fan in the United States has been reached.
It has been said many times before and it’s worth repeating,
that a million dollar album, which represents 475 to 500,000 units,
a gold record, is really not such an achievement when you figure

4 or 5 people to every home that we're reaching—maybe one
per cent of the population. If we're reaching only one per cent
of the population, we’re not doing our job. A platinum record
doubles that figure, but we're still not doing our job. Carly
Simon or Carole King, these are artists who transcend normal
musical categories into which everybody in the music business
likes to bag artists. We’ve become accustomed to a philosophy
in the last couple of years, that catalogue doesn’t sell, which is
not true, and a record is going to sell most of what it’s going to
sell within 90 days of its release. That'’s true, if you only promote
for ninety days. Mel and Joel were telling me last night that
there was a suggestion that we go out and re-market Carly
all over again, which of course is absolutely right. That’s the
philosophy. We've got to keep marketing the artist, if the music
is there, you just must keep chasing it. Carly will have a whole
new marketing campaign in new marketing dollars as of the
end of this convention. And that’s going to be our job: keep
chasing, We've had experience with our last year with Bread. The
Bread album came out in January and you guys were still
submitting substantial orders for it nine months later and that
album went well over a million, and that earned its platinum
record. The record company’s got a couple of things to do. We
got to find new ways to nationally market records. I think you're
going to see one of those in the product presentation. We have
to get off our asses and go out into the stores which we might
not normally cover and develop new retail outlets. We've all got
to think about new ways we can reach people because at least
50 per cent of American homes have lp phonographs that are
capable of playing records but we’re just not reaching them.
So that means more effort. Of course, the artist, the producer
and the record company have got to give you the record. We've
done that with Bread, we’ve done that with Carly Simon. She's
an artist who has a special magic, a special intensity that appeals
to people that are not normally record buyers. And that’s where
those sales come from, people who are not normally record buyers
who don’t normally go into record shops but who are pulled into
record shops and who buy maybe two or three albums a year.
Those are the Carole Kings, Carly Simons, those special records.

Friedman: One of Jac’s new year's resolutions this yvear is
that in 1973 he’s going to take a Branch Manager to lunch. Now
as far as I'm concerned, our biggest problem is returns. What
can be done to reduce the present high percentage of returns?

Holzman: You can reduce it down to zero by not releasing
any albums. But really, care is the answer. Care on the part of
the record company in issuing what they really believe in. Every
record’s got promise, and somebody’s got to chase it. Care on
your part in allocating the proper number of records to each
account, not over-selling. I hate to say that, and I really don’t
mean to say that. I mean to say be apt in what you put into
an account. There’s a kind of excitement that happens when a
record keeps moving out of the stores, and the store owner
has to constantly re-order. And even Amos Heilicher might
know the name of the record instead of just the number. If you
send in an order for ten thousand, gotta have them right away,
we say wow, ten thousand, better manufacture 20,000 because
they might come back next week and it goes all the way up the
line until we're sitting—we’ve got a lot of records on our hands.
That’s a very uncomfortable situation and it’s led to practice by a
lot of companies which we would like to see eliminated eventually
—the dumping of records, for instance. Very bad. Destroys artists,
and it destroys a label’s credibility. We've done it ourselves
and have been guilty of it. We won’t be guilty again. One of
the great advantages of a branch system that we never had with
independent distribution is communication, talking with each
other, being realistic and taking care.

Friedman: Would you advocate a fixed return percentage to

LOS ANGELES Last
Thursday evening (18) in Los
Angeles, the Rolling Stones
performed at the Forum The-

ater in a benefit concert for
the Nicaraguan earthquake
vietims. The incredible draw-

ing power of the group was
demonstrated by the fact that
they were able to raise over
$500,000 with tickets scaled
from $10 to $100. This was, of
course, an all time record
gross for a single concert. Just
as interesting and remarkable
are some of the circumstances
that led to the concert and
almost kept the show from go-
ing on.

