Budget Classical Market Booming

By GARY COHEN

B NEW YORK—A check of the
nation’s leading retail outlets
shows a growing trend toward
budget classical albums. This
trend, caused in part by a
greater supply of quality bud-
get albums and the price-con-
sciousness of classical album
buyers, has led stores to in-
crease their space allocations
for classical budget material.

Matt Richey, classical buyver
for the Wherehouse chain, feels
that 35-40 per cent of his class-
ical album sales are in budget
material. “We are doing a
phenomenal business in budget.
We also do promotion on our
budget lines, and last week did
one on the Toscanini album on
Victrola and sold 750 pieces.
The market for budget material
is ever increasing.”

National Record Mart, 30
store chain based in Pittsburgh,
reports two-thirds of classical
album sales are budget albums.
Buyer Jimmy Grimes stated
that the Marts carry nine bud-
get lines and only four full-
price lines. “We carry

_ THE VIEWPOINTS OF THE INDUSTRY_

Promotion — Enthusiastic Professionalism

By ALLEN LEVY
8 Ron Alexenburg, pro-football l
fan extraordinaire, is Vice Presi-
dent of Sales and Distribution of
Epic/Columbia Custom labels
(Monument, Mums, Prophesy,
Philadelphia International, Gam-
ble, Spindizzy, Douglas, Ralk,
Great Western Gramophone and
the newly acquired Invictus.) In
addition, Epic/Columbia han-
dles merchandising for the Stax
organization, a totally independ-
ent group of labels. Alexenbury,
29, grew wup in Chicago, and
started as a counterboy with a
local distribution outlet in 1965.
He soon went to work for Co-
lumbia, and after holding wvari-
ous promotion positions worked
himself up to the job he mow
holds.

Ron Alexenburg

Record World: Aside from the bare bones of your biography,
why did the music business attract you?

Ron Alexenburg: One of my school chums was Marshall Chess,
and 1 admired his lifestyle. He was always telling me that the
music business was a lot of fun. I always had respect and a great
amount of affection for music. I was one of these guys who would
go to the record store on Saturday and buy my two or three rec-
ords a week, My father happened to be in the bowling alley busi-
ness and the juke box operators used to come in constantly and
give me records. So I was always listening. When I got out of
school I tried to get a position in record promotion. Evervbody
told me that was where the fun was, but there were really no jobs,
so I started as a counterboy for Garmisa Distributing in Chicago.

RW: To get into what I'm here about, now that we’ve spoken
about how you got into promotion, I'd like to know which comes
first—the love of the music or the love of selling? Because there
are some people who are promotion men who just don’t care about
the music.

Alexenburg: In that case, of course, they should get out of the
business. That, answers the second part of your question . .. Now
ag to the first part. To say what comes first is very hard to deter-
mine. It all comes first, I guess. It has to be a total tie-in. Tt
starts with the artist. Now if we're going to talk promotion, then it
means total dedication to your livelihood, and i* your livelihood is
promoting musie, then love it, or don’t do it. Because the indus-
try has grown to a very high level of professionalism and the
promotion man has to be as professional as the producer or as the
salesmen all the way down to the branch level. There has to be
respect for the music that they are promoting and selling, and to
know the artist, and to know what the artist is putting in those
records that the man is promoting and selling. Promotion has been
elevated quite heavily, I know it has been in our company, and
with that elevation has come increased responsibility and respect
for the product, as well as a growing amount of specialization.
And what that results in, and, in a sense, is a result of, is a grow-
ing professionalism at the promotion level. And even more pro-
fessionalism is needed.

RW: Well, when you say total professionalism, what exactly
do you mean, though? It’s such an easy word to use.

Alexenburg: The man has to know the product, hag to live with
the product, has to live with the musice, not just his music but

everybody’s music, not just his artists, but everybody’s artists.
He’s representing an industry, not just one company. A promotion
man has to develop his own style, his own style, not the style of
somebody else who’s done the job successfully. That’s the problem
with a lot of promotion men—they follow, they don’t develop their
own style and their own relationships with people.

