SESAC Awards
Presented at AWRT
 NEW YORK - Eight mem-
bers of the American Women
in Radio and Television were
singled out for top honors and
awarded SESAC trophies for
broadcast excellence at the
opening night's banquet of the
22nd annual convention of the
AWRT held at the Americana
Hotel in Miami Beach (May
17).

More than 500 of the nation's
leading women broadcasters
and advertising executives
filled the grand ballroom of the
Americana for the presentation
of the awards. The festive oc
casion included an address by
FCC Commissioner Charlotte T.
Reid, and a performance by the
internationally renowned con-
cert piano team of Arthur
Whittemore and Jack Lowe, who
received a standing ovation
from the enthusiastic audience.

The 1973 SESAC award win-
ners were: Aileen Paul, WNYC-
AM-FM, New York City, "AM
Broadcaster of the Year" (PH -

with drug rehabilitation pro-
grams, accepting the SCLAC's
Award for "relevancy in broad-
casting, or the student intern
program, which helps to train
young announcers.

But of course listeners also
tune in for music. "I think of
our competition as any station
in the area which gets any audi-
ence which we're not getting,"
commented Bynum. "We're con-
cerned with black music and the
black community but our audi-
ence includes white, black, chi-
cano and our current ratings
show us #1 with women in the
6 a.m. -7 p.m. slot." They don't
play album product, about 40
to 45 singles, no real hard rock
and they feel the secret is in
their system of rotation, which
allows a record no more than
one play per show. The jocks
have some leeway in positioning
the records, but the music is es-
sentially picked by a combina-
tion of Roland Bynum, Lucky
Pierre, Tom Cross and Arnold
Shore. "We also play music that
you probably won't hear on any
other station, or that they don't
pick up for weeks after we do."
Some of the artists might in-
clude Ernest Jackson, the What-
nots, Bobby Blue Bland, Little
Junior Parker and the Sylvers,
in addition to the more familiar
black performers. "We work
very closely together to become
aware and knowledgeable about
the music we play. We try to
recognize the tune -out factors,
and the staff all remember that
they too are listeners. What I
have here is a staff of seven
program directors."

The commercials are con-
trolled as much as possible, so
that the audience won't get
ripped -off of KGFJ can help it.
"But if there is a problem with

THE VIEWPOINTS OF THE INDUSTRY

Denny Cordell It's All Music
By CRAIG FISHER

 "Same old background-Eng-
lish public school boy" is how
Denny Cordell responds to a
question about his upbringing.
"I was meant to go to McGill to
study veterinary surgery, and I
kind of never actually turned up
at McGill. I spent the time with
the gypsies and the Arabs in-
stead." Nov. 29, Cordell has come
a long way from ailing animals,
gypsies and Arabs. The first pro-
ducer of the Moody Blues, among
other English groups, and the
man credited with discovering
Joe Cocker, Cordell is currently
President of Shelter Records,
which he formed in January, 1970. Leon Russell and Freddie King
are members of the Shelter family, and Capitol Records, which
distributed the label in the U.S. and Canada, has declared the month
of June "Shelter Month."

Interviewed at Hollywood's Shelter headquarters, Cordell, in the
following dialogue, talks about his early days in the British music
industry and describes his decision to establish his own company in
America. He also discusses the phenomenon of reggae music-in-
cluding the Mango label, which he formed recently with Island
Records' Chris Blackwell-and offers suggestions about where the
next musical renaissance might come from.

Record World: Could you explain how you got involved in the
record business initially?

Denny Cordell: Well, it was through a company of friends of
mine, actually. They were called Seltaeb-which is Beatles spelled
backwards-and they had the merchandising rights for the
Beatles. I had just come back from Europe, having spent a cou-
ple of years wandering around, and they said, "Oh, well, we'd
better keep Cordell off the streets. He can have a job as the of-
fice boy." And that's how it started.

