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Computer Use Growing
On Retail Chain Level

B NEW YORK — Computers,
enjoying extensive use for some
time by record manufacturers
to keep track of sales, customer
billing, inventory, artist royal-
ties and returns, are coming to
the retail end of the record in-
dustry. In the forefront are new
machines designed especially
for retailer use that employ
a “wand” to read an encoded
price tag affixed to the merchan-
dise purchased (see separate
story).

Al Franklin, who heads the
8-store Franklin Music chain
(five stores in Philadelphia,
three in Atlanta) is the first
record retailer to use the new
NCR system. They already have
five terminalg installed, with the
other stores expected to make
the change to the new system
in the next few weeks. Franklin
says that “NCR cost us a ton
of money, especially in the time

and money it takes to get the
rrerchandise coded properly.”

The 30-store Disc Records
chain has an IBM system, and
each day’s sales are keypunched
onto a machine on the store
level, at the close of the day’s
business. The sale is originally
written up on a sales slip with
the label, selection number,
type and quantity noted, and
that information is keypunched,
then transmitted via phone lines
overnight to the home office in
Cleveland. But the computer,
according to Disc President
John Cohen, plays an additional
role. “The computer also han-
dles our payroll, markdowns,
bank deposits and many other
bookkeeping chores. We could
not do the things we’'re doing
without a computer. And any-
body who thinks he can run a
chain without a computer is
headed for disaster.” Cohen

B NEW YORK — It is obvious

Rose has had an integral part in the development of such talents
as Hank Williams, Marty Robbins, Don Gibson, Donovan, the Everly
Brothers and Mickey Newbury. In this first of a two-part Dialogue,
Record World spoke with Rose on the evolution of country music
and Acuff-Rose through the past quarter century.

Record World: How did your music career begin?

Wesley Rose: I came to Nashville in 1945 and my father was a
songwriter for a good many years, really going all the way back
to Sophie Tucker. He wrote a thing called “Red Hot Mama” for
Sophie Tucker and “Deed I Do” and many pop things. Then, he
got into writing country songs with Gene Autry on the West
Coast. Then he came back to Nashville and during his stay here
in Nashville, Roy Acuff asked him to start a publishing company.
They became partners and started Acuff-Rose Publications. This
was in the latter part of 1943, I came down in '44 on a vacation
and we had about 12 tunes at that time. I was an auditor and
accountant for Standard Oil of Indiana. I didn’t have any back-
ground at all in music except growing up in a musical family.
I really got into the music business, I guess, because of my com-
mon background. I happened to look over the books and audit
them and odd as it seemed, they wouldn’t balance. I contacted
his accountant, who said he was very busy and didn’t have time
to balance them, evidently he was just plugging numbers in. I
asked my father to get a new accountant and at that time I went
back to Chicago.

He contacted me three or four times after that and asked me
to come on down to Nashville to manage the publishing company.
Finally, in the latter part of 1945, I decided to come on down
and just take a try at it. In ’45 I became the general manager of
Acuff-Rose Publications and he, in a sense, became one of the
writers assigned to the publishing company. We had Acuff-Rose
Publications, which was a BMI firm and Milene Music, which was
an ASCAP firm. My father was an ASCAP writer all his life.

RW: Why a publishing ecompany in Nashville?

Rase: I had to ask myself this when I came here. There weren’t
any publishing companies here, there weren’t any record com-
panies. In other words, this wasn’t a music town. There was the
Grand Ole Opry and that was the reason we stayed in Nashville.
We became 100 per cent country and because of being able to
go over on a Saturday night and see all the country talent, we
stayed here and became the first publishing company,

RW: What were some of the first you came up with?

Rose: As time went on, besides having the first publishing
company in Nashville, we also did the first recording sessions
in Nashville, My father recorded Hank Williams before there
were even any recording studios in town. He recorded Hank on
Sterling Records up in the WSM studios and that was the first
recording session using what we call the “Nashville Sound.”
Now, I realize that from time to time somebody did an arranged

sesgion in the South, but I don’t believe that any of them were
ever done in Nashville.

