Call For Measures
To Combat Shortages

B NEW YORK — Adequate sup-
plies of petrochemicals and other
plastics must be guaranteed to the
nation’s industries in order to
avoid loss of production and jobs,
according to a report prepared
by The Society of the Plastics
Industry, Inc. The 29-page report,
along with appendices showing
the extent to which oil and petro-
chemicals are used today, empha-
sizes that the plastics industry
must be given priority status in
petroleum allocations.

The Society reported that a re-
cent widely quoted study by
Arthur D. Little showed that a
15 percent reduction in output
of the petrochemical industry
would result in a loss of as many
as 1.6 million jobs and a loss in
domestic production value in ex-
cess of 65 million dollars. The
record industry, obviously, would
be only one of the industries
affected. The Society also called
for allocations based on the 1972
distribution of oil and gas and all
their derivatives as a means of
assuring adequate supplies.

Production of PVC, according
to the report, reached a peak of
4.9 billion pounds a year in March
1973, or an average of 413,000,000
pounds per month. Four months
later, in July, the monthly pro-
duction had dropped to only
351,000,000 pounds per month, or
only 85 percent of capacity. The
report also  confirms  reports
printed by Record World, (Octo-
ber 27, et. seq.) that “there are
significant shortages of many tra-
ditionally plentiful resin formula-
tions,” and that “many resin pro-
ducers are unable to supply new
markets with any resin.”’

The study also examines the
alternatives available in using sub-
stitutes for plastics, and calls that
search “unrealistic.” “Most of the
materials plastics have replaced
are themselves in short supply.
Even if they were plentiful, it
would take many months for in-
dustries now dependent on plas-
tics to retool.”
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Album Price Shift
Reflected in Charts

B NEW YORK-—While the trend
towards higher album prices and
selective pricing for established
artists in particular continues, an
analysis of this week’s Top 100
Album Chart reveals only nine al-
bums with a higher than $5.98 list.
Of those nine, however, four (in-
cluding the number one album)
are in the Top 10.

The greatest number of $6.98
or higher albums on the chart was
21 and all but one of them were
double albums (Record World,
May 26). Since then, the number
has steadily declined until this
week, when it reached nine.

This week’s higher than $6.98
albums include “Ringo” by Ringo

Starr, “Goodbye Yellow Brick
Road” by Elton John, “Quadro-
phenia” by the Who “'Jonathan

Livingston Seagull” by both Neil
Diamond and Richard Harris, the
Temptations” “‘Anthology,” the
soundtrack to “American Graffiti,”
the Allman Brothers Band’s, ‘‘Be-
ginnings’” and “The Beatles: 1967-
1970.”

An indication that the number
of higher priced albums on the
charts will increase can be found
by looking at the 101-150 Album
Chart, where there are eight new
releases priced at $6.98 or higher,

Pioneer Electronics has canceled
the other two concerts that were

who are also managed by Heller;
the third show would have fea-
tured Johnny Nash. A spokesman
for Pioneer told Record World
that the shows were being can-
celed because of “understand-
able”” adverse reaction to the first
program.

Electronics) as a hoax (see story
in last week’s Record World) has
caused many of the nation’s
progressive FM radio stations to
take a second look at the con-
cept of airing such broadcasts, and
has brought about questions as
to how the authenticity of such
shops can be further determined
in order to insure the listener
that he will be hearing exactly
what is advertised.

A station’s credibility with its
listeners is perhaps the major
point of concern expressed by
those involved, exemplified in an

Buckley Issues Report
On Record Industry

B WASHINGTON, D.C.—Senator
James L. Buckley (R.-N.Y)), has
released a 40-page report entitled
“The Record Industry and the
Drug Epidemic” that accuses sev-
eral record companies, including
Columbia Records and Elektra
Records, of permitting ““drug-ori-
ented advertising” and of tolerat-
ing “drug related lyrics in their
records.”’

