A&M Signs Harrison's Dark Horse Label

B 1LOS ANGELES — Following
signing of a worldwide distribu-
tion agreement with A&M Records
president Jerry Moss in Paris on
May 18, George Harrison has be-
come the first of the four ex-
Beatles to acquire this own flabel.
Dark Horse Records, as the label
is to be called, will have Harrison’s
exclusive services as a producer.
It has been set to debut in August
with the release of ia rock/pop
album produced by Harrison, and
in September it will release an
album by the Shankar family and
friends which Harrison will also
produce.

According to Moss, who return-
ed here last week, A&M's agree-
ment with Dark Horse is for “an
extended period of time” that is
“longer than the average,” which
he defined as three years. The
agreement calls for Harrison to
to produce at least two albums
for Dark Horse a year, he said, but
there is no ceiling on the number

Price Increase on ‘The Sting’
Shows No Negative Reaction

B UNIVERSAL CITY, CAL. — The
increase in list price on the origi-
na! soundtrack recording of “The
Sting” from $5.98 to $6.98 has in
no way affected the sale of the
album at the retail level, accord-
ing to information assembled by
the Record World market research
department and confirmed by
MCA vice president of marketing
Rick Frio. The album is edged out
of the number one position on
this week’s album chart, after a
five-week run at the top spot.

Sales Increase
“Do you want to know what
happened after we raised the
price of ‘The Sting’ in the stores?”
asked Record Bar’s national buyer
Pete Smolen. “We sold more
copies than the week before.”

Smolen emphasized that nothing
different was done to merchan-
dise the album to cause the sales

increase. Similar statistics were
received from the Heilicher Bros.
organization, reflecting sales in
their stores and accounts, and
from other retailers and chain
stores.

MCA’s Frio emphasized that

“there has been no change in the
marketing of ‘The Sting’ from this
office, and there has been no
change in sales at the retail level,”
giving credence to his theory “that
the price increase hasn’t affected
the album one bit”” Retailers,
given advance notice that the
price was going up, ordered in
heavily before the price increase.

Marvin Cane: Making Copyrights Famous

By HOWARD LEVITT
8 from his position as co-founder
of Coed Records to his roles as
chief operating officer at Screen
Gems Music and vice president at
TRO, Marvin Cane has been re-
sponsible for the development of
a variety of artists as performers
and writers. As chief operating
officer at Famous Music Publishing
since 1970, Cane has devoted his
energies to the continual streng-
thening of the company. in the
following Dialogue, he discusses
his attitudes and ideas concerning
the acquisition and development
of new material, both domestic and international publishing and the
necessity of maintaining a strong all-around catalogue.

Record World: it has been said that American publishing is like a
bank in terms of being non-aggressive. You buy a song, you put it
aside, and if something happens with it, it's like interest. What is your
view an that, vis-a-vis Famous?

Marvin Cane: Well, number one, I've always felt that if you are going
to take a song, there are two different ways. If you get it for nothing,
you feel, that's great, I'm not giving any big advance. If you give a
big advance, you’re supposed to go out and bust your rear end for it.
That's b.s. because the ones for nothing, to me, are always better than
the ones you pay for because you haven't invested anything in it and
when you turn it around and make it into a hit, it gives you a much
bigger boost that you took something out of nothing and you made
it into a marvelous hit. What happens is a lot of publishers—and I've
worked with quite a few—will take a song, buy it, make a demo,
run it around once, just once, and if somebody gave him a look, a
jaundiced look, and they don't like the song, they put it in the desk
and they forget about it. It becomes yellow, you're slowing up the
writer because you held his song, you invested 200 bucks in making
the demo and it sits and it gathers dust. Thai’s one of the main reasons
why American publishing particularly has fallen down tremendously—
because the overhead becomes so impractical that if you spent any-
where from 40 to 60 thousand dollars a year on demonstration records
and you got nothing back in return, you could go out of business very
quickly. But you had to convince your contact men that there’s no
such thing as getting turned down because of only one or two men’s
opinion. You must keep persevering and showing that song not only
to the a&r men, but to the producer, the artist, managers, to anybody,
to break a song.

