NEW YORK - More than half 
of the top 15 records on Record 
World's Singles Chart this week 
show some degree of internation- 
al influence.

Ranwood: A Personalized Record Company 
By LENNY BEER 

Ranwood vice president and 
general manager Larry Welk 
started his career with Dot Rec- 
ords in 1960, where he progressed 
from radio promotion to branch 
administration. He left Dot in 
1967 to found Ranwood Records 
with Randy Wood, as administra- 
tive vice president and assistant 
to the president. He has had 
diverse experience in all aspects 
of corporate record company 
operations. Larry Welk 

Record World: How did Ranwood Records begin? 
Larry Welk: We were with Dot until I think it was 1967 when Gulf 

& Western Industries took over Paramount; they in turn took over Dot. 
There were various differences of opinion on how things should be 
done. Randy Wood had always had autonomy to run Dot and I was 
administrative VP and assistant to the president at Dot. When Randy 
decided to leave, I decided to leave. Chris Hamilton, who was execu- 
tive VP, also decided to leave. We left in August or Sptember of '67. 

After a few months off, the three of us decided to start Ranwood, 
and that's how the beginning came about. At this point, we really 
didn't have any artists yet. The first thing that we started with was a 

couple of concepts for instrumental albums. Bill Justis worked with 
Randy on one concept and Jimmy Haskell worked with him on an- 
other. 

The first album that we ever released was the "Exotic Guitar" album, 
and we sold about well over 100,000 albums with a big in-store play 
campaign. Several months later when Lawrence Welk was unable to 
negotiate a satisfactory deal with Dot, he came to Ranwood and 
became reunited with Randy Wood who had been his producer and 
close personal friend for years. This of course gave us a solid base for 
operations. 

RW: Did you begin by taking the catalogue, or did Dot keep the 
catalogue? 

Welk: No, Dot had a sell-off on the catalogue that was built into 
the contract. When the rights to the older stuff came back, we repack- 
aged what we knew were the best-selling items over a period of time, 
like "Calcutta," "Winchester Cathedral," a thing called "Waltz Time" 
which sold very well. We put some records out by the Lennon Sisters 
and people that had been on the line that had sold. We repackaged 
a lot of that stuff in its exact same form as it was out on Dot, and we 
still sell these albums today. 

RW: So right off the bat you started with about 10 artists? 
Welk: Right. 
RW: There must have been a point when you decided to go with 

your own distribution, instead of changing to another major record 
company. Did you ever consider going with a major? 

Welk: Well, we didn't consider going with a major because first of 
all, we're in a specialized type of field, and we felt that even if we 
gol interest from MCA, or you name it, any major, for distribution, that 
they wouldn't nearly be as akin to marketing our kind of product. 
We would have to be getting involved with them doing production; 
we felt that it would be more of a hindrance than a help to go through 
a major distribution. Further we put a pencil to it, and from a financial 
situation if you're going to take on a major artist, such as Welk, there 
is a royalty rate that is hefty, especially in a production kind of agree- 
ment, rather than an artist kind of agreement, and that by the time 
we would have to pay that rate, pay for the promotion and the adver- 
tising, you're getting down to a matter of pennies. We felt that we 
would much rather have that built-in mark-up to the distribution level. 

RW: How is your distribution system set up? 

Welk: We're completely 100 percent independent distributors, and 
of course, since we opened in '67, the independent distribution set-up 
has changed greatly. You used to have in a particular market maybe a 

choice of two or three distributors that you would go to. Naturally 
we went to ones that we had had associations with over a period of 
time. That was one nice thing about starting a new company. We 
knew all of the independent distributors. They had been friends of 
ours for many years. Now the distribution system has changed, and 
you don't have quite the choices that you did before. As the choices 
narrowed in distribution, an independent distributor in a particular 
town got almost all of the lines that were available to independent 
distributors. It became more and more impossible for independent 
distributors to do more than take and fill orders and collect money 
from his accounts. So, the promotion of the product fell into the hands 
of the manufacturer. He couldn't rely on the local man. Even the most 
talented of them had to pick and choose; "Yes, I love that record, 
but the other six you have stink!" He may have picked the most non- 
commercial as far as we're concerned of the pieces of product to 
work. So in order to promote the product, we thought we had to 
have an "in," and the same thing holds true in merchandising. 

We picked up, again, people that we had known for a long time, 
who had a great deal of loyalty to us, and we for them. We grabbed 
Maury Goldman in Chicago, who's our VP in charge of sales; he had a 
background as an independent distributor with Jimmy Martin in Chi- 
cago running the Dot branch. Sy Spiegelman in N. Y., again had done 
distribution for us, and knew that market back there backwards and 
forwards. So, Sy handled the east, Maury handled the midwest, they 
split up the south, and I picked up the west myself as far as sales 
and promotion. 

RW: How much billing are you doing now? 
Welk: We do 6 to $7 million a year, at distributor price. 
RW: How much of that is through what is considered normal record 

channels, the retail chains, the big racks? 
Welk: About 95 percent of it is through our normal distribution. 
RW: What other companies that are set up right now are similar to 

the way you are organized? 
Welk: I don't think there is another company that could even be 

closely considered to be similar. Probably the closest person that is 
attempting to do a similar type thing is Gene Norman with Crescendo. 
I think Gene's probably not that interested in getting into the pop field, 
but in a way they're not comparable because we have much more of 
a variety of product available to sell than he does. Gene would be 
capable of doing the same thing that we're doing. 
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"As the choices narrowed in distribution ... the promotion of the product fell into 
the hands of the manufacturer." 
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RW: Can you expand a bit about selling records from in-store play? 
Welk: We have records that don't get top 40 airplay; we don't 

attempt to attack the top 40 radio station, although every so often 
we get a piece of product, which for some reason does have top 40 
potential. They are few and far between, and we don't concentrate 
on that; if you walked into a top 40 station today and asked them 
about Ranwood, they wouldn't even know we were in the business. 

