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A.C. Nielsen Plans

LP Research Service

B NEW YORK—The A.C. Nielsen
Company is planning a marketing
research service for the record in-
dustry that will sample local mar-
ket record and tape retail activity
and report point-of-sale data. The
proposed service is set for a pilot
test in nine to 12 months.

Sales information would be
gathered from a sample of record
retailers and racked department
and discount stores through elec-

tronic cash registers and laser |

scanners; bar-coded product would
be scanned at check-out, and non-
bar-coded product noted through
standard alpha-numeric coding.
Racked accounts would report
through the tear tags normally pro-
cessed through the rack jobber,
with the jobber supplying data.

The information would then be
compiled for a syndicated report
ranking top product on a local mar-
ket basis, based on units sold and
market share. The store sample for
the pilot test, likely to be conducted
in Chicago, will include approxi-
mately 35 record stores and an un-
determined number of racked
stores.

According to specifications pro-
vided by the Nielsen Co., high-
volume retailers will be dispropor-
tionately represented, although
“specialty/ethnic” stores would be
included in the sample. The firm
contacted some 200 retailers in the
Chicago area last year to ascertain
their willingness to accept inven-
tory control, and the various termi-
nals and scanners necessary, fore-
casting sufficient dealer coopera-
tion. Three major area rack jobbers,
the company reported, had agreed
in principle to share data with
Nielsen.

Most AM Broadcasters Pleased
‘With FCC Decision on Stereo

B NEW YORK—The FCC’s deci-
sion to approve AM stereo without
specifying a standard system (Rec-
ord World, March 13) has met with
a generally favorable response
from AM broadcasters, despite
some predictions that a mar-
ketplace battle between competing
manufacturers of AM stereo sys-
tems might delay public acceptance

last week as the Supreme Court re-
fused to hear an appeal by two
shopowners protesting a local ordi-
nance banning the sale of so-called
drug paraphernalia in Westchester
County, New York.

RCA Annual Report Cites
Losses from SelectaVision Launch

B NEW YORK —The introduction

of RCA’s SelectaVision videodisc |

system last year translated itself
into a 43 percent decline in the
company’s Commercial Products
and Services Division, the com-
pany’s annual report has disclosed.

Total company investment in the
trouble-plagued system amounted
to $106.8 million in 1981 which,
combined with previously reported
losses of $55.5 million in 1980 and
$21.4 million in 1979, has resulted
in a total “negative impact on prof-
its” of $183,700.000 so far.

Introduced in March 1981, the |

SelectaVision system utilizes a
capacitance electronic disc (or
CED), currently being used by nine
companies, representing 55 percent
of the U.S. color TV market, in ad-
dition to RCA.

While sales of the players in the
first year fell short of the 200,000-
unit goal that had been anticipated
— only 65,000 units were sold last
year — the company “established a
promising begirning for this new
video product category,” the report
said. RCA will expand the line to
include a new stereo model that
will be introduced to distributors
and dealers this May, and intends
to capitalize also on a replacement
for the intreductary monaural
model, which was introduced last
month at an optional retail price of
$349.95.

According to the report, factory
sales of the players also included
160,000 units that were sold to dis-
tributors, dealers, and other TV in-
dustry marketers for their own
brands.

Ifthe sales figures for the players
were disappointing, RCA also re-
ported that sales of the videodiscs
last year had been much stronger
than initially anticipated, with fig-
ures in excess of two million al-
bums. As a result, production
facilities have beer significantly
expanded and are now figured at
more than seven million discs an-
nually.

At the end of 1981, RCA’s

SelectaVision videodisc catalogue
consisted of 154 titles, including re-
cent movie hits, classic films,
award-winning television series,
children’s programming, music,
performing arts. and instructional
programming. It is expected that by
the end of 1982, an additional 250-

plus titles will have been added to |

the catalogue.

On the audie front, while no
separate figures were available,
the report stated that profit from
sales of records and tapes had de-
clined in 1981. despite increased
sales and profit from the company’s
domestic operations. A strong U.S.
dollar and generally weak eco-

Lonnie Simmons on His New Label:
‘PolyGram and I Are Both Happy’

B NEW YORK—"I'd say we got a
lot of what we were looking for.
PolyGram got what it wanted. So
now we’re both happy.”

So says Lonnie Simmons, presi-
dent of the newly-formed Total Ex-
perience Records, about his re-
cently completed negotiations with
PolyGram Records. Simmons had
been seeking a label deal with
PolyGram for over a year. Though
executives at PolyGram and Total
Experience gave no figures on the
contract’s worth, it was confirmed
that it’s a four-year deal that will
enable Total Experience to hire
more personnel in all areas of its
operation.

The Gap Band (with its fourth
album due in April), Yarbrough &
Peoples, and Robert “Goodie” Whit-
field are on the Total Experience
roster. In addition, Simmons ex-
pects to sign “two new acts and an
established performer” and to have
their records on the market by
year’s end.

According to Bill Haywood,
PolyGram’s senior vice president
black music, “We don’t anticipate
adding any additional staff because
of this deal. We have reduced our
artist roster over the past year, so
we already have enough staff to
handle any additional signings by
Lonnie.”

The negotiations between Sim-
mons’ Total Experience Produc-
tions and PolyGram had become

one of black music’s most popular
soap operas. Following the mam-
moth sales of the Gap Band’s “III”
album and single “Burn Rubber”
and Yarbrough & Peoples’ single
“Don’t Stop the Music” in 1981,
Simmons had asked for a label deal
with PolyGram.

PolyGram’s president at the
time, David Braun, appeared ready
to make such a deal. But he sub-
sequently pulled back from his
original offer, sparking some
heated comments from Simmons in
the press and a series of lawsuits
between Total Experience and
PolyGram. The Gap Band, Yar-
brough & Peoples, and Whitfield all
tried to void their contracts with
PolyGram. The label in turnsued to
establish the validity of their con-
tracts.

“For a time there really was no
contact between us and PolyGram,”
said Simmons. When Braun left
PolyGram late in 1981, an attempt
at reconciliation was made by both
sides. “It was a matter of me sitting
down with Guenter Hensler and
Harvey Schein and each under-
standing what the other wanted.”

Hensler is PolyGram Records’
president and chief operating of-
ficer and Schein is president of
PolyGram Corporation.

Aside from making records,
Simmons is involved in two other
projects. His Total Experience

Among these forms are the fully-
acted/danced musical versions of
albums (the Emmylou Harris proj-
ect, now in second draft screenplay,
is a 75-minute treatment of her
current album), and albums writ-
ten originally for both LP and video
formats (such as projects by Tom
Waits and Laurie Anderson). The
WCI Record Group is investing its
own money in developing these
projects.

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Intercontinental Makes Its Mark
As One-Stop for Imports and Cut-Outs

@ NEW YORK-—Formed just
eight months ago in Jericho, Long
Island, Intercontinental Records
and Cassettes has quietly estab-
lished itself as an aggressive total
service one-stop for imported and
cut-out records.

Intercontinental is owned by
Countrywide, a major U.S. dis-
tributor of cut-out records, and
Stage One, a British independent
record distributor. “I thought im-
porting records would be a good di-
versification,” said Stanley Sir-
rotte, president of Countrywide and
Intercontinental, explaining why
he formed a partnership with Stage
One principals Terry Shand and
Nigel Howick. “They (Shand and
Howick) were customers of mine for
the past five years and were quite
successful distributing records in
England, so we decided to try it
here.”

