“I'mimmediately struck by
the dichotomy; here's this quiet
shy white guy who sounds like all
of the greatest black singers in
the world rolled into one,” says
Baker. “l immediately called my
girlfriend and saic, ‘T just found
the next Buddy Holly.”

Hugh, who taught himsell to
play several instruments while
growing up in Connecticut, is
flattered, but not surprised over
comparisons to artists like
Manin Gaye, Otis Redding and
Sam Cooke. After all he spent
his youth imitating them. “Never
once did 1 think it was weird for
a white person to sound like 1
did since 1 grew udn listening to
all that soul music,”
