| In Europe Chris Rea's last
three Ips have been million sellers
and his concerts have been sold-out
since 1984. It hasn't been the same
in the U.S. Rea’s last big hit was in
‘78 with Fool (If You Think It’s
Over).

That's what prompted Rea to
release NEW LIGHT THROUGH OLD
WINDOWS, featuring some of his
past hits from 1983-88. The
material was re-recorded live in the
studio with Rea’s new band. The
sole previously unreleased track is
the first single Working On It.

“During the time we were
recording the album, [ was
constantly being asked by Max
Hole (WEA London) to hear the
new track for the album,” Rea says.
“It so happened every time he
called I was totally absorbed in a
game of tennis and would come to
the phone pleading exhaustion
from the pressure of work. The
assurance to Max (I'm working on
it) eventually became the title of
the track.”

“This is a unique situation,” Rea
says on his decision to re-cut old
material. *I've taken it as far as |
can in Europe really. I quite like the
challenge of trying America once
more.”

Though he's had all the success
in Europe Rea considers himself a
reluctant rock star. “A rock star is
more career conscious. You're
always in business meetings talking
about marketing and where you are
on the charts. But musically the
best thing that ever happened to
me was when Eric Clapton
congratulated me on my slide
guitar playing. That was worth
more than eight gold records.”

After four years apart and a
couple of moderately successful
solo 1ps among them, what
brought The Stray Cats back
together again? “Baseball,”
answered drummer Slim Jim
Phantom. “Brian moved to L.A.

No one else would
play so eventually we had to
start hangin’ around again.”

Guitarist Brian Setzer
agrees, “When you throw
something at another person at a
terrific speed you can release a
lot of the frustrations you have
towards each other.”

After ‘having a catch’ at
Setzer's house, the trio was
reunited and proceeded to write
seven songs in one afternoon.

“I finally realized how great
these guys were,” Setzer recalls.
“I was trying to find guys who
were as good as them, and then
all of a sudden I said, ‘why not
Jjust get them?' Part of it was
growing up, realizing a good
thing when you have them.”

Unlike most bands, The
Stray Cats hit the road before
recording their new Ip BLAST
OFF, playing 55 shows in 56 days.
“We had more fun on this tour
than any of the other ones,”
bassist Lee Rocker admits. “We
had a ball. There's nothing like
getting on a sweaty bar stage and
playing. It whips them into
shape. That’s part of the secret
to making good records for us.”

“The first single is called
Bring It Back Again,” Setzer
says, “We're bringing that sound
back again, because it hasn't
been around for four years.” Play
ball!

Julia Fordham'’s early days
as backup singer for Mari Wilson
and the Wilsations was a lesson
in life. “I learned how to deal with
people and egos, and about
professionalism.”

“I saw what happens to those
who mess around and the
tremendous responsibility that
being the center of attention
demands,” Fordham adds. “And
how cruel the music business can
be when you fall out of style. I
also had to ask myself the very
hard question, do I really want to
do this?””

Fordham answered that
question with a resounding Yes.
Her debut Ip has critics raving
and comparing her to such divas
as Mathilde Santing and Sade. “]
would define myself as a
chanteuse rather than a diva.
That means a sleazy French
singer in some steamy club
singing a wonderful love song.”

“l adore Santing,” Fordham
admits. “I saw her about three
years ago and I felt like giving up.
It deeply depressed me. But when
I realized she hadn't written all
her songs, it gave me hope again.
She is an exquisite singer.”

“I felt so bad the way Sade
got slagged off in London for her
last album,” Fordham says.
“Critics say she can't sing. But she
can sing. She has a very calm
serenity about her. I respect
Sade.”

The totally optimistic Happy
Ever After is Fordham'’s first
single. “I try to keep a sense of
balance and be positive, because
that can effect people around me.
Negative anything rubs off on
people,” Fordham concludes.

“Without a doubt, VOICES
OF BABYLON is our best album
by far,” claims guitarist,
songwriter John Spinks. Much of
the credit goes to Columbia staff
producer David Kahne.

