When Radio One, which is the main 
radio station in England played Cuddly 
Toy it started happening." 
Terence Trent D'Arby was 

instrumental in getting Roachford their 
CBS deal and eventually took 
Roachford on the road with him. 
"Terence was basically the person who 
forwarded our demo tape to CBS. He 
was asking around, who is this guy, this 
nut? He really helped us. After that we 
were on tour with him." 

Andrew was also approached by 
Jeff Beck to sing vocals on Train Kept 
A-Rollin' for the TWINS soundtrack, 
beating out Robert Palmer and Ted 
Nugent in the vocalist auditions. 'That's 
right, they got beat into the post I'm 
afraid," chuckled Andrew. "Jeff heard 
our album, and the next thing I knew I 
was in the studio with him. I didn't even 
realize how much stuff Jeff did that I 
liked that he actually played on. We 
might get together in the near future 
and write some tracks together." 

In America the ROACHFORD 1p is 
slated for an April release. Andrew is as 
excited about conquering the colonies 
as he is about his music. 'You can't pin 
it down," Andrew says, regarding his 
style. "It's a mixture of different things I 
grew up with. From listening to people 
like Steve Winwood, Jimi Hendrix and 
Free. If you call it any style at all, just 
call it Roachford." 

FOREPLAY 
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"I wrote Coming Home last 
winter while in LA., Cinderella's 
Tom Keifer told MMR. "1 gues.s I'd 
been on the road for a long time. 
Basically it's about a commitment to 
a way of life and how sometimes 
that can come between you and 
those you love." 

Since most of the material from 
Cinderella's LONG COLD WINTER 
was written following their NIGHT 
SONGS tour, a lot of it deals with 
being on the road. Anything surprise 
them about being on the road? "Not 
really," Keifer says, "I didn't have 
the image of it being a glamorous life 
on the road. I figured it was going to 
be a lot of work, and it is." 

Following their Detroit 
appearence, (see Captured Live) 
Cinderella arrived in Grand Rapids 
at 4AM, Keifer crashed for a while 
and then spent most of the day 
doing interviews with WLAV, WGRD 
& WKLQ. Keifer then prepared 
himself to answer the "same old 
questions" while eating room service 
in his room. Knowing this, Keifer 
(whose reputation as a boring 
interview isn't really deserved) was 
asked over the phone what 
questions he'd like to be asked? 

"I'd like to talk about guitar 
playing, songwriting, maybe what 
our shows are like and what they 
mean to me. I just get tired of the 
questions about our name and the 
fact that Jon Bon Jos,' discovered us 
in a bar..." 

Regarding his guitar collection, 
Keifer said, "I've got a pretty vast 
collection of guitars, let's see...5 Les 
Paula, 5 Strata, couple of Telecasters, 
4 or 5 different accoustics... I used a 
Guild I2-string on Coming Home." 

Now, about that name 
Cinderella? Tom...oh Tom, 
Z27.17-zErzz

While conducting this interview 
from one of two beauty salons she 
visits weekly, Natalie Cole was 
asked about her famous calling 
card, her hair. "Actually I only make 
about one visit per week. But I may 
be here from 4-6 hours. Sometimes I 
make two trips to two salons in a 
day. It's pretty intense, but vanity is 
expensive and sometimes it's worth 
it." 

Natalie's latest salon visit came 
prior to filming the video to her new 
single, Miss You Like Crazy. 'That 
record took me longer than any 
other record to record," Cole told 
MMR. "We started working on it in 
March of '88 and it wasn't finished 
until January of this year. Michael 
Masser (co-writer and producer of 
the song) kept on changing the 
lyrics and we kept on changing the 
idea. He really wanted to make this 
the best song he'd ever written." 

"I'd say I probably did a total of 
200 vocals on Miss You Like Crazy. I 
can't really tell you why, that's just 
the way Michael works," Cole says. 

"Michael played Miss You Like 
Crazy for me at his house last year 
and I thought it was a smash. Still I 
am surprised that EMI went with it 
as the first single. My last couple of 
albums, the first single has always 
been an uptempo song. So I'm real 
anxious to see what this record's 
gonna do." 

Masser was one of seven 
producers Cole chose for GOOD TO 
BE BACK. "I did that for the same 
reason I did on my last album 
(EVERLASTING). I had 10 different 
songs that I wanted to do and I 
couldn't find one producer who 
could do all 10 of those. You have to 
find producers who really love what 
you want to do." 

"It's like my hair, being a calling 
card, there's only a few people who 
can do my hair the way I like it and 
there's only a few producers that 
can produce the type of record I'm 
looking for." 

TITLE: You Ain't Seen 
Nothing Yet

"Our music is pretty much 
unclassifiable," mentions Anthony 
Kaczynski, vocalist from Figures On A 
Beach. "We get pigeonholed into a lot 
of things. There's a false perception 
that we're a techno-pop group, I really 
don't like that too much. It implies 
that we're a little more lightweight 
than we really are." 

