through the high quality store with everything from furs to dentistry to
shoes to appliances. The Pennsylvania State Lottery Game, Super 7, was up to a
guaranteed $62 million, so Q-100 fueled the fire giving away pairs of tickets over
a weekend. “Yes-No Radio Thursdays” helps program 'QQQ — most recently
blown from the system: Madonna’s “Open Your Heart” and Eddie Money’s “Love
In Your Eyes” — making a strong showing are Synch, Bon Jovi, Sa-Fire and Tone-
Loc.

95”) “Non Stop Music Test” carries an added incentive of instant winners —
calling to vote on a song could make you the winner of a car, $1,000, or concert/
movie tickets. April 17th caught 'PLJ hanging out at the post office drop boxes,
giving out instant refunds of $95 if a taxpayer showed their return ready to mail.
The 17th also marked the arrival of DOMINO (WAPW/Atlanta); he took over the
7-11PM slot giving away a Domino’s pizza every minute of his show for a week

The
first day patrons filled a 12" x 12’ room and two trucks were brought to the
station loaded with towels. “The WVIC Treasure Hunt” was well received as six
finalists dug through a man-made island for a treasure chest containing a trip to
Aruba. Upon arrival the winners were faced with the challenge of another chase
to find $1,000. “The Fantasy Catalog” (direct mail) consists of a daily prize, an
assigned number and 15 minutes to call. When you hear your digits — trips,
cash, cars or boats could be yours. Morning man RICH MICHAELS displayed his
disgust with the Exxon Oil spill —Rich received TV coverage steamrolling oil
receptacles to send to Exxon with the message: “We don't spill oil, why do
you?” =& *“Hot Tickets” are hot at The Hot FM, KKRC/Sioux Falls, SD — the
‘scratch n” match’ lottery ticket gives out $8,000 in prizes in cooperation with
Pepsi and Lewis Superstores.

“The one thing that comes across most
from this album is that Queen isn't trying
too hard to keep up with any trends,”
claims vocalist Freddie Mercury. “THE
MIRACLE sounds like Queen, and it almost
sounds like we haven't been listening to
anybody else. We went in the studio and
just said, ‘let’s do songs that we like in
whichever way they come out.”

According to drummer Roger Taylor,
keeping up with the latest music scene was
not a concern of Queen. “l don't care about
current music fashions. At the same time,
THE MIRACLE has all the advantages of all
that modern technology can offer; it's
completely digital, right from the
microphones down. If Queen made a
record using Acid House techniques for
instance, it would sound faintly ludicrous,
and it would be jumping on bandwagons,
and we've never been one to do that.”

There are many things different on this
Ip, Queen’s first studio effort in three
years. “Well the one thing that is different
now; we dont tend to have roles of Freddie
sings, Brian (May) plays guitar, Roger
drums, [ play bass,” says John Deacon. "It's
a lot more intermingled now, so in that way
it has changed.”

Another change was they all agreed to
share writing credits on THE MIRACLE.
“That removed a lot of stress, because
inevitably, egos creep in. So we subjugated
the ego side by saying whoever writes what;

it all comes under one umbrella — Queen,”
adds Taylor.

Controlling that ego is what's kept
Queen together for 18 years. “But that
doesn't mean that we're all so boring that
we agree on everything. We've come close to
breaking up many times,” Mercury admits.

Mercury also admits to keeping Queen
from committing to a tour. “ just don't
want to tour, the others do. I've personally

had it for these bombastic lights and
staging effects. I don't think a 42-year-old
man should be running around in his
leotard anymore. I think the timing isn't
right at the moment —what a load of
waffle!"

“In the Summer of 86 [ got a call
from this 16-year-old musician from
Michigan who had ‘thousands of songs
and wanted me to produce one of ‘'em
for, oh..why not a soundtrack?”
recalls Rick Nowels, who's produced
Stevie Nicks and Belinda Carlisle.
“After hearing a song over the phone,
(Gregg didn't like leaving tapes
around), the next thing I knew 1 was
driving down a L.A. freeway to meet
Mr. Alexander.”

“Gregg's been in my life, studio
and refrigerator for over two years,”
Nowels adds, “now he's yours!”

“It wasn't that | didn't want to
send Rick a tape,” Alexander told
MMR, *I just wanted to meet him in
person. That's typical of me, I'm real
forceful. 1 had a smali circle of people
who were interested in my music, but
Rick was my favorite of those.”

Proud of his roots, Alexander
insisted on calling his debut
MICHIGAN RAIN, after one of the
tracks on the Ip. Still he’s concerned
that his birthplace might cause those
to compare him to others brought up
in the same area. "1 hate that, when
they compare me to a midwestern
rocker,” the 18-year-old songwriter
says. | think this album is more along
the lines of a Phil Spector album; big
and explosive.”

“That’s really the type of music
that [ listen to. | don't listen to Bryan
Adams or Bob Seger albums even
though I do love their music, I'm more
into the Everly Brothers or Janis
Joplin."

“You know I don't have anything
against those people, I know they sell
an awful lot of records, and you might
find this bizarre, but for me music has
nothing to do with money. 1 swear,
may God strike me dead, 1 don't think
about record sales when I'm writing
songs. I'm really into it for the 'soul
thing,’ and for getting my ya-ya's out.”

Alexander is currently supporting
Melissa Etheridge with an acoustic
set and will be putting together his
own band soon in support of
MICHIGAN RAIN.

“We made our own rules from the
start, and our rules are to do it our
way and do it in our own time, love it
or hate it.” That's the motto the
Cutting Crew took while working on
their second Ip THE SCATTERING,
featuring the first single (Between A)
Rock And A Hard Place.

