‘Yeah, I pick up your magazine all the time,”
Tommy Page told MMR. “You guys are the one that
monitors all the stations so you know exactly what
their playing, right? | love reading all the trades, it's
interesting knowing the PI)'s and the artists
involved. | pick up Monday Morning Replay when |
g0 over to my manager Ray Anderson’s house.”

Page’s involvement in his own career is unique,
since most managers like to have their clients,
especially young ones, see the music scene through
rose colored glasses. “Ray calls me every week and
tells me, who's playing my record, what rotation,
how long,” Page said, sounding anything but 19.
“Even if it's something bad, like a station won't add it
for a certain reason. Most managers wouldn't want
their artist to get involved. A lot of times, I'll take it
into my own hands. If the local guy is having pro
blems getting an add, I'll call up the stations myself.”

“Sometimes it work, sometimes it doesn’t. 75% of
the time [ think the PIVs enjoy the artist calling
them up and begging them,” Page laughs.

“I don't think I'll have to de nearly as much
begging on my new single, A Zillion Kisses. My last
single, A Shoulder To Try On, established a good
base, we sold over 250,000 copies,” Page said,
sounding more and more like those guys who get
paid to plug his records.

“A Zillion Kisses has got a Dance-lrban feel,
with pop crossover appeal. We had the
Stock/Aitken/Waterman people completely remix
the track. They added a saxophone lead and I'm
telling you, it sounds 100% better. Do you have a
copy of the remixed version?” Page asked. After
assuring Page that | did, he breathed a sigh of relief,
(at the time of the interview | didn't, but | was
afraid Page would've told me he has a mailing
machine in his home and he'd get one out ASAP).

“I think A Zillion Kisses will show a different
side of me,” Page continues. *| don't want 1o hecome
4 ballad artist, even though my last record was one.
Other artists like Glenn Medeiros are having a
really hard time coming with another single. God
forbid I ever become another Barry Manilow. This is
realty important that we come with this record and
really just blow through all the markets.” Good luck,
Tommy, wonder if he's learned the fine art of cigar
smoking?

Imagine this scenario..Michael Been, ieader of The
Call was told. You've just been approached by a beer
company after they heard Let The Day Begin. With
lvrics like, “here’s to the dreamers in the bar here’s to
the workers in the field..."they figure The Call would be
perfect to plug their beer!

“lere’s to you, tonight is kinda special.. Been sang
back, then laughed. “No thanks, that’s what 1'd tell
them. Absolutely not! I don’t like money that much, 1
don't need it or want it that badly..Plus I don't even
drink their beer!”

Been was in a jovial mood while discussing Let The
Day Begin, an uplifting song that sets the tempo for The
Call’s finest effort yet. Gone are the pessimistic views in
Been's lyrics that haunted the groups past. “This album
was an attempt, musically and lyrically, to balance
things out a bit more. I didn't want this album to come
out as this heavy, dark thing. That's true in my life too,
and | guess it's reflected in my music. It's much more
balanced but it isn't 11 Don't Worry Be llappy songs.”

Though Been admits that heavy, dark side was
crucial to The Calls development, he credits his growth
as a person for the band's change of attitude, “I think as
you get older, you look at life differently and appreciate
things you didn't before and that helps halance out the
heavy, dark side.”

Another change The Call took was their approach
to their sixth Ip. “This album is the way The Call
sounds live, that's the best way we sound,” Been
explains. “We went into the studio using a p.a,, not
headphones this time. We didn't want to go into this
little clinical studio, with these little headphones on,
your amp 25 yards away and try to sound live.
Engineers used to always tell us you had to do that to
get the best sound. For us, the performance was more
important than the orthodox rules of technology.”

Like a hallplayer uses spring training, The Call
toured for two months before going in to record LET
THE DAY BEGIN. “Usually you come off a tour, write for
two months and then you go into the studio. By that
time, you're cold, you're not playing your best. We came
off the road and right into the studio p.a.'s and all. We
discovered that all those rules about isolating
instruments so they won't leak into each other is not
necessarily true. We didn’t want it to sound like this
part or that part was phoned in from another planet,”
Been concluded.

