But Jose Coro's acting career was just a way of 
opening doors to his true goal — he wanted a career in 
music. According to Coro, "I enjoy acting, but not as much 
as I enjoy music. Music comes to me so much easier, 
because it's a natural feel. When you're acting you have to 
put on a different face and tome! like to bejust all natural 
and be happy with it." 

Coro had heard about the New York dance producer 
Zahid Tariq — so he dropped his first name (became 
simply Coro), packed his bags and headed to the Big Apple. 

Coro explains, "I was working with several producers 
in Florida and nothing really hit off as fast — everything 
took a long period of time. I have a friend who lives in New 
York and he told me he that knew a producer who lived in 
New York and had some material. He said that if I was 
interested he would audition me. I made my reservations 
that night and flew to New York the next day." According 
to Coro, the duo immediately clicked, and the music just 
happened, au naturel. 

Coro's first big single was Where Are You Tonight, an 
emotional, up-tempo tune which quickly became a #1 
dance record in New York and Florida. His second single 
Can't Let You Go also fared well. Coro finally hooked up 
with Charisma Records and his debut release My Fallen 
Angel is flying high. This week the track slots at #32 at Hit 
Radio and #22 on the Rhythm/Dance chart. 

Coro explained that the reason they chose My Fallen 
Angel as the lead-off Charisma release was because of 
what it said. "One of the reasons that we decided to go with 
this track, is that we felt it had a strong message behind it 
— because it deals with drugs and everyday situations. The 
song was really dedicated to a close friend of mine who was 
hooked on drugs." 

Coro states that all of the tracks off of his self-titled 
debut are personal and deal with real situations. "All of 
these songs are actually past experiences from my 
producer's life. And when we collaborated I gave him a 
little bit of me to put in the songs. So the songs mean a little 
of everything between us — what we've both gone through." 

He says that he wishes to relay a message, but doesn't 
want to preach. Such is reflected in the video for My Fallen 
Angel. "We're trying to make it a little happier, and put a 
different feel behind it...Even though people know what 
the message is, we don't want it to be a depressing video, so 
we're going to make it a fun video. I'm a practical joker 
I hence the nickname The Gremlin], always goofing 
around, laughing; it just wouldn't be me being so serious."

1984: The influential New Zealand band, Split Enz, who 
produced hits such as I Got You, One Step Ahead and Six 
Months In A LeakyBoat split up. Brothers Neil and Ilm Finn go 
their separate ways. 

1985: Split Enz members Neil Finn (guitarist/song-
writer) and Paul Hester (drummer) teamed up with bassist 
Nick Seymour. The trio packed their bags, headed to Los 
Angeles, and rented a house in which they recorded their first 
album as the group Crowded House. 
According to Neil the whole project "was a fluke in a way. 

The way we made mistakes together gives us a distinct sound. I 
think a good band is a product of the members having 
different perspectives, and the blend being kind of out-of-
shape, but somehow appealing." 

The album was far more than just appealing, becoming 
1987's sleeper hit. The self-titled debut unleashed two Top 10 
singles, Don't Dream It's Over and Something So Strong. The 
album went Gold in the U.S.A., platinum in Canada, triple-
platinum in New Zealand and quintuple-platinum in 
Australia. Crowded House, seemingly overnight, became a 
household name. The trio received numerous awards (MTV 
Video Awards, ARIA Awards, Rolling Stone readers poll, 
Countdown Music & Video Awards). 

1988: Crowded House unleashes their second album, 
TEMPLE OF LOW MEN. The album features the hit single, 
Better Be Home Soon, and is described as more dense and 
moody, with much more depth. 

1991: TIm Finn moves in and Crowded House, according 
to brother Neil, "finally lives up to its name." But how did the 
reunion and the enlisting «Um Finn into the group happen 
exactly? Tim explains, "Early 1990, Neil and I had a visit from 
the voluptuous muse. Two weeks and 15 songs later, we rushed 
screaming from the room. The songs were so good, I told the 
others that the only way they could have them was if they took 
me as well. The wheel has come full square." The songwriting 
that Tim is describing marks the first time that Neil and Tim 
have ever composed material together. 

