SRM 1-1140 (Dual lead vocals by Coon & Brenda presant
lots of possibilities which the band is just beginning to
explore. The country rock context is perfect for the pur-

Pee Wee Ellis/HOME IN THE COUNTRY/Savoy 3301
(These steamy rhythm pieces are distinguished by their
originality and their leaning toward jazz. Though smooth
ed out by pretty background vocals the Lp still finds a
position.

Golden Earring/MAD LOVE /MCA 2254 (Previously re-
viewed as an import, The cover, title, set order and one
song substitution change the superficial aspects of the
Lp buti, not the essence.

Mighty Diamonds/ICE ON FIRE/Virgin PZ 34454 (Last
year proved that reggae as a genre was probably never
going to make it. Part of that proof was the Mighty
Diamonds' Lp which has to rank as one of the best of the
yevar, It died on every level, This Lp attempts to deal
with the dilemma of a supergroup with a little audience.
Allen Toussant moves them closer to standard R&B
which may increase their audience but, it also decreases
the Diamonds' potency. Seek out the reggaeist.)

Tim Moore/WHITE SHA DOWS /A sylum 7E-1088 (This Tim
Moore Lp compels us to deal in feelings. It feels like
the music is forced, like the production is under great
pressure. The flow feels unnatural. Tim's solid writing
is still in evidence but, it's hard for personality to come
through the oblique intensity.)

N.C.C.U./SUPER TRICK/United Artists UA LA 729-G
(Both N.C.C.U. and the Blackbyrds represent an inter-
esting trend which has young musicians coming out of
black colleges. Musically, both are at the crossroads
where R& B and jazz mesh into one. Tightly wound the
jazzier things, here, are most usable. )

David Newman/FRONT MONEY/Warner Bros. BS 2984
(Not that the music is so advanced or even so interesting,
Newman's album succeeds because it is a real Lp, a
production. It is not merely a studio recorded jam. As
such this Lp takes on a more vital character than it
would have otherwise. Passable, it does lack intensity.)

David Nunez /UPRISING/Koala KST-5002 (Lead by David's
big voice this uprising takes on the air of a pleasant
party. Standard presentation supports him but, holds
him back at the same time. Write: 9255 Sunset Blvd.,
I.os Angeles, Calif. 90069.)

Sons of Champlin/LOVING IS WHY/Ariola America ST50017
(Best in their hot phase. The Sons' choppy rhythm defies
musical gravity., Their attempt to play it black really
doesn't make it but, they manage. Enmrgy is key.

"Love Can Take Me Now' is best. )

Richard Tate/ABC AB-1016 (Avoiding the first track is
helpful. It uses a pop R& B formula which never surfaces
again, It therefore bends your perception of Richard
Tate. He 1s a fairly straight ahead rocker with a leaning
toward rhythm and blues. The Lp is excessively
bottomy. )

Jobn Tropea/SHORT TRIP TO SPACE/Marlin 2204
(Tropea's instrumentals aren't particularly spacey but
they are hand crafted. The album moves at a leisurely
pace after the opening funky frenzy. Smooth.)

Uriah Heep/FIREFLY /Warner Bros. BS 3013 (A few
personnel changes make for a better Heep. Ken Henley
remains the man but, John Lawton's lead vocals are a
vast improvement over the unearned David Byron
bravato. The whole sound lightens up some as Uriah
Heep fights its way back.)

Hank '"Bocephus' Williams, Jr. /ONE NIGHT STANDS/
Warner Bros. BS 2988 (Moving fully into progressive
range, Hank's deliberate step is welcome. Solid writing
and accompaniment, with some luminaries thrown in
for fun, keep it moving, )

SATISFACTORY ALBUMS
(Albums of acceptable quality, which, of themselves,
require only secondary progressive radio consideration. )

The Beach Boys/LOVE YOU/Brother-Reprise MSK 2258
(From the inner jacket's mega-support to the rudiment-
ary music the implication is that this project is therapy.
Hopes are high that it works so that the Boys can rest
Johnny Carson is peace and get back to biz.)

Bobbidazzler/RCA APL 1-2196 (Most of these songs should
not have been recorded. They aren't good enough, either
melodically or lyrically, Presentation is as solid as it
could have been. Bobbidazzler might have floated had
they chosen from the wealth of available outside material)

Main Street/Koala KST-5001 (Playing some half-baked
R& B, Main Street is a band in search of a musical inter-
section. A couple good instrumentals, '"Big Burque'' and
""Slipped Disc' imply the problem may be in the song-
writing and not so much in the presentation.)

(Linc is a skilled master, His guitarwork is articulate,
smooth and fast but, we already have one Pat Martino.
It is only those moments in which his speed changes
his guitar riffs to saxophone riffs that modern energy
is captured. Try the title track.)

