Al keeps the fusion 
torch sparkling with uplifting melodies 
and with lots of rhythm movement.) 

Les Dudek/GHOST TOWN PARADE/ 
Columbia SC 35088 ( He's got it going both 
ways, Les is a top notch guitarist at the 
same time that he possesses a super 
singing voice. He also is able to write a 
quality song. Wrongly, he likes to bury 
his voice in billowing production. " Central 
Park," "Gonna Move" and "Does Anybody 
Care" stand out. ) 

Brian Eno/BEFORE gz AFTER SCIENCE/ 
Island ILPS 9478 (Eno is a known eccen-
tric. He comes inside enough to use the 3 
minute song format while he infects the 
songs with his eccentricity. More than 
just good, each song becomes an adven-
ture. Imaginuity.) 

Jethro Tull/HEAVY HORSES/Chrysalis 
CHR ll75 ( The rediscovered, resilient 
Tull sound of last album maintains itself 
in Heavy Horses. Ian's post-traditional 
rock seems to lean into the wind. That 
attack is the key to the delivery system. 
It helps fine tunes get a good ride.) 

David Johansen/Blue Sky JZ 34926 ( Cros-
sing the Stones and new wave yields the 
current Johansen hybrid form. Though 
none of the songs which follow " Funky But 
Chic" get off the same way, the attitude 
of the whole album hits the mark. "Lonely 
Tenement" is special too.) 

MERIT PLUS ALBUMS CONTINUED  

Frankie Miller/DOUBLE TROUBLE/ 
Chrysalis CHR 1174 (With Jack Douglas 
producing, Frankie's music hardens 
somewhat and he is pushed to sound Rod 
Stewartish. That is all fine because the 
underlying power of his songs guarantees 
success. Frankie Miller sings with an 
internalized rhythm and blues tradition to 
anchor his every inflection.) 

Carly Simon/BOYS IN THE TREES/Elektra 
6E-128 (A better collection of songs - when 
taken as a whole - than Carly usually 
delivers. .Arif Mardin's production never 
falters, so except for some excess sweet-
ening, the album comes off with an air of 
class. A notable attention to detail pre-
vails.) 

Ringo Starr/BAD BOY/Portrait JR 35378 
(Such a good pop album. Bad Boy wraps 
around Ringo like a cellophane suit. The 
choice of material is central, while the 
arrangements surround and encase Ringo's 
basic singing voice. Vinnie Poncia's pro-
duction is perfect for the occasion. Fun.) 

U.K. / Polydor PD 1-6146 (For a symphonic 
rock amalgome they are not overly pomp-
ous. Their tunes are the standard polyglots 
which we have heard before from these 
types. It is this band's robust playing 
which generates the dynamism. The list of 
bands from which Bruford, Wetton, Holds-
worth and Jobson come is impressive.) 

MERIT ALBUMS  

Auracle/GLIDER/Chrysalis CHR 1172 
(Auracle is a band of jazz and rock fusion-
ists who take a little from the many who 
ran the gauntlet before. Some from Chase, 
Weather Report and 'Trane yields another 
thing. Produced by Teo Macero, who has 
worked with Miles for years, Auracle 
sounds whipped into shape. You may not 
whistle their tunes but, you will whistle 
their playmanship.) 

Bobby Bare/BARE/Columbia KC 35314 
(Though he has been around for years, 
Bobby is part of the new country spirit, the 
real country spirit. Many of the right 
names contributed to his new album, too. 
But, the biggest contribution is made by 
ten round, naturally howned songs, most 
written by Shel Silverstein.) 

Dickey Betts 8z Great Southern/ATLANTA'S 
BURNING DOWN/Arista AB 4168 ( The first 
Betts solo album hit a responsive chord 
because it rekindled the old Allman Bros. 
feeling. This album, wl.ile it is very nice, 
does not move with quite the same spark. 
That is not to say that it fails in any way.) 
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
