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Arvin Industries and the Hopalong Cassidy Radio

PART 1
A COMPANY HISTORY

BY WILLIAM P. SURECK

When radio collectors see a little metal Arvin
radio for sale at a swap meet or auction, they
tend to give it a curious glance, perhaps a quick
once-over, then pass it by in favor of the more
popular or historically significant radio models.

While it seems that Arvin radios are less popu-
larly collected than some other brands, the im-
portance of the company to the radio consumer
should not be overlooked. Arvin found its niche in
the marketplace and became a sales leader to a
segment of the radio buying public.

The company that manufactured Arvin radios
was known as Noblitt-Sparks Industries. Arvin/
Noblitt-Sparts Industries had its start in Indian-
apolis, Indiana, where it was organized as a part-
nership on January 1, 1919, under the name
Indianapolis Air Pump Co. The company's first
product was a hand -operated auto tire pump
which it sold to Ford Motors and others.

An adaptation of the last name of founders
Quintin Noblitt, an engineer -inventor, and Frank
Sparks, a salesman -businessman, (see Figures
1 & 2) became Noblitt-Sparks Industries in 1927.
By this time, the company was making a name
for itself in the automotive industry with its prod-
ucts, most notably an auto heater.

The Arvin trade name was originally the last
name of Richard Arvin, an inventor and sales-
man who sold Noblitt and Sparks on the idea of
his auto heater. The assets of his "Arvin Heater
Co. were sold to Noblitt-Sparks after his com-
pany folded in 1922. The Arvin name was re -

tained for use on consumer goods, and was later
adapted as the company name (in 1950) to elimi-

nate consumer confusion with
the Noblitt-Sparks name.

By 1931, Noblitt-Sparks had
moved its general offices to
Columbus, Indiana.

Already a name in the auto
industry, Noblitt-Sparks/Arvin
began production of auto radios
in 1933. In 1934, production of
home -use radios began. Then
in 1937, a Mr. A. D. Silva, a
former chief engineer for Atwa-
ter Kent went to work for Arvin.
He is said to have really
launched the company into the
home entertainment industry.
Silva designed a complete line
of radios from a two -tube metal
cabinet set to large consoles
and chairside models. Produc-
tion also began in 1937 on a
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Figure 3. Saturday Evening Post, April 1952.
radio -phonograph console wtih automatic tuning.

That same year, thirty-three models were of-
fered. These ranged in price from $19.95 to
$175. However, it was the Mighty Mite set that
kept the company in the radio business in 1938
when a recession within a depression business
slump occurred. The Mighty Mite sets were sold
to jobbers for as little as $4.10. Thousands of
these sets were sold duiring the last years of the
1930's.

Because of the recession, the number of radio
models offered was reduced from 33 to 9. A
decision was reached to concentrate on popu-
larly priced table models, including newly offered
portables.

Incidentally, 1938 marked the first year that
Arvin offered metal cabinet radios for sale. It

became one of the few companies ever to offer
metal radios. Arvin sold these models from 1938-
41 and 1945 -mid -1950s. Also in the 1930s, Arvin
began advertising its products in leading publica-
tions such as Colliers, Liberty and the Saturday
Evening Post (see Figure 3.)

In 1941, shortly before the outbreak of World
War II, Arvin's consumer products division began
production of private brand merchardise for out-
lets such as Sears and its Silvertone brand. Dur-
ing the war, Arvin produced radio communica-
tions devices and a number of other goods for
the government.

Six days after Truman's victory announcement
in 1945, Noblitt-Sparks/Arvin produced its first
radio since 1941 -a Sears Commentator. It sold
for $9.95 and was advertised as "the choice of
leading radio commentators H. V. Kaltenborn
and Lowell Thomas." About 300,000 of these
sets were sold before production ceased.

By 1946, the number of radio models in-

creased from three to eleven. That year saw the
start of AM/FM radio production as well.

Arvin joined the rapidly developing television
manufacturing industry by producing black and
white television sets starting in 1949. Although
Arvin went on to begin production of color televi-
sions in 1954, the company ceased TV produc-
tion the following year, citing low profit margins
as a reason for the pull out.

By 1951, Arvin was listed among the top half -
dozen manufacturers of radio sets. In 1954, the
company announced that its four -millionth tube
radio had come off the assembly line. As a fore-
shadowing of the decline of the tube radio, Arvin
came out with an all -transistor radio in 1956.

A new company trademark was introduced in
1957, consisting of the company name spelled in
block letters with a bar beneath the letters. This
trademark was usually presented in red, but
other colors were apparently used.

