EDITOR’'S COMMENTS

The more leisurely pace of summer may allow a
little relaxing time for in-depth reading. Two of our
articles this month will fill that bill. Both Frank White
and Daniel Schoo present well-researched material
on obscure companies worthy of collector attention.

When Frank White added the two Webster Elec-
tric Company sets featured in his article to his
antique radio collection, he was little aware of how
difficult researching the company would be. How-
ever, he rose to the challenge and found out that,
although the company exists today in Racine, Wis-
consin, as Danfoss Fluid Power, Inc., its foray into
radio was shortlived. Frank's research was far-
reaching. It even involved a trip to Racine and visits
to the Wisconsin Racine County Historical Scciety
and Museum and the Racine Public Library.

Another labor-of-love project is reported by Daniel
Schoo in his article on the United Reproducers
Corporation Kylectron electrostatic speaker. Daniel
undertook both the research on the company and
the restoration of a friend's unusual, but badly dete-
riorating 1929 speaker. Because original materials
were not available, Daniel's task included finding
modern materials appropriate to the restoration.
Electrostatic speakers are still sold today to the
audiophile seeking the ultimate in high fidelity

Both of these articles are the result of extensive
research and effort. In the case of the Webster
Electric Co., even the museum historians did not
know that the company had ever produced radios.
Thus, Frank White's work represents a contribution
to Racine's history, as well as to radio history.

We hope that articles such as these will encour-
age collectors to undertake similarly complex resto-
ration and research projects. Of course, assem-
bling the resuits in an article for A.R.C. dissemi-
nates the fruits of your labors and encourages oth-
ers to attack a major project.

Paul Bourbin in his Vintage Test Equipment arti-
cle describes equipment available to the home tink-
erer. “Everyman’s Test Equipment” describes the
use of watchcase and multi range meters, as well
as home tube and other testers.

Dwane Stevens suggests an alternative to an
outdoor antenna — your indoor AC house wiring.
He shows how this can be simply implemented and
describes products sold in the 1920s which took
advantage of this technique.

We report on the Northland Antique Radio Club
Radio Daze '93 Meet and Auction in Bloomington,
Minnesota, on May 21-22, 1993, and on the Ruder
Vintage Radio Estate Auction in Seville, Ohio, on
May 8, 1993.

This month, we include another recently pub-
lished book on radio cabinet restoration — The
Weekend Refinisher by Bruce Johnson. In a ciearly
written style, Johnson explains not only how to
determine the finish on your radio but also how to

restore the old finish. He presents numerous ap-
proaches to refinishing. Reviewer Howard Stone
highly recommends this book.

Two short items are included this month — Ken
Burton gives us tips for shipping radios and Mat-
thew Jacobs reports that the Bunnell Company is
alive and well.

The Phote Review this month shows the very
rare Clapp-Eastham Type D receiver, which was
manufactured in 1914. Also shown are a variety of
sets, including several 1960s transistor sets. Radio
Miscellanea contains several letters which continue
the discussion on Cramolin and Quietrole, report on
the demise of a wood dye supplier, and suggest
that advertisers include prices in their ads. Several
comments or our April Fool parody — The Elimina-
tor — are also included.

Ethics in Collecting. At the recent Antique Ra-
dio Club of America Meet in Huntington, West Vir-
ginia, | participated in a panel discussion entitled
“Ethics in Collecting.” | reported on some of the
ethical issues we at A.R.C. observe from telephone
and written correspondence with our readers. Over
2,000 pieces of mail monthly give A.R.C. a good
view of ethics in the radio collecting field.

At the seminar, the discussion ranged from how
to respond to a noncollector who asks what an item
you want to buy is worth, to the ethics of interchang-
ing chassis and cabinets. A major issue is the ap-
pearance in “he marketplace of reproductions that
may at first be sold as such. The concern, however,
is that, since the cabinets are not marked as repro-
ductions, later buyers must depend on the ethics of
the seller/buyer chain to know what they are buying.

The Antique Radio Club of America is to be
commended for bringing these issues to the fore-
front. A.R.C. invites comments on these and other
ethical issues.

Radio Events. This month we complete the list-
ing we began last month of antique radio organiza-
tions — details are included for 15 foreign organiza-
tions. A.R.C. is committed to providing information
on all clubs, both within and outside the U. S. Be
sure to keep us up-to-date on your club and its
activities, as well on any new organizations.

With 30 meets listed for July, we urge you to try
to make it to one ormore. A.R.C. plans to attend the
Nashua, N.F., and Lansing Mich., meets in July.

ON THE COVER

1923 Webster Electric Company Type 2A regen-
erative recewer. Frank’s article on the company
and its obscure 1-tube set and associated 2-tube
audio amplifier begins on the following page.

The Webster Electric Company, founded in
1909 by Towner K. Webster, began operations in
a rented one-room shop in Tiffin, Ohio. Webster
had previously established the Webster Manu-
facturing Company for the production of single-
cylinder gasoline engines in his hometown of
Chicago, lllinois. Seeing a potential for magnetos
— an important component to his engine — he
chartered his new venture as the Hertz Electric
Company on March 26, 1909, under the laws of
West Virginia. On July 22 of the same year, he
changed the name to the Webster Electric Compa-
ny after discovering that the Hertz name already
existed and was also in the magneto business.

By 1911, Webster's first successful product
was a low tension magneto known as the Web-
ster tri-polar oscillator and used in farm engines.
After several disastrous floods of the nearby
Sandusky River in the spring of 1913, along with
the loss of his building lease, Webster decided to
move his company closer to home. He selected
Racine, Wisconsin, and there in the early 1920s,
one of Webster's many diversified business inter-
ests became broadcast radio receivers.

In 1921, the country was entering an economic
recession. Since Webster's magneto design was
becoming obsolete, company profits were drop-
ping. The following year, the company made its
first radio-related products with a small line of
parts, such as coils, battery clips, variable con-

densers, and binding posts for builders and ex-
perimenters. By late 1922, the company had de-
cided to expand its radio parts business and to
manwfacture receivers.

In February 1923, Webster advertised the Type

2A 1-tube receiving set, shown in Figures 1 and
2. In a cabinet identical to the DeForest DT-700
is a well made, quality receiver which sold for
$30. The main tuning dial controls a sturdy, cast
aluminum frame capacitor. The grid-leak resistor
is located on the front panel under the nickel-
plated cover near the headphone binding posts.
The ‘“resistor” is comprised of graphite pencil
marks between the two terminals located under
the cover. The rear view of the Type 2A chassis
can be seen In Figure 3.

