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EDITOR'S COMMENTS

What could be special about the second month of a
new year? Usually not much more than the hearts and
flowers of Valentine's Day. But, each time that we make
the effort to write "20-: instead of "19--", we realize that
this period of transition to a new century and a new
millennium is, indeed, special.

Of course, the purists remind us that 2001, not 2000,
is the real beginning of the new millennium (see Radio
Miscellanea), but we have chosen, along with most
people, to celebrate it now. A millennium is, after all, any
period of 1000 years. Almost in defiance of the purists
and in defense against the Y2K bug, the whole world
seemed to join in the party - and the fight.

It appears that this fight has been won and that the
potential Y2K problem has come and gone. Not without
costs, however, as A.R.C. did have to make changes to
its computer systems. Four years ago we found that
some long-term renewals were not being reflected
properly in our computerized subscription files. The cost
was about 100 hours of reprogramming and data entry
to correct the oversight made in 1986. All now seems to
be functioning well, but any needed additional changes
will be made as we proceed into the year 2000.

The challenges of the Internet remain and cannot be
ignored, especially by print publications who see a
migration of some of their readership to the Internet.
While these publications now must maintain a Web site
in order to compete, other changes are taking place.

For example, Gernsback Publications, publisher of
Modem Electrics and Radio News, is combining its two
1999 magazines, Popular Electronics and Electronics
Now, into the new Poptronics. The Ham Trader Yellow
Sheets have been merged into the Amateur Radio
Trader. Columns on antique radio are also evolving -
Mark Ellis has moved his "Antique Radio" column from
Popular Electronics to Monitoring Times. and OST is
adding an antique radio column penned by John Dilks.

A.R.C. too is adapting to the times with its expanded
presence on the Internet. The number of paid subscrib-
ers, having grown to 8,222 in 1995, numbered 7,089 in
1999. In this same time period, however, the "hits" on
our Web home page grew from about 500 per month to
over 9,000 per month today. Over 47,000 A.R.C. Web
pages are viewed monthly. It is possible that more
people "read" some portion of A.R.C. via the Internet
than in the printed form. Soon. A.R.C.'s display adver-
tisers will be able to take advantage of this exposure.

As we have for the past fifteen years, A.R.C. will
continue to service the antique radio community for
years to come in whatever formats our readers prefer.
Information about all aspects of our hobby is A.R.C.'s
business, which brings us to the content of this issue.

Featured this month is more on that basic reference
resource- Rider's manuals. Charles Kirsten continues
his review with an analysis of the various versions of
Volume II of the Trouble Shooter's Manual series.
Thousands of radio schematics were published by John
F. Rider in these manuals which ultimately grew to over

20 volumes covering radios alone
Inspired by the article on ship speakers in a past

issue, Dave Gonshor has written about another ship.
but this one functions as an antenna. What other ship -
radio items can there be out there?

Complementing our cover illustration of the Apex
vacuum tube, George A. Fathauer has helped us to
develop a short article on this tube. A review of George's
book- Radio Tubes and Boxes of the 1920's-by Dick
Bergeron is paired with the Apex article. Early vacuum
tube collecting continues to grow as indicated by other
books on the subject and the interest at auctions.

George and Michael Potter report on the action at the
Vintage Radio and Phonograph Society Convention in
Texas on October 29-31, 1999. Although the auctions,
which totaled over $55,000, are always extraordinary
events, seminars, an old equipment contest, a flea
market, and a banquet are featured 35 well. In fact, your
editor was the banquet speaker this year. (The A.R.C.
staff is delighted to have a photo proving that I was
formally dressed for the occasion.)

For capacitor lovers everywhere, the third install-
ment of Ray Bintliff's "Capacitors Old Radios" ap-
pears in this issue. Ray details the what, how, and why
of mica and electrolytic capacitors, including lots of
useful information for your next restoration project.

And following up on Ray Bintliffs June 1999 article
"Adventures in RCA TV Land." Alton DuBois relates his
experiences as a field tech in the late 1940s.

Photo Review shows a Radialamp hom speaker, an
unusual Philco television set, and a miniconsole -
somewhat reminiscent of the Pastime radio in the May
1995 article by Dick Desjarlais. Radio Miscellanea
includes comments pro and con on A.R.C., the above
referenced comment on the real start of the new millen-
nium, and article feedback on Raytheon tubes from
Raytheon itself.

Coming Radio Events. This month, 40 events are
listed, including meets in Arizona, Michigan, Georgia,
Indiana, and Kansas. Of note are the 3 -day HVRA-AWA
Convention in Houston, Texas; the SCARS Annual

WITH THE COLLECTORS

The Four Versions of Rider's Trouble
Shooter's Manuals - Volume II

BY CHARLES C. KIRSTEN

In this article, Charles Kirsten provides more
information regarding the early Rider manuals.
This time he clarifies the mysteries surrounding
the Rider manuals identified as "Volume II" and
recaps some information pertinent to other early
volumes. (Editor)

This article is intended as a follow-up to "The
Three Versions of Rider's Perpetual Trouble
Shooter's Manual, Volume I" which appeared in
the June 1998 issue of A.R.C. In that article, I

showed the "1931" version as the first Perpetual
Trouble Shooter's Manual published by John F.
Rider. A few readers pointed out that they owned
a bound, 1 -inch thick book by Rider titled Trouble
Shooter's Manual, dated 1929, and that its title
page reads "Volume II The Service Man's Manu-
al." I was too interested in this new information to
be very embarrassed by my error.

investigation, I found that the 1929 book
had truly been Rider's very first attempt to bring
out the array of commercial radio diagrams for
the serviceman. Since I already had two different
editions of Rider's Perpetual Trouble Shooter's
Manual, Volume ll that were printed after the
"1931" volume, I could now count three different
versions of a Rider's "Volume II."

