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EDITOR'S COMMENTS 
Last month, as we rushed the October issue to press, 

the world we thought we knew was crumbling all around 
us. My editors comments began with a brief response to 
the shock of September 11, a response wholly inade-
quate now that we know that we can't begin to judge the 
ultimate repercussions of that terrible event.

The role of radio in rescue 
efforts during the first weeks of the crisis and a first-hand 
account by Bart Lee are also included. In this way. we 
attempt to tie some of the events of history together with 
our own radio community history. 
Richard Brewster's article about his discovery of

ate in this issue. Like the Ham operators at the World 
Trade Center.

J.  WITH THE COLLECTORS 

Radio Row Then and Now 
BY DOROTHY SCHECTER 

America has been the victim of a triple tragedy of 
unimaginable proportions. Though the losses at New 
York's World Trade Center are the greatest, those at 
the Pentagon, and in a field in Pennsylvania are of 
equal significance. However, for many in the radio-
collecting community, there is a direct link to the World 
Trade Center tragedy. It lies in the history of that lower 
Manhattan site, once the heart of Radio Row. In the 
following article, we reflect on that history and explore 
how radio has continued to be an active participant in 
the present tragic fate of a once thriving radio world. 
Perhaps this historical perspective will also help us to 
cope with the magnitude of the grief and loss that the 
area will always represent. (Editor) 

September 11, 2001, will remain in our collective 
memories forever as a day of horror and grief unparal-
leled in American history. For the radio-collecting com-
munity, this tragedy has special poignance because of 
the location of the World Trade Center — site of the 
once famous Radio Row. the main axis of which was 
Cortlandt St. Though other cities had similar centers of 
radio sales, according to Radio-Craft for September 
1932, "There is no city in the world that has a Radio 
Row comparable to New York's Cortland! St."

In keeping with this piece of radio history, A.R.C. 
has run several articles over the years about Radio 
Row. Once again, we feel compelled to return to the 
subject as we receive e-mails and pick up newsgroup 
messages that reveal a nostalgia for those seemingly 
innocuous times before the 1960s when the World 
Trade Center replaced Radio Row. Remembering the 
past can sometimes assuage the sorrow of the present. 

THE PAST 

On our pages from time to time, older collectors 
have reminisced fondly about their forays into the trea-
sures of Radio Row on the Saturday mornings of their 
youths. Alton DuBois (April 1991) found that the article 
about H. L. Schneck's 1920s store "City Radio" on 
Cortlandt St. (July 1990) triggered his own memories 
of visits there in the 1930s. In those times, even stores 
in the suburbs depended on Radio Row for their needs. 
In the September 1998 A.R.C., photos provided by 

Francis Yonker gave us the opportunity to present a 
kind of photo essay on Radio Row. We were able to re-
create a map and to walk you through the streets so 
laden with radio treasures. Ironically, that article begins, 
"Remember when the World Trade Center wasn't there?" 
Thinking about the Yonker photos in the light of 

current events, Editor John Terrey was inspired to try 
to secure more old photos of the streets of Radio Row. 
At the New York Public Library, he found the photo on 
our cover and the two others on these pages. 
It was obvious from exchanges on the Internet that 

other collectors too needed to connect with those times

when the world seemed a smaller and safer place. For 
example, A.R.C. subscriber Al Germond posted the fol-
lowing memory mixed with sadness. "Watching rescue 
workers sifting through the macabre rubble of the World 
Trade Center summons memories of that plot's previous 
existence as New York's Radio Row. ...I remember mak-
ing occasional trips to Cortlandt St. forty years ago... 11 
was an absolute paradise for any radio fiend." 
Al also referred to The Old Timer's Bulletin, Spring 

1966. which described the demolition of the last vestig-
es of Radio Row when 15 tons of miscellaneous parts 
from the Leotone Radio Corp. became rubble. Al wrote, 
"Out it went — some of Manhattan's radio history 
accumulated since the turn of the century — load after 
load hauled through the Holland Tunnel over to Jersey 
just like the tons of rubble today from the buildings that 
replaced Radio Row." 
Doug Houston, who has contributed articles to 

A.R.C.. also posted a memory of that transition time. 
On a business trip in the 1960s, he decided to visit the 
place that once had been for him a "weekly haunt." 
Getting off the subway at Cortlandt St., he found him-
self disoriented because he was "looking at a big hole 
in the ground where Radio Row had been." He de-
scribes it as "one of the sadder moments in my life!" 
Messages from younger collectors indicate their 

sense of loss at never having known Radio Row, a 
place where crowds made the streets on a Saturday 
barely passable. Sidewalks were so cluttered with of-
ferings of all kinds that shoppers thought themselves in 
some kind of radio utopia. One photo of sets outside a 
shop in the earlier mentioned Radio-Craft arlicle tells it 
all — a sign says, "Any set 25c." 
Radio Row was a happy place. We mourn with the rest 

of the country that its successor met such a terrible fate. 

