/1(aHERE is a rockpile which stands at

Me-I'm for stringin' up 
the snake when we get 'im." 

The sheriff said nothing more. He was 
busy with his own thoughts. He stamped 
along down the incline to the little group of 
cars gathered at the side of the road. Buck 
Gridley was at his heels. As they neared 
the cars Buck came abreast of him. 

"Got any ideas, Tom?" he inquired. 
The sheriff shook his head. 
"I'm takin' all his things back to the of- 

fice," he said. "I'm gonna lay 'em out and 
study 'em. I sent word to Ed Grant to come 
over." Grant was the coroner. 

"Want me?" asked Buck. 
"Better come. You found him." 
Gridley nodded. The half -a -dozen men 

comprising the posse climbed into the vari- 
ous machines. As the cars started off the 
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sheriff glanced back at the tall granite mono- 
lith. 

"There lies the whitest man in Sioux 
county," he said. 

The two deputies with him glanced back 
but said nothing. Their last sight of the 
monolith was of a white tip of stone gleam- 
ing against the background of Baldy Peak- 
a finger of justice pointing skyward, as 
though invoking the silent powers to fulfill 
their inevitable contract.

"Gosh, I'd hate to be the coyot' that done 
him in," he muttered. "Killin' an ord'nary 
critter is one thing, but bumpin' a parson- 
that's another entirely." 

"Well, we got the A'mighty on our side 
for onct," remarked the sheriff, with a sort 
of cynical satisfaction. 

To say that the murder of Parson Joe 
shocked Happy Valley is putting it mildly. 
Parson Joe was the most beloved character 
of the desert country-a kindly, harmless 
old man who went about with his dusty little 
burro Ecclesiasticus, his tinny radio set, and 
his genial smile-handing out tracts, tending 
the sick, and bringing cheer, counsel and en- 
tertainment to lonely ranch hands and sheep 
herders-broadcasting his time-honored mes- 
sage of salvation. 

On roundup nights, when the clatter of 
tinware in the chow wagon had died down 
and the boys lay around the campfire, Par- 
son Joe would set up his little radio, twist 
its loop about, and tune in some some dis- 
tant station, and through the necromancy of 
the traveling evangelist's little plaything, the 
outside world came wafting through the 
mesquite smoke like a phantom pageant. 
Oh, yes, the boys were always glad to see 
Parson Joe. They always passed the hat for 
him, and held down on the cussing, and in 
other ways demonstrated their affection. 
Parson Joe's old flop hat, a heritage from 
the Civil War, Confederate side, bobbing 
along the highway with Ecclesiasticus at 
hell, always brought a "yip" of welcome from 
the first rider who noted them. 

And Parson Joe had been murdered. Buck 
Gridley, foreman of Loop Y Rancho, riding 
across an arroyo, had seen the worn, dusty 
boots projecting from behind a sand -dune. 
He had dismounted, and gun in hand had 
tiptoed in his high -heeled roping boots 
around the dune until he could command a 

sight of the figure which lay prone there in 

the ashes of a cold fire. The sight sickened 
him. 

Parson Joe had been dead several hours. 
He had been shot through the head. At 
some distance, little, patient, harmless Ec- 
clesiasticus had been likewise riddled with 
bullets-a wanton action. The radio set was 
overturned on the sand, and the Parson's 
belongings-his kettle, his blankets, and his 
Bible and a package of tracts, had been 
kicked here and there.

Gridley and the sheriff reconstructed the 
crime almost as it happened.

Back at his office that night, the sheriff 
sat down and proceeded to work out what 
had taken place out there on the sand -dunes, 
where the Parson and his little dusty burro 
camped for the night.

MARIA JERITZA has set a new pace 
.L in opera by modernizing Carmen into 
a tough and rubbery Apache. By so doing, 
she has opened the door on an entirely new 
idea which is worth considering. Why not 
modernize all opera so that common folks 
can understand it? Why not bring it down 
to date, whittle out the mouldy spots, jazz 
up the action, speed up the melodies, and 
put it over with a bang? Then it would be 
suitable for radio production. 

* * * 

There, for instance, is Faust. Faust has 
needed a housecleaning for years. It is the 
story of an old gentleman who sees a flapper 
and suddenly craves a change of gears. 
Along comes Mephisto, and like an auto 
finance company, offers to make him road- 
worthy for a dollar down and a dollar when 
he can catch him. All is jake until the pay- 
ments come due, as every housewife knows. 
Then the fun begins. The story as it stands 
is old and musty. Let's Jeritza it a bit and 
see what happens. 

* * * 

The modern Faust has halitosis. Marge- 
rita loves him, but the dotted line stands be- 
tween them. Mephisto, agent for the Jones 
Magic Toothpaste, offers to fix things with 
the lady if Faust will boost his wares. Faust 
agrees and gives a first mortgage on his 
salesmanship. He gets the lady, but in the 
excitement forgets to use the toothpaste. 
The deadly film collects on his teeth, and 
the heart -broken Margerita hurls herself 
across a third rail and gets her name in the 
papers. 

