Plan to Advertise Radio 
A$10,000,000 fund to advertise radio 

is planned by leaders of the indus- 
try, to be put to work as soon as 

the money can be collected, according to 
information reaching Washington this 
week. 

Believing that the number of receiving 
sets in the country could be increased 
by many millions, manufacturers and 
dealers are planning one of the most 
intensive advertising campaigns ever 
undertaken on behalf of an industry as 
a whole. The proposed fund would sup- 
plement the millions of dollars already 
being spent to advertise radio. 

For a number of years, broadcasting 
was its own best advertisement. Popu- 
lar imagination was stirred by the 
thought of the entertainment mysteri- 
ously coming through the air, and the 
only advertising necessary was that of 
manufacturers and dealers to further the 
sale of their various makes of sets. 

Leaders in the industry, however, 
now have come to the conclusion that 
this era of "self -selling" is coming to 
an end and that the bulk of the set sales 
to be secured in this way have been made, 
so that a market must be opened up 

among the millions of people who so far 
have withstood the appeal of broadcast- 
ing. It is estimated that there are ap- 
proximately 13,000,000 receiving sets in 
use in the United States; it is believed 
that a market exists for an additional 
7,000,000 or more, and it is the invasion 
of this field which is planned by the 
trade. 

The contemplated advertising cam- 
paign includes lavish use of newspaper 
and magazine space to acquaint the pub- 
lic with details of outstanding broadcasts 
and impress upon them the desirability of 
possessing a receiving set, and also will 
feature a number of "super -broadcasts" 
equaling, if not exceeding, any programs 
ever produced in this country. 

In undertaking a campaign of this 
nature, to advertise radio as a whole and 
without emphasis upon any particular 
make or type of set, the industry is only 
following in the footsteps of a number 
of other trades which have found it 
profitable to advertise their product as a 
group. A large number of industries in 
the past few years have engaged in "pool" 
advertising campaigns, supplemented by 
the advertising of the individual manu- 
facturers.

Forty-three thousand, two hun- 
dred and twenty-six persons wrote to the 
San Francisco studios of the National 
Broadcasting Company during the month of 
January.

Los Angeles station, KHJ. She went to the 
KHJ studios with her baby sister, age 12, 
who had made arrangements for an audition, 
and the program director took her instead. 
Since then she has sung over several Califor- 
nia stations. 

Her father is the minister of the Mt. Pleas- 
ant Church in Berkeley, and Miss Brown di- 
rects the choir there. 

KFWB is growing air -minded. 
Both Lewis Teegarden and Nelson Case, an- 
nouncers, have become addicted and walk 
around in a daze, being, for the most part, 
up in the clouds. Each one is studying the 
art of flying, and strange books on aeronau- 
tics are circulating about. So far there have 
been no casualties. 

Edmund Evans, Ed of Sambo 
and Ed, "The Beloved Vagabonds of the 
Air" of KPO, has proven himself consider- 
ably of a playwright. His thriller, "The 
House of Mystery," has been well received 
by the KPO auditors and has done much 
to provide a wholesome carload of spine 
chillers, surprises and thrills. The play con- 
sists of ten episodes in which the mystery 
deepens with each installment. It is heard 
every Tuesday over KPO, 4 to 4:30. 

Gunnar Johansen, young Danish 
pianist who offers a recital Sunday nights 
through the NBC network, is an aviation 
enthusiast, and is studying flying under 
Captain Bill Royle. 

The feminine speakers on the 
Feminine Fancies program of KFRC, Wynn, 
Rita \lurray, Helen King and Polly Linden, 
believe that the proof of the pudding is the 
eating thereof. On this theory they gave 
themselves a beach party at which they 
served all tile food delicacies they talk about 
on the air. The feast, served picnic style at 
Polly Linden's beach apartment, was pro- 
vided by the sponsors of these morning 
broadcasts. 

