G r e e t i n g s t o a l l once ag a i n . T h i s i s s u e s t i c k s to the " b a s i c s " but we do 
have s e v e r a l t h i n g s on hold f o r n e x t i s s u e . So look f o r a l a r g e b u l l e t i n 
n e x t time. On hold i s the membership l i s t i n g by s t a t e , an index t o volume 
46, v e r i e s i g n e r s and a couple of a r t i c l e s . 
Next on the agenda i s some s e r i o u s b u s i n e s s . F o r some time we've been e v a l ­
u a t i n g the f i n a n c i a l s i t u a t i o n of NRC, our income v e r s u s expenses, and ot h e r 
c o n s i d e r a t i o n s r e g a r d i n g the s t a b i l i t y of NRC. The survey comments a l s o were 
g i v e n s t r o n g c o n s i d e r a t i o n , as w e l l as p r o j e c t i o n s of p r i n t i n g and p o s t a l 
c o s t s . The n e t r e s u l t of these d e l i b e r a t i o n s i s a d e c i s i o n t o i n c r e a s e NRC 
domestic dues (U.S. and Canada) to $17 y e a r l y e f f e c t i v e J a n u a r y 1, 1980. At 
the same time DX News w i l l be expanded to 32 i s s u e s by adding two i s s u e s i n 
the summer. I n December 1975. the annual dues s t r u c t u r e was l a s t a d j u s t e d . 
At t h a t time se p a r a t e f i r s t c l a s s and a i r m a i l d e l i v e r y c l a s s e s were e l i m i n a t e d . 
F i r s t c l a s s dues had been $14 and a i r m a i l $15. T h e r e a f t e r , e f f e c t i v e J a n . 1, 
1976, a l l dues were $15 f o r domestic memberships. I n r e t r o s p e c t , many of our 
members have been paying $15 f o r almost 6 y e a r s . With i n f l a t i o n and p r o s p e c t s 
of p o s t a l i n c r e a s e i n the not too d i s t a n t f u t u r e , we concluded t h a t now i s 
the time to make the dues adjustment. To g i v e our members a "break" we w i l l 
a l l o w members to renew e a r l y a t the c u r r e n t r a t e between now and Ja n u a r y 1 s t . 
Up t o t h r e e y e a r s dues w i l l be accepted. F o r e i g n dues w i l l be a d j u s t e d , but 
we have not f i n a l i z e d the r a t e s y e t . More to come. ^-^7^7 7^&aZ$&Q^~

Kendm- eon, 
managed to a c q u i r e o a l l l e t t e r s u s i n g the i n i t i a l s o f h i s name (-WKH) end began a e m a i l 
s t a t i o n opera ted out of h i s home on the Mooringsport Bead j u s t o u t s i d e the Snr e v epo r t 
c i t y l i m i t s . There he s t r u n g h i s antenna between a w i n d m i l l and an e l e v a t e d w a t e r t a l k . 
I n s i d e the home, today krmwn ae the Kermomood E s t a t e , programming was p r o v i d ed by a s i n ­
g l e m ike and two phonograph t u r n t a b l e s . Stedman Gunning, who j o i n e d KWKH a t eng ineer i n 
1926, and w l » i s s t i l l engineer today, e t a t e d i t wae not u n u s u a l to r e c e i v e 500-700 l o n g ­
d i s t a n c e plmne c a l l s ami up to 1200 te legrams qer day from l i s t e n e r s a l l over the U n i t e d 
S t a t e s , Canada, and Mexico , r e q u e s t i n g m u s i c a l numbers to be p l ayed over the s t a t i o n . I n 
f a c t , incoming t r a f f i c wae so heavy t h a t Western Union hod to i n s t a l l s p e c i a l phone and 
t e l e g r a p h w i r e s j u s t f o r KWKH a l o n e ! 

