From the Jan. 9, 1943
DXN: Norm Maguire, Albuquerque, NM, reported
R8-t0-9 reception on an early January morning of
Hilversum-995, Bordeaux-1077, Toulouse-913 and
778, England-668 and 804, and Cologne-658.

Ken Chatterton, Mannsville, NY reported receiving
the 4VEC-890 test and TGJ-880 on 12-25.
