WSM" M ?sgﬁ headquarters the Granite State’s only AM country music
station, and one of the Live Free or Die’s most reliable, best
. ; known full service radio voices. Since it signed on the air
Your Favorite Radio Station 60 1 L0 WOMN - 1550 has been the southem
Merrimack Valley's source for news, information, and
music. The call, WSMN, in fact, stands for Weather, Sports, Music, and News, the format which
Nashua's only locally owned station has broadeast since its first day.

In the late 1950, then Nashua Mayor Claude Nichols decided to enter the radio business. He
applied for 5000 watts full time on 1590 khz, its present power and dial position, and built studios
and offices on the first floor of lus home. His huge living room today houses WSMN's control
room, production studio, and news booth. His living quarters, now filled by WSMN's offices, were
upstairs, over the station. Realizing the necessity to serve the large textile manufacturing center of
Nashua, his station would be dedicated to serving the area with local news, information, and
sports. If it happened in Nashua, listeners would hear of it on WSMN. News was surrounded by
beautiful music with some rock music for the area’s teens. WSMN affiliated with the ABC
Network.

A year later Mayor Nichols sold WSMN for $80,000 to the Merrimack Valley Broadeasting Corp.
Many early WSMN staffers are still, decades later, working at WSMN, very unusual in a business
characterized by long hours, low wages, and little job secunity. The first morning D, Frank Teas, is
still with WSMN as a sales representative - 36 years later! In his on air days he required no fewer
than six alarm clocks to awaken him at 4:00am. Frank would sign the station on and broadcast the
four hour moming show. He would then host the midday "Stop the Spin and Win”, a telephone
contest show.

Another popular WSMN personality in the 1960's carried the air name Ernie Andrews. Ernie
moved to the big time in Boston and became a popular TV anchor in New York City, using his real
name - Emest Anastos.

April 1959 saw WSMN again sold, to its present owner, the 1590 Broadcasting Corp., publishers
of a weekly Nashua newspaper. Former state senator David Alan Rock became general manager,
and oversaw the station until he died of cancer. A member of the first 1958 staff, Maurice Parent,
returned as WSMN General Manager, where he serves today. Another significant staff change
occurred as News Director Ed Lecius Jr., with 17 years’ tenure, left to join the then New Hampshire
governor john Sununu's staff. Over the years he and his dad formed a unique father - son
broadeasting team covering Nashua High School foatball and basketball play by play over 1590.

While constantly maintaining a full service news and information format, WSMN dropped
beautiful music in 1978 for an adult contemporary format. Through later years rock and roll and
oldies were offered to WSMN listeners, from, as a slogan of the times stated "The Triple Towers of
the Mighty 1590".

In 1992, WSMN tock the bold step, based upon listener requests to go to a country music format.
“AM 1590 presently is New Hampshire's only AM country music station. (Four New Hampshire
FM stations and twe Boston FM stations presently format country music). WSMN markets itself as
the only country station within 50 miles - WKOX-1200, Framingham, MA., is the only other AM
country station in the metro Boston area. ABC has been replaced by Mutual News feed.

Today, Nashua residents hear live assisted country music from 5:30am until midnight,
presented by six disc jockeys. Mutual News on each hour is augmented by lacal "Direct Line
News". Direct Line News airs half hour news blocks at 8:00am, noon and 5:00pm, complete with
the police blotter and obituaries, furnished by local funeral homes. WSMN maintains a news staff
all day, to update local happenings. While Boston is but 40 miles away, Nashua has turned into
somewhat of a commutter town. Residents drive to jobs along Route 128 and in downtown Boston,
However, WSMN does not attempt to compete with Boston radio. [t focuses on being Nashua's
sources for news and information, and estirates that it has over 70,000 listeners, during AM drive.

The station’s sports commitment today includes not oaly local and Mutual sports casts
throughout the day, but Nashua High and Bishop Guertin football and basketball contests,
including teurnament play are carried live,

WSMN's dynamic Chief Operator and Program Director, John Halbert, has been responsible in
part for maintaining a high standard of news coverage. He attends Nashua Board of Education,
Board of Selectmen, and other civic meetings for his station. WSMN 1s Sauthern New Hampshire's
choice for election coverage, for all area towns. He loves his job and WSMN, and sixteen hour days
are not unusual for lohn,

WSMN is well known for raising money for Jerry Lewis Muscular Dystrophy Fund - raising over
542,000 in 1993. The station is active in numerous other Nashua events. WSMN regularly gives
tours for schools, the scouts, and other interested groups, including a group of Natienal Radio
Club members attending the 1994 Merrimack Convention. WSMN's owner, the 1590 Broadcasting
Corp., also distributes a free weekly newspaper, the 1590 Broadcaster, to over 70,000 area
residents.

