With another TIS item, Gary Jackson sez: “In Volume 65, Number 2 (10/15/97) John
Sampson asked for verie signer for Burbank TIS/HAR, 1620, WPIH303 and reason they are
stronger. Signer is Rich Baenen, Disaster Coordinator, 353 East Olive Avenue, Burbank, CA
91502. Talked to Rich a couple of months ago and they had raised their power back to 10 watts
as there were areas of Burbank where the signal was not reaching.” Shawn, just waking from
his daily siesta, utters: “The trip to Swan River was a good one for visiting & I snagged a new
one to boot.

The frequency will be leased back from the Chinese
owners, who intend carrying ethnic programming in the 1700-2400 NZT period only. Promo
material says the network will offer a new, mature, no-clutter Christian sound. With more
soft music and less talk, we offer 100% Christian hymns, songs and instrumentals which are
easy on the ears. Radio Rhema took over the Wellington BBC relay frequency of 1233 from 9
September. (Graham Austin).
Per the "Challenge Weekly" of 8 October, Southern Star Network will be using following
frequencies from tomorrow 19 October:

It's been a while since I dropped a line to MUSINGS, and since DX News is back to weekly
issues again, I thought Id contribute my two cents worth. So, herewith are some radio/DX related
ramblings. WQWQ-1520 Muskegon Heights, MI originally started in the early 60’s as a 1000-watt
nondirectional daytimer. It moved to its present location, south of its city of license, in 1970 when
it went to 10000 watts directional days (night power was added in the late 70’s). Oddly, the
original studio location and tower for what was known then as WKJR remained standing on the
southern border of town, owned by WKJR’s original owner. The studio building has served a
number of purposes since 1970, all non-radio in nature, while out back the 160 foot tower
remained, standing but unlit. Last summer, I went by the location of that tower (just off business I-
96) and noted that it is now rusting, with about 1/2 of it collapsed and just hanging by one strut.

Locally, the hip-hop format of WEJM-950 ended just
prior to the convention and now its a more normal station, “One On One Sports”. So now we have
2 all sports stations in Chicago, though after local sunset, the signals are quite different. 1160 has
their 4 towers in Des Plaines and beams east while 950 has their 5 towers in Burnham and beams
north, but I can hear it decently 30 miles west. My former local, WCGO-1600, according to my
friend, irregular monitor and DXAS member MARK MARINO is now ABC Sat. Nostalgia days and
on/off at night. I've heard a local spot or 2 but nothing like it was prior to Aug. 1994 and béfore it
was turned into “The Talk Monster of the South Suburbs”. The Chicago Heights studios were
closed up a year or 2 ago and moved to WJOB-Hammond, IN. And lately, they’ve had transmitter
problems. That's it for a while. 73 (Nice to meet you at the convention Ken-DWS)

First off, my apologies for not being ‘in the fold’ on a regular basis for the past few months. In
January, I was recruited to put the studios together for WVNZ-990 Richmond, VA which we did
and got them on the air at the end of the month. After that, I was again recruited to build the
transmitter site of WVNS-670 Claremont, VA, assisted by PAT MURPHY (President of the ACE)
and the studios in Norfolk, which I stayed at through early May. I then picked up the CE duties
once again at WDOV/WDSD Dover, DE and 2 more FM'’s in Salisbury, along with WCEI AM&FM
in Easton for the 4th time. So, I got in over my head, even though I do have some help handling
this stuff. I managed to get some great help from the Ramada Inn for the convention, and my
thanks to JOHN & LINDA BOWKER and FRED VOBBE for their help, plus all those who helped
with the slide shows (PAUL MOUNT and his WMCA/WNYC transmitter plant was great!). It was
also good to see GEORGE NITSCHE from NJ at the convention, who I drove over and picked up,
brought him to the convention and returned home later that night. And the radio work continues
to grow, having picked up engineering duties at WMBT-1530, WCHE-1520 and WVCH-740 in the
past few months! Its amazing how much the radio business has changed, with a lot of the once big
AM’s just holding on by their thumb-nails and many being run by satellite and computers. Even
WNRK-1260 has gone that route, mainly as a means of survival, with my hooking up a remote
control system that must perform 16 different functions each DAY to drop the power at specified
times. Not many changes locally, WCTR-1530 is now running their 1000 watt day/270 watt CH
power and WAMS-1380 is still running daytime only with 25 watts (and classical music!). I had a
chance to pay a visit to Morris Blum and Merrill Pittman at WANN-1190 with FRANK MERRILL,
Frank had wanted to talk with Mr. Blum for many years and that connection was finally made.
Even though the station is (still) dark, the station was still staffed by a secretary along with Mr.
Blum and Mr. Pittman. Such a shame to see this station go off the air, but it’s what is happening
with AM radio and the advertising base being so cut up with the other media. It's interesting to
note that most of the tuning parts which were used in the construction of WVNS-670 were from
CJSB-540; the consulting engineer had connections in Canada so he was able to get the parts. From
what I've been told, that one is now gone and the site was returned to the previous landowner for
farming!
