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THE NATION'S LEADING STATION GROUPS

These tables indicate which are the most important group owners in the United
States. The first table ranks the groups according to a formula I devised in 1976.
There are also tables which rank the groups according to cume listeners and total

quarter hour figures.*

IMPORTANT NOTE: To qualify for these tables a group must have at least five

stations in rated markets., A simulcasted facility counts as only one station.

EXPLANATION OF FORMULA: There are three areas of information which a group can

be judged upon. These are (1) total audience for a group's stations (2) the size and
importance of the markets in which the group’s stations are located and (3) the station’s
relative strength in its market, i.e., its rank.

Using the above data I developed a formula which ranked the groups. This formula
worked as follows. The total audience (12+, TSA, 1/4 HR AVG, Broadcast Week) of all
of a group's stations is divided by the number of figures in the group. The resulting
figure is the STATION AVERAGE. The next step is to find an average market size for
the stations in the group. This MARKET AVERAGE (based on SRDS rank) is then divided
into the STATION AVERAGE. This figure is then divided by the RANKING AVERAGE, the
average of all the stations in the group (12+, TSA, 1/4 HR),

The resulting figure is the STATION INDEX. The STATION INDEX is multiplied by
the number of stations in the group with the end result being the most important figure,
the GROUP INDEX.

Stations which fail to show in a market are not calcualted in the formula. Nelther
are some suburban stations. Simulcasted facilities count as one station. To be sure there
are some problems with this formula. It tends to bias small groups which have successful
stations in large markets. However, the formula is fun to work with and it's fun to
study. If you think about it I think you will agree that it is quite accurate.

The resulting figure is divided
by the weekly Metro Cume. This figure is divided by four to come up with a figure in
hours,

TURN OVER RATIO (T/O RATIO): This figure roughly indicates the number of groups
of people which contribute to the station's average audience. It is caleculated by taking
the Metro Cume (12+, Broadcast Week) and dividing it by the Metro 1/4 HR AVG (Broadcast Week).

PER CENT EXCLUSIVE CUME (% EXCL): This fascinating figure indicates the loyalty of
a station's audience., It is calculated by dividing the exclusive cume (12+, Metro,
Broadcast Week) by the Metro Cume (12+, Broadcast Week).

PER CENT TEENS, 18-34, 18-49, 50+: This is simply the percentage of a station's
total audience (12+, Metro, Broadcast Week) which lies in these demographic breaks.

PER CENT MALE/FEMALE (MM, %F): The methodology is the same as that for Teens, etc.

New York is the largest market in the country. The 3RDS rankings generally coincide
with the govermment's Standard Metropolitan Statistical Area (SMSA). The SMSA population
figures and SRDS ranking are based on January 1979 or 1980 estimates, In two cases (Seattle-
Tacoma and Norfolk, etc) I had to combine the populations of two separate areas so that
they were comparable to the Arbitron Metro. I then approximated the market ranking,

These figures are all based on total population.

The FCC Revenue and Income rankings are based upon the 1978 financial reports,
The rankings are based on the income and revenue for all stations in each market. This is
a change from previous years when rankings were based on AM stations and AM/FM combinations
which reported financial data in combination.

The APR is the Average Person Rating. The APR indicates the percentage of the 12+
Metro population which is using radio from 6AM-Midnight, Mon-Sun (the Broadcast Week).
The APR is roughly comparable to television's Households Using Television (HUT) and
Persons Viewing Television (PVT) figures, New York's 18,0 APR is very high; the mean
APR for all rated markets is about 15,5,

New York's total revenue during 1978 was about $113,000,000. Total pre-tax income
was about $22,000,000. Revenue increased by 17.17% over 1977 figures.

There are 44 stations listed in the New York book, The next figure (39) is the
number of stations which reported their revenue figures to the FCC, Rarely are these
numbers the same because of outside stations whose audience in the market qualifies
them for listing in the book,

New York stations received over $36,000,000 in national and regional revenue during

differ greatly in size.

The profit margin is calculated by dividing the market's income by total revenue,

All of the figures in this section are based on the broadcast week (Mon-Sun, 6 AM-
Midnight). WBLS-F has 175,000 listeners per average quarter hour. This represents a
7.1% share in Oct/Nov 79, The station had a 6.4% share in Apr/May 79 and a 3,1% share
in Oct/Nov 78. WBLS-F also leads the New York T3A with an average of 177,500 listeners
per quarter hour, WABC leads the New York TSA in weekly cume audience with an estimated
3,192,000 listeners. 19/6% of the 12+ population of the New York metro are estimated to
be listening to WABC for five minutes cr more during the week,

If a station is simulcasting this symbol (+) will appear next to the call letters
everywhere the station is listed., Whether I labeled the simulcasting station as AM or
FM depended upon which received the greatest amount of listenership.

These figures show how well FM radio is doing in the market - at least as far as
listenership levels are concerned, To calculate these figures I simply added up the
Mon-Sun, 6AM-Mid, quarter hour numbers of all listed stations and divided it into the
total numbers for FM stations., There is, of course, listening to stations which do not
qualify for a listing in the Arbitron report for the market., However, this amount is
usually relatively small and it should not significantly affect the percentages.

The six tables directly below the FM percentages show the leaders in Teens, 18-34,
18-49, 25-54, 35-64 and 12+ TSA morning drive, The rankings are based upon 1/4 HR AVG,
Broadcast Week. All are Metro with the exception of AMD. The number of stations 1listed
depends upon the size of the market. In some cases fewer stations were listed than there
was room for, This was done where there was a large difference between the listed stations
and the next ranking stations. Arbitron will not allow me to publish the actual numbers.
