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THE WEAVER SOUND

William H. Weaver, executive vice president and general manager for KLOK Radio instituted a
truly unique radio format in March of 1965 when he debuted "All Request Radio" on KLOK's sister
station, KWIZ Radio in Southern California. The broadcast and recording industries were quick to
recognize that this was something different and so stated in the many articles in such trade magazines
as Billboard, Cash Box, Daily Variety, etc. Since then the KLOK format has developed into an all
around concept that, while the request part of the program has ceased to be used, still reflects the
continually changing musical desires of the listening audience and has become known as "The Weaver
Sound."

"The Weaver Sound" is aimed directly at the adult male/female audience from 18 to 49 years of
age with the emphasis on those over 25.

A true mixture of the generally accepted program format definitions i. e., contemporary,
contemporary/standard, standard -pop, etc. For example, the artists featured during daily broadcasts
may include Eydie Gorme, The Association, Elvis Presley, Andy Williams, Simon & Garfunkle, Perry
Como, Johnny Cash, Bing Crosby and the Andrews Sisters plus many more. One can not doubt the
contemporary nature of The Weaver Sound ... yet the standard, popular, country/western, jazz and
other ingredients are all mixed into the overall format with the contemporary element carefully
chosen to enhance the musical tastes of the adult listeners.

"The Weaver Sound" also includes a generous portion of the talk type format as offered by the
morning program, the Buddy Clyde show. Listeners are invited to call and talk with the entertainment
personalities on the air between records. Buddy interviews many stars of records, television, and of
stage and screen.

When the generally accepted definitions of radio formats were evolved, The Weaver Sound was still
in the developmental stage; however, now it is becoming an actual fact of broadcasting and radio
stations all over the country are attempting to capture its flavor.
