There are three major 15 minute Newscasts done in the Morning, Noon and
Evening. News comes first on KBOE.

Music can easily be described as middle-of-the-road, except for specific programs
that include County and Western, and Polka giving them a well balanced
music program that is enjoyed by all the listeners in the area. KBOE takes fre-
quent surveys to help them select the music that is used on this popular radio
station.

Early morning programs and Noon Hour programming is slanted toward the Farm
audience with weather, market reports and other special programs. The local
county extension and ASC organization tape daily shows that are especially
popular with the farm audience.
