Lily Pons To Be 
Guest Soloist On 

Kostelanetz Show 

Lily Pons, coloratura soprano of 
the Metropolitan Opera, will be the 
guest soloist with Andre Kostelanetz 
and his orchestra and chorus over 
CBS, including WKRC, WHAS and 
WHIO, Wednesday, December 22, 
from 9:00 to 9:30 p. m. (E.S.T.). 
The occasion is to be a gala one, 
featuring many of Miss Pons' fa-
vorite compositions. 

Miss Pons will offer two operatic 
arias and two French Christmas 
carols of the 18th century. Her first 
selection is to be Ambroise Thomas' 
"Je Suis Titania" from "Mignon." 
The carols will include "Dureau la 
Duree" and "Tous les Bourgeois de 
Chartres." In conclusion Miss Pons 
is to sing the Bell Song from 
"Lakme." 

Kostelanetz will direct the orches-
tra. in the Farandole from Bizet's 
"L'Arlesienne Suite" and Maurice 
Ravel's "Daphnis and Chloe." There 
also is to be a special arrangement of 
the old Christmas song "It Came 
Upon a Midnight Clear." Deems 
Taylor, as usual, will give the com-
mentaries on the program. 

Young People's 
Concerts To Begin 

8th Season On CBS 

The Young People's Concerts of 
the Philharmonic-Symphony Society 
of New York, will enter their eighth 
season of broadcasting when John 
Barbirolli directs the opening Satur-
day program from Carnegie Hall, 
over CBS, including WKRC, WHAS 
and WHIO, December 18, from 
11:00 a. m. to 12:15 p. m. (E.S.T.). 
The• soloists are to be Mishel Piastro 
and Joseph Schuster, first violinist and 
first 'cellist of the orchestra, and An-
selme Fortier, leader of the double 
bass section. 

The program consists of the "Ju-
bilee" Overture of Chadwick; the Air 
from Bach's Suite in D; a Minuet by 
Boccherini; the Handel-Halvorsen 
Passacaglia for Violin and 'Cello, fea-
turing Piastro and Schuster; "Deep 
Forest," by Daniels; the first move-
ment from Koussevitsky's Concerto 
for Doubles Bass, with Fortier as solo-
ist; "Molly on the Shore," by Grain-
ger; the Praetorius "Lo, How a Rose 
E'er Blooming," which the audience 
will be asked to sing, and the Fantasia 
on Old Scottish Melodies transcribed 
by Alfonso Gibilaro.

Twelve Crowded 
Months" Offered 
On Christmas Eve 

The twelve stories that rode highest 
and longest on the nation's head-
lines during 1937, as selected by a 
poll of the country's city rooms, will 
be dramatized when the Columbia 
Broadcasting S ystem, including 
WKRC, WHAS and WHIO presents 
its third annual "Twelve Crowded 
Months," Friday, December 24, from 
9:00 to 10:00 p. m. (E.S.T.). 

Every day a stream of nOrninations 
for the twelve biggest stories of the 
year is received in the CBS Depart-
ment of Public Affairs, which is poll-
ing the editors and arranging the 
broadcast. Even now it is obvious 
that certain news events will be se-
lected, of course, but the rather amaz-
ing total of sixty different stories have 
gained votes from newsmen all over 
the United States. 

William Robson, director of the 
program, is now whipping into shape 
such items as the Chinese-Japanese 
War, the Texas school explosion, the 
Coronation, the Spanish War, and the 
Hindenburg disaster. - The script will 
not be completed however until the 
day of the broadcast, allowing time 
for a complete vote and insertion of 
any important last minute events. 

The previous "Twelve Crowded 
Months" broadcasts called for the 
services of some of the biggest casts 
in the history of radio and Robson 
expects that this year's program will 
continue the tradition. Thirty ac-
tors will be used in addition to a 
squad of five research men who are 
assisting Robson on the script.

The story from which the preview 
scenes have been selected concerns 
Capt. Hugh ("Bulldog") Drum-
mond's experiences with Scotland 
Yard detectives in the particular case 
of a missing suitcase filled with a 
newly discovered explosive.

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THERE AIN'T NO SUCH ANIMAL 

The Second National Conference on Educational Broadcasting was held 
at Chicago, November 29 to December 1. Somehow, the event received 
scant notice—if any—in news broadcasts. Most people probably never knew 
it occurred. Yet ft is newsworthy because it included an address by a 
man representing "the typical listener." 

To those who know what is going on behind the scenes, there is rich 
irony in the educators doing anything of the sort. They have been flailing 
the broadcasters for classifying listeners in neat pigeonholes. There is 
further irony in the fact that the man chosen by the schoolmasters to repre-
sent "the typical listener" was Merrill Denison, a radio script writer. 
This is on a par with a reporter addressing a gathering of newspaper pub-
lishers as "the typical reader." 

But overshadowing these inconsistencies is the very phrase, "the typical 
listener." 

It is sure to turn up whenever programs are discussed; not only in the 
studios and sponsors suites, but wherever dialers compare notes on their 
favorites and pet hates. Scanner or later, someone will declare that "the 
typical listener" likes this or dislikes that. 

Just who à this "typical listener," and how much is knov. n about hint? 

The question can be answered easily enough. Ninety-nine times 
out of a hundred, the "typical listener" is the person who talks about him 
with such assurance. 

