HOW TO DIAL YOUR SET AND ENJOY THIS BOOK

Read these directions for real radio enjoyment

This book is called the telephone book of radio, and it is our earnest desire to make its use as simple, If the
few following directions are understood, you will find its use easy and interesting.

There are in use several kinds of dials. Those calibrated in meters. Those calibrated in kilocycles, some
cBalibEIil}E%i from 0 to 100, and some calibrated from 55 to 150. First decide HOW YOUR DIALS ARE CALI-
RA 4

If your dials are calibrated in kilocycles, (That is from 550 in jumps of 10 to 1500), use the column headed
Kilocycles. If your set is calibrated from 55 to 150, use the same column, as this is the same only the “0” has
been dropped. If your set is calibrated in meters use the meter column, and last, if your set is calibrated from
0 to 100 use the figures that read: Dial to

On chain programs we show four sets of figures. First figure is Eastern Standard time, next Central, next
Mountain, and last Pacific time. Use the ones that apply to your location.

DIRECTIONS FOR USING AIR LINE MAP AND LOG

With a sharp knife or scissors, cut out the mile scale. Next make a small hole in the map at your town,
and put the scale over this hole, placing a paper fastener through the scale and map. Now bend the arms of the
fastener over. When you hear a distant station it is only necessary to swing the scale around to the city where
the station is located and read the approximate distance by air, on the scale. If you live in the country or in a
city that has no broadcasting station fasten the scale on the nearest city to you that has a station and add or
subtract the mileage from where vou live to the city where you have the scale fastened. Only towns having
broadcasting stations appear on the map. This allows you to find the town you are looking for without con-
fl;sion. Afterdyou hear a station, fill in the white space in the circle, with a colored pencil, and you have a recorc
of towns heard.

VISUAL BROADCASTING (TELEVISION) STATIONS
RULES AND REGULATIONS GOVERNING
VISUAL BROADCASTING

The Federal Radio Commission has adopted the following rules
and regulations governing visual broadcasting:

That visual broadcasting be designated to include both tele-
vision and picture broadcasting, or moving-picture broadcasting
and still-picture broadcasting, and that all licenses issued be of an
experimental nature for a period of six months only, the licensees
to report to the commission the results of their experiments; the
transmitters to be located outside the city limits and sufficiently
distant from important receiving centers to avoid interference.

For joint use to visual broadcasting licensees the commission
authorizes the following bands of frequencies for experimental use
only; 2,000 to 2,200 and 2,750 to 2,950 kilocycles. In addition, the
commission will authorize the operation of visual radio broadcast—
ing transmitters in the band between 2,200 and 2,300 kilocycles, on
the condition that they do not interfere in any way whatever with
the services of any other nation on the North American Continent
and in the West Indies, and that licenses be subject to revocation
in case there are any complaints from any other nation of any
such interference. The commission may continue to issue experi-
mental television or visual licenses in the broadcast band for oper-
ation between 1 and 6 a. m. only, in accordance with General Order
50.

. Many changes, of course, are taking place. New stations are
being heard constantly, and all lists are subject to frequent

changes.

We are advised by the International Short Wave Club, to
whom we are indebted for this list, that short wave stations have
a very peculiar habit of skipping over certain areas at certain
times of the day. This action, which is termed “Skip-Distance
effects,” is caused by the effect of light on the short wave lengths.
The International Short Wave Radio Club of Klondyke, Ohio, tells
short wave fans to tune on certain wave lengths only at certain
times of the day or night. From 14 to 20 meters, tune from day-
break until about 4 p. m., local time. No stations can be heard on
these waves after darkness sets in. From 20 to 33 meters, sta-
tions to the east of the listener will be heard best from 11 a. m.
till 10 p. m. Stations to the west of the listener should be heard
best from midnight till about two hours after daybreak. From 33
to 70 meters, distant stations can be heard only after darkness
falls. Very little in the way of distance can be heard above 70
meters.

The International Short Wave Radio Club is an organization
of listeners who have banded together in an effort to advance
short wave broadcasting by co-operating with the listener, the
broadcaster and others interested in short waves. It has a mem-
bership which covers sixty countries, The members of this club
gather what information they can and send it in to the headquar-
ters where it is published in a monthly magazine and mailed out
to all members. A fee of one dollar a year is charged to cover
the costs of printing and mailing these magazines. The club also
has local chapters in the larger cities, where the members meet
at regular intervals to discuss the latest news. Membership is
open to anyone with an interest in short waves. The address is
Post Office Box 713, Klondyke, Ohio.

The club had its beginning two years ago when three short
wave listeners decided to correspond with each other regularly.
Its rapid growth speaks well for the purposes and work of the
organization.
