Items of general interest concerning the enforcement of the radio laws are printed 
in the bulletin from time to time, as occasion warrants.

INTRODUCTION. 
. *

This list, including land and ship stations, is published in accordance 
with Section I of an act of Congress entitled “An act to regulate radio 
communication,” approved August 13, 1912.

The following instructions concerning radio call letters are issued 
for the information of those concerned:

1. Section 7 of the act of August 13, 1912, to regulate radio com­
munication provides:

Sec. 7. That a person, company, or corporation within the jurisdiction of the 
United States' shall not knowingly utter or transmit, or cause to be uttered or trans­
mitted, any false or fraudulent distress signal or call or false or fraudulent signal, call, 
or other radiogram of any kind. The penalty for so uttering or transmitting a false or 
fraudulent distress signal or call shall be a fine of not more than two thousand five 
hundred dollars or imprisonment for not more than five years, or both, in the discre­
tion of the court, for each and every such offense, and the penalty for so uttering or 
transmitting, or causing to be uttered or transmitted, any other false or fraudulent 
signal, call, or other radiogram shall be a fine of not more than one thousand dollars or 
imprisonment for not more than two years, or both, in the discretion of the court, for 
each and every such offense.

2. The Service Regulations of the International Radiotélégraphie 
Conventions provide that the call letters of stations in the interna­
tional system must each be formed of a group of three letters which 
shall be distinguishable from one another. The London Inter­
national Radiotélégraphie Conference made a partial allotment of 
call letters among nations which signed the convention and the Inter­
national Bureau at Berne, with the consent of such nations, has modi­
fied and added to this assignment of call letters by circulars of April 
1, 1914, and August 1, 1915. The distribution of call letters among 
nations thus authorized is printed below for the guidance of opera­
tors of all stations (ship and shore) of the United States.

PUBLIC-SERVICE STATIONS.

3. The call letters assigned to the United States are all combina­
tions (676) beginning with the letter N and all (676) beginning with 
the letter W, and all combinations (598) from KDA to KZZ, inclusive. 
The total number of international call letters assigned to the United 
States is thus 1,950, and these are reserved for Government stations 
and stations open to public and limited commercial service.

(a) All combinations beginning with the letter N are reserved for 
Government stations and in addition the combinations from WUA to 
WVZ and WXA to WZZ are reserved for stations of the Army of the 
United States.

(b) The combinations KDA to KZZ, with a few exceptions, are 
reserved for ship stations on the Atlantic and Gulf of Mexico and for 
land stations on the Pacific coast.

(c) The combinations beginning with W (except WUA to WVZ 
and WXA to WZZ as already indicated) are reserved, with a few

exceptions, for ship stations on the Pacific and the Great Lakes and 
for land stations on the Atlantic and Gulf coasts and in the Great 
Lakes region. *

’ AMATEUR STATIONS.

4. The call letters for amateur stations in the United States are 
awarded by radio inspectors, each for his own district, according 
to the following system:

(a) The call will consist of three items—the number of the radio 
district, followed by two letters of the alphabet. Thus, the call of all 
amateur stations in New England (which comprises the first dis­
trict) is the figure “one” in Continental Morse, followed by two 
letters; in California (in the sixth district) the figure “six” followed 
by two letters; in South Carolina the figure “four” followed by two 
letters; in Missouri the figure “nine” followed by two letters, etc. 
The letters X, Y, Z, are not used as the first of the two letters.

The territory of each district is as follows:

(b) The three items—a given figure first, followed by two letters 
of the alphabet—thus may be combined in 598 different calls.

(c) Radio inspectors insert amateur station calls in station 
licenses according to this system, and keep a permanent chart 
of 598 squares, lettered with the alphabet from left to right and from 
top to bottom (A to W), inserting in the appropriate square the 
serial license number and name of owner of the station to which the

call letters are awarded. Within these limitations radio inspectors 
will use their discretion in the award of calls, avoiding, of course, 
duplications.

(d) When a station is abandoned and-the license canceled, or if a 
license shall be forfeited for violation of law, the call assigned to it 
may be allotted to another station. *

(e) When the entire 598 calls have been exhausted, radio inspectors 
will issue additional calls, consisting of the figure of the district 
followed by three letters. From such combinations will be 
excluded the combinations SOS and PRB, all three-letter combina­
tions beginning with QR or QS, all combinations involving the 
repetition of the same letter three times, three-letter combinations 
beginning with K, N, W, X, Y, Z, and other combinations, which, 
for various reasons, international, national, local, or individual, 
may be objectionable. With such exclusions, over 10,000 calls will 
remain for each district.

LIMITED COMMERCIAL STATIONS.

5. Calls for limited commercial land stations are allotted by the 
Bureau of Navigation. .

SPECIAL CLASSES OF STATIONS.

6. Calls for special classes of stations, such as experiment stations 
for the development of radio communication, technical and training 
school stations, and special amateur stations are allotted by the 
Bureau of Navigation.

