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HOW TO TUNE
YOUR RADIO SET FOR DISTANCE

BY PAUL F. GODLEY

ANY factors contribute to successful distance reception.
Some of these are wholly within the control of the opera-
tor, while others are entirely beyond his control. Those
which more particularly concern the operator himself-and

upon these it is necessary to lay a great deal of stress-are, 1st,
patience; 2nd, the willingness to spend enough time with the dials to
insure thorough familiarity with the radio receiver; 3rd, the posses-
sion of a wave -length chart for the particular receiver in hand in
order that the operator may know, at least approximately, where to
look for a given station.

If one knows that his receiver is in perfect operating condition,
one has confidence in the ability of the receiver to perform. Under
these conditions the dials of the receiver may be used to search a
particular wave -length area with a reasonable chance that the sought -
for station may be heard.

Weather conditions have a great deal to do with distance recep-
tion. Folks who have but recently acquired radio sets too often fail
to understand this. During the winter season of 1925-1926, weather
conditions were extremely poor for distance reception-worse than
they have ever previously been in the history of radio. Although it
is doubtful whether anyone can as yet predict what success is to be
had in distance reception at some future time, radio experts are now
predicting exceptionally good results for the present season. Whether
this comes about remains to be seen. In any event, thousands upon
thousands of radio listeners will be searching for distant stations
throughout the long winter nights which are here.

In order that the program of some distant station may be satis-
factorily reproduced, one must see to it that the radio set itself and
all of its accessories are in strictly first-class electrical and mechanical
condition and that none of them give rise to noises of any character.
Extraneous noises are radio's greatest enemy. These may be classified
in the order of their importance as, static, over which there is prac-
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tically no control; electrical noises generated and thrown off by
near -by, faulty electric light lines, and noises arising through a fault
in the radio receiver or in its accessories. Of prime concern to the
operator are those last mentioned. These he may set about to quickly
remedy himself. They arise through loose connections within the
set, and outside of it. The most common causes are battery wires
insecurely fastened or battery connections which have corroded. Of
course, all wires should be firmly fixed and, where wires lead to a
storage battery the terminals of the battery and the terminals of the
wire should be given a coating of vaseline to prevent corrosion and
noises which arise after corrosion has done its work. Vacuum tubes
improperly seated in their sockets also cause great annoyance. It is a
very good practice to polish the contact tips of vacuum tubes and
cover them with a thin coating of vaseline to prevent corrosion.

Where "B" batteries are used they frequently, with age, give
rise to noises, due to defects in the internal construction. The only
remedy here is to discard the "B" batteries. Incidentally, that radio
owner who depends upon a first-class "B" eliminator for his "B"
supply is a fortunate individual. The "B" eliminator should be
selected for its freedom from alternating current hum, and for its
ability to supply the required voltages-that is, its ability to live up
to the rating on its nameplate.

The filament supply, or "A" battery, requires care. One which
is regularly charged, and one which has the liquid kept above its
plates at all times, will seldom, if ever, generate noises. A neglected
"A" battery does frequently generate noises. Sometimes these are
squeaking and hissing and bubbling noises. They may be stopped as
a rule by subjecting the "A" battery to a sudden, severe jar which
frees the gases and permits the liquid to come in full contact with the
battery plates.

Of importance, too, is the condition of the vacuum tubes.
Vacuum tubes deteriorate with age. Their "emission" falls off. The
novice may tell as to this by comparison with a new tube, or all of
his tubes may be taken to an up-to-date dealer to be tested in a "tube
tester," which instrument shows upon its meters the characteristics of
the tube. A tube which has lost its "emission" has little value for
any purpose and should be replaced. Sometimes, too, the elements
within the tube when misplaced due to abuse, occasionally touch each
other, causing a rattling, scratching sound when a door is slammed
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or someone walks across the floor. This is a source of great annoy-
ance. The cure is obvious.

And now, a word as to location. This is of importance, as the
experienced radio listener well knows. That fan who is so fortunate
as to live in the suburban area will find himself piling up formidable
distance records. Being a suburbanite, his opportunity for erecting a
high and clear antenna wire is very much greater than would be the
case were he surrounded by tall buildings, mazes of electric wires, etc.
He also enjoys greater freedom from the noises inherent to electrical
transmission lines and the like, and has nothing to worry him but
interference between the various broadcasting stations, and static. On
the other hand, many enviable distance records have been set up in
urban areas, through the application of patience and through a careful
study of the requirements for successful tuning. That listener who
gives the most time to his radio receiver during the "DX" hours and
brings to bear the greatest amount of patience during his efforts will
reap the greatest rewards. And here is something to be borne in mind;
once a station has been located it is a comparatively simple matter to
pick that station up again and again and again, which goes to prove
that familiarity with the radio receiver is also of prime importance.

A good antenna, a normal radio with normal accessories, a real
familiarity with the radio, patience, appreciation, a good location,
freedom from noises of all kinds and the right weather conditions-
those are the things on which distance records depend. Get the
combination and you will be hearing "DX" and lots of it.

