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PROGRAM AUDIENCE AVERAGES -A USER'S GUIDE 

The following descriptions, examples and reminders are designed to facilitate the use and interpretation of the audience 
estimates shown in the Program Audience Averages Section of this report. Please refer to the NSI Reference Supplement 
for additional detail. 

INDIVIDUAL -DAY PROGRAMS* 

A. To qualify for averaging a program or program 
time- period must be telecast during 2 or more 
weeks of the current measurement. 

B. Start times must overlap or be contiguous to the 
regular telecast time of the program to be in- 
cluded in the program average. 

C. Audience estimates are shown on a "pure" pro- 
gram basis, i.e., excluding pre -emptions, if any. 
Multi-day averages of such programs also exclude 
pre -emptions, if any.

MONDAY -FRIDAY PROGRAMS 

A. Program time -periods must overlap or be con- 
tiguous to the regular telecast time of the 
program. 

B. Pre 4:30PM* programs are reported as a 20 -day 
time- period average Including pre -emptions, if 
any. 

C. Programs which cross -over the 4:30PM12 lime 
period are reported 111 as a Monday-Friday 20- 
day average including pre- emptions for pre 
1:30PM72 segments, (2) on an individual -day 
basis excluding pre -emplions for post 4:30PM2r 
segments. (31 as an average of the individual - 
days reported, and (4) as a weighted total tele- 
cast average comprised of 111 and 12) above.

AND END TIMES 

The schedule below shows a movie overrun on Mon- 
day (weeks 1 & 3) pre- empting the 10:00PM Night 
Report and causing a schedule shift for the re.

Note: The illustration shown does not purport to 
show data in the same sequence as would be re- 
ported in the VIP Report, i.e., Night Report -Mon. 
would be followed by Night Report -Tue., Night

REMINDERS 

The Program Average estimates shown herein are 
compiled entirely from data reported in the Time 
Period Section. Since it is impractical to illustrate 
all program schedule deviations that may occur, the 
user may find it helpful to refer to individual 
Quarter Hour /Hall -Hour information in order to 
determine the time- periods and /or weeks that com- 
prise a Program Average of interest. 

Programming information is necessarily based upon 
data supplied by the stations (in each market) re. 
garding their week to week program names and 
times of telecasts, including pre -emplions. Such 
information for week 4 (of week measurements) is 
necessarily supplied in advance of week 4 telecasts. 
Stations are encouraged to wire Nielsen of changes. 
Program Audience Averages land Time Period Sec- 
lion Averages where pre-emptions occur) are based 
on no less than two weeks of survey data. In no 
instance is only one week of data reported or in- 
cluded in a program average. NSI samples are 
designed to report on the average week of four 
weeks. These samples are generally adequate in a 
majority of markets to report on two or three weeks 
of telecasting, but with larger sampling error than 
on a lour -week basis.

THE NSI® TECHNIQUE 
INTRODUCTION 

NSI techniques and procedures used in compiling the audience estimates in this Viewers 
in Profile® IVIP® Report are described in the NSI Reference Supplement 1972 -'73. In 
addition, the descriptive text formerly shown on the cover of this report is reproduced in 
its entirety in the Reference Supplement. The user should refer to the Supplement for 
information regarding the sample plan, data reported, examples of standard error cal- 
culations, as well as for additional detail on topics treated briefly below. 

The use of mathematical terms to express the audience estimates herein should not be 
regarded as a representation by Nielsen that they are exact to the precise mathematical 
values stated. - 

I THIS NSI REPORT PROVIDES THE FOLLOWING AUDIENCE 
ESTIMATES: 

WEEKLY CUMULATIVE AUDIENCES -By Day -Pad 

Households Reached: the total number of different TV households reached one or more 
quarter -hours during the average measured week. 

Metro Area estimates are shown for the current report period. Station Total estimates 
are for the latest all- market measurement cycle (Nov., Feb. -Mar., or May). 

AVERAGE QUARTER -HOUR AUDIENCES -By Day-lad and /or By Quarter -Hour or Hall -Hour 

Households -Using -Television (HUT): television households in the Metro /DMA Area with 
a TV set turned on as a percentage of Metro /DMA Area TV households. 

Metro/DMA Area Rating: television households in the Metro /DMA Area tuned to a 
specific station as a percent of the Metro /DMA Area TV households. DMA ratings are 
also shown for selected persons categories. 

