FOREWORD

Broadcast Measurement Bureau was organized to research radio

broadcasting. The most basic radio measurement is the number and

distribution of radio families, a measurement on which many other

figures are projectible. In 1940 the Uniited States Census Bureau

compiled radio family figures by counties and cities. The abnormal

dislocations of the intervening years call for a reappraisal of

the situation. Therefore, BMB's first undertaking was to estimate

radio families and the ratio of radio families to total families

as of January I, 1946.

This information, which BMB itself will use as a base for

other data, is hereby made available to the radio and advertising

industries as a contribution to fundamental radio research.

This volume reports (a) total families, (b) percent of radio

families and (c) number of radio families in:

I. Every state

2. Every U.S. county (extremely large counties have been sub-

divided and very sparsely populated ones combined).

3. Every city of 50,000 or more population.

4. Every city of 10,000 or more population outside metropolitan

areas.

5. Every radio station city regardless of size.

The standards, methods and procedures by which this information

was developed were determined by the BMB staff "n conjunction with

the BMB Technical Research Committee, on which the National Associa-

tion of Broadcasters, the American Association of Advertising

Agencies and the Association of National Advertisers are equally

represented. This tri-partite consideration of the various factors

involved and the consequent endorsement of the findings by all three

organizations suggest that the figures will receive widespread ac-

ceptance throughout the advertising and radio industries.

This very acceptance, however, places upon BMB the burden of

making plain that although such diverse factors as population migra-

tions, induction into and discharge from the Armed Forces, dis-

continuation of radio set production, the use of secondary sets as



primary sets and the doubling up of families - although all these

and other factors were considered and the best available data used,

nevertheless the findings had to be arrived at by formula and no

formula can be applied with complete accuracy to every individual

county and city.

Finally, a word of gratitude is in order to the many organiza-

tions, governmental and private, whose data have been placed at

our disposal and to the many individuals associated with these or-

ganizations who have given of their time, energies and abilities
to the task.

In the handling of these statistics we have regarded the late 1945

figures as being representative of the situation as of January 1946. There-

fore in the following explanation we shall refer to the 1945 figures as

1946 figures.

PROCEDURE

1946 POPULATION: -

The first step was to determine county populations for 1946. The

Census Bureau recommendation that the percentage change from 1940 to 1943

be extended to 1946 was followed. The 1940 and 1943 figures were taken

from the U.S. Bureau of Census release on Estimated Civilian Population

dated February 1944. There being 43 months from April 1940 to November 1943

and 20 months from November 1943 to July 1945, the change of population

during the latter period was assumed to be half that of the former.

If a county represented 20% of the state's population in 1940 and

30% in 1943, its increase was 10 percentage points. Adding half this figure

(5 percentage points) to the 1943 figure, it was found that the county
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represented 35% of the state's population in 1946. This percent was then

applied to the state's 1946 population to get the county's 1946 popula-
tion.

1946 FAMILIES: -

The word "family" as used in this report is defined as one or more
persons living in a single household regardless of their family relation-
ship.

The size of the average U.S. family in 1940 was compared with 1946

and the percentage difference applied to the 1940 family size of each

geographic area, thereby establishing the 1946 family size of each geo-
graphic area.

The 1946 family size of each geographic area was applied to the

population of that geographic area to determine the 1946 number of

families in each geographic area.

Because the 1946 family data were for the U.S. as a whole and did

not apply equally to all geographic areas, the application of a common

rate of change to all geographic areas resulted in a total number of U.S.

families which differed slightly - less than three tenths of one percent

- from the total U.S. families as published by the Census Bureau. There-

fore, a correction factor was applied to each geographic area, making

total U.S. families coincide with the Census Bureau figure.

1946 RADIO FAMILIES (Counties): -

It was known that radio families rose from 80.8% of U.S. families
in 1940 to 90.4% in 1946, an increase of 11.9%. To apply a uniform per-

cent increase in radio families throughout the country, however, would
distort the picture. In the case of a county which had 90% radio ownership

in 1940, an 11.9% increase would bring radio ownership above 100%. And a

further distortion would result from the fact that the greatest increases

would be shown in places which already had the highest concentration of

radio families. This would be contrary to the facts, for past analyses in-

dicate that growth has been most pronounced in areas where the percent of
non -radio families had been highest.

