Upon arriving in Movieland, USA - commonly known as Los Angeles, the excitement of the
moment made it difficult for me to breathe. Little did I realize that it was the smog.
Catching my breath, I hopped into a rented Ford Fairmont an hour later. Off I went to
lovely Irvine- some 40 miles south of Los Angeles. The billboards, factories, oil tanks,
and power lints bordering either side of the San Diego Freeway was a sight to behold.

Ian McFarland did not announce the demise of DX Digest. Lena Cocquyt announced her plans

not to fire Dave Monson. Dave Monson made a 10 minute speech using one sentence. Bob

Zanotti told of SRI's plan to sail a relay transmitter off the coast of NA and Clayton
Howard said nothing.

At this point we broke up to have dinner. I dined with Glenn Hauser and Lani Pettit. Lani

spent the meal showing Glenn how she can balance a spoon on her nose.

At 7:00 PM it was door prize time. And what a choice of prizes this year. Top prize was

a record of Vladimir Pozner's best commentaries. As for myself, lady luck finally struck

after 3 conventions. I won a Lenin pocket watch from the GDR.

After the door prizes were given out, it was time for the question and answer forum by the
international broadcasters. For two hours Zanotti, Wood, McFarland, Monson, Cocquyt, Howard,
King, and Montealegre answered some of the strangest questions ever put to another human
being. During this period, Lard Pettit formed a Dave Monson Fan Club with a constitution
written in Monsonese - English written as one run-on sentence. I took a short catnap to

ready myself for the beerbash to be held after closedown. Oh yes, one question did revital-
ize Dave Monson but he spent most of the time taking apart his microphone and falling asleep.

LUSE OF LISTS IN DXINGI

Lists have been a great part of DXing over the years. From that first Radio Log of the
1920's to the WRTH today, DXers have relied on lists to help in the identification of
radio signals strange to them. However, there is a danger in using a list -- jumping to
conclusions. To help clear up that problem, here are a few comments on lists in DXing.

A LIST IS ONLY AS GOOD AS ITS PATE. The WRTH is, of necessity, compiled in a period which
ends sometime in the late fall. Therefore, after that time, any changes will be reflect-
ed only in the next year's WRTH. The same goes for DI magazine logging columns. The
logging heard in July will be sent to the editor in August for inclusion in September's
column. The logging is two months old when it get4to you -- it is a wonder that there are
not more problems with loggings because of the long lead times. The solution to these
problems is simple: keep up with DX programs, such as DXDigest on RCI, DX Jukebox on R.
Nederland, and others -- the latest DX news is usually reported on these programs within
a week of the event. Keep your WRTH up to date -- if a change occurs in a station's
entry, make the change in the margin! Don't rely on your memory.

JUST BECAUSE PT.'S LISTED DOESN'T NECESSARILY MEAN THAT YOU CAN HEAR IT. You know best
the limitations of your receiver, antenna, and location. Take these limitations into
consideration when searching your chosen list for aid in identification. As I mentioned
last month, if you hear something (or, rather, think you hear something) out of the
ordinary, take into consideration power limitations of' the station, other possible sta-
tions on that fqy, time of the day, and the like in your identification. If the power is
low, there are other possible stations on that fqy, or the time of day is unusual for
that fqy, you should provide more details than you would have to provide for an unques-
tioned ID of a high -power station.

WHAT IS A LIST -LOGGER? A person who runs to consult his list as he hears an unknown sig-
hal, and who IDs that signal on the basis of frequency, or frequency and language alone,
is a list -logger. List -logging is a common problem -- it can cause the DXer great prob-
lems with his reputation as a good DXer, since the taint of list -logging is hard to re-
move once acquired. To avoid list -logging, you must: (1) ID a station on the basis of a
heard ID, or even part of one -- an identification based on only a frequency and language
is very shaky indeed. (2) If you don't hear an ID, mark the logging as tentative even if
you are sure in your own mind as to the ID of the station. (3) Remember that 'What else
could it be?' is a terrible way to ID. (4) Provide details in any logging of a rare or
unusual station. These details should include ID text, if heard, names of products men-
tioned in ads (if applicable), time checks heard, names of musical selections or type of
music heard, and any other details you think helpful in IDing. A rare logging deserves
more details than an oft -heard station's logging.

