This nonth marks my fourth anniversary of editing...my first effort appeared way back in
the May, 1983 SPEEDX. Geez, time sure flies when you're bhaving fun, doesn’t it!
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Catholic Radio Under Attack in Bolivia: A landlocked country of six million in-
Fabitants, Bollvia holds the record for political instability on the continent, with ai-
most 200 coups in 150 years as an independent nation. Under military govermments for
much of the 1970’s, civilian rule returned to an impoverished country in 1982. President
of Bolivia, Victor Paz Estenssoro, has attempted to bring political stability to the
country through a "state of seige,” and the Catholic radio stations have also came un-
der attack.

Maria Cruz is a reporter at Radio San Gabriel in la Paz. She is one pf many station
reporters that broadcast 15 hours a day to an audience of two million people in the Que-
chua and Aymara languages. The station is part of the ERBOL (Bolivian Radiophonic Educ.
Ass'n) network, set up by the Catholic Church in 1967. Programs in native, non-Spanish
languages began in the 1950's in the wake of the 1952 national revolution. Though the
aims of the revolution had foundered by the end of the decade, indigencus broadcasting
had taken root.

Many of these stations are in remote mining areas, as for example Radio Pio XII, in
the mining town of Siglo X¥. It was founded in 1959, with precise instructions to spread
the Catholic faith. Nowadays, Radio Pio X1I broadcasts 16 hours a day, mainly programs
produced by local people, as well as popular education courses. In times of military dic-
tatorship, Radio Pio XII used to be systematically silenced, and in July 1980, during
General Garcia Meza's goverrment, the military destroyed all the radio equipment and har-
assed the staff. The station was only able to re-open several months later.

This time Radio Pio XII has been more fortunate, but others in the 13-strong ERBOL
network have suffered. On July 7, 1986 four hooded men broke into the installations of
Radio Tarija, a Catholic station set up in 1981 near the southern border with Argentina.
The attackers cut down the radio antenna, placed bombs in the offices, and fled. It will
cost over $100,000 dollars to replace the station.

Another station, Radio Santa Cruz, in the east of Bolivia, was raided at the start of
the state of siege. Ten Interior Ministry officials, apparently heavily armed, raided the
building and detained the radio director. Mearwhile, in La Paz, Interior Ministry agents
also raided the TV station run by the University of San Andres. They tock away vital eq-
uiprent, putting Canal 13 off the air for at least three months.

At the end of September, it was the turn of Radio Bermejo, in the town of the same
name, to face closure. The reasons given by the officials on this occasion were apparent-
ly that it was 'a clandestine, subversive radio.” The radio station was allowed to re-
new broadcasts a week later, once the local bishop guaranteed that it would moderate its
criticisms of the goverrment's economic policies. [From Index on Censorship magazine, &
contributed by Ed Janusz-NJ.

By the time Reuben Larsen has announced the first trio, fears, doubts and incredulity
have been cast to the winds and the hearts of all in the studio are filled with wonder.
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After a short message, Clarence Jones iifts nis trombone and sends forth the praise,

Creat is Thy Faithrulness.” Firallv came 3 oraver of dedication. The voice had gone
out. dad it been heard? As if Io strengihen trembiing faith, the relephone rang. One
of our number left the room to answer. Returning with shining face, he announced, 'The
Parras called to say they heard zhe whole broadcast perfectiv.” At least one of the 6
radio recelvers known o be in Quizo had tuned in!

Review of the Kenwood R-5000, Part Two. Bv: Don Moman: A variety of scan-
ning mocdes are available tor the receiver. MEMORY scan will stop on a channel only if
a signal is present (level determined by squelcn control setting) in the AM or M modes.
Apparently, there is a way you can change from a 5 second time operated pause to a car-
rier-operated scan. The manual hints at it but gives no details, other than to consult
your Kerwood dealer! However, in any of the SSB modes, the scanning will pause for 5
seconds, regardless of whether a signal is present or not! This is handy enough for
most situations but 1'd still prefer to be able to select whether it should stop or not.
Perhaps there is a switch that isn’t mentioned in the manual. Temporarily urwanted chan-
nels can be locked out of the scan range (use the <CLEAR> function while in the memory
mode) . The 100 channels are divided into 10 groups of 10, and you can also choose to
scan any or all of these groups.

