WBYS NEWS is the supporting structure
around which all other programming is built.

Local news of the area is something no
other broadcast enterprise provides. Em-
phasis is placed on local news with more
than one hour daily in eight conveniently
scheduled newscasts.

Local news is a fulltime job for the News
Director and Frances Hoffman who has cov-
ered the County Court House in Lewistown
for 10 years.

Since the very first day of broadcasting,
WBYS has been served by the Associated
Press. The teletype in our news room is

just moments away from any news event in
the world.

Since June I, 1958, ABC NEWS has been
an integral part of our news programming.

The essentials of WBYS News in Full

Regularly scheduled locally produced
specialized news broadcasts are included
on the WBYS program schedule. These in-
clude “‘School Beat’’, ‘‘Medical News’’ and
““Religion in the News’’ as well as other
fields of interest.

WBYS NEWS captures the sounds and the voices that make the news. With a transistorized port-
able tape recorder, Pat Lopeman interviews Jack Mills, one of the owners of Clyde Mills Sales and
Service. Mr. Mills is Treasurer of the Canton New Car Dealers Association, a year round advertiser
with WBYS. His own firm has been in business for 55 years and he is well equipped to talk about cars
new and old.

Pat Lopeman is one of the younger members of the WBYS staff but his interest in news goes
back several years. While a sophomore in high school he was reporter for his FFA chapter and also
for his section which comprised four counties. He was selected as one of the top three reporters out
of the 440 chapters in Illinois. He is currently attending Canton Community College.
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Another faithful member of the WBYS news
team is Mrs. Derwood Shiplett who conducted
a program on the station in the early 50s for
the Home Bureau. She has been a correspondent
in the Cuba area for 10 years.

A new approach to religious broadcasting
is found with ‘‘Religion In The News’’ conduct-
ed by the Reverend Walter E. Bucher, Pastor
of the Church of the Brethren. This is a reli-
gious newscast with real substance and gets
to the heart of religious news.

Programs, spots, rates, tape numbers, years, months, days, hours, minutes, seconds, changes,
accounts receivable, bank deposits, writing checks, bank balances, telephone calls and interruptions
make up the day in the life of a person in the traffic and bookkeeping department.

Programs and spots vary in length from a few seconds to over three hours with sporting events.
Advertising schedules begin and end. There are local programs, remote programs and network programs.
All of these separate productions must be converted into a schedule in advance of broadcast time so
the announcer on duty knows exactly what is to be broadcast each second of the day.

With WBYS being a subscriber to the Code of Good Practices of the National Association of
Broadcasters, it remains the responsibility of the Traffic Department to make sure the scheduling of
advertising conforms to the requirements of the Code.

In addition, this department handles the billing of advertisers, payment of bills and the usual
record bookkeeping common to all businesses.

The center of operations for everything that is broadcast goes through Master Control. From
this point all originations from Studios A and B, the News Room, remotes, the ABC Radio Network and
the control room itself, are monitored.

The latest solid state audio equipment is utilized including the new Gates Dualux 1l console:
four Cartritape Il units for cartridges; two Magnecord 1021 reel-to-reel tapes; two Magnecord PTé reel-
to-reel tapes; and three new portable tape recorders and all new remote control facilities.

From the Master Control Room WBYS music shows are originated drawing from a library of more
than 50,000 selections representing music of every type and taste.

Good technical facilities are a must in providing high fidelity sound to a sound-conscious aud-
ience.
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At the control board above is Rich Sterling with seven years experience in radio. He is in his
fourth year at WBYS and handles the farm broadcasts as well as news and music shows. He is a grad-
uate in Radio-TV from Southern |llinois University at Carbondale.

On June |, 1958 WBYS became affiliated with the ABC Radio Network which inaugurated a new
era for the station. The network programs added a new dimension in service and entertainment and this
affiliation has been helpful in providing a full range radio service.

A news broadcaster since 1937, Don Gardiner is a
favorite with the WBYS audience. He has been anchorman
on ABC Radio’s extensive political convention coverage,
news specials and was the first reporter to broadcast nat-
ionally the shocking and tragic news of President Kenn-
edy’s assassination.

One of the brightest names in broadcast news is
Peter Jennings. He knows well the people and the lands
he reports on because he has been there.

Is there a greater name in sports broadcasting than
Tom Harmon? He’s heard regularly on WBYS and when he
speaks sports fans listen.

A Loole To The Future

The past is but a prelude to the future. In looking at our past we can see the
strength that has been formed with people working together. As we appraise ourselves
on this 20th anniversary, we seek to keep abreast of the times with a constant evalu-
ation of what the audience wants and needs. In so doing, we can best serve.

One way we hope to add to our broadcast services will be the addition of WBYS-
FM. Our application for permission to construct an FM station is now before the Fed-
eral Communications Commission. When this is granted, we will begin completion of this
important adjunct.

When it is granted and the station is put on the air, it will operate on 98.3 meg-
acycles with a power of 3000 watts.

It is our belief that success is a journey and not a destination. We therefore pledge
our continuing efforts so we may always earn the commendation of being successful broad-
casters.
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
