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The station had a modest beginning back in 1924
and at the time of its inception the radio listener
began to hear the WBBZ call-letters. In 1926
these call-letters were changed to WKBF and
they were used until 1935, when the listeners
heard, “This is WIRE, Indianapolis’’, and today
this phrase has become the most familiar one in
Indianapolis radio.
