CREAM CHEESE SALAD

1 cup cream cheese

2 level tablespoons chopped pi-
mentos

1 level tablespoon chopped green
pepper
14 cup chopped nuts
14 teaspoon salt
14 teaspoon paprika (for color)
1 cup mayonnaise
Head lettuce
Cream the cheese wuntil soft; add
pimentos, nuts, green pepper, salt, pap-
rika and one tablespoon mayonnaise.
Form into a square cake. Put in a cold

place one hour. Cut in thin slives;
serve on lettuce with mayonnaise.

14 cup celery, cut fine

W OW Gal Hobnobs With Radio Stars

Hollywood is generally looked
upon as an American playground,
with people hurrying hither and
thither, pleasure bound. This may
be true to some extent, but after a
month’s sojourn there, spent in vis-
iting radio and motion picture stu-
dios, attending the rehearsals of
some of NBC’s biggest coast-to-
coast programs, and talking with
the agency representatives who pro-
duce these shows, I am convinced
that Hollywood is one of the busiest
places on earth.

Plenty of Work

For instance, a motion picture is
in production night and day until
it is completed. Those taking part,
including the stars, often work until
late at night and are frequently
called to the set as early as 5:30
in the morning. Then again, radio
productions such as the Chase and
Sanborn Hour, Showboat and the
Kraft Music Hall require hours and
hours of rehearsal and revision.

Growing Rapidly

During a rehearsal of the new
Packard Hour I was amused to see
Lanny Ross poised on a saw-horse
in a position that looked none too
comfortable while he was waiting
for his turn to sing. The NBC
shows are moving out to Hollywood
so rapidly that in this instance they
had to use an auditorium that was
still under construction, which ac-
counts for the saw-horse replacing
chairs. I was surprised to find W.
C. Fields sitting so calmly in front
of the microphone during the Chase
and Sanborn Hour. Bob Burns
looked as if he might have just come
up from Arkansas when he appeared
on his Kraft Music Hall broadcast
recently. In addition to being very
sunburned, he was growing a beard,
for which he refused to apologize
because, he said, it was for “art’s
sake.”

Stars About

While dining at the Vendome, a
popular rendezvous for film stars
and producers, I rubbed elbows with
the genial Wallace Beery. Anita
T,ouise, who was dining at the table
across from me, looked just as beau-
tiful as she does on the screen.
Grace Moore, whose face was some-
what hidden by a large white hat,
was busily engaged in a conversa-
tion with friends. And Governor
Murphy of Michigan, with his party,
seemed to be enjoying all of this
artistic atmosphere about as much
as Yours Truly.

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Television to
be Attraction
at World's Fair

David Sarnoff, president of RCA,
and Grover Whalen, president of
the 1939 New York world’s fair,

have signéd an agreement whereby

television will be given a public
demonstration by RCA and NBC
at the world’s fair, which is dedi-
cated to “The World of Tomorrow.”

The television show will afford
the millions of visitors to the fair
from the far corners of the earth an
opportunity to watch demonstra-
tions of every aspect of radio and
television—the modern world’s and
future world’s most effective means
of communication and entertain-
ment.

In conjunction with the signing
of the agreement, Mr. Sarnoff said:
“In the ultra modern radio and tele-
vision building to be erected by
RCA on the world’s fairgrounds,
we shall show how radio safeguards
the passage of ships at sea and the
flight of ships in the air. We shall
maintain a radio communications
center at the fair, so that visitors
may send radiograms to any part of
the world and to ships on the seven
seas. We shall demonstrate how
photographs are transmitted across
the ocean by radio.

“The youngest child in the family
of RCA service is, of course, tele-
vision. This infant is not yet put
of the nursery, but it is learning to
walk and to talk. The progress we
are making daily in the development
of transmitting sight through space
gives promise that by the time the
world’s fair opens in 1939, television
will be greatly advanced over its
present-day position.

