National Public Radio

National Public Radio is a private, non-profit
carporation established specifically t pravide

1\ national program service for the nation’s publy
radic sttions. S¢rving communities in 43 states,
Puerte Rico, and the District of Columbin, NFR
is composed of more than 150 members opernting
over 175 noncommercial, public vadio stations,

While Washington, D.C., was determined as
National Public Radio's base, decentralization of
programming was established early as the
cornerstone of NPR policy. * In practical terms,
this ¢oncept medns thet NPR reliss on its member
stations and other sources to provide approtimately
half of the programming (about 40 hours vach

woek) NPR makes tvailable to the system.  Whil
the mutual exchange of programming from all

parts of the country and abroad, as we 1l as that
produced at NPR, serve to meet the purprses of
public radio, «ach NPR member station is selective
in the choices of pragramming which will best
s¢rve the necds of its community.

In terms of content of programming, « prinmry
assumption has been that public radio’s purpose

is to contribute toward mecting the nedds of people,
particularly those¢ needs of an educational, in-
formational, and cultural nature. Through effective
use of the radie medium, NPR's gals are w
contribute to man's better understanding of himself,
his fellow men, and the world about him, th
heighten understanding and thereby the quality

of man’s life; to contribute to solving problems;

and to provide enlightenment by bringing listeners
the sounds, ideas, and the hopes of mankind.
