wrapped up with Whitehead for future production.,.....Bob Hope's TV schedule for next
season over NBC includes two shows on Thursdays, two on Seturdays and two on Sundays :
Sunday, Oct 6, 9-10pm NYT; Thursday, Nov 7, 8:30-9:30pm NYT; Saturday, Dec 7, 9-10pm
NYT; Sunday, Feb 2, 1958, 9-10pm RYT; Thuraday, March 6, 8:30-9:30pm NYT, and Satur-
day, April 5, 9-10pm NYT., Some of the material for the shows will again be based in
foreign locale with international stars and will be recorded during Hope's currently
scheduled movie filming stint in France.......ABC's Saturday evening Billy Greham
program (from Madison Square Garden) has been extended to run thru July 20.........