In the fall of last year, the
Rolling Stones decided to do
a limited tour centered around
Japan, and including Hawaii
and Australia. Peter Rudge,
the Stone’s incredibly cool
headed yet persuasive tour
manager, left for a location
survey in November with Chip
Monck, the lighting and pro-
duction designer who had so
brilliantly turned a craft into
an art during the Stones last
tour of America. Upon return-
ing from the preliminary
scouting tour, Monck and his

stafl’ set out to design the
plans for the new tour, The
Stones at this time were in

Jamaica recording their new-
est album, having decided to
cancel the release of the live
in concert lp of their Ameri-
can tour. But an ominous
cloud in the form of hard drug
charges raised against Keith
Richard in France loomed as
a4 serious threat to the Stones
planned tour,

Australia and Japan both
decided not to permit the
Stones entry visas. Curiously,
the rationale for such a deci-
sion was not declared to relate
to Richard, but rather to Jag-
ger’s conviction of drug pos-
session in London two years
a4go.

An earthquake in Nicaragua
opened the next chapter on
this ill-fated tour. Mick's wife,

Bianca, was understandably
distraught about the where-
abouts of her parents, who

were living in Nicaragua. She
and Mick returned to London,
then they both flew to Jamaica
and then to Nicaragua to per-
sonally seek out information
as to the safety of her family.
After this trip, Mick joined

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the rest of the Stones back in
Jamaica, The tragedy of Nica-
ragua, ironically, provided the
Stones with a totally unsched-
uled opportunity to do a bene-
fit concert in Los Angeles for
the victims of the crisis. Bill
Graham was to produce the
show, which would also in-
c¢lude Santana and Cheech and
Chong. Aside from the altruis-
tic motivations for the benefit,
the Stones probably hoped that
being allowed to enter Amer-
ica would serve as a good faith
go ahead signal to Australia
and Japan. The definite ap-
proval for the group to per-
form in America was not so
quickly  forthcoming.  Keith
Richard and Mick Jagger had

more than one specially ar-
ranged interview planned for
them with a member of the

U.S. consulate in Jamaica. It
was only several days before
the planned benefit that the
Stones were otficially notified
that they could indeed perform
in Los Angeles.

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Lew Irwin: New Kinds of News

B (News reporting on radio has
always been shunted into the
background, not necessarily the
most creative aspect of a station,
At KRLA in Los Angeles from
1965-69 Lew Irwin and the Cred-
ibility Gap changed a lot of peo-
ple’s minds about doing the news
on radio. He worked prior to
this at KPOL, did TV news in
L.A. on ABC, “Eye on New
York” PBA channel 28, and 1is
currently doing syndicated news
featurettes on KDAY and also a
weekly mnews show on KNBC
called “The Issue I18.”)
°

Record World: How did vour
ideas on news and especially
the Credibility Gap emerge?

Irwin: [ recognize the need
for alternative news on radio
stations that are engaged pri-
marily in dispensing entertain-
ment. It is a break in format,
especialiy for a contemporary
station, to go to Walter Cron-
kite for the news in the middle
of a rock and roll record. If
people really wanted to be in-
formed, to get all the informa-

tion necessary to make judg-
ments, the place to get it would
be a newspaper. Or possibly to
go to one of the all-news sta-
tions. There’s no legitimate
rationale in my mind for rock
& roll stations broadcasting 5
minute hourly newscasts, given
by the fact that by the push of
a button anybody can get any
news he wants any time of the
day. The only rationale for it
is one of law. Stations make
commitments to the FCC to
broadcast so much news. Given
that kind of situation, it
seemed to me what was needed
was an alternative kind of
news presentation, The concept
developed over the years. I've
always liked to play around,
especially with trivia. Danny
Kaye once did a weather report
on one of the shows I did, Ernie
Kovacks was on my television
show. 1 guess the guys that I
had on most often were Allen
& Rossi, doing schtiek.

RW: Were they doing news
with schtick, or schtick instead
of news?