RW: But that doesn’t necessarily mean that you can avoid jive.

Alexenburg: That hopefully doesn’t exist here, if it does in
other companies, well, what those companies don’t realize is that
radio stations see so many promotion people and they develop
their own feeling about those people, and if you're jive you’re
not going to make it. And if you’re phony it’s gonna catch up with
you. And if vou start lying to people it’'s gonna hurt you. And
you're gonna be tested whether you know you're being tested or
not. You go into a station and you are there to supply information.

RW: But let’s stop right there. You say that when you go up to
a radio station, you are there to supply information, as far as you
are concerned. Are you also there to supply enthusiasm-—because,
as far as I am concerned that’s where the old jive, or the old new
laid-back jive comes in.

Alexenburg: I can’t tell you to be enthusiastic. It has to be
within, You have to sit and listen, whether you sit and listen to it
on small speakers or big ones. It has to excite you. And if you feel
it and it excites you, then you show it. Naturally, it has to be
honest, of course. If the enthusiasm is there, what generates that
enthusiasm? The music. Not any other forms. It’s listening to the
record and really enjoying that record and bringing it to your
attention in that person’s own way. And if that person deals wrong
with you, and gives you inaccurate information, well, you
shouldn’t deal with them. We have so many systems that the pro-
motion man has to be highly professional, has to stay on top of
things. After all, enthusiasm can be manifested in various ways.

RW: That’s on the emotional level. But on the intellectual
level, what are the problems that can show up in terms of giving
information?

Alexenburg: Well, we supply our people with all kinds of in-
formation. We give them facts. They're documented. They can be
looked at by anybody, as can the sales figures. As can the airplay
report. All of our information, all of it, is verifiable. In your
aspect of things, that is, talking about the people who come to you,
there are people who can walk in with bad figures, with erroneous
additions to stations. Well, they’'re only kidding themselves. Now,
we have an airplay report and a tracking report and ., five-day
hot seller list and that’s on the desk of every promotion manager
and every field person, in the mail every Monday. This morning,
when they open up their mail, we all see the exact same thing.
So that when our promotion men walk into a radio station, they
are the best equipped to do their job because we are giving them
the tools . . . A good programmer will ask, well. how’s the record
doing in Chicago, and he may be sitting in Albany, and our man
goes to his sheet and he shows him, and if the Albany PD doesn’t

believe him, he can call the station and I'll be happy to place the
call for him.

RW: In other words, everything is verifiable, everything is up
front.

Alexenburg: We don’t hype anyone. We have all the facts from
all over the place. Every promotion man gets this, so that when
he walks in to talk to vou, he has all the facts as they really are.

RW: The key word that all of this adds up to seems to be credi-
bility.

Alexenburg: You must have it. You must develop it, you must
have the facts to back up whatever you say. You do not tell any-
body you're sincere. You just have to be. And, I think, it has to be
manifested in all aspects of the music business. And more of it.

RW: Do you think there is a lack? Or is it growing?

Alexenburg: I think it’'s grown, but there’s work to be done.
Sometimes people get over emotional about a piece of product, and
look for the quick hit; I don’t care how long it takes to develop
an artist, that’s what we’re in the business to do. Not just to de-
velop hit singles but to develop artists. Let’s face it, you can de-
velop a single iaster than you can develop an artist, we’ve had
incidents of that when we’ve had big singles and have not had big
albums to match those gingles. Looking Glass is an example of that
—*“Brandy” was almost a two-million selling single, but the timing
was bad, the group was just not out on the road, people seeing
them.

“..if you start lymg to people it’s gonna
hurt you. And you're gonna be tested
whether you know you're being tested
or not.”

RW: How does one rectify that, or are those things so variable
that one simply cannot control it?