RW: And they, in turn, got involved with the Moody Blues?
Cordell: Yeah. They said, "Well, look. The Beatles are doing

so well, we'd better get a rock & roll group together." And then
this washing machine salesman from Birmingham said, "Well,
there's this group you've got to go see called the Moody Blues
Five"; so they went to see them and they liked them and they
said, "Right. You do the management and you can do the road
managing and you can do the PR and Cordell, you can help get
their records together."

RW: But you had never produced before?
Cordell: Not really, but at that time there were hardly any

independent producers. Andrew Oldham had done a little bit,
Mickie Most had just done a little bit, and Shel Talmy had done
a little bit. But all my friends knew was that they didn't want
to get some old fogey from one of the three big record companies
and take him into the studio. So they just settled on the theory
that if they could make a deal with the studio to have unlimited
studio time, they'd eventually come out with something.

Well, I knew what the group sounded like live and I knew
what songs they wanted to do and they knew what songs they
wanted to do and they knew we knew the arrangements, so it
was just a matter of getting the right sound, just trial and error.

I used to work everyday, 12 hours a day. We finally came out
with the album.

RW: And then your name just got bandied about?
Cordell: Yeah, right. And then I used to go to all these clubs

and stuff. Then one morning Georgie Fame phoned me up at 1:00
and said, "Look, we're stuck at the studio but we haven't got a
producer. Come over and see if you can help us out." Well, I

knew Georgie a little and so I said alright and I came over and
we got lucky there that night. Then there was the Move. My old
pal Secunda handled the Move-he was involved with the Nitty
Gritty as well-and he took me down to the Marquis to see them.
I said, "Well, I know how to make records with them," and he
said, "Okay, you make records wtih them." So I made records
with them.

RW: And then came Procol Harum?
Cordell: Yeah. About two years before that, just as I was on

the verge of getting married, Keith Reid knocked on the door
of the house where I was staying with this girl. I'd never seen
him before, but he brought me this sheet of lyrics, and he said,
"I want to talk to you. I've got all these lyrics and I need a man
to put music to them." And I read them all and they were great;
they were very funny and very kind of cutting and, you know,
witty. We had a good time and drank some wine and I just gave
him some useless suggestions, like "Go down to this coffee bar"
and "Hang around at this pub and you might run into some-
body," and I didn't see him again for two years. Never heard of
him, never gave him another thought.

But then he reappeared, and he'd got involved with Guy Ste-
phens and they got this group together. They were called the
Paramounts and they used to come out from South End. Keith
got together with Gary Brooker and they tried "A Whiter Shade
of Pale," and they brought me this little demo. And it was sen-
sational. I mean the song was an absolute classic song. So they
said, "We want you to cut it," and that's how I started with them.

RW: At this point were you still employed, technically, by
Seltaeb?

Cordell: Yeah. Up until the Moody Blues and Georgie Fame,
they would just pay me a royalty-or that was the agreement,
they never paid me. But then I said, "Well, I've got to get this
straight. I've got to go and see somebody who'll take care of that
side of it" - because I really didn't know the business. So I went
with David Platz and we made a one-year deal with Decca under
which I had to cut six singles for them. I did four with the Move,
which were all Top 10 hits, and one with a girl called Beverly,
who didn't happen, and the last single that I cut with them was
"Whiter Shade of Pale." Then the contract was over. So I said,
"Well, the thing to do is to form this little record company"; so
we formed a company called Regal Xonophone, which was David
Platz and I in partnership. We had the Move and Procol Harum,
and then the next person to come along was Joe Cocker. He'd sent
a demo in to some deejay and I happened to be going through
this guy's huge stack of demos and found this amusing song,
"Marjorine," It was a great little song, but I couldn't hear the
voices very well, so we brought Joe down and said, "Do you want
to try it?" He said, "yeah," and when I heard him in the studio,
he was great.

CC when pop has so much infor-
mation available . . . it becomes like
horse racing: you look at the form book
and see what's happening.