Because we were the first publisher, logically we became the
first Nashville publisher to have our own recording studio, and
to this date the recording studio is still a must for the publish-
ing company. We also became the first Nashville country music
firm to get a pop hit., We became the first Nashville firm to get
pop records of country hits. We were also the first Nashville
publisher to receive a pop award and in fact we received eight
pop awards. We also became the first Nashville publisher to have
its own educational publishing operation. I believe we’re the
only one right now who has their own. We are the only Nash-
ville publisher who prints our own sheet music. We were the
first publisher to have its own promotional department, In fact,
the original promotion man we had is still with us, Mel Foree.
I hired Mel probably in early ’46 and he’s still with us.

We were the first Nashville publisher to have our own foreign
firms. In fact, our English firm has a booking agency. Through
this booking agency Tom Jones was discovered. Engelbert Hump-
erdinck and the Moody Blues also came out of the English
branch, We also were the first Nashville publisher to record
foreign artists. We recorded a Belgium artist here; we recorded
many Japanese artists, German artists and French artists. We
also published the first song ever to achieve the number one
rank in every country of the civilized world. That song was
“Tennessee Waltz.” Odd as it may seem, many people didn’t even
know where Tennessee was, but the song became a hit. We also
had three of the first four members of the Country Music Hall
of Fame, Additionally, Fred Rose was the first to be elected
country music man of the year when that award existed.

RW: How did your publishing company evolve from 100 per-
cent country to a solid source of pop material?

Rose: I was fortunate to meet a man who I still consider the
genius in the music business, a man named Mitch Miller. We
became very close friends and Mitch was just a genius at the
merging of song to artist. The first time I talked to Mitch I had
the song “Cold, Cold Heart.” Now, it was just simple logic that
since I didn’t come from Nashville (I come from Chicago) and
these country songs really got to me, that they would get to any
metropolitan area or any part of the world because of the com-
munication in the song. Now, Mitch took “Cold, Cold Heart” and
recorded it with Tony Bennett and it became a big, big hit. From
that a good many songs were recorded by Mitch, who did “Half As
Much” with Rosemary Clooney; “Jambalaya” with Jo Stafford;
and “Hey, Good Lookin’” with Joe Stafford and Frankie Laine.
He did some of our sacred songs, such as “I'm Gonna Walk and
Talk With My Lord,” and “Satisfied” with Johnny Ray. This
proved that the music communicated and there were no barriers.

“I think that country and rhythm and
blues music are the roots of the music
business . .. ”

Now, doing country songs by pop artists got them into the
homes of the people who were pop oriented. I guess they actually
thought they were listening to pop songs. After they found out
they were country, they began to like country music a little
more and have a little more respect for it, Now, the first big
song we had with a country artist, we had a smash across the
board with Red Foley. Red Foley did “Chattanooga Shoe Shine
Boy” and his record became number one on all the charts. This
proved that you not only could get into the homes and to the
people with the country songs done by pop artists, but by country
songs really performed by country artists. I would say the late

Radio, Record Firms Should Get Together

B 1.OS ANGELES — Recently
Record World ran an article
about the problems of radio air-
play and record promotion in
England, giving the opinion of
an English promotion man that
life was closer to paradise here
in the United States. Talking
to Michael Papale, head of pro-
motion for Chrysalis Records
here, gives a very different
slant on things. “A lot of peo-
ple, in AM radio especially, just
don’t care enough about music.
They've become vinyl disc stat-
isticians, instead of music direc-
tors, which /in turn makes pro-
moting records a frustrating
job to say the least.”

Papale realizes that the prob.
lems are not necessarily new
ones, but feels that perhaps the
repeated airing of them might
eventually bring about some
solutions. “Promotion men have
certainly been at fault in the
past too, but unfortunately,
they don’t always have control
over what records they will
have to push, and what will
have the major priorities. Now
the paranoia of payola is so
heavy that radio management
in some cases won’t allow the
PD’s to see promotion men or go
out with them.”