Buckley, who has been one of
the most outspoken critics of the
rock music industry since the pay-
ola and drug use allegations sur-
faced last spring, specifically cited
what he called “corporate schizo-
phrenia’” on the part of the Col-
umbia Broadcasting System where-
in - Columbia Records allegedly
used “blatantly drug-oriented ad-
vertisements” for rock records
while at the same time CBS radio
officials were calling on their sta-
tions to screen records and to
avoid songs whose lyrics might
promote illicit drugs.

David Geften, Chairman of the
Board of Elektra/Asylum Records,
whose company was cited by the
New York Senator for an under-
ground newspaper ad that showed
a bottle of pills along with the
words ““For relief of misery . . .
take one of these,” issued an abso-
lute denial that the ad was in-

WNEW-FM: Notes from the 'Underground’

By HOWARD LEVITT

WNEW-FM has a well-earned reputation as one of the nation’s top
non-format radio stations, although the station itself tries to steer clear
of being labeled. In the following interview, program director Scott
Muni and music director Dennis Elsas provide some insight into the
nature of what was once “underground” radio, and its place in the
music industry as a whole.

Dennis Elsas

Scott Muni

Record World: | would say that when progressive FM radio was
really beginning it filled a specific need. It provided music that you
could not get on the other side of the dial at all. You don't exclusively
fulfill that same function in providing that particular kind of music.

Elsas: It's our presentation.

Muni: The stations that disappoint me now are those that could
have been doing, in their market, what BCN still works at, what we
still work at, what KSAN works at. We all have the people who work
at it, who can give you four hours that are really interesting, that are
provoking. This is what this whole progressive thing is about. There’s
so damn much music that to present it intelligently and interestingly is
extremely important to the listener. That's what we have to maintain
in the future. But you know you can’t knock the hits. The ABC chain
of FM stations, which has changed formats many times, spent for-
tunes, now seems to be making a dent in all the markets by just
playing the hits. But, at the same time, in order to do that | could
have a couple of people to just turn on the machine and let it go
because | wouldn’t have to look for people with as much talent who
can actually do four hours of programs.

Elsas: We will do this. We will continue to be able to play the
records first. We don’t wait for the numbers. If a brand new group
comes in tomorrow and we love it, we can get out and wail with it
for a couple of weeks straight. And we can play anything we want
from a top 40 hit to a 1950 oldie to the most far-out jazz, and we
can put that all within one hour. And that's why we're so different,
you know. And even if we were to take five top 40 records, which
we won’t do ‘cause the audience can hear it someplace else, we
still can put it together more interestingly. That’s why no matter how
much music AM picks up from FM or top 40 picks up from progres-
sives, since AM and FM doesn’t mean anything anymore, we still make
it more interesting for the listener.

Muni: We have a dilemma. The problem is we believe you have to
live with rating books and if we believe what the books have said
about WNEW-FM, that we have the most loyal audience in New York
City, their question about, exclusive cume” meaning “Do you listen
to WNEW-FM, do you ever listen to any other station?”, the answer
is “No. | never touch my dial.” Okay, so then, as programmers on
the air, we think to ourselves, we started “American Pie”, but then
you begin to wonder about it as soon as ABC and WWDJ and every-
one’s playing it once an hour, so nobody here even touched it. Now
my question is are we making a mistake? ‘Cause a lot of times, with
a big hit, it'’s almost a rule mentally with everyone here, they never
touch it. But | wonder if our listeners are being robbed. Do they
ever get to hear that thing, whatever is number one? Of course, they
heard “American Pie.” But what if it's something else? What if it’s
a good r&b record? Our listeners aren’t teeny bopping dancers any-

more so they can get into a Curtis Maylield, Isaac Hayes. But what
if it's something else?