So you talk about persevering, you must persevere to get that song
recorded. You have faith. 1 won’t even make a demo in this company
unless we all feel that it's a good enough song for the top recording
artists in America. We don’t shoot for “B” sides and we don’t shoot
for really new artists. That’s kind of snobbery in reverse but it's true.
I'd rather get turned down by the best than get recorded by the least
because the odds are if you get recorded by the best, you're going to
make some dough. Now you say on the other hand, where do all the
unkown artists come from? We get enough of those too. We don’t go
out and tell anybody you can’t record this, but we don’t show it indis-
criminately to recording artists or producers.

Let’s assume we take a song and it’s for Donny Osmond, for instance,
and we run to Mike Curb with it. | preface it by saying to Mike Curb,
“Hey, Mike, this song was written for Donny Osmond,” and Mike says,
“Well, I don’t know about Donny because he’s not coming up, can |
show it to Joe Blow?” I'm not interested in Joe Blow. Mike Curb knows
that. He knows our style, Famous’ style is to go for the best. If you strike
out, yau strike out. More than likely, you won’t strike out if the song
has it. What makes the record is the song.

RW: In terms of what seems to be a commitment by Famous in the
international market, taking this outside of the UK because that's a

whole other thing, just how far-reaching is this commitment and what
do you hope to accomplish through it?

Cane: We feel, with the foreign song, we take it from its nationalistic
origin—let’s assume we take a song from Italy. We like to take that
song and bring it over here—we're not talking about hits now, | mean
if someone walked in with a “Volare” I'm gonna take it. However,
what we're looking for is the undiscovered hit. We spend meeting
after meeting in this company, listening. We listen to these things and
we say, “Goddamn it, that’s a good song. let’s have a lyric written for
that song and see if we can take that song, develop it, and not only
make it a hit here, but send it back and make it a hit internationally.”
We want Famous to be an international operation. We're tired of feed-
ing the European scene. We feed them like all the other publishers in
America do. They’re waiting, you know, everybody’s waiting for that
American hit. But the foreign hit sometimes goes completely undis-
covered, or the foreign songwriter. We cannot rely on the local talent
as the 100 percent supplier for Famous Music. We desperately need
American writers and we welcome them and we slant everything
toward them. But now, in the last seven or eight months, we have
suddenly gotten a tremendous steady supply of foreign material that
we are now busy having American lyricists write lyrics for and we are
now busy making demos and on the verge now of having five or six
terribly important songs recorded by big American artists.

We hope that there’s going to be a trend set here. You know, you
read about trends every day in the magazines. We believe we're going
to start some kind of a trend here because we feel it now. And we feel
that the record companies and the top producers are looking and
there’s a certain glamour, there’s a certain romance to bringing a foreign
song as opposed to an American song into a group when a guy’s
selecting a lot of songs. When you walk in, you say, “Hey, | got a song
that was written in France,” there’s just a little something, | don’t know
what it is, it’s a romantic notion maybe on my part. But I have a feeling
that people’s ears go up when they hear that there’s a foreign song in
the group. It has a little style to it because you preface it by saying,
this is another “My Way” or this is another “Volare.”

RW: Internationally, is being part of such a major conglomerate a
very big aid to you?

Cane: The tremendous success not only with “Moon River” and
“Romeo & Juliet,” but with “Love Story”” and “The Godfather” and now
“Serpico,” caused us to make many overseas trips to set up new
publishing deals. Because of those trips we are now on intimate terms

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with our Paramount picture reps worldwide, who love music because
it was connected with their motion picture and we helped sell their
product with the tremendous success we had with those three or four
motion picture songs. That helped introduce them to songwriters in
that area where we had special screenings. And the first thing you know,
there were many people submitting material to them and they were,
in turn, sending it back to us, so we had extra people working for us,
and they weren’t even on the goddamn payrolls.

The point is they gave us some good songs. So obviously, we have
developed that and, in a couple of areas like Japan and Australia, it
became just tremendous input for us. We have had numerous songs
done in Japan where we had giant hits that were not only giant hits in
the Japanese tongue, but in English. And we had American artists do
them in Japanese and they turned out to be important hits. Another
indication is that we have artists like Lobo, who write exclusively for
Famous. He got the big award over in Germany, he did three weeks
over there on television. Had the biggest hit in history in Germany with
“I'd Love You to Want Me.” And Jim Stafford was on tour over there
with his “Spiders & Snakes”” and now “My Girl Bill.”