Generally if someone walked in tomorrow with the world's next 
greatest rock group, I'd send them to a company that could do a much 
better job on that product, because that is the mainstream of their 
business. That's not the mainstream of our business! The mainstream 
of our business is country music, which we've recently gotten into 
within the last year. We sort of migrated into it. We have built on the 
associations that we have with the people in country; we feel very 
natural with them, they're our kind of people. We have a rapport with 
them, and we don't have that kind of rapport with the rock groups. 
We're not the same kind of people, don't think the way they do, and 
our heads aren't into their music. Our heads are into the country 
music, and we recently established relationships with producers. Billy

DISC FILE

While the albums that everyone was scrambling to get this week- 
the latest from Eddie Kendricks, the Blackbyrds, Willie Hutch, David 
Ruffin and the Hues Corporation-were still being sorted out, the 
club deejays polled started talking about their old stand-bys. Hamil- 
ton Bohannon's largely instrumental "Keep On Dancin' " (Dakar), 
out since April, is still one of the essentials, with "South African Man," 
sparked perhaps by its recent release as a single, turning up on two 
of the top 10 lists (below) in its full 7 minute album length. Other 
tracks-"Keep On Dancing," "Truck Stop" and "The Fat Man"-re- 
main popular, especially at basically black clubs like Pippins; but 
many people are not aware that the single release of "Keep On Danc- 
ing," rather than being cut, was lengthened to more than 7 minutes 
(in a two-part format) and punched up with some new vocals. Defi- 
nitely worth investigating. Another stand-by: George McCrae's "Rock 
Your Baby" album on T.K., getting play on nearly all its cuts, but 
especially "Look At You," "I Can't Leave You Alone" and "You Got 
My Heart." 

There was only one point of consensus among the deejays this 
week: everyone's still excited about "Express" by B.T. Express (Scepter). 
But it's the idiosyncrasies that fascinate me and help to define the 
particular taste of a deejay and his crowd. For instance: Bobby Gutta- 
daro at Le Jardin is playing the Rolling Stones' complex, long (6:31) 
"Time Waits For No One" (from "It's Only Rock 'N Roll" on Rolling 
Stones) and Tyrone "DJ" Hollywood at Pippins finds that Fela Ran - 
some Kuti's "Sekara Oloje" and the Lafayette Afro -Rock Band's "Hi - 
hache" and "Voodounon" (both albums on the African import label, 
Editions Makossa) are "doin' it" for his crowd. But if Pippins leans 
toward African rhythms, it's also among the first clubs to report solid 
success with the Average White Band's finely polished "Pick Up The 
Pieces" (Atlantic). 

Also reported this week: Isaac Hayes' exciting 9 -minute "Pursuit of 
the Pimpmobile" (from the "Truck Turner" soundtrack on Enterprise), 
"Sex Trip" by Crown Heights Affair (from "Crown Heights Affair,"

RCA has superstars not only on

It was a little past noon, and Tom Waits looked every bit the three 
hours sleep he said he'd had the night before. His third time in 
New York, he'd gone out to hear Miles Davis the night before his 
Bottom Line opening, and following Davis, to hear Thad Jones and 
Mel Lewis and their orchestra at the Village Vanguard. Waits got in 
at 3 a.m. and was up again at 6. "This hat I'm wearing ... I raced a 
bum for it this morning," he said, nursing an afternoon beer. "I went 
to a donut shop for some coffee, and when I came out I saw this 
hat on top of a can of garbage. This bum behind me saw it 'bout the 
same time I did, but I beat him to it." 

The story illustrates that, despite some notoriety-primarily because 
of "01' '55," a song he wrote which was recorded by both the Eagles 
and Ian Matthews-Waits is not exactly your well-to-do rock and 
roll star. In fact, he's not much of a rock and roller, in most generally 
accepted senses of the word. He is very much a poet-a side of him 
that is especially evident listening to the metre of his speech and 
the metaphors and analogies he develops as a conservation relaxes 
or as he recites two of his songs in the course of his stage presenta- 
tions. He is also very much a character-perhaps a latter-day Mark 
Twain expressing a sense of despair, living a little bit in the past, with 
a healthy smattering of cynicism and a wonderful sense of humor. 
Perhaps a latter-day hobo, singing of cars instead of rails. 

There is a desire for acceptance and an awareness of the various 
realities (as Tom Waits, as a songwriter, as performer) he faces. And 
while at times he seems overcome with the everyday problems that 
surround him (the "fleas" waiting for him when he gets home-to 
collect on bills, etc.) or with an immediate situation (being nervous 
about playing New York, wanting comfort from those around him, 
but not wanting it to sound like he's being given comfort), there is 
still always a sense of the importance of coming through-of com- 
municating-as an artist. 

A particular performance is insignificant by comparison. If words 
are slurred, or the pace not precisely as it should be, it just doesn't 
matter-Tom Waits comes through (communicates), and one leaves 
moved by an insight into someone who is none of us and all of us.

Rice is cutting Clay Hart for use in Nashville, and all of the assorted 
tunes on the album were written by Foster and Rice, who are probably 
the hottest song writing team in Nashville today. 

The other field that we feel comfortable in is merchandising prod- 
uct with the larger users, with the large racks, with the large chain 
stores, generally with middle of the road kind of music; middle of the 
road to middle of the road country is where we've had our greatest 
success. How we do this is a mystery. But, if you get a piece of product, 
you say number one you believe in or you don't believe in it, and you 
try different things with it. 