Sirrotte started in the cut-out
business in 1973 and now ships al-
bums he purchases from manufac-
turers all over the world. Based in a
42,500-square-foot warehouse, he
and his staff of 24 have established

a network of retailers that includes
everything from major accounts to
mom and pop stores. “The cut-out
business has remained steady since
we started,” said Sirrotte, “even
though it seemed to peak in 1979-
80 and is currently getting a lot of
competition from the $5.98 lines.”

hits while trying to give new artist
projects their due. “We work every-
thing,” Capitol vice president of
promotion Bruce Wendell insisted,
“but those that really have it, we
have to work with all our energy.
We have to milk hits, stay with
them, sell them. As long as the
album keeps getting attention and
we see life in it, we’ll keep beating
it. The ‘Jazz Singer’ album (rebul-
leting this week after 65 weeks)is a
good example of constant work.
Billy Squier’s album had three
singles, not all of them top 40
smashes, but very, very successful
in the album promotion scheme.
Certain records are meant to be
pure hits; others aid the album —
they’re not destined to be top five,
but to reach a demographic, get at-
tention. The LP is approaching two
millon; it’s selling steady, steady,
steady.”

Another steadily building al-
bum, Quincy Jones’ “The Dude,”
“absolutely” remains on A&M’s list
of priority work projects, riding its
fourth pop single (James Ingram’s
“One Hundred Ways” at 29 bullet)

as the bulleted number 30 album |

this week. The album, which went
platinum three weeks ago, “was
worked on as if it were just re-
leased” each time a new single
broke out, according to A&M na-
tional singles director Rick Stone.
“A certain chemistry has to be es-

tablished for a long work project. It |

comes from understanding the
marketplace and what a hit is. (The
entire time) we worked Quincy
Jones, there was a story to tell. We
got re-excited over it in radio and
the marketplace; it was very grat-
ifying to us as professionals and
good music people.”

The Police album, scheduled for a
third single, and the Go-Go’s
“Beauty and the Beat” (number two
album with its second single, “We
Got the Beat” jumping 11 spots to 8
bullet) are also long-term A&M
priorities. “We’re not milking al-
bums,” Stone said. “If the music is
there and the feeling at radio and
retail is there and the artist is on a
roll, the third single is just good
marketing. It’s more difficult to
have the kind of run you want now.
It’s incumbent upon you, if you
want the album to surpass the pre-
viousone, to work it a little longer.”

PolyGram senior vice president,
marketing Harry Losk noted that
closer attention to a record’s pro-
gress and the sales pattern of the
current market make for a more
gradual sales graph. “Our approach
is to examine the music early. At
the time of the first single, we try to
sit down and make a decision on a
follow-up. We look at two and some-
times three singles. It’s still dif-
ficult to maintain the excitement
into a third single: if you examine
the length of time it takes to
develop a single, it can take 60 or 90
days to see something.” Citing
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strong black radio demand for Kool
& the Gang’s “Get Down on It” as
the factor that forced the company
to switch the previously-chosen
single, “Steppin’ Out,” to the
B-side, Losk noted that “there are
two times when you have to react:
one, when you smell a hit, you go to
the wall, and, two, when you don’t
have something.” “Get Down on It”
bullets to 52 pop this week.

Motown Records promotion vice
president Alvin “Skip” Miller sec-
onds the pinpointing of radio as a
key determinant in the company’s
handling of singles breakouts from
a hit album. “The second single is
created when black radio gets into
an album cut,” Miller said; in some
cases, an enormously popular
album cut — the Commodores’
“Zoom” or Rick James and Teena
Marie’s “Fire and Desire,” for
example — might be left on the
album to bolster LP sales. “Then,
we’d go onto the third choice” for
the second single release.

“The third single is tricky, so we
check requests and demographics
very closely,” Miller said, to make
sure the cut is not already burned
out or in oldie rotation. “The fourth
single doesn’t necessarily appeal to
the audience, if they feel, ‘Why did I
buy all these singles? ” Neverthe-
less, Motown is considering a fourth
single from the Commodores’ “In
the Pocket,” and Rick James’
“Street Songs” rebulleted as re-
cently as last week after 46 weeks.

| Whether the single is from a

superstar or new artist, Miller as-
serted, “our method is: no job too
big, no job too small. The country
doesn’t have the same ears; you
have to jockey around and see
where the market is.”

While cross-format play is, as
noted, becoming key in the success
stories of “home-run” albums by
such crossover artists as Daryl Hall
and John Oates and Kool & the
Gang, the more strictly categoriza-
ble artist must rely upon consecu-
tive hit singles to stimulate album
sales. “It takes a little longer to
cover all the formats because radio
is so fragmented,” Arista senior
vice president of national promo-
tion Richrd Palmese noted. I
would love to come out with a single
from any act that could give me
AOR, top 40, R&B play, and so on.
(But) I'm not going to ask Air Sup-
ply to go out and cut me something
that can be played on the black sta-
tions.”

EMI/Liberty A&R vice president
Don Grierson agrees: “We believe
more than anything in artistry. Art-
ists, too, hope to sell records, but
also to maintain credibility, and
musical integrity. We've turned
down tracks by AOR artists when
we felt they were too pop, even if
they sounded like hit singles.”

With a coherent strategy for
singles releases, Grierson believes
“you can know what will happen to
an album over four, five or six

months. Sometimes the singles
don’t have to be monstrously big:
Kim Carnes’ ‘Draw of the Cards’
(the followup to ‘Bette Davis Eyes’)

was not a big top ten hit, and ‘Mis- |

taken Identity’ was sort of a low-
end charter, but they got a lot of
airplay and sold lots of albums.”
The J. Geils Band’s “Freeze-
Frame” album is selling “better
today than in the beginning,”
Grierson added, noting another
measure of the album’s success in
the fact that the group had never
had two hit singles in a row: the
double-sided “Freeze-Frame”/
“Flamethrower” single bullets to
25 this week, following the number
one “Centerfold.” Similarly, Grier-
son said he expects the new Sheena
Easton single to be released next
week to be good for 200,000 to
300,000 additional album sales,
and Cliff Richard’s “Daddy’s Home”
to bolster the sales of his latest al-
bum, which had faltered during the
run of the mid-charted first single,
“Wired for Sound.”

For RCA division vice president,
promotion, contemporary music
John Betancourt, the developing
artist of yesterday — Daryl Hall
and John Oates and Rick Spring-
field, to be specific — are radio’s

safe bet this year. “Two or three |

cuts (from the new Springfield al-
bum) are going on, whereas last
year it took me eight months to get
the second cut on the radio because
he was a new artist.” Even so,
Betancourt said, “The consumer
today takes at least two to three
months longer to react to a product.
Years ago, we could break a single
in three to four weeks, sales-wise. It
took us six months to break Spring-
field’s ‘Jessie’s Girl.””

Hall and Oates’ “Private Eyes”
LP was a specially-handled one, ac-
cording to Betancourt. “We felt we
had a huge black record with ‘No

Can Do, but if we had come with
that first, we might have set up the
consumer to think that all the
songs on the album are black, and
they aren’t. We came out with the
title cut, which was a good pop rec-
ord. I felt, however, that ‘No Can
Do’ was the key to the album, and it
proved to be: after we had sold six or
seven hundred thousand albums,
we were able to bring in a million
more by going to the black con-
sumer.”