“David saw things a deeper
way,” Spinks says. “He saw that
in the past our songs were
leading the beat rather than the
other way around. David's from
a whole other society from us,
and when you have that mash of
ideas you get a new and different
sound. Half our battle was
understanding each other’s
accents.”

Kahne, whose production
credits include The Bangles’
DIFFERENT LIGHT, defined his
role by saying, “The Outfield is
still largely a guitar-oriented
band, and I tried to arrange
things behind John'’s guitar. |
think this album has a more
accessible feel.”

“I tried to keep (vocalist
Tony Lewis’) voice a little lower
than it has been in the past,”
Kahne comments. “Earlier
Outfield songs would tend to go
up and stay there.”

“Each member is very
different from each other,”
Kahne claims. “Alan Jackman
(drummer) is very serious, Tony
is a great comedian and John,
although on the outside very
jovial, is really quite serious
inside. I wondered if they would
have this rock star attitude, but
they didn't at all. Remember
they're from the east end of
London.”

“Great artists continually
need new ways to express
themselves,” Kahne says. “The
way I approach things is like this:
I like to put the needle on a
record and know immediately
who the band is. I think The
Outflield is like that.”

“I'm gonna start sounding
like U2 or something here, but
the actual concept behind
Repetition was suggested to me
after reading a book that
philosopher Soren Kierkegaard
wrote,” Paul Robb of
Information Society told MMR.

“Soren’s idea that plagued
him all his life was that he could
never make a decision because
he’d be able to do it again if he
made the wrong decision,” Robb
says. “I guess I suffer from the
same kind of feelings in my own
life.”

“Of the three songs we've
released so far, Repetition is the
one that's most based on real life
situations. A specific
relationship, rather than
relationships in general. The
other two (What's On Your Mind
and Walking Away) were about
life experiences, where this one is
about a specific person and time
in my life.”

Since Info Society is
generally perceived as a high
tech band, Robb was asked if
there was any difficulty doing
songs that express warmth and
feeling? “I don’t know. Our fans,
especially the kids don't know
the difference between high-tech
and low-tech. Maybe they know
the difference, but they don't
care.”

“It’s really not as much of a
problem as it's perceived to be. |
think it's a PR problem, rather
than a problem between us and
the audience. That's one of the
reasons we released Repetition,
We didn't want to be pigeonholed
as if Information Society is just
a dance band.”

Robb says Info Society will
be on the road on their own,
“unless we get to play with
Madonna. It’s not a distinct
possibility, it's a very remote
possibility, but we're lobbying for
it. She’s one of the few acts we'd
ever consent to play with,”

“My brother Cyril and Darryl
Johnson wrote Sister Rosa,” |
Charles Neville told MMR.

“After talking to their kids they
found out that they really didn't
know much about Civil Rights
and the struggles of this country.
They had trouble remembering
stuff they’d learn in school, but
they could listen to the latest rap
song and have it down word-for
word in a couple days.” '

“Sister Rosa really wasn't
written with the intention of
being a commercial song,”
Charles explains. “It was written
with the intention of presenting
it to a school board or
organizations that deal with
kids.” “When the Rosa Park
incident happened, Cyril was
only 7 and he says he
remembered our mother saying,
‘Thank you Miss Rosa.’””

According to the 50-year-old
sax player most of The Neville
Brothers material on SISTER
MOON deals with issues
important to the band.

“The timing wasn't right until
now to deal with sensitive issues.
The way radio was being ,
programmed before,
controversial material wasn't
really that marketable. Radio
stations were hesitant to deal ‘

with it and so were the record
companies.”

Charles credited artists like
Tracy Chapman for helping to
turn things around. “The ground
has been broken. PPublic
awareness is widening now.
Programmers are willing to open
things up and not restrict music
to that homogenous sound that ‘
it once had.”

A new version of Sister Rosa
remixed by Public Enemy is due \
out March 29.