"I don't really know where we sit 
in the grand scheme of things," 
Kaczynsld adds. 'We're not by any 
means a hard-core band, and I'm sure 
we sound mainstream to some 
alternative ears. And we probably 
sound foreign to some mainstream 
ears." 

Figures On A Beach (the name 
comes from a Picasso painting) 
consists of five Detroit transplants now 
living in Boston. Their self-titled 1p 
(and second Sire release) features 
B.T.O.'s You Ain't Seen Nothing Yet as 
the lead single. 

"Howie Klein came into our studio 
when we were recording this album, 
and at the time he was going to put 
together a compilation of cover songs 
by various Sire artists. Ya know like 
Madonna and Echo & The Bunnymen, 
so he said, 'submit something."' 

"At the time we thought we could 
be real reverent about this whole thing 
and do a song we really love, or we 
could be totally off the wall and have a 
lot of fun with it. And we chose to have 
a lot of fun. We did You Ain't Seen 
Nothing Yet in one day, totally 
spontaneous, go for it and shoot from 
the hip. Everybody liked it so much it 
didn't go on any compilation, it went 
on our album. To the best of my 
knowledge the Sire sampler doesn't 
exist, but the single does." 

"To be honest with you there was 
some reservation about us releasing a 
cover as the first single. But we did it 
in a very offhand manner and we 
didn't do it with a whole lot of thought, 
so why not? It's not like we had long 
meetings about doing a B.T.O. song," 
Kaczynski chuckled.

When asked about the ongoing 
evolution of one of rock's higher 
acclaimed and trend-setting bands, 
lead vocalist Ian Astbury fi ne Cult 
remarked, "We will keep evolving We 
won't be scared to try new ideas. We 
don't want to succumb to the beast." 

Their new 1p SONIC TEMPLE 
doesn't succumb to anything, instead it 
brings The Cult's nucleus of Astbuiy, 
guitarist Billy Duffy and bassist Jamie 
Stewart to a completely new level. 

"This album is a celebration of our 
development as musicians," claims 
Duffy. l'here's two sides to this band: 
the cerebral part which is the LOVE 
album and the electric side — we're a 
fast, energetic demanding live band. 
With SONIC TEMPLE we attempted to 
blend elements of both." 

"We're not perfectionists," Daffy 
adds. "We go for feel and passion — 
instead of complete crisp execution. 
We want to be an exciting live 
attraction, the way The Who were." 

Recorded in Vancouver, SONIC 
TEMPLE was produced by Bob Rock, 
"who was enthusiastic about taking a 
sonic photograph of the band," says 
Astbury. "Everyone else who we 
approached for production seemed to 
be very interested in stamping their 
own name on us. But Rock wanted to 
capture us as we were and at the same 
time take us further." 

SONIC TEMPLE shows both sides 
of The Cult," Astbury explains. 'The 
song Soul Asylum underlines our more 
sensitive side, while Fire Woman and 
New York City (featuring Iggy Pop on 
vocals) show the more aggressive, 
angst-ridden, youthful approach." 
The Cult is looking forward to 

their worldwide tour — an area, where 
there are absolutely no boundaries," 
says Astbury. "It's live, it's instant. You 
feel it and it's gone. You can't duplicate 
a great moment. So we try to create 
greater moments." 

TITLE: 619-239-KING 

LP: ROOT HOG OR DIE

Safe to say, 619-239-KING is not 
your average single. The promotion 
behind it is anything but typical. And 
the words average and typical are 
rarely associated with Mojo Nixon. 
"Some guys write about their 

girlfriends on their records," says Mojo 
Nixon, who also brought us Elvis Is 
Everywhere in 57 "I just write about 
the King Of Rock and Roll sometimes. 
What's wrong with that?" 

Hard to argue with that logic. 
Especially when you consider Mojo 
and his semi-silent partner Skid Roper 
adhere to the first Commandment of 
Rock: It Ain't Brain Surgery, It's Fun! 
The formation of the Mujo and 

Skid partnership has been obscured by 
the mists of time, but it's rumored that 
the two originally met tunneling into a 
women's prison. 'Without Skid, I'm like 
an unguided nuclear missile," Mojo 
claims. 

619-239-KING is Pdqjo's 
commentary on all that "tabloid jive." 
Dialing that number will get you 
directly to PAojo's house, where 
sometimes, Enigma Records inform, 
us, Mojo will actually pick up the 
phone! (Coming from the man that 
also brings us Debbie Gibson Is 
Pregnant With My Two-Headed Love 
Chile, I think tape delay discretion is 
advised)! 

Enigma also will arrange stations 
to receive samplings of the best calls 
recorded on Mqjo's machine and 
could provide your morning team with 
a live Mojo Elvis Sighting Hotline call. 

All kidding aside, and that's 
almost impossible with Mojo, he says 
ROOT HOG AND DIE (which was this 
close to being called BUSH IDIOT 
SLIME) is his best album yet. "We 
wanted to make a record that walked 
really good and had a really good 
groove, but didn't sound constipated. 
We hope it sounds like 'wow there are 
some really good guys on this Mojo 
Nixon record' rather than a Mojo and 
Skid record with some ringers on it."