“The first album was very linear,”
recalls Kevin Macmichael. “We decided
the new album would be more dynamic
emationally and in terms of tones and
volume. Everything that had to do with
dynamics had to be amplified.”

The band credits their extensive
touring schedule for the growth in
their sound. “Touring gave us all a
greater objectivity,” Frosty Beedle
explains. “The group has a lot more
texture now. Weve all become part of
the sound, a ‘real’ band.”

"But there is still very much a
discipline,” Macmichael cautions. “We
try to make a cohesive record that
brings everybody’s rock experience into
the arena; anything that doesn't fall
into that arena is left up to people to
pursue on their own individual
projects.”

Cutting Crew claims their 'new’
sound can be attributed to two distinct
factors. First, without the pressure of
having to achieve commercial success,
the playing on THE SCATTERING is
freer and harder than their debut Ip.
Second, is the addition of Peter
Vettese, who co-produced the Ip,
played keyboards and acted as a “fifth
set of ears.”

“It’s all incredibly interactive now,”
says Vettese, who has worked with the
likes of Paul McCartney and the Pet
Shop Boys. “I'm quite devoted to the
Cutting Crew because | know what
they're capable of doing, and [ think
THE SCATTERING really shows that
potential”

Current fashions or image makers
aren't a concern to the band. “As trite
as it sounds,” echoes Macmichael, “the
music comes first; because that's all we
really know about. We do know how to
play our guitars and stuff. Is it enough?
I guess we'l find out.”

“We haven't consciously set out to
make any kind of radical musical
changes on this album,” says Andy
Connell, who along with Corrine
Drewery make up the heart and soul
of Swing Out Sister. “In retrospect |
think we've managed to fuse the
elements that interest us — classic
pop, jazz, movie soundtracks — into a
more coherent whole.”

“I think it would be wrong for us
to pretend that we foresaw the
direction in which our writing would
develop, but 1 do feel that this record
has been more successful in capturing
the music closest to our hearts,
regardless of fashion or fad, than
previous attempts,” Connell adds.

Connell, who writes the music
and plays keyboards and Drewery
who sings and handles the lyrics have
different musical tastes and
influences, yet are able to bridge that
gap while writing songs. “I like
performers from the 60's like Dusty
Springfield, Dionne Warwick and
Tom Jones,” claims Corrine, "Andy
likes more instrumental stuff, the jazzy
stuff like Weather Report. | can't
believe how different my musical
tastes are from Andy’s. We were
thinking, ‘how on earth are we ever
going to get our influences to meet
when we tackled the songwriting
program?”

"However, the one area we found
we had in common, and | didn't even
realize it until [ actually discussed it
with Andy, was Burt Bacharach. Most
of the people that I'm influenced by
have performed songs by Burt
Bacharach, who's a favorite composer
of Andy. So we discovered a bit of
common ground.”

The assorted musical elements
featured on their second release is the
reason why Swing Out Sister titled
the Ip KALEIDOSCOPE WORLD. “It
incorporates the different moods,
colors and textures that are on this
Ip,” Corrine says. “We've taken the
style of the 60's and added elements of
the 80's, and most importantly weve
had fun doing it."

“Even though Trouble Me was chosen
as the first single, it really doesn't give a
fair picture to what the rest of our album
is like,” vocalist Natalie Merchant, told
MMR. “The single is very different than
the rest of the album. We chose it as the
first single because it's a wonderful song.
Not that the rest of BLIND MAN's Z0OO
isn't wonderful, it’s just different.”

Merchant wrote Trouble Me for her
father while he was in the hospital (he's
since recovered ). “My father like most
fathers, is a stoic; leave me alone, don't
worry, take care of yourself.’ | was trying
to explain to him through the song that
there’s a lot of pleasure to be derived from
being helpful to someone else and that he
should just surrender and accept my
assistance. The fact that he was very ill
and he needed me, it seemed like the first
time in my life that | became an aduit and
my father needed me,” says the 25-year-
old singer.

“Why let your shoulders bend
underneath this burden when my back is
sturdy and strong? Trouble me.”

The 10,000 Maniacs had no trouble
accepting the fact that the success of their
last Ip, the platinum selling IN MY TRIBE,
brought them a new audience and opened
more avenues for the band. “We weren't
frightened by the fact we were appealing
to different people. We were very pleased
by that,” Merchant admits. "1 think that's
probably the reason we could afford to be
so relaxed when we were recording this
album. We thought there’s at least a
million people who are going to be vaguely
interested in what this album sounds like.
So we didn't have to worry about the
record company thinking, ‘here’s a single
that'll explain who 10,000 Maniacs are.’
We don't have to explain ourselves
anymore.”

“Now we're attracting people who
don't go to bars at 2:00 in the morning,
which is what our crowds were before,
because we were exclusively in nightclubs.
Now we can play theatres, on weeknights,
students can come, families, and that
pleases us very much.”

“Thanks
to the video and getting my picture
out more that doesn't happen like it
used to. But | take it as a compliment,
it’s flattering to me.”

“Even when | was doing radio at
KCEP, they thought [ was black,
because | was at a black station,”
says. "It’s usually a surprise when
people meet me.”

Dino says his experience as Music
Director at KCEP and another stint at
Vegas’ Power 97 helped him when he
was preparing his debut Ip. “Definitely,
my experience enabled me to relate to
the other side of the business. I think |
have an edge over those who have no
clue how radio works or how effective
it is in the music industry.”

“As a writer, even though there’s
no formula that always works, |
believe simplicity sells. You gotta have
the hook and the melody line, but you
can't be too creative if you're trying to
be commercial, because you don't
want to clutter things up.”