ARTIST: MICHAEL DAMIAN

“Rock On was an important song for me to record
because at the time it originally came out (1973) | was
having a lot of problems at school, and it was a
rebellious, very cool song that changed things for me,”
Michael Damian told MMR. “Radio was my escape for
me and Rock On just blew me away. At the time it
didn't sound like anything else on the radio with songs
like Seasons In The Sun and Billy Don't Be A Heroout.”

Damian almost did not cut Rock On, (his version
peaked at #2) after several labels told him radio would
not accept it. "I'm so glad I didn't give up,” Damian
recalled. “They said it wasn't commercial enough for
today. | remember one label liked it but wanted me to
do five remakes. | said, 'guys that's not where I'm
coming from, all the rest of the stuff on the album is all
originals.”

Including Damian's follow-up single, Cover Of Love.
“That song went through a lot of phases,” Damian said.
“The lyrics came from a car ride home from San Diego.
We had this big discussion about relationships and
that’s how the song developed. The basic vibe is when
you have a safe relationship and you flip out and start
to run from something that's so great. It scares you.
Why do we run, from the Cover Of Love?”

Damian got his big break in 1981 when appearing
on Dick Clark’s American Bandstand. There the
producers of Young And The Restless spotted him
while looking to add a young rock 'n’ roll character to
the show. “I had no acting experience at the time,”
Damian says of his Danny Romalotti character, “Danny
was a struggling musician/singer/ waiter and that's
exactly what I was. I said, ‘guys I can play that. That’s
me! [ never really had aspirations of being an actor, I've
always really been into the music scene.”

Damian is the youngest son from a family of nine
that grew up in San Diego surrounded by music. Three
of Michael's siblings (Joanie, Larry and Tom) will
accompany him on his tour which opens up June 14.
“My family helped produce this album in my home
studio,” the 27 year-old says. “We've been together since
I'was |2, They all share my success.”

“I remember when we were younger, our family got
evicted, a couple of times,” Damian says. “We all played
instruments. Can you imagine nine kids playing
different instruments? We were like a real life Partridge
Family. Only mom and dad were a lot smarter, they
didnt travel in the bus with us.”

ARTIST: SA-FIRE

“Gonna Make It is a very positive song,” Sa-Fire told
MMR from her Paris, France hotel room. “Basically it's
dedicated to anyone who wants to take a good look at
themselves. My brother Angel Cosme and David Harris
wrote it and produced it. We decided to go with it as
the next single, especially now with a lot of kids
graduating from school. It’s a perfect song for them
because once their done with their vacation they have
to start thinking about college, or their future”

The video for Gonna Make It was directed by Mark
Romanek (New Order, Robyn Hitchcock) and was shot
at a junior high school in L.A.

Young adults have always been a concern for the
San Juan born-New York raised singer. In 1987, Sa-Fire
received an award from the NY Substance Abuse
Organization for her participation in various
educational programs. “I just want to help out all the
teenagers as best | can,” Sa-Fire says. "As a role model, |
try to give them as much help as someone can give
them. Hopefully, with my energy, I can get the message
through.”

“The neighborhood I grew up in New York, even
though it’s not a bad neighborhood, have a lot of teens
that are involved in drugs. And it hurts to see people
waste their lives like that. Some people, because they're
so lonely, feel that drugs are the only way out. If they
feel high, they feel great. What they don't realize is once
they come down, the problem is still there.”

The 23 year old singer whose real name is Wilma
Cosme, took her stage name at the advice of Alicie
Marin of Cutting Records. “I told Alicie I didn't mind a
stage name, but 1 don’t want it to sound weird,” Sa-Fire
explains. “It's got to sound aggressive, and precious and
one of-a-kind and Sa-Fire fit the bill.

Sa-Fire credits the Miami Sound Machine most for
making the Latinize sound so popular. “It’s about time,
don't you think,” S8a-Fire chuckled. “We've been waiting
a long time for that sound to hecome popular. When
Miami Sound Machine came out, plus Expose and Lisa
Lisa that sound really opened up. Soon radio started
catching up to it and it was too powerful to remain
underground.”

“That Latin sound has been around for years,” Sa-
Fire adds. “But it's probably more popular now than
ever, it's got a lot of recognition. The timing couldn't be
better for me. If anything I'm taking advantage of that
popularity.”