Neil adds, "This is the first time Tim and I have ever 
written together. I mean sitting down and actually pulling 
things from the air, trading lines and blending melodies. In 
Split Enz, over seven years, we did no more than throw titles 
at each other. We were so jazzed about these songs we couldn't 
sit on them for a future Finn Brothers project as we had 
intended. They demanded to be done now!" 

The demand led to Crowded House's third album, 
WOODFACE. The lead single is the humorous track, Chocolate 
Cake. A song that Ilm describes, "I was in a New York 
restaurant, sitting next to this woman who had just finished 
an enormous meal. Then she sat back and said 'Should I ask for 
the check or another piece of chocolate cake?' I told Neil 
about it and 10 minutes later that anecdote led to the song." 
The end result — "Another slice of Crowded House anyone?"

"Don't expect anything..just approach it as a separate 
entity," so states Brad Delp, referring to his latest project RTZ. 

Vocalist Delp, along with guitarist Barry Goudreau (both 
formerly of Boston) have engaged in a fresh endeavor — one 
t hat's based on having fun, and making music for the simple 
pleasure of enjoying what you do. The duo, along with 
Archibald (bass), Brian Maes (keyboards) and Dave Stefanelli 
(drums), make up RTZ (Return To Zero) — a group that's 
anything but a Boston-clone band. And that's exactly how RTZ 
wants it. 

Delp elaborates, "This is just Barry and I doing what we like 
basically, and hopefully people will accept it....I'm sure there's 
going to be preconceptions, I don't think you can help that. 
Anyone who's familiar with Boston and hears that it's two guys 
from Boston, they're gonna automatically assume something. In 
an ideal world it would be great if people heard the music of RTZ 
first and then said 'oh I didn't know these guys were from this or 
that band.' I think we would really like it to stand on its own." 

The lead single from RTZ's debut effort, RETURN TO ZERO 
is appropriately titled Face The Music (currently slots at #21 at 
Rock Radio this week). According to Delp, Face The Music is, 
"the only song on the album that Barry Goudreau wrote the 
lyrics to and Brian Maes, the keyboard player, wrote the music 
to. Most of the songs on the record were written by Barry and 
myself with a few exceptions. !Face The Music] was a song that 
Barry and the other guys in the band had recorded with a 
uple of other singers during the time that I was out on tour 

with Boston's Third Stage tour." Delp continues, "The music on 
this album, I think, is quite varied, there's a lot of different styles 
and so that was a consideration, I guess, when picking the 
single. It would have been hard for me to really try and sit down 
and pick a single on my own...But I guess the label might have 
thought that Face The Music had a little more of Barry's guitar 
sound in there and the voice maybe is a little more recognizable 
from the standpoint of singing, in that sort of register that 
people are used to hearing me in." 

The name of the group started out to be quite a task — but it 
came about real natural — without any real hassles. You could 
even say it came about by the push of a button (the RTZbutton 
on Barry's studio console). According to Delp, "Looking down 
at that button the first thing that struck me was not knowing 
what it was right off the bat and then locking into it. "I just sort 
of liked the way that the letters looked on there. Plus I thought, 
Barry and I go back quite a way. I actually first met him and 
played with him when we were both in high school, so I said this 
kind of makes sense. (Barry quickly agreed ]...plus it just struck 
us this was sort of what we were doing, just sort of going back 
—returning to zero." 

Delp adds, "Sometimes if you don't try too hard things come 
to you much easier.... [Kind of like the band ] I don't see any type 
of pretense in the band at all...Everybody came in with no 
preconceived notions. We work well together as a unit — 
musically we're on the same wavelength." 

Tentative plans are in the works for an RTZ tour. 