Chocolateclay /CAT- T.K. CAT 2610 (Basgicness runs
through the whole Lp. Most of it leans to a hot R&B -
disco format. But, there is a strain of white pop which
is especially evident on side two, A mixed metaphor,)

Renee Geyer /Polydor PD 1-6101 (Produced in the Motown,
pop R&B groove Renee gets a good start. Her smooth
album is punctuated by punchy tunes found at the end of
each side. Try them.)

Benny Golson/KILLER JOE/Columbia PC 34678 (Benny
has been a player and arranger of top quality for over
15 years. Here he applies himself to pop R&B and
characteristically manipulates the sound in fresh,
non-cliche ways without losing its genre recognition.
Try "Timbale Rock" and "Tomorrow, Paradise. ')

Dexter Gordon/HOME COMING /Col. 34650 (His voice is
one which any disc jockey would envy. And his music
is lively, Playing live encourages exhileration, Easy. )

Gordon Grody/EXCLUSIVELY YOURS/Sunbar APL 1-2180
(Pop. The only possibility is "Ultra Natural Super
Love, ")

Wayne Henderson/BIG DADDY'S PLACE/ABC AB-1020
(Henderson is undoubtedly one of the busiest producers
on the West coast. His own album displays his abilities
as well as his musical mind set. He is able to control
a very complex session and get music at the other end.
"I'm Staying Forever' gets beyond well developed disco.)

Becky Hobbs /EVERYDA Y/ Tattoo BJL 1-2169 (Pop. )

Clifford Jordan/REMEMBERING ME-ME/Muse MR 5105
(The thrust of this album is laid in the 50's., An easy
cruise. However, one of its three songs strikes gold.
In a style which emulates King Pleasure, '"Powerful
Paul Robeson' winds a strong melody line around some
worthy words. )

Martee Lebous /THE LADY WANTS TO BE A STAR /Image
IM-301 (Martee came to these sessions with a power-
house voice, a few good songs and a professed love for
Leon Russell's music. Charlie Calello and the N.Y.
studio gang put her into the middle of the road with a
Las Vegas rock sound. Don't miss "Ain't It a Shame, '
it gets to where Martee should be.)

N.Y.P.A. /3000 MILES FROM HOME/Invictus PZ 34380
(Hot rhythm is the story. Melody is sublimated as is
any significant invention. N.Y.P, A. works the well
worn R&B formula, )

Houston Person/STOLEN SWEETS/Muse MR 5110 (In the
first paragraph of his liner notes John Lissner reports
that Houston Person plays clubs and lounges about 50
weeks a year. That schedule proves what is obvious in
his music, Person is a fine lounge player. )

The Woody Shaw Concert Ensemble/Muse 5139 (Peopled
by a few venerables like Louis Hayes and Slide Hampton
this septet rounds into form. This live date in Berlin is
an energetic cross between combo and big band as the
four man horn section trades licks over the three man
rhythm team. Nice.)

Brian Taylor/RCA APL 1-2161 (Taylor is a well groomed,
pop rocker who at times makes his way to usefulness.
Tinges of country surface too. The arrangements make
the difference. An overly noisy pressing is unfortunate,)

Various Artists /GUITAR PLAYER/MCA 2-6002 (A rather
unique idea records several of today's guitar masters.,
Though Leonard Feather attempted to get a cross section
of guitarists he has come up strongly on the unliberated
side. The heavier players tend to lead off each side
followed by the mellowists., There are at least two more
Lps in this concept given the missing notables. )

Billy Vera/OUT OF THE DARKNESS/Midsong International
BKL 1-2219 (Almost hip rock, almost country, almost
MOR. Not possible you say. .. just listen. The album
lacks a forceful direction, Still, its last couple tracks
are most usable,)
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FRINGE ALBUMS CONTINUED

John Wagne: Coalition/SHADES OF BROWN/Koala KSTS5003
(These warm, rather than hot, versions of James
Brown's music have no discernable purpose. The songs
chosen, for the most part, come from Brown's least
vital period and they add little to the musical landscape.
We can't complain about the funky execution just the
reasons for doing it.)

The Phil Woods Six/LIVE/RCA BGL 2-2202 {Though this
is a live set, to its credit, it doesn't have that quality
of an unplanned, random jam. These fellows play to-
gether often and it shows.

With concentrated emphasis on playlists, how many
records a station is playing and which r2cords of the

great mass are being played, format details sometimes
get set aside, Complicated by the fact that progressive
radio is a far more potent medium at nizht than in the
morning, the morning has typically been a time that

little thought has gone into, Fortunately, the groundwork
for pregressive morning radio has been laid in the other
music formats. It is more a matter of adapting and adjust-
ing than creating and inventing.

We know, for example, from Top 40 and MOR formats
that the morning is a very ritualistic time in the lives of
people. They get up at the same time everyday and quickly
become habituated to a radio signal which offers informa-