By the beginning of the 1960s, Arvin was pro-
ducing 10% of all the radios produced in the
United States. Arvin, a highly diversified manu-
facturer, is still headquartered in Columbus, Indi-
ana.

The first thing one sees on entering Arvin's
main office is a display case that contains a mint
condition red Hopalong Cassidy radio next to an
array of other products the company has pro-
duced through the years. Radios were reportedly
assembled some forty years earlier in the base-
ment of that building.

And across the U.S., Arvin's radios of yester-
day have undoubtedly returned to basements
and attics, awaiting rediscovery by collectors.

ARVIN INDUSTRIES MODEL 441-T

HOPALONG CASSIDY RADIO
BY RICHARD ARNOLD

Twice daily, as the lights go
dramatically dim and thou-
sands of awestruck children
lean forward expectantly, the
echoing loudspeakers of the
touring Cole Brothers' Circus
blare a magic message: Fifteen
years ago a great legendary
character of western fiction
stepped onto the screens of
thousands of theaters through-
out the world. Today, via radio
and television, he has been
welcomed into every home in
the country. His principles ac-
tion, courage, honesty and fair
play have made him the be-
loved idol of children every-
where and..." (Spotlights con-
verge on the entrance to the
arena, the gum chewing is
stilled.)... 'The outstanding personality in the
world today! Cole Brothers' Circus takes pride in
presenting, in person, William Boyd - Hopalong
Cassidy!!" Around the arena and into the ring at a
slow trot on his horse Topper, rides a smiling
man in all black western rig, dazzling in silver
spurs and six shooters, waving a big black ten-
gallon hat.

For those of you who do not know who Hopa-
long Cassidy was, that was a little insight. For the
rest of us who did know him, or even better got to
meet him, as I did, this will perhaps bring back
some fond memories.

Because of his tremendous popularity, many
companies were eager to sign Hoppy to con-
tracts promoting their products. In fact, there
were so many black Hoppy western outfits made
that for a time the United States had a shortage
of black dye.

Arvin Industries, Inc. managed to sign Hoppy

to a contract to put his name
and image on one of its radios
- the now collectible Model
441-T of 1950/51 vintage. A
sales distributor convention
was kicked off in Chicago, Illi-
nois, in the early part of 1950.
A salesman by the name of
Paul Tanner, who I inter-
viewed for this article, was as-
signed the task of promoting
the sales of the new radio.
This he did quite well. Tall,
with boyish good looks, he cut
a striking figure as the Arvin
Industries' version of Hopa-
long Cassidy the cowboy hero.
Dressed all in black, under a
wide brimmed black Stetson
with big pearl -handled six
shooters on his side, he sold
Hopalong Cassidy radios for

Arvin about as fast as Hoppy could draw his
guns.

Only 90,000 radios were made. They were all
produced in 1950 and the first six months of

1951. Production runs were in 10,000 unit incre-
ments. The first 10,000 radios were made like
Figure 1, showing Topper with both legs in a
raised position.

Mr. Tanner met with Hoppy in Detroit shortly
after this first production run and found a very
angry cowboy. Apparently, Hoppy did not like this
original style as it showed inhumane treatment to
horses. Mr. Tanner told me that the style was
changed to that in Figure 2 as quickly as possible
and prior to the second production run. The bal-
ance of 80,000 radios were made in the straight
right leg version.

The Model 441-T is a four -tube superhet AC/
DC that measures 8 1/2 x 5 3/16 x 3 5/8. The
front panel is made of a heavy gauge tin foil
pressed into the image of Hoppy and his horse
Topper. On the rear (See Figure 3) of the all
metal radio is a plate that covers most of the rear
opening. This plate has a saddle stamped into it
which has a slightly protruding pommel that the
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antenna wire is looped over,
like a real cowboy lariat. This
antenna, called a lariatenna, is
20 feet long and has a suction
cup attached to the end.

Two colors of radios were
made: Fire -engine red and
black. I was not able to find out
how many of each color were
made.

Arvin wholesaled the radios
for $10.08, and they retailed
for $12.95 up to $16.95.

When contacted, the com-
pany was unable to find any
files or information on the ra-
dio. It had all been disposed of
long ago. However, many
thanks go to Ms. Peggy Wil- Figure 3. Rear
liams at Arvin (to whom I talked
many times) for her help and for introducing me
to Mr. Paul Tanner, Arvin's "Mr. Hopalong Cas-
sidy." Mr. Tanner provided me with information
that made this article more interesting and infor-
mative.