The company's prior manufacturing experience
was apparent in the construction of this set. The
operating instructions were printed on a card
pasted inside the removable top lid. The opaning
sentence proclaims that “This set is of the non-
regenerative type and Is equipped with primary
and secondary tuning coils.” Despite these claims,
the electrical design was unquestionably regen-
erative. The schematic in Figure 4 shows the feed-
back coupling between the plate and grid circuit.

Like many of the 1-tube set manufacturers of that
era, a 2-stage audio frequency amplifier was also
available. Webster's magazine ad in Figure 5 shows
the Type 2A receiver along with the 3B amplifierin a
matching cabinet with a headphone compartment.

According to these ads, other radio apparatus was
available, including different receivers.

The smali physical style of the 1-tube Webster
Electric Company audio amplifier, shown in Fig-
ure 6, suggests that it could have been a com-
panion for a crystal set. The cabinet top is hinged,
and all binding post connections protrude through
the rear. An interesting feature of this single-
stage amplifier is the brown glazed porcelain
tube socket and filament rheostat which are mold-
ed together as one piece, as shown in Figure 7.
Also included in the mold is the name “WEB-
STER,” although in order to see it, the front panel
must be removed.

As a company, Webster focused its resources
on mechanical rather than electrical design. Turn-
ing away from receiver manufacturing, the com-
pany continued producing several products in its
radio parts line. lIts inactive coil winding machin-
ery from the dying magneto business was put to
use constructing audio transformers and coils on
a jobber basis for other radio manufacturers.

By 1926, the company had updated its coil
winding equipment and was doing a consider-
able business, which peaked around 1929. it was
also briefly involved with the manufacture of an
A-battery eliminator for the Webster Manufactur-
ing Company until the late 1920s when AC pow-
ered radio sets were common.

When the Webster Electric Company was 43
years old, an unidentified, longtime employee
wrote a detailed 18-page dissertation on the many
company products but failed even to mention that
Webster ever manufactured a broadcast receiv-
er. Perhaps its apparently brief period of receiver
production was influenced by RCA which owned
the regenerative circuit patent at that time and
undoubtedly had noticed Webster's magazine ads.

The Webster Electric Company still exists to-
day in Racine, although the name and ownership
have changed since the 1920s. Webster merged
with Sta-Rite Industries in 1966, and in recent
times, has become Danfoss Fluid Power Incor-
porated, whose primary product is hydraulic com-
ponents. In the early years, the company sur-
vived with a variety of products, some very short-
lived, such as broadcast receivers. Although the
sets from this Racine radio company are not that
easy to find, they are a great addition to an early
1920s radio collection.

The Kylectron Electrostatic Speaker
A History and Restoration

To Daniel Schoo's knowledge, the Kylectron
speaker, circa 1929, was the first electrostatic
speaker to be marketed on a large scale in the
United States. As indicated by a 1929 “Popular
Mechanics” article and by the space given it by
Ghirardi in his classic radio physics and servicing
books, the Kylectron was well known in its time.
Dan hopes that his article will rescue the Kylectron
from obscurity and encourage collectors, who may
wonder what they have, to recognize it and rein-
state it as a unique piece of radio history. [Editor]

From the 1920s to the present, various types
of speakers have been manufactured, most of
them based on the interaction between a coil of
wire carrying the audio signal and a magnetized
piece of metal. Many of these early electromag-
netic speakers were complicat-
ed and delicate devices that re-
lied on leverage and precision
adjustments. Most speakers
made today still depend on the
same principle of magnetic at-
traction and repulsion between
a flow of alternating current in a
wire and a fixed magnetic field.

The electrostatic or, as it was
sometimes called, the con-
denser speaker uses the at-
traction and repulsion of unlike
and like charges to generate
mechanical motion of a flexi-
ble diaphragm. Just as static
electricity on a pocket comb
can pick up bits of paper or
thread, static electricity can be
used to move a diaphragm with
an audio signal and convert
the signal into sound vibrations
in the air.

The construction of the elec-
trostatic speaker is simple. It is
basically a capacitor with one
plate that is thick and rigidly fixed
and one that is thin and flexible.
The two plates are closely
spaced and have a small air
gap and a flexible insulating ma-
terial in between. The insulat-
ing material provides support to
the flexible plate and allows
close spacing between the two
plates while preventing a short
circuit or spark discharge.

With the fixed plate held at

ground potential, a voltage applied to the flexible
plate produces an electrostatic force that causes
an attraction between the two. The flexible plate,
being free to move, Is pulled closer to the fixed
plate by the difterence in charge between them.
When the voltage is removed, the attraction ceas-
es and the flexible plate, being under tension,
moves back to its original position. It does not
matter whether the signal applied to the fiexible
plate is positive or negative; the attraction always
pulls the plates closer together. Since this would
cause distortion in the reproduction of sound a
DC voltage bias is applied across the two plates
along with the audio signal to pull them together
to a mid-position in the travel.

As the audio signal voltage swings positive
and negative, it either adds to the bias voltage,

pulling the plates closer together, or subtracts
from it, causing the plates to move farther apart.
The flexible plate moves in and out around the
mid-position in time with the audio signal.

Both the efficiency of the speaker and the
amount of distortion produced improve with a
higher bias voltage. The higher the ratio between
the bias and the audio, the better the sound.
There is, of course, a practical limit to the bias
voltage. Too much bias will pull the plates so
close together that they do not have sufficient
travel to produce sound of adequate volume,
Higher bias voltages also become difficult to in-
sulate from breakdown and spark discharge.

Since the electrostatic speaker operates by the
attraction of static charges and not current flow,
the impedance is quite high. The current drawn is
due mainly to the capacity of the speaker coupling
the audio signal to ground. For vacuum tube cir-
cuits, it is not always necessary to use an audio
output transformer, as it is with the typical dynam-
ic speaker, to match the impedance of the plate
circuit of the output tube to the reproducer. Simple
capacitive coupling of the audio to the speaker is
usually the only requirement.

THE KYLECTRON

A unique form of electrostatic speaker was
manufactured and sold by the United Reproduc-
ers Corporation in 1929. At that time the electro-
static speaker was a rarity. Although electrostatic
speakers had been made and sold in Germany
based on designs by Hans Vogt and Eugene
Riesz, technical problems with their reliability and
sound quality made them commercially unsuc-
cessful. The United Reproducers speaker was a
new design that solved many of the earlier prob-
lems. It was called the “Kylectron™ and was named
after the inventor, Mr. Colin Kyle.