Then John Bayusik, a director of the Vintage
Radio and Communications Museum of Connect-
icut, sent me photographs of a Rider's Perpetual
Trouble Shooter's Manual. Volume II with the

date "1932" imprinted on the binder face and
spine. Communications with John showed that
the 1932 manual was identical to the 1st edition
of Rider's Perpetual Trouble Shooter's Manual,
Volume II, except for the presence of the date
"1932" on the binder. Even so, I arbitrarily have
called this 1932 version the fourth version of
Rider's Volume II.

Table I contains a chronological list of the early
Rider radio manuals up to Volume III of the Per-
petual Trouble Shooter's Manual. Although all
manuals listed will be touched on, the emphasis
in this article is on the four versions of Volume II
which are shown in bold print in this table.

THE SERVICE MAN'S MANUAL, VOLUME I:
THE MATHEMATICS OF RADIO

Two correspondents speculated that if there
was a Volume II published in 1929, there also had
to be a Volume I from 1929 or earlier. Of course,
they were right, but the nature of Volume 1 is
such that, of those who wrote to me, only Ray
Thompson of Johns Hopkins University knew that
The Mathematics of Radio by John F. Rider was
Volume I of "The Service Man's Manual." The
cover of this book is shown in Figure 1. Since this
volume is really a radio math textbook, rather
than a "Trouble Shooter's Manual," it is men-
tioned only briefly to dispel any mystery associat-
ed with it.

THE SERVICE MAN'S MANUAL,
VOLUME II: TROUBLE SHOOTER'S

MANUAL

When talking to Charles Coombs, one of the
owners of a copy of this 1929 version of Volume
II, I mentioned that I had never seen this volume.
Three days later, I was overwhelmed to receive,
unasked, his copy in the mail as a loan so I might

research tie volume. (Thank you Charles.) The
front cover and the title page & the 1929 Volume
II, shown in Figures 2 and 3. bear the title appar-
ently coined by, and almost exclJsively used by.
John F. Rider - "Trouble Shooter's Manual."
Apparently, this 1929 hard -bound Volume it was
intended as an integral manual and not to be a
member of the loose-leaf Perpetual Trouble Shoot-
er's Manual family.

to "trouble shoot"; i.e., how to analyze various
circuit malfunctions. The remairing 101 pages
give 188 commercial radio schematics provided
to Rider by 31 different manufacturers. Ev,dence
of the censorship placed on the circuits by those
manufacturers is seen all hrough the circuit sec-
tion of this volume. Of the 188 circuits, only 70
have all components and tubes marked with their
values or types.

Many circuits appear to be fully annotated, but
a closer look shows only cryptic manufacturer's
part numbers or function names; e.g., grid leak,
filter by-pass, volume control, etc. Many parts
have no markings at all. The Freed-Eisemann
Company left no room for doubt - "A Strict
Observance of the Confidential Character of this
Drawing is Required" streams across the top of
each of the company's drawings.

Rider's preface to this volume tells more: "Per-
mission to publish the enclosed wiring diagrams
was secured from the various manufacturers with
the understanding that they would not be repro-
duced in magazines and newspapers without spe-
cial permission, and we trust that the readers of
this book will cooperate with the author in this
respect."

And not all of these circuits were current! Of the
165 indexed circuit diagrams, the only 1929 mod-
els were a Majestic 180, Philco Models 82 and 86.
and a Federal K. Sixty-three were 1928 models,
and all the rest were at least two years old. As
pointed out by Ed Lyon in his article "Rider Volume
Zero" in the July 1998 issue of Radio Age, there
are only radios with triodes (and diodes) in this
manual with the exception of a Type 222 tube in
the 1928 Freshman Model 015 and a Type 24
tetrode in the Federal Model K. This manual, al-
most useless for schematics, and replaced by Rid-
er's later manuals, is of interest for these reasons:

1. It was the first Trouble Shooter's Manual
issued by Rider;

2. It was published almost two years before
any other manuals, including Gernsback's Offi-
cial Serviceman's manuals;

3. It reveals the severe opposition Rider faced
in trying to bring commercial radio schematics to
servicemen.

Whatever the 1929 Volume II lacked. radio
servicemen must have been hungry for any sort
of manufacturer's information. Within six months.
when Rider offered his Supplementary Diagrams
of 1929-1930 Receivers that contained 115 addi-
tional schematics, he apparently experienced
ready sales.