THE PRESENT 

"Tragic events like those of today make our little 
hobbies seem pretty irrelevant." This sentiment ap-
pearing on the Web recently reverberates with us all, 
and, of course, makes us stop to think about our 
priorities in life. However, collectors can also stop to 
take pride in radio's heroic role in times of tragedy. This 
time was no exception. 
The news of Amateur Radio's participation in the 

rescue and cleanup operations at the World Trade 
Center was brought to our attention by A.R.C. contrib-
uting writer Will Jensby. Will referred to the story on the 
San Francisco Antique Radio Club (SFARC) Web site 
about fellow member Bart Lee's direct participation in 
rescue efforts as an Amateur Radio operator. Bart has 
also been an A.R.C. contributing writer and is well 
known as a frequent AWA presenter. 
On September 11, Bart's law practice found him in 

New York where he happened to stay only 1.65 miles 
from "Ground Zero." He actually saw the third building 
go down. 
Offering his Ham operator services immediately, 

Bart became the night-shift trick-chief as KV6LEE for 
the Red Cross operation. Bart worked 14 to 18 hour 
shifts for more than a week, but he spoke of his untiring 
fellow workers as the real heroes. As he modestly put 
it, "One does not 'rise to the occasion,' one sinks to 
one's level of training." 
Why was Amateur Radio, certainly no longer first 

among modern commercial telecommunications sys-
tems, so vital in such an overwhelmingly difficult res-
cue operation? Because it was the only mode of com-
munication totally available. Other services were either 
blocked by health and welfare telephone messages or 
physically destroyed. Cell phones, landlines. and Inter-
net connections were either inoperative or intermittent. 
FCC legal injunctions preventing the use of Ham Radio 
from doing business or directly coordinating police and 
fire activities had to be lifted. As the SFARC article 
states, "...the usual concepts of Ham Radio being a 
mere tertiary communicatons application.., were his-
torically overturned forevermore!" 
Of course. Bart and his group were far from alone. A 

perusal of the ARRL Letteron the Internet tells the story 
of an amazing volunteer effort, and the November 2001 
OST covers this effort in detail. As of September 21, 
more than 350 Hams had volunteered over 5,000 work 
hours. Prepared with equipment for survival in "hazard-
ous, war-like conditions," they came committed to work 
at least 30 hours after arrival in New York City. 
The operation was described as a long-term effort 

with the schedule being filled on a day-by-day basis.

The expectation was to continue the work until normal 
telecommunications could resume without disruption. 
As ARRL President Jim Haymie said in OST, "Never 
have I felt more strongly about what a great privilege it 
is to be part of the extraordinary global community of 
Amateur Radio." 
Amateur Radio operators were not the only folks 

from our radio community who found themselves on 
old Radio Row terrain doing whatever they could to 
help. Our own editor John Terrey happened to have 
reason lobe in New York on the weekend immediately 

following the event. He had the opportunity to volun-
teer with the Seamen's Church Institute a few blocks 
from the tragedy to distribute food to exhausted work-
ers. No radio skills required, but organizational skills 
put him "in charge" for several long hours. A few of his 
photos of the devastation and of those trying to cope 
with it are shown here. 
Perhaps the most striking images he carried away 

could not be captured on film. On the following Friday 
evening, he returned to the city when dusk was falling. 
The Manhattan streets were lined with lighted candles 
in windows, and outside fire stations were flowers and 

9/11 Amateur Radio in Disaster Relief 
BY BART LEE, KV6LEE 

The following is Bart Lee's 
"private citizen's eyewitness re-
port on Ham Radio's finest 
hour." We're grateful to Bart for 
sharing this firsthand experi-
ence with us. (Editor) 