* * * 

Now there is a plot made to order for the 
radio. It uses the same music, just synco- 
pated a bit with wash -boilers and soup -ket- 
tles. It has the love interest and ends with 
the suicide demanded by all opera. It boosts 
a commodity and points a moral. What more 
could any radio continuity writer want? 

There are other operas which might be 
modernized in the same way. There is 
Tannhauser-the tenor youth who falls for 
a hussy named Venus who runs a wayside 

roadhouse. He forgets all about Lizzie, the 
girl at home, until a gossip-monging bard 
comes along and breaks the news that the 
gal back home is pining away. Tann hot- 
foots it for home and finds the house all 
decorated for him. The family gives a party. 
Toward morning Tann starts a fight by an- 
nouncing his preference for blondes, Lizzie 
being a brunette, and gets thrown out. He 
goes back to his hussy and Liz just nat- 
urally dies. A thoughtless undertaker car- 
ries her remains past the roadhouse, spoil- 
ing Tannhauser's day completely. 

Little alteration would be necessary here 
to modernize this theme. Venus could be a 
steno, and Lizzie a simple banker's daughter. 
There could be a shot -gun wedding, with the 
Pilgrims on motorcycles in traffic cop uni- 
forms. Lizzie could go out in the street and 
let a hit -runner bump her for a goal, and 
the music could stand as is, only in six - 
eight tempo. What more could a soap com- 
pany want, to boost its cuticle cleaner over 
the radio? 

Come we now to Rigoletto, a charming 
little opera of murder and intrigue. Here 
we have a bunch of Venetian clubmen who 
amuse themselves by looting each other's 
homes of wives, maids, fiancees, ukuleles, 
cook -stoves and anything portable. Each 
lies to the other about everything, and picks 
his friend's pocket when he can. At the end 
Rigoletto thoughtlessly stabs his own daugh- 
ter, which gives the boys quite a laugh. It 
is an ideal Chicago plot, if machine guns are 
used instead of daggers, and bootleggers are 
substituted for courtiers. There is a clock 
part in it, too, which could be carried by a 
modern electrical clock that needs no wind- 
ing, whale oil, or watching to make it go, 
as long as the bill is paid. It is tied, one 
might say, to radio needs from the beginning 
by its very nature. Why not modernize 
Rigoletto, and in addition to its music sell 
a few clocks? 

One by one these old, fusty, musty operas 
could be renovated to fit modern needs. Die 
Walkure could be set in the New York

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Anson Weeks, ABC and KFRC 
By MONROE R. UPTON 

IT was Anson Weeks' failure in a business 
venture that drove him into the arms of 

dance orchestra direction. Not that he 
wanted to remain in business, he didn't, he 
wanted to lead orchestras and had been lead- 
ing orchestras for a good many years, but 
in those days musicians didn't rate as high 
in the economic scale as they do today. 
Wailing saxophonists, jouncing banjo play- 
ers and racing pianists worked harder and 
drew down less; daytime jobs were neces- 
sary to round out a pay -check one could be 
proud of. 

Anson organized his first band among 
University of California boys when he was 
about 19. It played at fraternity dances at 
first and later became one of the first bands 
to do any traveling about, playing for night- 
time frolics all over Northern California. 
Their usual line-up of instruments included 
two pianos, two or three banjos, two saxo- 
phones, one trumpet, one trombone, string 
bass and drums. Nobody used any music. It 
was every man for himself. Most of the 
youths in that pioneer dance organization 
are now playing with the best known bands 
in the country. One is with Whiteman, one 
with Abe Lyman, one with George Olsen, 
and another was, until recently, with Art 
Hickman. 

While at night he played one-steps for 
rowdy college boys and their gals, in the day- 
time he held down a less remunerative but 
still necessary with the P. G. and E. Fifty 
dollars a month they paid him to be Assist- 
ant Manager for the Richmond office. Work- 
ing twelve hours a day was doubly necessary 
because, at the tender age of 20, he crossed 
the Rubicon with Miss Ruth Daly. The 
parents of both were lined up along the 
bank vociferously objecting, but they navi- 
gated the stream safely and are still just as 
safely married. It seems as though San 
Rafael was the Mecca for eloping couples in 
those days and that was where they went to 
launch their union in true romantic style. 
Del Monte was the place chosen for the 
honeymoon. If Anson had been a little 
better in arithmetic they could have stayed 
longer, but he made an error in his checking 

account and when he returned to Oakland 
he found he still had $25 in the bank. You 
can imagine his chagrin when he realized 
they might have remained a few days longer. 

During the war he had a band in the 
Navy. Following the war he had the orches- 
tra at the Hotel Oakland for a while and 
then went to Sacramento, where he led the 
bands at the Hotel Sacramento and later at 
the Hotel Senator for seven years, until 1927. 
During the first part of his Sacramento so- 
journ he engaged in the grain brokerage 
business on California Street, San Francisco, 
and commuted to Sacramento on the nights 
the band played. It was still necessary to 
have two jobs. But whether it was a lack 
of aptitude for arithmetic again, or just lack 
of interest in the business, he went broke 
and began devoting all of his time, energy 
and thought to music, which was what he 
wanted to do all the time. It happened that 
things were gradually getting better in the 
music line and he was able to do this. After 
a short stay at Tahoe Tavern, following the 
long Sacramento engagement, he brought 
his band to the Mark Hopkins Hotel, where 
he has been ever since, broadcasting over 
KFRC. The organization is now heard over 
the big ABC chain every third Saturday 
night for three hours. He is recording four 
sides for Columbia, Little Señorita (his own 
composition), Susianna, Give Your Little 
Baby Lots of Loving, and Plodding Along. 