Jerry Purcell, well-known an- 
nouncer and continuity writer, now with the 
Silver Network of the Golden West (UBC), 
also does justice to" the dramatic staff of the 
studio. He has been five years in radio 
work, coming into this work from several 
years of training on the Chicago Herald and 
Examiner. Southern California :isteners 
know him particularly for his radio delinea- 
tions. 

If pioneer radio editors of the 
country ever hold a convention, Carlton E. 
Morsc, NBC continuity writer, is going to 
apply for a medal or something. He was a 
radio editor 'way back in 1920 in Sacra- 
mento, where he doubled as police reporter 
on his paper, and in odd moments went 
down to the one radio station in town and 
helped the manager pick out phonograph 
records for the evening program. 

Richard Gordon, who plays Sher- 
lock Holmes in the NBC dramas founded 
upon the famous Conan Doyle stories, and 
heard Monday nights through the NBC net- 
work, was rushing to a rehearsal in the New 
York studios. The hostess informed him 
that the rehearsal was scheduled for Studio 
D. For the moment Gordon could not 
recall on what floor the studio was located. 
He inquired of a page boy. 

"Down the west corridor," directed the 
page, and turned to the hostess. "Gosh," 
commented the youth, "Sherlock Holmes- 
and he can't find a big studio!" 

Chet Mittendorf, head of KFWB's 
commercial department, passed out cigars 
and candy, with the broadest grin ever seen 
on the human countenance. Chet is the 
proud father of an eight -pound baby girl- 
the only child. And is Chet happy? One 
look at him tells the story.

if( T WASN'T exactly a log cabin-it 

was more like a log house," says Cecil 
Wright, KFRC singer of mountain 

and old-time songs, in describing the house 
in which he was born. "It was in the back- 
woods of Montgomery County, Arkansas," 
says Cecil. "My father was a minister of the 
gospel and a chief forest ranger." 

Cecil is one of a family of ten, six girls 
and four boys, all living. The family left 

Arkansas when Cecil 
was six (he could al- 
ready sing and play 
the harmonica) and 
went to Oklahoma, 
returning to Arkan- 
sas eleven years 
later. Cecil went to 
High School in Hot 
Springs, where he 
played football and 
baseball, playing 
fullback on the grid 
team. 

While in High 
School, Cecil took to 

entertaining among the students. One day a 
man, who was putting on an old-time pro- 
gram over KTHS, the Hot Springs station, 
asked him to join his artists. From then on 
Cecil played over the radio in the winter 
and worked at most anything he could get in 
the summer. 

"I've done everything," says Cecil; "dug 
ditches, carried concrete, worked in cities 
and on ranches." 

But after he had drawn more fan mail on 
the Hot Springs station than any other artist, 
things began to take a different hue. He 
decided to come to California and try his 
luck. His first try was with KFRC in San 
Francisco. He was one of the group of ner- 
vous but determined individuals on one of 
the station's Saturday morning "try -outs," 
which at that time were being broadcast. 
He was put to work on the world-famous 
California "air" immediately. 

"Singing and playing just came natural to 
me," he explains. "I never took any lessons; 
I just play everything by ear." Cecil isn't 
exaggerating when he says he knows three 
hundred songs by heart. Although none of 
his numerous brothers and sisters are pro- 
fessional musicians, his mother plays the 
piano and organ. It was her custom, during 
those early days in the Arkansas mountains, 
to assist her husband in holding church ser- 
vices by playing the portable organ for the 
singing. Cecil is 21 years old. He is not 
married.

HEN she is not in the radio studios, 
Eileen Piggott, NBC soprano, likes 
best of all to be in the kitchen. 

Cooking, sewing-all the other tasks that 
go into home making are pleasant occupa- 
tions-almost hobbies-for the artist. 

Making frocks for her seven -year -old 
daughter, Margaret, provides a special thrill, 
she insists. Ruffles, tucks and deftly placed 
embroidered trimmings stamp the tot's 
dresses as her mother's handiwork. 

All of which sets Mrs. Piggott apart from 
the other radio artists, few of whom find 
time for the homely household tasks that 
bring happiness to her. 