Stedman Gunning, one o f the f i r s t Amer ican p e r s o n a l i t i e s to he c a l l e d a D J , 
was both DJ 4 e t a t i o n l i b r a r i a n , h a v i n g a t ready aooeee a c o l l e c t i o n o f ove r 14 ,000 s i n g l e -
p l a y s h e l l a c 7 8 ' s . W. K . Henderson a l eo spent time behind the mike ae D . J . I t wae he 
who hod a mike p l a c ed i n h i s bedroom eo be cou ld l e a n o v e r , t w i t c h on the s t a t i o n , and 
broadcas t from h i e bed - r e a l l y ! He a lways addressed h i s c o a s t - t o - c o a s t l i s t e n e r ! w i t h 
the phrase , " H e l l o , Wor ld ! Doggone Y a ! " I t was t h i s phrase tha t made h im, ae w e l l ae 
KWKH, a wor ldwide phenomenon. I t wae he who o r i g i n a t e d the c a t c h phrases "Monkey Wexd" 
( f o r Montgomery Ward) and "Swears a n i Bareoack" ( f o r Sea r s and Boehuok) . He a l e o con­
ducted mary r a d i o c r u s a d e s , the moat famous be ing the one a g a i n s t p r o h i b i t i o n , whan he 
would r a t t l e l o t i n h i e g l a s s c l o s e to h i t microphone, a s s u r i n g the l i s t e n e r s t ha t t i t 
w a s n ' t j u s t w a t e r " . 

A f t e r s e v e r a l a q u i s i t i o n e a n i e xpans i ons , power output was i n c r e a s e d from 
the o r i g i n a l 250 w a t t s i n 1926, to 1,000 i n 1928, and to 50,000 w a t t s i n 1938-1939 . The 
antenna a l t o changed from the w i r e s t r u n g out the window i n 1926 to a n enormous s i x - t o w e r 
a r r a y l o c a t e d Nor th o f the c i t y on Higbvay 7 1 Nor th . KWKH has f l i r t e d w i t h s e v e r a l fo rm­
a t s , but has a lways remained a somewhat country s t a t i o n , w i t h ad s a l e s d i r e c t e d toward the 
farmer and c a t t l e m e n . KWKH i t a l s o t h s founding s t a t i o n o f the n a t i o n a l l y - f a m o u s " L o u i s ­
i a n a H a y r i d e " , a l o o a l stow t h a t s t a r t e d hack i n the l a t e 40 ' e and c o n t i r u e e today . Mary 
big-nama r e c o r d i n g s t a r s e i t h e r bagan t h e i r c a r e e n on the Hayr ide or ueed i t to promote 
them to even h i ghe r p lanes of p o p u l a r i t y . Some o f those s t a r e i n c l u d e Johnry C a s h , George 
J o n e s , Dav id Houston (whom I ' v e met a few t i m e t ) , Mickey G i l l e y , and the K i n g , E l v i s W i ­
l y , E l v i s got h i s f i n t n a t i o i w i d e ooverags on the Hay r i d e , and t h a t ' s a f a c t t h a t KWKH 
w i l l not l e t fade into the background. The promoters of the Hayr ide a r e now p r e d i c t i n g the 
coverage a n i aud ience of the Hayr ide every Sa turday n i g h t i e approaching t h a t of WSM'e 
"Grand O le Opry. W e l l , tha t may be s t r e t c h i n g t h i n ^ a b i t too f a r , b u t , to say the 
l e a s t , the H a y r i J e i s a major con tender . 

Back i n the l a t e 5 0 ' s when I began l i s t e n i n g to the r a d i o , KWKH wae the on l y 
s t a t i o n I over hea rd , ' c a u s e my f a t h e r a lways had every rad io i n the house tuned to i t . I 
r smmber l y i n g i n bed on Saturday n i g h t s , l i s t e n i n g to the HayTide , w i s h i n g I c o u l d he p a r t 
of the s t a f f o f KWKH. Even today, a l though the s t a t i o n has undergone mary changes, the 
nos t r e c e n t b e ing the dropping o f CBS network f e ed f o r Mutua l , i t i t s t i l l the* pr imary 
source o f r ad i o newt here a t home.