WSMN's house today contains the studios and offices and is undergoing renovations as AM
Stereo is being installed. Presently 26 people work at WSMN, down from 52 regulars years ago!
Behind a nearby pine grove is found WSMN's new Nautel transmatter, and the station’s antenna
system, consisting of three in line 167 foot high towers, which push the signal northeast. They are
2 prominent landmark along Route 3, a majot route to Manchester and the White Mountains.
WSMN must protect WARV-1590, West Warwick, Bl, WUNR-1600, Brookline, MA_, WLIM-1580,
Palchogue, LI, and the silent WQQW-1590, Waterbury, CT. WSMN has been heard and verified in
Fairfield, CT., by the Profiles editor. However, more spectacular WSMN catches are realized and
verified by DX 'ers in Finland, Sweden, Norway, and Great Britain! WSMN welcomes accurate DX
teports.

Today, WSMN is the Nashua area’s choice for news, sports, information, and good country
music. AM 1590 is a classic example of a successful full service local station, which is a valued
member of its community.

Antennae are several randem wires in the back yard and a
homemade loop designed about 30 years ago & revired a time or two. So far, I was
able to pull in the WILY test, hut non of the others due to local thunderstorms,atco.
I read with envy the signals some are reporting in the N US, down here the noise le-
vels have just started dropping and no great signals have been heard yet. Even the
LA stations (except Uuba & Mexico} aren't very good and no TA hets noted yet. T al-
so want to say 'Howdy!" to CESAR OBJIO, I don't know if he remembers me or not but
we corregponded many years ago. It's good to see his name and a lot of other famil-

iar ones in DX NEWS after my long absence. Also, about 25-30 years ago, we had a
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fairly active group of AM & %W DXers here in Houston, with regular get—together%,
etc. In the meantime., we all apparently went our ways with jobs, school, ete. If
anyone in the NRC was part of that group, T'd sure be interested in hearing how
evaryone is doing.

Panasonic RQ-V60 ... syjotatan:

I recently obtamned a Panasonic stereo radio/cassette player with headphones and threw in a
pair of ni—cads to see how good it is. CJSB was in loud and clear, Radio Vision Crnstiana alse loud
and clear at 1615. Away | went up the dial, all the regulars came in and a mess of the weaker ones
too! Extremely sharp nulls, the only station [ couldn't find a null for was WERA. That's including
the NYC stations although I didn't hear anything in their nulls. I can't do that with the 2010.
Station selectivity was execllent, dial accuracy very good considering the dial is only 33 mm
{1-5/16") long.

At first the headphones sounded bassy but that was because I never used them before, After
about an hour the audio was crisp and clear.

Checked it agamnst my Channel Master 6506B. The nulls are just as good, but I get more
recoverable audio out of the Panasonic.

It's roughly 1/3 smaller than the 6506B and about half to two—thirds the weight.

The antenna is on top sonewhere behind the dial face, probably about 2 to 2-1/2 inches long. I
tried taking it apart but only got past the sub-miniature screws, It apparently has those press—clips
molded into the sides of the case, like the Realistic Weatheradio.

The FM is just as good as the AM when in FM/DX position. The FM/ local appears only gaod for
deep urban areas, inside Philly or NYC.

In all, a very pleasant surprise!

1 did a comparison test between the Panasonic RQ-V60 and the SR II Sensitivity— wise they're
almost equal. Tt was easier to find stations on the SR II because of the larger band spread. On the
RQ-V60 you really had to hunt and peck to find the station. On fades the SR I held on to the signal
much longer. The signal would drop out on the RQ-V60 but when it came back, it also came back
on the SR I1. Has to be the difference in antennia length.

On Friday afternoon 11/25 [ checked WKMB-1070. The SR II coutdn't null it out completely,
while the RQ-V60 took it out totally. It has to be varactor diode tuned. When you open the
clam-shell to put a tape in there’s less than an inch of radio thickness left. That's too small for even
the little plastic enclosed tuning capacitors!

Saturday afternoon 1 rigged up an external speaker, about 3" 3.5 chm from an old TV, which is
peaked for voice. The amplifier powered it casily but | had to set the volume en 2.5 to 5 while with
the headphones I would set it between 1 and 2. [ tried a 1/8" mini plug, 2- conductor, but it
wouldn't go in all the way and [ wasn't about to ruin the radio. A 3-conductor mini went in with
no problem.

The 3-conductor carries the signal to the headphones and the antenna for FM. The audio was
just as crisp but you lose the portability factor.

As for AC power, that would tie you down too and it's really not needed. I put in the millenium
ni—cads and get over 20 hours on them so far.

TIl "put up” with the slightly less sensitivity and take the excellent nulling ability any day.