There are also answers to the second question. Through endless polls 
and surveys, the broadcasters have marshalled a wealth of information 
about "the typical listener," from what tunes he prefers, to what he likes 
for breakfast. 

But whether all these answers mean anything is something else again. 

According to the broadcasters there are between 85,000,000 and 100,-
000,000 listeners in the United States. To assume that any one person can 
represent such a heterogeneous multitude is manifestly absurd. There are 
too many differences in background, occupation, racial stock, viewpoint, 
and emotional attitude, not to mention culture. Even in such a well-defined 
group as lovers of fine music it is impossible to single out a "typical listener." 

The same is true of statistics gleaned from polls and surveys. There is 
a cynical saying that figures can be used to prove anything. Radio is an 
outstanding illustration of that. Far front shedding any clear light on 
what "the typical listener" likes or dislikes, the endless polls and surveys 
merely confuse matters. 

• 
The fact is that "the typical listener" simply doesn't exist, any more than 

"the typical movie-goer" or "the typical motorist." And even if he did .exist, 
tailoring all programs to please him would be as silly as making all clothes 
to fit a "perfect 36." For the only thing known definitely about the radio 
audience is that any program will please some people and that no program 
will please everybody. 

It's rather strange that all this didn't occur to the educators. Or is it?

"As a contestant of several years 
experience, I have a few ideas on 

contests that may be of some inter-
est and value, at least to beginners 
in this fascinating hobby." 
The foregoing quotation couldn't 

possibly stir up any great amount 
of curiosity if we chose to leave it 

as is, or failed to further identify 
the author. Thousands, perhaps, could 

qualify to say exactly the same words. 
But it so happens that one of the 
most famous of contest winners made 
that statement in opening an article 
on "What It Takes" • for Contest 

Magazine this month. 

George A. Elwell, winner of $20,-
000 for naming "Liberty, A Weekly 

for Everybody." 
Being impracticable to reproduce 

the entire article for DIAL readers, 
we feel that they would most like 

to know Mr. Elwell's procedure in 
winning this very handsome prize. 
Winner Elwell does say, "there is 

no set rule for winning contests, but 
there is always a logical way of go-
ing about it" to wit: 
"Due to world-wide publicity and 

the intense interest shown back in 
1924, almost everyone remembers the 
Liberty contest. It was purely a name 
end slogan contest. To me it repre-
sented a golden opportunity, a con-

test right up my alley. 
"At that time postage and other 

expense was a problem to be con-
sidered. So first I had to make sure 
es far as possible, in my own mind 
at least, that it was on the level. It 
was. 
"From the moment I saw that an-

nouncement I began jotting down 
names and slogans, analyzing each 
name as it occurred to me. It must 

s.  

be based on common-sense, be logical, 

practical, appropriate, of wide ap-
peal, concise and easily remembered. 

If it passed that test it went in. 
"On the first day I sent in twelve 

suggestions (separately) with slogans 
and reasons why. "Liberty," strange 
enough, was one of those first twelve. 
The reason that I gave was that 

Liberty is the spirit upon which our 
country was founded, the spirit of 
the American family, one to the 

other—live and let live. 
"From the start, I kept at it ever-

lastingly, ate, slept, and worked with 
my brain children. I do not recom-
mend this intense brand of enthusi-
asm to others who value their health ; 
but you see, I just had to win. 
The postage alone cost me a hun-
dred dollars. In all I submitted 
5,101 names and slogans. 
"Words are inadequate to describe 

my feelings when finally I was named 
winner. On receipt of the $20,000 
the first thing I did was pay every 

obligation I owed. Free—LIBERTY 
—at last! 

"I received letters from all over 
the world, as far as British East 
Africa. Today, the winning of a 
$100,000 prize causes hardly a ripple.

In Season's Debut 
On Ford Broadcast 

Yehudi Menuhin, youthful wizard 
of the violin, and his pianist sister 

Hephzibah, will make one of their 

rare joint appearances on radio as 
guests on the Ford, Sunday Evening 
Hour, December 19, over CBS, in-

cluding WKRC, WHAS and WHIO. 
This joint concert in Detroit's Ma-

sonic Auditorium will be one of the 
six to be given by the talented 
brother and sister this season. Other 
joint recitals in the country• will be 
limited to the Metropolitan Opera 
House in New York and an appear-
ance in Boston. Radio audiences 
heard them together for the first time 
last season on the Ford hour.

Overture was not written .to the 
Shakespeare tragedy but to a drama 
by Heinrich Joseph von Collin in 
1807. Beethoven himself conducted 
the first performance from manu-

script in March of that year. 

Ile wrote his "Pastoral" sym-
phony in the summer of the next 
year in the wooded environs of 
Vienna. The program is indicated 
by the sub-titles of the five move-
ments: "Cheerful impressions awak-
ened by arrival in the country," 

"Scenes by the Brook," "Merry 
Gathering of Country Folk," "Thun-
derstorm, Tempest," and "Shep-

herds' Song." 

The First Symphony of Sibelius, 

who observed his 72nd birthday an-
niversary December 8, was composed 
in 1899 and published three years 
later. The great Finn's biographer, 
Mrs. Rosa Newmarch, describes it as 
a "spacious" work in which "the 
composer has something to say and 
takes his time in saying it."