The call will consist of three items—the number of the radio dis­
trict, followed by two letters of the alphabet. The first letter will 
be: X, for experiment stations; Y, technical and training schools; 
Z, special amateur stations.

Twenty-six different combinations for each class in each district 
are possible. If more should prove necessary for any class in any 
district, a third letter will be added to the call.

RADIO , STATIONS OF THE WORLD.

The International List of Radio Stations of the World (edition in 
English) can be procured from the International Bureau of the 
Telegraphic Union (Radiotélégraphie Service), Beme, Switzerland.

In addition to the information contained in the list of the 
United States stations, published by the Bureau of Navigation, the 
international list shows geographical locations, normal ranges in 
nautical miles, radio systems, and rates. •

The international list includes the Government and commercial 
land and ship stations of the United States. The list is divided into

three parts. The first part contains a list of ship stations, grouped 
by countries and arranged alphabetically; the second part contains 
a list of land stations arranged in the same manner; and the third 
part contains tables of land line and cable charges from coast radio 
stations to inland and various other points. In computing the 
total word rate applicable to a radiogram from a ship station to an 
inland point, or vice versa, the three rates must be added. The rates 
in the international list are stated in francs and centimes. For 
approximate purposes, 1 franc equals 20 cents and 5 centimes equal 
1 cent. Supplements to the international list will be issued monthly, 
and will contain new stations and tables of alterations. A copy of the 
international list should be in every land and ship station open to 
commercial business as the official tariff book, and a copy of this list 
is required as a part of the equipment of every land station open to 
general public service and every ship station of the first or second 
class on American vessels engaged in foreign trade or the trans- " 
oceanic service.

The International Alphabetical List of Call Letters (stations of 
the world) is also issued by the International Bureau at Berne, and 
supplements are issued monthly.

Neither the international list nor the supplements contain a list 
of amateur stations.

Inquiries as to the subscription prices of these lists should be made 
direct to the Berne bureau at the address given above. Remittances 
to Berne should be made by international postal money orders.

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APPENDIX.

TRANSMISSION OF TIME SIGNALS AND HYDROGRAPHIC 
INFORMATION BY NAVAL RADIO STATIONS.

The transmission of time signals to vessels at sea by means of 
radiotelegraphy was first accomplished in the United States in 1905, 
and this service, enlarged and extended, has continued to the present 
time. This service is of the greatest value to mariners, as it furnishes 
a means by which the time, as given by the transmitted signals, may 
be compared with a ship’s chronometer and the error of the chro­
nometer found. Similar comparisons over a number of days enable 
data to be obtained by which not only the error may be found but 
also the chronometer rate; that is, the rate at which it is gaining 
or losing.

The noontime signals on the Atlantic coast are sent out through the 
coast radio stations by connection with Western Union Telegraph 
lines from the United States Naval Observatory at Washington, 
D. C. By the operation of proper relays in electrical circuits, the 
beats of the seconds of a standard clock in the observatory are sent 
out broadcast as a series of radio dots, commencing five minutes 
before the time of the final signal. By omitting certain dots in a 
series, the comparison between the dots and the beats of the chro­
nometer seconds can be checked until the instant of local noon 
(seventy-fifth meridian time) is reached. This is marked by a longer 
dot, which gives the time of exact noon. A comparison with the 
chronometer time at that instant gives its error referred to the 
seventy-fifth meridian time. Applying the difference in longitude, 
namely, five hours, between the seventy-fifth meridian and Green­
wich, which is the standard meridian (or 0° longitude), the error of 
the chronometer referred to Greenwich time is determined.

Time signals are now sent out on the Atlantic coast only through 
the radio stations at Washington (NAA), Key West (NAR), and 
New Orleans (NAT). Signals from Washington and Key West are 
sent out every day in the year twice a day, viz, from 11.55 a. m. to 
noon and from 9.55 to 10 p. m., seventy-fifth meridian time. Time 
signals from New Orleans are sent out daily, including Sundays and 
holidays, commencing at 11.55 a. m., seventy-fifth meridian standard 
time, and ending at noon.
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In case of failure of the Washington high-power station, the signals 
are sent out by the small set in the same station, and the stations at 
Boston, Newport, New York, Norfolk, and Charleston are notified, 
and they each send the signals broadcast.

On the Pacific coast the time signals are sent broadcast to sea 
through the naval radio stations at San Francisco (NPH), Eureka 
(NPW), Point Arguello (NPK), and San Diego, Cal. (NPL), and at 
North Head, Wash. NPE). The controlling clock for each station 
is in the naval observatory at the Mare Island Navy Yard. Signals 
from San Francisco are sent out every day from 11.55 to noon, and 
from 9.55 to 10 p. m., one hundred and twentieth meridian standard 
time. Those from North Head, Eureka, Point Arguello, and San 
Diego are sent out daily, excluding Sundays and holidays, from 11.55 
to-noon, one hundred and twentieth meridian standard time.