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WHEN YOUR RADIO
SET GOES DEAD

HERE are many things which may happen to mar the
operation of your radio. But, a great portion of radio set
trouble is psychological. The business of putting the radio
set into perfect operation and keeping it so is, as a matter

of fact, quite simple and easily accomplished, providing it is gone

about with method. There are, of course, certain things which the
radio set owner cannot himself be expected to remedy, such as a
burned out coil in the transformer or in the radio speaker, but battery
trouble, or trouble arising from loose connections, or trouble brought
about by the improper action of vacuum tubes, may be readily taken

care of by the radio set owner himself, without any fear of damaging
the radio receiver or its accessories. Every radio set owner should
possess a hydrometer (used to determine the condition of the filament
lighting battery-the storage battery) and an inexpensive voltmeter
(used to determine the condition of the "B" batteries-the plate
supply batteries) for general test work. Both are quite inexpensive.
A hydrometer may be had for as low as fifty cents and a suitable
voltmeter for something less than a dollar.

In case of set trouble, the following procedure generally results
in a cure:

Disconnect the antenna and ground from the radio set. Remove

all tubes ahead of the detector tube-that is, the radio frequency
tubes. Turn the rheostats full on. The tubes should light. If they
do not, there is something wrong with the filament battery supply.
Perhaps the battery is run down. Perhaps one of the wires is dis-
connected. The hydrometer will tell the condition of the battery.
The wires may be traced. If the tubes do light, thump the detector
tube gently. A ringing noise should be heard in the loud speaker.
If none is heard, substitute other tubes for the ones in the receiver.
Perhaps one of the tubes-either detector or first or second audio-is
defective. When it is possible to hear the ring of the vibrating detector
tube element upon thumping the detector tube, the audio circuit is in
proper condition. Measure the voltage of the "B" batteries. If
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their potential has fallen 20% below their initial rating they should
be thrown away. The substitution of a first-class "B" eliminator is
recommended. This will end all "B" battery troubles forever. The
lack of sensitivity on the part of any radio receiver is about seven
times out of ten brought about through worn-out "B" batteries.

If the above procedure fails to bring results with the audio sys-
tem, it is possible that one of the windings of the audio transformers
is burned out or that the windings of the speaker itself are burned
out. The speaker may be tested by connecting its two terminals to
a 22% volt "B" battery. A loud click should be heard as the circuit
is made and broken. The transformer may be tested by, 1st, discon-
necting the wires from its terminals and, 2nd, by use of a "B" battery
and the speaker in series as a test circuit. One terminal of the speaker
should be connected to one terminal of the block of "B" battery. The
remaining speaker terminal and the remaining "B" terminal should
be connected respectively to the inside and outside primary terminals
of the transformer under test. The terminals are usually marked
P-1 and P-2. If a clear, full click is heard both when the contact is

is broken, primary is K. The
same procedure should be used in the case of the secondary winding,
generally marked S-1 and S-2, etc. The cure for a burned out trans-
former is obvious. It cannot be repaired.

A very common mistake is the connection of the filament battery
in reverse after charging. This places the wrong potential upon the
grid of the vacuum tubes and prevents proper amplification.

The audio circuit being in proper condition, the radio tubes
should be again inserted in the circuit. Prior to the connection of
antenna and ground, the set should be turned on full and observation
made as to the presence of any scratching or ringing noises. Scratch-
ing noises are the result of a loose connection somewhere, usually
between the prongs of the vacuum tubes and the socket springs,
or in a rheostat. Clean the prongs of the tubes, coat with a little
vaseline and re-insert in the sockets. Look over all connections care-
fully, particularly those which show signs of corrosion.

Nov, if the antenna and ground wires are connected to the
receiver, it should be possible to pick up broadcasting stations. Any
noises which are heard at this time may he set down as being those
created outside of the radio receiver, and it will be necessary to look
elsewhere for their cause.
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It is a very good practice to have on hand at least one strictly
new vacuum tube. Thus, if at any time there is a question as to the
reliability of a given tube, the new tube may be substituted for it and
a comparison made of the operation of the new tube as against the old.

Distortion of radio signals and a howling of the radio set are
common faults. Distortion may arise from, 1st, over -loading (forc-
ing) of the radio set; 2nd, lack of proper "C" battery potential; 3rd,
run-down "B" batteries; 4th, one or more vacuum tubes which have
lost their "emission"; 5th, an improperly adjusted radio speaker, and
6th, an acoustic inter -action between the loud speaker and one or
more of the vacuum tubes in the radio set itself. This acoustic inter-
action also brings about a howling quite frequently induced when the
radio speaker is placed on top of the radio receiver. Directly, this is
the result of an improperly supported element within one of the
vacuum tubes. Generally the vacuum tube most susceptible to this
action is that one in the detector position. Select a detector tube
whose elements are rigidly supported-stiff. To test for this, try
various tubes in the detector position, thumping each one. The
speaker should be standing on the radio set. If after the thumping
the howl sets up and continues, that tube should be discarded in so
far as its use as a detector is concerned. It will serve in other sockets.

And now, a word as to quality of radio reception. As indicated
above, distortion comes about through one or more of several actions.
For true reproduction at least one power tube is recommended in the
audio amplifier. The "B" battery supply should be constant. Only
a "B" eliminator meets these requirements. Tubes should be tested
from time to time to see that their "emission" is up to standard. Any
reliable radio dealer will be glad to do this. One of the popular and
standard types of cone speaker should be used. Any speaker which
depends upon a confined air chamber for amplification and reproduc-
tion cannot be a true reproducer. If great volume is used, do not try
to get it from a radio receiver designed to handle only moderate
energies. Add to your radio receiver a power amplifier unit. Sev-
eral of these are on the market and are designed to operate directly
from the alternating current lighting system. Most radio receivers in
use today may be greatly improved as to operation by the study of and
application of one or more of the above suggestions.