Metro/DMA Area Share: television households in the Metro /DMA Area tuned to a 
specific station as a percent of Metro /DMA Area TV households with a set turned on. 

Pre and Post Guide: DMA HUT and Shares recomputed from previous measuremenl(s) 
in this market as shown in the column headings. 

Station Total Audience: total U.S. TV households reached. 

Audience Composition: in numbers of persons viewing and their distribution by the 
demographic categories shown -reported in terms of DMA Ratings and /or Projected Total 
Persons reached. 

Adjacent Quarter-Hour (SS hour) Armada: time period averages for each half -hour and 
hour time- break -including household audience estimates for Metro, DMA and Station 
Totals, and selected demographic persons categories. 

DMA Rating Trend (by Day -pad)': DMA HUT and Shares for the report cycles shown in 
The column headings. 

Time Period Section: Audience estimates are shown la) as 4 -week averages for the weeks 
shown on the cover )exclusions due to special events or other unusual circumstances, 
if any, are listed on page 3), and lb) as Program time -period estimates excluding pre- 
emptions, if any. Such "pure" program audience estimates are reported for individual - 
day time periods for local commercial stations only. To qualify, a program must be 
telecast at least two weeks during the measurement. 

Program Audience Average Section: A retabulation of the program audiences Including 
pre -emptions where applicable) shown in the Time Period Section. For a description of 
the rules and procedures for averaging audience data for this section, see the "User's 
Guide" on the inside back cover of this report. 

To avoid the implication that the reported averages represent normal operating conditions 
at all times, a section on "Operating Notes" is included in each report showing dates and 
times of unusual operating conditions as reported by the stations. 

Users are reminded that Pre and Post and Trend data are subject to variations due to 
several factors, such as sampling error and &seasonal variations in television viewing. 
These factors, as well as other considerations outlined in Section IV of this report 
should be recognized in using and comparing data from several measurement periods. 

II AREAS MEASURED 
Metro Ana: the Metro Area is the Standard Metropolitan Statistical Area as defined by the 
Office of Statistical Standards, Bureau of Budget brought to county line basis to include 
counties having over 50% of their population in the Metro Area. In the absence of an 
established Metro- Area, or where in Nielsen's judgment a Metro Area may not represent 
the TV market(s) served by a group of TV stations, a group of counties may be substituted 
to serve this purpose. Such areas are titled Central Area and 'so delineated on the market 
map. For text purposes, the terms Metro and Central are interchangeable. 

Designated Markel Area (DMA): In general, includes la) counties in the Metro Area of this market- provided at least one station in the Metro Area is estimated to have the largest 
average quarter -hour audience share 9:00 AM -12 MID., plus (b) remainder counties in 
which this market's station are estimated to have the largest quarter -hour audience share. 
The definitions and allocations are reviewed each spring, based on the information accum- 
ulated to that date. DMA's do not overlap. See Table 5 for county list and NSI Reference 
Supplement for additional detail regarding DMA County Assignments. 

NSI Ana: Includes Metro Area plus additional areas targeted typically to approximate 95% 
of the average quarter -hour U.S. audiences to stations located in this Metro Area, per 
Nielsen estimates. In general, NSI Area assessments are made each spring, based on infor- mation accumulated to that dale. Based on these assessments, NSI Areas are either verified 
or modified for subsequent measurements. In this manner, NSI is able to reflect audience 
changes which may have resulted from changes in antenna, channel, power, programming 
and the like. 

II! REPORTING STANDARDS 

Households: The minimum standards for Metro and DMA household ratings (before rounding) for this report are shown in Table 4 of the Market Data Section. 

Designations of one -half of the minimum standards preceded by the symbol - are used to indicate levels below minimum standards and to avoid the connotation of zero 
audiences. Station Total household estimates are reported for those periods in which the Metro Area and /or DMA rating for the station meets minimum reporting standards. 
Station Totals for outside stations are limited to reporting in their assigned market. 

Paso..: Persons audiences are reported when the household audience estimate meets the minimum standard described above. 
In addition to the above minimum audience standards, a minimum olah household standard (AESRSS for Station Total Audience) Is also applied:

When the in -tab sample for the weeks and /or areas reported falls below the foregoing 
'n -lab standard, the symbol BMS (Below Minimum Sample) is inserted and no audience 
data is shown. 