To accomodate these facts, radio families were determined by reducing

the percent of non -radio families in each geographic area by the percent

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reduction for the U.S. This calculation provided the percent of 1946 non-

radio families in each geographic area.

Deducting this figure from 100% gave us the percent of 1946 radio

families in each geographic area. By applying this percent to the total

number of 1946 families in each geographic area, the total number of 1946

radio families for each geographic area was found.

As in the case of total families, the application of a common U.S.

percent change to each individual geographic area resulted in a total

1946 U.S. radio family figure slightly at variance with the published

U.S. Census Bureau figure. A correction factor was applied to each geo-

graphic area to make total 1946 U.S. radio families tally with the Census

figure.

Having thus found the number of radio families for each geographic

area, the same steps were taken for the states within each geographic

area, and then for the counties within each state, to determine the number

of radio families in each county in the U.S.

1946 RADIO FAMILIES (Cities): -

Whereas in estimating population, families and radio families, each

geographical area equals the sum of its states and each state the sum of

its counties, this relationship does not hold true with respect to cities

within a county, which may have rural as well as urban families, and some

of whose urban families may live in cities outside the scope of this Report.

Before the number of radio families in each measured city could be

calculated, the total number of families in each city had to be determined.

And to do that the urban-rural breakdown within each county had to be ar-

rived at.

Just as the increase in radio families was most pronounced in areas

with the lowest density of radio ownership, so too did urbanization increase

most sharply in counties which had been least urban. (Whereas the urban

families in a predominantly rural county might easily increase by 100%,

this obviously could not occur in totally urban New York County.)

Therefore, just as radio families were determined by reducing non-

radio families, urban families were determined by reducing rural families.

The steps by which the number of 1946 radio families for cities

was developed follow:

I. Knowing the U.S. urban-rural ratio for 1940 and 1946, the per-

cent decline in U.S. rural families 1940 to 1946 was computed.

2. The 1940 urban-rural ratio for each county was also known. Re-

ducing the percent of rural families in each county by the percent by

which U.S. rural audiences decreased, the 1946 percent of rural families

in each county was found, and thus the 1946 percent of urban families

in each county.

3. Applying the 1946 percent of urban families in each county to

the 1946 total families in each county, the number of 1946 urban families

in each county was established.

4. Assuming that the 1946 distribution of urban families among

cities corresponded with the 1940 distribution and knowing as of 1940

what percent of any particular county's urban families was represented

by each city in the county, this percent was applied to the county's 1946

families to find the number of 1946 families in each city whose radio

families were to be determined.

5. The 1940-1946 percent reduction of U.S. non-radio families was

applied to each city's 1940 percent of non-radio families, to get the

percent of non-radio families in each city in 1946, and thus the percent

of 1946 radio families in each city.

6. Finally the percent of 1946 radio families in each city was ap-

plied to the total 1946 families in each city to get the number of radio

families in each city in 1946.

CANADIAN RADIO HOMES ESTIMATES

The radio homes figures compiled in this report have been

based on the census of Canada 1941 and the supplement to the Labor

Gazette, December 1945 on "Changes in Population and in The Labor

Affai rs".

The population estimates are as of April 1st, 1944. The per-

centage increases of the 1944 estimates over the 1941 census fig-

ures were projected to each county and census division within

each province.

The household figures for counties, census divisions, and

broadcasting centres were estimated by applying the number of

persons per household figure computed from the 1941 census within

(- each county or census division to the 1944 population estimates

within the same areas.

The radio homes figures were computed by applying the

percentages of occupied dwellings having one or more radio re-

ceiving sets in the county or census division to the household

estimates within each of these same areas.

The definition of the terms Households, Radio Homes, Urban,

Rural Non -Farm and Farm used in this report are the definitions

used by the Dominion Bureau of Statistics.