EXEMPLI GRATIA. In January 1979 I received a logging from a SPEEDXer which is a very
good example of the problem. This DXer felt that he had heard R. Once del Noviembre in
Ecuador on 4785, 0.5 kW, co -channel with Ecos del Combeima in Colombia. The details given
were:'0605, R. Once del Noviembre, SS, IDs, tlk, local mx (322; 11/10)1 and that was it.
A little investigation revealed that it had not been heard in NAm in the previous year
(or, rather, reported to a DX bulletin). The tipoff as to the cause of the mislD was
this: the date of the logging was 11/10 - Once del Noviembre means Nov. 11th! Obvious-
ly, Ecos del Combeima (then active) had been talking about an event that would happen on
Nov. 11th, and our DXer, not hearing (or ignoring) the Ecos del Combeima IDs, had picked
those mentions of date up and, consulting the WRTH, said "Eureka!" and reported it. Don't
jump to conclusions. I would like to recommend to all DXers (or aspiring DXers) a series
which appeared in FRENDX several years ago: June -November, 1973 issues, On to the Top, by
ace DXer Don Jensen, with special attention to the October article, which is on identifi-
cation. Reprints are not available from NASWA, but I will xerox my copies for you if you
wish -- send 50¢ for copying costs and postage. Spanish for DXers reappears next month.
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I've just returned from a get-together of DXers in Maryland. I really can't stress too
much the value of DXers gathering to exchange information, impressions, and tuning oils
(hi!). I was very glad to meet my valuable contributors Jack Jones of MS and Henry Laza-
rus of LA. I also saw Perry and Jeanne Ferrell of Gilfer Associates, Dan Robinson of the
VOA (late of NASWA/PRENDX), John Campbell of Great Britain, George Jacobs of RFE/RL,
Jean -Jacques Bloch of France, Bill Oliver of NASWA, Don Jensen of EE (now called Science
and Electronics) and other groups, Don Ferguson, Dan Henderson (who was our host), Bob
Hal of CA (who outbid me for a Miler° Uno towel at the auction), Tom Alleman of NASWA
Update, Jerry Berg, my predecessor as W/H Editor Jim "Cabezablanca" Whitehead, and many
others (I believe 35 in all). We all had a wonderful time, and I'd hope that others who
get a chance will go to DX gatherings in their vicinity -- you will enjoy it, I guaran-
tee it! SPEEDXer Bob Foxworth and I traveled together (sort ofT7--

So, it's time to begin the loggings. Remember that a logging without a language designa-
tion was heard in SS, that times and dates are in UTC, and that loggings are edited with
regard to space and priority limitations. I present...

A word is in order here about my sorting and editing policies. When I receive all the

loggings I feel I am going to 'use (about the 12th of the month), I cut them apart (although
I'd appreciate it if all reporters would use SPEEDX forms if possible and cut apart
their own loggings), then I sort by country and fqy. Most months I have more than I can
use, and therefore, while sorting, I edit out those loggings which I don't feel I'll be
able to get in.. Most often edited out are loggings of USA other than pirates, Nether-
lands Antilles, and some of the more powerful LAm SS stations. I do try to put in at

least one logging, if not more, from each contributor. However, if your loggings do get
to me in time, you are credited with a membership point whether your logging is printed or
is inadvertently sorted out. So, when I got to the USA this month in typing, I discovered
that I had not needed to cut so much -- however, the loggings were already gone, as I don't
keep them after they are sorted out (I have too much paper now). I only keep those I

am going to use.

I guess it's time to reintroduce myself to those who have just joined or rejoined SPEEDX.
I am 28, single (male), and have been a DXer for 10 years. I have lived in New York for

the past 10 years as well, but I was born and raised in Marblehead, Massachusetts. I

am a graduate of Columbia College in New York, with an A.B. in Latin and Greek. I entered

St. Joseph's Seminary in Yonkers in 1976, two years after graduating college, but left
in 1978 to work for the Harris Poll in New York. I've changed jobs again recently, and I

Well gang, I managed to put together a utility column, as promised. While doing
this task, I found two areas which need some corrective measures. First and foremost --
PRINT CLEARLY!!! If I cannot decipher your scribble, I will not be able to use your

/'

logging. Second item: try to include ALL pertinent data on each lo ging. If you monitor
2 -way comas, then ID BOTH stations. Don't just put- wkg traffic, a c, ship, or whatever.
If you didn't copy the other ID, at least say, wkg unknown sta, a c, ship, etc. Full data
printouts require that everyone do his or her share, to supply complete data wherever
possible. To those who print clearly and include full data, many thanks!

There are two minor printout modifications to the column format. The first is -
the xmsn mode will immediatly follow the freq. This is to aid in rapidly establishing
freq/mode relationships, in regards to the logging itself. This will not affect RTTY
loggings, since they are grouped as a seperate sub -section Second change is the
elimination of EE/OM or EE/YL when it is an obivious english voice mode xmsn. This will
affect mainly USA, Canada, Ship, Aircraft & Tactical. Here I agree with several utes that
language & gender is a non -essential element to these type of loggings. Gender and
language will of course be included for anything other than english, and where EE is only
one of several languages normally available for use.... Check the printouts and if you
object to either of these changes, let me know All of you have the opportunity to
voice his or her opinions, suggestions and comments concerning the Speedx utility column,
as it now stands, and its future possibilities. I am open to all correspondences, regard-
ing this matter.

CORRECTION to the Weather Reconnaissance mailing address data for: SWAN a/c, 54th
WRS, Andersen AFB... Although GUAM 96334 is correct, the USAF is reluctant to have mail
forwarded addressed as such. A more reliable method is to use - "APO San Francisco CA
96334", in place of Guam 96334.