PROGRAM scan will scan from channel 8 to 9 in the current channel group you have sel-
ected. This means you can have up to 10 ranges programmed using channeis 18-19, 28-29,
etc. This may sound rather complex but in practice it works well. Scan speed can be cha-
nged by the <STEP> function. As hinted last month, the R-5000 has two clocks, either one
of which can be displayed continuously, even if the radio is turned off. Sorry, seconds
are not displayed. A single timer function is connected to CLOCK 1 and NO/NC relay con-
tacts are provided on the rear panel. Clock and timer are set using the conventional
HOUR/MINUTE pushbuttons, an outdated and inconvenient system when campared to the Sony
ICF 2010, which uses the tuning knob to set time, both forwards and backwards. How many
times have you gone past one digit, and mentally cursed having to go around all the way
again! Well, be prepared to do it again on the R-5000.

All memory and clock functions are backed-up by a rechargable NjCad battery. If AC
power is removed, the battery will enable the memory contents to be retained for ten
days. The battery takes six hours to fully recharge, and is done so autamticallz when
the set is plugged into AC power. Unlike the ICOM R-71, the operating system isn't lost
if the back-up battery fails. My only hesitation is the use of NiCad cells, as they are
pretty fussy in their old age. I wouldn't be surprised if the non-rechargable lithium
cell in the R-71 outlasts the NiCad system! However, it's still easier to replace any
battery than to send your radio (or the RAM board) back for re-progranming.

Dual noise blanker circuits are provided, along with a level control. NBl is inten-
ded for short duration pulse noise, such as automobile ignition noise, while NB2 is for
the "woodpecker.'" Both can be used simultanecusly. In only a few comparisons with the
R-71, which has two blankers (you can only use one at a time), I found the R-71 had a
very slight edge when used on the woodpecker. Both seemed approximately equal on other
types of noises. As with the R-71, setting the blanker level too low on the R-5000 can
cause large amunts of distortion. The AGC time constants are provided; SLOW is far too
slow and FAST is acceptable but on the fast side. The speeds provided in the R-71 are
just about right, plus you can turm the AGC off and regulate the gain manually with the
RF Gain control. The R-5000 has an RF gain but no AGC off position. The S-meter in the
R-5000 reacts to modulation peaks, making it very hard to make valid S-meter comparis-
ons when the meter is bouncing all over the place. In addition, the meter is dimly lit
and much harder to read than the much larger and well-lit meter on the R-71. The top
enrd of the scale is rather crowded, even though S-meter calibration is pretty good. The
0/10/20/30 dB atteruator checked out to be very accurate.

The notch filter is an audio type only, but the few times I needed to use it, it
worked well. In theory, an IF notch (as fourd on the R-71) is preferred but in many ca-
ses the end result is the same. The IF shift circuitry functions only in the SSB modes,
not in AM or FM. It worked well the few times I tried it, and interfering SSB signals
could usually be put “over the edge” to a point where they were no longer a nuisance.
The IF shift system used in the R-71 works in AM, by both shifting and narrowing the
pass band, a distinct advantage over the R-5000. Incidentally, the USB/LSB switching
method used in the R-5000 requires NO RETUNING, a large advantage over the system used
in the R-71. For me, that feature along almost makes up for the not-so-easy-to-use
keypad!

Two antennas can be selected and assigned to a frequency stored in the memory, fram
the front panel. Rear panel antenna connections include a conventional S0-239 coax in-
put for <ANT 1> and wire temminals for <ANT 2>, where you can choose between 50 or 500
ohm input. [Look forward to Part Three next month! ds.]