“While the problems of develop-
ing a nation-wide television system
are enormous. We have faith in
the future of this new radio art.
Television is bound to have a pro-
found influence on the lives of all
of us. It will extend, but not re-
place, our present-day system of
broadcasting. Much yet remains to
be done before television hecomes
available to the general public, but
we firmly believe that some day this
will be accomplished.”

Dr. Angell Starts
His Radio Duties

Dr. James Rowland Angell, en-
tering upon his duties as educational
counselor to the National Broad-
casting Company, told press repre-
sentatives in an interview Friday,
September 10, in the NBC studios
in Radio City that he was beginning
his radio work as an “apprentice.”

Burns and Allen

... A Biography . ..

They're billed on the air, in vau-
deville and movies, as George Burns
and Gracie Allen, but in private life
they are husband and wife, gag man
and gag woman and (although they
will deny it) incorrigible romanti-
cists.

George and Gracie were born on
opposite sides of the continent—
Gracie in San Francisco, George in
New York., Gracie was sent to a
convent, after which the irrepressi-
ble young lady studied dancing with
her sisters.

They Laughed

The first time she appeared be-
fore the footlights was in the Hippo-
drome, San Francisco, and although
they had a perfectly coordinated
dance routine, it immediately ap-
peared that the fates had destined
this slender, dark-eyed person as a
comedienne, For in the midst of a
kick Gracie lost her balance and
fell, pulling her two sisters down
with her. The audience roared.

After several seasons with the
Larry Reilly Company, a vaudeville
act in which she played Irish col-
leen parts, Gracie left the show
because she was refused feature
billing.

Allen Meets Burns

With a friend she went to Union
Hill, N. J., where the friend was
trying out an act. Backstage, she
met George Burns, then doing a
song-and-dance act with Billy Lor-
raine as Burns and Lorraine.

As for George, his first stage per-
formance had been at a New York
political dinner with the Pee Wee
gquartet, which three other young-
sters and himself had organized.
They split $5 afterwards. A singer
at the same dinner, who also re-
ceived $5 for his “single,” was a
young man, aged 15, by the name
of Eddie Cantor.

After a few years of many-sided
experierices, George teamed up with
Sid Gary, who later became a star
in his own right. After playing 30
weeks in small theaters, they finally
hit the “big time.”

During the years which followed
he was in hundreds of vaudeville
acts with many partners.

Allen Joins Burns

After meeting Miss Allen, Burns
dissolved his partnership with Lor-
raine and teamed with Gracie. Since
he had written the act, he made
himself the comedian. Miss Allen
asked the questions and he gave the
funny answers. Then, as George
says, everyone laughed at her ques-
tions and none of his answers. After
the first show, he switched parts.

Miss Allen had been with the
Reilly show so long that during
ltheir first season she couldn’t drop

Allen Marries Burns

After four years as a team, Burns
and Allen signed a unique contract
with RKO theaters.
years straight. With the contract
signed, they were married.

They continued to play through-
out the country, with annual trips
to Europe. During those six yeats
they received a number of offers
for Broadway stage shows, but
could not get a rclease from their
long-term vaudeville agreement.

And —believe it or not—they
started their radio act on the other
side of the Atlantic. On one of their
Furopean jaunts they made their
radio debut, appearing for 15 weeks
for BBC

During the latter part of 1930,
George and Gracie made their first
films in short subjects for Para-
mount, and at the termination of
their RKO contract signed a film-
stage agreement with Paramount.

The last nine weeks of their RKO
contract they played at the Palace
theater in New York. While there,
Eddie Cantor, who was on the same
bill, asked Gracie to do five minutes
with him on his radio program. She
did, and was so well liked that
broadcast officials signed them as
radio stars. Their radio broadcasts
skyrocketed them to even greater
heights.

With the exception of one 13-
week period in 1934, for one broad-
cast of President Roosevelt and for
one broadcast when Gracie Allen
was sick, the team has not been off
the radio since they first appeared
as guests of Cantor.