Irwin: I would bring them
on as experts, my answer to
Eric Sevareid. They would give
their opinions on the news, and
in a funny way those things
had more to say about what
was happening than Walter
Cronkite’s commentary. It just
seemed to me that satire was a
legitimate form of commentary
and analysis, and it could be
reported as such to the FCC
as far as the local station is
concerned. Then I met Len
Chandler who is a folk singer,
when we were making a film
for ABC down in Alabama in
1966. Len wrote a musical nar-
ration for the film, which was
absolutely brilliant and did it
in maybe a half-hour. It seemed

Hotlen Outlines WHN's
Country Format

8 NEW YORK—According to
Alan Hotlen, WHN Program
Director, excitement has been
running high since the an-
nouncement was made that the

station would be going coun-
try. “It’s given new life and
vitality to our plans here, and
although there are still many

things still to be settled, such
as our promotion of the
change, it already feels like

a whole new station.” It had
been felt for a long time that
the MOR format at WHN did
not give a strong enough iden-
tity for the station, in a mar-
ket where competition is high,
and that they had peaked with
their audience appeal. “We've
been talking about the change
for about six months now.
We’ve always been strong on
one-to-one honest communica-

tion, but we needed stronger
musical identification,” says
Hotlen,

They will continue with the
Feminine Forum and coverage
of sports (Mets baseball, hock-
ey, ABA basketball), tighten
up a bit generally, build more
music sweeps, re-do their jin-
gles and develop their air per-
sonality more, “All the staff
will be remaining. We're going
to be aiming more at a young-
er contemporary adult audi-
ence, and with a 50,000 watt
station, we actually have a
potential audience of 18,000,-
000.” Up to now we've only
been playing about one record
with about four minutes of
non-music and sounding like a
million other stations with our
approach.”

WJRZ in New Jersey had
been country but with a poor
signal and station problems,
eventually was sold and be-
came top 40 WWDJ. WHN’'s
change will offer the first ma-
jor outlet for country music,
which has become modern and
relevant to a contemporary

time, and has frequently
crossed over on the charts.
“Our playlist will include all

those artists who perform the
sound that we will be develop-
ing. That can include people
like Kristofferson, Prine, Bob-
by Roy or James Taylor”,
promises Hotlen. Helping to
guide him with the musical
changes will be Chuck Ren-
wick, who'll take a leave of ab-
sence from WJW and was the
force behind the modern coun-
try station in Detroit, WDEE.
“At first we’ll be strictly con-
trolled, tryving to build famil-
farity; but then, we’ll be able
to phase in many more of the
newer songs and artists:”

13th NEC Convention
Set For February

@ A different type of conven-
tinn—this one of the NEC, the
National Entertainment Con-
ference, the South Carolina-
based organization of colleges
and universities working to-
gether in booking artists, has
announced plans for its 13th
Annual Convention, to be held
Feb. 18-21 in Cincinnati, Ohio.

One of the features of the
convention is the Artist Show-
case, where new, up-and-com-
ing acts have an opportunity
to per’orm before the talent
buvers and concert committee
chairmen from all of the NEC

member schools. This year’s
showcase will feature Harry
Chapin, Foghat, the Maha-

vishnu Orchestra, New Heaven-
lv Blue and Chip Taylor,
among others. All told, some
33 acts and/or artists were
selected to appear and perform
out of the 90 who applied. An
appearance before the assem-
bled concert bookers and buv-
ers can be roughly equated to
an appearance at a press party
before the rock trade and con-
sumer press. If an artist puts
on a good show, he can poten-
tially line up a number of con-
cert dates on college cam-
puses. If the artist’s showing
is poor, that avenue of ex-
posure can possibly be cut off.
A number of the artists who
do aspear make most of their

living from college dates,
often going on long tours of
college campuses. It is in this
area where NEC tries to help
the most, by co-ordinating
dates in a given state or geo-
graphic area. Instead of an
artist traveling from Pennsyl-
vania to Kansas to Vermont
and then to California, NEC
assists in “block booking” an
artist . . . by contacting mem-
ber schools in a given area
and arranging a number of
dates at once in the same area,
thereby cutting down on travel
and equipment moving ex-
penses.