Alexenburg: I don’t think a record company wants to control
an artist. I think an artist has to have freedom. It may not be the
right time for that artist to go out and perform. There may be a
stage fright problem that we know nothing about, that is not
evident in the studio. This was not the case with Looking Glass.
There was an illness in the group. The lead singer needed an
operation on his throat, and unfortunately for all concerned, when
he was having thig problem, his record was released. It became
a hit. And people began to say why can’t T see them. Where are
they ? Why aren’t they appearing? Well, I wasn’t about to take a
full-page ad explaining the situation. That wouldn’t have accom-
plished anything.

RW: You have a lot of different kinds of music under your
personal wing right now. You have r&b labels, progressive labels
and Epic is a strong country label. It seems like an awful lot of
territory to cover all in one house. Wouldn’t that seem to negate
vour talk about specialization?

Alexenburg: We still have that specialization. Epic is a CBS,
Columbia owned company, but we have hired a complete separate
staff to handle Epic and the custom labels. That's why we’re able
to handle ag much product as anybody’s able to give us, on any
label. Epic has its own A&R staff, fior Epic only. 32 per cent of
Epic’s business is country, yet from almost out of nowhere, Epic
was recently named the fifth largest singles label for 1972. We
have a separate promotion staff and a separate A&R staff for
Epic. These same promotion men also promote the custom labels.
Most of the custom labels also employ people within their own
organizationg to work on their product with us. Because we’re
really acting as their distributors. There are varying degrees of
artistic control as well—the companies maintain artistic control,
but they work within the framework of the company. We assist
them in edits, and they assist us. I mean, we don’t want that you
do this and we’ll do that kind of thing. It has to be treated as a
family.

Specialization after a while begins to defeat itself and is not
really in touch with what’s happening. I mean a wonderful thing
is happening in our business, records are spilling over from one

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IBS Confab Shows Improvement

WASHINGTON-—The annual
intercollegjate Broadcasting
System National Convention,
held in Washington D.C. March
23-25, was a tremendous im-
provement over IBS conventions
held in the recent past. The
turnout on the part of stations
was good, and the IBS staff
implemented many of the sug-
gestions put forward by college
radio and industry people, to
make the conference a more
successful and worthwhile one.
That goal was achieved.

According to IBS, some 85
stations representing close to
55Q college radio people from
around the country attended.
And if you missed out on this
convention or are looking for-
ward to next year, the -IBS
Board of Directors has de-
cided to hold next year’'s in
New York City, during the last
weekend in March or the first
weekend in April.

The first session on Friday
afternoon, after assorted
queues for hotel registration,
convention registration and the
hotel snack bar, brought mem-
bers of the IBS Board of Di-
rectors and staff together to
give their views on what they
hoped to accomplish that week-

@ WASHINGTON, D. C. —
Record company participa-
tion at this year’s IBS Con-
vention was more low-keyed
than at IBS conventions in
the past. Not many com-
panies gave out albums, and
Bob Ross, Motown’s college
promotion director, reports
giving out his albums with-
out the mob and rush scenes
of previous vears. Many dele-
gates used the rooms of rec-
ord company people to sit
around and talk—Warner
Bros., Columbia, A&M and
London among them, while
Atlantic featured two artists
in their suite. The companies
with campus rep programs
brought in some of their reps
to talk to those who attended.
But most important, the mob
scenes of past years were
gone, and the atmosphere
was more cordial.

end. Bob Freedman, a board
member, noted that IBS had
changed the structure of the
convention so that there could
be small meetings — “micro-
meetings” — for delegates to
use in pursuing their problems
on a more individualized level.
The smaller meetings, he
hoped, would encourage more
give-and-take among the dele-
gates. Jeff Tellis, another
board member, went further,
noting that one of the most
important parts of conventions
from “contact in the halls and
hospitality suites.” The dele-
gates took his advice.