So we got Joe started on that one and then I came over to
America and I thought, "We're a great little record company;
everything's going on; I need some help." Well, I walked into
this music publishing office and there was this guy making his
own record on a Revox machine, you know, playing all the parts
and doing all the singing. I said, "God, you're brilliant. Come to
England." And that was Tony Visconti. So he came over to Eng-

That's All For Now

IS NEW YORK-With the im-
minent approach of the sum-
mer, many colleges and college
stations around the country are
shutting down for the summer.
More succinctly (and more
tritely), that's all for this year.

The majority of campus sta-
tions will not be operational
this summer. Those that will
remain on the air are, by and
large, the F M outlets of
major urban universities. Un-
like the summers of 1970 and
1971, when few students were
able to find jobs because of the
economy, and therefore decided
to stick around the University
to take summer courses, this
summer promises to be very,
very quiet.

Since the number of college
stations on the air is so small,
record labels and distributors
ponder the best way to service
those stations that remain on
the air. A survey of the major
labels with campus promotion
programs reveals these sugges-
tions on how to handle sum-
mer service.
 Most labels are putting to-
gether a summer college mailing
list. In assembling this list they
are asking stations to return a
postcard indicating if they will
be on the air over the summer.
Others are suspending service to
all those except the ones that
write in saying they will be on
during the summer.
 Some are continuing service
to all stations, regardless of
whether they will be on the air
or off. These people feel that
someone will (or should) be

The labels with this
idea feel that it is the respon-
sibility of the station to make
sure that the albums are "pro-
vided for" over the summer,
just like they are taken care of
throughout the year.
 Still others will be holding
back on service to everyone, ex-
cept for those people who write
in specifically during the sum-
mer to request new releases.
Otherwise, they will save cop-
ies of all releases until Sep-
tember, when they will assem-
ble and mail "care packages"
of their major summer releases.
While the care package idea
saves the hassle of putting to-
gether a special summer mai'-
ing list, stations that are on
the air tend to be penalized by
being required to write in and
request specific product, a pro-
cedure that is often time-con-
suming.

Whichever of the three sys-
tems is used, there is bound to
be some confusion or difficulty
in implementation. While Sys-
tem I and System II offer no
difficulty, labels are hereby ad-
vised that by adopting the pol-
icy of System III, they must
guarantee (a not -too -legal term)
to provide copies of their sum-
mer releases in September. La-
bels that say they will mail
care packages, and then don't,
may anticipate a highly detect-
able chill in their relations with
college stations next October.
For no station, college or other-
wise, can program without the
releases of a quarter of the
year.

College stations that will be
on the air and broadcasting are
advised to notify their record

B. B. King, Wishbone Ash:
Best of Old and New
 NEW YORK-The Academy
of Music last Saturday pre-
sented a musically diverse show
of the best of the old and the
best of the new. And you don't
get any better than the Big
Daddy of them all, King of the
Blues, B. B. King (ABC/Dun-
hill). He was backed up by
drummer Sonny Freeman (who
has been with him for 16
years!) and the Unusuals (a
five man horn section) a rhythm
guitar and a bass. The obviously
appreciative audience gave
King a standing ovation when
he first walked on stage and he
continued to hold them in thrall
with his seemingly effortless
slow, easy blues. He opened
with "Everyday I Have The
Blues" and had the audi-
ence rhythmically handclapping
within seconds. King proceeded
to run the gamut of human emo-
tions from the funereal, talking
blues "I've Got A Good Mind To
Give Up Living" to the boogie
"Ain't Nobody Home." He
finished with his classic blues
lament "The Thrill Is Gone"
and was virtually comman-
deered back on stage by a
screaming crowd hungry to see
the master at work. They were
treated to the upbeat boogie
"Just A Little Bit Of Love."
The team of B. B. King and his
"Lucille" continue to demon-
strate that there will always be
a place for true classic genius
in popular music.