B CHARLOTTE, N.C. — The
North <CCarolina Court of Ap-
peals has upheld a lower court
decision that granted four rec-
ord companies a permanent in-
junction and compensatory dam-
ages against Eastern Tape
Corp., G & G Sales, Inc., Super
Hits, Inc., and J. H. Pettus, the
owner of the three companies,

Judge Frank W. Snepp of the
Superior Court of Mecklenburg
County had entered a summary
judgment last October against
the defendants, enjoining the
three companies and Pettus
permanently from duplicating
sound recordings made by the
plaintiff  record companies,
Capitol Records, Inc.; CBS,
Inc.; MCA, Inc. and United Art-
ists Records, Inc.

The defendant companies
and Pettus appealed the deci-
sion to the North Carolina
Court of Appeals. They charged
that the <common law rights in
the sound recordings which
they were held to have unlaw-
fully appropriated is not an
act of piracy on their part since
those rights had been expressly
abrogated or repealed by a
State statute; that the musical
performances that they appro-
priated are in the public
domain; that the plaintiff com-
panies constituted a monopoly
in violation of the State con-
stitution; that record .compan-
ies, by embodying a number of
performances in an album and
refusing to issue them gsingly,
were engaging in tie-in sales,
and that, in refusing to deal
with the defendants, the plain-
tiff companies were creating a
trade boycott.

Rejecting the claim that the
plaintiff record companies were
asserting a monopoly in viola-
tion of the State constitution,
the Court, in +the current
decision, observed that *“plain-
tiff is simply trying to prevent
defendants from stealing its
property. Defendants are not
restricted from securing their
own performers, recording
these performances, and selling
their own records or tapes in
fair competition with the
plaintiff.”

’40s and early ’'50s were the critica] eras in breaking down the
notion that country was regional music and just something the
Deep South liked.

RW: How did rock and roll affect your business?

Rose: It was a very dangerous time. In fact, in all the years
I’'ve been in the business, I would say it was the most critical
time for country music. Elvis Presley broke out on the scene
and of course, Elvis Presley was a giant. They were playing him
on all stations. By playing the rock artists on country stations,
the country listeners began to tune out, and in tuning out, the
country programs started to disappear. Back in those days we
would have, say, 600 stations playing country, and I recall it got
down to about 85 stations. Now as far as this company was
concerned, I think the lucky break came when two boys came in
who I dug very much; they were the Everly Brothers. In record-
ing the Everly Brothers country sessions, we just had the regular
five musicians including the steel. We recorded “Bye, Bye Love”
which became number one across the board. Now, this meant
that not only was rock music big, but country music became
big by becoming a part of the pop scene. I think that country
and rhythm and blues music are the roots of the music business,
the record companies and the publishing companies. I think they
are the two greatest musics and the creativity of them has made
a mark on the world.

RW: Could you describe the development of Hank Williams?

Rose: The first three of the four members of the Hall of Fame
we had were Hank Williams, Fred Rose and Roy Acuff. Now,
Hank Williams was a young writer who came to Nashville. T
recall the first day. Odd as it seems, my father and I were playing
ping-pong at WSM and Hank came in with Audrey and asked
if we had time to listen to some of his songs. We went into one
of the studios at WSM and listened, and my father liked what
he heard. We were looking for songs for a girl called Molly
O’Day who was on Columbia Records, In those days, Roy Acuff
was the epitome, the king of country music, and Roy is still the
king of country music. Hank idolized Roy Acuff, so I believe
this was the factor that brought him into Nashville to see Roy
and Fred Rose, There wasn’t even any tape in those days, we
had them on acetate., We took the acetates of Hank’s songs and
placed them with Molly O’Day. That was the start of his writing
career. His artist career started from listening to him perform
the songs that he had written.

Then Sterling Records called my father and asked him to cut
four sides with a country act and four sides with a western act.
The western act he cut was the Oklahoma Wranglers, who are
today known as the Willis Brothers, and the country act was
Hank Williams, In his second Sterling session, Hank recorded a
song ealled “Honky Tonkin.’” His version of “Honky Tonkin’”
was just beyond a doubt commercial. From that point came the
idea to place him on a major label. His recordings for Sterling
were recorded on a per session basis, so there wasn’t any con-
tract. They were more or less just being created for a market,
just to fill a gap.