Elsas: The sound of the station changes. Just because it's a hit doesn’t
mean we won’t play it and vice versa. Obviously there are some artists
which are just aimed at a pre-teen market and that we are not going
to be involved with. But we're always arguing should we play this,
shouldn’t we play that. If there’s an album that | find totally unappeal-
ing, but it's getting good reaction or the reviews are good, I'll go up
and down the line to all the jocks asking what they think.

RW: In those terms, are there things that you’re not doing now
that you look forward to being able to do in the future or have a
desire to do in the near future. What more can a WNEW do in
terms of the way it presents the music? Or is everything just good
the way it is?

Muni: Well, we don’t know. What | mean is you can’t be positive.
We could say maybe we would get more listeners if we played more
hits and go on the theory of top 40, go on the theory of success at
any station, MOR, those stations are always tightly programmed.
Then on the other hand, we've proved ourselves capable of holding
our own in the market. We don’t want to be number one. That's not
what we’re in this game for. So with that concept, which is the
original one, management from the top is content to have a working,
cookin’ operation that makes money. And we are making money. Sure,
we expect to change, we don't really know how yet. But we’re gonna
change constantly, as Dennis said.

Elsas: You bring in a different personality in a different time slot and
obviously the emphasis changes a little. | think still that the beauty of
a station like this is that despite several totally different personalities,
there’s a sound to this radio station. You turn it on and you know it's
WNEW-FM, even though Jonathan’s bag may be one thing and Allison’s
another. | never thought it was progressive music. | think it's pro-
gressive radio that’s the idea. You can take any music and it can be
progressive if you put it together in the right way.

RW: Scott, with the wide range of experience you've had in radio,
how is a station like WNEW dealt with in terms of promotion from
record companies differently from how a top 40 station is dealt with?

Muni: Obviously an alert promotion man knows what kind of station
we are and is going to try to make himself a friend, because of the great
deal of product we play on the air, the variety of it and the fact that
we are the only station in New York really doing it without having to
have a list or without having to have proof that it's selling, etc.
Good promotion men know that. There are those who come to the
station to drop off a package and that’s it. And there are others who,
in their own way, whether heavily or lightly approach me, “it's another
smash time” or “This album’s gonna do a million bucks.” There’s all
the different approaches but | think, for the most part, companies
now, if they’re gonna be actively in business or they’re working this
market, they know how important this kind of station is from the
standpoint of new product.

editorial by WNEW-FM general
manager Varner Paulsen when he
stated that . . . we were ripped
off, but worse, you (the listener)
were ripped off . . . Program
director Scott Muni frankly stated
that “we had to take it at face
value, and we were duped. We
may be duped again, but certainly
not by these people. We have
alerted the FCC as to our aware-
ness of what happened and our
public apology, but as to pre-
venting this type of thing from
recurring, we can only hope to
preview such shows with an even
more discerning ear.”

Jim Sotet, program director at
WCMF-FM  in  Rochester, New
York, feels that certain steps will
have to be taken in the future to
prevent any similar incidents. “"We
at CMF”" said Sotet, "will be
doubly careful in checking these
broadcasts out. We will, if there
is the slightest doubt in our minds
as to a show’s validity, consider
either during the broadcast, or
will check back, through our
sales office with the sponsors for
credibility guarantees.” Sotet also
feels that one effective means of
securing such guarantees might be

obtaining signed affidavits from
those putting the shows together,
stating that their content is un-
adulterated and as advertised.

The repercussions seem to
range bheyond just “taped live”
broadcasts at some stations. At
WZME-FM in  Milwaukee, pro-
gram director Steve Stevens com-
mented that “‘any outside pro-
gramming sources provided, not
just concerts, will be screened for
authenticity by a panel. | might
add that 1 don’t believe Pioneer
did this intentionally, they were
victims just like us.”

Both Frank Wood, general man-
ager and program director at
WEBN-RM in Cincinnati, and Rick
Lee, station manager at KSHE-
FM in St. Louis look towards
establishing a viable communica-
tions network between stations
as a preventive measure. “If there
is even slight doubt as to the
question of authenticity, we will
not play it, and I'd like to be able
to alert other stations when speci-
fic instances arise,” said Wood.