We have a lot of little tentacles out there. These are all writers,
they’re not just artists. What I'm trying to say is that those people have

“Some of our more observant re-
tailers bought in heavily before
the increase, and we had two con-
secutive weeks where we did
about 300,000 copies a week.
Last week, we even did 30,000 at
the higher price.”” With album,
8-track and cassette, “The Sting”
had done 1,825,471 units (as of
5/21, according to MCA’s figures).
“Qut of that total,” said Frio,
/30,000 have been at the higher
price, the other million, eight
hundred thousand at $5.98. And
do you want to know something?
If 1 had it to do all over again, we
would have put the album out
at $6.98, and it wouldnt have
reflected one unit’s difference at
this point.” Frio’s feelings were
echoed by Record Bar’s Smolen.

based group, showed style when
presenting the nominated singles.

The Stylistics: A Garden of Gold
Growing Musically and Visually

B NEW YORK — From Philadel-
phia to the Bronx Botanical Gar-
dens might not seem like a long
haul; but for the Stylistics, it
represents the culmination of a
success story which has already
included five gold singles and two
gold albums. Avco Records has
just launched a massive marketing
push for the Philly-based vocal
quintet, highlighted by a TV spot
campaign, the filming of which re-
cently brought them to the New
York flora haven.

Along the way, the sweet-voiced
soul group has tbeen moving
steadily into the top 40 picture
with million-selling hits like “You
Are Everything,” “Betcha By Golly
Wow,” “I’'m Stone in Love with
You” and “’Break Up to Make Up.”
Their current single, bulleted at 4,
has already passed the million
mark in sales, according to Avco
Records’ general manager Bud
Katzel, who also states it will be-
come their all-time best seller
shortly.

The music of the five men from
Philadelphia has grown, and now

The already evinced interest in
serialization rights to this first per-
spective on the music industry
from someone in his position, and
the general response to his lecture
tour has given Davis the feeling
that there will be a strong demand
for the work.

Public Interest

Why the intense public curi-
osity in an industry treatment
which bypasses the Rona Barrett
approach in an effort to truly de-
scribe  the overall, day-to-day
realities of running a record com-
pany? Davis set his sights on what
he believed to be at the heart of
the matter: the tremendous pub-
lic interest his musical finds have
attracted and the general desire to
know just how new talent and
trends are sniffed out. “Everyone
is fascinated by how a Bob Dylan
or a Simon & Garfunkel is dis-
covered, the way the entire focus
of popular music moved from
MOR to rock, and then from its
harder forms to the softer sounds
in a matter of years,” Davis noted.

The list of his discoveries adds
up to the kind of mass appeal and
interest his publishers anticipated
in pacting with Davis for the vol-
ume: Janis Joplin, Blood Sweat &
Tears, Laura Nyro, Johnny Winter,
Edgar Winter, Chicago, Santana,
The Mahavishnu Orchestra, Log-
gins & Messina and Billy Joel. Add
to that the established talents he
brought into the Columbia fold—
such as Neil Diamond, Liza Min-
nelli, Ten Years After, Mott the
Hoople, Earth, Wind & Fire, Herbie
Hancock and Pink Floyd, along
with the Gamble-Huff Phila. In-
ternational roster, Stax Records
and the Isley Brothers’ T-Neck la-
bel—and you have a very personal
history of the development of rock
and all its hyphenated varieties.
Along with its intensely musical
slant, the work may well serve
as a business-oriented handbook
for all those seeking to understand
Davis’ wide-ranging ability to de-
tect trends which, in Davis’ opin-
ion, the artists themselves create.

Further detailing the method by
which this vast wealth of musical
history and business acumen be-
came a book, Davis spoke of its
very beginnings: /I taped all my
thoughts onto cassette — not in
book form at first, but in a man-
ner that would eventually result
in the planning of a meaningful,
informative personal account. That
came to some 2,500 pages of
transcript, which Time reporter
James K. Willwerth—who did that
impressive, expansive piece in the
magazine on the industry some
time ago and who really dived
into this thing right along with
me from there—helped me to or-
ganize into its present form which
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was just submitted to the pub-
lisher in April.”