Every piece of product is different. Every piece of product seems to 
have its own niche, as to how to sell it and how to promote it. You 
try different things with each piece of product, until you find whether 
or not it's going to work. We were successful with the "Magic Organ" 
product. We got a call from a promotion man in Nashville; he told us 
that he was getting reaction on a record; we picked it up and got a lot 
of country airplay on the single but weren't selling any country singles. 
We were getting calls on the album. People would go into the store 
wanting "Street Fair," but not wanting the single, wanting the album. 
So we rushed in and cut an album, put it out there, and found that 
with that particular piece of product, in-store play on it made it sell. 
And it sold big quantities, phenomenal quantities. One account, a 

J.C. Penney's store that is racked by D & H out of Harrisburg, Penn., 
sold over 1,000 of that first album with in-store play. Another J.C. 
Penney store in Albany, N .Y. that's racked by Bee Gee sold like 100 
albums and 59 tapes in one afternoon. The particular sound sold with 
in-store play. 

RW: How do you get in-store play on your product versus someone 
else? 

Welk: Well, first of all, it doesn't work with every piece of product. 
You develop relationships with people so that they know the merit of 
merchandising your product and will give you the shot. So you go to 
them and say, let's give this record a shot, supply them with free 
in-store play albums for the stores to use, and naturally he's interested 
because there's a lot of profit built in for him. I once had a piece of 
product that I thought was dynamite, and said if this thing doesn't 
sell with in-store play, I'm going to quit my job. I should have, 
because it bombed, so it doesn't work with every piece of product. 
It's really no secret to every manufacturer that in-store play works. 
I'm sure that everybody in the business knows it works. It's a matter of 
executing it. 

With the "Magic Organ" stuff, once we found out it worked, we 
asked where do we go from here? In the case of that product, we made 
up prepacks for counter boxes in the stores that had a header card 
on it "Magic Organ, Happy Making Music." The box held 25 records. 
Then we would put five each on five different catalogue albums in the 
browser box. We put the demonstration record in, I think we had 17 
or 18 cuts on the demo record for in store play. 

GRT handles our tapes. And when we talked to GRT about it, and 
they saw the success we were having and joined us in merchandising 
tapes the same way. We sold a phenomenal amount of merchandise 
through the method of in-store play. Then, we would back this up in 
various markets with TV ads, and in some cases radio spots. We would 
tailor-make any promotion to fit the merchandiser. Then we would 
ask, "What's your best chain of accounts to get in-store play with,

because here's the history of what's happened. Now, you know your 
accounts better than I. You organize what works best with your peo- 
ple." ABC in Des Moines, they made up T-shirts for the people to 
wear in the stores-"Happy Making Music." They made sure it got 
played in the stores, and it worked great. We just tried one here iin 

L.A. with some 80 K -Mart's where we gave each store a free 8 -track 
tape player, and it was theirs if they played our product. They put a 
certain amount of merchandise in each store, and I can't say that it 
was hugely successful, but you could tell where the stores were play- 
ing it and where they weren't because the one's that played it sold a 

lot of merchandise. 
RW: So basically you live or die on your relationships with the re- 

tailer? 
Welk: Yes, I think we have a good relationship with the retailers, 

because, number one, when you have a company like this, there is 
no hype. There doesn't have to be any hype because I don't have to 
report to any board of directors that I did "X" amount of dollars worth 
of billing. I don't have to ship records. I don't have any quota to do 
for the year. Where you get in trouble with returns is when you start 
shoving that merchandise out there in large quantities because you 
want to make large numbers. 

Soon you've got guys calling you up, and you're calling up guys and 
saying: "You've got to help me out. Can you take so much merchan- 
dise and I'll take it back after the first of the year?" It really doesn't 
make any difference to me if I ship the merchandise in October or in 
November. The billing's going to be there, and it's going to be sold. 
The other thing that we try to eliminate is loading merchandise. 

We'd rather be a little bit on the light side than on the gravy side. 
If we're out there selling a "Magic Organ" album, or a Guy & Ralna 
album, or a Lawrence Welk album, I don't want 100 of the new 
Lawrence Welk album in every Montgomery Wards store. I might want 
100 albums, but I'd rather put in 25 of the new Welk, and 10 of the 
new Guy & Ralna and 5 of the new Bob Ralston, and spread it across 
the catalogue because the same buyer that goes in there will buy the 
new Welk album, and will buy 2 or 3 of the other albums that are in 
there at the same time. So, we use a certain album or albums as leaders. 
Then we sell the rest of the catalogue right along.

"Al Stewart's album is selling as 

well today as it did at the height 
of its penetration. So, one thing 
we've achieved with Al is certainly 
recognition of the artist, an aware- 
ness on all levels as to his talent 
and hopefully his potential-cer- 
tainly the consistency has been 
established. It's not as if we 
shipped 100,000 albums and he 
went up the charts, then off the 

charts, and now we're counting 
returns. We're still shipping rec- 
ords every week-probably 1500, 
1800 albums a week. Between the 
US and Canada records and tapes 
probably total 100,000. To me, 
100,000 copies or thereabouts 
for a first album on a label is a 

big album. So I expect that the 
next Al Stewart album will be a 

very big one. We have more than 
laid the groundwork for the sec- 
ond release." 

Further going into how he plans 
to break acts Schlachter discussed 
the incredible costs involved: 
"You more than likely can't hope 
to recoup your investment on the 
first album so you have to look 
for the follow-ups and the devel- 
opment." He believes that con- 
sistency and maturity hold far 
more weight than that "first rush 
out of the box." When the label 
signs an act involved in the con- 
temporary field it will be an act 
that they can hopefully develop 
rather than merely feel that one 
big explosion. 