Radio cooperation is seen in
mixed terms by respondents.
Betancourt observed: “Radio is not
here to sell our music. They’re here
to sell advertising. So they’re tak-
ing a very safe approach to music.
They take the best that we have,
burn it out to their advantage and
then they don’t worry about it.”
EMI/Liberty’s Grierson added,
“Radio rotations are not great,
either. Top40 and AOR play a great
number of oldies and recurrents;
our guess is that 60 percent of the
music on radio is old. New acts have
no medium. That’s why we’re
stretching out media-wise to reach
the public. People don’t listen as
much to radio with TV and cable
competing, and the exposure level
is lower.”

The multiple-hit album, then,
seems to be the emerging standard
for the beleaguered industry, as not
only preferable, but necessary to
bring home volume sales. “Wedon’t
sign artists any more unless we feel
there is a career there,” Betancourt
asserted. “For every album that’s
given to you, you must feel that you
have at least a year’s worth of ma-
terial; two or three singles.

“When I get a tape, if there’s one
good song on it, 'm pleased, but we
say, ‘Look, why don’t you go back,
write a couple more songs, and
when we get two or three of them,
then you're talking about a deal.”

B BEATLES, STONES & SHAMROCKS: Collectors, memorabilia buffs
and industry insiders will have their hands full of hot items in the next few
weeks. First, from Capitol Records comes the release this week of “The
Beatles’ Movie Medley,” a seven-inch disc that includes seven tracks from
Beatles films edited together for one 3:56 made-for-radio medley. While
the first two segues are a little rough, we think the next four are close to
perfect; and considering the popularity of the Fab Four, combined with the
current medley craze, it would seem as though Capitol has a number one
record. The B-side of the promotional single has a six-minute interview
with John, Paul, George and Ringo called “The Fab Four on Film,” which
was recorded in 1964 at the request of United Artists Films to support “A
Hard Day’s Night.” It’s an intriguing, often witty conversation that we
highly recommend. Unfortunately, because of legal complications, the
interview cannot be made commercially available, so Capitol is substitut-
ing “I'm Happy Just To Dance With You,” a George Harrison-penned tune
from “A Hard Day’s Night,” as the B-side for retail.

A 12-inch of the medley single will be released this week for AOR with
the same A and B-side as the seven-inch but a different sleeve. While the
45 sleeve has a colorful painting of the Beatles standing outside of a movie
theatre, the 12-inch jacket will have a collection of rare Beatles photos
that won’t be included on the forthcoming “Reel Music” LP. To further
tantalize your taste buds, Capitol tells us that the album won’t include the
medley single, but will include a souvenir 12-page program booklet with
extensive liner notes and color photos taken from the “Hard Day’s Night”
film sessions (remember, the movie was in black & white). For those who
buy the cassette, an enclosed card will contain info on how to send for the
book. A numbered, limited edition, gold vinyl “Reel Music” LP will also be
made available to press and radio only. And finally, in the works is a
promotional video tape that will match the medley single.

The new Rolling Stones single, “Hang Fire” b/w “Neighbours,” comes
in the original die-cut sleeve used for “Brown Sugar,” the first single ever
released on Rolling Stones Records way back in April 1971. And Elektra
has released a promotional green vinyl single of Judy Collins’ “Drink a
Round to Ireland” from her “Times of Our Lives” LP. It’s a special St.
Patrick’s Day gift to radio.

IN MEMORIAM: In memory of John Belushi, a service was held at the
Cathedral Church of St. John The Divine in New York City last Thursday
(11) at noon. Jim Belushi, John’s brother, and Dan Aykroyd addressed the
gathering, and Tom Scott, Rhonda Coullet, and Paul Shaffer performed
“For a Dancer.” Aykroyd also played a tape recording of “The 2,000-Pound
Bee” by the Ventures. In liew of flowers, donations can be made to: John

HEAVY METAL HAPPENINGS: We've been warned by several reli-
able sources that an assault of the decibel demons, i.e. heavy metal
head-bangers, is on the way. Last week, emissaries from Stiff America
Records, one dressed appropriately as a strict headmaster of a girls school
and two others as very naughty female students, visited Record World on
behalf of the British all-women heavy metal rockers, Girlschool. The
band, a quartet, has earned gold album sales in Britain and Canada while
opening for Motorhead, Black Sabbath and Uriah Heep tours. Stiff
America has just released “Hit and Run,” a compilation of songs from the
first two Girlschool albums. The band will arrive on these shores in early
April to start a major market tour tagged under the “Lock Up Your Sons”
banner. The creative geniuses at Stiff are also sponsoring a “name the
Girlschool second LP” contest. The winner gets a free lunch with the band.

Den-
ver businessman Marvin Davis re-
cently purchased the entire 20th
Century operation (film, television,
etc.) and is rumored to be negotiat-
ing to sell the record division, with
PolyGram the likely buyer.

Davis plans to move his estab-
lished acts from Chi-Sound to Chi-

agreement is made to free them.
Currently the Chi-Lites (whose
“Hot on a Thing Called Love” is
number 19 bullet on the Record
World Black Oriented Singles
Chart) and the Dells are still under
contract to be distributed via 20th
Century. The Chi-Sound Interna-
tional roster features two acts for-
merly distributed by 20th Century,
Gene Chandler and the Impres-
sions. Veteran vocalist Barbara
Acklin and two new Chicago-based
acts, Magnum Force and Paris, are
also on the new label.

‘No Real Impact’

Neil Portnow, president of 20th
Century, told RW, “The departure
of those two acts would make no
real impact on 20th Century Rec-
ords.” It would leave 20th with 10
acts, he said, adding, “The negotia-
tions for a sale of 20th Century are
moving along swiftly on several
fronts.”

IT'S NOT WHAT YOU MINE, IT'S HOW YOU MINE IT: The Interna-
tional Tape/Disc Association has upgraded the criteria for its ITA Golden
Videocassette Award. The new standards, recommended by a committee
of programmers and distributors, were approved by the ITA board of
directors, and become effective April 1, 1982.

To qualify, companies will have to demonstrate via an audit that gross
label revenues for a home video program on tape exceeded $1 million in
sales and/or rentals. Formerly, the standard was the audited sale of a
program based on the suggested retail list price value. The change will
thus measure sales and rental revenues at the producers’level rather than
at retail value.

The ITA Golden Videocassette Award was implemented in 1980, with

11 programs qualifying for the award that year. In 1981, 88 certifications
were made. So far this year, 10 programs have already qualified.

And while we are on the subject, two new companies, Vestron Video and
Chrysalis Visual Programming, have joined RIAA/VIDEO, the video
division of the Recording Industry Association of America, bringing the
division’s total membership to 27 companies that manufacture or are
licensed to manufacture prerecorded video programming solely for the
family entertainment home marketplace.

In RIAA/VIDEQO February certifications, MCA Distributing Corp.
earned its 15th and 16th Gold Awards, for “Night Hawks” and “The Deer
Hunter.” Each Gold Award represents sales of at least 25,000 videocasset-
tes and videodiscs, with a retail list value of $1 million.

FOLLOW THE LEADER: In its short existence, Vestron Video has been
making all the right moves to become an important part of the video
industry. In a further move to assert the company’s position, Jon
Peisinger, president of the company, has announced the establishment of
a multi-faceted anti-piracy and security program, aimed at eliminating
the unauthorized duplication, distribution and sale of Vestron’s video
programming.

All Vestron cassettes will carry a security sticker system designed and
manufactured by the 3M Corporation. The sticker can be readily iden-
tified by distributors, retailers and consumers. Being non-counterfeitable,
it will indicate that the merchandise is legitimate, and will further insure
the integrity of the product as removal of the cassette from the outer
slipcase will permanently damage the sticker.