Bobby Brown once again teams up with
producers L.A. & Babyface for the first single from
the GHOSTBUSTERS 2 soundtrack, On Qur Own.
‘Ivan Reitman, Ghostbusters' director, was a huge
Bobby Brown fan, and really wanted him for the
soundtrack,” says Kathy Nelson, MCA's Vice
President of Film Music/ A&R. “And that set the
tone for the rest of the music for the soundtrack Ip.
While there are a diverse group of artists repre
sented, all of the music has a consistent feel” Brown
also makes a cameo appearance in the new film.

Nelson, well known for her work with "Beverty
Hills Cop (Parts 1 & 2)," "Miami Vice (Parts | & 2)
“Running Scared” and “Sid And Nancy,” among
others, spearheaded the GHOSTBUSTERS 2 effort
for MCA Records. The original "Ghostbusters”
remains the highest-grossing comedy of all-time.

With only a month to work with, the
soundtrack presented a unique challenge to Nelson
and soundtrack executive producer Peter
Afterman. Each song was written specifically for
the film: thus, the soundtrack required far more
than song selection and placement, and time was
critical. Brown, for instance, flew in between
concert dates to record and produce his track
while former Eagle Glenn Frey contributed Flip
City in between takes of his TV series “Wise Guys.”

The soundtrack also features a re-worked, rap
version of Ray Parker Jr.’s original Ghostbusters
theme done by Run-DMC. Howard Huntsberry,
who portrayved Jackie Wilson in the film
“LaBamba,” contributes his version of /ligher And
Higher, made famous by Jackie Wilson. Elton John
contributes Love Is A Cannibal, plus there are
originals from Oingo Boingo, New Edition, Doug E.
Fresh and the Get Fresh Crew and former Kool
And The Gang vocalist James “JT" Taylor.

Ghostbusters 2 stars Bill Murray, Dan
Aykroyd, Sigourney Weaver, Harold Ramis and
Rick Moranis. Ramis and Aykroyd, who wrote the
first screenplay, have also scripted the sequel. It
opens nationwide on June 16. The GHOSTBUSTERS
2 soundtrack willbe available on June 12.

“Brother Of Mine is a highly developed song
that touches on the many aspects of the word
brother,” Steve Howe told MMR. “We think of the
word brother in the family sense, but in a world
sense it's a hopeful universal world that suggest a
strong sense of unity as opposed to disharmony.”

“The ideas and the concepts behind any album
have to be clear enough to interpret, but the music
that we make we're not after that single clarity,”
Howe adds. "We're after a subtlety. You can still hit
people right between the eyes with ideas. There's a
desire to get certain wrongs made right. That's why
I think the overall message in the album is of hope.”

Despite reuniting Jon Anderson, Bill Bruford,
Rick Wakeman and Howe for the first time in some
15 years, the guitarist was wary of comparing this
effort to any previous Yes Ip. °I really don’t see any
comparison,” Howe states. *I'm more segmented in
my view of comparing this album. Rock music is
basically formalized at some point and that formu-
lates a very strong image of sound, that we ourselves
cannot take full credit for. I think this album doesn't
sound like any one Yes album, but more so in
regards to the whole scene, all of our albums.”

We always try to sound better than we did on
the last album,” Howe says. “This is us, a few years
later, trying to sound better than our last album.”

Though all four members spent several years
with Yes, that name belongs to bassist Chris Squire
and Atlantic Records which retained the rights to
the name. “Some of us never sought to be called
Yes,” Howe says. “The fact that there were attempts
to procure that name are out of my jurisdiction. 1
always thought that Chris Squire, Trevor Rabin,
Alan White are Yes. The fact that we have been in
Yes is interesting. The fact that we may sound more
like Yes than possibly they will has yet to be proved.
It's not a competition thing though. I hear they
(Yes) may be out on tour at a similar time.”

Anderson, Bruford, Wakeman, llowe open
their tour July 29 in Memphis. “I'd say 50% of the
stuff will be the stuff our audience expects us to
play, the other 50" will be stuff hopefully they'll be
surprised to hear us play.”