TITLE: I Hate Kissing You Good-bye 

LP: WHAT COMES AROUND GOES AROUND

Los Angeles — a hard rock'n'roll haven. To make it in LA. is 
an accomplishment — to stay at the top of the heap is a feat. 
Bands known as the 'hip' L.A. band have included Motley Crue, 
Poison, Guns N' Roses and Warrant. All four have continued to 
hold their own on the national front as well. L.A.'s latest 
sensation, who's ready to break out statewide, is the quartet 
known as Tuffl 

Raw, gritty, high energy, melodic, a street level attitude and 
a good look — all qualities that represent L.A. star quality. But 
even before Tuff was signed to Atlantic/Titanium they've been 
the buzz of the West Coast — a literal media blitz extravaganza. 
Tuff is made up of vocalist Stevie Rachelle, guitarist Jorge 
DeSaint, bassist Todd Chase and drummer Michael Lean. The 
present lineup has been playing together since mid-1987 and 
has been hyped in numerous international rock publications 
including "Hit Parader," "Metal Edge," "Kerrang!," "Rock 
Scene," "Faces," "Blast," "Powerline," "Rockbeat" and 
"Metal Forces." 
Their debut album, WHAT COMES AROUND GOES 

AROUND is about to fill in the unanswered gaps. The lead single 
is a rock ballad titled, I Hate Kissing You Good-Bye (debuts at 
#37 on MMR's Rock Tracer 7'racics chart this week). According 
to Rachelle, the track is a cross between Bon Jovi's Wanted 
Dead Or Alive and Nazareth's Love Hurts. "I think the song 
sounds a little like those songs for the simple reason that it's got 
that real gritty, throaty voice in it — like the Love Hurts kind of 
vocals. I don't sing it too clean, it's got a real raspy melody to it. I 
hear a little Bon Jovi in it with the repeat back-up vocals...It's 
definitely a rocking ballad though, it's got some dirt — some real 
grit to it. It's definitely not too happy." 

As for what inspired the track, Rachelle states that "It wasn't 
like I had this horrible breakup so I hated kissing someone 
goodbye. It was a song that had been written a long time ago and I 
brought it out of the woodwork with the band, and we wanted to 
rework it because we didn't really have too many ballads....We 
were just working on songs in pre-production and I was working 
on 1 Hate Kissing You Good-bye and Todd Meagher [outside 
writer] came in and he had come up with some really cool ideas 
and he started singing with me and we both just basicallyjumped 
on it within a five minute session and really started hammering 
down the song and made it happen." 

As for an introductory song for Tuff? Michelle states, "I 
think the ballad will totally let everyone know what we're like as 
far as the melodies, and that we do pop-rock and we can be 
recognized as a glam-rock band that would be compared to 
Nelson or Warrant, in that type of category. But also it's going to 
sell people short on us, in that we can really kick some ass live...So, 
I think that we'll probably be perceived as the Nelson, Bon Jovi, 
Warrant type of band in the beginning, but we can also rock a little 
harder than what people will initially expect." 

Michelle adds, "I think we've got the songs that are as 
melodic and hooky and mainstream as a Nelson or a Bon Jovi, 
but we also have the dirty raw metal sound of early Motley Crue 
and Skid Row. So we've got the best of both worlds." 

INSIDE EDGE

AUTOMATICS 

R.E.M. has come a long way in establishing themselves as one of 
America's most successful original bands. "Losing My Religion" 
topped the charts for so long it almost seemed there wouldn't be 
another single from "OUT OF TIME," but eventually that sure-shot 
song-to-go-the-distance was waiting in the wings. 'Shiny Happy 
People" is moving up the Rock 7)-acer Packs, breaking into the Top 
20 at #18 this weelc This LEM. song has such broad appeal it may 
have a longer run on the Hit Radio charts than "Religion." KUPD, 

WBCN, WHCN and KITS are airplay leaders with many more 
stations moving "Shiny" up in rotation. 