Oh, by the way, don't bother asking Ms. Wil-
liams or Mr. Tanner if they know where any un-
opened boxes of Hoppy radios are; they don't,
darn it, I already asked.

Attach the suction cup to the window glass - or the bunk-
house wall if Mom will let you. And, listen, Pardner, don't
attach the tariatenne to a water pipe, or radiatoror the like.
Those things are what they call "grounded- and this radio is
designed to operate without a ground connection.

Turn the knob in the lower left corner 'till it clicks. The farther
you turn the konb, the more power you feed in -and the more
volume you get. The other knob is for tuning in the stations.

The Solar Model CC -1-60
How often has the seller of

an inoperative radio told you
that it, "Just needs a tube"?
Rarely is this the case. Most
often the cause of trouble in an
old set is the failure of one or
more capacitors. By their very
design, electrolytic and paper
capacitors (and oil filled ca-
pacitors made in the late for-
ties and early fifties) are un-
stable and vulnerable to fail-
ure. Capacitors were a high
failure item even when only a
few years old.

Fortunately, modern manu-
facturing techniques and ma-
terials have made more stable
designs of capacitors avail-
able. Modern electrolytics are
still unstable, but are much
better than before. Old mica
capacitors rarely give trouble
as their design and compo-
nents are not prone to failure.

Many collectors routinely re-
place all of the electrolytic,
paper and oil filled capacitors
(at least those with any high
voltage across them) in every
set that they restore. They feel
that even though the capacitor
is working fine now, it is just a
matter of time before it fails.
While an open capacitor may
just cause a set to be inopera-
tive or operate poorly, a
shorted capacitor can destroy
the power transformer or other component rather
quickly, requiring an expensive repair. Other col-
lectors feel that a set should be kept as original
as possible, and that only failed components
should be repaired or replaced. To be able to test
a suspected capacitor properly, a capacitor
checker is needed.

TESTING IN THE THIRTIES

A good example of the capacitor checkers that
were available in the thirties is the Solar Model
CC -1-60 Capacitor Analyzer. This instrument
was made by the Solar Manufacturing Corpora-
tion in New York. It will test capacitors from
.00001 mfd. to 70 mfd. over three ranges and
from 25 mfd. to 800 mfd. over an additional high
range. Leakage tests are made at 100, 200, 400
and 550 volts. In addition, resistances could be

measured from 50 ohms to 5 megohms over two
ranges. (Please remember at that time the letter
"M" stood for 1000, like the Roman numeral, and
"Meg" stood for million on many old pieces of test
equipment; not the "K" for 1000 and "M" for mil-
lion that we use today.)

The analyzer finds the value of a capacitor (or
resistor) by use of an electrical circuit called a
"bridge," comparing the unknown capacitor (or
resistor) under test with one of known value.
When the bridge is "balanced," the value of the
unknown can be determined by reading the dial
(which gives the value of the know component.)
The 6E5 electric eye tube is used as an indicator
to show when the bridge is balanced.

The panel, of metal, is well designed for easy
use. It is made to be used with banana plugs. The
power cord uses a nonstandard plug to attach it
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to the base of the instrument. (An electric shaver
cord can be used if the holes are opened up.)
Changing from resistance to capacitance read-
ings or vice versa is accomplished by moving
one of the test leads. The cabinet is made of solid
oak and, as it was designed for portable use, has
provisions for storing two extra tubes used in the
bridge circuit in the lid. The handle is a flat strap
of leather.

USING THE ANALYZER

The use of the analyzer is
easy and straightforward. To test
capacitors, turn the unit ON and
insert the test leads into the
proper receptacle marked
"COND." If the capacitor to be
checked is in a circuit (still
mounted in a radio), one side
has to be disconnected. Note: this analyzer
should not be used to test capacitors while they
are connected into a circuit as erroneous read-
ings will be the result.

Set the POWER FACTOR control to the PA-
PER -MICA setting for all non -electrolytic capaci-
tors, even ones of modern materials. For electro-
lytics, the pointer should initially be set at
ELECTROLYTIC.

Rotate the LEAKAGE switch clockwise to the
number that corresponds to the highest voltage
which is below the rated voltage for the capacitor.
Position "0" is ground, position "1" has 100 volts,
position "2" has 200 volts, position "3" has 400
volts and position "4" has 550 volts. If the capaci-
tor is unmarked, then determine how much volt-
age is across the capacitor and use the next
highest setting. If the neon indicator light stays on
or flashes quickly, the capacitor is leaky or
shorted. If there is no, or very little flashing, the
capacitor is good. On large value capacitors, wait
a few seconds for the light to go out as it takes a
while for the capacitor to charge. With polarized
electrolytic capacitors, be sure that the polarity is
correct.