Collectors Dan and Debbie Johnson found the
Kylectron speaker, shown in Figure 1, at an es-
tate sale. It is in the form of a table 32" high, 29"
wide and 15" deep, with seven sound panels

mounted in a vertical array at the back. This
panel arrangement is shown in a back view of the
speaker with its cover removed in Figure 2. This
particular model was sold as a stand-alone sys-
tem to be connected to any radio set. Others
were built into radios and sold as a complete unit.

Each of the seven panels consists of a wood
frame 8° x 12" x 1" in depth at the center and
tapering to 0.625° along the long dimension at
each end. Figures 3 and 4 show the front and
back views of a panel as we found it. A slotted
aluminum plate 0.050" thick is nailed to one side.
This aluminum plate is curved outward in two
dimensions to form a slight convex shape and
coated on the front side with a red insulating
vamish. Parallel to the short dimension are 14
ribs spaced at 0.750" intervals across the sur-
face. Between the ribs the aluminum is depressed
inward about 0.012" forming a concave strip from
one end to the other. Fifteen of these strips formed
the actual radiating elements of the panel.

To make the flexible plate, an elastic rubber
insulating material about 0.005" thick called “Ky-
lite” was used. The Kylite was stretched across
the panel and held in place by a cotton cord
pressed into a groove around the outside perim-
eter much like the spline used to hold a window
screen. The cord was then sealed in place with
shellac. The Kylite was supported over the curved
face of the aluminum by the ribs and was free to
move over the strips in between.

The conducting surface of the flexible plate
was made by gluing tin or aluminum leaf about
0.0001" thick over the surface of the Kylite to
within about one quarter of an inch of the retain-
ing cord around the edge. The electrical connec-
tion to the flexible plate was made by placing a
strip of brass spring on the front of the panel in
contact with the leaf and passing a retaining
screw to the back through a hole in the rigid and
flexible aluminum plates. The screw was held in
place by an insulating phenolic shoulder washer
supported on the back plate and secured with a
nut. A solder lug under the nut provided the point
of connection for the flexible plate.

A small power supply was included to provide
about 500 volts DC to bias the speakers. Mount-
ed at the bottom of the cabinet, as seen in Figure
2, this power supply consists of a small power
transformer which supplied the high voltage and
the filament voltage for a 01-A vacuum tube con-
nected as a rectifier.

The advantages of this speaker over the usual
electromechanical types of the time were its sim-
ple mechanical design, low material cost and
relative ease of manufacture. Unlike convention-
al speakers of that period, the Kylectron speaker
did not require heavy electromagnetic assem-
blies containing expensive magnet wire. It did not
require the fabrication of precision parts, the use
of close mechanical tolerances, such as magnet
gaps, or voice coil centering. In single units, the
Kylectron speaker measured 8° x 10* x 1°* and
was smaller than conventional speakers. Also,
since the diaphragm has a low inertia and is
driven uniformly over the entire surface, the Ky-
lectron produces a flatter and better high fre-
quency response than a magnetic speaker.

There are disadvantages, some of them serious.
The need for high voltage bias requires a power
supply to operate the speaker, and the high voltage
could be dangerous. With the materials available at
the time, the insulation was prone to electrical break-
down. The limited movement of the diaphragm pro-
duced a poor low frequency response, and the
efficiency of the speaker was low.

The biggest problem is that the Kylite had a very
short life span. it would deteriorate, begin to break
down, and then become punctured by spark dis-
charge. By 1930, replacement Kylite was not avail-
able, and the only means of repair for a radio with a
failed electrostatic speaker was replacement with
a dynamic type. For this reason, probably very few
of these unique speakers remain today.

UNITED REPRODUCERS

United Reproducers Corporation was incorpo-
rated in New Jersey in 1928 with the merger of
four companies: United Radio Co. (Peerless) of
Rochester, New York; Precision Products Co.
(Arborphone); Buckeye Cabinet Co. (Buckeye
Incubator) of Springfield, Ohio; and Newcombe-
Hawley Co. of St. Charles, Hllinois. United Repro-
ducers maintained offices and manufacturing
plants in Rochester, New York; Springfield, Ohio;
and St. Charles, Illinois. Company product labels
used the Springfield address.

Newcombe-Hawley was incorporated in Illi-
nois in 1924, and was primarily in the business of
making horn speakers. Under United, Newcombe-
Hawley started limited production of the Kylec-
tron speaker in early 1929, beginning sales to the
public in June.

In addition to the stand-alone Kylectron speak-
er, United made a line of radios under the Peer-
less, Courier and Kylectron names. Some of these
radios used electrostatic speakers, and some
used electromagnetic speakers. Peerless was
the better line with five models ranging from $195
to $600; two used the Kylectron speaker. Courier
had four models ranging from $85 to $165; one
used the Kylectron, and one was sold without a
speaker. The Kylectron line had two models at
$149.50 and $169.50, both using the Kylectron
speaker. All models were screen grid TRF de-
signs and were sold without tubes. The stand-
alone electromagnetic speaker system, made by
Newcombe-Hawley, sold for $37.50. Selling pric-
es were slightly higher in the West.

Radio chassis were made in Ann Arbor, Mich-
igan, by Arborphone. Chassis were shipped to

Buckeye in Springfield and assembled into cabi-
nets with electrodynamic speakers made in Roch-
ester or Kylectron speakers made in St. Charles.
Shortly after the stock market crash in October of
1929, United as a corporation failed. Newcombe-
Hawley survived and was renamed Hawley Prod-
ucts in 1931.

Hawley Products returned to the manufacture
of its original product lines of molded fiber prod-
ucts, such as filters, tropical helmets, automotive
speaker enclosures, and speaker cones for the
radio industry. This company has reorganized
several times over the years and continues to
operate in St. Charles, Ilinois. The Springfield,
Ohio, plant was closed in late 1929, and the
business was acquired by the Gray Electric Com-
pany, also in Springfield.

COLIN KYLE

The basic principle used in the Kylectron was
patented in 1927 by Colin Kyle. Kyle was born in
Sacramento, California, in 1894, graduated from
the San Jose State Teachers College, now San
Jose State University, and taught school for sev-
eral years in California and Arizona. He moved to
Hlinois and lived in the Geneva/St. Charles area
about 30 miles west of Chicago.

Working with the Newcombe-Hawley Labora-
tory and using the facilities of the Riverbank
Acoustical Laboratories in Geneva, lllinois, he
developed his Kylectron speaker into a commer-
cially saleable product. Much of the work was
devoted to the development of the flexible insu-
lating material for the diaphragm and research
on the construction of the back plate. After the
breakup of United, Colin Kyle continued to work
for Hawley as an inventor and designer. He died
in 1965 in Geneva at the age of 70.