PERPETUAL TROUBLE SHOOTER'S
MANUAL, VOLUME I, 1931

As editor of Radio Craft magazine, Rider was
apparently accumulating new circuit diagrams at
an increasing rate. By early 1931, he combined
all of the diagrams from his 1929 Trouble Shoot-
er's Manual (except one Thermiodyne diagram)
and the accumulated new diagrams. To this set
of diagrams, he added a 100 -page section titled
"Modern Trouble Shooting" (which mimicked the
first part of his 1929 manual). This combination of
trouble -shooting theory and circuit diagrams was
published in May 1931 as his Perpetual Trouble
Shooter's Manual, Volume I, dated 1931. Rider
left Radio Craft in the same month. The story of
this 1931 manual is covered in detail in the June
1998 issue of A.R.C.

The period from May 1931 to early 1932 must
have been a difficult time for Rider. He had sold his
"1931" manuals with a promise of updates. and he
sent out many free supplements to manual own-
ers. The flood of manufacturers' diagrams demand -
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ed that he send out the older diagrams to holders
of the "1931" manuals and collate the more recent
diagrams into a format for the next manual.

PERPETUAL TROUBLE SHOOTER'S
MANUAL, VOLUME I, 2ND EDITION

By November 1931, Rider must have just about
reached the 1,300 -page limitation of the Swivelok
binder used for the "1931" manual. So, in an inci-
sive move, he revised the "1931" manual and reis-
sued it as Volume I, thus cutting off all further
updates.

Rider didn't change the basic organization of the
book in his rewrite: it had the same serial Arabic
pagination with inserts carrying alphabetic addends,
the same "Modern Radio Servicing" article in the
front, and the same sections on "Amplifiers," "Pow-
er Supplies," "Midgets," etc. in the back. But its
redefinition allowed Rider to divert later 1931 sche-
matics to the next issue - Volume II.

PERPETUAL TROUBLE SHOOTER'S
MANUAL, VOLUME II, 1ST EDITION

Rider published this manual in June 1932 using
the Radio Treatise Company name. The title page
of this edition is reproduced here as Figure 4 and
the spine of the binder is shown in Figure 5 right.
Although this manual is the second Rider
publication to be designated "Volume II," it is
actually the first edition of a Volume II in the
Perpetual Trouble Shooter's Manual series.

This 1st edition of Volume II contains all new
schematic diagrams. There are no duplications
from Volume I. Information about point-to-point
resistance measurements is included and con-
sists of 10 pages of text and 50 pages of point-to-
point resistance charts from four major manufac-
turers. The 98 -page "Modem Radio Servicing"
that appeared in Volume I was not included this
time. In his preface, Rider describes the content
of this manual as follows:

"Let it be known that Volume II does not super-
sede the first volume. It contains entirely new ma-
terial. Volume I covered the period from 1919 to
about October 1931; Volume II covers the period
from October 1931 to the end of May 1932."

In this Volume II, Rider had, at last, binder
space to bum! He put in all the things he had so
painfully left out of Volume I, such as voltage
tables, chassis views, parts lists, resistance ta-
bles and alignment data. He even added some
parts lists and other data for some of the circuits
in Volume I. The binder was hardly full.

In what seems, in retrospect, like a real "dumb
bunny" scheme, Rider continued numbering the
pages as an extension of the sequential numeric/
alpha numbering scheme used in Volume I. This
scheme assigned a range of Arabic page num-
bers to a manufacturer and used alphabetic (A, B,
C, etc.) and alpha -numerics (A-1, A-2, A-3, etc.)
when the available "pure" Arabic numbers were
used up.

I do know that this scheme led to some horren-
dous page numbers and illogical progression of
numbers. Some examples from Volume I may
help you understand this numbering system. The
pages in Volume I are generally arranged in al-
phabetical order by the manufacturer's name,
and the pages are then numbered sequentially.
A -C Dayton schematics appear first and are num-
bered 1 through 7. An Acme Apparatus schemat-
ic follows the A -C Dayton pages, and its page
number is 8. Acme Electric schematics appear on
page 9 and so on.

When a page was added to A -C Dayton it was
numbered 2-A. The first Atwater Kent page num-
ber is 91 and the highest page number is 114.
Because page number 115 is used for the Audio -
la Radio Company, added Atwater Kent pages
had to be identified as 114-A, 114-B, etc.

Page numbering in the 1st Edition of Volume II
was even more cumbersome with page numbers
like 114-ZP-1. What a mess! Examples of these
and the later Folio numbering scheme can be
seen in Table II.

PERPETUAL TROUBLE SHOOTER'S
MANUAL, VOLUME II, 1ST EDITION "1932"

Around this time, Rider must have issued the
same manual in the same Swivelok binder, ex-
cept that it was imprinted with the date "1932" on

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(The Four Versions of Rider's, continued)

both the front and spine of the binder. Let us call
this volume the third version of Rider's Volume II.
The front cover of this manual is shown in Figure
5 and the spine appears at the left in Figure 6. I

was unaware of this version until informed by
John Bayusik, but I have since heard of one
offered on the Internet.

The "1931" date on his first Perpetual Trouble
Shooter's Manual had proved to be so restrictive
that it seems unthinkable that Rider would have
deliberately put "1932" on his next manual, there-
by limiting it to circuits from that year only.

For any other author or publication, the simple
addition of a date on the cover might be too
insignificant to mention. In the case of the Rider
manuals, any date has to be a either a holdover
from Rider's earlier publications or of some signif-
icance to Rider. Or it might have been a mistake.