Within minutes of the terror-
ists' attack on the World Trade 
Center, Amateur Radio went on 
the air in disaster relief. A month 
later, I am left with a powerful 
sense of pride in how Amateur 
Radio volunteers stepped into 
the breach, took real personal  Bart Lee, left, and others provided communications for the Red 
risks, and put radio to work  Cross in the aftermath of the World Trade Center disaster. 
when all else failed. We learned 
all too much from this terrorism, but one of the good 
things was how much difference Amateur Radio 
can make for the good. 
The New York Radio Amateur Civil Emergency 

Service (RACES) net went up on the air within 
minutes of the disaster. D-Day Ham traffic that I 
monitored related to hospital utilization and out-of-
state disaster response teams. The next day I vol-
unteered at the Red Cross. 
The communications chief, Jay Ferron, did a 

magnificent job getting Amateur Radio communi-
cations into each of a dozen Red Cross shelters and 
three Office of Emergency Management sites for 
24 hours a day for nearly two straight weeks. 
Hams volunteered from all over the metropolitan 
area, and several states. (I happened to be visiting 
from California.) Westchester RACES supplied 
many trained and capable radio operators day in 
and day out, as did New Jersey. 
As many as 100 or more Hams each day in-

volved themselves on either the day shift or the 
night shift; I was night-shift trick-chief for the 
first week. Amateur Radio operators worked in 
"the hot zone" at unknown but real personal risk, 
and at many shelters. All put in long days and long 
nights insuring that traffic got through. 
In the first several days, cell phones and land-

lines either simply did not work or were spotty at 
best. Vaunted high technology fell to earth, but 
Hams with their own radios and equipment stepped 
in for effective emergency communications. Some of 
the earliest traffic I personally handled at Red Cross 
headquarters was an emergency evacuation order, 
sent out on a handheld transceiver into a jury rigged 

Yagi antenna. There was all too much of that prior-
ity in the early days of this horrific event. 
We never had too few volunteers, each of whom 

had trained himself (and herself) to do whatever it 
takes, and they did it. We had Hams from several 
countries helping as well — Russia, India, Canada, 
and the Leeward Islands, stand out. 
For the hot zone, we issued dust masks and 

special credentials, and everybody got (initially 
from me) a disaster-worker orientation, and later, 
a debriefing. The Red Cross transported the radio 
operators into and out of Manhattan from Brook-
lyn after transferring New York operations there 
on D-Day plus 4. 
The shelters kept track of their clients, staff, 

security, etc. and Red Cross polled them regularly 
by Amateur Radio. Once telephones worked, that 
traffic came off the RACES net. Red Cross sent 
Multi-Disciplinary Outreach Teams into lower Man-
hattan around D-Day+8. They tried to communi-
cate via cell phones, but only Amateur Radio worked 
reliably, at least at first. 
The work was exhausting. After nine days, I 

turned my job over to my replacement, Brian 
Fernandez, KlBRF. I came home to California 
stunned by the terrorism, but proud of all the 
Americans I saw and worked with in New York, 
especially the Hams. 73.

(JVT photo) 
columnist William Satire asks an in-
teresting question: "Why is there no Radio Free Af-
ghanistan broadcasting the truth about the consequenc-
es of harboring the headquarters of terrorism?" He 
points out that as the Taliban's Radio Shariot spews 
out hatred of America non-stop, "America is asleep at 
the microphone." 
We have been violently awakened. Let's hope that 

Satire's call for an American signal in Afghanistan's 
five languages to spread the truth is established. Radio 
is invaluable in the kind of psychological warfare we 
will have to continue long after the guns are silent. 
Another question of the future will no doubt be, "Do 

you remember where you were on September 11, 
2001 9" How often we've heard a similar question asked 
about Pearl Harbor or the assassination of President 
Kennedy. For the radio-collecting community, the ques-
tion may conjure up a mental collage of the terrible 
image of the World Trade Center moments after im-
pact juxtaposed with an old photo of Cortlandt St. 
Still another question might be, "And what was your 

reaction when you first heard the news on September 
11?" Did you think with Bruce Mager driving from New 
Jersey to his radio shop "Waves" near Penn Station and 
listening to Howard Stern that it was just a sick joke? 
Two days later, like his wife Charlotte, were you still 
finding it hard to believe, and were you thanking your 
lucky stars that the Holland Tunnel was closed when 
Bruce and so many other daily commuters reached it? 
Since then, have you remembered the effects of 

other disasters on your life or your collections? Per-
haps you were hit by the San Francisco earthquake 
(A.R.C., January 1990). or the Alaska earthquake on 
March 27, 1964, where the Alaska Amateur Radio 
operators handled more than 50,000 messages within 
and outside the disaster area. See the cancelled com-
memorative stamp on an envelope issued by the An-

chorage Philatelic Society and reproduced here. Natu-
ral disasters can, of course, cause irreparable harm, 
but they seem to diminish in the harsh light of this man-
created tragedy.