Anson Weeks was born in Oakland in 
1896, and attended grammar and High 
Schools in that city. His first job was mes- 
senger boy for the P. G. and E. At 15 he 
began fooling around with the piano, play- 
ing by ear the tunes he had heard and con- 
cocting melodies of his own. He never took 
a lesson in his life. Three years after his first 
contact with the piano he was leading a dance 
orchestra. He didn't have to read music; no 
dance band musicians read music. They 
were too busy thinking up what to play in 
order to keep the dancers amused and stim- 
ulated. Since then musicians have caught 
those ebullitions of modern life and spread 
them out on paper for others to read. Art

BETTER RADIO RESULTS 

That is one of the dominant objects of the 
Pacific Radio Trade Association since its 
inception in 1921. Many very wonderful 
coöperative plans have been made possible 
due to the varied class of membership which 
consists of broadcasting stations, manufac- 
turers, manufacturers' agents, jobbers, deal- 
ers, power companies and magazines. 

One plan now in operation is the cam- 
paign to investigate and eliminate broadcast 
interference. 

For a year and a half the Pacific Radio 
Trade Association, coöperating with local 
and East Bay power and public utility com- 
panies, has been engaged in an active cam- 
paign to reduce and eliminate radio inter- 
ference in the San Francisco Bay region. 

A trained investigator is employed who 
devotes his entire time to the tracing of radio 
interference and to the determination of its 
causes. 

During the past eight months approxi- 
mately 1200 complaints have been received 
by the secretary's office, virtually all of 
which have been investigated. 

As a result of this work the San Francisco 
Bay region today enjoys splendid radio re- 
ception as compared with other sections of 
this country. To the public this has been 
highly beneficial. They feel and realize that 
the radio industry is vitally interested in 
them and not selfishly leaves them to their 
own woes following the sale of merchandise 
to them. 

The cost of this interference work is con- 
siderable yet. It is being carried on without 
the slightest expense to the public. 

All expenditures connected therewith are 
paid by the Pacific Radio Trade Association 
and coöperating public utility companies. 
Those contributing include: Pacific Gas and 
Electric Company, Great Western Power 
Company, Key System Transit Company, 
Southern Pacific Company, San Francisco - 
Sacramento Railroad Company, Market 
Street Railway Company. 

RADIO SHOW 

Floor plans have just been mailed to pros- 
pective exhibitors for the 1929 Radio Show 

which will be held in the Civic Auditorium 
August 17 to 24, inclusive, in order that they 
may select their desired space. 

This year the new floor plan has provided 
for a large area directly in front of the 
broadcast stage and a main center aisle, 
twenty feet wide, which leads from the main 
entrance of the Auditorium directly to the 
stage, thus providing plenty of unobstructed 
view.

Hickman was one of the pioneers in this 
field. Now the writing of jazz orchestrations 
has almost become a dignified profession. 
Anson Weeks not only learned to read music 
when the exigency demanded it, but he also 
learned to write it. All of the numbers played 
by his band are specially arranged, and he 
does much of it himself. Some of his song 
hits are: I'm Writing You This Little Mel- 
ody, New Moon, Believe Me Dear, and Little 
Señorita. 

Anson explained to us how jazz music is 
growing up. He is qualified to speak on the 
subject because his musical life has been 
growing up with it. Irving Berlin began 
with rag -time, he said, and every one of his 
compositions since has been musically better. 
Better musicians have been attracted to the 
field. It has now reached an infinitely higher 
plane, has become modern music, a refine- 
ment of those first wild, uninhabited out- 
bursts of the spirit, with no concerted action 
by the band. Ferdie Grofe, who is still Paul 
Whiteman's arranger, was one of the first 
to arrange jazz orchestrations on a parallel 
with symphony. Gershwin's Rhapsody in 
Blue he believes to be the highest peak yet 
reached in modern music. 

Many believe that when a musicians' five 
or six hours in the pit or on the dias are 
over he is through for the day. Aside from 
a couple of hours of rehearsals this may be 
true in some cases, but Anson Weeks has, 

besides, enough to keep him busy at his 
work for at least twelve hours a day. Con- 
sequently, little time is left for other activ- 
ities, though he does manage to squeeze in 
a little golf a couple of times a week. Besides 
arranging, rehearsing and playing, he sup- 
plies the bands for seven Matson Navigation 
Company's liners. These vessels carry bands 
of from five to seven pieces and as many of 
the men are merely "tourists," using their 
instruments in lieu of tickets, he is kept busy 
keeping the berths filled.