An NBC singer since November, 1927, 
Mrs. Piggott won additional laurels almost 
as long ago when she began to interpret the 
dramatic role of "Ma" Smithers in H. C. 
Connette's radio serial, "Memory Lane"-a 
Tuesday night broadcast. She already has 
given far more than 100 performances of this 
comedy dramalogue, a record in radio. 

"And I found I enjoy acting before the 
microphone as much as I do singing," says 
the artist. "I was surprised myself, at first." 

Ballads and semi -classics afford Mrs. 
Piggott most pleasure, and she enjoys opera 
thoroughly. It was a performance of 
"Figaro" which broùght her to the NBC 
studios first. 

A native daughter of California, Eileen 
was born in Santa 
Cruz but came to 
San Francisco when 
she was ten years 
old and always has 
lived here or in Oak- 
land. 

She has been sing- 
ing, professionally, 
since she was 14 
years old. 

"My first solo work 
was in the first Con- 
gregational Church 
at Alameda, Califor- 
nia," she explains. 
"And, oh, how proud I

was!" 
Study with Mrs. Carroll Nicholson began 

shortly after that, and Mrs. Piggott has been 
heard consistently since as a soloist in vari- 
ous San Francisco and trans -bay churches. 

She finds time now to sing Sunday ser- 
vices, fill engagements at recitals and club 
luncheons and to siiig several times each 
week for the audiences of stations affiliated 
with NBC's Pacific network. 
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NORTHERN California was fortunate 
in having the name of Sydney Dixon 
added to its list of radio artists. For 

nearly two years he was the outstanding 
tenor in the Northwest; he has sung over 
all of the principal stations in the United 
States, and at one time was leading tenor 
for the American Broadcasting Company's 
chain. Although he has been attached to 
radio intermittently since 1921, when he 
first sang over a Seattle station while stop- 
ping there on a concert tour, he had already 
achieved a large reputation before he made 
his radio name. He had been soloist with 
many leading symphony orchestras, had 
concertized all over the United States, and 
held the position of leading tenor with the 
American Opera Company for two seasons. 
In connection with the latter he sang 
twenty-eight grand operas in as many 
weeks. 

Dixon is production manager and staff 
tenor for KYA. He is generous with his 
singing, and is heard on the average of 
twice daily over the station. He likes San 
Francisco very much and he intends to re- 
main here and give the public the very best 
possible in the way of radio entertainment. 

Although Sydney, as a boy, studied the 
piano he never seriously considered vocal 
training. At the age of twenty, while visit- 
ing an aunt in Seattle, she urged him to enter 
a contest which was being held to choose 
a vocalist to appear with the Seattle Sym- 
phony Orchestra. He was not interested, 
but his aunt took it upon herself to mail in 
his application. In response to the notice, 

assigning him a cer- 
tain time to appear, 
he walked in with 
idea of getting it 
over as soon as 
possible, sang his 
song, and promptly 
forgot all about it. 
A few days later he 
received a letter in- 
forming him that 
out of the 130 con- 
testants the judges 
had chosen him to

appear with the 
symphony. Previous 

to this he had been studying voice only 
about a year, principally because his aunt 
wanted him to. Afterwards, however, he 
began studying music in earnest. While 
attending Columbia he carried on his musi- 
cal studies at the Damrosch school, in New 
York, and also with Edmund J. Myer and 
Clifford W. Kantner. After graduation be- 
gan the career in opera and on the concert

The accordionist was born in Venice, Italy, 
but his parents came to California when he 
was four years old and settled in Richmond, 
Calif., where Johnny grew up and where he 
still lives. In fact, he was married there re- 
cently and the town mayor was among the 
guests on hand to congratulate him. 

Toffoli now studies music under A. L. 
Daniele, internationally known professor of 
the accordion, and has several pupils of his 
own. He played the Orpheum and West 
Coast Theatre circuits before he was signed 
by NBC.