On the Great Lakes the time signals are sent broadcast through the 
naval radio station at Great Lakes, Ill. (NAJ), daily from 10.55 a. m. 
to 11 a. m., ninetieth meridian standard time.

To get the maximum clearness of signals, the receiving circuit 
should be tuned to that of the sending station. Washington and 
San Francisco send on a 2,500-meter wave length, North Head and 
San Diego on a 2,000-meter wave length, Eureka on a 1,400-meter wave 
length, Great Lakes on a 1,512-meter wave length, Key West and 
New Orleans on a 1,000-meter wave length, and Point Arguello on a 
750-meter wave length.

Information concerning wrecks, derelicts, ice, and other dangerous 
obstructions to navigation, whenever received from the Hydrographic 
Office or from a branch hydrographic office or other reliable source, 
is sent broadcast four times daily, viz, at 8 a. m., noon, 4 p. m., and 
8 p. m., local (standard) time of station. Ships within range of a 
naval radio station should be prepared to receive these hydrographic 
messages at the hours mentioned and should avoid sending radio 
messages at these times. One vessel sending may prevent several 
others receiving information necessary to their safety.

Naval radio stations will furnish this information to passing vessels 
on request, whenever practicable, at other hours than those men­
tioned above. Should it not be practicable to send out this informa­
tion on one of the hours scheduled it will be held until the next sched­
uled time and sent out as soon as practicable after each hour 
scheduled.

Each night at 10 o’clock, seventy-fifth meridian, immediately fol­
lowing the time signal, the naval radio station at Washington, D. C., 
will broadcast such information relating to safe navigation as may be 
furnished it by the Hydrographic Office during the preceding 24 
hours. The same wave length, 2,500 meters, used in the time signal 
will be employed.
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TRANSMISSION OF WEATHER REPORTS BY NAVAL 
RADIO STATIONS.

Through cooperation with local offices of the United States Weather ' 
Bureau, weather forecasts are sent broadcast to sea through naval 
coast radio stations at certain times, varying with the locality. Coast 
stations are generally prepared to give local forecasts to passing vessels 
without charge, on request. Storm warnings are sent whenever 
received and the daily weather bulletins are distributed by the naval 
radio stations at Washington, D. C., and Key West; Fla., a few min- * * 
utes after the 10 p. m. time signal. These bulletins consist of two 
parts.

The first part contains code letters and figures which express the 
actual weather conditions at 8 p. m., seventy-fifth meridian time, on 
the day of distribution, at certain points along the eastern coast of 
North America, one point along the Gulf of Mexico, and one at 
Bermuda. •

The second part of the bulletin contains a special forecast of the 
probable winds to be experienced a hundred miles or so offshore, 
made by the United States Weather Bureau for distribution to ship­
masters. The second part of the bulletin also contains warnings of 
severe storms along the coasts, as occasions for such warnings may 
arise. -

Immediately following this bulletin, a weather bulletin for certain 
points along the Great Lakes is sent broadcast by the naval radio 
station at Washington, D. C., consisting of two parts. The first part 
contains code letters and figures which express the actual weather 
conditions at 8 p. m., seventy-fifth meridian time, on the day of dis­
tribution, at certain points along the Lakes. The second part of the 
bulletin contains a special forecast of the probable winds to be expe­
rienced on the Lakes, during the season of navigation—about April 
15 to December 10.

The points for which weather reports are furnished are designated 
as follows: For Atlantic coast and Gulf points, S = Sydney, T = Nan­
tucket, DB = Delaware Breakwater, H = Hatteras, C = Charleston, 
K = Key West, P = Pensacola, and B = Bermuda; for points on the 
Great Lakes, Du = Duluth, M = Marquette, U = Sault Ste. Marie, 
6 = Green Bay, Ch=Chicago, L = Alpena, D = Detroit, V=Cleveland, 
and F = Buffalo.

All bulletins begin with the letters U S W B (United States 
Weather Bureau) and the weather conditions follow. The first three
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figures of a report represent the barometric pressure in inches (002 = 
30.02); the next figure, the fourth in sequence, represents the direction 
of the wind to the eight points of the compass: 1 = north, 2=north­
east, 3 = east, 4=southeast, 5 = south, 6 = southwest, 7=west, 8 = 
northwest, and 0 = calm. The fifth figure represents the force of the 
wind on the Beaufort Scale, given below. •

The naval radio station at Great Lakes, Ill., transmits a weather 
bulletin at 10 a. m. and 10 p. m., ninetieth meridian time, daily, on 
a wave length of 1,512 meters. This bulletin is similar to the sec­
ond bulletin sent out by Washington station, and is for the States of 
Illinois, Missouri, Iowa, Minnesota, North Dakota, South Dakota, 
Nebraska, Kansas, Wisconsin, and also for the upper lakes. Storm 
warnings are sent out as soon as received and broadcasted every four 
hours the next day.