All data should be used in recognition of the related sampling error. Section IV provides 
additional comment on the sampling and non -sampling errors. II is also recommended that 
the interests of a user seeking more precise audience estimates for time periods or audi- 
ence segments with relatively low audience levels would best be served through special 
studies using specially structured samples disproportionately allocated to measure the 
segment of interest. 

Tabulations from the viewing records yield "zero audiences" for some audience compo- 
sition categories. Such "blanks" should not be interpreted as connotating zero audience 
levels in the universe. 

IV STATISTICAL INTERPRETATIONS AND RELATED 

A. STATISTICAL TOLERANCES: 

Standard error is a measure of sampling variability for a probability sample; that is, a 
measure of variations that may occur by chance because a sample of TV households is 
surveyed. The statistical tolerances herein apply only to a perfect probability sample. 
The achieved sample is not a perfect probability sample. for additional detail, including 
formulas and examples of standard error calculations, see the NSI Reference Supplement. 
1. Households: Table 7 of the NSI Area Market Data Section provides estimated standard 

errors for Metro /DMA ratings and Station Total household audiences. 
2. Persons: Standard error estimates for Persons Audiences -both projected and ratings 

-cannot be readily shown in the form of a table Las for household sampling errors). 
Therefore, as an aid in assessing the sampling error associated with Persons Audience 
levels, a Relative Error threshold (the ratio of the sampling error of the reported 

. audience estimate to the reported audience) is provided on data pages and in Table 
8 of the Market Data section. Audience estimates below the levels shown are of 
marginal statistical significance and are reported as a convenience to report users who 
may wish to combine them with audience estimates of other persons categories, 
lime periods or ¡ent cycles to yield composite estimates whose relative 
error will be less than that of its parts. Also see footnote on the data pages for 
example of interpretation of audience estimates of such large relative error. An 
estimate of the standard error for a Persons Audience estimate may be obtained by 
performing the calculations described in the NSI Reference Supplement. 

B. REMINDERS: 
Data in this report are also subject to other qualifications than the statistical tolerances 
arising from the use of sampling. for example, the accuracy of this data may be affected 
by: (1) the quality of sampling materials and sampling techniques that yield the sample 
design; (21 the inability to secure cooperation from all households in the predesignated 
sample or the failure of the cooperating household to provide usable data, sometimes 
referred to as non -response error; ; Il) matters of definition such as listening and /or 
viewing vs. tuning; 14) accuracy in the reporting of a) viewing and /or bl the characteris- 
tics of the household or individual, sometimes referred to as response error; (S) techniques 
that permit inspection and rejection of faulty information from the sample, quality of 
data- processing, inspection of final tabulations, and similar production techniques illustra- 
tive of and sometimes categorized as administrative accuracy safeguards. Therefore, non - 
sampling errors cannot be warranted to be absent. 
Recognizing the use of a telephone universe and problems of response and non- response 
errors, Nielsen does not intend to imply that all TV households in the areas sampled 
are distributed in the proportions shown for the in -tab sample in Table 6. Comparable 
U.S. Census data are not available for comparison with the predesignated sample. The 
subscriber is reminded also that in -tab sample counts give disproportionate weights to 
the various Sampling Areas, to the extent that sampling rates and /or cooperation rates 
vary by Sampling Area. 
Audience projections can be expressed as percentages of the NSI Area universe estimates 
shown in column 4 of Table 6. Such percentages do not take into account audiences 
from outside the N51 Area in the base. Therefore, this procedure typically results in a 
slight overstatement of the percentage as it would be computed for the NSI Area alone. 
Subscribers are also advised that diary records tend to understate TV audiences during 
daytime time -periods, toward the close of the 7 -day diary week, and during late -evening 
time periods. The foregoing statement is based upon the results of Nielsen h, 
comparing the results of National Audimeler® and National Audilog® samples, and is 
not necessarily applicable to any one market or station. 
To the extent that the ratio of telephone households to total households among certain 
socio- economic or ethnic groups is lower than that for the population al large in this 
market, the audience of such groups will tend to be understated by the sample employed 
for this report. The effect on the audience estimates herein reported may or may not 
be significant depending upon considerations such as: (1) the percentage of all house- 
holds that such groups comprise; 12) their comparative television ownership; (3) the 
extent to which viewing patterns for such groups differ from the market as a whole; 
(4) the extent to which they are understated in the sample design; and (SI their com- 
parative cooperation in returning usable diarie;