Follow-up on freqs used by NOAA/ERL Miami (KJY-74) more commonly known as the
national hurricane center. Freqs in use include: 4.668, 6.645, 8.962, 13.260 & 17.901 Khz.
All carry voice mode xmsns. (see loggings for current hurricane recon activities)

From Bob Rankin comes the observations that NOAA a/c, when wkg USAF airways stas,
are using 15.015 & 13.210 Khz as daytime primary, with 8.993 as day secondary and night-
time primary. 13.260 Khz appears to be primary day freq for NOAA a/c wkg KJY-74, along
with 17.901 & 11.396 (a new freq.!) as backup.

One note about the column due date. I see by the postmarks, that mail takes anywhere
from 2 to 4 days to reach me. (4 days being east coast areas) So to insure that your
loggings will be included in the next bulliten, try and mail no later than the 8th or 9th.

I wish to thank everyone of you who sent in loggings this month. We had 35 contrib-
utors, and concidering the four month lapse in the utility column, that was quite a
surprise for me. That's enough talk from me, now onto the loggings

CEYLON AND THE MALDIVES
by Adrian M. Peterson

Several months ago, I made a 10 day itinerary to Sri Lanka and the Maldive Islands, for
the purpose of making my annual visit to the two radio stations.

While in Colombo, I met with the UADX members in the friendly home of Victor Goonetilleke.
About a dozen DXers turned up, and of interest were the new UADX Certificate, their
"Country List", and the "Tropical Band Survey".

I was pleasantly surprised to find that SIBC in Colombo had already commenced the broad-
casting of "Radio Monitors International" on the popular HS network, Channel 2 English.
This service is heard on a total of 5 outlets, 2 FM, 2 MW and 1 SW.

While in Colombo, I noticed that Wekikada 1 kw 975 kHz was temporarily off the air. This
was pending a slight frequency change. This lonely little MW transmitter is used as
a back up and fill in service for the stronger Diyagama outlet. The 20 kW MW station at
Amparai is now on 861 kHz, ex 855. TWR Puttalam changed frequency in January from 891
to 882 kHz.

I also visited the new TV station in Colombo. It operates on Channel 12, with 1 kW video
and 100 watts audio. Honestly, it is the smallest TV station I have ever been into!
However, in all fairness I must say that it is only a temporary fill in station, pending
the erection of a large new station. The temporary station is on the edge of suburban
Colombo. The big new studio block will be opposite the present SLBC studios, and the
transmitter will be high up in the mountains where coverage of much of Sri Lanka can be
achieved from one location.

In the Maldive Islands, I also visited both the radio and TV stations. The radio station,
previously known as MIBS, "Maldive Islands Broadcasting Service", is now known as the
"Voice of the Maldives". Currently, there are now 5 transmitters in Male which are in
daily use. The 3 new Racal transmitters of 7% kW from the British Forces Base on Gan Is-
land are all used on 4754 kHz. One transmitter is used for the morning service, one for
the evening service, and the other as a standby. The old 41 m band transmitter has been
converted to MW and it is operating with about 1 kW output on 1485 kHz (not 1458 as listed
in other publications). The old 1 kW MW outlet previously used on 1501 kHz nominal, (but
which was about 10 kHz wide on each side band!) is now kept as a standby. The old 49 m
band transmitter is now used in the midday service on the 31 m band. It emits about 1 kW.

There are also two Racal transmitters of 30 kW each installed in the Male radio station.
These also came from the BFBS Gan Island Base. They were tested on one occasion in Male
about 3 years ago. However, because of an electrical fault, they have not been used since.

While in Male, I checked all 3 channels, and I found that 4754 is right on frequency. The
MW outlet 1485 is actually on about 1485.5, and 9550 is on 9552.

Previously, MISS used to operate a continuous broadcast service throughout the day from
local early morning to late evening. As the propagation conditions changed throughout
the day, then different fixed frequency transmitters were switched into service accordingly.
The Commercial Service was a second, and external service in the evenings. However, there
are now separate time blocks for programming, morning, midday and evening, and no Commer-
cial service which was deleted in January 1979. The SW channels carry in parallel the MW
service, and only 2 SW Channels are now in use.

The TV station in Male is a fine new installation. It operates from 7 p.m. - 8.45 p.m.
each evening on Channel 7. When the station opened on March 29, 1978, there were only
35 TV sets in the Maldive Islands. At the time of my visit to the Maldives, there were
650 TV sets in use. Well actually, on the first day of my visit I watched TV on my hosts
TV receiver, but that evening the set went out. That meant only 649 TV sets in use. Then,
when I was in a shop (the only one I could find which had a TV set on the shelves, and there
were only 3 in that shop!) watching TV, a customer came in and bought the set I was watch-
ing. So, that restored the number of TV sets in use in the Maldive Islands bank to 650!
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Both Ceylon and the Maldives are delightful islands to visit. They are splendid tourist
locations in addition to their excellent DX potential.
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PANASONIC RF-2600

DXing with the RF-2600 is a lot like being marooned on a desert island with seven cases
of warm beer and a 160 -pound blonde. That is, it's a whole lot better than nothing.

To those who are eyeing the RF-2600 because it seems like a lot of radio for the money
(around $200), my advice is to shop and compare before buying. There are far better
receivers for, say, twice to three times the money - real communications receivers built
for DXing - but for just listening, the RF-2600 is hard to beat for $200. FM reception
is superb and SW is far better than what one would expect from a receiver in the $150-
250 bracket.