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Radio Monte Carlo Brings Arab World Local News: Radio Monte Carlo was concelved
Dy late Frencn President Gharles de Gaulie .n 7068. ihe station, owned by the French gov-
ermment, got under way in Monaco in May 1972 but moved to Paris a short time later. It
retains che name of the zambling resort because by doing so it distances the French gov-
ermment from what, in eifect, is its own propaganda organ.

thatever its bias, the station has grown into the worid's most widely-heard Arab-lang-
uage broadcast. Its catchy brew of news, music, sport reviews, taik shows and advertising
reaches 12 to 16 million Arab adults daily throughout the Middle East and North Africa,
according to Pro Media, a Paris-based Arab advertising agency. In times of crisis, sucn as
. the assassination of Egyptian President Amwar el-Sadat, the audience may swell to as many
as 20 million. The station's fame parallels growing French influence in the Middle East.
Area specialists say that as Britain withdrew from the region and the U.S. became increas-
ingly identified with Israel, France emerged as the Western power many Arabs look up to.

while Radio Monte Carlo is undeniably a French-government medium, the pachaging is sub-
tle and the delivery delicate. There is no attempt to expound the French lipe on Arab af-
fairs, for example. The aim, rather, is to build Arab affection for France. On the air,
announcer Ms. el-Shamma yields to Panorama, a serious half-hour Arab news and press review
program. It is just one of 19 news programs (not to mention the frequent bulletins) spot-
ted throughout Radio Monte Carlo's 16-hour broadcast day. Station manager Nofal, a Leba-
nese, presides over a freewheeling staff of 100 Egyptians, Palestinians, Lebanese, French
and Syrians (among others), including some 20 overseas correspondents. Staffed by confir-
med Francophiles, the station broadcasts a heavy dose of Western music and advertises Wes-
tern consumer goods. Yet it is thoroughly Pan-Arab in character. For example, during Ram-
adan, liquor commercials are banned.

Radio Monte Carlo nhas influence with Arab govermments, whose officials monitor it clos-
ely and seldom refuse an invitation to be interviewed. "The overwhelming impression isn't
that (Radio Monte Carlo) is as credible as the BBC, but its persistence in following news
items is remarkable,” says Nabil Osman, Egypt's press counselor at the U.N. Radio Monte
Carlo is ''fast and, when it comes to Arab news, more relevant,' notes a professor of pol-
itical science at the American University in Beirut, Rashid Khalidi.

The broadcasts travel by submarine cable to Cyprus, from where they are beamed over M
to Libya, Egypt, Sudan, Saudi Arabia, and other arabic countries [Editor's note: They are
also broadcasting via shortwave, worldwide, from a transmitter site in extreme north-east
Morocco. Check Al Quaglieri's SWBC-Africa column for frequency information]. To present a
Tounded view of the pews, Radio Monte Carlo retains correspondents in Arab capitals who
are known to closely reflect the opinion of the local governwents. But it balances their
reports by airing all opposing sides without censorship. "You can hear all the different
views," says Prof. Khalidi.

when the news is over, Radio Monte Carlo returns to projecting a likable image of Fra-
nce. The chatty Ms. el-Shamma, a former Cairo TV anchorwoman, returns the mood trom scm-
ber to frivolous with her popular 'Disco Monte Carlo.” She teases listeners with flirty
momologues; tells them what the weather feels like under a cloudless night in Paris; and
recalls her argument with a taxi driver who cursed at Arabs after the wave of terrorist
bombing is Paris. Renald Pharaon, the Lebanese who directs Radio Monte Carlo's advertis-
ing sales, says star disc jockeys and broadcasters receive a total of 1,000 to 1,500 let-
ters a month and countless phone calls from fans. Most of the letters come from Egypt,
where people live on modest means. The phone calls, many from automobiles, come from Sau-
di Arabia, Kuwait, and the Arab oil emirates. Ms. el-Shamma says an admiring listener
once sent her a BMW, which she refused. The stars' monthly salaries vary between $1,666 &
$2,000. According to Mr. Pharaon, those earnings can be substantially supplemented by in-
come from commercials, voice-overs and participation in tours of Arab countries. To many,
however, the chief attractions of working at Radio Monte Carlo are fame, a pleasant work -
ing atmosphere, and the fact that, according to Mr. Nofal, "it's nice to live in Paris.”