NEC is also concerned with
non-music  college entertain-
ment, and has become increas-
ingly involved with video-tape.
One of the speakers scheduled
is  John  Lollos, head of
the Video Tape Network, (who
will also run a special work-

shop). Lollos, subject of a
previous Campus Report col-
umn, will explain the recent
advances of video tape, and

attempt to deal with any in-
dividual problems the dele-
gates have.

NEC makes an honest, if
not always successful attempt,
at trving to deal with the often
times booking
agents and concert promoters.

Slade, British Charttoppers,
Bring Rock and Roll Back to the U. S.

By RON ROSS

B Slade concentrate all of the
energy, enthusiasm, and flash
that has created instant sales
and excitement for British
groups ever since the Beatles
hit the Ed Sullivan show like
4 Roman candle into a hard-
hitting ¢uartet whose live
sound and way with a single is
second to none. They are to T.
Rex in England now what the
Stones were to the Beatles al-
most a decade ago, and their
last six singles have been top
five in Britain. Their music
combines the surging chunky
lead guitar of Dave Hill with
the raving shrill hysteria of
Noddy Holder's vocals; their
tunes are anthems to vouth,
(Crazee-ness, and making the
most of a good time.

Slade are an unusually
voung band, who despite their
super-popularity have remained
close to their fans. Even when
their stardom seemed inevitable
they returned to play the small
c¢lubs that had given them their
original boost, and it is the
intensity with which Slade
undertakes to entertain their
following that has made them
the idols of the *“kid on the
street.” In fact, Slade dislike
the lack of immediacy of re-
cording in the studio, and their
first Polydor 1p was the sledge-
hammer heavy *‘Slade Alive.”

Their most recent album is
“Slaved?” and it contains their
first studio work in quite some
time, including the number one
English hits, “Mama Weer All
Crazee Now” and “Gudbuy t’
Jane,” an instant rock and roll
standard. in a class with “Satis-
faction.” “My Generation” and
“I'm Eighteen.” Slade’s top
forty success will serve as a
direct confrontation with the
easv-going stvles of such pop-
ular songsters as Gilbert O’-
Sullivan and Don MceLean, and

the contrast should be to every-
body’s benefit. Rock and roll is
the battery re-charger of pop.

An essential factor behind
Slade’s extreme professionalism
is their manager and producer
Chas Chandler, erstwhile Ani-
mal and the man who took Jimi
Hendrix to England  and
brought him back an experi-
ence. Chandler has devoted sev-
eral vears to bringing Slade up
through the ranks of rock acts,
keeping their recording consis-
tent and their publicity exten-
sive. While Marc Bolan of T.
Rex insists on managing him-
self and keeping his musicians
on salary, Slade is a team.

Slade are set to begin their
second American tour early this
spring. “Gudbuy T’ Jane” should
break them as hitmakers via
top forty radio, and Polydor has
plans to exploit all available
media to make the band known
to the general public. During
February and March, a Slade
bili board will grace L.A’s Sun-
set Strip, and Miami will get
a super-Slade image as well.
Ads are scheduled for both the
trades and many consumer
print media. including high
school newspapers, and both the
album and the single will be
advertised by national AM ra-
dio buys. Point of purchase pro-
motion includes window stream-
ers, balloons, and special three

dimensional displays. New
press kits have been for-
warded to disc jockeys, sales-

men, promotion men and press.

Slade came back to America,
as 1973’s brightest hope. Their
vitality will have to become an
indispensible element of rock in
the seventies, and while Slade’s
climb to stardom recalls the rise
of Beatlemania, they reflect the
crude and unavoidable electric-
ity of today.

the customers?
Holzman: Maybe it worked well in the past. I think it might
not be a bad idea to try it again if we could do it on an experi-

nmental basis. I'm really getting into Mel’'s (Posner) turf and
he is so much closer to it than I am, but this return thing’s
gotta stop. It erodes the bottom line so terribly, it erodes

public confidence in the artist and it erodes the dealer confidence
in the company. [t's a very, very dangerous situation. Overmanu-
facturing is no fun, and it leaves us with a situation where the
profit on a record can be wiped out.