‘Modern’ Radio

The first important session
was one on “modern’ radio,
which, as Jim Cameron put it,
was this year’s name for the
session on underground / pro-
gressive/free-form radio. Cam-
eron noted that college radio
people should talk to each
other and communicate ideas
on programming and public
service, Dave Fricke, another
panel member, urged stations
to work with all other stations
in the area, and noted that
communication among college
stations is very important.
After throwing the tloor open to
questions, one station noted
that they have an ‘“open-mike”
program, where they encourage
people from the community to
come in and speak on different
topies that relate to them as
students on campus. Subjects
most discussed include finan-
cial support of the university
and problems that face students
on campus (most discussed
were registration and high
prices in the student cafeteria).

Later on Friday afternoon,
most of the discussions in-
volved IBS regions and what
could be done to improve
them. The consensus was that
the best way to improve the
regions was for the stations
to begin communicating with
each other, on official or un-
official levels.

Saturday sessions were num-
erous, and covered topics rang-
ing from station funding, good
station management, news and
public affairs, the role of the
government in radio, sales,
engineering, the importance
of cable FM for college broad-
casters, ete. Obviously nobody

CONCERT REVIEW

Pink Floyd Stunning At Radio City

B NEW YORK—Last week in
New York, Radio City Music
Hall was used to its best ad-
vantage thus far as Pink Floyd
(Capitol) played to a capacity
audience for a 1 a.m. concert.
The group, well known by now
for its visual and aural effects,
held the audience in captive at-
tentiveness. A huge silver globe
hung suspended from the ceil-
ing, shooting out streams of
colored smoke, and blinding
white lights aimed at the globe
shot back into the audience with
dazzling, almost psychedelic ef-
fect, especially at one point
when the globe and the rays of
light froze still, stopping time
for one bizarre, incredible mo-
ment.

The group performed many
of their by now standard con-
cert songs from their several
albums, most highlighted by
David Gilmour’s powerful lead
vocals. Most exciting, however,
was the material from their
newest album. “Dark Side Of
The Moon.” These songs are
more melodic than anything the
group has done before. In fact,

at times, a distinct Moody
Blues-like quality could be
heard. “Brain Damage” and

“Eclipse” were magnificently
rendered with the help of three
excellent black women doing
back up vocals, another first for
the group.

Radio City Music Hall has
never before used sound to even
good advantage, but Pink
Floyd changed all that, as
speakers were placed through-
out the theater to create a wall
of sound. Some of the special
audio effects were chilling. Mu-
sically, group members Nick
Mason, Richard Wright, Roger
Waters and the aforementioned
Gilmour created a three dimen-
sional tapestry of melody and
sound in a concert as uniquely
effective as it was superb. De-
finitely, this was one of the
very best live shows ever in
New York.

The Osmonds-Devastatingly Superb

B LAS VEGAS — The show
business phenomenon known as
the Osmonds (MGM) have be-
seiged the charts with hit after
hit for the last two years, sell-
ing millions of records and at-
taining  international fame.
The group has gone through
many style changes, from barb-
ershop to pop, from easy
listening to rock, and after
viewing the Osmonds show at
Caesars Palace in Las Vegas
I have to say that the Osmonds
are one of the most phenomenal
acts this reviewer has ever
seen.

Their music has an integrity
capable of impressing the over
twenty set, yet their selling
spectrum has remained with
those of the pre-teen idiom.
Their Caesars Palace stint
proved they can provide en-
joyment for anyone, no matter
what age.

The Osmond’s dance routines
proved well rehearsed. Each

member moved in unison, vig-
orously displaying a Busby
Berkeley type chorus line via
Motown and the Osmonds’ own
originality.

Their sound, from the fast
paced “One Bad Apple” to the
emotion packed ballad “The
Impossible Dream” is that of
refined candor, whipped icing
being spread all over a freshly
baked cake.