Among the best around of the
new is a truly original, hard -to -
classify, hypnotic British rock
group Wishbone Ash (MCA).
They consist of tandem lead
guitars played by Andy Powell
and Ted Turner, drummer
Steve Upton and their lyri-
cist bass player Martin Turner.

Wishbone Ash
proved that the excitement that
they caused in England will
surely be duplicated here.

Estus opened the show with
a set of straight -ahead Ameri-
can rock. They showed great
promise and shined on their
Academy of Music debut.

Blues Variations
 NEW YORK -"Blues Varia-
tions III," the third in a series
of concerts presented by New
Audiences and featuring some
of the finest in old and new
blues artists, was held last week
(13) at Carnegie Hall, and the
end result was nothing short of
pure delight for aficionados of
the art of twelve -bar.

The bill was headlined by Al-
bert King, (Stax) who along
with his Review, put down an
unusually fine conglomeration
of blues sounds. Indeed, King's
masterful handling of blues
phraseology was once again at
a peak, and the audience re-
sponded with unrestrained
adoration.

First up for the evening was
the inimitable T -Bone Walker,
who with his back-up group,
Walker Airlines, kept the crowd
screaming and stomping to
some of the slipperiest, smooth-
est blues possible. But surpris-
ingly, neither the aging com-
poser of "Stormy Monday" nor
the always sensational King
were the evening's show stop-
pers.

Sandwiched between these
two greats were four relative
unknowns from England, col -

lectively known as the Climax
Blues Band (Sire). New blues
groups of any real substance
are a rarity these days, but
Peter Haycock, Derek Holt,
Colin Cooper and John Cuffley
apparently spent some time get-
ting it all together before hit-
ting the U.S. for the first time.
Their brand of niusic ranges
from blues -jazz to plain old
hard boogie, and the group
handles it all with savvy and
finesse. The standouts within
the group have to include both
Haycock's guitar and Derek
Holt's bass playing. Haycock
has the ability to blow the audi-
ence away with hard, driving
licks, or, if he chooses, tickle
the souls of your feet with in-
credibly well phrased slide
solos. Holt can raise the roof
with his bass at times, hut his
true talent is revealed through
his long, jazz -oriented soles that
might cause Charlie Mingus to
do a double take.

When you combine the
group's musical acumen with
the genuine feel they have for
their audience, you can't help
but feel that the Climax Blues
Band is headed straight up.

land and we hung around and looked for various groups and he
decided that he liked Tyrannosaurus -Rex so he brought them
onto the label and that's who he handled. And we also had
Johnny Nash. It was a great label.

RW: Then what made you decide to leave it?
Cordell: Well, I just couldn't do it anymore with David-for

lots of reasons. I decided that I had to do it completely on my
own, because I was the guy who was dealing with people and
I was the guy who had all the ultimate responsibilities. I had to
leave my portion of the company, but in return for that I kept
an interest in Joe Cocker and I got my producer's contract back,
so I could go and do what I wanted to do. So, that's when I came
over to America, and that's when Shelter happened. I thought,
"Well, I'll start completely fresh. I'll start in the States."

RW: With your own financing?
Cordell: Yeah, entirely my own.
RW: How had you gotten involved with Leon Russell to be-