My father then went to New York and met an old friend
named Frank Walker who was just starting MGM Records. Hank
Williams became the first artist ever recorded and released by
MGM. They still have the first pressing. His first record was
“Move It On Over,” which became number one. Hank’s career
started from that day forward, not only on record but also
through personal appearances. Hank’s records broke open one
after the other.

My father produced these records and 1 wag blessed in being
manager of the publishing company, so that also gave me some
great songs to work with. It was my job to spread them out to
every market, He not only became a great recording artist, he
became a great showman. Anybody that didn’t have the oppor-
tunity to see Hank perform really missed something. He was on
many shows with Bob Hope, Milton Berle and all the biggest
artists in every field. Hank loved to perform! I still think he
was one of the most misunderstood persons in the world. He
wasn’t that sad person you hear about; Hank was a very funny
man. Originally, before he came up here, he was a comedian in
a medicine show. He had a sense of humor so he was really a
lot of fun to be around. You didn’t really need a piece of paper,

I became a very lucky man because one writer would bring
another writer in. I found Don Gibson in Knoxville. I happened
to be over to a Hillbilly Day there. I stopped in a place and Don
was singing a song called “Sweet Dreams.” The song was un-
published and I asked Don if he would sing for me and I would

Carlin Cuts Up at Philharmonic

B NEW YORK—George Carlin,
his ever-present pony-tail cast
aside in favor of a more elegant
oriental queque, took the stage
at Philharmonic Hall last Tues-
day (28), and the Little David
artist didn’t give it back until
his audience was totally sati-
ated some two or three hours
later.

Carlin never ceases to amaze
and please his audiences, and
though his sessions are often
no more than variations on pre-
viously used themes, his humor
remains crisp, unclean and em-
minently uproarious.

Nothing is sacred to George;
even a good all-American fairy
tale becomes a vehicle for off-
beat banter. “Grumpy,”’ says
Carlin, commenting on Snow
White and the Seven Dwarfs,
“was obviously a speed freak.
Sleepy was a down head, Sneezy

loved coke and Doc, well, he
was the gang’s connection.”
Carlin, as evidenced by a re-
cent widely acclaimed ABC-TV
special, has left his old mold of
stereotyped characters (i.e. dee-
jays, mailmen, weatherman,
ete.) in favor of himself and his
past, while still maintaining a
fantastic feel for dialects. If
he continues to pursue Amer-
ica’s funnybone with the same
reckless abandon he exhibits
now, he may grow up to be
President.

Columbia’s Black Music Program

By SPEIGHT JENKINS

W NEW YORK — When the
news came out a few months
ago that Goddard Lieberson wag
to be the new president of Co-
lumbia Records, many musi-
cians in the country must have
remembered with pleasure his
remarkable contributions to the
field of recording contemporary
music, In many minds what
began with the landmark re-
cording of Berg’s “Wozzeck”
(starring Eileen Farrell, with
Dmitri Mitropolous conducting
the New York Philharmonic) in
1951 has now moved into the
announcement by Columbia
Records of the birth of a Black
Composers’ Series.

One would have to live a
totally unmusical existence on
a desert island not to be aware
of the importance of black
music to American music in thig
century. Arguably, our black
music is the major homegrown,
exportable musical product, and
since 1960 the universal youth
revolution has been inspired by
American black rhythmg and
beat. All the more surprising
then is the almost total absence
of black serious music in cur-
rent catalogues. Schwann lists
a single performance version
of works by T. J. Anderson,
Howard Swanson and William
Dawson and no recordings of
string quartets, concertos or
operas by black composers. At
the same time (and for a rea-
son not comprehensible to many
musical journalists) Schwann
does not list Scott Joplin in its
list of classical composers even
though his work has been re-
corded with immense popular
and critical success by such a
prestigious serious musician
as Gunther Schuller. Since most
universities and many public
schools in urban areas are add-
ing black music to their cur-
ricula, it is obviously vital to
have some available recordings
to play, and Columbia is step-
ping in to fill the gap.