‘We will just have to be that
much more cautious,” stated Lee
emphatically,” and 1 believe we’ll
have to re-establish the credibility
of syndicated concerts.”

No one’s set yet, but the initials
M.P. from New York and Boston keep cropping up.

We'll have to watch
all the ABC rumblings very closely however.

FCC-WNBC-New York . . . Accuracy in Media, Inc. was denied
review of an August 22, 1973 ruling of the Broadcast Bureau that an
Alger Hiss interview presented by WNBC on Dec. 13, 1972, did not
violate the Fairness Doctrine. Accuracy in Media contended the inter-
view ‘‘dealt with controversial issues of public importance in a
one-sided, unbalanced manner.”” The ruling said that the question to
be decided was not the truth of falsity of Hiss’s statements or the
credibility of his version of the case, but rather the reasonableness of
the judgment that the interview did not raise any controversial issue
of public importance at the time of the broadcast.

FCC-The rules adopted by the Commission in July, 1973, restricting
to 25 miles the radius in which a station may have exclusive rights
to a non-network or syndicated program have been stayed indefinitely.
New rules which were to become effective had previously been stayed
until November 12, 1973. Petitions of concern had been filed regarding
the problems of applying the rule in multi-city markets, where station
coverage areas overlap. As a result, more time will be given to consider
the problems.

FCC-As of October 31, 1973 the FCC announced the following totals
for broadcast stations on the air: AM radio-4,392 . . . FM radio-2,482 . . .
FM Educational-625.

Jingles Add Juice to Record Biz

By ALLEN LEVY

B NEW YORK—The jingle busi-
ness and the record business con-
tinue to move closer and closer,
as more and more musicians and
producers avail themselves of the
large amounts of money to be
made in “the ad game.” The two
categories of music constantly
feed each other, both in terms of
keeping musical talent working,
and also in the current trend that
takes tunes from jingles and makes
them hits on the commercial
charts.

The companies that make jin-
gles are called “music houses,”
the equivalent to production com-
panies in the commercial record
business. The music, designed to
be catchy and innocuous at the
same time (which makes it hard
to write) is used for such things
as industrial shows, industrial films
(in which the company seeks to
present a highly identifiable and
attractive image), TV scoring and
corporate and product 1D’s. By
far the most lucrative of these ac-
tivities is television scoring, which
falls into two subcategories—un-
derscoring, in which the music is
heard under the voice and the
picture, and the true jingle, in
which the music and lyric carries
the message.

TV scoring is difficult, as well,
for the music must start and
stop, rise and fall in relation to
what is being said (or seen) over
it. So say the principals in a rising
young music house here, Anacru-
sis Music. Run by Billy Arnell,
Steve Loeb and Dave Williams
(three musicians who originally
worked as a unitized rhythm sec-
tion, and then decided to get to-
gether and form a music com-
pany and create jingles with an
eye toward projects in the record
field as well), Anacrusis has done
jingles and/or understanding for
such products as Miller Malt
Liquor, Coca Cola ("It’s the Real
Thing’), Uniroyal, Hanes Pantyhose
and Northern Bathroom Tissue.

Arnell pointed out that “Jingle
writing is more challenging tech-
nically, though musically not so
demanding. It demands split sec-
ond timing, and the musician/
composer must be able to trans-
late advertising lingo into music.
An advertising man, for instance,
will say that he wants a part of a
thirty-second spot to ‘soar'—and
it is up to us to translate that into
musical terms.”’

Anacrusis is unique in that the
money made from jingles is used

ABKCO-Apple Dispute

B NEW YORK—ABKCO Industries,
Inc., which had previously an-
nounced that the company’s man-
agement agreement with regard
to Apple Corps Ltd., its subsidi-
aries and affiliates, expired March
31, 1973, had then demanded pay-
ment of certain commissions,
loans, and advances due from the
Apple Companies and John Len-
non, George Harrison and Ringo
Starr.