Davis is still searching for the
right title to cap off his exhaustive
labor of love, but with the work
behind him, he feels he can now
“plunge back into the business
at hand.” Clearly, William Mor-
row’s announcement that Davis’
contract with the publishers rep-
resents ‘“the signing of a major
book . . . a highly personal story
of the business’s most celebrated
and discussed executive’” appears
the harbinger of a best-seller in
Clive Davis’ future,

and power into all phases of the
record market in his role as con-

In Hirschfield’s official state-
ment, the Columbia Pictures head
characterized the firm’s relation-
ship with Davis as follows:

Major Investment

Further amplifying his prospec-
tive relationship with Bell’s parent
company, Davis characterized his
hopes for this “major investment”
in terms of additional capital for
artist development, including the
acquisition of established artists
and others whom he finds particu-
larly trend-setting and deservedly
demanding of long-range develop-
ment.

In line with Columbia Pictures’
expansion plans, Davis firmly com-
mitted the record operation to its
continuing role as a major indie
label, nationally handled as such
through local independent dis-
tributors.

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The Familiarity” Trend in FM Radio

M Although there was never any
collaboration, a similar trend is
affecting three FM stations. KTFM
(San Antonio), KILT-FM (Houston)
and WRNO-FM (New Orleans)
were all initially progressive FM
stations, catering to a smaller and
smaller audience, before each was
changed in programming.

August, 1973 was the time that
Lee Abrams, consulting WRNO,
set into motion a format that
Abrams says he had been thinking
of since 1966: “The idea is to
make the station as commercial
as pessible without losing the
progressive feeling or identity. It's
important to create instant identi-
fiability in the music, but unlike
AM radio where the emphasis is
on the song, here we focus on
familiarity of the artist.” The music
is day-parted, pre-announced and
built up and billboarded, which
Abrams feels is important with
1/4 hour maintenance.

New Acts

Originally, new music was
mainly the product of artists with
unquestionable track records, but
now there is a category at night
for the unfamiliar artists, those
that are perhaps marginal, but
with a cult following. These ad-
ditions are also announced and
heralded during the day to help
create listener interest. Having re-
searched listening habits, it was

with Abrams at the station, has
also recently left.)

In Houston the FM sister station
of KILT-AM went to 100,000
watts, became FM 100 and also
turned to a format of “highly
familiar music,” according to Bill
Young, who programs both AM
and FM. With 50 percent album
gold and current music, the idea
is also to keep a ‘progressive
and liberal feel” to the station. In
an hour’'s programming the
breakdown would be every other
record gold, two currents, two re-
currents (recent hits), two current
hit albums (playing just the
“dynamite’”” cuts), one new single
and one quality cut (“things which
could conceivably become a hit,
but not necessarily a stone
smash’). As Young explained,
“The basic appeal of the station
is music. We try not to be for-
mated or predictable, but the
main key is constant familiarity,
never to be too far from a dyna-
mite cut.” A “hit” is a record
which will primarily appeal to the
18-24 listener, and is also doing
well in sales.

Having the AM station is an
asset, keeping the same call let-
ters is a help, Young asserts. He
feels that they can only comple-
ment each other, and he tries to
keep the FM station a compromise
between a very laid back old-time

felt that since most people tune-
in at the same time each day, and
it was felt that it was most im-
portant that the rotation in all the
music categories must be such
that the same song can not repeat
until all the other songs in that
category have been run.
WRNO-FM relies very heavily
on gold, as do the other two sta-
tions in question. Abrams feels
that this is the perfect category
for this kind of format: “You can
play those records considered to
be the most hip, and it s still
super-familiar, and this is so im-
portant with the 25 to 34 year old
listeners.” The target audience is
considered to be 12-34, and the
first ARB in Oct/Nov showed the
ratings to have jumped for the
station to #71 teens, 18-24 men,
18-24 women, 18-34 men and 18-
49 men in the 3-midnight period.
The jock approach is con-
sidered very important, stressing
the elements, but keeping the
low-keyed manner.