One artist that the firm is de- 
veloping, with intense involve- 
ment, is Jukka Tollonen. Origi- 
nally from Finland, the feeling 
was that he was not in an en- 
vironment that was conducive for 
him to produce the kind of music 
that he's capable of and the kind 
of music that the public that he's 
appearing before wants to hear. 
He needed the availability of 
studio facilities, musicians and 
people to help direct him. 
Through Chess/Janus, Tollonen's

Meanwhile ... quite a few people showed up 
for the First Annual Street Revival and Trash Dance at the Hollywood 
Paladium. Those who preferred trash to surf included the New York 
Dolls, iggy Pop, and Zolar X . . . John Entwistle of The Who, has 
formed a band to keep him busy while The Who are inactive. The 
group is called Ox and consists of a dozen musicians and singers. 

RECORDING AND RELEASES: Rick Derringer is cutting a new ver- 
sion of "Hang On Sloopy," the giant hit he first performed with the 
McCoys in 1965. Rick, who is currently guitarist with Edgar Winter's 
group, is working on the new "Sloopy" rendition with Todd Rundgren 
producing ...

land. "There has to be a very 
close liaison between the artist, 
the record company, the manager, 
and so on. It's virtually a team 
effort and all of these ingredients 
have to be considered when mar- 
keting this type of product. It's 
an area that we are dedicated to 
and are unquestionably going to 
spend a good deal of time and 
concentration on it," said Schlach- 
ter. 

Despite the company's entrance 
into the progressive field, Schlach- 
ter plans no loss of any strength 
in other developed areas. "We'll 
try to make the black aspect of 
our label even stronger. We've 
cleaned up our label and given 
a lot of artists releases, but just 
in the past few months we've 
signed some very important situ- 
ations for us in the black field- 
Jimmy Ruffin and Solomon Burke. 
"We're making our black cata- 
logue more powerful and, in the 
past few months, we've gotten in- 
volved in the country field as well. 
This is really a broadening of our 
involvement in music. And the 
progressive field is of great con- 
cern to us because there's a great 
deal of involvement, a good deal 
of money; the stakes are higher 
but the rewards and the potential 
are there. And, it's working."

Gene Page, produced by Barry White; "The Magic Of 
The Blue" - Blue Magic; "Total Eclipse" - Billy 
Cobham; "Another Beginning" - Les McCann; "Fresh" - Oscar Brown Jr.; "Cicero Park" - Hot Chocolate; 
and the Average White Band. Visual effects enhanced 
the presentation which was narrated by Paul Johnson 
who also put together the spectacular. The theme 
is "If your looking for soul, reach out for Atlantic 
Records, Soul Explosion II." 

As we all know, Stax Records has been struggling 
for its survival as a black company. Dave Clark, 
who has been in the record business for many years, 
has taken it upon himself to send letters to many 
persons in the recording industry. Excerpts of the 
letter are included in the following: "Right now, 
Stax is facing the greatest opposition to its 
survival in the entire history of the company. Stax 
has done so much, but is receiving very little in 
the 'Battle of Survival.' But I want to thank you 
along with the entire organization, for helping 
us keep our heads above water. We need your continued 
support, so we can continue to push forward as a 
black oriented company fighting for jobs, economic 
stability and recognition of black artists, 
producers, writers, record men, office workers,

(on "Hooked, Hogtied & Collared," Warner Bros.) Ready to take off:

Need You" (on "Flying Start," Fantasy), "Let Yourself Go" and "Shoe- 
shine Boy" by Eddie Kendricks (the "For You" album, on Tamla). 

The version of the Tymes' "You Little Trustmaker" that Bobby Gutta- 
daro and a number of other New York deejays are playing was taken 
from an unreleased acetate recorded in Philadelphia with backing 
vocals by the Three Degrees and is slightly longer than the final 45 
released on RCA. Guttadaro is also playing an as -yet -unreleased cut 
from Jimmy Castor's next album for Atlantic, not yet finished or sched- 
uled for release. Hot from the studio, the track, "He -Man Boogie," 
has gotten "incredible reaction-whistles, screams-from the first time 
I played it," according to Guttadaro. Both Howard Metz at Studio One 
and Artie Feldman at Our Den like "Party Is A Groovy Thing" by 
People's Choice (TSOP), but in Chicago, it "turns the whole floor 
around." 

Also moving up: "Wanna Be Where You Are" by Zulema (RCA), 
Love Committee's "One Day of Peace" (Golden Fleece), "Do You 
Wanna Dance" by Five Easy Pieces (Claridge), "How Have You Been" 
by Blood Hollins (RCA) and the Peppers' "Do It, Do It" (Event). Left

Named as defendants to the 
bank's suit were CBS, Stax, and 
the local record company's chief 
officers, Albertis Isbell, who is 
chairman and executive vice- 
president, and James E. Stewart, 
president and co-founder. 

According to the agreement, 
the Memphis company was paid 
$6 million, which Stax used to 
redeem 50 percent of its outstand- 
ing and issued capital stock. 

The suit said the redemption 
was unlawful since Stax had in- 
sufficient capital and earnings, 
which are required by law for the 
action. 

In asking that the agreement 
be canceled and the $6 million 
advance be voided, the lawsuit 
argued that CBS's motive was "to 
gain control of a substantial por- 
tion of the soul music market" 

and "to gain control, domination 
and beneficial ownership of Stax." 

The lawsuit asks Chancellor 
Wil V. Doran to order payments 
to UP of due and owing loans to 
Stax totaling $10,493,229.06.