In addition, Vestron will pay a $1,000 cash award to any retailer and
distributor who provides information leading to the arrest and conviction
of individuals dealing in pirated copies of Vestron Video titles.

; B SAN DIEGO—Though in some
disagreement regarding sales ver-
sus rental issues and the potential
of specific markets, a panel of home
video industry executives addres-
sing the recent International
Tape/Disc Association (ITA)
Audio/Video Update 1982 here
agreed that the overseas market for
pre-recorded video holds enormous
promise.

The four members of the panel
wereJimJimirro, president of Walt
Disney Telecommunications; Mel
Harris, president of Paramount
Home Video; Lee Mendell, vice
president, video, WEA Inter-
national; and Mickey Hyman,
executive vice president, CBS
Video Enterprises.

In a sweeping projection that
summed up the mood of the panel,
Paramount’s Harris estimated that
| his firm’s international unit vol-
| ume would exceed domestic sales in

situation, Jimirro described a

“troubled” U.S. industry. Conced-
| ing that domestic sales have made
for lucrative profits, Jimirro told
the seminar that the industry faces
“an identity crisis” — largely at-
tributable to sales versus rental —
that would have to be solved if the
domestic industry would maintain
its stability, and that the crisis may
take some two to three years to
overcome.

In contrast, he said, overseas
sales have spurted during the past
18 months and afford the industry
an opportunity to create a market-
ing situation that will be “infinitely
better than what we have in the
United States.” Jimirro, whose
firm began marketing video over-
seas in late 1981, was in agreement
with fellow panelist Hyman, in his
assessment that each market has
its idiosyncrasies and should be ap-
proached with its individual
characteristics taken into account.

In Hyman’s assessment, “There
is no international market for home
video: There is no one international
market. If we try to force pre-
conceived notions on the world,
there will be chaos.” Each country,
he asserted, “represents a unique
opportunity,” and material that
proves successful in the U.S. will
not necessarily do well overseas.

Aside from product consid-
erations, there are other disparities
between the U.S. and overseas

markets, Mendel told the seminar.
The WEA International executive
described problems in format dif-
ferences, systems, languages and
censorship. Nevertheless, he said,
the opportunities for pre-recorded
home video sales outside the U.S.

Mendel joined
Jimirro in the latter’s assertion
that there has been little or no re-
sistance encountered thus far to a
rentals-only mode of videocassette
marketing, though Mendel stopped
short of Jimirro’s insistence that
“we will never sell a videocassette
outside of the U.S. and Canada.”

Now Huey
Lewis and the News are back in the
headlines again with “Picture
This,” their second album.

Lewis, an original member of the
San Francisco-based band Clover,
recorded two albums with that
band and while living in England
also worked with the likes of Elvis

Lewis as-
sembled a band, which included
Sean Hopper from Clover and
Johnny Colla, a longtime Lewis fa-
vorite. From that base they added
bassist Mario Cippolina and
drummer Billy Gipson, both of
whom had played with Colla in a
well regarded band named Sound-
hole, and guitarist Chris Hayes,
whose looks and enthusiasm round
out a well-balanced unit.

Early in 1980, Huey Lewis and
the News released their first LP.

Produced by Bill Schnee (Boz
Scaggs, Pablo Cruise), the record
contained uptempo contemporary
rock reflective of their R&B influ-
ences, as evidenced on such songs
as “Some of My Lies Are True,”
“Don’t Ever Tell Me That You Love
Me” and “Trouble in Paradise.”

With “Picture This,” the band
has stylized and developed the
sound it had strived for on the first
LP, as well as gearing the produc-
tion (they produced it themselves
this time) closer to their tight live
sound. The result is a more consis-
tent offering truer to their musical
roots and goals. Songs such as “Giv-
ing It All Up for Love” and “Buzz,
Buzz, Buzz” exemplify their R&B
roots in a contemporary light, while
tunes such as the single, “Do You
Believe in Love,” “Hope You Love
Me Like You Say Do” and “Change
of Heart” are closer to a pop vein.

“It's not as frantic or flippant as
our first one, because we didn’tdo it
as fast. This one sounds bigger, the
tongue is out of the cheek and there
are even a couple of flat-out love
songs,” adds Lewis.

More evident than anything else
is the presence of a band, and with
Huey Lewis and the News everyone
has his own valuable niche. “Each
member of the News contributes a
different feature. Billy is thedriver
(the only one with a valid license),
Chris is the sex symbol, Mario’s the
enforcer, Seanis the techno-wizard,
Johnny is the musician, and I own
the blue shirt,” says Lewis. “That’s
why they put me on the cover!”

Jazz Beat

@ UP FOR THE COUNT: Only the most churlish sort would nit-pick
about the music offered at the lavish tribute to Count Basie mounted by
the Black Music Association at New York’s Radio City Music Hall last
Sunday (7). Certainly, it could be argued that not all of the performers had
that much to do with Basie, or with jazz. And one could, if one wanted to,
complain that there wasn’t enough purely instrumental music, outside of
the two brief segments played by the Basie band with the man himself at
the helm. (Oscar Peterson had been scheduled to perform, but he had to
cancel at the last minute.)

But why quibble? Any evening that features not just Basie but Quincy
Jones, Stevie Wonder, Lena Horne, Joe Williams, Dionne Warwick and
James Ingram — among others — has to be a special event, and “To Basie
With Love,” which was a benefit for the BMA, was that and more.

For our money, the most memorable segment of the evening — except
for Basie’s own — was Wonder’s. Performing, as did most of the other
singers on the bill, with his own rhythm section and Basie’s brass and reed
sections, Wonder displayed admirable chutzpah by doing a set consisting
mostly of new material — including one number that Basie’s musicians
had never rehearsed! The tune, which Wonder said he had written with
the Basie band in mind, and which we think was called “Do I Do,” turned
out to be an absolute smoker, and Basie’s horn players proved they could
sight-read with the best. Wonder also did a version of “You Are the
Sunshine of My Life” that segued into a very jazzy four-four time and had
new lyrics about Basie and his music, as well as the only song in his
repertoire that already had Basie’s name in its lyrics, “Sir Duke.”

As hot as Wonder was, it can’t really be said that he stopped the show;
Basie did. Although obviously not in the best of health — he gets around
these days in a snazzy-looking motorized wheelchair — Basie played with
his customary understated propulsiveness, especially on the evening’s
rousing closers, “Jumpin’ at the Woodside” and “One O’Clock Jump.” And
when he made a few remarks toward the end of the evening about what the
tribute had meant to him, it was obvious even from the back of the vast
Radio City orchestra section that he was genuinely moved.

So were all of us who were lucky enough to be there. And needless to say,
it couldn’t happen to a nicer — or more deserving — guy.

MERCURY RISING: Those industrious folks at PolyGram Classics,
who have been busy importing Japanese pressings of some of the gems
from the Verve vaults, have lately turned their attention as well to
another bountiful source of great music in the PolyGram archives, namely
Mercury Records and its onetime subsidiaries, EmArcy, Limelight and
Philips.

Actually, PolyGram Classics imported 18 Japanese pressings of great
Mercury jazz albums last November, but for a variety of reasons they went
largely unnoticed. Another 10 LPs from that catalogue have just been
released here, and if these ones go unnoticed, jazz fans, you have only
yourselves to blame.