Quick, somebody stop this monster before the
career of K.C. and the Sunshine Band gets
resurrected’ Thanks to the resurgence of songs like
Sheriff"'s When I'm With You or Benny Mardones
Into The Night there's nearly as much old stuff on
the charts as new material'

The latest entry is Q-Feel’s Dancing In Heaven,
a record that received marginal airplay when it
originally surfaced in 1983. The album was
produced and co-written by Martin Page (We Built
This City and These Dreams) and Bruce
Fairweather. Jive Records said Dancing In Heaven
got “lost in the sauce,” back then, and that it
should've been a much bigger hit.

So did, J.J. Morgan, Program Director at
KZHT Salt Lake City, who also got the ball rolling
with UB40’s lted Red Wine. He's one of radio’s main
monsters! “I started playing Q-Feel in early March
when 1 first got here,” Morgan says. “I thought that
Dancing In Heaven was a cool, cool record that
stood out from the rest of the music out there.
There wasn't a lot of product out there at the time
that interested us.

Besides standing out, Morgan figures the
reason old new records are receiving so much
airplay is because, “they sound fresh, lately there's a
lot of the same sound. You get either the Synth-pop
sound with drum machines and keyboards or the
L.A. & Babyface action, and | take nothing away
from any of it, or you get the rock 'n’ roll aspect.
After awhile there's only so much Guns N’ Roses
into Def Leppard into Warrant you can take.”

After Salt Lake City responded, Morgan
turned Guy Zapoleon of the Nationwide chain on to
Q-Feel and the buzz really began. “That’s exactly
what happened,” says Geary Tanner of RCA. "about
five weeks ago we started servicing stations with 15
ips tapes we made up. But we didn’t officially
release it until we heard from a handful of stations
that the record was a hit."

So where does this all end? Will programmers
be spending more time in their dusty music
libraries than, say, the golf course? *Not at all,
Morgan chuckles. “It's funny, my night jock .Jay
Michaels came across this old 96X Miami album,
from the old Disco days and says, ‘emon man we
gotta play Get Down Tonight by KC and the
Sunshine Band.’ [ looked at him and said, No
*$a &ing way! I'm sorry, enough is enough.”

It's been two years since the release of LL Cool
J’s double-platinum BIGGER AND DEFFER Ip.
During that time a whole raft of new rappers like
Tone-Loc, Jazzy Jeff & The Fresh Prince and
Public Enemy have risen to the top while
previously notable act like the Fat Boys and Kurtis
Blow have fallen on hard times.

So where does this leave LL Cool J, who
surveyed the current scene and sees... “nothing, or
at least no one. | ain’t playing the Crab-In-A-Barrel
effect,” LL says. I'm just doin’ my thing: straight to
my target, straight to my goal. I'm not worried who
came before me or after me. | gotta climb a
mountain, take my time. I'm a tortoise. All these
rabbits running back and forth, but I'm just chillin’”

With the release of his third Def
Jam/Columbia album, we find LL walking with a
panther. “I called the album WALKING WITH A
PANTHER 'cause you gotta be bad to walk with a
panther and nobody will mess with a guy who's
walking with a panther,” LL explains. “Gun or no
gun, you're gonna leave him alone.”

“1 don't promote violence and I don't promote
drugs, simple as that,” LL states. *Kids come to my
show to have fun, not to hear how bad the world is.”

The self produced album conforms with LL’s
image of being “a total dude, a natural mixture of
John Wayne, Casanova and Cary Grant. He takes
on the Casanova approach to his first single I'm
The Type Of Guy. Other tracks such as Droppin’ Em
and It Gets No Rougher show his John Wayne
influence, (“I'm ready for anyone foolish enough to
try me”). The Cary Grant influence shines brightly
on soothing rap ballads such as You're My Heart
and One Shot At Love.

Despite his early success the 2|-year old
doesn't feel very successful. *I feel hungry, like I'm
not where | wanna be,” LL concludes. “When 1 look
at George Michael or Michael Jackson, | know
there's so much farther to go. Three albums? Some
artists got 15, 20 albums. I'm new. 1 see that
mountaintop with a golden microphone and if it
takes me 20 years, | wanna get there. I'm gonna
keep striving.”