RTZ isn't a clone of Boston...it's more an evolution of the sound that 
made Boston one of the 70s and '80s top corporate rock bands. 
Brad Delp left Boston in 1986 and joined forces with Bany 
Goudreau and the songwriting team behind Return lb Zero was 
born. WIYY, WBCN and KUPD have "Face The Music" in hot 
rotation already. With the volumes of new music that's out there, 
the next few weeks will tell the staying power of this entry into the 
corporate rock chart wars. 

For many years the Fabulous Thunderbirds have been driven by 
Kim Wilson's vocals and harp-playing mixed with Jimmy 
Vaughan's guitar-playing Now that Jimmy is out of the picture, 
you have to wonder if the T-Birds will survive. Jimmy Vaughan's 
replacement, Duke Robillard, has not only picked up where 
Jimmy left oft if "Twist Of The Knife" is any indication, he's relit the 
pilot light under the band. The edge that made the Fabulous 
Thunderbirds one of the best roadhouse bands in America is back 
Sitting at #23 in just its second week on the Rock ?lacer Tracks 
chart. Ilvist Of The Knife" is already working at WONE, WEBN, 
KSLO and ICLPX 

WORTH CONSIDERING 

The singer/songwriter story has woven back into the fabric of 
contemporary music more and more in recent years. The 35-54 
adult listener seems to welcome a return to a sound and a feel that 
was a big part of their formative years in the mid-'60s-70s. Will T. 
Massey has a sound that cuts through a lot of the music that's out 
today. Songs like "Coffee Break" "Bravely 7b Weep" and "A 
Sum mertime Graveyard"create vivid mental images. Roy Bittan of 
"E Street" fame co-produced this project; Waddy Wachtel, Mike 
Campbell, Kenny Aronoff and Jim Kenner all contribute their 
talents on Massey's debut effort, This is another CD that requires 
some extra attention to each song In the end I think you'll agree it 
was worth the time spent listening. 

Chris Difford and Glen Tilbrook are back with a new 
collaboration...PLAY." The first emphasis track from the latest 
Squeeze release is a sensuous hooked filled number called 
Satisfied." It's the first song on the CD, so start there but be sure to 
take a close listen to 'The Day I Get Home," "Walk A Straight Line,"

Keith: "Discipline and patience. By discipline, I mean letting 
everybody know there's a system to work with and to stay 
consistent. As far as patience is concerned, I work with a lot of 
young people and I used to have a consulting job. I put a 
Country station, two Gospel stations and two R&B stations on 
the air and to do all that it takes patience." 

MML What do you think you need to contribute to your. 
career that would put you at your ideal career? 

Keith: "For me, I guess self-confidence. I'd love to get into the 
Atlanta market at V103. I've admired Mike Roberts' worlç he's 
got a strong station, but I haven't sent an air check I've never 
called Mike Roberts or anything — I'd have to say 
self-confidence." 

NKR: Would you say that radio has changed since you began? 

Keith: "Radio has changed drastically. We went from 45s to 
LPs to 12 inches to CDs. Recently, we've constructed a whole 
new studio for CDs; we're using 75% CDs. CDs provide a clearer 
sound and that's especially important for AM radio. It's for the 
best." 

MMR: What makes you want to come to work daily? 

Keith: "I'm so excited about the music. I eat, drink and sleep 
radio. My father used to spin records and play oldies and I 
grew up with that. I became a musician and then I gave it up 
for radio. Music calms me down. I'll probably die a Dr 

MMR: What are your goals — what do you want to do next? 

Keith: "I used to think that eventually I'd want to own a 
station, but there are so many problems with that. I think that 
the ultimate goal is to work at V103 alongside Mike Roberts." 

KKR: What is your strategy for successful programming'? 