Next, rotate the switch to the red multiplier or
black "H" (high) scale that corresponds to the
value of the capacitor to be tested. Rotate the
large knob slowly until the eye closes as far as
possible. This will give you the value of the ca-
pacitor if it is still good. Discard any capacitor that
reads 20% or more below its rated value. If the
eye closes only at the end of the scale, the
capacitor is shorted or open as per the reading.

As you can see, this analyzer is also useful
when the value of a capacitor is unknown. One
can find the value by trying the various scales
until the eye closes (provided the capacitor is still
functional).

With electrolytics, after the value is ascer-
tained, rotate the "Power Factor control until
greatest variation in the eye is reached. This will
give you the power factor, in percent, of the
electrolytic capacitor. If the power factor exceeds
20%, the capacitor has become inefficient and
should be replaced.

Testing for resistance is even easier. First, in-
sert the probes into the receptacles marked RES,
rotate the left switch to the proper resistance

multiplier, attach the probes to the resistance,
and rotate the dial until the eye closes.

Another use for the analyzer is to repair vari-
able tuning condensers. Often the aluminum
plates of some tuning condensers oxide with
age. The oxidation forms hairlike protrusions on
the plates that are conductive. This will either
completely short out the tuner or cause it to
operate noisily. To remove this oxidation, first
isolate the tuning condenser from the rest of the
circuit and attach one of the probes to the rotor

and one to the stator. Plug in the
probes into the COND recep-
tacles on the panel, and set the
left switch to position "4". Turn on
the analyzer, and rock the tuning
condenser from stop to stop. You
will hear a crackling sound and
see little flashes as the "hairs"

are arced off. The leakage light will also flash.
Continue doing this until there are no more
flashes or crackles. Reattach the condenser to
the tuning circuit, and it should work fine and
quietly! Some repairmen used house current to
arc condensers, but AC tends to pit the plates
more than DC. Also, the output of the analyzer is
of a higher voltage and therefore more effective.

REPAIRING THE ANALYZER

As with most test equipment, the Solar Ca-
pacitor Analyzer was ruggedly built, and repairs
are few and simple. Quite often the capacitors in
the unit have failed, and they should be replaced.
Try to replace them with as close to original

in the 6E5 tube socket is open, and the eye will
not function. Other resistors may be bad, espe-
cially if the instrument has been abused.

While you are in there, it is a good idea to
clean all of the contacts on the switches and
controls. The tubes should be tested. If the 6E5 is
dim, it can often be brought back to original bril-
liance by hooking up to a television picture tube
rejuvenator and zapping it. You will have to rig up
an adaptor, but the results are worth the trouble.

One Grand Plastic Polish is good for cleaning
both the knobs and the painted, metal panel. The
felt around the edges can be replaced with green
felt available at any yard goods store or "contact"
felt can be used. (Contact felt is easy as one side
is sticky and can be easily pressed into place. It is
available in many hardware variety stores.)

The brown leather handle was just a flat piece
of leather with "ears" on the ends. Any cobbler
should be able to make one. (By the way, it is
wise not to pick up any old equipment by the
leather handles as the weight will often break the
handle.) Saddle soap, followed by Neatsfoot Oil
will revitalize the leather. Many applications of oil
will be needed if the leather is dry.

As you can see, a capacitor analyzer is a nice
piece of equipment to have for radio repair and
restoration given the high failure rate of vintage
capacitors.

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2: WITH THE COLLECTORS

The First Magnavox - Model TRF 5

It looked like the usual uninteresting 1928 five
tuber until I saw the stacks of brown pancakes
inside. That did it. I took it home.

1924 was the year Magnavox expanded its
line of speakers, amplifiers and tubes to include
radios - the TRF 50 with built-in speaker, and the
TRF 5, identical but without speaker. Outside.
the TRF 5 looks more like 1928, with feet, pilas-
ters and heavy moldings - all in a rustic dul
walnut finish. Its one -dial tuning was almos:
unique, see Figure 1.

1924 was also the year when the Superhetero-
dyne really began setting per-
formance standards. While most
manufacturers struggled for
modest improvements in ordi-
nary circuits, Magnavox brought
out its "highly perfected tuned
radio frequency circuit" which
was something of a hare among
the tortoises.