REBUILDING A KYLECTRON SPEAKER

After the Johnsons had taken me up on my
offer to help them restore the Kylectron, | began
by taking detailed photographs of the speaker
assembly to document the construction. | then
removed the panels one by one to examine them.
As you can see in the closeup view of the front of
a panel in Figure 3, nearly all of the Kylite had
crumbled away and fallen off. Only a few hard
pieces remained stuck to the surface. The manu-
facturer's label is visible at the bottom, as seen in
the rear view of the panel shown in Figure 4.

| scraped the Kylite off the aluminum plate and
removed the retaining cord from one panel. In-
specting the other panels, | found that on some of

them, the wood had split on the outside, causing
the cord to be loose in the groove. On these
panels, several small nails had been driven
through the cord at the split in order to hold the
cord in place. This appeared to have beer done
at the factory since the nails were identcal to
those that held the aluminum in place and they
were shellacked in place with the cord.

| used the first panel as a test fixture an4 t-ied
a number of experiments with different materials
for the diaphragm. One-mil aluminized Mylar
worked fairly well, but because of the shape of
the aluminum plate, it was impossible to attach
without large ripples forming at the edges. Quar-
ter-mil Mylar was easier to attach, and the rpples
could be smoothed out with the applicat on of
heat; however, it would not stand the bias voit-
age. The Mylar also had a poor low freq.ency
response due to inelasticity.

Finally, | located a source for 0.005" latex
sheeting. The latex is stretchable, goes on
smoothly and is easy to work with. It can stand
the voltage and has a reasonably long life.

The last problem to solve was the cond.clive
coating. I tried an aerosol Aquadag coating, but the
solvents deformed the latex. | could not locate a
source for tin leaf but | found a supplier of 0.0003"
aluminum foil. The aluminum is thin enough to
stretch to a small degree, and this helps to mini-
mize wrinkling. Aluminum is also about a thrd as
dense as tin so the mass of the flexible plate zame
out about the same as with the 0.0001" tir leaf.
When | had settled on the materials to use, the
reconstruction went fairly quickly.

THE PROCESS

The first step in rebuilding a Kylectron speaker
is to remove the brass electrode assembly and
all the old material from the perforated aluminum
plate. Pull out the cord, and brush the groove
with a stiff bristle brush. Lightly sand the alumi-

num with a fine grade Scotchbrite pad or fine
sandpaper to smooth out any scra:ches. Exam-
ine the nail heads and gently tap any of them that
are sticking up flush down. If any of the frames
are split, apply a good wood glue, such as Eim-
er's Professional Carpenter's Wood Glue, and
clamp the area until the glue sets. Mask off the
wood frame and spray a thin coating of insulating
vamish, suct as General Cement Red GLPT,
over the front surface of the aluminum. Allow
sufficient time for the varnish to dry and remove
the masking.

Once the frame is prepared, as shown in Fig-
ure 5, the latex is installed. Cut out a piece of
0.005" thick latex about 11* x 15" and outline an
area 7" x 11" in the center of the watex. This is
most easily done by making a cardboard tem-
plate the size of the outline. Place the cardboard
on the latex in the center, and mark around the
outside with & pencil or pen. Place the latex on
the panel, centering the outlined area over the
aluminum. Stretch the outline on the latex to the
inside edge of the retaining slot around the edge
of the frame, and secure it there ty taping the
latex to the work surface, as shown in Figure 6.

Install the retaining cord in the slot. A cotton
cord about 0.125 inches in diameter works well
and can be installed with a common screen in-
stallation tool, as shown in Figure 7. You can
start at any point around the frame. After the
latex has been secured with the cord, remove the
tape. Clean the surface with a soft cloth and mild
detergent, to rer1ove any powder and dry it thoroughly.

Now the panel is ready for the irstallation of
the conductive foil. Mask the panel with masking
tape. Position the tape to cover the frame and

overlap about 0.250" over the outer edges of the
aluminum back plate on all sides. Use a high-
accuracy type of tape commonly used for detail-
ing aircraft and automotive applications. It has a
plastic base and will not allow the aerosol adhe-
sive to creep underneath like the paper-based
tapes will. Also, some paper-based tapes will
stick aggressively to the latex making the tape
very difficult to remove.

Find the center line of the panel perpendicular to
the long dimension and make a mark on the tape
on both edges of the panel. This will provide align-
ment marks when the foil is attached. Spray the
panel lightly with an aerosol adhesive like Scotch
Super 77. You may want to practice this a few
times to get the coating right. An aerosol adhesive
sprays on quickly, so just a couple of brief sweep-
ing shots of a few seconds is sufficient.

The panel is covered with foil one half at a
time. The foils | used were 8" square. A single
sheet large enough to cover the entire panel
would wrinkle because of the spherical shape of
the aluminum plate. To make sure a good electri-
cal connection is made between the two foil

sheets, first stick on two small aluminum foil strips
about 0.125" wide x 2" long perpendicular to the
panel center line at a distance of about one third
of the way in from each of the long edges, as
shown in Figure 8.

Attach the first of the foil sheets by aligning
one edge along the center line and sticking it
down starting from the middle and working out.
When the edge of the foil is attached, start in the
middle of that edge and work out radially apply-
ing light pressure with your fingers to attach the
foil to the surface. Be careful not to apply too
much pressure or the foil will gouge or, even
worse, puncture. Do the other half in the same
way. Butt the second foil up to the first one, as
shown in Figure 9, and continue as before,

During application some wrinkling will likely hap-
pen, but it will not affect the speaker significantly.
Rub gently with a soft cloth to smooth out the foil,
and press it firmly to the latex over the entire
surface especially at the edges. Figure 10 shows
a panel with the foil applied. Wait a few minutes
for the adhesive to set. Remove the tape by slow-
ly pulling it up and outward, and the excess foil will

come with it. Trim off the excess latex around the
outer edge with a sharp knife. Leave about 0.125°
of latex beyond the retaining cord.

To complete the reconstruction, make a hole
in the flexible plate for the connection electrode
by placing the phenolic washer in the cpening in
the back and pushing a fine tipped heated solder-
ing iron gently through the hole in the washer.
Install the electrode and solder lug. Tighten the
retaining screw just enough to be snug. The re-
taining cord car be sealed in place by applying a
generous amount of amber shellac and allowing
it to dry. The panel is now complete and ready to
install in the cabinet. A recovered panel ready to
be shellacked is shown in Figure 11.