The "1932" binder is the same style as the 2' : -

inch Swivelok with expandable posts used with
the undated 1st Edition of Volume II. So, Rider
must have ordered it from the same supplier, but
probably not at the same time that he ordered the
3 -inch Swivelok binders for the "1931" Volume I.

I would guess that Rider had ordered small
quantities of binders ahead of time, and these
had been delivered before he had decided to
reissue the "1931" volume as Volume I. In that
case, he could have found himself in possession
of "1932" binders. He would not have wanted to
throw them away. Maybe he had them over -
embossed with "Volume II" and used them. So to
me, the "1932" volume is somewhat of a mystery.

THE COMPLETE PERPETUAL TROUBLE
SHOOTER'S MANUAL

This manual. published in 1933, was available
in two versions. Both versions are credited to
John F. Rider. but one binder bears the name and
logo of RCA Radiotron, while the other carries the
name and logo of E.T. Cunningham, Inc. Both
binders note the companies' locations in Harri-
son, New Jersey. Until late 1935, RCA produced
tubes and labeled them "Cunningham" for sale by
the Cunningham Company.

The schematics in this "Complete" manual are
arranged in alphabetical order by manufacturer,
but the pages are numbered sequentially without
the need for alpha -numerics -a vast improve-
ment over the cumbersome numbering system
used in Rider's earlier volumes.

PERPETUAL TROUBLE SHOOTER'S
MANUAL, VOLUME III

For Volume III. Rider appeared to be con-
sciously upgrading the manual's image. He
changed to the 4 -post Slide -Lock binder and
changed its color from conservative black to deep
blue. The schematics were printed from engrav-
ings for improved legibility.

Most important of all, Volume III was the first
manual to be organized and printed in the "manu-
facturers folio" format - which proved to be a
winner. The folio format treats the pages from each
manufacturer as a separate group. with each page
identified by the company or brand name, e.g.
"Philco" for all Philadelphia Storage Battery Corn-

pany products. Other examples appear in Table II.
Within each group. or folio, the page numbers
begin with the volume number in Arabic numerals,
followed by a dash and then the sequential Arabic
page number. Inserts use the appropriate page
number and an addend such as A, B, C, etc.

PERPETUAL TROUBLE SHOOTER'S
MANUAL, VOLUME II, 2ND EDITION

The fourth version of a Rider publication identi-
fied as "Volume II" is his Perpetual Trouble Shoot-
er's Manual, Volume II, 2nd Edition. Copying the
new features of Volume III, which had just been
released, this 2nd Edition of Volume II used the 4 -
post Slide -Lock blue binder. The cover and spine
of the binder feature the familiar antenna towers
and tube design.

The really significant improvement was the
change to the folio format that had been intro-
duced in Volume III. Following the folio format.
Rider took all voltage tables from the front and
distributed them to their related pages throughout
the revised manual. Unfortunately. he chose to
delete tube layout views to make space for some
of these voltage tables. Also, the tube tables
were typed on the schematics and were done
crudely. Not neat!

The special sections such as "Amplifiers" and
"Power Supplies" were all integrated into the ap-
propriate manufacturer's folio. The Canadian list-
ings were dropped and only U.S. manufacturers
were included. The total page count was about
960 of which 757 were schematic diagrams.

EPILOGUE

Rider went on to rewrite Volume I for a third time
to get it into the same uniform folio format used in
the Volume III and the 2nd Edition of Volume II.
The folio format set the standard for Rider's manu-
als for the next twenty years. The manuals are so
deceptively easy to access that one can't help
wondering why Rider didn't figure out the folio
pagination in the very beginning so he wouldn't
have so many versions of his early manuals.

Starting his manuals business was apparently a
matter of persistence, hard work and the pursuit of
an ideal. Without Rider's determination, we would
never have seen some of the radio schematics
which he elicited from reluctant manufacturers.

One article frequently leads
to another. Unlike the subjects
of Dave Crocker's ship speak-
ers, Dave Gonshor's ship is more
than likely an antenna.

In harmony with the ship
speakers in Dave Crocker's arti-
cle in the October 1999 issue of
A.R.C., a similar ship is shown
in Figure 1. This ship is not a
speaker, however, but is be-
lieved to be an antenna. Similar
to the miniature ship model
speakers illustrated in Dave's
article, this ship is the same style
as the mighty galleons that sailed
the seas and discovered Ameri-
ca in 1492. I do not know the
name of the ship.

CONSTRUCTION

The construction of the ship
is excellent. The hull is made of
wood and the sails of a light canvas. The rigging
is made of heavy cord, and the ship details are
hand -painted. The flags are metal. Construction
is done via wood screws or small nails.

The ship measures 22" high x 25" long x 9.5"
wide, so it is approximately the same dimensions
of the ship speakers sold by Miniature Ship Mod-
els. There are no markings identifying the maker,
builder, or kit supplier (if, indeed, it is a kit).

THE ANTENNA

Figure 1 also shows the ship's antenna. Approx-
imately 20 feet of No. 18 -gauge wire, consisting of
ten tums of wire, is strung inside the hull The wire
is stranded copper. The coil of wire has one end
protruding from the stem of the ship. Figure 2
shows a detail of the wire wound within he length
of the hull (see arrows). The wire was obviously
placed there during construction.