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MUSEUM MUSINGS 

Radio Museum in Rotterdam, Holland 
BY RICHARD BREWSTER 

From Cotonou, Benin, West Africa, to Tex-
as, Richard Brewster has kept in touch with 
A.R.C. And when in his travels, he happens 
upon a new vintage radio museum, we're 
fortunate that he shares the news. (Editor) 

The summer of 2000 found my wife, Susan, 
and I living on a 522-foot hospital ship docked 
at the waterfront in the city of Rotterdam, the 
world's busiest port. This all came about when, 
after being retired unexpectedly, I decided that 
I could still be useful. I read about a Christian 
organization called Mercy Ships which, with all 
volunteer crews, sends ships to various parts 
of the developing world to provide medical care, 
construct clinics, and instruct people how to 
avoid the diseases that plague those areas. 
So, we are now living on the 50 year old 

converted cruise ship, M/V Anastasis, shown 
in Figure 1. The ship is docked in Cotonou, 
Benin. West Africa. Susan is serving as the 
Crew Clinic Nurse to almost 500 people, 
while I am the Head Electronics Technician. 
This position takes the place of the Radio 
Officer, who has not been required on pas-
senger ships since February 1999. 
The Anastasis spends most of the year in 

West Africa, but visits Europe to take on 
supplies and recruit volunteers. One of my 
duties is to buy electronic items needed on 
the ship. This took us. one day last summer, 
to Correct Electronics, a large supply house 
in downtown Rotterdam. As we pulled up to  , 
the storefront, what did I see across the  Figure 1. Richard and Susan Brewster now call 
street but a single story, oldish-looking build-  the MN Anastasis home.

I was met at the door by 
Mr. Piet Bos, shown in Fig-
ure 3 along with some of the 
radios on display. He is a re-
tired employee who works as 
a tour guide. Like most peo-
ple in Holland, he speaks 
English, and he eagerly 
showed me around the spa-
cious facility. 
"It has only been open a 

couple of months," he ex-
plained, as I viewed the beau-
tifully laid out and brightly lit 
displays. Most of the over 500 
sets are from the late 1940s 
onward, but some nice early 
1920s sets were in evidence 
as well. An array of post-1940 
portables are shown in Fig-
ure 4. The early radio, shown 
in Figure 5, has a De Forest 
look and uses plug-in coils. 
Some early Philips appara-
tus is shown in Figure 6. The 
museum also has a large col-
lection of early hi-fi gear. 

MUSEUM HISTORY 

Later, I was able to speak 
with Nanneke Senior who is 
secretary to Harry de Jong, 
retired General Director of 
Correct Electronics, the sup-
ply house of our destination. 
She explained that Mr. de 
Jong, with help from Henk 
Heessels and Peter Ivens, set 
up the museum in the circa 
1930 building that was, coin-
cidentally, used as a storage 
point by the Nazis in World 
War II. The purpose — ship-

Germany! 
Sure enough, we were right 

next to a railroad siding. That 
also explains why there are 
few radios in the museum 
from the prewar era — they 
were all taken away or de-
stroyed. 
A Dutch friend, who was a 

teenager during World War 
II, told me that when the Na-
zis took over Holland, they 
gave out letters instructing ev-
eryone to bring all radios to a 
certain address to be confis-
cated. Nothing was paid for 
the radios, and many people 
did not comply. Instead, they 

hid sets in the ceiling, under the floor, or in 
some sort of secret compartment! 
He explained that in the evening, listeners 

would tune in to an English station which 
broadcast news of the war. This was made

ing with a big sign on the roof which read 
"Rotterdam's Radio Museum"! An exterior 
view of the building is shown in Figure 2. I 
could hardly believe my eyes. I told Steve, 
my assistant, to check out the store while I 
checked out the museum. 
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(Rotterdam's Radio Museum, cont.) 
difficult by a high power jamming station op-
erated by the Nazis, as well as by the nearly 
constant roar of planes making bombing runs 
from England over Rotterdam to Germany. 
Of course, windows had to be covered and 

the radio kept at low volume. To be discov-
ered with a radio meant severe punishment or 
even death. Rotterdam was almost leveled 
during the war, so it was not an easy time. 