One serious failing is its lack of capability on mediumwave. It is insensitive and hardly
capable of directional reception in the MW band with its built-in ferrite loop. I obeyed
the manufacturer's instruction to not try to get inside the set; however, one of bolder
nature than my own might find that one could adapt the set for use with an external loop
antenna with much better results. Strong local BCB stations splatter beyond 10 kHz
either side of their carrier frequency even in the "narrow" bandwidth position.

Several other outstanding deficiencies must be mentioned, as these mar SW reception consi-
derably:

The SW spectrum from 3.9 - 28.0 MHz is tuned in only 4 bands, thus allotting 6 MHz per
band, which makes the tuning rate far too high. This excessively high tuning rate is
replicated in the shortwave calibration and BFO pitch controls, the result being that SSB
reception is marginal to say the least! This condition is further aggravated by a weak
BFO and what appears to be backlash in the gear train which accomplishes the main tuning.
On my RF-2600 a drift of 2 kHz within any 10-15 minute period after initial warmup (usually
down the band) is to be expected. If you are really into SSB reception, you should pro-
bably look elsewhere, as the RF-2600 will disappoint you badly.

Grant Manning, of Radio West, tells me that the RF-2600 incorporates a 3 MHz first IF.
Inasmuch as this situation produces very audible images 6 MHz away from the fundamental
frequency of any strong station, you will hear 19 meterband stations down among the few
stations which are supposed to be between 9.0 and 9.5 MHz, any time when 19 meters is
perking. You will also experience 31 mb images later in the evening up among the 19 mb
stations. This condition can be damped somewhat by NOT using the built-in whip, but
rather an external antenna and ground. One can further defeat the image problem by in-
serting a simple pi -section antenna tuner between antenna/ground and the RF-2600. Pre-
sumably a true preselector would wipe them out entirely.

Selectivity, as one might expect, is inadequate for serious DXing. The "wide" bandwidth
position permits excellent audio if the nearest other station is at least 15 kHz away (in
the case of weaker adjacent stations, 10 kHz). For DXing in crowded bands the "narrow"
position just doesn't do it. Sideband "splatter" from strong stations 5 kHz away (10
kHz on the BCB) cuts intelligibility of the tuned signal badly - especially so when the
interfering station is transmitting "rock" music.

The RF-2600 possesses very good control over audio quality. With the base control com-
pletely clockwise the audio is quite"bass-y." However, by turning the bass control com-
pletely counterclockwise and "treble" completely clockwise, very accurate and pleasant
reproduction of speech is obtained. Even music is aesthetically acceptable with the
controls in these positions. Static crashes and various and sundry other noises are more
annoying, but these can be minimized by rotating the "treble" counterclockwise (at the
expense of very "bass -y" audio).

If you buy the RF-2600, FORGET the whip antenna and install and use a good ground and
outdoor longwire (or vertical) antenna. In either case reception can be enhanced by use
of an outboard antenna tuner or preselector.

A big "plus" for the RF-2600 is its easily-readible blue-green digital frequency display.
I've never known it to be inaccurate, and it measures frequency to the nearest kHz, on
MW and SW; o.1 MHz on the FM band. Formats are: XXX.X MHz on FM, XXXX kHz on MW, and
XX.XXX MHz on the four shortwave bands. BCB DXers who may be lured by the prospect of
digital readout on the MW band should consider carefully the drawbacks outlined in
paragraph three, though.

One last big "plus" for this receiver is an effective rotary RF gain control rather than
a 2 or 3 step attenuator. It is very useful for getting exactly the desired amount of
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attenuation on strong signals. And it is this last feature which makes possible a very
h.& surprise! Even with main tuning and BFO controls which vary the received frequency
much too rapidly,(ahighlytenuous form of) ECSS reception is possible!

ECSS reception is accomplished by making very judicious use of the RF gain control as
follows:

1. Tune an AM station to either sideband somewhere within 2 kHz of the carrier.

2. Retard the RF gain control to the 9 or 10 o'clock position.

3. Switch on the BFO and tune the BFO control to a position just a hair lower in fre-
quency than exact zero beat.

4. Advance the RF gain control clockwise until exact zero beat is obtained and the signal
is again entirely readable.

ECSS reception in any receiver takes a skilled and steady hand; much more so with the SF -
2600 because of its propensity to excessive down -drift. The surprising thing is that
ECSS can be had by means of the very slight increase in frequency that can be obtained
by advancing the RF gain control from a retarded position, which allows it to act as a
fine-tuning vernier. You might expect to make several very minute adjustments of the
main tuning and/or RF gain controls while tuning in ECSS because of the drift factor
in any 5 to 10 minute period. In other words, with the RF-2600 you don't leave the
receiver and go into the other room to enjoy what you've tuned in ECSS. You sit right in
front of it and tune VERY carefully as it drifts. I had never tried tuning ECSS before,
and was amazed at the improvement in reception on weaker or crowded signals, or those be-
set by some noise.