Tree-Vee Antennas (for the DX'er who has tried everything) : Britain's New
Scientist magazine reports a scientist has been investigating the use of tall trees as TV
antennas. Coaxial cable links the television with a hole drilled beneath the bark. The
signal is transmitted via the xylem and the phloem, which carry the plant’s food and wa-
ter. In recent experiments, date palm, cocorut and papaya trees produced a better quality
picture than conventional metal antennas. [From Jack Heaton-FL and the St. Petersburg
Times. I've heard rumors that GI's in World War Two experimented with trees for antennas,
for reception of shortwave signals. I've been told it really works. ds]

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Radio Marti Interview of Reagan Called a 'Sham’: Last June, Cubans tuning in to
Radio Marti, heard an apparently spontaneous interview with President Reagan cn U.S.
policy towards Cascro. What listeners did not know is that Radio Marti officials submit-
ted their questions in advance to the White House, and those questions were changed in
parc by the National Security Council. Moreover, Reagan read only the first sentence or
two of each answer, then allowed a Spanish translator to dub in the full answers as scr-
ipted by the White House.

Radio Martf is part of the U.S. Information Agency's Voice of America and, according
to its charter, follows journalistic standards and should not be a propaganda vehicle
for the goverrment. Although Richard W. Carlscn, director of VOA, defended the arrange-
ment, others felc the interview was "a journalistic sham.” The June interview with Rea-
gan was conducted by Radfo Marti Director, Ermesto Betancourt, a political appointee
with no journalistic background.

Harold Levison noted that some of the nueical selections on R Nacional werse 7
minutes long. Back in the 30's, it had been the practice to compose and record
4ithin the 2 1/2 minute timeframe of a 78 RPM disc. At dances, ths bands added
enough choruses and verses to get to 5 minutee or mo, but 2 1/2 minutes was the
standard unit. The US DJ's daveloped a strict schedula of an announceament and
musical numbsr avery 3} minutes. Of course, the advent of LP's and tapes loosened
the rertriotion, but the custom persists. In South America, 1942, when music
was live and everywhere, I noted that much of the mueic had been composed and was
played in 7 or 10 minute units. Thie contrasted with Central America which
developed a Spanish version of the shorter American unit. Popular recording of
local mueic came after the development of LP's and tapes in wéstarn South America
so the composere and artistswerse not forced into the shorter format. Throughout
Latin America, parties everywhere faature live music in 7, 10, or sven 15 minute
time blocks. Many etations, especially on late-nite broadcasts, reflect this
format. If you listen carefully to the longer selections, you'll note that they
have been constructed aes a single unit and not a piecing together of repetive
units to fill the time. Many LA DJ's go to a "break in" or "talk over music”
format when they face the longer musical selectionsa.

Bafora I go on to the clandestines, last month the CDE material arrived late.

It was slightly over three we>ks instead of the usual five days in transit. In
that I was a little short on material this month, my firat thought was to include
it, but after some soul-searching, I decided that reception in Febuary isn'?t
really a DX Tip in May. But here toward ths end of the column, I see that I
could have included some of the missing stations. I want to thank those who did
send reports, and apologize to those whose material was omitted.

RADIO SUTATENZA, in part from an article in "Selacciomes", November 1354, and in'
part, a personal obmervation of a gultural history. .