Friedman: Why the existence, Jac, of the Nonesuch budget
line and the absence of a classical line at top dollar price? Do
vou think we should be in the classical business at full price?

Holzman: Well 1 think definitely we should be in the classical
business, but I'm not sure we should be in the classical business
at full price. Let me give you some of the genesis of Nonesuch,
because 1 think it explains what that philosophy is. I remember
when 1 was going to school and [ was a classical music buff
during the days of $5.95 1p’s, which is actually what we’ve come
back to today; and considering that it's 22 years later, the public
is getting more value for their dollar. When I was going to
school Westminster was the classical line. I was working in
college lab trying to teach electronics and I made $30.00 a month.
I could afford 5 records a month. I would go down to the local
store and [ would listen to records and I would sit for hours hold-
ing two albums and thinking which one I would buy. That feel-
ing has never left me. One night it occurred to me that for
KElektra classical music was an area that could be very profitable
and I remembered the experience that I had in college. Now in
1963 when the Nonesuch label was conceived, classical records
were selling for $4.98, and [ decided to take a high quality paper
back book approach to classical records. By that 1 mean the rec-
ords were going to be $2.50, half the normal price, not $2.98,
not $1.98, which sounded cheesy. But $2.50 which was a good
honest solid price: fair value.

The Nonesuch label was launched and everybody sat around
waiting to see what would happen. And it took oft like a rocket
and it was nine months before anvbody was chasing after us and
we had a nine month lead and by that time it was unstoppable.

The Nonesuch catalog is now about three hundred titles
and we’'ve come back, and come back with a vengeance. Al-
bums such as Scott Joplin, a whole new concept of encouraging
the creation of electronic music for its natural medium. The
phonograph record is the only way for that kind of music to be
preserved. I feel that price is very much a factor in the None-
such success. I just don’t feel that coming out with a full price
classical lyric will do much for us. We've designed something
very unique and’l think we ought to stay with it.

Also Joe Far-
rell’s “Cutback” with Chick playing piano and contributing some
tunes.

Editorial

Toward A Classical
Gold Record Award

B For many years, the million dollar “gold record” awards
of the recording industry have successfully functioned both
as an incentive and a reward. Few classical albums have ever
become million-dollar sellers because of the very nature of the
classical market.

In recent months, a proposal was made for the creation of a
classical award similar to the gold record. In October, 1972 a
meeting was held by RIAA with the major classical recording
companies to discuss the feasibility of such an award. Initial
reaction by the participants was favorable to the idea, and a
formal poll of management positions was held. The result of
that poll. however, was disagreement and the matter has since
been shelved.

It is Record World’s opinion that a classical award based
solely on the criterion of sales would be beneficial to the in-
dustry and to the growth of classical sales. Consequently, we
feel that the discussion should be reopened and a serious
attempt be made to reach a workable consensus.

We see the following advantages for a classical record sales
award:

1. It would be a visible and prestigious recognition of sules
achievement in the field as measured by an appropriate and
feasible vardstick.

2. It would add a measure of excitment and vitality to the
production and marketing of classical recordings.

3. It would be a visible and prestigious reward to classical
artists and record producers, a public recognition that their
talents and efforts had met with widespread consumer accep-
tance.

4. It would be an incentive to strive for excellence.

Of course, we are aware that many formidable problems
exist, which must be surmounted before the dream can become
an actuality. Chief among these are the following:

1. What is a classical record? What repertoire and/or artists
are to be included in the category? Does inclusion depend on
packaging and positioning as well as content? How are
“borderline” cases to be resolved?

2. What is to be done with reissues and recouplings? What
if label and/or company changes are involved ? Should classical
“soundtrack’ reissues and.or “Best of ... ", “Biggest Hits,”
etc. be treated the same way as a “straight” reissue from a
full price to a budget label?

3. What time span should be considered as the “sales
period?” How far back should awards go? Should they include
mono, stereo and quad? Records and tapes?