The show had a few surprises
in store for its audience, one
being the introduction of
Marie Osmond, who sang a
duet of “Where Is The Love”
with Donny. Jimmy Osmond
rocked through “Blue Suede
Shoes” like an old trouper, and
he’s only about seven or eight
vears old!

The Osmonds proved capable
of letting their audience escape

into Shangri-La, something
most performers are unable to
do.

“We don’t market or merchan-
dise budget more than anything
else, but is sells better. People
today are very price conscious,
and the full-line classics are
really suffering.” He also feels
the trend toward budget class-
ical is increasing. “In the past
18 months, the percentage of
budget sales has gone from 40
per cent to 50 per cent to where
it is now. Price has to be the
reason. The quality on budgets
is just as good as on the full
line albums, and in some cases,
ig better.”

Russ Solomon, President of
Tower Records, explained that
his stores do not keep accurate
figures on the breakdown in in-
ventory between full line and
budget selections. but that
“ ... because of the nature of
our stores and because our
stock is so deep, we get a high
caliber of buyer who will buy
the new stuff. It’s the young.
price-conscious buyer who will
buy budget.” He feels that 30-
40 per cent of his classical
stock is budget, and that over-
all, classics account for some
four per cent of his business.

The Ventures chain in Mis-
souri specializes In budget al-
bums, and buyer Mike Stewart
notes that 80 per cent of his
business is in budget albums
because that is the type of al-
bum that sells well in discount
centers. “We concentrate on
budget, and run different types
of promos on them. Eight out of
ten classics that we gell are
budget, and we do a good busi-
ness on labels like Vox, Sera-
phim, Turnabout, Bach Guild

38

and Nonesuch. We began a Vox
Ip promotion for 99¢ starting on
March 28, and expect that to do

well for us.” Stewart goes
further in his merchandising
approach. “We date-code all

goods that come into the stores,
and rotate them on ua two-month
basis. For two months we’ll spe-
cialize in Bach Guild, Victrola,
or Seraphim. In this way you
keep the customer coming back
and you expose him to different
lines and albums.”

Rose Discount Records in
Chicago does a good business
in budget, according to Mer-
rill Rose, “We buy a lot of old
$4.98 stuff and sell them for
$1.88. Cutouts and other bud-
get albums account for some
40 per cent of our business. The
classical buyer is more price-
conscious than any other buyer
in the business. He’s more fru-
gal. The rock buyer will go into
a store and buy anything that
interests him. The classical
buyer, though, will try to pick
up the bargains. The classics
guy also buys more units—he’ll
take six or seven, or eight or
ten pieces from the cutout bin.
A lot of people come into the
stores and look through them,
and price is quite a factor.”

King Karol in New York also
carries an extensive stock of
both, and budget sales account
for around 40 per cent of the
sales. “One of the things people
have been buying is the Peters
and Worldtime imports, but the
prices on them will probably
go up. More and more people
are going to budget,” reports
a buyer in their 42nd St. store.

kind of station to another, thus blurring the distinctions. Your
Billy Paul, your O’Jays, all are examples of that. So you have
to deal with Kennyv Gamble, Leon Huff and Tommy Bell on that
level. They know the r&b market radio very well, but now they
see that the music they are making is being picked up by top-
forty. And we’re helping them relate to those stations.

RW: You and your custom labels, and Epic, through Sly, have
become a power in r&b. Now is it something that just happened,
or did you specifically set out to do it?

Alexenburg: We specifically set out to do it.

RW: So what you’re saying is that you’re making taste, not just
reflecting it.