gin with?
Cordell: Well, we heard the Delaney & Bonnie album and

there's that amazing piano playing on it, so I wrote Michael
Vossi, who was then working for A&M-which used to distribute
the Regal Xonophone stuff in America-saying, "Please arrange
for us to meet Leon." Then we met and he just sat around for
a couple of times, and then he came back one day and said, "Well,
I'm ready to play if you want to play." We said "Great," and he
said, "I've got these two little songs that you might want to listen
to." Well, I thought he just was a player, you know, but he sang
"Delta Lady" and "Hello Little Friend" and it became one of
those great nights. We recorded them with Joe and ran off to
Leon's house and put the girls on and Leon dubbed some guitar
and we ran back to A&M and we mixed it and it was a sensa-
tion. A few days later I said, "Well, look, I've got to go back to
England to clean up all my stuff. But don't worry, I'll be back.
because I'm coming to do this record company and we must talk."
And he said, "Oh, a record company. I always wanted to do a
record company. Why don't I come to England with you and we'll
talk about it?" So I said okay. And on the way over we decided
we'd make a record in England and that's what we did. When
we came back we established Shelter and then Joe came over
and we were going to do another album with Joe and Leon and
various people. Then Dee Anthony told Joe that he had to go
on tour.

So we did the tour and the tour had its results, and Leon's al-
bum came out at the same time, and when the tour was dissolved
Leon knew it was time for him to go on the road. So the last date
was May 15 and much later we opened at Anaheim, at the bot-
tom of the bill with the Who, and it was just sensational.

RW: Could you explain, from your point of view, how Mango
came about?

Cordell: Well, I've known Chris Blackwell for 12 years and
we've had a lot of laught and a lot of fights-you know, people
do. He's got a successful reggae business in England and I've been
releasing stuff on Shelter here over the last two years. Eight
singles altogether, and about half of them I leased from him. So
we talked about it and thought the time was getting right and we
went into partnership and the label. I don't really know the
business details. I let the lawyers work that out. I just talk to
Chris and I say, "This is what's happening," and he says,
"Great. This is what's happening," and I say, "Great," and I'm
sure he may not even know.

RW: How did you decide upon "The Harder They Come" as
your first release?

Cordell: Well, you see, the album is a compilation. Those
songs weren't recorded for the movie; they were just some favorite
records I knew half of them and Chris had acquired the sound-
track and liked Shelter and how we did our things, so he said,
"Let's do it." So then we said, "It would be a perfect one to
open Mango with," and we did it that way.

RW: Has there been anything else released on Mango since?
Cordell: No, not yet. But there is a single coming up. The

group's called Zapow, and the song's called "This Is Reggae."

Other issues discussed included the possibility of a more
straightforward manner of sampling dealers involved in com-
piling the ercognized singles and albums BMRB chart which now
receives contributions from BPI, and the re-election of Martin
Davis (UA), Ken Glancy (RCA), Stephen James (DJM), John
Deacon (A&M), John Fruin (Polydor), Steve Gottlieb (Phono-
gram), Ian Ralfini (WEA), Bill Townsley (Decca), Richard Rob-
inson (CBS), Gerry Oord (EMI), Walter Woyda (Precision) and
the introduction of Island's David Betteridge to the council.

MI NEW YORK-Last Wednes-
day (9) I saw a true child of
the twentieth century, directing
a chamber group of musicians,
who were spread in front of him
in a horseshoe pattern. To the
observer, the humans in the
scene were almost surrealis-
tically dwarfed in the landscape
of microphones, booms, cables,
baffle panels and other para-
phernalia that are necessities
in today's recording studios.
None of this affected the man.
With baton at the ready he
urged his colleages: "Come,
this is a barn dance-now get
in the mood." A swift downbeat
and joyous music poured out of
the four speakers in the control
room.

The man: America's dean of
composers, and one of its most
beloved personalities - Aaron
Copland. The place: Columbia
Records' studios in a converted
church in New York City. The
occasion : the taping of the first
recording of "Appalachian
Spring" in its original chamber
orchestra version.

"Appalachian Spring" is per-
haps Copland's best known and
most popular work, and in the
repertoire of American concert
music it must surely rank with
Gershwin's "Rhapsody in Blue"
and "American in Paris" in
frequency of programming. The
score abounds in glorious tunes,
including a set of variations
based on the old Shaker hymn,
"Simple Gifts,' which has sud-
denly come to fame in the pop
field.