Before it could do so prop-
erly, there had to be a black
musician ready to direct the
project, and Maestro Paul Free-
man, conductor-in-residence of
the Detroit Symphony Orchestra
for the past three seasong is
the man for the job. Having
conducted many major orches-
tras of Europe and the U.S. and
having served as Associate Con-
ductor of the Dallas Symphony
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for several years before coming
to Detroit, he has had plenty
of experience conducting more
than 150 performances of com-
positions by his brethren,

Excited by the prospect of
adding a vital section to the
literature and inspired by Free-
man, the Irwin-Sweeney-Miller
Foundation ~f Columbus, Ohio,
has provided a grant for the
initial planning and the first

recording. Joseph Boulogne,
Chevalier de Saint-Georges,
wrote operas, symphonies,

chamber music and concertos
while living chiefly in France
in the late eighteenth century.
For the project’s first record his
Symphonie Concertate, a string
quartet, a symphony and scenes
from an opera will be recorded
and released by Columbia next
January. Three other records
will also come out at that time
featuring the work of Ulysses
Simpson Kay (whose recent
“Juggler for our Lady” won
raves in Jackson, Mississippi,
when presented by Opera
South), William Grant Still,
Roque Cordero (much of whose
symphonies, chamber ensembles
and choruses have been per-
formed in Central and South
America) and George Theo-

Electronic Music

B NEW YORK — When So-
viet composer Dmitri Shos-
takovich was in the United
States last month, he told
representatives of the De-
partment of State that he
wanted to hear some Ameri-
can electronic music.

computer helps with inventory
control.

A spokesman for Sam Goody
in New York explained that
their computer is used for
“financial accounting and for
the wholesale division” but is
not used for the Goody stores.
He added that the new Goody
store in Westport was installing
a Sweda register that would
indicate the manufacturer’s
label and code, the classifica-
tion, and price. “We’re some-
what leery of scanning devices,
but they could be valuable. If
the manufacturer does the
coding, then it would be differ-
ent.”

Dave Rothfeld of Korvettes
explained that the chain does
not use the computer for sales
in all of the chain’s record
departments, but added “some-
day, hopefully, we will.”

Heilicher Bros. also has a
computer set-up. Each album is

B ARMONK, N.Y.—IBM is
the latest corporation to join
the ranks of those with a
system that links the point
of sale, where merchandise
in a store is purchased, to a
computer somewhere else,
usually at the firm’s head-
quarters.

Womack, Waters, Corea Pack Park

B NEW YORK—The Schaefer
Festival has put on some good
shows this summer, but last
weekend’s (25) has got to be
one on the finest and most excit-
ing evenings ever to shake the
trees and melt the rocks around
the Wollman rink. Picture this:
a packed house, a sultry eve-
ning and music by Chick Corea
and Return to Forever, Muddy
Waters and Bobby Womack and
Peace.

Corea started the evening off,
and the Polydor artist revealed

to a growing audience, New
drummer Lenny White (he re-
placed Steve Gadd) now fits in
perfectly and drives the group
from a solid r&b base, so that
the intricate melodies and shift.

played some of the group’s
standards, (“Hymn +to the
Seventh Galaxy,” “After the

Cosmic Rain” and the charming
“Senor Mouse”) but the high-

light of his set was a new tune
called “Space Circus,” which
beging with a disarming cal-
liope effect and then moves into
some ripping rock. A beautiful

melody line counterpoints the
heavy rhythm. “Circus” has got
to be the band’s best tune.

After the audience caught its
breath, Muddy Waters and his
blues band (Chess) came on out
and worked their show. Begin-
ning with some instrumentals
most prominently a rocking ver-
sion of Jimmy McCracklin’s
“The Walk”, Muddy and his band
did deeply moving versions of his
standards “Hoochie Coochie
Man” and “Long Distance Call”
and then ripped into the title
tune from his latest lp, “Can’t
Get No Grindin’ (What’s the
Matter With the Meal)” that
featured some of the bluesman’s
best singing of the night.