When payment was not forth-
coming, ABKCO commenced sep-
arate actions to recover the loans
and advances of approximately
$780,000, part being due from
John Lennon and other portions
being due from George Harrison,
and still other sums being due
from Apple Films Ltd., and Apple
Records, Inc.

The company has also com-
menced an action in the Supreme
Court of the State of New York
against Harrison, Lennon, Starr,
Paul McCartney and several of the
Apple group of companies. In this
action the company alleges that
all of the defendants have en-
gaged in a conspiracy to injure
and damage the company and to
deprive it of its rights to com-
missions, etc.

Certain of the Apple companies
together with Harrison, Lennon
and Starr commenced an ac-
tion against ABKCO and Allen
Klein in the United Kingdom,
High Court of Justice, Chancellory
Division, by the service of a writ.
The writ apparently seeks a dec-
faration that the management
agreements on which the com-
pany relies for its commissions
are invalid. No statement of Claim,
which is comparable to a com-
plaint in this country, particulariz-
ing such allegations has as vyet
been filed by the plaintiff in the
United Kingdom action.

The Brown Giant Story

| B LOS ANGELES — There are 1.3
million Mexican-Americans in Los
Angeles, Art Brambila said, and an-

other two million in California
alone. “And if we don’t buy enter-
tainment,” he added, “we buy
drugs.”

Because he was trying to make
a point, Brambila may have been
overstating his case slightly, but
there is little doubt that he knew
whercor he spoke. Raised in the
barrio of Last Los Angeles, trained
as a printer although he dreamed
of hecoming a performer, Bram-
bila today, at 34, is President of
Brown Giant Productions, a com-
pany he founded late in 1969 with
the hope that it might one day be
able to offer aspiring Mexican-
American musicians the chance to

make it in the record business
that he never had. It was on a
recent afternoon that Brambila

talked with Record World about
his hopes for the company and
about some of the difficulties he
has had to surmount thus far.

Most record industry people,
Brambila readily acknowledged,
have probably heard of Brown
Giant, if at all, because of the dif-
ficulties the production company
has had with its name. He had
originally chosen to call it Brown
Bag Productions, but when Terry
Knight formed his own label last
year, he too, used the name, and
so Brambila switched to Brown
Giant.

But that was scarcely the first
setback he had had, Brambila said.
While working as a printing buyer
for Capitol in the late 60’s, he re-
called, he tried in vain to interest
the company in searching out the
talent he knew existed in East Los
Angeles. ““Fvery time | mentioned
lLatin music,” he said, “they im-
mediately thought ‘mariachi.’” ”

Then in August, 1969, came the
East L.A. riot—some 500,000 citi-
zens of the barrio gathered to pro-
test the war in Vietnam, and vio-
lence erupted at a rally that fol-
lowed the march—and suddenly,
Brambila said, with Chicanos in
the headlines, the Capitol people
expressed a new interest. (The
simultaneous emergence of San-
tana, with its combination of Latin
music and hard rock, helped stir
interest, too, he feels) Still, the
company made no firm commit-
ments, and sensing that the times
were ripe for Chicano music, he
decided to go out on his own.

The ensuing three years have
been a steady, if difficult, uphill
climb, Brambila said. Two of his
groups, Tierra and Yaqui, have
found labels — the former signed
with 20th Century and have re-
leased one album, while the lat-
er's first Playboy album came out
in October. The company has
managed to stage several benefit
concerts for community agencies
in the barrio. And Brambila has
also recently been putting together
a television special, to tape some-
time this month, which will fea-
ture Tierra and Yaqui as well as
Columbia’s Azteca. Danny Mar-
tinez, a disc jockey on Los An-
geles radio station KHJ, will emcee
the one-hour program, to be syn-
dicated through Metromedia.