Young feels that it's hard to
compete with a station which is
essentially a “progressive oldies
station,”” and although they
haven’t had an ARB rating yet, the
Pulse and Hooper show them
doing incredibly well in 18-24.
They expect to pick up some
teens and some over 25.

KFTM had gone from auto-
mated solid gold to straight pro-
gressive before changing this past
April to the more familiar format.
Operations manager Lee Randall
(who also handles the AM sister
KTSA) feels that progressive rock,
by its very definition, by trying
to be ahead of its time, aims to
exclude a great many people in
the same way that a jazz or clas-
sical station would.

His new
music is more intricate and full
of images. “Migration” is a
superb, rippling collage. “Let It
All Fall Down,” is a not too subtle
kick that could become the mes-
sage song of the Watergate years;
Taylor said it was his first and last
political song. His voice was
smooth, rich, and freer in using
his entire range.

No one can be sure about the
Taylor of tomorrow, but what |
saw was most intriguing. Wife
Carly Simon appeared on the first
word of “Mockingbird” and we
saw an entirely different man—
smiling, prowling the stage, jit-
terbugging with Carly, actually
opening up and wailing. The man
was relaxed and confident with
Carly there. Hopefully we’ll see
more concerts where they appear
separately, then together in one
show.

Taylor closed the evening with
a double encore, thanked the
audience for their hospitality and
Roy Acuff for attending, then
walked off holding hands with
Carly.

No matter which of the three
James Taylors the Nashville audi-
ence came to see, they got what
they came for.

Record, Tape Sales Up in 1973

At list price value, combined
record and tape sales in 1973
amounted to $2.017 billion com-
pared with $1.924 billion in
1972.

Disc Sales

Disc sales in 1973 increased
to $1.436 billion, up 3.8 percent
over the 1972 level of $1.383
billion. Of this total, sales of
long-playing albums rose from
$1.203 billion to $1.246 billion,
an increase of 3.6 percent, while
singles rose from $180 million to
$190 million, a rise of 5.6 percent.
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Total sales of pre-recorded
tapes were up 7.4 percent, in-
creasing from $541 million in
1972 to $581 million in 1973.

Sales of 8-track cartridge tapes
were up from $425 million to
$489 million, an increase of 15.1
percent, but cassetle tape sales
declined by 25 percent from $102
million in 1972 to $76 million in
1973. There was a 50 percent
drop in recl-to-reel tape sales, $4
million vs. $8 million in 1972,
but quadraphonic tape sales
doubled, going from $6 million
in 1972 to $12 million in 1973.

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Noel Love & Howard Rosen:

The Impact of Independent Promotion

By HOWARD LEVITT

B NEW YORK—"It takes a certain
kind of animal to get into inde-
pendent promotion,” stated Noel
Love and Howard Rosen, the team
that comprises Love-Rosen Asso-
ciates, one of the most actively
involved independents to appear
on the scene in some time.

There appears to be somewhat
of a trend towards the use of
indies by the larger companies of
late, and Noel Love, who can draw
on an extensive background in
promolicn that includes work with
Polydor, Bell and Famous, is quick
to cite the reasons why. “The local
promotion man is under the gun,”
he stated matter-of-factly. ‘“He’s
under pressure. He's got four or
five records from one company
and he can’t get all of them played.
The independent, vis-a-vis the
radio station, is in a more tenable
position. He can walk in with five
records from five different labels,
and chances are if they’re ‘hit’
quality, he’ll get them all on the
air.”’

National Scale

Love and Rosen do their inde-
pendent promotion on a national
scale, which might cause one to
wonder how two individuals can
possibly do the job effectively.
One glance at the maze of phone
lines running across their office
provides a hint. “Things in this
business happen so quickly,” says
Love, “that the phone is of prime
importance. We have gone to the
expense of installing our own
WATS 'line, which is a big cost,
but that’'s what promotion is all
about—speaking to people on the
phone.”