MEMPHIS-John Burton, exec- 
utive assistant to Al Bell, chairman 
of the board of the Stax Organiza- 
tion, has announced the retention 
of the legal services of Paimon, 
Young and Kirk, internationally 
known black law firm.

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Crusaders, King 
Score Outdoors 

SANTA BARBARA - Whether 
it be in the studio or on the 
stage, the Crusaders set a stan- 
dard that few other groups can 
approach. Their 20 -odd years of 
playing together have molded 
them into perhaps the tightest 
pop -jazz ensemble active on the 
recording - performing scene to- 
day. 

Technical Expertise 
While their material reflects 

their peerless technical expertise 
and lacks nothing in depth, the 
Crusaders' accent has always 
been on accessibility. Esoterica 
is absent as the group launches 
into material that consistently 
has the crowd tapping fingers and 
feet, unabashedly bobbing heads. 

The sound system was surpris- 
ingly unmuddled at the group's 
recent gig at Santa Barbara's 
Country Bowl (Nov. 6). And de- 
spite the annoying chill in the 
air at the outdoor amphitheatre, 
the crowd had no trouble in 
warming up to the Crusaders' set. 
Opening with "Stomp And Buck 
Dance," the ABC -Blue Thumb ar- 
tists captured the crowd from 
the outset. A second number, 
"Lilies of the Nile" gave recent- 
ly added guitarist Larry Carlton 
room to stretch out. The audi- 
ence reacted with an enthusiasm 
that was to continue throughout 
the show. 

Highlights 
Other highlights of the Cru- 

saders' set were their standard, 
"Put lt Where You Want It" (with 
inspired work by keyboardist Joe 
Sample) and "The Well's Gone 
Dry," a cut from the group's 
current ABC -Blue Thumb Ip, 
"Southern Comfort." 

B.B. King followed the Cru- 
saders on stage with his classic 
blues repertoire and inimitable 
guitar and vocal styles, a combi- 
nation that has made his name 
synononnous with the blues. 
Backed by an excellent horn and 
rhythm section, the ABC Records 
artist tore through such material 
as "Every Day I Have The Blues" 
and "I Like To Live The Life" with 
equal measures of energy and 
smoothness. lt was in every way 
a perfect pairing of talent.

Gryphon Grabs Hold of U.S. Market 
NEW YORK - Gryphon is a 

quintet new to the American 
music market. However, the 
Arista recording artists are far 
from novices insofar as develop- 
ing musical expertise, recording 
and performing are concerned. 
With a total of three albums 
under their collective belt, the 
last of which - "Red Queen to 
Gryphon Three" - was their 
premier Stateside set, they're 
properly armed to take the 
American music market by storm. 

While in the midst of a tour 
with Yes, the affable assemblage 
took time out to stop by the 
Record World offices, preparing 
for their Madison Square Garden 
debut. Their particular brand of 
music is of a Yes-ish nature, with 
a classical structure built through 
the gradual melodic interspers- 
ing of largo and presto move- 
ments, as a symphonic aura sur- 
rounds the sonorous quality. 

The English musicmen are a 

self-contained unit, with all mem- 
bers contributing via writing, ar- 
ranging and producing. Instru- 
mentally, Richard Harvey mans 
the keyboards and recorders; 
Brian Gulland helms bassoon and 
recorders; Graeme Taylor's exper- 
tise is via guitar; David Oberle's 
specialty is drums and percus- 
sions; and newly initiated mem- 
ber, Malcolm Bennett, handles 
the bass. Together they have 

come up with one of the most in- 
novative ideas delivered through 
an album in a long time-with 
the crux of the album concern- 
ing various chess moves. 

Having had two albums previ- 
ously released on the continent, 
Harvey explained that this is not 
their first conceptual set. One 
side of their last British album 
revolved around the London Na- 
tional Theater's presentation of 
"The Tempest." And, as a matter 
of fact, it was quite by accident 
that their new Arista package was 
intellectually conceived around 
chess movements. As Gulland ex- 
pounded, "lt was more or less 
of an inverted conception. The 
idea appeared after the music 
had already been written." 

Well, the road for the present 
has been paved and their four 
week engagement with Yes 
should bring their name into the 
national music limelight. Plans 
for the future include a bit of 
a rest after this tour is concluded, 
to be followed by rehearsals set 
to start after Christmas for an 
extensive European tour; strong 
possibilities of a Spring tour en- 
suing with Rick Wakeman; and 
the quintet hopes to have an- 
other release scheduled by May 
or June. They've started to make 
the right moves, and checkmate 
and victory are just in the offing.

RW: How much of the success of your company is directly related 
both to the TV shows and the TV advertising that you do around the 
artists on the TV shows? 

Welk: Well, we're completely unique in that regard. There's not 
another artist that I could think of where you could do the type of 
merchandising that we do with Welk. When the TV show went into 
syndication, it was like a blessing for us as a record company, because 
when it was on the network, the majority of the time that was sold 
was done on a nationwide level. If you were going to buy a spot on 
there it might run you 30 to 40 thousand dollars. Well you're taking 
up a lot of places where you don't have accounts to tie into, by the 
very nature of distribution in the U.S. today. Now, we're in the 
position that if someone is a Lawrence Welk fan, the most direct way 
of getting to that fan is right on the TV show. You have 30 million 
people every week that are watching the TV show. When the show was 
on ABC, it was carried by about 180 or 185 stations; now it's on 
251 stations. So we can go into a market like a Portland where I can 
buy like a 30 -second spot on the show for $250 and can directly 
tie-in my sales to 25 stores, or something like that. Now, you can 
use your own map to se that if you put 300 albums into 25 stores, 
and then multiply, you can do a lot of advertising. You can take a 
couple of spots, plus a newspaper ad, or whatever you want to do 
to supplement it, and you. cost still makes sense in relationship with 
the amount of merchandise. 