What a selection it is! The immortal trumpeter Clifford Brown is
represented on two discs: “Best Coast Jazz,” a 1955 collaboration with a
number of top artists from both New York and California, including Max
Roach on drums; and “Clifford Brown and Max Roach at Basin Street,” a
1956 live set with their great quintet that also featured Sonny Rollins on
tenor saxophone. “Cleveland Style” features a combo led by trombonist
Jimmy Cleveland. The title of “Listen to Art Farmer and the Orchestra” is
self-explanatory; Oliver Nelson provided the lush charts backing Farm-
er’s trumpet on this 1962 session.

“Dizzy Gillespie and the Double Six of Paris” is an often inspired,
sometimes hilarious collaboration between the great trumpeter and the
unique French vocal sextet. “Turning Point” is a burning quartet album
by saxophonist Benny Golson. Oscar Peterson is represented by two of his
most famous recordings, the 1964 “Canadiana Suite” and the 1965 “With
Respect to Nat,” a tribute to Nat King Cole that features some rare
Peterson vocals. And speaking of vocals, all lovers of good jazz singing
should be thrilled that PolyGram has returned to print “Sassy Swings the
Tivoli,” a wonderful 1963 live date by Sarah Vaughan, and “Dinah!,” an
intense program of standards recorded in 1956 by Dinah Washington.

Keep up the good work, PolyGram Classics.

WHAT ELSE IS NEW: Those of you who share this columnist’s opinion
that the Art Ensemble of Chicago is just about the greatest thing since
sliced bread should be delighted to know that, in a week or so, ECM will be
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releasing a two-record live Art Ensemble package, “Urban Bushmen.” It’s
the next best thing to actually seeing this eclectic, versatile and exquisite
quintet in person, and on the basis of one listening we think it’s one of the
best things the Art Ensemble has ever put on wax . . . Also due from ECM
is “Northern Song,” a very moody, very atmospheric album by guitarist
Steve Tibbetts. . . Columbia hasrecently released three albums of interest
to the devoted jazz listener. “The Glory of . .. Alberta Hunter” is a very
spirited outing by the octogenarian chanteuse, backed by an excellent
seven-piece band (Doc Cheatham on the trumpet is in particularly good
form), and occasionally just by her regular pianist, Gerald Cook. “Marcio
Montaroyos” (on Columbia/Lorimar) serves to introduce the fiery Brazi-
lian trumpeter of the same name in a program that, while somewhat
predictable, shows Montaroyos to be a musician worth watching. And
“Earland Jams,” the latest from Charles Earland, finds the soulful or-
ganist getting deeper than ever into some very contemporary funk, with
the help of such talents as the members of Cameo and the Phenix Horns,
who play with Earth, Wind & Fire.

Hazeltine, Magnavox or Motorola
— will become standard, were ex-
pectably happy with the FCC deci-
sion. Bob Kanner, chief engineer at
KHJ, the Los Angeles country sta-
tion, pointed out that if the FCC
had approved one system, chal-
lenges to their decision could have
kept the AM stereo issue “in the
courts forever . .. It’s already very
late for AM, but better late than
never ... Broadcasters are most
qualified to decide which system is
best.”

WHN, New York’s chief engineer
Herb Squire looked forward to im-
proved equipment quality for AM
listeners. “AM radio today suffers
from poorly designed receivers,” he
said. “Even on receivers that cost
five or six hundred dollars, the AM
part (of the receiver) is often com-
parable to what you’d find in a ten-
dollar portable radio.” As for the
possibility of AM stations broad-
casting in different stereoc modes,
Squire said that the technology
now exists to manufacture receiv-
ers capable of receiving signals
broadcast through several trans-
mission systems at a minimal extra
cost to the consumer. All it would
take, he said, is the flick of a switch.

Leonard Kahn, president of
Kahn Communications, developer
of one of the competing systems,
told Record World that his com-
pany now has a patent pendingon a
multi-mode receiver, one that
would select the appropriate mode
automatically. “I don’t believe any
such receiver will ever be made,”
said Kahn, who favored the FCC’s
decision. “The marketplace doesn’t
do anything that’s uneconomical,”
he added. Kahn said he sees AM
broadcasters as “well educated” de-
cision makers who are under pres-
sure to make the right choice.
“They will pick the best system.”

The five competing manufactur-
ers of AM stereo transmission sys-
tems will be displaying and promot-
ing their wares at the National As-
sociation of Broadcasters Conven-
tion in Dallas next month, where
WHN’s Squire predicted “all hell is
going to bust loose.”

advantage in the San Francisco
market, where the line-of-sight FM
signal is inhibited by hilly terrain.
He still welcomes stereo’s potential
toput his station “on an equal basis
with FM”in terms of music fidelity.

“We're all ready to go,” said John
Gehron, vice president and general
manager of WLS, Chicago, which
currently simulcasts a successful
mass-appeal music format on AM
and FM for part of the day. While
some AM broadcasters fear that
their future as stereo outlets is at
the mercy of receiver manufactur-
ers, Gehron took the view that the
medium’s future is now in the sta-
tions’ hands. “It’s like the begin-
ning of FM stereo, when the most
progressive and promotion-minded
stations were the first to put stereo
on,” he explained. “Consumer reac-
tion will be based upon how many
stations offer it . . . and how excited
-we make them about it.”

Conversion to stereo is a “top
priority” at New York country
music station WHN, according to
program director Dene Hallam,
who added that stereo would “obvi-
ously be only a promotional tool in
the beginning.” Although he feels
that stereo sound is not as impor-
tant in country music, which places
an emphasis on words, as it is in
rock music, Hallam still predicted
that stereo will give the station an
extra edge, especially when AM
stereo receivers are installed in au-
tomobiles.

A dissenting view came from Sis
Kaplan, president of WAYS, Char-
lotte, and president of the National
Radio Broadcasters Association
! (NRBA), which had officially rec-
ommended that the FCC approve
one AM stereo system only. “I'm
sorry they didn’t,” said Kaplan,
who said he felt that the mar-
ketplace approach would “proba-
bly” delay consumer acceptance of
AM stereo. “But,” she added, “I'm
ready to broadcast if somebody out
there can receive me.” ‘

‘The Book Report

B “Being on the road with the Clash is like (being on) a commando raid
performed by the Bash Street Kids,” writes photographer Pennie Smith in
the introduction to her new book of photographs, “The Clash: Before and
After” (Little, Brown, $8.95, black & white).

Smith must enjoy commando raids, because she has spent a good deal of
the last four years traveling with the Clash and chronicling the band’s
activities for the London-based newspaper New Musical Express. Many of
Smith's photographs, which are handsomely reprinted here, are already
classics: she took the shot of Paul Simonon smashing his bass at New
York’s Palladium which was used as the cover for the Clash’s “London
Calling” LP.

The Clash are comfortable with Smith, unintimidated by her camera,
and the result is a collection of sensitive, moody and revealing portraits.
Three of the four members of the Clash are amazingly photogenic (all
except drummer Topper Headon), and Smith captures them in dozens of
classic rocker-as-warrior poses. There are also some amusing candids.

Many of the photos were taken during U.S. tours and capture the very
British band in some interesting juxtapositions with American settings.
One shot shows Simonon walking out of a White Owl supermarket
alongside two middle-aged housewives. The band members are pictured in
a wide variety of greasy spoon diners, airports, concrete dressing rooms,
and the streets of Manhattan.

The Clash themselves contribute short quips and one-liners beneath the
photos, reminiscent of a high school yearbook. Although many of the
captions seem to have been dashed off quickly, they give an added insight
into what a rock band’s life on the road is like. For example, there are
several shots of the Clash in and around the tour bus, and Joe Strummer’s
caption reads: “Climbing out of a tour bus is as close to feeling like a
Martian as you can get.”