Keith: "Number one is to stay consistent; number two, money 
has to be put backinto the station to keep up with technology; 
number three, jocks have to keep up on what's going on and 
number four, we have to be aware of what listeners are 
listening for. We target primarily to the 25-54 listeners; we're a 
heart and soul station with a blend of new music." 

MMR: What is the difference between your work life and your 
lionic life? 

Keith: "On air, I'm smooth, more rushed and exciting at 
home, I'm quiet" 

IIMM First and foremost, what kind of person do you 
consider yourself to be? 

Keith: "I'm dedicated to the cause! My family and radio are 
the two loves of my life, although my wife would say it's radio 
and then the family."

"Prior to starting the album, we [Taylor and MCA] 
decided that we need to get back to basics and target the 
ladies and bring the romance that J.T. brings — and that's 
what you're hearing on the first single," states J.T. Taylor, 
regarding his pre-prep for his latest project. Taylor says that 
he also educated himself a lot more about what's happening 
on radio and what's happening in the street. 

J.T. Taylor, best known as the frontman for the 1980s 
hit group Kool& The Gang (who unleashed such #1 tracks 
as Celebrate, Joanna, Cherish and Ladies Night) has just 
unleashed his second solo effort, FEEL THE NEED. The 
lead-off single, Long Hot Summer Night is already garnering 
strong Urban airplay, this week it climbs seven slots to #25, 
with a 33% Play Increase. 

Taylor spoke of his latest single, "I wrote that song with 
Simon Law in London in the middle of winter; it was about 
20 degrees and we were freezing our behinds off in the 
studio. I guess I just had visions of New York heat in August 
or something, because when I think about it I have to 
wonder how I came up with that." 

Taylor continues, "When I got together with Simon, he 
had this real sexy drum groove that you hear on the song, 
and a very simple bassline and I liked that. We had talked 
about putting in some flute to just show a little piece ofjazz 
in there. I felt that the flute would be appropriate because it 
is a very sexy instrument. As the track started developing, 
the concept just followed suit. Long Hot Summer Night was 
a title that I had been working on in New Jersey (his home 
territory) prior to going to London and it just evolved." 

The album, which was recorded in three parts — in 
London, Los Angeles and New York, reflects Taylor's diverse 
musical tastes. According to Taylor, the diversity stems 
from his wide musical background. "It has given me a wide 
spectrum of music, from R&B to gospel. So when I sit down 
and write, I don't necessarily come up with an R&B sound 
because I'm a black man. Because of my background I'll sit 
down and write a Cherish To Love or a song like Long Hot 
Summer Night, which doesn't really have color...And this 
enables me from album to album to have a different sound 
and a different flavor and write different music. Sometimes 
this is a plus and sometimes it's a negative, because people 
seem to get accustomed to one thing and want you to stay 
into that one thing, and as an artist it's tough for me to 
suppress that creative energy." 

Being so diverse, then what exactly is J.T.'s niche? "It's 
just J.T. — if I could put it into one word it would be very 
difficult. I just allow myself to be like a sponge, I guess, and 
through osmosis I allow my true spirit to come about. I try 
not to force anything and not to close my mind to anything. 
Some people are very close-minded and say 'I'm only a jazz 
artist' or 'I only like R&B' or 'I only like rock' — I can't claim to 
any of that, except that I love it all and that is my niche."

The term 'love' has so many different meanings; people 
define or use the term in just as many different ways. RCA 
newcomer Gene Rice built his debut album around the 
theme. According to Rice, "I just like singing about love 
because I think that's what makes the world go around. I 
think that's what people want to hear." 

Rice's lead-off single, You're Gonna Get Served dished 
out a very romantic, somewhat sexy style and fared well at 
Urban Radio. Rice's seçond release takes a different slant 
at love and is entitled, You're A Victim. 

The Maryland native (who currently resides in 
California) describes his latest single, "The song is about a 
relationship that a friend of mine had with another friend 
of mine. When problems would come about, she always 
used to call me up and say, 'Gene call him up and tell him 
that I really care about him and he's not treating me right.' 
So this song is about a woman being victimized by the one 
she cares about most." 