It tunes with variometers, not
variable condensers. (See Fig-
ure 2) The result is much above
average sensitivity at low fre-
quencies, with some sacrifice at
the high end. The yariometers
each consist of one fixed and

one rotating pair of flat D -shaped coils spaced
about 3/16" apart. Each section is a flat spiral of
30 turns of silk -covered no. 24 or 25 wire, con-
tained between two bakelite stampings, one
about 1/6" thick, one much thinner. They are held
together by a 'ew metal clips at the edges. There
must be some strong adhesive rigidifying the
turns (airplane dope?), as they are not now well
adhered to the bakelite, but are evidently quite
solid and secure. They are resonated by con-
densers that look like trimmers, and which have
slender white porcelain knobs above the chassis,

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for occasional user ac-
cess. (When the var-
iometers are well aligned
mechanically, there is
seldom a need to read-
just the condensers.)

The ganging is by
stamped heavy sheet
metal racks and pinions.
Intermittent ground con-
nections among the
parts as well as backlash
are prevented by two ex-
tension springs applying
opposing torque to
drums on the outboard
variometers. It all works
beautifully, and the "one-

dial" tuning is smooth
and easy. Selectivity
from 1000 kHz down is
amazing, almost as
good as a superhet of
the period. It is difficult to
judge the top of the
range, because I tested
this set one mile from a
50 KW, 1200 kHz sta-
tion, and other locals at
1030 and 1060 are al-
most as powerful.

The elegant chassis
design and workman-
ship show emphasis on
production engineering
rather than hand assem-
bly of stock parts. Most
were made by or ex-
pressly for Magnavox:
audios, capacitors, tube
sockets, and of course
the variometers.

This set needed only
some weak solder joints
remelted, along with
realignment, to come
alive impressively. Fine
tuning was noisy, and
there was a tendency to

go in and out of regen-
eration erratically. Re-
placing the missing anti -
backlash springs com-
pletely cured both.

Tuning range is lim-
ited to a ratio of about 2
1/2 to 1, such as 550-
1270 kHz, 590 to 1360,
etc., according to the lim-
its chosen on the adjust-
able capacitors. This
was no hardship in 1924,
although it may have
made these sets obso-
lete soon after. However,
an important design
change was made in
early production which
allowed the coil sections
to be more closely
spaced. This has the ef-
fect of widening the
range of inductance and
extending the tuning
range upward apprecia-
bly. (Early version has
four -legged spider coil
mounts; later version has
two straight -edge metal
strips supporting full
length of coil panels to
prevent warping.)

High gain at low frequencies is due to large inductance of variometers
when at max. - about three times that normally used with tuning condens-
ers. C1, C2, C3 are correspondingly small. Inherent loss of sensitivity at
high frequencies is partly offset by use of the r.f.c. plate load for the first
tubes, whose gain therefore rises with frequency.

In the unusual second stage, a small portion of the variometer serves as
plate load without sacrifice to se?ectivity. Rider's shows second variometer
grounded at a tap (dotted here). Not so in this early specimen (serial 1525).
Probably a production change adding some neutralization to minimize
tendency to oscillate at low frequencies - not highs as in normal t. r. f.'s.

Here Come the Consoles
BY DAVE CROCKER

Its time had come.
It had to happen.
There was nothing left to collect.
First, there were the early collectors who

filled their shelves with early spark and
wireless gear with little competition.
Next followed the expected transition
to early broadcast receivers and
crystal sets. The few collectors
there had a field day! Early Grebe,
Federal, Atwater Kent, Paragon,
Amrad, Radiola and Zenith sets
were there for as little as 10 to 20
dollars. A.C. Sets? Never!

But, as the radio collector ranks
grew, the cathedral became rec-
ognized as a "worth having" item.
As prices neared the hundred -dollar mark, those
with less to spend began picking up early A.G. re-
ceivers . . . and the once rejected "tombstone"
appeared on collectors' shelves. . . but only the
big names like AK, Philco, RCA, etc.

I remember seeing an article in the Capitalist
Reporter in 1973 stating that "round -tops are
worth investing your $15-$20 on"... and predicted
that a Philco 90 would bring as much as $100 in
the near future. I said then... "NEVER!" What I
say now is, "Never can I afford one."

If I had it to do all over again... that is, if I could
go back to 1970 when I started to collect, I would
concentrate on the cathedral radio. Oh, the mod-
els that slipped through my fingers! Here's hop-
ing that someone out there writes an Alan
Douglas type book illustrating all the cathedrals.