FINAL TESTS

Measuremerts done on each of the panels
independently and as a finished assembly con-
firm the printed accounts of the Kylectron. Sensi-
tivity is not especially good. Using the standard
500-volt DC bias, the acoustical output is 65 db
on the center axis one foot from the surface at 1 kHz
with 10 volts RMS of signal across the speaker.
At 20 volts the output is 71 db.

The frequency response is quite good at the
upper frequencies, dropping by only 7 db at
14 kHz refererced to the 1 kHz level. The low
end is rather smooth down to 150 Hz, and then it
drops sharply by 15 db .at 100 Hz. These num-
bers are very rcugh because of the lack of a good
acoustical test setup, but they match fairly well
with information available in the publication Pro-
ceedings of the Institute of Radio Engineers and
the Condenser-Type Loud Speaker by Morgan.

The directionality is wide at lower frequencies.
At about 5 kHz and above, the sound becomes
quite directional and is loudest at the central axis
both horizontally and vertically. For listening to
AM broadcasting, directionality is not a problem
since frequencies above 5 kHz are minimal any-
way.

The listening tests confirm the measurements.
The sound at the high end is quite good but lacks
the body of a good bass. The output level is
adequate for listening, and the assembled array
can be moderately loud. If pushed, the speaker
quickly goes into distortion, producing a crackling
noise on louder sounds.

ELECTROSTATIC SPEAKERS TODAY

Zenith, among others, used small electrostatic
speakers as tweeters in stereo systems and top-
end table radios through the 1960s. Electrostatic
speakers are still in wide use today. Some are
part of very high end stereo sound systems. but
most find application in other uses. One notable
example is the use of a small electrostatic speak-
er in the ultrasonic ranging system for automati-
cally setting the focus on instant print cameras.

Others are used in ultrasonic distance mea-
surement and presence detection for security
systems and entrance door openers. The ¢on-
struction is basically the same as the older types
except that space-age materials like aluminized
Mylar are used for the flexible diaphragm. The
new ones have an almost unlimited life and are
rugged enough to be used outside permanently.

SAFETY NOTE

| would like to warn the reader about the haz-
ard of working on an electrostatic speaker or any
device that uses high voltage to operate. The
voltages normally used are dangerous and can
be lethal. Always use a power line isolation trans-
former when working with a device that operates
on 120-volt AC power. Even if it has its own
transformer, the AC could be ground faulted to
the chassis through a bypass capacitor or the
power transformer.

Never take anything for granted. Remove the
power cord from the outlet, and discharge the
power supply capacitors before touching or do-
ing any work on electrical devices. When making
measurements or doing alignment with the pow-
er on, plan in advance what you are going to do.
If possible, connect the test instrument with clip
leads to the device and then apply power.

Take your time and think through what you are
doing. Many radios and electronic devices that
were made years ago were not designed with
safety in mind as much as they are today. Certain
exposed metal parts could pose a shock hazard
even when operated as originally intended! The
high voltage bias on a Kylectron can easily be
contacted by poking a metal object through the
grille cloth. Never operate a Kylectron around
children without close supervision.

If the insulation of the speaker should break
down and short, the bias voltage is applied di-
rectly across the audio input leads to the speak-
er. This could pose a shock hazard to the user.
For personal safety reasons, it is advisable to
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insert an audio coupling transformer between the
Kylectron and the audio amplifier ot radio to block
any DC that may appear following a failure. The
transformer insulation should be suficient to stand
at least 500 volts from primary to secondary or to
the core.

If you connect a modern amplifier or radio with
an 8-ohm output, you must use a transformer to
match the impedance of the Kylectron. You can
use any suitable audio output trarsformer. This
transformer should be capable of handling the
power output from the audio amplifier or radio.
The impedance values should be between 2,000
and 5,000 oFms. Connect the low impedance, or
voice coil winding, to the amplifier s output. The
high impedance winding, normally connected to
the plate of the output tube, goes tathe Kylectron
input leads.

If you are setting up a system with a radio built
at the time the Kylectron was sold, you can con-
nect it directly to the speaker. For safety, you can
use a 600-ohm, 1:1 turns ratio audio coupling
transformer between the radio and the speaker
to prevent a shock hazard in case of failure.
Since radio sets of the 1920s vary in the type of
speakers that were used, some experimentation
with transformers might be necessary to find the
best impedance match.

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:2 VINTAGE TEST EQUIPMENT

Everyman’'s Test Equipment

In the 1920s and 1930s, there existed a select
group of people dedicated to the belief that it is
far better to repair one's own possessions than to
pay others to do so. This self-sufficient attitude
was probably even stronger then than it is today,
for In those days, things were meant to be re-
palred and components were accessible. Also,
there were home experimenters who were sure
that they could discover the next breakthrough in
radio. Add to this those radio enthusiasts who
were too isolated to have easy access to “radio
experts,” and you have a large group of people
who formed a market for inexpensive radio test
equipment.

Previous articles in this column [“Readrite Mod-
el 550 Service Oscillator,” February 1989; “Su-
preme 385 Automatic Tube Tester and Set Ana-
lyzer,” August 1988; and “The Hickock 155 Radio
Traceometer,” November 1990] have dealt with
fairly expensive equipment meant for the serious
experimenter, semi-professional or professional
repaiman. This article will illustrate some of the
equipment available to the home tinkerer — in
other words, to everyman.

WATCH CASE METERS

Probably the simplest and least expensive pieces
of test equipment were the “watch case’ meters
used to test radio batteries, as shown in Figure 1.
The sets of the early-to-mid-1920s required an
‘A" battery which consisted of either a lead-acid
storage battery (or, occasionally the more expen-
sive Edison battery), or one or more dry cells to
light the tubes’ filaments. Rheo-
stats or potentiometers were in-
cluded in early radio circuits to
compensate for the discharge
in these batteries. In addition,
higher voltage “B" batteries were
required for the plate circuits.
These were generally dry cell
batteries. “C” batteries were
needed in the grid circuits of
many sets, but these lasted a
very long time and gave little
trouble because the grid circuit
drew no current.

When the batteries began to
run down, strange things would
begin to happen: volume would
decrease, funny noises would
be heard, and this always
seemed to happen when the set
owner had invited his friends
over to listen to a radio program.

Of course, the above ailments
could also be caused by some

component in the set. The owner had the prob-
lem of deciding which battery, if any, was running
down, or if the set needed to be repaired. Making
the wrong decision could result in wasting money
and needless lugging of the heavy storage bat-
tery (with the risk of spilling acid on the wife's rug)
to the local gas station for the inevitable recharge.

The watch case meter consisted of a simple
solenoid meter with one or more electrical con-
tacts at the bottom of the case and a single wire
or terminal at the top. Many meters could test
only one type of battery while some had two or
more scales to test both “A” and “B" batteries.
Generally, the meter was calibrated as an amme-
ter for “A” batteries and as a voltmeter for “B”
batteries. The meters were accurate enough to
give a good indication of the condition of the
batteries.

With a little ingenuity, watch case meters could
be adapted to make voltage tests in the set itself.
Watch case meters, while quite basic, filled a need
during the battery set era. Of course, one could
also use a hydrometer for testing lead-acid batter-
ies; however, acid spillage was a risk, and one still
needed a meter for the dry cell “B” battery.

MULTIRANGE VOLTMETERS
AND VOLTMETER-AMMETERS

For those who wanted greater accuracy and
more extensive troubleshooting, multirange volt-
meters and voltmeter-ammeters, as shown in
Figure 2, filled the bill. These meters usually had
three or four ranges covering the “A” and low “C”

range, a high “C" and low "B" range, and a high
“B" range in various combinations. As we have
shown in a previous article — “The Supreme
Series Diagnometers” [A.R.C. September 1990]
— any DC voltmeter can be calibrated as an
ohmmeter and used to test for contirwity and to
measure resistance. With one of these meters, a
battery (for resistance checks), and a set of test
leads, fairly sophisticated troubleshooting could be
accomplished on early sets. Of course, when AC
sets came into vogue, the novice would then have
to get an AC voltmeter.

THE GALVANOMETER

A meter many experimenters had in their labo-
ratories was the galvanometer, as shown in Fig-
ure 3, which could be pressed into radio service.
It could be adapted for use as a millivoltmeter,

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microammeter, voltmeter, amme-
ter, ohmmeter and polarity indi-
cator. With the correct multipliers
and shunts, it could be used for
most radio work. Galvonometers
are very sensitive and accurate,
but are much less rugged than
regular meters.

TUBE TESTERS

The above instruments per-
mitted a fairly wide range of trou-
bleshooting by the home tinker-
er, but there was one compo-
nent that they could not test —
tubes. True, the filament could
be checked for continuity, but
that was only one of many pos-
sible problems. Quality control
and consistency were not al-
ways perfect. This was espe-
cially true for the inexpensive,
bootleg brands. Often the big
manufacturers would sell their
seconds to other companies. | have some 01-A’s
that say Airline that look just like DeForest tubes.
The person trying to save a dollar on repairs
would also be attracted to cut-rate tubes.

The Supreme Model 40 tube checker, shown
in Figure 4, was probably about the most valu-
able piece of equipment an avid experimenter
could wish for. But, even it was too expensive for
most home use.

A clever home type of tube tester is the Ster-
ling Type R-411 home tube tester, shown in Fig-
ure 5. Since a large part of the expense of a tube
tester is that of the power supply, Sterling kept
the price down by using the set’s power to oper-
ate the tester. The analyzer-type plug was insert-
ed into the tube socket of the set and the tube
placed into the tube tester. The set's rheostat
would be adjusted so that the pointer would point
to the line on the meter face. The test button was
then pushed and the tube’s quality noted. While
limited In the types of tubes it could test, the
Sterling Type R-411 served a useful purpose in
the early days of radio.

For a little more money, one could buy a tube
reactivator or rejuvenator. Such a device could
be used to both test and rejuvenate tubes. These
devices had a meter for testing the emission of a
tube to see if it was a candidate for rejuvenation
and then to see if the rejuvenation was success-
ful. Often one could bring a tube that had been
“paralyzed” by too high a filament voltage back to
usefulness and thus save the price of a new tube.
For more on tube rejuvenation, see my previous
article on tube rejuvenators in the April 1990
issue of A.R.C.

It seems that tube testing by set owners re-
mained popular throughout the tube era. When
the proliferation of tube-types made inexpensive
home testers impossible, the focus turned to do-
it-yourself tube testers in drugstores, grocery
stores and other nonelectronic locations. When
these testers first appeared, there was quite a bit
of controversy in the radio service magazines
about the threat of these machines to the radio
(Continued on following page)

service business. Some repairmen thought store
tube testers would ruin their businesses and some
thought they should be banned. Others were glad
to be rid of the bother of testing customers’ tubes.

Still others thought that the machines were not
very good anyway, and that people would return
to radio shops. These repairmen reasoned that
customers would turn to them for repairs when
they found out it was not a tube that was causing
trouble in a radio or TV.

On the other hand, many of the general public
did not trust radio shops when it came to repairs,
especially for tube replacement. This distrust might
have stemmed from the fact that a worn out tube
looks to the layman exactly the same as a good
one, or from the influence of articles by tube
manufacturers in many magazines telling con-
sumers to change their tubes often “for the best
performance.”

VARIOUS HOME TESTERS

The home tube tester returned when series
strung miniature tubes became popular. Filament
failure became the major cause of tube failure
rather than low emission or mutual conductance.

The home tube and appliance testers that again
came on the market were both AC and battery-
operated and usually had four or five test sock-
ets. They tested 9- and 11-pin miniatures, loctals
and octals for filament continuity. Some also had
an attachment for TV picture tubes and leads for
continuity testing in electric circuits. Again, the
do-it-yourselfer could test his tubes and often get

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his radio or even his TV working again.

Ingenuity has often provided inexpensive ways
to perform tests. A battery, light bulb and some wire
can be made into a continuity checker. A piece of
platinum wire, some wood, a stiff piece of wire, and
a spring can be made Into a hot-wire ammeter for
measuring RF currents in transmitters.

An ohmmeter can be used to provide a relative
indication of an electrolytic capacitor's condition
by watching for the meter “kick” produced when
the meter’s test leads are connected across a
discharged capacitor. If the meter’s needle does
not move and reads “infinity,” it indicates that the
capacitor is open. Otherwise, the needle should
move to a fairly low resistance value and slowly
rise as the capacitor is charged by the meter's
battery. If the meter remains at a low resistance
value, the capacitor is either shorted or leaky. A
good capacitor will produce a high resistance
reading.

A paper capacitor can be tested by charging it
with a battery and then putting the tips of a set of
headphones across it. You should hear a click. If
not, the capacitor is bad. Repeat the test. Wait a
bit, and when you put the headphones across the
capacitor, the click should sound about as loud as
it did the first time. If it is quieter, then the capacitor
is leaky. These capacitor tests are best if the ca-
pacitor is isolated from the circuit and the battery
voltage approximates the voltage of the circuit.

Another inexpensive tester that came Into ex-
istence during the end of the tube era is the
“mosquito.” This broadband radio frequency and
audio frequency signal injector is in the shape of
a penlight flashlight with a probe where the light
bulb would be. This tester is useful in isolating
faults to a particular stage of a radio. In typical
use, the probe is first touched to the grid terminal
of the audio output tube. If the audio output stage
is all right, then a tone is heard in the speaker.
The mosquito probe is then moved to previous
stages until the tester's tone is no longer heard,
and the trouble is isolated to a particular circuit.
While not as good as a signal tracer or signal
generator, the mosquito probe is quick and cheap.

A transistor radio tuned to the high end of the
AM band can be used to listen for the horizontal
oscillator in many TV sets. You will hear the buzz.

These are but a few of the tricks home repair-
men used to test electronic equipment without
spending a lot of money. And let's not forget that
secondhand test equipment has been around
about as long as test equipment.

Of course, all of the equipment in the world is
useless if one does not know what he is doing.
Many inexpensive books were available to help
the do-it-yourselfer. While some promised more
than they could deliver, others gave good, basic
information that would permit the average person
to make simple tests and repairs. For example,
Hugo Gernsback’s Consrad Co. published an
Experimenter’s Library Series that included much
useful information, including a book on trouble-
shooting. The books cost only 25 cents.

The tradition of home repair continued right
through the tube TV era with books like the Fix-/t-
Yourself Television Manual and the TV Owner's
Self-Repair Book which claimed that you could
repair 75 percent of your TV troubles by reading



the text, matching the pictures with what was
happening on your screen, and following the re-
pair instructions. Today, publications like TAB
Books print books that tell you how to repair

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almost anything with a linecord or batteries, even
antique radios!

There have always been a lot of companies
willing to supply the do-it-yourselfer with all of the
material he needs (or thinks he needs). One
often wonders how many successiul repairs were
made and how many sets went t¢ the repairman
to be fixed after they had been “repaired.”

Suggestions for Shipping Radios

Today, with the popularity of periodicals like
Antique Radio Classified, many radio sales and
trades are conducted through the mails. Sadly,
many collectors are unaware or negligent of the
minimum shipping procedures necessary to less-
ening damage.

The following are suggestions on some simple
procedures to follow when shipping a radio:

1. Represent what you are offering fairly. Note
any cracks, chips, or other cosmetic flaws. | keep
a record of these imperfections and routinely,
secretly, mark the case or chassis to identi‘y the
exact radio in case of return.

2. If possible, very carefully pack the inside of
the case with paper to assure that tubes remain
tight and in place. In the case of a radio such as a
tombstone with a large area of space, remove
the tubes and pack and/or ship them separately.
Don't forget to include a diagram to show which
tube goes where.

3. Remove any loose knobs and place them in
a sandwich bag. Place the bag where it will be
easily found. Secure a piece of cardboard over
any dial glass or other extremely fragile parts.

4. Waterproof your radio. Your mint wood set
may sit out in the rain somewhere in transit or on
a porch — waterproof it! This is easily done by
wrapping the radio in a large plastic garbage bag.
Be advised that shipping from 95°F California to
30°F Minneapolis may result in condensation with-
in the plastic that is as dangerous to your set as
sitting in the rain. Use your own judgment here.

5. Use bubble wrap wherever possible. I: was
made expressly for protection during shippir g, so
use it. Bubble wrap the radio prior to putting it in
the box.

6. Always place your radio in a box within
another box. A word of advice here. It does no
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good to double box if there is a lot of play inside.
Your box should have no more than a 2-inch
space between the inner and outer box — length,
width and height. One of the secrets of good
shipping is that your package must be tight. There-
fore, your radio should be packed tightly into its
box and then packed tightly into the outer box.
Less movement within the box will mean less
possibility of damage.

7.  firmly believe that everyone lixes to ship with
styrofoam “popcorn,” but | don’t know of anyone
who likes to “eceive it. Experience shows that wad-
ded up newspaper works just as well. Padding
should be placed in the first box witi the radio and,
naturally, between the inner and outer box.

8. Secure both the inner and outer box with
strapping tape to prevent opening. Also, use pa-
per package tape to seal any sezms or corners
where moisture may enter. Label the box with
“Fragile” and “This Side Up” labels.

9. Finally. inspect your packing job. Check to
see that there are no openings n the box, no
exposed sticky side of tape, or any other thing on
the outside of the box that could srag on machin-
ery or result in mishandling.

To some, these suggestions may be extreme
or result in additional expense. Acd the expense
to your sale price. “An ounce ot prevention is
worth a pound of cure.” Ask anyone who has had
to make a claim against a shipping agency.

 WITH COLLECTORS

The House Wiring Antenna

BY DWANE STEVENS

While seaching for information about anten-
nas for 1920s battery radio sets, | ran across an
interesting suggestion on page 1425 in the April
1924 issue of Radio News. The article was enti-
tled “Employing The House Lighting Circuit for
an Aerial.” | knew that this idea has been used
on more modemn AC tube sets and even on some
transistorized table sets by making use of the
sets’ AC power cords. | did not realize, however,
that the idea was in use in the early 1920s, but |
suppose someone hit upon it as soon as homes
began to be electrified.

The technique is quite simple and uses your
existing house wiring as an antenna. This is ac-
complished by merely wrapping an insulated wire
around a lamp cord or an extension cord, and
then attaching one end of it to the antenna bind-
ing post of your receiving set. Figure 1 shows a
typical arrangement. {Safety Warning: Do not
connect the Insulated wire to either of the
lamp cord wires or to the AC plug terminals!)

This third wire forms a capacitor, with the plas-
tic insulation forming a dielectric and the wires in
close proximity serving as the plates of the ca-
pacitor. This couples the RF energy captured by
all your house wiring into the antenna tuning
circuit of the radio.

I found that #20 gauge insulated wire wrapped
for about 3 feet along the lamp cord with 1-inch
spacing between wraps works quite well. The
coupling effect can be increased or decreased
readily by using more or less wire around the
cord. | suspect your house wiring arrangement
will make a difference also, so you may want to
experiment. This arrangement works fine on my
AK 33, even without a ground connection.

You will notice some differences with this an-
tenna as opposed to a loop or an outdoor long
wire. A small loop has less gain than either the
“house wiring antenna” or the outdoor long wire,
but it is highly directional. This can be desirable
when trying to separate two distant stations on
the same frequency, provided they are not in the
same direction from your location. The signal
level of the “house wiring antenna” can approach
that of the outdoor long wire, but the disadvan-
tage is increased line disturbances created with-
in the house, as is the case when my wife oper-
ates her sewing machine.

Some manufacturing companies did capital-
ize on the “house wiring antenna” idea by pro-
ducing simple light socket adapters which cou-
pled the RF from the house wiring to the radio in
a way similar to the homemade one described
above. Companies such as Charles Freshman
with the “Antenella” and Dubilier with the “Dubili-
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Llectric light socket

er Light Socket Aerial” apparently used a ‘ixed
capacitor for coupling.

Figure 2 shows an advertisement for the Du-
bilier adapter. | would enjoy hearing about the
performance of these adapters from an A.R.C.
reader who may have one. [Safety Warning:
Before trying one of these devices, make sure
that there is not a short between the binding
posts and the AC plug terminals!]

So if, like me, you enjoy experimenting with
those old battery sets, | think you will enjoy try-
ing the “house wiring antenna.”

The J.H. Bunnell Company Is Alive and Well

COMPILED FROM INFORMATION SUPPLIED BY MATTHEW JACO8S

A.R.C.'s May 1993 cover and lead article by
Ronald L. Oberholtzer featured the Bunnell Cata-
log, perhaps the most complete list and descrip-
tion of the latest significant developments in com-
munications technology and supplies in the early
1900s. Ironically, the article had just gone to
press when we received a letter from Maithew
Jacobs, president of MNJ Industrials in Kings
Park, New York, whose family acquired the J.H.
Bunnell Co. in the early 1950s.

Mr. Jacobs had enclosed pictures of a Bunnell
key and sounder for our Telegraph Review sec-
tion, not realizing how timely his contribution was.
His notes on the company prompted us to ask for
more information.

In a later letter, Mr. Jacobs tells us that the
Bunnell Company has been in continuous opera-
tion ever since it was incorporated in 1873. It is
now a subdivision of MNJ Industrials.

The company was founded by Jesse Bunnell,
one of Abraham Lincoln's personal telegraphers
during the Civil War. In the early 1890s, the
Bunnell Catalog offered fully functional miniature
keys and sounders like those shown in Figure 1.
Note that their size, compared to the penny in the
photo, was such that the keys and sounders
were also available as watch fobs and tie tacks.
Their application seems almost unlimited, as they
were sold as keys on base (KOB), lineman'’s
accessories, spy equipment, and even as private

Paul M. Cornell of Chesteriand, Ohio,
also found A.R.C.'s May 1993 cover inter-
esting. He has a complete copy of Catalog
No. 41, dated November 1, 1919. An in-
triguing aside is that the name on the
order blank accompanying this catalog is
spelled with only one “I” — Bunnel — un-
like the double “1” spelling in our 1922
catalog and in the company seal on the
MNJ Industrialg’ letterhead. This kind of
typo may have the makings of a collector’s
item. Cornell's fascination with the Bun-
nell Catalog stems from his interest in
vacuum tabes, which started ir: 1930 when
he acquired his first ham license.

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BOOK REVIEW

The Weekend Refinisher
By Bruce Johnson

Bruce Johnson's book The
Weekend Refinisher is the
most useful book k have
found among the many | have
read on furniture refinishing.
In fact, it is so good that edi-
tor John Terrey did not even
have to ask me to review it
— | suggested a review for
AR.C. because | thought oth-
er radio collectors would ben-
efit fromit.

The history of my search
for just such a book on this
subject is a long one. A cou-
ple of years after | had start-
ed collecting radios, | en-
tered a local vintage radio
club contest. My entry was
a Grebe Synchrophase,
which | had restored. Two
other Grebes and several
other 5-tube TRFs were en-
tered. | thought my Grebe was the best looking of
the three, so when awards were handed out and
I didn’t get one, | was surprised.

Several days later, during which | alternated
between kicking myself and blaming the judges, |
decided to write to the head judge, a longtime
expert from another part of the country, and ask
why my Grebe hadn't won. Fortunately, he was
willing to take the time to tell me precisely why.
The finish, though beautiful, was not authentic
and was not typical of the time the Grebe had
been made. He also told me exactly how | should
have treated the finish to make it look more like
the original.

Ever since that first experience with the Grebe,
I have read many books on furniture refinishing
and have been somewhat dissatisfied with most
of them. Some just describe the old way furniture
was finished (not refinished) and require hard-to-
find materials, as well as time-consuming and
cumbersome methods. At the other end of the
spectrum are books that describe modern finish-
ing methods that do not result in an authentic
look to old radios.

At last, The Weekend Refinisher is here to tell
us how to do the job right. This book is useful for
anumber of reasons. First, it is clearly and simply
written; that is, it is very user-friendly. It answers
many of the questions a radio collector (not a full-
time furniture refinisher) would ask about restor-
ing the finish of old sets.

Second, it gives altemative ways to deal with

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refinishing problems. It
doesn’t suggest just one way,
but lists a variety of methods
and gives pros and cons for
each. Often, it describes tra-
ditional ways in which wood
was finished, as well as con-
temporary methods.

Third, the book gives
step-by-step instructions for
each task. It also provides
a materials list required for
each step.

Fourth, The Weekend
Refinisher describes most
of the common problems
that arise with old finishes,
such as alligatoring, black
ring stains, white rings, and
so forth. It then explains
how to resolve each of
these problems.

Fifth, Johnson describes
tests that can be used to determine the type of
old finish already on a radio. To some this may
seem obvious, but | didn't know how to do it.
Determining the type of original finish on a piece
is important because it helps to establish what
type of restoration techniques need to be used.

Sixth, the book discusses.saving old finishes,
rather than using the “strip and refinish® method
employed by so many people in the 1950s and
1960s, and even today.

Johnson also provides a number of recipes or
formulas for refinishing materials. The recipes,
many of which call for common household mate-
rials, include brass cleaners, furniture cleaners,
finish revivers, leather dressings, milk paint, and
the like. Finally, Johnson lists names and ad-
dresses of suppliers of refinishing materials that
can't be procured locally.

What didn't I like about the book? Actually not
much. At times Johnson seems more willing to
strip and refinish than | would be, but it must be
said that his approach in discussing the topic is
very balanced.

I highly recommend The Weekend Refinisher
to readers of A R.C. Published by Ballantine
Books, New York, it has 296 pages and is printed
in softcover in an illustrated 7" x 9" format. Priced
at $10, it is available from the publisher, AR.C.,
and other A.R.C. adventisers.