It is not clear how effective this ship is as an
antenna. A good shortwave or broadcast anten-
na should be straight and long (tens of feet). A
coil of wire would have been approprate for a
superhet of the early -to -mid 1920s, but the wire in
this ship has only one connection, so it was not
used as a loop antenna.

If this ship was intended to operate as a radio
antenna, then what else might be found out there?
We already know the Majestic Melody Cruiser
radio and the ship speakers. Perhaps a ship

Apex Audiotron Tubes
A.R.C. STAFF AND GEORGE A. FATHAUER

Your editors collection is sometimes a source of
inspiration for an A.R.C. article or cover. This time, the
4 -page, 3 1/2' x 6' brochure on Apex Audiotron tubes
leaped out at us for a February theme. Enclosed in a
heart on the brochure cover is the ubiquitous 201-A
tube, which, in 1924, the Radio Tube Corporation of
Newark, New Jersey, claimed to be "The Heart of Your
Radio Set." The heart is clearly visible on the Type 199A
tube shown here. Below is a reprint of the brochure's list
of "facts" about tubes. The page also states that "Apex
Audiotron" is the company's trade name and that it
means "sound perfection."

The use of the name "Apex" brings up the question
of a connection to the Apex Electric Company in Chicago
in the 1920$. Since there is no mention of a connection
to this New Jersey firm in Alan Douglas' Radio
Manufacturers of the 1920's, we assume that the Radio
Tube Corp. was a totally separate entity.

In his Saga of the Vacuum Tube, Gerald Tyne
mentions that the Radio Tube Corporation also made
Cleartron and Dillion tubes.

As George Fathauer's book Radio Tubes and Boxes
of the 1920's, reviewed on the opposite page, shows,

Is There a Difference in Radio Tubes?
Here are several facts about tubes you should know.

I. DISTANCE. The ardent "radio bug" today is the "D. X. Fan"- the long distance enthusiast. He builds set after set
n the hopes of hearing across the continent, or, better still, some far off foreign station. How hopeless it all seems when

he has spent considerable money and long hours with different hook-ups and then finds the trouble is in the tubes. The
tube is the "Heart of Your Radio Set," and when it ceases to operate, it takes the "heart" out of the enthusiast. APEX

Radio Tubes and Boxes of the 1920's
By George A. Fathauer

Numerous tube manuals
and books have been pub-
lished over the years. The
most notable were the "Spec
and Data Sheets'. released
by tube manufacturers at
regular intervals as new
tubes were released. As
time marched on and the
interest and use of the elec-
tron tube waned due to tech-
nological advances, publica-
tions on tubes also dwin-
dled in number. The con-
tents of tube books still be-
ing published became more
selective, shifting from tech-
nical data to a more general
chronological and historical
roadmap of the evolution of
tubes from the early 1920s
into the 1970s and 1980s.

This selective process
continues with the release
of Radio Tubes and Boxes
of the 1920's by George A.
Fathauer. As the title sug-
gests, the book pictorially displays the tubes used in
early broadcast receivers of the 1920s. As an addition-
al bonus, pictures of the unique tube boxes that these
tubes were sold in are also portrayed. A h storic over-
view to the period is contained in the introduction, while
an updated list of 201-A brand names and a selected
bibliography are also included.

Thumbing through the pages of this bock, one can't
help but notice the hundreds of different companies
that released or produced the 01-A tube. As the author

packaging was even more important to sales in the
1920s than it is today. Apex tubes and boxes are
illustrated on pages 9 ano 11 of Fathauer's book. On
page 10, a full -page Apex Audiotron ad says that these
tubes are much in demand, and are offered with a full
guarantee for the first time. Four tubes are listed, each
for $4: Types 201A, 199, 12, and 200.

According to George Fathauer and to our own
research, little is known about the Radio Tube
Corporation and its Apex Audiotron tube. Perhaps
someone out there has more to add to this story.

mentions in his introduction,
RCA owned the patent rights
to this tube. Some compa-
nies selling the tube were
"legal," while others were
not.

When the going was
good. the companies trying
to peddle this tube nad to
implement a few of the key
marketing techniques
known to be effective in sell-
ing a product successfully.
Those tricks of the trade
were 1) puce - sell it cheap-
er than the other guy - or
2) unique packaging - the
tube box filled this bill.

Packaging truly was
dominant. The names of
companies like Apex, ACE,
Advance, Blue Ribbon, and
Champion on boxes sug-
gested that the product was
the best of breed. Or how
about Boone, Crusader, and
Pioneer as indicators of

leaders in the industry? A box labeled Perfectone, Tru
Tone, Music Master, Kleer-Tone, Fultone, or Grand -
tone needed no further explanation about its contents.
At the bottom end of the spectrum, company names
like PAR, OK, and Quality might suggest cheaper, run-
of-the-mill products.

All in all, the color photos of the tune boxes are
particularly interesting. In their imaginative methodolo-
gy of packaging, these companies related their names
to the qua ity of their products. If you are collecting old
tubes in boxes, this book is a "must have."

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MEET & AUCTION REPORT

VRPS-AWA Convention & Auction
Irving, Texas - October 29-31, 1999

The Vintage Radio & Phonograph Society
(VRPS) held its 24th annual convention October
29-31, 1999. at the Holiday Inn Select, DFW
South. Irving. Texas. Of the 360 total attendees.
228 were member registrations. Each registered
person received an embroidered cotton cap com-
memorating our 25th year. VRPS celebrated this
25th anniversary with two large sheet cakes, each
emblazoned with the club's logo in color. Both an
RCA Radiola 18 with speaker and an early Co-
lumbia phonograph were given away as preregis-
tration prizes.

Two technical sessions were scheduled.
George Potter presented the first on the history of
the Watterson Radio Manufacturing Co. of Dal-
las. Texas. The second session, presented by
Robert Olinger, was on antique radio and televi-
sion collecting and the Internet.

Quite often a VRPS family member or spouse
will be active either in bidding or in attending a
technical session. This was most evident in the
packed to capacity auction rooms. Four auctions
were scheduled: a tube and paper auction, the
Friday night auction, the Saturday silent auction
and the main Saturday auction. Each of the auc-
tions was completed on time, with all guaranteed
items brought up for auction, as well as approxi-
mately 98 percent of the nonguaranteed items.

Here are the results: total items sold - 841:
total passed items - 91; total dollar amount -
$55,351.50! After the auctions, checkout was
about as fast as possible with 80 -plus buyers
waiting. We utilized two laptop computers with a
custom program and a high-speed laser printer.
Our treasurer used two people to receive and
disburse money and two people to handle any

During the auction VRPS used two large video
displays for the audience and one smaller CRT
for the auction and set -handler staff. We do not
move large bulky consoles anymore: instead. we

utilize remote cameras to view the large quantity
of radio consoles, phonographs and boxes of
tubes. A large wall partition separates the audi-
ence from the equipment, thus allowing full con-
centration on the items up for sale. Verification of
equipment condition comes from two people in-
dependent of computers and experienced in a
good cross-section of equipment from early sets
to late transistors. Phonographs, books and tubes
are included.

VRPS had 78 entries in the old equipment con-
test with 60 -plus awards given. The "Best of Show"
and the "President's Award" went to Blake Dietze
for his outstanding display of Zenith Royal 500
transistor radios in a nice shadow box display.

The final event on Saturday was the annual
Awards Banquet. The room was filled to capacity,
with no additional tickets available. The Houston
Vintage Radio Association (HVRA), which had
just celebrated its 20th anniversary this year,
honored VRPS for its 25 years as a club. Chevie
Crandell, VRPS past President, was honored for
his 15 years service, as was E.G. Crandell, Chev-
ie's wife. We also recognized four charter mem-
bers of VRPS.

We were pleased to have fellow Texan and
A.R.C. publisher John Terrey as our 25th Anni-
versary guest speaker. John discussed in detail
A.R.C.'s current activity on the updated Web site
and what the future holds for the hobby.

Fortunately, a time change occurred and we all
had an extra hour of sleep, before the indoor flea
market started at 7 A.M. on Sunday. The buying,
selling and trading was fast and furious, and the
last person out at 11 A.M., turned off the lights.

Highlights of the four auctions included an ear-
ly Mickey Mouse radio selling at $700, an Atwater
Kent Model 206 cathedral radio at a whopping
$475; an Edison Gem phonograph with original
horn and extra cylinders at $500; a Mu-Rad Tri-
plex at $150; an RCA Radiola 140 Gothic -style
tombstone in excellent condition at $425; and an
RCA Victor R-13 tombstone at $410.

Capacitors in Old Radios - Part 3
Mica & Electrolytic Capacitors

In this third of a series of articles on capacitors,
Ray Bintliff describes and illustrates some typical
mica and electrolytic capacitors. Parts 1 and 2
appeared in the December 1997 and December
1998 issues. (Editor)

Paper dielectric capacitors were covered in
Part 2. Now in Part 3, mica and electrolytic capac-
itors receive similar treatment. You may want to
read Part 1 again to refresh your memory regard-
ing the advantages and limitations of each type of
capacitor - mica, paper and electrolytic.

MICA CAPACITORS

Most early commercially -produced radios and
home brews used mica -dielectric capacitors sim-
ilar to those shown in Figure 1. These capacitors
were usually of the stacked -and -riveted type of
construction, but some were housed in a molded
Bakelite case. Some included clips for mounting
grid leak resistors. Figures 2 and 3 show mica
capacitors that use a less conventional form of
construction. The "Faradon" capacitor, manufac-
tured by Wireless Specialty Co., uses stacked
construction but has a single rivet at its center as
opposed to the 2 -rivet types shown in Figure 1.
The "Hilco," shown in Figure 3, uses an unusual
round case configuration. Look Ma. no rivets.

No doubt, old radios and junk boxes will con-
tain some other very different looking mica ca-
pacitors, but you get the idea.

Although their basic construction remained the
same -a multilayered sandwich of metal plates
and mica dielectric - the appearance of mica
capacitors changed as manufacturing techniques
advanced. Figure 4 illustrates some types of mica
capacitors that you may encounter in radios start-
ing from about the 1930s. The three capacitors
on the right are from RCA radios. The capacitor at
the top is of open construction
and was in use from about the
early to mid -1930s. The two ca-
pacitors below it are encased in
molded rubber and date from
about the late 1930s until the
early 1940s. The top three ca-
pacitors on the left are typical of
the cased micas to be found in
radios from other manufacturers.

The capacitor shown at the
bottom left is an example of a
contemporary dipped mica ca-
pacitor. These encapsulated
components offer improved

moisture proofing and protection from an adverse
environment. They are excellent replacements
for defective capacitors in old radios.

Mica capacitors are reliable components with a
much lower failure rate than paper or electrolytic
capacitors. But do not make the mistake of as-
suming that all of the micas in a radio are OK
(they do fail sometimes).

IS THAT A MICA?

Just when it all seems clear, up jumps Murphy!
Unfortunately, there are some wire -wound resis-
tors that come in molded cases and look much
like micas. Worse yet, they carry the Micamold
brand. One example is shown in Figure 5. The
resistors can usually be identified by their shape
(their length to width ratio is much greater than
micas).

ELECTROLYTICS

Electrolytic capacitors provide large walues of
capacitance that are impractical in paper or mica
form. Early AC -operated radios use paper capac-
itors as DC power supply filters. These paper
capacitors are physically large, but relatively small
in terms of capacitance. The use of electrolytics
enabled design engineers to reduce the weight
and size of their radios and to obtain better filter-
ing through the use of larger values of capaci-
tance. The first electrolytic capacitors were of the
"wet" type An early can -type electrolytic capaci-
tor is shown at the bottom of Figure 6. This type of
capacitor was referred to as "wet" because the
electrolyte was in liquid fcrm. Shake one of those
old units and you can hear the electrolyte slosh
around inside the can (unless it has all leaked
out). Figure 7 shows a bottom view of a wet
electrolytic capacitor from which the electrolyte
has leaked and dried. As the electrolyte leaks
from the capacitor its capacitance decreases and

hum develcps. These wet units had to be chas-
sis -mounted in an upright position. Although the
cans that enclosed the capacitors were usually
made of aluminum, copper cans were also used.
Figure 8 depicts a wet electrolytic from a Philco
radio. The capacitor has been removed from the
can to show its internal construction.

The wet electrolytic was an improvement over
paper filter capacitors and the "dry" electrolytic
was another step forward. The term "dry" is mis-
leading since it is not really dry. The electrolyte is
in paste form. The paste can ooze out if a seal
goes bad, but the dry electrolytic capacitor is a
much more stable component. A typical dry elec-
trolytic capacitor is shown at the top of Figure 6.

The development of the dry electrolytic brought
changes in the capacitors' configu-ation. Although
metal cans were still used, manutacturers began

producing capacitors that were packaged in card-
board, as shown in Figure 9. the tubular and
rectangular cardboard containers gave design-
ers greater flexibility. Now they could place elec-
trolytics under the chassis and it any position.

Unlike paper capacitors, electrolytic capacitors
must be wired according to their polarity. The
can -type of capacitors uses the can as the nega-
tive terminal and a solder lug or wire lead as the
positive terminal. In some radios, the negative
lead goes to a B- connection rather than to a

chassis ground. Then the metal can must be
insulated from the chassis. Fiber insulating wash-
ers are used with nut -mounted cans while fish
paper or a similar insulator is used with clamp -
mounted cans. The insulated cardboard capaci-
tors eliminate the need for such measures.

The early can -type electrolytics were single
units, but soon cans containing two to four capac-
itors were being produced. Figure 10 shows a
multisection electrolytic.

REPLACING CAPACITORS

It is a rare instance when all or most capacitors
in an old radio are good. In my opinion, all paper
capacitors should be replaced when a radio is
repaired or restored. Most capacitors can be re-
placed in the time it takes to test them. There are
exceptions, such as those "hard to get to" caps
buried deep in the RF circuitry.

Replacements for paper capacitors are more
reliable and much smaller in size than the original
parts. Modern replacement capacitors are readily
available and reasonably priced. Figure 11 pro-
vides a comparison between an old paper capac-
itor and a modern unit. The old unit's rating is 0.5
mF at 400 Vdc, while the new smaller unit is rated
at 0.47 mF at 630 Vdc. The present-day replace-
ments, which use plastic film as the dielectric, are
self -healing. Typical voltage ratings are 400 and
630 Vdc.

Modern electrolytic capacitors are also much
smaller than their old equivalents. Figure 12 shows
modern electrolytics paired with their old equiva-
lents. These smaller replacement electrolytics can
easily be fitted under the chassis so that the radio
keeps its old look above the chassis. Unfortu-
nately, many old radios have gaping holes where
can -type electrolytics were once installed. Good
repair/restoration practice dictates that the old
cans must be left in place to preserve the radio's
original appearance.

A note of caution - do not wire the replacement
electrolytic in parallel with the old capacitor. The
wiring to the old capacitor's positive terminal must
be removed and connected to the replacement
capacitor. Adding a terminal strip to support the
new capacitor and the associated wiring is al-
ways good practice. Replacing capacitors and
rebuilding capacitor blocks will be covered in
detail in some future article. Capacitor testers will
be the subject of Part 4 and the testers to be
described will range from very simple early units
to some complex and versatile devices.

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WITH THE COLLECTOR

More on RCA TV Service
BY ALTON A. DUBOIS, JR.

Wow! Did Ray Bintliff's article about RCA Service
Company ring bells and bow horns for me. I was
one of those field techs starting in 1948.

It all started when I was working for a small, two -
man radio shop in Scarsdale, New York. I had just
gotten my second class radio telephone license,
and I had heard that RCA was hiring. I reported for
an interview and after an electronics test, I was
offered $37.50 a week and guaranteed overtime. It
was $2.50 more than what I was making for six days
and no overtime pay. So, figuring that it was a
bigger pond than I was in, I accepted it.

When I reported to the Westchester, New York,
branch, in Bronxville, New York, to my amazement,
it was the same shop building where my father had
been an auto mechanic in the 1930s.

My first assignment was with another man who
had been with the company only a year or so longer
than I. We had two antenna installations to do, and
we completed them by 11:30 A.M. Then, after lunch,
we spent the rest of the day reading the newspaper.
I began to wonder what I had gotten into. After
working 9.00 A.M. to 6:00 P.M. for six days a week,
and no overtime, here I was "dogging it" on the job.

That changed right after the branch moved to
White Plains. In no time, we had about 70 employ-
ees because Channel 13 had just gone on the air.
We were running around like crazy, putting up Chan-
nel 13 antennas on old installations and even on
some new ones.

One time, in Yonkers, New York, we were search-
ing for a place for a Channel 13 antenna, and
neither high nor low was good. Then, the roof guy
dropped the antenna, and it landed on a small front
door roof, pointing almost to the ground. There was
a good picture. We screwed the antenna to the roof
and ran a separate line to the antenna switch. Most
of the antennas were coupled onto the larger one
with a special balun and pointed slightly off center
from the big one, because Channel 13 was broad-
casting from New Jersey.

Later on, we ran all over Westchester County
trying to get Channel 3 from Hartford, Connecticut.

MORE CHANNEL 13 PROBLEMS

A year or so later, we had another problem with
Channel 13. Since it was the high frequency TV
station at that time, the problem was moisture. The
wooden cross arm that had two aluminum rods
bolted next to each other with brass washers was
susceptible to moisture and corrosion.

One incident that I recall involved a customer
who complained that every time she flushed the
toilet, Channel 13 and other channels would disap-
pear! On checking, I found that Channel 13 was

O.K., but in examining the antenna, I noticed that it
was mounted on a chimney, and the active ele-
ments were over the flue. Below it was a sewer vent
pipe commonly known to us as a "stink pipe." I

asked my helper to get a sprinkler can o' water.
"What the hell do you need that for?" he asked.
I told him to go watch Channel 13. I sprinkled

water on the antenna and he yelled, "It's goner
What had happened was that the soot from the

chimney had coated the antenna elements at the wash-
ers, and when the fumes from the stink pipe came up,
the antenna was soaked with moisture. Cleaning and
relocating the antenna solved the problem.

THE MET LIFE PROJECTS

After a few years, I was offered a temporary
transfer to "The Met Life Projects." Another fellow
and I commuted to Metropolitan Avenue in the Met
Life projects. We were later joined by several others
from the Bronx branch.

We started to make surveys for the antenna
positions on the Parkchester apartments, and to
install master antenna systems using the high -gain
amplifiers under the approval of a Met Life engineer
who had very strict demands for antennas and the
quality of reception. We acquired more men and
proceeded to do the same in other Met Life projects
that included Stuyvesant Town, Peter Cooper Vil-
lage and Riverton in Harlem. The antennas we used
were large Yagi individual channel antennas on a
10 -foot pipe. We had many problems with reflec-
tions, including problems with Channel 13 as previ-
ously mentioned.

Five years later, I went back to the Westchester
branch as a master antenna specialist. I could now
do db losses in my sleep!

When the company started telephone installa-
tions, I accepted a job in this new field. I spent hours
racking my brain in telephone school at Maple Shade,
New Jersey. We did a lot of telephone systems in
Westchester, but I was sent back to Parkchester
several times on temporary assignment. I made
many friends that I still hear about through the RCA
Retirees Club newsletter titled Nipper News.

More on Raytheon Tubes
Dear Editor:
I have congratulated Phil Whitney on his interesting

article about the labeling of Raytheon tubes in the
October 1999 A.R.C. He mentioned that Raytheon
occupied the plant used earlier by the makers of the
famous Liberty airplane engines found on World War I
bombers. I had never heard that story before. I won-
dered if that was the Lowell, Mass. plant formerly known
as the Davis Aircraft Company. If not, where was this
plant located and what was its name?

Phil's photo of the tube with "Raytheon" stamped on
the metal plate inside the tube is very good. I have only
one such tube in the Raytheon archives here in Lexing-
ton. Mass., and it is quite unusual.

One of the reasons the tubes were branded "Eveready
Raytheon" was that National Carbon, owner of Eveready,
signed an unpublicized option in 1929 to buy Raytheon
for $15 to $19.5 million within a few years. The company
agreed to invest 5500.000 to cement the deal, and
Raytheon agreed to make a line of standard receiving
tubes with half of them marked "Eveready Raytheon."

When I joined the company in 1935, National Carbon
had let the option go in the early 1930s and never
acquired Raytheon. By 1935, we were "private brand-
ing" many of our tubes with Philco. RCA, GE, Silvertone.
Motorola, etc. No one tube company was able to tool up
for all the tube types, as it was not economical.