GETTING THERE 

Rotterdam's Radio Museum is well worth 
visiting if you find yourself in Holland. Nearby 
Kinderdyke and Delft are also attractive sce-
nic spots, and the natives are very friendly! 
Rotterdam's Radio Museum is located at 

104 Ceintuurbaan in downtown Rotterdam, 
one exit east of the A13 interchange on the 
A20 highway and a short way from Rotter-
dam North RR station. The phone number is 
31-10-461-8618, and the fax number is 31-
10-418-6270. The museum is open week-
days and Saturday from 1 to 4 P.M. On the

Collector Profile — Richard Brewster

Richard Brewster, a collector/historian since 
1969, is a charter subscriber to A.R.C. and a 30-
year member of AWA. His radio-event memories 
go way back to when the annual AWA auction 
was conducted by an auctioneer who stood on a 
picnic table in a local park. The audience then 
consisted of a few dozen eager buyers. Though 
his collection contains wireless items from 1912, 
his primary interest is in prewar TV sets, both 
electronic and mechanical. His extensive TV-ori-
ented library helps him to edit a quarterly TV 
column in the OTB. He has also contributed arti-
cles to A.R.C. over the years. 
Richard's interest in radio began in childhood 

in Mineola, New York, where his family lived not 
far from a junk dump. Every afternoon after school 
and on Saturdays, he and his brothers would 
head for the dump, where he was attracted to old 
radios. With the aid of every radio magazine he 
could get his hands on, he would take the sets 
apart and try to get them going again. 
After graduating from Worcester Polytechnical 

Institute in 1960 with a degree in communica-
tions, Richard worked on the Polaris nuclear sub-
marine project designing a radio direction finder. 
Later he became a nuclear power plant designer 
for Westinghouse, from which he retired in 1995. 
Running parallel to his professional career was 

his continuing interest in antique radios. In 1969, 
when living in California, Richard told his wife he 
would like to have just one old radio. As he has 
said, "We all know where that leads." 
After a move to Pittsburgh in 1977, he and 

friends started the Pittsburgh Antique Radio So-
ciety (PARS), a club still in business. Their goal 

was to establish a museum based on the KDKA, 
Frank Conrad "Birthplace of Broadcasting" ga-
rage. Though they did not succeed then, efforts 
to save the garage as part of a proposed National 
Museum of Broadcasting in Pittsburgh continue 
today. 
Having retired to eastern Long Island, Richard 

intended to build a nice museum for his own 
collection. However, as we know from his article 
on the Rotterdams Radio Museum, his plan for 
an ordinary retirement got waylaid. Though at 
first his wife was not interested in his proposal for 
a new career, they find themselves three years 
later happily aboard the MN Anastasis. 
An interesting aside is that since the sinking of 

the Titanic in 1912 and until 1999, a radio officer 
was required on merchant ships to monitor dis-
tress signals. However, the need for such an 
officer was eliminated when the Global Maritime 
Distress and Safety System (GMDSS) took over 
automatic tracking of distress calls. 
As a result, Richard, without a commercial 

marine radio license, has been able to fill many of 
the duties of that position. He has maintained the 
ship's navigation, medical, and other electronic 
systems. He even solved a problem on a neigh-
boring Russian ship's satellite communication 
system, enabling them to leave the port of Coto-
nou on schedule. 
On board this 522-foot, converted cruise ship, 

Richard and Susan live and work with as many as 
400 people from up to 39 countries. How many of 
us in retirement can say with Richard, "There is 
no question that this has been the best two years 
of my life"? 
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WITH THE COLLECTORS 

More On Leutz Type L-6 
BY DALE DAVENPORT 

My thoughts concerning Robert Kitchers beautiful 
Leutz console [see A.R.C., June 20001 may be a bit 
late, but I can perhaps help with identification of parts 
of this fabulous find. The first panel to the left, the one 
with two KK vernier controls marked Selector 1 and 
Selector 2, is apparently the "Frequency Changer" unit 
offered first in 1928. The unit's function made the 
Universal Transoceanics into Superheterodynes. At 
the same time an AC power supply was offered to 
"electrify" the set. Incidentally. in Golden Leutz adver-
tising, "Transoceanic" was one word, rather than hy-
phenated as in the article and on Zenith sets. 
I can only speculate, but the second panel from the 

left with the legend "First RF stage" and "Second RF 
Stage" is perhaps just that and also serves as a mixer 
stage. 
The transposed RF Bias and Resonator controls on 

the third or center panel seem to indicate at least some 
reworking of the unit's innards, as does the inclusion of 
the tuning eye at top center. The detector stage differs 
too from the original in that it seems to be a standard 
RF unit, indicated by the presence of only two bottom 
knobs (again marked RF bias and Resonator and 
again transposed); the original detector units had three 
bottom knobs in a straight line. On the Superhet ver-
sion, the detector unit was placed second from the left, 
next to the Frequency Changer unit. 
The last or right end unit seems to be a modified RF 

stage: the width is correct, the top left and right binding 
post plates are correct and the jack and the toggle 
switch seem to be mounted in the holes that originally 
housed the RF Bias and Resonator controls. The leg-
end plate looks to be mounted on an added aluminum 
plate that covers the original panel holes for the drum 
dial and knob. Depending on what is housed in the unit, 
the 0-250 mA scale might measure either output or 
total set B+ current. 
The Superheterodyne version of the Universal Tran-

soceanic had a total of seven modules or units; the last 
and furthest to the right, a smaller device, was about 
one third the width of a normal RF unit. In the Super-
heterodyne version this narrow unit had what appeared 
to be the legend plate affixed to it bottom center. A 
picture of the Superheterodyne version and its atten-
dant power supply was pictured on page four of the 
August 1986 issue of Don Patterson's Radio Age mag-
azine (Volume 12, No. 8). 
The plate on Mr Kitchel's set would indicate a 

manufacturing date or at least a modification date 
following the company's move to Altoona, Pa. Follow-
ing the stock market crash, the loss of the custom radio 
market, and the C.R. Leutz Company's closing, some 
small custom and repair work was done in a hardware 
store in Altoona. The store was owned by Robert 
Gable, thought to be Leutz's financial backer and co-
author of a new book written by Leutz called: "Short 
Waves." 

Mr. Kitchel's set has only two terminal strip jumper 
bars at each of the units' top binding post panels; 
perhaps indicative of a separate power supply rather 
than each unit housing it's own battenes. The Super-
heterodyne version shows all four posts in each panel 
jumpered to its adjacent panel mates, but perhaps the 
addition of the offered power supply could have changed 
this requirement. 
Second, the offered power supply was a wide, short 

device, obviously not meant lobe mounted in line with 
the other units and likely would have been housed 
elsewhere, perhaps in the body of the console. This 
omission would account in part for the "gap" at the set's 
far right end. The last or right end unit then would seem 
to have been the output stage and the attendant meter 
might indeed have metered it's activity. 
What's the bottom line? It would be safe to assume 

that Mr. Kitchel's find is either a partial or extensively 
modified Leutz Universal Transoceanic. However, the 
real question seems to be more who did the modifica-
tion and when and where. Apparently, from late 1930 
until World War II, little is known about the activities or 
whereabouts of C. R. Leutz. 
The added tuning eye tube certainly seems to indi-

cate that since the set was worked on quite a while 
after the close of C. R. Leutz Inc. in late 1930, it is 
certainly possible that it could have been a develop-
ment or "mule" set from the factory. It may have been 
used to test and develop ideas. Perhaps it was a set in 
C. R. Leutz's possession that continued to be a devel-
opment tool after the company's demise. 
As to the claim that only three of the Universal 

Transoceanics were made; it seems probable that 
more than that number were manufactured. However, 
perhaps only a handful were installed in the console 
cabinets or perhaps only three were made with these 
modifications. 11 seems unlikely too that a set was 
offered as a finished product with the gap at the right 
end, indicating again its modification after the original 
date of manufacture. Announced at least as early as 
mid-1926, the design was a bit long in the tooth when 
the Company moved to Altoona more than three years 
later, and it seems unlikely that they would have moved 
the capability and jigs necessary to build a dog that had 
sold only two other copies. 
Complete, incomplete, modified by the factory or 

not, Robert Kitchel's Universal Transoceanic is the 
kind of find that makes most of us a little envious and 
keeps us in the hunt.

2-stage amplifier, it was called the "MR-12." 
The panel is black-lacquered metal and has 
lever-type dials with the numbers appearing in 
small window openings. In 1923, the set sold 
for $27. (Wally Worth — Wollaston, MA) 

ZENITH MODEL 26-254 — This 1941 wooden 
table model is an AC/DC receiver. It needed 
only a new power cord and some cleaning and 
polishing to make it presentable. (Alton A. 
DuBois, Jr. — Queensbury, NY) 

KAPSCH TR20 — This 1970 transistor receiver 
was made in Austria and was the last self-
contained radio produced by the famous Kap-
sch factory. (Erwin Macho — Vienna, Austria) 

ZENITH MODEL 6S229 — This 6-tube receiver 
was one of the famous "Big Black Dial" radios. 
Selling for $39.95 in 1938, it tunes American, 
foreign, and police bands. It is 18" high and 
has four wooden "Z" knobs. (Clark Trissell — 
Lincoln, NE)

GENERAL RADIO TYPE GRC4 — This crystal 
receiver, manufactured in 1922, has the British 
G.P.O. Number 132.

One opening in 
the top is for adjusting the detector arm, and 
the opening behind it is for illuminating the 
detector. This great set has an important place 
in my collection.

experimental use by RCA-NBC engineers. In 
1937/1938, many were "recycled' to make 12" 
sets, most of which are in museums.

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  AUCTION REPORT 

Jenack "Age of Edison" Technology Auction 
April 21, 2001 — Chester, New York 

REPORTED BY RAY CHASE 

The William J. Jenack Auction Gallery held its sec-
ond "Age of Edison" technology auction at its Chester, 
New York, gallery on Saturday, April 21, at 1100 A.m. A 
similar auction last year of an extensive Long Island 
radio collection brought rave reviews and put many 
fine radios in collectors' hands. 
Of the 314 lots offered. 260 were radio, telephone 

and telegraph lots from a Pennsylvania collector. Cam-
eras and other appliances were also included. The 
audience was smaller than I had expected, perhaps 
due to competition from an Estes auction in Ohio and a 
radio meet in New Jersey on the same day. 
The radios and accessories were very well laid out. 

and viewing was scheduled for two days prior to the 
auction, as well as for the morning of the auction. A 
well documented catalog was provided, although it 
contained a few errors. These were called to the atten-
tion of the auctioneer during the viewing and were 
announced as the items came up for bidding. 
There was a good selection of radios, tubes, novel-

ties and miscellaneous items. However, there was very 
little in paper and ephemera, and it was not in the best 
of condition. Most of the tubes were arrayed in soda 
can flats of four to seven flats per lot. The best tubes 
were displayed in the top flat (what else?) and search-
ing through the lower flats turned up many common 
types. Most radios were in better than average condi-
tion and some were outstanding. Operating condition 
was"not stated but some had been either externally 
refinished or well cared for. 
The auction started promptly at 11:00 A.M. and was 

concluded by 1:40 P.M. I must add that this auction was 
conducted in a most professional manner with good 
display and rapid handling. Overall, it was one of the 
best auction operations that I have observed. 
The minimum bid was $25 per lot, and a few lots 

failed to draw an opening bid. Also, bidding increments 
were established for all ranges of bidding so there was 
never a question of what the next bidding increment 
would be. There were a fair number of "left bids," as 
well as some telephone bids. In general, I thought the 
prices obtained were reasonable, even a bit on the low 
side. A 10 percent buyer's premium was charged and 
is not included in the listed prices.

Antique Wireless Association Spring Meet

After a week of record high 
temperatures, Saturday, May 
5, in upstate New York 
dawned with a brisk breeze to 
add to the chill of the morning.

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MEET REPORT 

Carolinas Chapter-AWA Spring Meet 
Charlotte, North Carolina — March 22-24, 2001

The 25th anniversary "Spring Meet in the Car-
olinas" took place on March 22-24, 2001, at the 
Sheraton Charlotte Airport Hotel in Charlotte, 
North Carolina.

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Machine Age to Jet Age III 
By Mark V. Stein

What can be more 
useful than having Vol-
umes 1 and II of Mark 
Stein's Machine Age to 
Jet Age radio guides in 
your antique radio ref-
erence library? Why, 
possessing Volume Ill, 
of course! 
Stein dedicates Vol-

ume III to his "girls, 
Chloe and Isabel, for 
tolerating all of those 
dirty old radios in our 
home, and for not pull-
ing off the knobs." What 
a wonderful sentiment, 
and a tribute to the del-
icate balance the au-
thor has achieved in his 
love for his family and 
his love for the history 
of radio! 
As in Volumes land 

II, the focus in Volume 
Ill is on the evolution of 
style with the manufac-
ture of table model radios. Commendably, in 
this third volume the focus extends beyond the 
1930-1959 period in the previous volumes, to 
include the 1959 to 1962 period. Commend-
ably, because this extension takes into ac-
count the significant transition from tube radios 
to transistor radios. 
It also ackowledges the burgeoning interest 

of the baby-boomer generation in radio collect-
ing, especially anything made, not with tubes, 
but with transistors. Thus, Volume Ill, with all 
new listings, serves as a valuable supplement 
to Volumes II and III. Combined, the radios 
pictured in these three volumes total over 7000! 
As in Volumes 1 and II, the front and back 

page color plates clue the reader as to their 
black and white images to be found between 
the covers. It is interesting to note that in Vol-
ume 1, there are roughly six radio photos per 
page; in Volume II, there are nine photos; and 
in Volume III, there are twelve photos per page. 
Of course, smaller images have resulted, but 
definition and detail have not been sacrificed. 
Also, as in Volumes 1 and II, the first few 

chapters of Volume III are "boiler plate," but a 
must for new collectors. These pages can also 
be used as a helpful refresher for those who

are already familiar with 
the nuances of pricing, 
condition, and variations 
in "plastics" used in the 
manufacture of radio 
cabinets. 
Some  departures 

from the format of the 
first two volumes are 
worth noting. Perhaps in 
an effort to save space 
(and cost) in a volume 
that has more than 350 
pages, the table of con-
tents has been eliminat-
ed, and the "Resource" 
section has been re-
duced from 7 to 2 pag-
es. 
In addition, the mis-

cellaneous section con-
taining radios of lesser 
known manufacturers, 
found at the end of Vol-
umes 1 and II, has been 
deleted. However, you 
will find that many of 

these manufacturers are now located in the 
main body of Volume III. 
On the plus side, the author of this series 

has now included the number of tubes and the 
number of bands for each radio, in addition to 
the usual data on estimated value and cabinet 
material. I have been using Volume III regular-
ly, and find it to be a valuable supplement to 
Volumes 1 and II. 
It's worth noting that the author has also 

updated Volumes 1 and 11 for the year 2001. 
These 2001 update editions contain an insert 
with current market values plus hundreds of 
variations not previously included. 
Machine Age to Jet Age Volume Ill, covering 

3,000 radios, with black and white photos and 
tube and band count information, is available 
at $29.95. Volumes 1 and II are available at 
$24.95 and $28.95 respectively. They may be 
ordered from the publisher, Radiomania Pub-
lishing, 2109 Carterdale Rd., Baltimore, MD 
21209, and from A.R.C. and other book sellers.

On Crystal Slabs and Grinding 
Dear Editor: 
I would like to grind my own frequency crystals for some 

experiments. I know that in the past Hams used to grind 
their own transmitter crystals. Apparently that art has 
diappeared, along with the availability of crystal slabs. I 
know the process, but this is more or less a learning 
experience for me, Where can I find crystal slabs? 
Speaking of crystal grinding, when I was on fudough 

duhng Wodd War II, I visited my old high school chemis-
try/physics teacher. He showed me a machine which 
consisted of a rotary disc on which was mounted 10 or 20 
chips of crystal that rotated alternately through a polisher 
and then into a pair of plates that connected them to a 
oscillator circuit and a frequency analyzer. If the crystal 
arrived at a preordained frequency, the machine dropped 
it into a box. If the crystal was below a set frequency, it 
stayed in the machine for more grinding. If it went above 
the frequency, it was dropped into a "future box" to be 
used for other frequencies. This was a real, automated 
crystal grinder in the 1940-1941 era.