Thus in my analogy of the desert island, perhaps the beer turns out to be Guineas Stout
and the blonde has her 160 pounds attractively distributed on a six-foot frame; my point
being: one can be very content on a desert island under the right set of circumstances,
and one can be very content with an RF-2600 once you learn what it will and won't do
and have learned how to make it do a few things for which its manufacturer may not have
designed it. If you're new to DXing and haven't much for an initial investment in the
hobby, or if you just enjoy good shortwave reception, as I do, you'll love your RF-2600
and the extra $250 - $1000 you didn't have to spend on it.

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DXING FINITE LIMITS

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Currently, there is a great change going on within the SWL/DX hobby. Primarily this
stems from the change of emphasis from QSL hunting to more actual programme listening.
In reality, the broadcasts are intended to be listened to as a means of exchange of ideas
from the station to the listener. The broadcaster is presenting the programme in hopes
that the listener will enjoy it, write to the station with some form of "feedback....and
hopefully the listener's interest in the programme is high enough to merit regular lis-
tenership to the station.

The initial listening of a SW broadcast often means a new station/country for the DX/SWL
fan. In this light, the first letter sent to the station is a reception report for a QSL
..and often the station is forgotten after the card finally arrives. This is obviously

the normal habit of beginning SWLs and QSL hunters.

After a few years, the QSLs get harder to obtain; interest may wane and the SWL/DXer
becomes bored...either gives up or tries another type of listening activity.

There are finite limits to how far the average SWL/DXer can expect to hear new stations.
In this paper, the writer will assume that the listener uses a popular receiver such as
a FRG -7, RF -4800, DX -160, or the like. We shall also assume the receiver is connected
to a decent outdoor type antenna.

At present there are approximately 90 different SWBC organizations in the world which
program for a foreign audience. This does not include the commercial domestic SW outlets
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in the SWBC bands. There are approximately 1550 HF SWBC transmitters in about 110 coun-

tries on the 49-11 meter bands. Remember again we are at present looking at the inter-

national broadcasters.

Depending upon the location, the SWL/DXer on the East Coast of the US will hear differ-

ent stations than his counterpart located on the West Coast. Generally speaking, the WC

DXer will fare better with Pacific and Asia DX, hear little African DX and some European

stations. The reverse of this is true of the EC DXer. In either location, generally 80-

90 of the stations which are international SWBCers can be heard with ease.

The HF IBCer is willing to accept reception reports, and usually these are the ones that
most beginning and intermediate SWL/DXers go after. These stations account for much if

not most of the countries which can be QSLed.

The next level of SW DXing is of course the domestic stations in the tropical bands and
also on the lower HF bands. These stations are not intentionally broadcasting to a

foreign audience, and often are not really interested in reports. However, due to good

public relations some SWL/DXers have had with many of these stations...a QSL can be had

if the DXer is willing to really work at it.

We all know that many domestic SW outlets are low powered outfits, with small staffs,
and few dollars to be spent on DXers. In order to hear many of the domestic SW stations,

a very selective receiver, and a very good antenna is needed. Also bear in mind the

listener will have to put up with far worse interference than that which is heard on the

international bands. Approximately 30-40 countries can be heard and QSLed with the

typical equipment mentioned earlier. These are often the forgotten stations...once QSLed,
the station never will hear of the DXer again. At this point, the SWL/DXer will have

reached his limit of being able to reasonably QSL most of what he can hear.

The totals finally have reached maybe 130-140 countries verified on the tropical and HF

bands. What else is there to do?, is often asked. Why not move into Utility DXing, MW
DXing, Ham DXing, or just simply start to sit back and listen to some programming instead

of chasing after DX!

This writer is not a DX specialist...interested in just one type of DXing activity. From

personal experience, the type of DX sought after changes from season to season, and year
to year. MW and tropical bands are of interest during the winter months. Also some long -

wave DXing is done during good winter nights. HF bands with SWBC and some Ute DX

dominate the summer months. FM DXing is done on exceptionally good summer days. When

ever the SWBC DXing gets tiresome, then it's off to try for ham DX.

The most important thing to remember is that total emphasis on one single aspect of DXing
can eventually...and does...lead itself to a feeling of boredom. For continuous satis-

faction in the hobby, it cannot be over emphasized that several DX interests are needed
to sustain a good healthy interest in the hobby. Amazingly enough, this can eventually

lead to becoming an excellent all-around DXer.

In conclusion, there are limits to the SWL hobby which do not mean that it is time to
give up the hobby...really it's time to change the area of specialty...and go on listen-
ing. Thar's still lots of good DX gold on them thar bands...it ain't all SWBC, and MW
...can be them utes or the hams...maybe FM or longwaves...but thar's DX gold in them
bands! Go Get Them!
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THE END OF ANOTHER ERA- VOA
BETHANY

At the time when VOA Dixon was removed from active service last year, it was announced
that VOA Bethany would be retired at the end of August, 1980. Although no new infor-

mation is available, it is presumed that VOA Bethany will make its last broadcast
on Saturday September 6, at the end of the period J80. Thus, VOA Bethany joins VOA

Dixon, as a station redundant, but maintained.

The VOA transmitter base at Bethany was itself a part of the American historical heritage,
and it was on the air for some 35 years. Its origins go back to the beginnings of radio

broadcasting in the very early pioneer days.

This is the story of VOA Bethany.

The Crossley Corporation launched its first radio broadcasting service in April 1921, just
a few months after the inauguration of the famous KDKA in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania. The

new Crossley station operated on MW with a pwoer of just 20 watts. Its programs originated

in the home of the owner, Mr. P. Crossley, in Cincinatti, Ohio.
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From this modest beginning, radio station WLW developed into a multi -band radio outreach,
utilizing many transmitters in the MW, SW, FM and TV bands.

In the year 1933, the FCC in the United States authorized the construction of a 500 kW
super power transmitter for station WLW. This huge experimental transmitter of half a
megawatt output was located at Harrison, on the western edge of Cincinatti. The antenna
831 feet high, was at the time, one of the world's tallest structures, being just a little
shorter than the famed Eiffel Tower in Paris. The huge new transmitter was licensed
with the experimental callsign W8X0, and it began after hours test broadcasting in
February 1934. The programs originated in the city studios of WLW, and it used the 700
kHz channel normally employed by the 50 kW WLW transmitter at Mason, north of Cincinatti.

The 500 kW W8X0-WLW was erected to determine the feasability of establishing a small
network of super power stations to give nation-wide coverage throughout the United
States. It was heard in every country of the world, and it was on the air until the
early days of World War II. It's slogan "The Nations Station" epitomized its gigantic
role in pre-war radio broadcasting.

The first SW broadcasts from a Crossley station began in 1925, when a small 50 watt trans-
mitter was installed in conjunction with the MW transmitter. This outlet was licensed with
the experimental callsign W8XAL. It was allocated the 49 m band channel 6060 kHz. Also
in 1925, a 250 watt SW transmitter was installed at Mason for WLW, and in the 1930's a
10 kW unit was brought into service.

At the commencement of the international crisis in 1939, the experimental callsign W8XAL
was regularized to WLWU, and again 6 weeks later to WLWO. At the same time a CP was
issued permitting the installation of a 50 kw SW transmitter at Mason. This new unit be-
came operational in early 1940.

On February 24, 1942, the 50 kW WLWO at Mason, Ohio was incorporated into the OWI-VOA
network. On July 3, in the following year, another 50 kW transmitter went on the air at
the Crossley radio base. This was a converted MW transmitter, KFAB, and it was re -
licensed as WLWK. These two transmitters continued in active VOA service to 11 years.

Of interest is the fact that the prewar W8XAL was re -activated in the summer of 1947 for
the National Bureau of Standards. By now WBXAL emitted 1 kW with unmodulated signals on
the familiar frequency of 6080 kHz. This radio service from W8XAL on behalf of WWV was
on the air for four years until 1951, under a new callsign KQ2XAU.

The Mason SW station, WLWO-WLWK retired from active service in 1953, when it was replaced
by the nearby VOA station at Bethany.

Construction work on the new VOA station at Bethany, Ohio commenced in November 1942. The
729 acre transmitter base was located at Tylersville Road, 26 miles north of Cincinnatti,
and the 30 acre receiver base at Tolbert Road, 16 miles NW of the transmitter site. The
station was erected to serve as a feeder to Africa and Europe, and as a direct broad-
caster to Latin America.

The first transmitter, 200 kW WLWL became operational on July 1, 1944. Subsequently,
WLWR and WLWS, both of 200 kW were added. The lower powered WLW1 was installed somewhat
later. Three more SW transmitters were installed at Bethany during the 1940's and these
were designated WLWL WLWR and WLWS with the digit 2 appended.

The VOA station at Bethany replaced the older facilities operated by Crossley at Mason,
Ohio, and the NBC -RCA station at Bound Brook, New Jersey.

In 1951, the callsigns of the 8 transmitters at Bethany were allocated the general call -
sign WLWO, with the numbers 1 to 8 indicating the specific transmitter.

In 1963, the Crossley SW base at Bethany was handed over to the Federal Government,
and 2 years later, a modernization program was implemented. In 1964, all callsigns
were dropped, and the station identified on air as the Voice of America, Bethany.

The first Collins transmitter of 250 kW became operational on November 20, 1967, and
the final Collins transmitter was switched onto full power on August 22, 1968.

In recent time, VOA has turned to the use of satellites for relaying its programs from
the studios in Washington to the overseas transmitter bases. Consequently the Bethany
relay station has become redundant, and it is scheduled for retirement in August this
year.

Currently, VOA Bethany contains 10 transmitters ranging in power from 5 kW to 250 kW,
and 22 antennas. There are three transmitters of 250 kW; three of 175 kW; two of 50 kW;
one of 15 kW and one of 5 kW. The lower powered transmitters were used for communication
traffic and the high powered for program relay. There are 8 high gain curtain antennas
at Bethany and 14 rhombics, directed towards Europe, North Africa, West Africa and
Latin America.

At the height of its usefulness, VOA Bethany was on the air for 120 hours daily. However,
from September 1980 onwards, it is silent,kept in readiness for possible usage, but not
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in active service.

VOA Bethany was itself on the air for 36 years; the Mason-Bethany SW stations were on

the air for a total of 55 years.

Goodbye Bethany!

SONY ICF-2001

The newly announced Sony ICF-2001 is destined to offer the degree of accuracy and conven-
ience in tuning and pinpointing a station, never before available to an average SW en-

thusiast. Consider the fact that listening to SW, and DXing in particular, depends

not only on the ability to tune a station's frequency but also on other characteristics
of the receiver such as its sensitivity, stability, interference and noise rejection
capability, and dynamic range to mention a few. These receiver characteristics in

conjunction with the power (in kW) of the desired station, propag.tion condition and
receiving antenna determine how well one can listen to a given station. In view of all

of this and ever advancing technology, no receiver can be called an ultimate receiver,
however, it is certain that the Sony ICF-2001 has become the first in its class of

consumer receivers. The following is a review of some of the features of the ICF-2001

based on a brochure I obtained from the Sony Corporation. I hope to be a proud owner

of a Sony ICF-2001 as soon as it is available in my area (price around $330.00); at that
time I will also write some "users comments".

The ICF-2001 is a microprocessor controlled receiver with Phase Locked Loop (PLL) circui-

try. It covers the AM frequency range of 150 kHz to 29999 kHz and the FM frequency range

of 76 - 108 11Hz. It lacks conventional tuning dials. Tuning is accomplished via

calculator type push buttons and the tuned frequency is displayed on a LCD display.

TUNING: For AM, 2 PLL circuits are used. The PLL 1 circuit has 100 kHz steps and the PLL

2 circuit has 1 kHz steps; both of these circuits are controlled by a quartz oscillator.
There are 4 ways of tuning as outlined below -

Direct Access Tuning - For tuning stations with known frequencies. We just need to

push the calculator type buttons to get the desired frequency.

Preset Tuning - The tuning frequencies of up to 6 stations (AM/FM) can be stored in the
memory so that any of the preset stations can instantly be recalled. In addition to these

6 memory registers, 2 additional registers are also available when Auto Scan Tuning is not

needed, thus allowing a maximum of 8 preset stations.

Manual Tuning - Two buttons allow manual tuning in precise 100 kHz (FM) or 1 kHz (AM)

steps. Momentary press of the DOWN or UP button decreases or increases the tuned fre-

quency. Pressing the FAST button simultaneously with the DOWN or UP button increases the

tuning steps to 200 kHz (FM) and 10 kHz (AM). The manual tuning function is needed for
distant or otherwise weak stations because the Auto Scan Tuning does not function

below the threshold level.

Auto Scan Tuning - This feature is very nice for tuning in stations with frequencies not
precisely known, or for just finding out whether a desired station or language is audible

in a given frequency range (band). This function can be used by first setting the

lower and upper limit of scanning area in Ll and L2 (registers). Following this,

pressing the START/STOP button starts the SCANNING. The tuning frequency is increased in

3 kHz steps in the AM mode and 100 kHz steps in the FM mode. When the Scan Auto Stop

switch is ON, scanning stops automatically at the first enountered station. When this

switch is OFF, scanning continues without stopping. When the upper limit of the scanning

range is reached, scanning restarts at the lower limit.

LCD Display: The low battery consumption LCD display equipped with a dial light has 5
modes: 1 - frequency readout, 2 - sleep timer setting, 3 - number of preset stations,
4 - malfunction alarm "TRY AGAIN", and 5 - scanning limit (L1 & L2) readout.

SENSITIVITY, SELECTIVITY & IMAGE REJECTION ON AN: No sensitivity or selectivity data are

given in the brochure I have. I have written to the Sony Corporation and requested them

to send this information. I would hope that this receiver would be at least as sensitive

as e.g., the ICF-5900W. In the AM mode the 2nd IF of 10.7 MHz utilizes a crystal filter.
The brochure notes that the front end of the AM section consists of all-FET circuits for

"effective rejection of intermodulation, cross modulation, and spurious interference".
On AM, the ICF-2001 is a dual conversion receiver with the lst IF at 66.35 11Hz and the

2nd IF at 10.7 MHz, so it should have very good image rejection.

Other Features: Signal strength is indicated by 5 LED's - a trend also visible in
many portable radio/cassette recorders as well as tape decks. Also provided - All antenna
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trimmer, 3 -step RF gain control, SSB/CW compensator and external antenna terminal. I

personally feel that a radio with such novel features should have a variable (wide/narrow)
bandwidth, a continuous RF gain control and a noise blanker.

I hope to have the opportunity to operate this receiver in the very near future. In the
mean time I would greatly appreciate hearing from any fellow club member who owns or has
operated this receiver (my QTH - 120 C Escondido, Stanford, CA 94305. No return postage
necessary).

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RADIO HUAYACOCTLA
by Carl Huffaker

Although Radio Huayacocotla was originally government sponsored, it is now commercial
as it continues its original mission as a cultural service to the indigenous population
of the region.

When I visited the station several months ago, I found Huayacocotla a pleasant town with
good resturants, a gasoline station that consisted of 50 gallon drums on the porch of
the general store, a market, and the usual stores and services of a small Mexican town.
Perhaps the most unusual characteristic is the number of young people in evidence as it
is the educational center for the region.

Huayacocotla is somewhat off the main roads, but may be easily reached by a route in-
volving only ten kilometers of unpaved roads. Within the town, the antenna itself is a
landmark as offices and studios are located directly under the guyed tower. The mail
address "Domocilo Conocido" indicates that street numbers are not generally used.

Coordinador of the station, Ing. Javier Diez de Sollano, showed us around and introduced
us to the rest of the friendly staff. They were pleased with the DX reports they'd
received and showed considerable interest in that aspect of broadcasting.

Before listing the technical details, I might mention that they use "marine band"
rather than "120 meter band" when refering to their frequency. They are on 2390 kHz and
use a 500 watt Gates transmitter along with a vertical (ND) antenna. Their scheduled
time of broadcast is 2100 to 0200 GLIT. You can get in touch with them by writing
to Domocilo Conocido, Huayacocotla, Veracruz, Mexico.
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TIDBITS RECEIVER REVIEWS: The July issue of Consumer Reports has an inter-
esting review of SW receivers. Their findings on the DX -300

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RADIO OF YESTERYEAR

In 1921, at the age of 12, I constructed my first radio receiver with the aid of an older

boy in our neighborhood, who had previously entered the great hobby of "radio listening".

It was a crystal detector radio with its 'cat -whisker', using either a small piece of sil-

icone or galena. The tuner was a tapped variable inductance. The balance consisted of

hardware, hookup wire and a set of inexpensive earphones. My antenna was 50' of 14 guage

single strand copper wire mounted bewteen our house and garage.

The receiver components were mounted on a breadboard. The amazing thing about all this

was not the way it looked, but the fact that it did actually work! Picking us such local

broadcasts that were "on the air" at that time, this crystal receiver had a listening
range of about 30 miles.

My next project was a one vacuum tube in a single circuit receiver with a variable cap-

acitor and inductive tuning. This receiver provided a bit more distant reception. In

fact, from my home in Minneapolis, I managed to hear broadcasts from Chicago (about 400
miles away), but not with great fidelity.

Then I tried my hand at a three tube job known as an "Armstrong Regenerative Receiver".
It employed variable capacitance, variable inductance, a series of seitch points or con-
tacts, and a variable resistor known as a "rheostat", something similar to our present

day wire -bound potentiometer. In all, the operator of the regenerative receiver had five

controls to adjust when tuning a signal!

The "Armstrong Regenerative" operated on the principle of controlled feedback from a point

of higher to lower signal potential. The feeback was controlled by the rheostat, or what

we would today call the volume or gain control. If the operator of a regenerative re-
ceiver advances the rheostat too far (past the half -way mark) the receiver would break
into oscillation and set up squeals and howls beyond description. In addition to the

annoyance that was experienced by the person tuning such a receiver, these noises were fed

back into the signal input and from there to the external antenna, then broadcast to other
listeners in the neighborhood!

My final experience in "home brew" receivers was a five tube configuration known as the

"Neutrodyne circuit". This was a prototype of the "tuned radio frequency" type. This

turned out to be a vast improvement over my previous attempts. But, this too had its

own built-in evils to plague the listener. Its main problem arouse from the fact that the

vacuum tubes would not amplify all carrier frequencies with equal results. Reception was

not stable, nor was the fidelity too good. and the tuning of such a unit still required
too many knobs and dials.

By the way, most of these early receivers were limited to medium wave reception.

I might mention another chronic complaint of early radio listeners. It was a thing called

"body capacity". It manifested itself as follows: If one's hand approached the front
panel of the receiver, the radio would go into oscillation and squeal! The human body

acted as one plate of a capacitor (the front panel), the dielectric and metal components
inside the cabinet acted as the opposite plate, thereby setting up stray or unwanted
capacitance!

Early radio experimenters tried to solve "body capacitance" by various means. One was

lining the inside surface of the front panel with tin or copper foil, then connecting
this shielding to a good ground. This helped, but did not solve the whole problem.

Another gimmick involved a remote tuning device which resembled a "plumber's friend". A
long handle with a rubber suction cup attached to one end to engage and tune the tuning

controls. This kept hands and other parts of the body away from the front panel. It

helped some, but not all that much.

Of course, all the difficulties of early radio reception were not completely due to poor

and inefficient receivers. Transmitters also had not come of age. When the "Armstrong

Hazletine superheterodyne" was introduced, radio had arrived! Today, the "super -het"

remains the basic circuit for TV and radio receivers. In the early 1920's, wireless radio
was in the "horseless carriage" stage, hardly looked upon as a practical medium for home

entertainment. Radio was, for the most part, the concern of hobbyists & experimenters.

There were a few factory -made radio receivers available at that time, which were both
massive and elegant, with prices that regulated their purchase to the affluent few. The

performance of those early factory constructed sets were rarely better than the "home

brew" type. I recall one such professionally manufactured set that sold for almost $1000
(a LOT of money in those days!)and it is amusing to note that a present day $15.00 micro
mini transistorized radio can out perform anything made in those days by far!