The article, which omits dates for that era, describes Sutatenza as a small village
isolated in the Colombian Andes, typical of many whers the people have lived for
generations almost without roadsa, without mohools, and without contact with the
world outside. Yet, although the article nissed it, the outside world was pushing
in by air. The first whealed vehicle to arrive in Bogota had been an aepoplane.
Uriba, the Colombian Air Force photographer, bounced above the valleys in a Ford
trimotor, manipulated an obsolete aerial camera, and designed roads. And BilY
Rightower, an American but I never knew where he was from, had a fleet of Fords,
some on floats, and moved heavy aquipment to anywhere in the mountains and jungle.
Radio was there too, Collins, the old company, was installing communications and
navigation equipment to guide Panamerican and Avianca through the mountains.



At times, and there were always lsng svenings > Se xilled talking in a bar
somewhare in the jungle, we spoke of the zoua:iry, 1t's problems, and its future.
It war an almost endless axpanse of 1solasex vi..ages, and ignoring a few brusheas
with still-hostile Indians, sveryone Jecame a1 ‘r:iend that you <anted to help.

de were sngineere who could exniore and >uili, Sut %oo rough and too impatient for
the basic need, education. what was nseded was a unique man, a catalyst,

equally proficient i1n the oid culture, :he 12w, :a politics, and 1a technology.

Such a man «as padre Salcedo. He had deen 3 ham in those days of building your
own, was from thes mountains and not only underezood the people and their problems,
but through his studies outside, wam part of :rhat world. Being Catholic, he
differed from other missionaries. SZvery village had its church, sometimes half-
ruined and abandoned, but it had been thers [(or centuries and automatically made
padre Salcedo part of 2ach villags and 1ts history.

Radio Sutatenza started with three receivers, a demonstration that you could hear
voicen f{rom afar. This was followed by a 100 watt transmitter in the village
that entablished the voice behind the microphone as a real person. Communication
within the area reeulted in an outburst of civic pride. Streets and buildings
wera repaired, a radio center built, and Sutatenza odecame a showplace in the
mountains. But padre Salcedo's goal was to ‘each the people to read and write.
Graphivsare difficult without television, but he solved this by having a literate
person at each receiver to dras on a blackboard. This was really the start of
educational radio.

The archbishop of Tunja, impreseed by the success in Sfutatenza, created the Accidn
Cul tural Popular that provided a 1 kw transmitter in Sutatenza and caverags of the
Department of Boyaca. In 195}, the government expanded the program and built the
25 k« tranemitter in Bogots. This resulted in a conflict. In Colombira, as in
most Latin-American countries, the people in the proviencee have an instinctive
distrust of those in the Capital, and even speak a noticably different language.
Padrs Salcedo was determined that Radio Sutatenza would never speak the language
of the great city because the campasinos would distrust it. The station has, and
continues to educate thousands of people, but because of a eeries of compromises,
it operates in an area that is neither Church nor Stats. It became a model for
some United Nations projects, and as many DXers remember, it waa a group from
Radio Sutatenza that trained HRRI'e personnel in Puerto Lempira.

There ie an undefinable "momething different” is Sutatenza's proxrams. I hope
that thie rather unorthodox type of profile will help some to understand it.

The leaet-publicized part of the HRRI was the installation of receivers in the
isolated Moskito villages, and of course, teaching people to uses them. Here in
Mexico, I still hope to uncover some of Huayacoftla's development of an audience
with 120-meter receivers. The station itself was created by the fusion of two
educational stations, one government and one university, in an area even more
remote from the gea where "marine band” receivere were less common. I've noted
that the HCJB histories, excellent though they are, tend to omit this aepect in
their development. Perhaps it's because they believe that DXers are more
intererted in the signal "getting out” than in their development of a local
audience. I know these contacts to establish an audience were part of their
history as there was one group that "didn't make 1t"” on a trip to the jungle.

I don't know if thera are any anthropologists among thoss who DX the Latinm, but
sven today, a collection of tapes of ®ome station's personal announcements could
form the basis of a book-length study of radio’s role in village life. If we're
to understand radio, we can't say "I shot an arrow in the air ....." and €0 into
a long disertation on the technology of bows.