4. Are sales counted in dollars or units? How should multi-
ple zets be counted?

(leariy. there are serious obstacles, but we do not believe
they are insurmountable. It is our belief that there is sufficient
expertise, motivation and good will in the industry — and this
includes manufacturers, distributors and retailers — to arrvive
at 4 workable solution. We advocate strongly that open dis-
cussions be reinstituted.

Friedman: You mentioned a moment ago that you are and we
should be concerned about reaching more consumers. I'm con-
cerned about reaching more consumers too, but I'm wondering
if we haven’t priced ourselves out of the marketplace. Could
we reach more consumers with lower prices? Only a few years
ago we were in a three price situation: $3.98, $4.98. and $5.98.
What do you think is a reasonable ceiling?

Holzman: I think $6.98 is going to be the top price in terms of
where we’re going to be three or four years from now. I talked
about the value of phonograph records before, and we've seen a
climb, but we’ve also seen a retreat and the public is getting far
more value for its money. I think the price of records is real-
istic. If you notice what’s happened in parallel industries it’s
realistic. T lent a book to a friend of mine, who of course never
returned it. It cost $3.95 in the first place and when I went to a
store to replace it 1 found the price is $7.95. You look at the price
of books over the years and it’s escalated incredibly, and nobody
seems to pay much attention to it. $5.98 or $6.98, especially when
vou consider the price discounted, which it is more often than
not, is a very realistic price for what the public gets, and there’s
not a hell of a lot you can do about it. But I really don't see a
price much in excess of $6.98 over the next three or four years,
evolutionary one. Columbia took out an ad that said “Records are
not beans.” I'll never forget it. Records are not beans, not a com-
modity. They're latent pieces of potent musical art. We have a
responsibility to vou to give you quality product, and at the same
time to maintain the bottom line. The only way we can do this
is to price realistically. $5.98 is not too much to pay for what you
get. And $6.98 is not going to be too much either, especially when
the public has already expressed a willingness to pay that much
for special acts.

Friedman: Jac, Elektra was always very strong as an inde-
pendent. Why did you choose to join Warner Communications?

Holzman: There are a lot of answers to that, other than the
money. It’s because of WEA actuallv. When Warner Brothers
acquired Atlantic Records I sat down with Mo one day and I
said, “Hey, you guys got to be crazy if you don’t set up vour
own distribution system. And when you do that. don’t forget
me, I’d like to be part of that.” You could see what was happening.
You counld see that independent distribution was changing rapidly
and I didn’t want to get caught in a squeeze. Then Warner
Brothers was in turn acquired by Kinney and I dolled myself
up and danced around until somebody got the idea to approach
me. One day Mo Ostin and Ahmet Ertegun and T were together
and suddenly it was Mo under one arm and Ahmet the other and
they carried me across to Steve Ross of Kinney. We, of course,
had many suitors. Elektra would have been a nice catch for
anybody: we were doing substantial volume, we were extraordin-
arily profitable, we had a good roster of artists, but we really
were afraid of amalgamation or selling the company. simply be-
cause we might lose our autonomy. When yvou sat down and
made up a list of reasons why you might want to be with some-
body, which sometimes were manifold, and then sat down and
made up a list of things vou were scared of, it always came down
to one very important thing: the freedom to do your job the
wayv vou knew how to do it best. So the opportunity to go into
our own distribution set up, the opportunity to begin to have
some kind of marketing control over the product with which
you've had creative control was enormously attractive. Besides,
who could resist playing in the same band as Mo Ostin, Ahmet
Ertegun, Jerry Wexler, Joe Smith, Nesuhi Ertegun? And when
you look at it, I would sure as hell hate to be standing on the
outside of that combination. All of these factors made the de-
¢ision very easy. And after having been with Warner Communi-
cations for two and a half years, I am one of the few men
merged who if he had to do it all over again, would do it ex-
actly the same.

Friedman: Jac, after picking McGovern in the election, do you
feel as confident as ever about picking artists?

Holzman: (laughs) Well, if he had accepted the WKA re-
turns he’d have won in a landslide. (more laughter). We for-
tunately have a very vital a&r staff at Elektra, we all share in
the selection of artists, and we have lot of bird dogs out there.
I'm going to be taking over a lower profile myself for a while,
but we have verv good people like Mike Nesmith and Russ Miller
with their eyves and ears open.

Loudon Wainwright III. We have been insisting
from the beginning that this is a hit . . . we
have been flattering, wheedling, capoling,
jesticulating, pontificating and generally
making a public nuisance of ourselves . . . in
fact, we have stopped just short of being drunk
and disorderly about this biscuit. However, we
have been vindicated this week by the lovely
people in Columbus, Ohio, where that great ethnic
mix of people in this marketing man's paradise,
this holy barometer of hit records, jumped it
10-12 at WCOL.

RW: Were you more inter-
ested in entertaining or in-
fluencing opinion?

That was the rea-
son I tried to get a radio net-
work started, as an alternative
to ABC, NBC, CBS or Mutual,
a real contemporary network
that would substitute satire for
conventional analysis. ABC-TV
recently ran a funny news
series at night, and there was
a “That Was The Year That
Was” on a couple of weeks ago.
Some of the people on those
shows worked fairly regularly
on the Credibility Gap.

RW: But those shows and
even the old “That Was The
Week That Was” were special
shows, that everyone tuned in
to laugh at.

Irwin: Yes, but they were
comments on the news and peo-
ple in the news.

RW: But on a daily basis,
wouldn’t you have to do this
in conjunction with a regular
format?

Irwin: I'm not suggesting
that you do this only. We had
straight newscasts; many times
a straight news story would
lead into a satirical sketch of
that story. There would be
times that we would spend per-
haps 5 minutes with a fairly
straight objective clean-cut
observation of what was going
on and then lead right into a
satirical sketch. Then too, there
were days when the news did
not lend itself to satirical com-
ment. Then Len would come on
with some heavy songs for us,
or we'd do some innocuous
schtick about some trivia, and
spent most of the time really
digging into a story. We got
all kinds of awards from recog-
nized news associations. No re-
porter or recognized news
organization ever criticized
what we were doing.

RW: Do you feel that a news
format should ideally be flexi-
ble, to deal either with trivia
or in-depth investigations of
stories?

Irwin: In those days, we did
have a pretty free format.
There might be days that we
might deal with just a single
story in the entire 15 minutes
(each show ran 15 minutes).
There are days when nothing
goes on, I mean just nothing
happens. Now most stations,
regardless of what’s happening,
have to fill up those minutes,
so they put on all the junk.

RW: It seems to me, that
even those stations which have
also attempted to do their ver-
sion of alternative news, also
get locked into a kind of for-
mat and perhaps ignore a great
deal also.

Irwin: We didn’t have that
problem, because we were op-
erating on a major station and,
for radio, had a lot of money
to spend. We had top-notch po-
litical and topical satirists and
field reporters. We had people
from the Second City and big
stars who just wanted to come
down and play. Tommy Smoth-
ers, Rowan and Martin, a lot
of the people from Laugh-In.
They would steal a lot of our
stuff for the show. Now here at
KDAY, we don’t have a big
news budget, we only have two
guys in the department.

RW: In situations like that,
which are certainly much more
prevalent than big budget situ-
ations, how does a radio sta-
tion remain flexible, serve the
public, be entertaining and still
create some kind of impact with
news?

Irwin: I think that depends
largely on management. KRLA,
in its heyday, was probably the
most effective radio station ever
in the entire country in terms
of presenting innovative mate-
rial, in terms of turning an
audience on and in terms of
making money. The reason for
that, was that the manager,
John Barrett, was very fond of
innovation, and wanted to make
that radio station succeed by
doing things that were differ-
ent. And he was willing to take
a lot of gambles, in order to
make it.

RW: Do you think that news
is the stepchild of radio?

Irwin: Certainly not on all-
news stations, and I don’t think
that it needs to be. What has
happened, I think, to radio gen-
erally is that stations are run
by people who know the rules
and rarely deviate from them,
and news is supposed to sound
a certain way. News in Los An-
geles sounds exactly like the
way it does in Dubuque and
that’s because radio stations
recognize that rule. Now over-
coming that kind of “think” is
a real problem. The restrictions
that are placed on news broad-

casting are placed there pri-
marily by executives who are
sales oriented, and not by any
philosophy of any administra-
tion in power.

RW: Ideally you shouldn’t
isolate the news from the rest
of your programming.

Irwin: But you do. Most sta-
tions feel that news is separate
from everything else they do,
and is mainly there to fulfill
an FCC requirement and they
wish it weren’t there.

RW: News presentation does
have to be tailored to the par-
ticular situation you're in.

Irwin: Of course people have
to be aware of the kind of sta-
tion they’re on. You certainly
want to stay on the air.

RW: Isn’t immediacy the
greatest asset of radio in news?

Irwin: Or on television too.
That’s why I repeat there is no
rationale to having news on a
rock and roll station, since peo-
ple listen primarily for the
music.

RW: But if you’re young to-

day, you're interested in the
music but you also want to
know what’s going on, and isn’t
it better to get your music and
news from one station? You're
not as likely to start turning
the dials just to get the news.
That would be my rationale for
having it.

Irwin: Yes but you can sat-
isfy that all with a headline.
Most stations don’t carry news
to make the station more popu-
lar, but again to satisfy the
FCC. I don’t question the fact
that some people want to get
the news, but the overwhelm-
ing majority certainly tune in
to hear the records. I still do
an alternative kind of news
here at KDAY and everyone
seems happy with it. But if we
just picked an ABC Contempo-
rary News Network, which is
what most rock & roll stations
do, we'd satisfy our require-
ments, but I don’t see any rea-
son for that, esepcially in a city
like this which has all-news sta-
tions anyway.

Columbia’s Vice President of
Marketing, Bruce Lundvall, in
an address to the regional repre-
sentatives, stressed the fact that
the Columbia and Epic labels up-
held “the tradition of positive
change” during 1972. The Vice
President of Marketing went on
to state that with the great suc-
cess of Columbia and Epic in
black music the labels have now
emerged as front runners in
every category of music includ-
ing Rock, MOR, Country, Jazz
and R&B.

Lundvall went on to emphasize
the increase of company commu-
nication, the strengthening of
management both in the home
office and in the field and the
breaking of 1R artists in the last
twelve months,.

In an audio-visual presentation
of new album releases prepared
by Al Teller, Don Devito and
Charles Lourie, the sounds of '73
were previewed.

In the Epic/Custom Presenta-
tion, Vice President of Epic and
Columbia Custom Labels Sales
Alexenburg revealed that 1972
brought a 51 per cent increase
in sales over 1971’s peak figures.
Verbalizing on the success of
product on such labels as Epiec.
Philadelphia Internation-
al, Mums, Spindizzy, Monument
and Rak, Alexenburg spoke of
upcoming releases by such varied
artists as Sly and the Family
Stone, Donovan, Argent, Beck,
Bogart and Appice, Colin Blun-
stone and Robey, Falk and Bod.

Alexenburg brought his presen-
tation to a close by previewing
the Hollies’ forthcoming single,
“Magic Woman Touch.”

The meetings were high-
lighted by several film and slide
presentations on new product
and sales concepts. A film spot-
lighting $4.98 product was fol-
lowed by a half-hour made-for-
TV special ¢&w show hosted by
popular songstress Lvnn Ander-
son.

Jack Craigo, Vice President of
Sales and Distribution, later
spoke to the gathered regional
executives, discussing different
methods of developing new art-
ists. Craigo also emphasized the
use of the most modern sales
techniques, such as promotional
AV cassettes and TV specials, in
spotlighting a product.

Playback, a Columbia-spon-
sored consumer-subscription-
tion-trade publication which of-
fers in depth information on
both new and established artists
was spotlighted in a combination
slide and speech package.