Alexenburg: Well, not really. We respect the works of Gamble
and Huff and Tommy Bell and we looked at the works of the Stax
organization, who were having distribution problems, and we
wanted to do a total music company. We have always been known
for a lot of country music at Epic, something we still have, thanks
to Billy Sherrill and his staff in Nashville. A lot of the people
who work here are young and active and just out of college and
they dug Curtis Mayfield, Isaac Hayes and Aretha, and we just
wanted to spread out into all that important music. It wasn’t that
we just said let’s go get some black artists and some black pro-
ducers. It didn’t happen that way at all. Our expansion was a re-
sult of a lot of youthful energy being put into that particular kind
of music. Jim Tyrell has been a musician who’s played on white
records and on black records and is just as excited about a Tammy
Wynette record as he is about an O’Jays record. So with the staff
being involved in their love for that particular kind of music,
it kind of just happened naturally. We were fortunate that the
marriage of Gamble and Huff and Thom Bell and ourselves
naturally happened. What it comes down to is that we got lucky,
we got hot, and it all grew out of our own interest. We help them,
they help us, we learn from them, they learn from us about mar-
keting and spillover and such. That’s why it’s a family.

RW: Well, in that respect, who are the other members of the
family? I mean, to beat a dead metaphor, it seems to me that your
family has grown immensely over the last couple of years.

Alexenburg: We’ve grown not only in volume but in labels as
well. You’re going to be astonished at this figure, but over the last
three years, and we have the figures to prove it, the sales for our
custom labels have grown 875 per cent. And with the growth in
volume has come a growth in diversity.

We have De-Vel Records, out of Buffalo, for instance. That
label’s tied in with Buffalo’s Black Development Foundation. We
also have Douglas, run by Alan Douglas, one of the great innova-
tors of our business. They’ve been with us three years now, and
we're currently working the “Full Moon” Buzzy Feiten album.
We also have Fillmore, the pioneering rock label run by Bill
Graham. Then there’s RAK, Mickey Most’s label, primarily con-
cerned with English product. Mickey produced Donovan’s new
album on Epic for us. Do you see how all of our people get in-
volved? Mickey’s a perfect example. Spindizzy, run by Art Lin-
son and David Briggs, is based in LA and has been primarily con-
cerned with Nils Lofgren and Grin. They’re coming out with
product by, get this name, Simon Stokes and the Black Whip Twir]
Band.

“We don't sell categories. We sell
records.”

RW: What other labels are under your wing?

Alexenburg: Well, of course, there’s Mums, a full force label.
Their very first record, Albert Hammond, was a million seller.
The label’s run by Bobby Roberts and Hal Landers. Now under
Mums’ wing. so to speak, is Prophesy, who just signed the Jack-
son Sisters. Mums in fact, is running that Columbia Week in LA.
Their people are heavily into concert promotion. And, of course,
there’s Monument. Monument was our first successful custom
label, and Fred Foster, who’s got to be one of the most canny

men in the record business, comes up with a hit artist every year.
Kristofferson is a giant. Now, under the Monument wing is Sound
Stage 7, run by John Richburg. That label’s mostly concerned
with black product.

Great Western Gramophone’s just come out with that classic
“Sweet Thursday” album. And, of course, we've just acquired
Invictus, and that promises to be a big one for us. Right now
we're working two Invictus records that look awfully good, the
Chairmen of the Board’s “Finders Keepers” and General John-
son’s “Only Time Will Tell.”

RW: What about Epic itself?

Alexenburg: We like to think of ourselves as a company that
is a team, one that doesn’t give up on a record. We have a record
now, by Clint Holmes, that we’ve been working on for eight
months. To work a record that long just because we believe in it—
that’s rare. We run Epic as a major independent—and people
know, looking at a record like the Holmes, for instance, that
product doesn’t get lost here. We’'ve increased Epic business 42
per cent in three years. And when I say we I mean all of us.
Everybody’s involved, and all kinds of music gets its chance.

RW: That's an awful lot of diverse product to put out, isn’t it?
I mean, if you're suddenly so strong in, say, r&b, does the same
local person handle all the different kinds of product you put out?
Wouldn’t that call for a larger, r&b, black, staff?

Alexenburg: In a way you’re right, and in a way you’re wrong.
We are hot in ré&b, and we have hired nine black local-regional
promotion men to just work black product, but not only at r&b
stations. In other words, they take it wherever it'll work. They
are total people, working total records. Because that’s the kind of
music business we’re into today. Sure we have an enlarged r&b
staff—but the go wherever the record will get played. That's
what’s being a total music company’s all about. No categories.
We don’t sell categories. We sell records.

B NEW YORK — Three major
video systems will be competing
for the home video entertain-
ment dollar during the next two
years and while none of them
are compatible with each other
at least there are only three
to decide among. Video seems to
be following an inverse course
from the way recorded music
was introduced: instead of the
record coming first and then
cartridge, cassette, and open
reel tape configurations follow-
ing much later, the tape config-
urations have come first in the
video business with discs not
ready for mass merchandising
in the immediate future.

All  three video systems
feature video tape in a self-
contained package format, all
are full color and stereo sound.
Prices for playback units are in
the same area (between eight
hundred and thirteen hundred
dollars) and the cost of pre-
recorded and blank tape is
working out to between twenty
and forty dollars an hour. The
three systems are the Sony U-
Matic video cassette, the Cart-
ridge Television Cartrivision
video cartridge, and the RCA
SelectraVision video cartridge.

The Sony U-Matic system is
presently being aimed at the
institutional and industrial
market place with Panasonic,
Concord, JVC and Wollensak as
well as Sony producing U-Matic
compatible hardware. Units are
available in play/record or just
play configurations and up to
one hour of recording time is
available per cassette. As yet
Sony has not announced plans
to produce inexpensive (under
fifty dollars) pre-recorded pro-
grams for their U-Matic system,
apparently hoping that soft-
ware manufacturers will adopt
the system and start to mer-

chandise home entertainment
programming.
The Cartrivision system

which has been developed by
Cartridge Television Incorpor-
ated and is being sold under a
variety of brand names includ-

ing Admiral, Montgomery
Ward, Sears and Teledyne-
Packard-Bell has licked the

time problem with their system
—it is possible to have up to
110 minutes of programming on
one Cartrivision video car-
tridge. Cartrivision is concen-
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trating almost exclusively on
the consumer market and un-
like Sony has gotten deeply in-
volved in the software business.
Hundreds of titles, ranging
from feature films to Julia
Child cooking shows to a James
Brown video album, are avail-
able from Cartrivision and they
intend to continue to develop
new software and increase
their marketing push in this
area (see story above).

The RCA SelectraVision sys-
tem will probably be Cartri-
vision’s major competitor in
the consumer market. Similar
in external design and function
to the Cartrivision system,
SelectVision (full title is RCA
MagTape SelectVision) will
be sold in the same price range
as Cartrivision and have the
force of the RCA home electro-
nics name behind it. RCA has
indicated that there will be
software, but when and from
whom has not yet been an-
nounced.

In the midst of this impend-
ing systems fight, most small
video production houses and
video groups are working with
open reel half-inch video tape
which has been standardized
by the Electronics Industry
Association of Japan (EIAJ
Type One Standard) allowing
full interchangeability of re-
corded tapes between all video
machines conforming to this
standard—and this includes all
the major electronics manu-
facturers such as Sony, Pana-
sonie, JVC, Shibaden, Concord
and Craig. Taking a tip from
audio tape sales it is not ex-
pected that any pre-recorded
programming will be made
available in this open reel for-
mat as most consumers seem
much more inclined to buy
closed systems such as cart-
ridges and cassettes because
of their ease of operation.

Grin’s sound
touches the core of hard rock,
with layers of classical melo-
dies, jovial bouncers and coun-
try and western vocal harmonies
superimposed.

In a recent Record World in-
terview, Lofgren explained the
events that led him to form
Grin. “I had been around mu-
sic all my life, and it wasn’t
pop or rock. I had played
accordion since I was very
young because so many kids in
the neighborhood had taken it
up. I studied classical music
thoroughly and also some jazz
and it gave me a musical ap-
preciation which has been very
helpful to me as a writer and
composer. The first time I be-
came aware of rock was in
1965 through the Beatles. From
my classical background I
could hear what they were
playing. That’s when 1 decided
to become involved in the rock
music scene.”

“I’'d go to concerts and be
kicked and thrown out for try-
ing to see artists until I met

Neil Young at a Washington,
D.C., club called the Cellar
Door.

Through Young, Lofgren met
David Briggs, who later signed
Grin to his and Art Linson’s
newly-formed Spindizzy label.

Since that time the group has
recorded three albums. The
latest is “All Out,” which Lof-
gren feels is their finest work
to date.

STAGE REVIEW

‘Night Music’: A Beautiful Evening

B NEW YORK—Just as “Okla-
homa” revolutionized the
American musical theater sev-
eral decades ago, so must the
collected musical playvs of Ste-
phen Sondheim and Harold
Prince be recognized for the
creative, energetic sparks they
have set off in one of our most
distinctive art forms.

Their newest collaboration,
“A Little Night Music,” re-
ceived six Tony awards last
week, including best musical of
the yvear and best score. Both
awards were more than de-
served, since “A Little Night
Music” is one of the most en-
tertaining and sophisticated
evenings of musical theater in
several years.

Based on Ingmar Bergman’s
film, “Smiles Of A Summer
Night,” this new show takes
place in Sweden at the turn of
the century. Like “Company”
and “Follies” before it, “A Lit-
tle Night Music¢” is very con-
cerned with relationships be-
tween people, and, most par-
ticularly, the masks we so often
wear and the illusory things we
pursue. Glynis Johns magni-
ficently plays an aging star of
the stage, and her affairs of the
heart serve as the catalyst for
the action of the show. Men of
position and wealth seek her
out while their wives plot des-
perately to keep their husbands’
attention, if not affection.
Watching over the plot and
character entanglements, often
as intricate as those of a resto-
ration comedy, is Hermione
Gingold, brilliantly bringing to
full life the counterpoint vision
of a woman of another genera-
tion baffled by the actions of
a ‘modern’ age. And, comment-
ing on as well as advancing the
action of the play itself is a
‘Greek chorus’ who sing their
way through the play with the
most adroit imagination.

Stephen Sondheim’s score is
entirely comprised of music set
to waltz time, or subtle varia-
tions thereof time. The effect
is wonderfully suited to Hugh
Wheeler's intelligent, civilized

Minnelli); D. Jamin-Bartlett
also stops the show with a al-
ternately gutsy and folksy “The
Miller’s Son,” a song that
splendidly presents the common
sense, down to earth nature of
her quest for love’s sensations;

Country” and “The Sun Won't
Set” serve ag exemplary in-
stances of ensemble numbers
that truly progress the action
of the show while remaining
wonderful songs in their own
right.

Harold Prince has directed
the proceedings with appropri-
ate style, and he has helped
produce performances of a
depth rare in the musical the-
ater.

ming is to a wider audience
and includes up to 49 year
olds. The main changes in the
music come from the mood
clusters. There is a definite
music rotation now. The variety
previously came in hour or
day sections, but now it’s estab-
lished in segments. “Once we
establish a mood, we stay with
it for more than one or two
records, although the sets will
be shorter in the morning. Peo-
ple need information in the
marning. So we're softer and
mare mellow then and let it
rock and roll at night.” Al-
though Gary likes to think of
the changes more as refinement,
the station was more free-
form until August, 1972. “With
a more definite music rotation,
we can give new product better
and greater exposure.” The
station also has better exposure
with a new 1000 foot tower
which gives them coverage in
three counties. Palm Beach,
Broward and Miami. The disc
jockeys interrupt the music
less, with very little editorial-
izing or commentary, to keep
the flow of music consistant.
“It’s important to develop con-
sistancy on a station, to have
some structure, instead of
having a program mood dictat-
ed only by how the jock is
feeling.”