Commissioned as a ballet by
Martha Graham and premiered
by her dance company on Oc-
tober 30, 1944, "Appalachian
Spring" tells the story of a

as Stereo Tape Center.
In granting plaintiffs' re-

quest for the preliminary in-
junction, Chief Judge Joseph
P. Kennedy of the U. S. Dis-
trict Court of the Southern
District of Ohio, Eastern Divi-
sion, rejected the defendant's
claim that since the Copyright
Act permits an individual to
duplicate sound recordings in
the home, and since the cus-
tomer operates the "Make -A -
Tape" machine, there was
nothing illegal in the operation.

It had been brought out in
the hearing that a customer
who brought a tape he wished
to copy, as well as his own
blank tape, paid a $2 fee for
using the Make -A -Tape ma-
chine. If he brought his own
recorded tape, he could pur-
chase a blank tape for $3.95
and use the machine at no
charge. He could bring in his
own blank tape and pay $2 to
have duplicated onto it the
recording from a tape in the
stores tape library, or he could
duplicate a tape from the
store's library onto a blank
tape purchased from the store
for $3.95 and pay no fee for
the use of the machine.

Judge Kennedy, ordered the
tape duplicating equipment re-
turned to the defendant, with
the admonition that they may
not permit the machines to be
used to duplicate plaintiff's
copyrighted tapes or for any
other purpose inconsistent with
his opinion.

surance and intense concentra-
tion. His keen ears caught the
slightest mistakes, and indeed
he even heard some errors in
the newly printed parts which
had slipped by the composer -
conductor who was concentrat-
ing on the full score.

The smooth progress of the
session gave the impression of
years of close association, yet
this was the first collaborative
effort between Copland and
Kazdin. It certainly won't be
the last. To capture all the
details of the transparent scor-
ing, Kazdin employed ten micro-
phones feeding into eight tape
tracks. The microphone place-
ment and orchestral layout
were designed to yield optimum
results in both stereo and quad.

The recording is part of Co-
lumbia's continuing documen-
tation of Copland conducting
Copland, and on the basis of
the day's playbacks, the com-
pleted disc should be a win-
ner, critically and commerci-
ally.

will all sell. But the marginal
albums suffer, because the kid
doesn't have enough money left
over to buy them. These days,
either an album is super huge
or it's a super stiff. You don't
have the album that you do a
nice job on in the medium sales
category. Those albums just sit
on the rack and don't move."

Another retailer, a buyer for
a national chain, agrees. "Busi-
ness is slow now, and I think
the summer slump has come
early. Sure, you move large
quantities of the Top 20 al-
bums, but you don't have any
albums that you do 'okay' on
anymore. And that's what's
hurting the record business."
He went on to state that the
hottest albums are always fea-
tured by the discount opera-
tions as loss leaders, so " . . .

to be competitive you can't
make money on those albums
anyway You have to put them
out cheap to draw people into
the record stores. But the prob-
lem is, once they get into the
store, they don't buy anything
else anyway." He concluded by
noting that catalogue albums
are his best profit -makers.

There are very few believers
in this record among top 40 programmers. They
have replied to its release with a thunderous
silence. I will now prove to them how wrong they
are. It exploded in one week to 4f28 at WFIL
with Jay Cook, who tells me: "I am having a lot of
fun almost having to hold my monster night DJ,
George Michael, down. He wants to play it
three times in a row." Jerry Del Colliano
informs me: "This record is just about #1 in
phone requests at WIBG in one week." It is now
on WOKY and KOL. You must remember that this
song was written by Ron Miller who wrote the
classic of the decade "For Once In My Life."
Diana Ross is scheduled for three more movies,
and she is now a superstar of superstars in the
movies . . . (3) "Be What You Are" Staple
Singers. on Stax. This record just came out
and the hand grenades are already exploding in
Chicago. I predict it will be a top five

"Natural High" Bloodstone on London. Since this
record broke first in Philadelphia through the
diligent promotion efforts of Tom Kennedy of
Universal Distributors (owned by Harold Lipsius),
I have been in a most favored geographical
position to observe with microscopic accuracy
(high focus -electron type) the metamorphosis and
evolution of this GO-RILLA from the zygote and
fetus stages.

Music," And there's tons more to come.
RW: Other artists from Jamaica, who have recorded there

but never had American distribution?
Cordell: Yeah, right. Exactly.
RW: I take it that the soundtrack has sold moderately well.
Cordell: Yeah, about 50.
'RW: Had you expected it might catch on more quickly here

than it seems to have?
Cordell: One can hope for it to do better, but I'm not dis-

appointed and the great thing about it is there are some hard-
core reggae fans, writing and doing that sort of thing. And I
believe it's great music. It's not music for sitting down to and
just listening to, you know. It's music for doing things to.

RW: Do you think that perhaps the reason reggae has got
such a following in Great Britain is that a lot of the culture has
been transplanted there?

Cordell: Well, there's a huge immigration, yeah. But it's not
so ethnic now, it's slightly more universal in its appeal, and I
think it stands in its own right. I mean one mustn't hope that it's
going to sweep the country in a rage. It never will. But it's got
it's niche in music. It's good music, it's original music, it's ex-
pressive music, it's music of the times. It's contemporary.

RW: I know that reggae has its origins in calypso. But could
you explain what the major differences are?

Cordell: It has to do with the best first of all, of course, but
then it has to do with the introduction of electrical instruments,
too. And then you know, we all forget how powerful the Beatles
were, but if the truth be known, the Beatles invented reggae-
or at least influenced rock steady and turned it into reggae. And
then you know, you've got other songs. They're very heavily
influenced by Stax Records and Atlantic Records. I mean, Otis
Redding was a god down there. And "Mr. Big Stuff" by Jean
Knight-I mean, that is reggae.

RW: Does it interest you to be exploring the music of another
culture? Would it be something you'd like to do again?

Cordell: I do it all the time. That's my interest in this whole
business: the renaissance of music.

RW: What other areas of the world do you think we might be
hearing about in the future?

Cordell: Well, Africa still hasn't said what it's got to say
and the Eastern scale still hasn't been used properly. But the
key thing is that the people must, for us to be aware of it im-
mediately, speak English, which rather cuts it down. And that's
what makes Jamaica so unique. They speak English and yet
what they do is really 80 per cent pure African, with a 20 per
cent English influence.

RW: Do you still have any involvement with Joe Cocker?
Cordell: Oh, sure, though what, I don't know.
RW: I wondered if you had any thoughts about the fact that

he seems to have spent himself . . .

Cordell: I just think he's sitting in limbo somewhere, but he
doesn't say good-bye. You know, just because he's not here now,
people too quickly forget who he is. But he's the greatest.

RW: The last tour didn't seem to have been all that successful
Cordell: Well, the conditions were wrong. You know, when pop

has so much information available and there are so many people
profering opinions a vast majority, it becomes rather like horse
racing: you look at the form book and you see what's happening.
But you're dealing with a man's emotions, and Joe Cocker's just
one of the unique greats. We'll hear lots more from him, I know-
whether I'm involved or somebody else is-because as long as
Joe Cocker's involved, it'll eventually be alright.

RW: Are you continuing to produce? The new Leon Russell
album, for example.

Cordell: Well, that's a live album. But sure, you've got to mix
it down; you've got to decide what goes on it and patch up
little bits.

RW: So it's still your meat. You haven't gone into the world
of high finance?

Cordell: Oh, no, no. I don't pay advances. I just sign people
who I think have got it and who think I've got it and we can
do a job for them, that if we sign them, they'll make money.

RW: What other artists have you been working with recently?
Cordell: I'm working at the moment with a girl called Phoebe

Snow, who's a sensation. She's the pride of Teaneck, New Jersey.
And I've been working with another girl named Mary McCreary