Bobby Womack and Peace
started slowly, the UA hitmaker
hitting a low point with an ill-
advised vocal on “Sweet Caro-
line,” but then the band and
Womack caught fire with “A-
cross 11th Street” and from then
on it was supersoul all the way.
Womack did a whole mess of
tunes including “If You Can’t

such cine sensations as ABC's
“Cabaret”, Bell’s smash “God-
spell”, MCA’s ‘“Jesus Christ
Superstar”, Motown’s ‘“Lady
Sings the Blues” and “Live and
Let Die” from UA. The nos-
talgia craze has spawned a
whole series of albums which
use the music of the time period
being covered to recreate the
true ambience of, say, the
thirties or fifties or sixties.
Thus, catalogue music that has

not been heard for quite awhile

is now being listed to in such
albums as “American Graffiti”
(MCA) which uses songs from
the early sixties and fifties to
paint an accurate picture of
what it was like to grow up
in a world of hamburgers, con-
tinental kits, crinolines and
Wolfman Jack. The Paramount
soundtrack of “Paper Moon”
goes back even further for its
portrayal of American during
the Depression, with cuts by
Ozzie Nelson, (singing!), Paul

Whiteman, Leo Reisman and
other famous bands of the
thirties counterpointing the

story of a ne-er do-well and
his adventures with a sharp
tongued little waif. Buddah’s
“Dick Clark: 20 Years of Rock
"N Roll,” while not a sound-
track per se (it's actually the
track of his twentieth anniver-
sary TV show) is another one
of those albums giving new
life to old tunes.

Alan Price’s musie, which
acts as a kind of Greek chorus
to the action of Lindsay Ander-
son’s “0O Lucky Man’” (Warner
Bros.), has led to the rediscov-
ery of the ex-Animal, and the
re-release of a London album
of some of his earlier work.
The soundtrack album and his
single “Poor People” were both
chart items.

One of the most interesting
aspects of the film-record de-
tente has been the fact that
singles taken from movies have
become as powerful
once were in the days of the
glorious MGM musicals
(which, by the way, have been
re-released by MGM in deluxe
two-record packages which in-
clude “The Band Wagon,”
“Seven Brides for Seven Broth-
ers’”” and “Showboat”). 20th
Century’s “The Morning After”
by Maureen McGovern, the
theme from the adventure flick
“The Poseidon Adventure,” re-
cently hit the top of the charts,
was quickly followed by “Live
and Let Die,” Paul McCartney

quite a while, “Knockin’ On
Heaven’s Door,” taken from
the soundtrack album of “Pat
Garrett and Billy the Kid.”
Another hot single bustin’ up
the pop charts is Joe Simon’s
Spring waxing of the “Theme
from Cleopatra Jones”—in fact,
another tune from the picture,
“Hurts So Good” is also mov-
ing up by another Spring art-
ist, supersoul thrush Millie
Jackson.

The Black film explosion has
caused waves in the music
business as well. The “Cleo-
patra Jones” soundtrack is a
hot chart item, as is Willie
Hutch’s music for “The Mack”
(Motown) and James Brown’s
(Polydor) music for funkfilm
“Slaughter’s Big Rip Off.”

Some recording artists have de-
cided to move into the movies as
performers. Jethro Tull, in fact,
has decided that it will no long-
er tour and will instead concen-
trate on films from now on,
citing as reasons harsh criti-
cism on the current tour of “A
Passion Play,” and the desire of
the group to move on to other
artistic horizons, The afore-
mentioned Bob Dylan has a
burgeoning career as a film ac-
tor cooking, as does Kris Kris-
tofferson, and David Bowie has
announced he has given up live
touring in favor of recording
and doing movies. Diana Ross,
star of “Lady Sings the Blues,”
is a budding cinestar and At-
lantic’s Roberta Flack is re-

portedly set to play Bessie
Smith in a forthcoming bio-
flick.

What it all adds up to is in-
creased profits for both films
and music as the media receive
increased popularity because of
their interplay.

Honk Hit
At Whisky

& LOS ANGELES—With a Co-
lumbia album of her own,
“Sweet Bonnie,” now in re-
lease, Bonnie Bramlett came
to the Whisky for two nights
recently accompanied by seven
back-up musicians and two
female back-up singers. And
that was a problem. True, Ms.
Bramlett seemed inadequately
miked, and even when one
could hear her, not in the best
of voice. But if she were trying
to convey any emotional con-
viction in her songs—fairly

_ innocuous, mostly upbeat num-

bers, with titles like “Celebrate
Life” and “Good Vibrations”—
that, too, was lost beneath the
blare of her band. Spunky, pow-

erful and tight as they sounded

(especially the brass), they
were simply too much for her.
If Bonnie Bramlett was a
disappointment, however, the
opening act, 20th Century’s
Honk, was a revelation. This
was the group’s first appear-
ance before a West Hollywood
audience, and it came through
splendidly. All seven musicians
write; they trade off solos and
lead vocals; their musiec is
energetic, pulled-together, of-
ten memorable. Beth Fitchet,
the only woman in the group,
shone as the featured singer
in a rendition of a Mark
Turnbull song, “Buckeyed Jim,”
and throughout. Craig Buhler’s
reed work added color and
panache to its sound (drums,
guitars, bass and keyboards).
There was no glitter in Honk’s
act—maybe a shade too little
stage presence, in fact. There
was just good, inventive music.
Hopefully, they’ll be back at
the Whisky soon—and headlin-

record him on MGM, After my father passed on, I became a
producer through necessity. I was very fortunate because I had
been at all the previous recording sessions. So after I got past
the first or second it was a lot of fun. From Don Gibson came
Roy Orbison and of course, the Roy Orbison story everybody
knows. He became one of the biggest world-wide artists we’d
ever had and he’s also a great writer.

RW: What about the institution of the Hickory label?

Rose: The Hickory label started while my father was still
living. My father and Roy decided to start a record company,
and odd as it seems, I was against the label, I sort of got an
ultimatum that I could become a part owner as of now, but as
of tomorrow, forget it. They were gonna start the label, regard-
less. One of my terms was that I said I didn’t want to have to
produce or treat the label any differently than any label 1 was
doing business with. However, when my father passed on, I not
only inherited all the MGM acts to record, but also all the
Hickory acts. The label came through a necessity in the business.
Back in those days, there were probably just six labels. Of the
six, there were only three labels doing country music. It was
very hard to get the a&r people of those labels to listen to your
acts. So we used the label and felt it would be a great plus to
prove our intuitions. We were very fortunate because the first
record my father recorded became a hit. “Good Deal Lucille”
was cut by a guy named Al Terry and that began an era of sign-
ing a good many Louisiana people, who were also good writers,
They included Jimmy Newman and Rusty and Doug Kershaw.
So one just feeds the other and the label not only fulfilled its
original function, but it became a very successful venture on
its own. Throughout the years, we had Sue Thompson, who had
what I call our first pop breakouts. We also had a Chris Jensen
hit and a group called the Newbeats, who were very successful.

We finally had a problem with overseas affiliations, so I decided
to take many trips abroad to negotiate with the record firms that
would sincerely get behind our label. Sue Thompson was being
covered by all the native artists overseas. Although she had a
big hit in Germany, she was getting hurt badly because of our
poor distribution abroad. I contacted a fellow named Louis
Benjamin, who was in the process of building Pye Records and
we became very good friends. He decided not only to release
Hickory Records and start country in England, but we had a
two way deal in which I was allowed six artists from his label
to release in this country. Of those artists, I picked a fellow
called Donovan. He had never recorded before and his first, I
believe, was “Catch The Wind.” We released Donovan on Hickory
Records. We also released an Australian act called the Over-
landers who had a hit on “Yesterday’s Gone.”

I also had Lonnie Donegan, an Englishman who had a hit on
“Rock Island Line.” The acts that were picked really from the
labels were those acts that were singing simple songs regardless
of what category they were in. Pye was spreading some of their
acts out. Warner Brothers had some, like Pet Clark, and I know
Kapp Records had Kenny Ball. These acts were spread around
so four different labels would release a Pye product. It was
a very successful idea for Louie Benjamin. As you can see, we
have always been very serious about the record label. There
are many people who think that it’s just a tool. It’s not a tool;
it’s a record label just like any other. It’s one of the oldest labels.
It was started, I think, in 1950, so we’re talking about 23 years.