CONCERT REVIEW
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Rush, Young Fine Folks

B CARNEGIE HALL, NYC—A de-
lightful evening (9) of sweet mel-
low music from Tom Rush and
Jesse Colin Young, presented by
New Audiences and aptly titled
“Folk  Variations,” last ‘week
brought back memories of the
fine folk and folk rock of the 60s.

Jesse Colin  Young (Warner
Bros.) demonstrated that he s
even betler now than he was
when with the Youngbloods. No
pop performer can boast a more
pleasant voice than Young, though
at times the very beauty of his
voice overshadowed his song lyr-
ics.  Young’s best songs were
drawn from his fine new album,
“Song For Juli,” and his new band
was extremely well received.

Tom Rush (Columbia) hasn’t
changed things much in the past
couple of vyears, but he hasnt
really needed to. He is the epi-
tome of the “Boston folkie,” ex-
tremely witty and personable on
stage, varying his songs quite well,
and basically aiming at creating an
intimate rapport between audli-
ence and performer. Rush accom-
panies himself with very fine folk
guitar playing, best shown on the
“medley of my hit,” “No Regrets”
and ““Rockport Sunday.”

Watching a Tom Rush show is
a little like taking a ride in Mr.
Peabody’s Wayback Machine, be-
cause it was Rush who introduced
American pop music to the song-
writing styles of James Taylor, Joni
Mitchell, Jackson Browne and
Murry  McLaughlin. Rush’s ability
to interpret other writers’ songs is
unsurpassed, often outshining the
composers’ own versions. Rush’s
encore featured an electric guitar
played through a tiny book-sized
amplifier utilized, according to
Rush, because of the energy crisis.
Rush’s songs, humor and personal
charm made for a thoroughly won-
derful show.

B Fifteen-year-old Guru Maharaj Ji is the inspira-
tion behind a new musical sound in this country.

The band in-
cludes large string, wind and brass sections, a 60-voice choir and a full
rhythm section. Blue Aquarius toured the prisons in Texas and Okla-
homa prior to its participation in the Houston Soul Rush.

The band led a pilgrimage of 500 people from Boston to Houston
with parades and concerts in seven major cities in late October. The
purpose of Soul Rush was to invite all America to hear Guru Maharaj
Ji speak in the Houston Astrodome.

Blue Aquarius appeared in Boston, Philadelphia, Washington D. C,,
Columbus, Indianapolis, St. Louis and Kansas City before arriving at
the Houston Astrodome for the world peace assemblage on November
8-10. After hearing: Blue Aquarius in Houston, one critic commented,
“The music of Blue Aquarius will sweep America. It's as if all the
great stars of the ‘60s joined together to make a sound that would melt
every heart. This country is really in for a surprise.”

Blue Aquarius are on the Gospel Truth label. They performed to a
crowd of over 40,000 during Millennium '73. The concert seemed some-
what like a rock festival though the music to me was different and
most enjoyable. You will be hearing from them and | predict this will
be the biggest seller on a gospel label for sometime. If you have not
received a copy of the Blue Aquarius album call Mary Peak at Gospel
Truth.

Havens Fine, But

Friends are a Hindrance

B NLW YORK—The evening of
November 7 at Avery Fisher Hall

Richie Havens gave a credible per-
formance through the first half,
winning enthusiastic applause {or
such foot-stompin’ numbers as
"High Flyin’ Bird” and “Just Like A
Woman,” but seeming to disap-
point as he strummed his way
through the slower ballads. The
audience, which held many an ar-
dent fan, appeared more inclined
toward tempo than the vocal tal-
ents of the performer.

B LONDON—New releases are pouring off the presses in time for
the anticipated “bumper” month for record sales—Slade’s Christmas
offering beat them all—released by Polydor on December 7 and
titled “Merry Christmas, Everybody.” Other Christmas songs come
from Mary Hopkin (“Mary Had A Baby”’—Regal Zonophone) and
Norman Wisdom who again revives “White Christmas” on EML
There are rumors of another Elton John single to be released for
Christmas—which will not be taken from the “Yellow Brick Road”
album, walch for rapid movement on Sandy Denny’s single
“Whispering Grass.” Album product that emerges as the most im-
pressive is by Apollo 100, who have issued a maxi single of “Tidal
Wave,” “l1 Will Return” and “Hall Of The Mountain King” as a
sampler of their three album series on Young Blood; Ann Odell (re-
cent addition to Blue Mink) has a superb solo album, A Little Taste”
on DJM; new rock band Sassatrass, who have a fine debut album on
Polydor titled “Expecting Company” which was produced by Air's

B NEW YORK—Alison Ames has
just been appointed director of
publicity for the classical division
of Polydor, known far and wide
as Deutsche Grammophon. Lloyd
Gelassen, who has handled that
job plus Polydor’'s pop publicity,
had found the two hats increas-
ingly too big to wear, and is de-
lighted just to be popular music
publicity director.

Miss Ames, a strikingly pretty
New Englander in her twenties
with medium long brown hair and
clear blue eyes, graduated from
Hollins College in Roanoke, Vir-
ginia, some seven years ago. She
has done a variety of jobs in New
York, all connected to the music
business, and worked for a year-
and-a-half at the Music Division
of the New York Public Library
before coming to Polydor some
months ago as a publicity secre-
tary.

To opera habitues of this area,
Miss Ames is famous for having
originated the button with the
legend, ““Beverly Sills is a good
high” and backing it up with some
striking production photographs
of Sill's performances, some of
whicn  were published in such
magazines as Opera News.

High On Palestrina

At Polydor she is presently re-
sponsible for everything from top
to bottom of classical publicity,
and the hottest item in that com-
pany this month is the first com-
plete recording of Hans Pfitzner’s
opera, Palestrina. DG’s slogan is
not exactly, “If you like Parsifal,
you’ll love Palestrina,” but it might
well be. The audience that is
drawn to the rarely performed
opera will find “a very special
kind of Romantic mood,” to quote
Miss Ames.

The recording marks the first
appearance of Nicolai Gedda on
DG and in a role that he did a
good bit of in concert last spring
at Carnegie Hall. The recording
also has the Met’s music director,
Rafael Kubelik in the pit, and
Kubelik has been extremely suc-
cessful and well-reviewed for two
recent German operas recorded
by DG—Lohengrin and Oberon.

The story of Palestrina bears

surface resemblance to Die
Meistersinger in its preoccupation
with the writing of a musical com-
position, in this case a new mass
that will save church music. The
title role, an immense one, should
use all of Gedda’s ability at charac-
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terization, and the many small
roles, developing the churchmen
who quarrel over the composition
of the mass, should give many
good parts to the strong cast.

Polydor, according to Miss
Ames, plans the usual coop ad
with stores across the country and
good airplay has been promised
in major cities. In New York, John
Charles Miller will broadcast the
work in the second week in De-
cember over WNYC, and add to it
an interview with Kubelik.

Also in November, DG has re-
leased a new performance of The
Merry Widow conducted by Her-
bert von Karajan, and a complete
Messiah, starring Anna Rynolds,
Helen Donath, Stuart Burrows and
Donald Mclnrye. Hans Richter will
conduct the London Philharmonic,
using a reduced orchestra in keep-
ing with the spirit and practice in
Handel’s time.

Miss Ames, just settling into her
job, has a world of work ahead of
her, but she is excited and eager
to prove herself. She should be a
good contact for anyone who
wants to know what’s new at DG.

radio  stations,” a spokesman
explained.

Heller, who described himself
as “absolutely livid” after hearing
the show, said that his contract
with  Pioneer called for “full
creative control” and that Heller
and the group were supposed to
have been able to audition the
tape before it was distributed to
some 40 FM stations that ran the
show. Heller added that he had
spoken to Jack Doyle, President of
Pioneer Llectronics, and requested
that Pioneer prepare and distri-
bute a one-minute editorial for
all stations that ran the show,
stating that Mott The Hoople had
in no way authorized the use of
the phony tape. ” We want the
group protected,” Heller ex-
plained, and he emphasized that
neither he nor the group would
have allowed the tape to be
broadcast had they heard it prior
to airing. “We aren’t looking to
get into a whole number. We

would rather have an editorial
than a lawsuit.”” The group, how-
ever, is sending out a letter to the
stations involved explaining their
position.

In the wake of the scandal,
radio stations around the country
are taking steps to prevent a re-
currence (see separate story).
Some of the stations have con-
tacted the FCC in Washington and
alerted them 1o possible listener
complaints, advising them that
they were unwitting participants
in the hoax.

The concert shows had been
Pioneer Electronics’ first entry into
the taped rock show field. Their
sister company, U.S. Pioneer, has
had success with the King Biscuit
Flower Hour. Neither King Biscuit
nor U.S. Pioneer were involved in
this action.

Ed Hanson, manager of Gold
Star Recording Studios, the out-
side consultant hired by Pioneer
and allegedly the source of the
hoax, remained unavailable for
comment. Another source at the
studio, when told that Hanson
had repeatedly avoided comment,
said I think you've given him
ample opportunity to answer. He
has no comment.”

But more than likely, before you decide -who's second and who's
third, because there is a battle, because it is splintered and there
isn’t enough there to sell, all three may go by the wayside. That's what
the problem is. I'm sure the stations that have the stature in their
market collaborate, not that we’re doing the same thing, because
we're not. Each market has it's own problems. But the personalities
make the difference. If you keep that progressive part of FM then
you've gotta make it.

RW: Now let me make a statement I'd like you both to comment
on. You take the kind of radio, WNEW, WBCN or KSAN on the coast
and you take it back five or six years and the words to describe it is
“underground radio.” Now, to me, today there is no such thing as
underground radio. What was “underground” radio is now ‘‘progres-
sive radio” or “free-form’’ radio.

Muni: Well, you know, everybody hates labels. That's one label
that we did. I'm sure Tom Donahue and I’'m sure BCN and everyone
else involved really never accepted underground. Underground is
something, 1 guess the press or someone picked up and started
to use. We have never considered ourselves underground. We have
always considered ourselves above ground. We never thought of
ourselves as long-hair, freak, or any of those other terms -that they
always gave us. We have constant communication amongst ourselves,
the people on the air all realized ours was an audience of college
and above, intelligent people, young adults 18-34, some under 18 a
little, some over 34 a little that also fall into our category, are listen-
ing to us. They’re not listening for jingles so they don’t get any of the
window dressings or any of the old, corny, cliche-type radio magnets.
Just a cool, straight ahead approach, as much truth as possible. So
there’s no way an ““underground’ fits, because we're above ground.
As a matter of fact, we're more above ground than the stations that
would call us underground because, at least, we're giving it to them
straight.

Elsas: Underground, | think, was the time and the place—in '67 and
'68. Albums were then in the minority, singles were the name of the
game. FM was in the minority, long hair was in the minority. Now
this is all the mass. You know, we have changed . . . we were once
a highly elitist radio station. Because our audience was very small.
Happily our audience grew and we grew right along.

RW: That's what | meant. ! think that's how the term underground
was applied.

Muni: | think it meant we did things that no one else was allowed
to do because we didn’t have a format. We were not restricted so
“Wow, that's secret stuff over there. That's underground. What are
they doing?”

And
yet we still bring in brand new kids from high school and the campus
and even from the junior high schools. But it's the old thing—the
woman who was 15 years old when she was listening to Elvis Presley
is now 30.