“Sometimes phone contact is
more helpful than being on the

road,” says Rosen. “If | have per-
tinent information about a record
I'm working | might want to
relay it to three or four stations
in different areas of the country,
and | might have to get back to
each one several times over the
course of one day.”
Timely Tact
Rosen is, however, quick to note
that a certain amount of timing
and tact is necessary in maintain-
ing credibility with radio stations.
“You have to respect their pro-
fessionalism in order to have them
respect yours. We try to call when
we have information that is going
to help them make their decisions
about a record—facts and figures
that are relevant. By staying with
those kinds of guidelines we can
show these people that we really
understand what the business is
all about, and we develop mutual
respect and admiration.”

La Musica Clasica En Espana De Hoy  Panorama Actual De Las

M frente a unos afos de ‘‘pasivi-
dad,” dentro de la musica que se
ha dado por llamar clasica, para
denominar a todas las grandes
obras de la Historia de la Musica,
a partir de los afios 60, la aficion—
sobre todo en la juventud—ha to-
mado un incremento, de verdad
sorprendente.

Records and Johnny Gonzalez for infringement of the copyright law and
releasing recordings without the proper authorization from the publish-
ing companies. Before going into court, El Zarape and Johnny Gonzalez
agreed to pay over $38,500.00 to the publishers in order to avoid
additional implications. One interviewed executive from Peer-Southern,
one of the publishing companies that initiated the whole procedure,
declared: “This is our initial step in a major movement against record-
ing companies that had been releasing our material without the proper
copyright licenses.”

Kako and his Band and José “Junior” Toledo have signed exclusive
contracts with T.R. Records. “Junior” Toledo is a former singer from
the Willie Rosario Orchestra . . . La Lupe will be in Chicago on June 15
and Celia Cruz and Ismael Rivera on June 29.

been frontrunners for us overseas. We have made tremendous inroads,
at least for our company. We have finally gotten the fact across that
we are an international publisher. Your song in Germany or from
Johannesburg or Vienna or Hawaii, wherever your song comes from, we
can make it an international hit.

RW: You spoke at AGAC, close to a year ago, and they had come
out with a new plan of sorts that seems to want to fulfill the role of
a publisher, away from the publisher. Can you comment on that at all?

Cane: If you mean the individual becoming a publisher as opposed
to the publisher himself, I would say, if anybody, just like a small
businessman, wants to open up a candy store or a ribbon store or
whatever, more power to ‘em.

RW: So, you don't see it as detrimental?

Cane: | don't think it’s a threat. All | take it as is a compliment to the
industry that there’s enough around for everybody. | don’t think there’ll
ever be a big threat to any of the more active music publishers because
in terms of anything else, the bigger companies will sustain their
momentum. The little companies will have to, at some point, find out
that they’re probably going to get knocked out of the box for only
one reason. The real true function of a publisher dictates a terribly
expensive operation. Just forget about the administration, which takes
tremendous expertise to do it the proper way. But, with the world
the way it is today, with people recording in every little town and
country in the world, how is the little guy gonna keep up? I'm not
saying he won’t have a hit—sure he’ll have a hit, and more power to
him.

| started as a small publisher myself and when I finally sold out, I
went to work for big publishers. And | find that it’s the old story, if
you’re gonna be rich or poor, I'd rather be rich. | like to be in a ball-
game that’s important. To me, Famous Music and companies like
Warners, MCA, April-Blackwood, Screen Gems and the real good music
publishing companies are challenging to work for because you can
do more, creatively, with your songs. 1 welcome everybody going
into the music business. | always thought that it made us look better
because at some point the writer finds out that there’s more to being
a publisher than just being able to copyright a song and say “I'm a
publisher, hey, look ma, I'm dancin’!”

RW: There seems to be a trend away from the writer/performer
today. Are you more likely these days to be looking for writers who
are purely writers rather than the guy who wants to write a song and
then perform it?

Cane: Once the thrill is gone, | find a lot of guys don’t want to be
working artists. They love the idea of hit songs, of being a hit recording
artist, but when push comes to shove, the record companies really
want a working artist ‘cause that’s the first question a legitimate record
company asks when you’re gonna buy a production, “Is he a working
artist?”

“We don’t want to be known as a film com-
pany; we want to be known as a music pub-
lisher that publishes everything.”

Mostly, you'll find that the trend is going to be in the music business
for the bona fide publisher. I believe the pure writer will sustain
for a lot longer time. When a guy starts to get confused in his mind
about things like “I gotta write, then | gotta go on the road and | gotta
play the coffee houses and | gotta go on tour,” it becomes a real diffi-
cult thing. There are exceptions; a guy like Jim Stafford, who does
his own writing, is a true artist. So | think the fine line comes down to
the individual. We don’t have a preference. | would say from experi-
ence, it’s been almost fifty-fifty. We’ve had tremendous success with
guys who turn out to be great—I call them great—writers and working
artists who will be very happy that way and know how to combine it.

RW: Going back to something you said before, you’ve had a tre-
mendous amount of success with film scores, and let’s lump that
together with TV scores. Do you consciously see the balance between
that and the non-score type of publishing? And, if so, how do you go

about achieving that?

explained that the firm ran into
financial difficulty after “‘taking a
beating”” in 12 Robert Hall Vil-
lages, where they had put records
and later pulled out. Grossman
also ‘had leased departments in
Unishops, a retail chain that filed
for bankruptcy. Levin continuously
emphasized that Grossman wanted
to remain in operation, “and pay
his creditors top dollar.”

Store Closings

Levin also announced that jack
Grossman Enterprises had closed
down 18 leased departments
that had been operating at a loss,
and had instituted economies
throughout the organization. The
store closings leave Grossman
with 23 stores in operation — 11
free standing stores, and 12
leased departments. In response
to a question from the audience,
Levin revealed that the weekly
cash flow from the stores amount-
ed to $40,000 total, which Levin
said was enough to break even at
this point. But the chain needs ad-
ditional credit from the manufac-
turers in order to survive. Levin
stated: “We need credit to carry
us through, and unless we get
credit, we're not going to be able
to make it.” And he commented
that Grossman’s record would en-
able him to come back to pay
top dollar to his creditors.

Grossman indicated that a
payment arrangement with credi-
tors will be forthcoming in 45-
60 days, and that he will be plac-
ing additional capital of his own
into the business.

Cane: Well, you don’t purposely knock out something to level the
balance. What you have to do is be bright enough to know, just like
Paramount Pictures is bright enough to know when they wind up with
a “Romeo & Juliet” or “Love Story”” or “Godfather” or “Serpico” or
"Gatsby”’—they know that there are going to be valleys and peaks in
their productions. Every picture they make is not going to be a $120
million picture like the ones | mentioned. But when we recognize
the fact that those pictures providing us with great music are going to
level off, we have to be bright enough to double and triple and quad-
ruple our efforts to make our pop revenue come up.

Whatever it is, it's happened. We have had such a tremendous fine
balance of pop as opposed to film that we kind of don’t want the big
film scores every twenty minutes because it looks like the tail leading
the dog. We don’t want to be known as a film company; we want to
be known as a music publisher that publishes everything.

You must look at catalogue as the most important part of the music
publishing business today. This company, without that standard cata-
logue, would be like the stock market. If every song you take has to
be a hit, you can’t win. Catalogue gives you the impetus. Not one
person in this company goes to a record company to show him a song
who doesn’t have at least one or two standards. Also, to a great extent,
a number of big standard catalogues have dipped tremendously in
performance values, which necessarily means that the value of the
company has got to go down. Ours has gone up. How do we do it?
In addition to the popular activity, we have developed the premium
areas, and by having a department that only works on the standard
catalogue in both the east and west coast offices.

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Solti and Berlioz

M NEW YORK — A few years ago
the largest number of New Yorkers
possible squeezed iinto Carnegie
Hall for a2 concert performance of
Hector Berlioz’Z Damnation de
Faust, conducted by Georg Solti.
The occasion was one of the semi-
annual visits to New York of the
Chicago Symphony, and the result
was thrilling beyond any expecta-
tion. Colin Davis (on Philips) has
since offered a lyrical approach
to Berlioz’ dramatic cantata that
works well; Solti gave us that
night an experience of raw ex-
citement and intensity that lingers
vividly in the mind. Although no
recording has followed, London
Records, Solti’'s homebase since
1948, has just brought out his
reading of another youthful work
of Berlioz, the Symphonie Fantas-
tique, again with the Chicago
Symphony. The final two move-
ments of this symphony are never
a problem if the conductor has
flair and a good orchestra; the
difficulty lies in making the second
and third movements continuously
move and connecting them to the
conclusion.  Solti  accomplishes
this ideally, and allows for more
pure lyricism than one would ex-
pect. It's a first class job, and the
orchestra again proves its amazing
scope.
The Sound

A few weeks ago Solti came
back to New York for two concerts
with the Chicago Symphony and
included a concert version of Bar-
tok’s Bluebeard’s Castle. Though
his reading was fascinating — a
stress on the Hungarian and De-
bussy elements in the score, a
downplaying of the Straussian,
Frau ohne Schatten possibilities—
when it was over the sheer sound
of the Chicago Symphony obliter-
ated much critical discussion of
his reading. The immaculate brass,
the expressive, almost winsome
winds, the perfectly united strings,
the thunderous percussion, main-
taining all clarity at the utmost
volume, seemed more memorable
even than what the conductor
specificaily did with the music.
No orchestra that plays in New
York can reach the Chicago’s tech-
nical level, and this new recording
of the Fantastique lives up to their
standard.

Promotion

London’s promotional activities
with the new recording include a
complete playing of all the orches-
tra’s recordings with Solti on a
Chicago FM station and ten sepa-

symphony. Radio coverage will
concentrate on New York, Wash-
ington, Boston, Los Angeles and
San Francisco. Sales aids for the
promotion go out to all dealers
across the country: they include a
new Solti Chicago logo, a repro-
ducton of the Fantastique album
cover and some critical quotes on
Solti performances.

Awards

After the maestro’s tour with
the .orchestra-to the east ceast in
early May, he returned to Chicago
where he was awarded an Hon-
orary Doctor. of Music by DePaul
University for “evoking an extra-
ordinary splendor of tone and
using this and other musical de-
vices to convey a composition’s
inner spirit.”’

On May 20 he was awarded an
honorary degree from Yale Uni-
versity as well.

Tuna Time is Fine

“"Hot Tuna.”

Throughout the evening the
clarity of their music blended
more than beautifully with some
of the writings of Reverend Gary
Davis. Two of his songs were
“l Am the Light of This World”
and “I'll Be Alright.”

The evening’s tunes centered
around blues. “Ninety-nine Year
Blues,” “How Long Blues,” ““Uncle
Sam’s Blues” and "Day to Day
out the Window Blues” were per-
formed with the band’s unique
style and diversification.

Guitar Genius

Highlights of the set included
“l See The Light” and “Man’s
Fate,” both of which flaunted the
absolute genius of both guitarists.

Hot Tuna returned to the stage
and did a double encore which
included ““Let Us Get Together
Children”” and ““Keep On Truckin’
Mamma,”” one of their more popu-
lar tunes.

Love is equally aware of the
fine points of handling his pro-
fession over phone lines, and keys
his commients on what appears to
be the company’s strong point—
credibility. “This business is based
on credibility,”” he stated unequi-
vocally,” and the one thing we've
tried to do in the nine months
we've been in business is to build
up a tremendous amount of that.

“The same thing holds true in
our relationships with the com-
panies whose product we handle,”
he continued. "That's why we
work for the same manufacturers
month after month (ABC/Dunbhill,
Chess/}anus, 20th Century, RCA,
etc). If we don’t believe in a
certain record, if we don’t realis-
tically think they have a hit, we're
not going to take their money
for it.”

Attitude

What makes the whole opera-
tion work so well, aside from the
obvious hard work and long hours,
is the refreshing attitude taken by
these two innovative individuals.

"We know what we can do,”
says Love, “and we gear our busi-
ness to that—not what the com-
panies think we can do.”

“But most important,”” inter-
jected Rosen, "I think the key
to independent promotion is hav-
ing fun. We're having a hell of
a lot of fun doing what we do
and we’te making a living at it.
Because you don’t get involved in
company politics and get caught
up in those situations, you can
have more fun and do just as
well financially through independ-
ent work.”