RW: And you could also calculate the results of your advertising. 
Welk: Right, if you don't miscalculate your returns because if you 

have a 50 percent return on the merchandise that you put in in the 
first place, your advertising is going to double. Last year our overall 
return percentage for the entire year, and this includes all of the 
promotions that we ran with several large chains of stores, was 131/2 
percent, which is extremely low for a company. I'll be happy if we 
can keep it there because most of the mechandise that we get back, 
interestingly enough, is stuff you rework: it goes back out. 

RW: Okay, let's talk about a new product. You have a new 
Lawrence Welk album that you just put out. A "50th Anniversary" 
album. What's the campaign you're going to use? Is there anything 
special? 

Welk: Yes, when we first put the album together it was to be a 
"50th Anniversary" album, and we said what a great merchandising 
idea, "50 years in music." So, we came up with an album and said, 
"Let's give the people a little more value, and also something that 
would be good for merchandising." Instead of putting 12 cuts into 
the album we have 18 cuts. The 18 cuts represent almost a cross- 
section of the kind of music that Lawrence Welk is known for and 
we've put out an eight -page photo album. 

We will supply it with the display boxes, we will prepack the boxes 
for them, so all they have to do is ticket them and get them out to 
the stores. We have made up spots which are open-ended so we can 
go into a particular market and reach whoever we want. We tag differ- 
ent chains of accounts in different towns, and we will basically bend 
the promo to fit the store. 

RW: How much do you expect to do on this album? 
Welk: We expect to do a couple hundred thousand albums on 

this album between now and the end of the Fall season, which I'd 
say is through the end of January. Just as important is what tags along, 
the whole catalogue.

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That Old Mathis Magic 
Mellows B`way Crowd 

URIS THEATRE, NYC - Ever 
since the romantic voice of 
Johnny Mathis (Columbia) made 
its first public appearance on 
record in 1957, audiences have 
acclaimed him as balladeer su- 
preme. While fans were each 
going through several copies of 
his "Greatest Hits" album (the 
'50s and '60s equivalent of candle- 
light and wine for romantic eve- 
nings), they also continued to 
support him as an album artist 
who didn't necessarily need that 
big hit of the day to remain on 
top. 

While recent production from 
Thom Bell has done much to re- 
juvenate his stature as a con- 
temporary commodity (with an 
upswing his upcoming sessions 
with Johnny Bristol should main- 
tain), Johnny Mathis is still just 
as much what he was as that 
which he still has the desire and 
talent to become. The tunes he 
chose for his recent stand at this 
new Broadway venue (13-24) thus 
ranged from "Wonderful, Won- 
derful" to "Stop, Look and 
Listen." Each number was greeted 
with enthusiastic (and occasion- 
ally even orgasmic) response. But 
the climax of the evening had to 
be "Maria," for which he saved 
most of his higher register and 
breath control. 

Mathis' magic has remained one 
of the few stable, reliable fixtures 
on the music scene for purely 
professional reasons, for here is 
one talent who perpetually up- 
holds his personal standards 
of excellence with consistent 
showmanship and ever -subtle 
sensitivity to the demands of his 
craft. 

Opening for Mathis were the 
Mirac'es (Tamla).

EMI offers the King's Singers' "The Three Bells" 
and Ken Dodd's "Unless," which although not directly related to the 
time of year are certainly limited to sales around this time. The 
Scaffold is at least original with their "Mummy Won't Be Home For 
Christmas" and Darlene Love's "Christmas (Baby Please Come Home)" 
emerges as a second possible hit from Warner Bros. Prelude has come 
up with the most outstanding Christmas title, "Dear Jesus" (Pye), but 
biggest sellers of the week are Elton's "Lucy In The Sky With 
Diamonds" (DJM), Ronnie Lane's "What Went Down" (Island), Jethro 
Tull's "Bungle In The Jungle" (Chrysalis), Gary Glitter's "Oh Yes! 
You're Beautiful" (Bell) and String Driven Thing's "Mrs. O'Reilly" 
(Charisma). Certainly destined to be the no. 1 album through Decem- 
ber again comes from Mr. John whose "Greatest Hits" (DJM) makes 
a high value -for -money package. Other album product set for healthy 
sales are Brian Protheroe's "Pinball" (Chrysalis), Roxy Music's 
"Country Life" (Island), Ringo Starr's "Goodnight Vienna" (Apple), 
the Kiki Dee Band's "I've Got The Music In Me" (Rocket) and the 
Sutherland Brothers & Quiver's "Beat Of The Street" (Island). 

In reply to promoter Derek Block's recent statements concerning 
Glen Campbell (this column, November 9), Ember chief Jeff Kruger 
has stated that the artist "has signed a contract to do his next Euro- 
pean tour with the Ember concert division. We have represented him 
since Day 1 and there is absolutely no truth that Block or anyone else 
will be involved in any way with Glen's next tour.

We asked him again in August, we put it in writing three times 
in September and warned him, and when he finally just ignored us 
we had no option but to issue a writ."

Song Title 
Justice Collier of that court 

held that Canusa had recorded 
popular song "There Goes My 
Everything" having first trans- 
lated it into French under the 
the title "Quan Tu Liras Cette 
Lettre." He held that such re- 
cording and translation was an 
infringement of copyright in Can- 
ada and awarded damages both 
for infringement and conversion, 
an accounting of profits, an in- 
junction and costs against not 
only Canusa but against Roman 
personally who, the court held, 
had authorized and directed 
Canusa throughout.

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Ray Manzarek: Take Two 
LOS ANGELES - Ray Man- 

zarek spoke enthusiastically 
about his new band. "I wanted 
some new blood, some new ex- 
citement. And also, these guys 
that I'm working with now are 
really well -suited to the material 
that we're working on." Man- 
zarek & Co. are currently put- 
ting the finishing touches to his 
second Mercury Ip, "It All 
Started with Rock and Roll 
Now It's Out of Control." The 
album, produced by Bob Brown, 
will be released in early January 
of the coming year. 

From all description, the 
record will be something of a 

departure from Manzarek's first 
Mercury effort, "The Golden 
Scarab." The latter was an eso- 
teric concept Ip, an autobio- 
graphical account of a modern 
person's attempt at finding some 
meaning to his life and surround- 
ings. It was not an easy album 
to digest with a superficial hear- 
ing. "This new record is for 
enjoyment, to have fun with," 
said Manzarek. "It should be 
much more accessible. There's 
no story line to follow and each 
song is a statement in and of 
itself. The first album was for 
fun too, but it was also for your 
mind to ponder. Perhaps it was 
too ponderous." 

"I didn't know how far I could 
go with 'The Golden Scarab,' " 
Manzarek continued. "I thought 
that I'd better do everything that 
I could do, take it and find out 
how far I could go." Critics lav- 
ished praise on Manzarek after 
"Scarab's" release and he picked 
up a good deal of FM airplay on 
a couple of tracks. Sales -wise, 
though, the album was less than 
a rousing success. 

On the upcoming album, Man- 
zarek promises us at least one 
single that will weigh in at a lean 
and healthy 2:50. There will also 
be an impressive, if unlikely sup- 
porting cast including actor 
George Segal on banjo, Flo and 
Eddie on background vocals and 
ex-Silverhead bassist Nigel Haris- 
son. 

Establishing An Identity 
To most of the pop audience, 

Manzarek is still tagged as the 
Doors' ex-keyboardist, the man 
who weaved the textures and 
keyed the instrumental sound of 
one of the '60s' archetypical rock 
& roll bands. It's not an unpleas- 
ant association, but it can be irk- 
some to a musician struggling to 
establish his own identity. 

Gradual Process 
"It's going to be a gradual 

process," said Manzarek. "The 
Doors have the accumulated 
strength of eight albums; I've 
only got one. Making my own 
records has been a completely 
different experience than working 
with the Doors. It's like a brand 
new career."

Betts and the Boys Rock the Opry House 
NASHVILLE-Dickie Betts and 

his "American Show" came to the 
new Opry House here Monday 
night (18), and proceeded to 
show all those gathered what 
southern music is all about. 

Starting off the set were the 
Poindexters, a bluegrass group 
accompanying Betts on his tour. 
They did several songs, including 
"Salty Dog Blues" and "Rollin' In 
My Sweet Baby's Arms," accom- 
panied by Betts' band before the 
Allman Brothers' lead guitarist 
took the stage. 

Starting his own set with an 
acoustic guitar, Betts swung into 
an old Jimmie Rodgers song, 
"Hard Time Blues," then two 
Hank Williams songs, "I Saw The 
Light" and "Jambalaya." Halfway 
through the first Williams song, 
Betts broke a string on his acous- 
tic guitar and picked up his elec- 
tric-and all jam broke loose. 

Betts likes to get into a song, 
get most of his vocals out of the 
way-he has a good, strong voice 
-then let his musicians and him- 
self jam for awhile before he re- 
turns to the mike to finish the 
vocals and wrap up the song. 
Joining Betts on the jams were 
fiddler Vassar Clements, steel 
guitarist John Hughey, bassist 
Stray Stratton and drummer David 
Walshaw. This excellent group of 
musicians were joined by a three 
piece horn section and two fe- 
male singers. 

Betts finished his first set with 
"Blue Sky," a song he wrote and 
which was recorded by the All- 
man Brothers.

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Lee, Love and Comanor 

Conquer the Troubador 
LOS ANGELES - Local rock 

fans can be a fickle bunch, but 
their feelings almost invariably 
turn to dewey-eyed nostalgia at 
the mention of Arthur Lee (RSO). 
His various Love groups domi- 
nated the L.A. rock scene spor- 
adically through the middle and 
late sixties, and to many other 
musicians, Lee was an especially 
seminal influence. 

Songs like "Signed D.C." and 
"Little Red Book" (the latter of 
which he unfortunately did not 
perform) are the stuff that leg- 
ends are made of. Lee opened 
his recent gig at the Troubador 
with a couple of such oldies- 
milestones of the psychedelic 
era - before swinging into his 
more recent material. Nobody 
was disappointed; Arthur Lee 
has maintained, if not his inno- 
vative influence, his unique vocal 
style and his ability to hold an 
audience firmly in his grasp. 

Talented Quintet 
Always adept at choosing tal- 

ented sidemen, Lee has scored 
again with his current back-up 
quintet. Guitarists Melvan Whit- 
tington and John Sterling proved 
to be a versatile pair, equally at 
home with the psychedelic early 
stuff and the more r&b-inflected 
material that Lee is currently per- 
forming. Standout tune of the set, 
hands down, was "Everybody's 
Gotta Live," a prominent cut 
from his recent RSO (dist. At- 
lantic) Ip, "Reel To Real." 

Jeffrey Comanor (Epic), self - 
described professional show - 
opener was first on stage and 
began with a monologue featur- 
ing his free and not -so -free as- 
sociations with a variety of sub- 
ject mater. A co -write of Shel 
Silverstein's on several songs, 
Comanor's style of humor em- 
braces pathos, paranoia and non- 
sense in lyrics that frequently re- 
call the former songwriter and 
are occasionally reminiscent of 
James Thurber's cartoons. His 
song titles speak eloquently for 
themselves: "Who Put the But in 
Butte," "I Found Your Name on 
the Bathroom Wall" and "Quasi - 
moto Blues," a song written 
while "working as a gargoyle in 
Paris."

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Poco, Sebastian, PFM Please Forum Crowd 
f! NEW YORK - The variety of 
music offered recently (14) at the 
Felt Forum was staggering. First 
off Atlantic recording artists PFM 
revved up the audience with their 
own brand of classically oriented 
high energy sounds. They were 
followed by the last of the flower 
children, Reprise recording artist 
John Sebastian, who predomin- 
antly performed Lovin' Spoonful 
classics interspersed with the elec- 
trical style he developed several 
years ago, and the evening was 
topped off by the group with 
which the audience was totally 
enraptured, Poco (Epic). 

After PFM had sufficiently ener- 
gized the audience, rocking away 
with symphonic overtones and 
frenzied fiddlin', John Sebastian 
warmed the crowd, kicking off 
with the mellow Lovin' Spoonful 
favorite, "Lovin' You." The seem- 
ingly peaceful troubadour con- 
tinued to ease the evening with 
former Spoonful goodies "You're 
a Big Boy Now" and "Nashville 
Cats," and then "Friends Again" 
from his recently released "Tar- 
zana Kid" album. Unfortunately, 
Mr. Sebastian seemed to have an 
axe to grind against a particular 
member of the New York press 
who disapproved of Sebastian's 
mode of dress on his last Gotham 
outing, and the old Tarzana Kid 
chose an inappropriate, unappeal- 
ing manner in which to release 
his frustrations-demeaning the 
press in this city as a collective 
unit. Needless to say the tranquil 
mood was broken and even qual- 
ity songs such as "You Didn't 
Have to Be So Nice" and a hit 
in '65, "Do You Believe in 
Magic" couldn't compensate for 
the arrogant aura already created. 

Poco, however, brought back 
the zip that Sebastian lost. After 
a thunderous, standing ovation 
was delivered by the crowd, the 
foursome broke into a high- 
spirited rocker with country 
sprinklings, keeping the mood 
bright and bouncy, with Rusty 
Young's expert steel guitar re- 
maining of the highest calibre.

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Gospel Music Moves to the Forefront 
By DON CUSIC 

NASHVILLE - Although many 
tend to "overlook" gospel music, 
it has proven itself to be one of 
the most steady and reliable 
money makers in Nashville. Drive 
down Music Row and you witness 
numerous buses owned by gospel 
groups as well as offices for gospel 
music publishing companies and 
other businesses. The audience is 

expanding for gospel, and as con- 
sumers grow, so grows the market 
and the businessman. 

Consider these statistics: slight- 
ly more than 10 percent of all 
the recording sessions produced 
during the past year in Nashville 
were for gospel records; these 
sessions would amount to an esti- 
mated $1,075,060 for the studios 
and musicians; there were 4,120,- 
000 gospel albums pressed last 
year with one firm estimating 
gospel amounted to 62 percent 
of its total business; four printing 
firms estimated a combined total 
of 1,010,000 pieces of sheet music 
and 165,000 songbooks for 
gospel. 

If all this doesn't add up to 
an impressive sum, then chalk 
up these extras: 21 gospel groups 
who are basically "full-time" are

Country Foursome 
FELT FORUM, NYC-The latest 

edition of "Country in New York" 
(16) lacked a sure-fire headline at- 
traction to boost ticket sales, but 
certainly did not suffer from any 
lack of on-stage talent. The show 
kept up such a rapid-fire momen- 
tum, you almost felt that the stage 
was revolving. Three of the four 
acts didn't really get the time

According to a spokesman from 
the GMA, the average income for 
a gospel music group from per- 
forming fees, sheet music, song 
books, record sales and record 
royalties is a quarter million dol- 
lars per year. (This is based on 
an average group of six people.) 

This "average" group spends 
approximately $20,000 a year on 
clothing, $4,000 a year on bus 
payments and maintenance and 
$50,000 per year for an office that 
would employ two individuals 
and includes mailings and travel. 

Categories 
Gospel music is split into two 

different areas-the "black" gos- 
pel music that includes a heavier 
rhythm and blues sound, and the 
"white" gospel that is basically 
a more "country" sound, with 
very little "crossing over." 

Most of the groups that travel 
carry copies of their own albums 
which they sell at each perform- 
ance-although there are a lim- 
ited number of sales from record 
stores. 

Gospel music is not limited to 
one geographic region by either 
records or performances. Accord- 
ing to Bob Benson, Jr., advertising 
manager of John T. Benson Pub- 
lishing in Nashville, "Gospel is 
as geographically dispersed as 

any other kind of music ... you 
are now seeing this circuit ex- 
panded to Christian college cam- 
puses all over the country, and 
the interest in the music has 
grown proportionately." He con- 
tinued, saying that gospel "is no 
longer just a southern thing." 

It's obvious that gospel music 
is profitable-and with the GMA 
and the Dove Awards, it is obtain- 
ing more prestige each year. The 
number of gospel radio stations 
has shown an increase, and both 
pop and country radio stations 
have shown a willingness to pro- 
gram gospel numbers with their 
regular programming when the 
release has a commercial beat and 
sound. 

It seems that gospel music has 
been a major musical force as an 
undercurrent for many years, its 
music influencing many artists in 
the pop, r&b and country fields 
as well as its business being one 
of "stability" and "predictability." 
Perhaps in the future it will give 
up its back seat and take a place 
at the forefront of American 
music.