“The Clash” is the first rock book published by Little, Brown & Com-
pany, whose catalogue includes books by Kissinger, Mailer and Thurber.
Little, Brown plans to support the book with a massive marketing cam-
paign tied in with the Clash’s record label, Epic, and their new album, due
out in April. “The Clash” is a beautifully produced quality art book, and
fans of both photography and the Clash should love it.

BOOKENDS: Quick Fox, a 10-year-old publishing house which spe-
cialized in rock books, has recently closed up shop. According to an ex-
editor of the company, one of the reasons for the firm's demise was its
efforts to expand too quickly in foreign markets. Quick Fox opened a
Tokyo office in an attempt to distribute rock books there, but it was no go.
The Quick Fox catalogue has been picked up by Perigee’s trade paperback
line, adivision of Putnam. . . The good news is that Jeff Rogart, divisional
merchandise manager for B. Dalton, says rock books are alive and doing
well in that 600-store chain. Rogart said that rock books make up the
majority of sales in the music section, and that the trade paperbacks are
the most popular. Rogart also said that their best-selling rock books this
year have been David Dalton’s Rolling Stones book, “The Book of Rock
Lists,” and “Rolling Stone’s Illustrated History of Rock 'n’ Roll” ...
Trouser Press will be serializing parts of “Cool Cats” by Tony Stewart, due
out in April. The Delilah book traces 25 years of rock fashion through more
than 400 photographs. Oui Magazine will also be serializing a Delilah
book when its May issue hits the stands with chapters from “Platinum
Logic,” a sex, drugs and rock ’n’ roll book by Tony Parsons ... A major
record and tape club which boasts three million members will soon be
adding rock books to its catalogue. More details later . .. According to a
recent Warner Books press release, “History repeats itself,” so theyre
giving it another go as the copy continues to pour off the presses on dead
teen idol Jim Morrison. It seems Warner Books, delighted with the success
of Danny Sugerman and Jerry Hopkins’ best-seller “No One Here Gets
Out Alive,” has decided to put out another Morrison opus, this one
entitled “Burn Down the Night” (trade paperback, $6.95, 290pp). Written
by Craig Kee Strete, the book is a fictionalized account of a personal
odyssey Strete went through with Morrison. Reportedly, Strete and Mor-
rison were friends who spent some bizarre evenings together. “Burn Down
the Night” promises to chronicle those evenings in detail. Shipping date is
early May. If you still feel you haven’t heard the final word on Morrison,
you can look forward to another book from Sugerman, who is working on
the project with surviving members of the Doors. In related news, it is
rumored that there are three films in the works with Morrison as the
subject. One will be directed by William Friedkin (“The Exorcist”) and
produced by Allan Carr; one will supposedly be directed by Brian DePalma

Chrysler Sponsoring Rock Art Show GMA Week Attendance Up

m NEW YORK —During the
spring break period for American
universities, Daytona Beach,
Florida becomes a mecca for an es-
timated quarter million college
students — and their cars. The New
Chrysler Corporation, in an un-
usual departure from previous
marketing strategies aimed at
older demographic markets, has
taken this year’s break as an oppor-
tunity to tap this youthful, car-
oriented market with a promotion
revolving around what they term
“the major unifying force in the
targeted age group — pop music.”

Beginning last Sunday (7), vis-
itors to the popular beach and
drag-racing resort have been met
with the sight of two exhibition
tents, totaling some 2,900 square
feet of display space, proclaiming
the home of the Museum of Rock
Art and Chrysler Rock Video
Showcase Theatre. Set to continue
through the 28th of the month, the
Chrysler-sponsored presentation of
original rock art pieces (assembled
from the private collection of Paul
Caruso’s Hollywood Museum of
Rock Art) and classic music video
clips was conceived, packaged, and
executed by the New York-based
marketing and promotion firm
Rockbill, in an effort to attract a
new generation of buyers to the
auto manufacturer’s line of sporty
“K” cars.

Bud Liebler, director of mer-
chandising for Chrysler, calls the
art show “a hell of anidea” that will
hopefully “increase our penetration
of the youth market.” While he ad-
mits that there is no positive way to
measure the success of such a pro-
motion, beyond counting the traffic
through the exhibit (in the first
four days, that amounted to some
3,500 people), he sees it as a logical
extension of Chrysler’s shopping
mall and auto show displays en-
hanced by the “very, very targeted
audience attracted by the musical
aspect. Hopefully, they’ll come out
of it saying Chrysler’s pretty hip
and consider purchasing Chrysler
cars.”

Jay Coleman, president of
Rockbill, dubs the show “a rock ’n’
roll event” as well as “an opportu-
nity for Chrysler to reach the col-
lege market in a very contemporary
fashion.” Having recently coordi-
nated such deals as the Jovan per-
fume sponsorship of the Rolling
Stones domestic tour, and Rod
Stewart’s Sony-underwritten con-
cert appearances (Record World,
November 14, 1981), Coleman’s
company is increasingly responsi-
ble for the trend toward mating
corporate advertisers with musical
projects designed to appeal to
younger consumers.

In the case of the rock art show,
no single music act is being high-
lighted, but rather a history of the
music from the mid-sixties through
the present day. The illustration
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section contains the first gallery
presentation of works by Alan Al-
dridge used in the creation of his
“Beatles Illustrated Lyrics” books,
a selection of classic Fillmore post-
ers and original LP covers by such
artists as Griffin, Kelly, and
Mouse, and the late John Lennon’s
own “Bag I” lithographs. In the
photographic section, shots by
Linda Eastman, Henry Diltz, Bob
Seideman, and David Alexander,
among others, will be featured.
Throughout both sections, as well
as in the video theatre, the
Chrysler name and logo will be dis-
played, and programs and T-shirts
citing the manufacturer’s sponsor-
ship will encourage product associ-
ation with the exhibition.

Joshua Simons, vice president/
executive director of Rockbill, ex-
pects that by the exhibition’s clos-
ing date, close to 100,000 visitors
will have seen the Chrysler show,
“not counting repeat business.
With a $2 admission charge, the
whole project should be self-
liquidating.”

The fact that there is an admis-
sion charge at all singles the
Chrysler show out from a wealth of
promotional giveaways tradition-
ally geared at the Daytona Beach
crowds and, according to Simons,
adds to the prestige of the exhibit.
To insure maximum impact, how-
ever, Rockbill is distributing free

passes to hotel managers and radio |

stations and has the cooperation of
two local clubs in giving out $1 dis-
count tickets through a saturation
radio campaign on local radio sta-
tion WDOQ. Flyers, posters and
banners touting the event round
out the campaign to insure that the
largest possible audience is aware
of the exhibit’s presence at the re-
sort, while T-shirt sales are hoped
to carry its impact from the site
back to the college campuses.

Summing up Chrysler Corpora-
tion’s underwriting of the rock-
oriented show, Coleman says, “It’s
an example of how you can harness
the power of music and use it to
reach new and exciting goals. We
are using it to help the Chrysler
Corporation capture and develop a
long-term, viable and lucrative re-
lationship with the young adult
market.

“Contemporary music is the all-
important link between Chrysler
and the young consumer, the gen-
eration that moves and grows to the
beat of the billion-dollar music in-
dustry.”

@ NASHVILLE—The Gospel
Music Association’s fourth annual
Gospel Music Week, held from Feb-
ruary 28 through March 3 at Opry-
land Hotel here, boasted an atten-
dance increase of more than 25 per-
cent over last year.

plained how using independent
promoters has become a major fac-
tor in making a record happen. “I
believe in them so much, some-
times I think it’s too much,” Shults
remarked at one point. His advice
for successful promotion was “to

start with small radio and developa |

Studios in Los Angeles is adding a
new record mastering facility, and
Simmons is supervising the mak-
ing of anti-drug feature film. “We
expect to be shooting in 30 to 40
days,” he said. He is putting up the
bulk of the money for the film and
hopes that PolyGram, through its
film division, will help distribute it.
PolyGram, has so far made no
commitment to Simmons on the
film.

“We made an anti-drug televi-
sion special in Los Angeles two
years ago. ‘The Wack Attack,” and
this is sort of a follow-up to that
show,” Simmons said. “Too many
acts in the industry identify with
drugs. We want to present an op-
posing view.”

Simmons admitted to being ner-
vous about the reception the next
Gap Band and Yarbrough &
Peoples albums will receive. “Ev-
ery timeI go into the studio, I worry
about coming out with a hit. Every
producer has to be. But I think that
is healthy and makes you work
harder. If you go in and expect a hit,
you often don’t get it.”

With the negotiations with
PolyGram over and Total Experi-
ence Records established, Simmons
wants to turn his attention back to
building careers.

“As Berry Gordy demonstrated
at Motown, the difference between
a star and a superstar is longevity,”
he said. “That’s what I want to
build with Total Experience.”

Black Music

B THE BARBERSHOP MUSICAL: Melvin Van Peebles’ “Waltz of the
Stork” is one of the more interesting stories of the current Broadway
season. Bombed by the regular critics and expected to close soon after
opening, the show continues on. Some claim Van Peebles himself is keep-
ing it open, at a growing personal loss (he just says “I have backers that
believe in me”). When I saw it recently on a weeknight, the small Century
Theater was perhaps a third full.

Still, Van Peebles continues on with what is basically a one-man show.
Aside from Van Peebles as our narrator-star, saxophonist Bob Carten and
actors C.J. Critt and Mario Van Peebles, in non-speaking roles, are the
only cast members.

“This is a series of tales that could be told in any barbershop,” says Van
Peebles. “T have the floor and I'm just running with it. No razzle-dazzle
here. Just the stories.” The stories are based on one man’s odyssey from
New York to a South American banana republic and back again.

Musicis central to “Waltz,” and while Van Peebles couldn’t be described
as a “singer” (“interpreter” is a more accurate word), some of his songs are
intriguing. One, “The Apple Stretching,” a tribute to New York City, is
being released as a 12-inch single by Grace Jones in a few weeks. Another
song, “115th Street,” the story of a junkie basketball star, is being consid-
ered by a New York-based artist.

Van Peebles has a history of involvement in music. He has had “about
eight albums” on several labels, including Atlantic and A&M. Few people
remember that Earth, Wind & Fire supplied the soundtrack music to Van
Peebles’ landmark film “Sweet Sweetback’s Badass Song.”

Van Peebles is hoping more songs from “Waltz” will be covered: “I got
songs here for Roberta Flack, the Clash, Kurtis Blow, and a few other
people.” As to how much longer the show will last on Broadway, he says,
“My audience is coming and [ know how to reach them. People knock what
I do. But I'll survive just like I always have.”

ON THE AIR: Continuum Broadcasting has set a March 22 debut for |

two new radio features dealing with black music. “The Music,” to be aired
twice a day, consists of two-and-a-half-minute segments covering contem-
porary black music and the roots of blues and rock. Interviews with Sister
Sledge, Mary Wells, Rufus, the Marvellettes, Stevie Woods, the Manhat-
tans, Ben E. King, and the Commodores have already been taped.

The Westchester Ordinance is an
adaptation of the Model Act,
drafted several years ago by the
Federal Drug Enforcement Admin-
istration, which outlaws the man-

ufacture, sale or possession of any |

item which is used, intended for use
or designed for use with illegal sub-
stances.

The Model Act has been adopted
in more than 18 states. However,
there are still several states where
the act is on appeal and municipali-
ties in which the act has been de-
clared unconstitutional.

The Westchester ordinance was
originally challenged in U.S. Dis-
trict Court by two storeowners in

an attempt to have it declared un-
constitutional. The District Court
ruled in favor of the shopowners,
calling the law vague in that it
failed to distinguish between items
that were used only with illegal
drugs and items that may have
multiple uses, like pipes and
spoons.

Westchester County then ap-
pealed that decision to the United
States Court of Appeals, which
eventually reversed the ruling last
August, stating that the ordinance
was valid and constitutional.

Anti-paraphernalia laws have
been watched closely in recent
years by record retailers, who are
concerned about the effect the laws
might have on their business.
Many record retailers have ex-
panded their product line to include
paraphernalia.

B NEW YORK-—Up until re-
cently, Chas Jankel was known
primarily for his involvement as
songwriter and musical director for
Ian Dury and the Blockheads. But
in the past three months, he’s also
become a Grammy-nominated
composer (for “Ai No Corrida,” a hit
single from Quincy Jones’ “The
Dude” album) and a potent cross-
over draw, as his own “Glad To
Know You” holds the number one
| spot on the Disco File chart for the
sixth week, and bullets to 59 on the
Black Oriented Singles Chart.
Jankel described his eclectic his-
tory recently at Record World’s
New York office, while on an in-
formal promotional tour following
the Grammy ceremonies. The re-
cent breakthrough of British actsin
the U.S. black market (Central
Line, Junior, Linx, Billy Ocean and
Nick Straker Band among them),
according to Jankel, is a result of
the maturation of a local style
popularly called jazz-funk: “You'd
see on car stickers, ‘Jazz-Funk Is
Where It’s At.’ But you couldn’t real-
ly dance to jazz-funk, so groups
became more aware of what was
happening in America and inter-
preting it in their own way. Ba-
sically, the music was the same,
but, often, the groove wasn’t as
strong as on the American records.”

identified artists as Prince. “I'm not
just trying to pick up on the funk
thing; it was always there.”

In the mid-"70s, Jankel and Ian
Dury formed the Blockheads from
the remnants of a previous group
called the Kilburns. The two co-
wrote the “New Boots and Pan-
ties!!” album over a six-month
period, and the group attracted a
huge commercial following in the
U K. (and a devoted cult following
elsewhere) with the groundbreak-
ing dance-rock records “Hit Me
with Your Rhythm Stick” and “Sex
and Drugs and Rock and Roll.”
Jankel wrote, played guitar and
toured with the band until 1979,
and then got the urge to make his
own music. “I wanted to clear the
air and have some space. I'd been
with him for three years, and lyri-
cally, (the Blockheads reflected)
his own personality. I had to per-
form music in the way I wanted to,
which is much harder; right in the
pocket, not near it, but in there.”

The result, recorded in Jankel’s
own 24-track studio, was the “Chas
Jankel” album, a sophisticated,
melodic work that included piano
instrumentals, an extended elec-
tronic piece, and a production
number that took the original
name of a controversial Japanese
art film, “In the Realm of the
Senses”: it was “Ai No Corrida.”
The song found its way to writer
Rod Temperton through friends of
friends, and Temperton brought
the song to Quincy Jones. Jankel’s
own album made little impact here
or in Britain, but “Ai No Corrida,”
redone by Jones, hit the U.S. top 20
as the first single from “The Dude.”
“I think (Jones) was great. I think I
had an idea and I didn’t see it
through completely. He saw what I
was trying to do. He edited it and
shaped it up and took it to the mar-
ketplace.”

Jankel’s third album, now in the
works, will, in his words, be even
more personalized than the current
“Questionnaire,” which included
lyrics almost entirely by Ian Dury.
“On the new album, it’s important

| that I develop my own style and

view of life. It’s difficult to sing
someone else’s lyrics in your style.”
His impression of America, in a
nutshell: “Definitely, more open.
White radio has been slow to re-
spond (to “Glad To Know You”) but
black programmers don’t care, by
and large.

“The image thing is very impor-
tant in England; the people who
buy records want to have an image
to identify with. In New York, it’s
not that trend-conscious. They like
to dance and they don’t care.
They’re more mature that way.”

Long Lost Liszt Concerto

B NEW YORK—Angel Records’
June release will contain a record-
ing that should be a bonanza for
lagging summer sales. Billed as a
“new” concerto by Franz Liszt, the
recording offers listeners an excit-
ing performance of the work by a
pianist presently unknown in the
United States, Cyprien Katsaris.
Eugene Ormandy conducts the
Philadelphia Orchestra.

The story, revealed at a press
conference last Friday (5) at
Angel’s New York offices, combines
fact with apocrypha in a tantalizing
fashion. Liszt had a few students in
his later life, among them one
woman, Sofie Menter. In a letter of
1885 the old composer mentioned
that “the Sofie-Menter Concerto is
begun and can readily be no-
tated. ..” There is also a bit more
corroborating evidence that he was
composing for her.

Now comes the unknown. Menter
was close to Tchaikovsky, and itisa
fact that Tchaikovsky did not like
Liszt and harbored a particular
grudge against him for his 1880
transcription for piano of the
Polonaise from Eugene Onegin,
Tchaikovsky’s recently completed
and (still) most famous opera. Ac-
cording to Katsaris, Liszt, who was
74 and in the last complete year of
life, gave the piano part to Menter
and told her to take it to Tchaikov-
sky and ask him to orchestrate it for
her. The catch would be that she
must not tell who wrote it, because
Tchaikovsky would only do it if he
thought it was her work. (Liszt in-
cidentally, though a prolific com-
poser until his death, had composed
his last concerto-type piece about
25 years before.) Menter did take
the piece to Tchaikovsky, and the
Russian master prepared the work
for her in 1892, the year before he
died. Among Tchaikovsky’s works
in the New Groves Dictionary, the
concerto is listed “S. Menter: Un-
garische Zigeunerweisen, Pf., arr.
pf. orch. 1893.”

Menter did perform the work,
with Tchaikovsky conducting, in
1892, and it was a moderate suc-
cess. It was published in Russia
and, oddly enough, in 1909 in New
York by Schirmer. It then disap-
peared from performance.

Katsaris heard about the work
two years ago, in Poland. He went
to Professor Milstein, the Soviet
Union’s foremost authority on
Liszt, and showed him the piece.
Milstein opined that it was by Liszt,
as have most Liszt authorities
since. Later investigation revealed
the Schirmer score at the Library of
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Congress, which differed in no im-
portant way from the score avail-
able in the Soviet Union.

Not Easy To Decide

Upon hearing the piece on the ex-
cellent Angel digital recording, it is
not easy to decide. About the or-
chestrator there is no doubt.
Tchaikovsky, not at his subtlest,
sounds through every bar of the or-
chestra. And the piece is certainly a
pastiche of Hungarian Gypsy
melody as Liszt heard it. The part
for piano certainly could have been
composed by Liszt. From the open-
ing cadenza, it is tricky, difficult
and not very weighty musically.
The folk basis of the music treated
to such bravura demands is fas-
cinating, and the concerto lacks the
bombastic, overwritten quality of
so much of Liszt. Often he bril-
liantly suggests the Hungarian
cimbalom in his playing.

The problem is that, of all the
major composers, Liszt is one of the
easiest to parody — particularly so,
one would think, by one of his ex-
tremely talented pupils. The an-

swer is lost in the mists of history. |

Giving Katsaris the benefit of the
doubt, it is a good piece of music,
and certainly suggests, as he
rightly pointed out, many other
Liszt treatments of the same musi-
cal situation. Whether it is by Liszt
or not, record buyers should be ab-
solutely fascinated to hear Liszt —
or Liszt-manqué — and obvious
Tchaikovsky joined in a new piece
of music.

The other reasons to buy the re-
cording — or to order a fair number
— are two: the player and the
piano. Katsaris is quite a solid, ex-
citing performer, on the basis of his
playing here. He is percussive in a
style appropriate to Liszt yet never
indulges in banging. His clarity is
of high quality, and the bass sounds
full without being muddy. What is
most striking in the playing is his
ability to vary the sound — from
very light to powerful and massive.
Technically, he has command of
everything.

The work is short, but it gives
ample opportunity to hear a new
piano created by one Mark Allen.
An Oregonian, Allen has hand-
made this piano for Katsaris. The
sound, according to its maker, is
supposed to suggest the voice of the
late English contralto Kathleen
Ferrier. The creator’s poetic incli-
nations aside, the recorded sound of
the piano is impressive — some-
thing on the order of a very special
Boesendorfer, not too bright but

The
Jam single “A Town Called Malice,” which leapt straight to number one
recently, is the cause of a row over the format: there is a 12-inch and a
seven-inch version, both different, and rival record companies claim that
fans are buying both versions, falsely boosting sales figures on the title.
Polydor defends this by claiming all 12-inchers are remixes of original
songs, but EMI, which is asking the chart compilers to re-think, claims
they are substantially different versions ... “Layla” by Derek and the
Dominoes (i.e. Eric Clapton) is back on the charts after many years . . .
Top London indie station Capital Radio is shifting its emphasis from
music to talk, with nightly rock DJ Nicky Horne moving to a lunchtime
show which includes a bingo spot. The rock slot is now shared by five DJs.
The station’s program controller is now Jo Sandilands, formerly editor of a
women’s magazine.

VIDEO WORLD: The retail turnover of software is expected to equal
that of hardware by 1985, according to consultants Mackintosh. The
figure given is 4.7 billion dollars, and a 300 percent expansion for blank
tape sales is predicted, as is healthy growth for the V2000 format, but only
moderate penetration for the videodisc . . . London wholesaler Global is
giving a boost to V2000 by offering a dial-a-tape service to consumers
wanting to know if the program of choice is available in that format . . .
The Video Club, a London-based mail order/retail company, has attacked
majors for their lack of action against piracy ... Wholesaler S. Gold and
Sons has signed an agreement with the Video Trade Association. All
member dealers ordering from Gold will receive a discount ... 20th
Century-Fox video has moved into leasing with 12 new films.

This is the result of
CBS Sony’s vigorous promotion as well as a little help from some people
from Sapporo, which happens to be Portland’s sister city. These “friends”
from Sapporo are directors of HBC and STV and a cable radio station who
came together to form a club to help make Quarterflash a success. They
are determined to do just that, and consequently the record’s airplay in
Sapporo is really high. Sapporo is well known as an igniter of hit songs in
Japan.

Francis J. Ivancie, the mayor of Portland, recently visited Sapporo to
attend the Northern Intercity Conference and Snow Festival, and dropped
in at the CBS Sony Sapporo office to ask how the promotion was getting on.

Japanese music is having a boom in Hong Kong. First it was Hideki