Rice says that he feels that it's a good follow-up to 
You're Gonna Get Served because, "It shows the other side 
of love. There's a lot of positive things about love and we 
always look on the positive side, but I'm saying 'hey there's 
a negative side too — things don't always go the way we 
want them to, and don't be a victim.'" 

The romantic theme is also carried over onto the 
album's title, JUST FOR YOU. Rice explains, "The name of 
the album came about because I wanted and RCA wanted 
to make the album as personal as possible. So whoever 
picks up the album, whoever takes the album home, we 
want them to feel, once they've put it on their stereo, like 
it's just for them." 

As for his vision on this project? "I think I've pretty 
much achieved what I wanted to achieve on this album. I 
think I have related a few messages that I've felt in my 
heart. Because if you pick up the album, the whole album is 
about love — and people falling in and out of love, and 
that's what love is all about." 

Rice, who has been performing since the age of 10 
(with his family act The Rices), feels that his background 
helped build a strong musical foundation that reflects 
stability in his current career. 

He feels that music has also been the foundation that 
has gotten him past the tough times throughout his career. 
"Music is what I always lean on when things are down for 
me. Music has brought me through a lot, because that's 
what I enjoy doing. Music is like a meditation for me 
somewhat...Whatever I've been through and whatever lies 
ahead, I know music will take me through it."

"Music transcends all language. If you feel that there's 
passion in what you do, people will feel it — and that's kind of 
my prerequisite. See, it's very difficult for me to perform a lot of 
these songs because I've lived these songs, these aren't just 
little coy phrases and cliches put to music that I think sound 
good or that I think might sell records, these are stories that 
I've lived, these are words that I've said, these are moments 
that I've shared," states Capitol recording artist Phil Perry. 

Perry, who scored a hit Urban track with his first release 
Call Me (peaked at #11), is having great success with his 
second release, Amazing Love (slots at #29 at Urban Radio 
this week). Amazing Love is a Barry J. Eastmond penned/ 
produced single, but Perry (through his interpretation) calls 
the track his own. 

"[Even though I didn't write the track], I think about all 
the great relationships with different kinds of people that I've 
had — personal, business, friendship. There are lots of 
different types of love, and each and every one of those 
different kinds can be amazing in its own way. So Ijust kind of 
drew from my own life experiences." 

According to Perry, Amazing Love was chosen as the 
second single to reflect his depth. "I guess the decision for 
Amazing Love to be the second single is with the success of Call 
Me, the ballad, they (the label) felt like they wanted to come at 
'em with something different to show a little depth on the 
album, depth in terms of solidifying yourself in the market as 
more than just a balladeer. A lot of times when people hear 
three or four ballads in-a-row as singles, they get a sense that 
that's all that's on the album. We felt that it would be a good 
idea to show listeners a little diversity early in the game; plus 
the song is great — it's talking about Amazing Love." 

Perry continues, "People are quite cautious about buying 
music today, especially buying CDs, because a lot of people get 
burned when they buy CDs and there's only two or three cuts 
on it that they really like and the rest is filler. I kind of wanted 
to dispel that myth about my album early on. Call Me was a 
great song to come out-of-the-box with, but I just think that 
Amazing Love could take me to a different listening audience 
— a younger-based listening audience and it's also kind of a 
summer tune. 

How does Amazing Love (which Perry sums up as full of 
"trust, passion, fire, all the things as a little girl that your 
mother told you love should be") fit into today's radio 
marketplace? "I think that there's a niche for it. I think that 
the tempo and rhythm are interesting enough for strongly 
commercial-based major wattage FM exposure and I think it's 
still street enough to appeal to a younger listening mass. And it 
still has enough melody content to get to people who still love 
melodies in songs." 

Perry is currently on tour with labelmate Dave Koz 
through the end of August. Thereafter, he plans to tour/ 
perform in Europe and will go back into the studio to redo five 
or six tracks in Spanish (to be released to the Spanish 
speaking radio markets).

"For me, the most gratifying aspect of my career has been 
doing exactly what I want to do and getting positive feedback 
from the audience. The most honest reactions I get come from 
my fans, and that's what helps me see the big picture of where I 
want to go with my career," states mega-star/all-round 
entertainer Paula Abdul. 

Over the past few years, the L.A.-born performer/ 
choreographer/former LA. Laker girl has seen it all, has been a 
multi-format gem, and as for her fans — they have backed each 
endeavor 100%. For years she had been recognized as one of 
Hollywood's hottest choreographers — setting the pace for the 
likes of Janet Jackson, numerous major motion pictures and 
events (including the 1990 Academy Awards telecast). Still 
Abdul wanted more — she wanted a full-fledged all-around 
career. 

Abdul elaborates, "When I was growing up, I idolized the 
stars who could do it all: artists/entertainers like Gene Kelly, 
Judy Garland and Fred Astaire. To be a star in their era, you 
had to excel in every area and the all-around talent of those 
performers is what makes their films and recordings stand the 
test of time." 

So Abdul set her target on a recording career — the result 
was a bulls-eye — in the form of her successful debut effort, 
FOREVER YOUR GIRL Her debut release yielded worldwide 
sales past the 10 million mark, earned Abdul a Grammy, two 
American Music Awards, two consecutive People's Choice 
Awards, two consecutive Emmy Awards, four MTV Awards 
and scored four #1 singles. And to hold fans over until her 
second album was finished, Abdul released a dance-remix 
album. 

How do you top this kind of initial success? Simple. Repeat 
the process and add in a few twists: Release another album 
(SPELLBOUND); launch your own label (Captive Records); 
choose a new approach to music videos (solidifying her all-
around entertainer philosophy — the video for her lead-off 
release Rush, Rush was a take-off on the James Dean classic 
"Rebel Without A Cause" and featured actor Keanu Reeves in 
the clip); have the first single, Rush, Rush, climb to the top of the 
Hit and A/C charts; and team up with the critically acclaimed 
Brooklyn, New York based rock/funk group The Family Stand 
— five simple ingredients that spell the word s-u-c-c-e-s-s! 

Abdul says that working on SPELLBOUND was a gratifying 
experience. "I was able to work on SPELLBOUND with the 
relative luxury of not having a set deadline; there was time to 
develop a strong rapport with my collaborators and I wanted to 
be totally involved with this album from a creative standpoint. I 
looked upon it as a wonderful opportunity to grow as an artist 
and explore new musical directions." 

One such direction was Abdul co-writing eight songs with 
The Family Stand (including Rush, Rush and her latest single, 
The Promise OfA  New Day). Abdul's second release is currently 
soaring up the charts — this week it debuts at #26 at A/C Radio 
with a 125% Play Increase; moves up three to #6 at Hit Radio 
with a 30% Play Increase, slots at #6 on the Mainstream chart 
and #8 on the Rhythm/Dance chart. Abdul kicks off her major 
tour next month.

When he brought it in, he 
said 'Borrow it with love.' I wrote the song on that keyboard that day.' 
'Say It we Love" debuts this week at #28, thanks to stations like 
WRRM and WENS. 

THE MOODY BLUES "Say It With Love' 

Debuting this week on MMIt's A/C Pacer nacks chart at #29, with a 
700% increase in airplay, as well as being our #3 Most Upward Moving 
record is "Golden Slumbers"byJackson Browne and JenniferWanies. 
This song can be found ou the "For Our Children"album which benefits 
the Pediatric AIDS Foundation. Elizabeth Glaser (wife of actor Paul 
Michael Glaser from 'Starsky & Hutch' fame), co-founder of Hope For 
Children With Aids feels the need for this support on a first-hand basis.