We collectors put a big period after the tomb-
stone. "That's all that's worth collecting," we said,
and for a while it was true. Then interest in the
novelty radios opened up the oddball sets. Some
collected only grandfather clock radios. Prices
climbed higher. AK breadboards reached $200.
Wireless became extinct, and early broadcast
receivers seemed a little harder to come by.
More collectors and more competition saw some
collectors turning to the communication receiv-
ers/transmitters of the 30's and 40's. And
wouldn't you just know, some guy out on the
West Coast started collecting early television
sets! Our first thoughts were that TV collecting
would lower the esteem of the antique radio
hobby. But we were all mistaken. Just notice
what a TRK-12 brings today!

Next an incredible leap took place. Catalin and
mirrored radios made us turn heads. So fast did
their prices climb that before most of us could
identify one, the prices were out of sight! Can you
imagine... a plastic -type radio worth more than
an AK Model 5? Or a DeForest Interpanel?

Radio speakers and mi-
crophones took their turn as
collectors specialized in
them. Then followed interest in
what I used °gab to step over at flea
markets - the multi -band sets like Zenith Trans-
Oceanics.

Then came interest in transistors, then a new
look at all those passed -over wooden radios of
the 30's and 40's, probably due to new collectors'
frustrations in not finding or being able to afford
"what every collector should have."

And now auctions are listing ansi Selling, those
streamlined colored plastic sets of the 50's and
60's. And to think I once believed that if it wasn't
shown in Flick of the Switch, it was not worth
collecting.

So that's it? No, not yet. A new phase has just
started. Remember those consoles we all
thought took up too much space? Well, start
grabbing while you can... because prices have
already started to climb on sets like the "Big
Black Dial Zeniths," early push-button Zeniths,
most Atwater Kents, Spartons, sets with eight or
more tubes, and so on.

Probably interest will arise from just reading
this article, but be our own judge. You'll have to
admit, back then there were some real nice ex-
amples of classic radios, produced as fine pieces
of handcrafted furniture.. probably to please the
lady of the house. It is a segment of the history of
radio that should not be overlooked. I can only
wonder what will be collected... after consoles.

Well, that's what the next wave must be, so
excuse me while I go home and push all my table
radios closer together to make room for some
consoles. I won't be caught sleeping this time!

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BOOK REVIEW

Guide To Old Radios - Pointers, Pictures and Prices
by David and Betty Johnson

REVIEWED BY DAVE CROCKER

This Guide To Old Radios - Pointers, Pictures
and Prices is the reference book I wished were
around when I started to collect radios some
twenty years ago. I had to wait a few years until
the publication of McMahon's Vintage Radio
which I wore out while memorizing its material.
The newer or beginning collector desires as
much information as possible about this exciting
hobby . . . and this book fills this need.

While many of the books out today may focus
on one specific area of the hobby such as early
manufacturers, tubes, speakers, TV or ham gear,
this one covers a wide spectrum. There are
chapters describing the history of radio, the
basics of radio's workings, broadcasting, dating
sets, how to find them, a price guide and a listing
of books for further reading and assistance.
Invaluable reading as our hobby grows and well
worth the $16.95 investment.

The book reads well, with nice large
and ads to complement the text. So

interesting is it, that I'm willing to bet that if
anyone picks it up and scans it, they will become
hooked on the hobby. Antique dealers will
probably grab this guide for pricing what they
have or will find ... an already difficult task for the
non -collector. But as we know, this can be both
good and bad ... less and less outlandish prices,
but fewer steals as well.

This second Johnson guide on antique radios
shows much improvement over their first effort -
Antique Radios, Restoration and Price Guide,
published in 1982. This first book had a few flaws
such as sets with incorrect knobs, a few incorrect
dates and some misleading prices, which the
advanced enthusiast noticed right away. Most of
this has been corrected, but the price guide will
always be a subject of contention. Most price
guides usually are. The price guide will also date
this book, for, as expected, in a year or so, prices
will change.

At first, the many post -1940 radios shown and
priced surprised me. But remember, friends,
these are the sets collectors come across at flea
markets, yard sales and antique shops now. A
great deal of the earlier items are becoming
harder and harder to find nowadays. Radios after
1940 are just what the starting collector finds and
wants to document. A great deal of the action in
this hobby will probably be in this era of
manufacture in a short time.

While this book does not elaborate on early
wireless equipment, communication receivers or
televisions, I heartily recommend it for everyone:
